BILL YESTERDAY,

Amendments of the Irish Party Rejected—
Release of Bremnon — An Ameriean
Catholic Bishop Denouncing the Ladies
Land League.

LonpoN, June 2.—In the house of com-
mons Sir Wm. Harcourt said the treason
and felony clause of the repesssion bill was
enly to apply to offences committed after
the passage of the act. Parnell said Har.
court's statement was satisfactory as far ag
it goes, but political offences ought to be
entirely excluded from the bill. After g
warm discussion Davey’s amendment, ex-
cluding cases of treason or treason and fel-
ony from those to be tried by the special
commission courts, was rejected by 70 to
297.

Healey moved an amendment that trea-
son do not apply to persons committed for
treason in consequence of words appearing
in Irish newspapers, or words spoken at
public meetings in Ireland. Cowen wish-
ed to see the bill restricted to punishment
for crime, not for opinion. Rejected hy
61 to 26°

Parnell moved to amend the bil] by ex,
cepting murder from tl:il] by the special
commission court. Rejected by 123 to 22.

O'Connor moved an amendment that
any of the crimes enumerated in the first
clause of the bill, viz, treason, murder, at-
tempt to kill, aggravated violence, arson,
and attack on a dwelling, be tried in the
first instance by jury and in the event of
the law failing, by a special commission
court. Rejected by 124 to 22,

DupLiN, June 2.—It is stated that Clif-
ford Lloyd, special magistrate for Clare, has
received additional letters from America
warning him that he will be killed if he
does not quit office. Thirty-two men are
employed to protect him.

KiLkeNNY, June 2.—Brennan, secretary
of the land league, isreleased from prison,
and has started for Dublin.

©LEVELAND, June 2.—Bishop Gilmour
has written a letter to be read in all the
Catholic churches in this diocese on Sunday,
excommunicating #ny lady who hereafter
attends meetings of the ladies’ land league
or becomes a member. The bishop de-
nounces that branch as calculated to make
brawling politicians of woman, and holds
membership therein incompatible with
womanly modesty.

GUITEAU.
Rehearing of Wis (’nn:An Asylum Super
intendent Declares Him Insane.

WasHiNGTON, June 2—This morning

Reed presented a petition to the district
supreme court, general term, asking for a
rehearing of the case of Guiteau. The ap-
plication was based upon a purely technical
ground and embodies liberal citations from
the official record of the trial. Decision
will be rendered as soon as the judges can
consult, probably to-morrow.
After the presentation of the petition,
Justice Carther said the court had decided,
right or wrong that the place of death was
immaterial to the crime.. The offence of
maurder consisted in violence not in death,
although death was the essential badge of
the crime. Reed argued that defendant
was entitled to a truthful record and as the
verdict was a general one of guilty on all
counts, when there was no evidence to
sustain some of them, it was not truthful.
Justice Carther said the motion was not de-
batable,

Reed, Guiteau’s counsel denies that he

CiNcINNATI, June 2.-—At the session of
the American superintendents of insane
asylums to-day, Dr. Theodore Fish, super-
intendent of the Boston lunatic hospital
read a paper taking the ground that Guiteau
was insane and should pot be hanged.
His argnments elicited the congratulations
of other members. The president declined
to permit the matter to -be discussed.

MEXICANS AND INDIANS.

The Former Clean out & Band of Apaches—
Trouble Expected at Fort Thomas,
@5ax14 Fe, June 2.—A Chihuahua des-
patch states that, Furo, commander of the
Mexican troops, with 400 Mexican cavalry,
surprised a band of renegades from the
Apaches on the morning of the 25th near
Bosque de Santiago. He swhipped them
unmercifully, 37 bazks being killed and 10
taken prisoners. . The entire camp outfit,
including 50 head of stock was captured.
The Mexican loss was one officer and eight
men killed and two officers and  twelve men
wounded. Tkis  with  the losses
sustained in the previous  fight
with the United States and Mexican
troops leaves the hostiles badly demoraliz-
ed. No raids are probabie for some time to
come.

Forr THomAs, June 2.—Orders have
been despatched to all the troops in the
field to' concentrate immediately at San
Carlos as trouble is anticipated. It is
stated that orders for disarmingthe Indians
have been received, which causes an ap-
prehension of trouble. The forces on Ash
creek have been increased by four com-
panies. This is the pass the indians
generally go through when leaving their
reservation.

FARM WAGES IN THE STATES.

A Steady lncrease Since 1879—The Present
Average Rate.
WasHINGTON, June 2.—The investiga-
tion of the rate of wages of farm labor made
by the department of agriculture shows an
increase of 24 per cent since 1879 in the
eastern states ; 14 per cent in the western
states and 13  per cent in the southern.

His Birth and Early Patriotism —His Ban
ishment and what He Subsequently
Did to Liberate His Country.

SKETCH OF HIS CAREER,
With the death of General Garibaldi one
of the stormiest of human spirits has' gone
to its rest. He was born at Nice in 1807,
and at an early age joined the band of self-
sacriticising Italian patriots who plotted and
toiled to free their unhappy country from

the Austrian and Bourbon yoke. Having
been found implicated in one of Mazzinis’
conspiricies he was forced to leave Italy in
1832 and again in 1834. After a series of
military adventures to which his restless
disposition’ prompted him during his
period of rule he took a hand in
the abortive revolution of 1848, and
when as the result of failure he was com-
felled to take refuge in America he purused
or a time the trade of soap and candle
making on Staten island. With the return
of more quiet times in Italy he returned
by way of England and settied down on a
farm on the island of Caprera with which
his name has ever since been associated and
on which he died. Marked 'success in
farming did not wean him from his steady
resolve to drive out the Austrians, and
in 1860 he took part against them
in the Franco-Austrian war, which to
his regret ended in the fannexation of his
native place to France. On his own ac-

count and at the head of a small force he
suddenly made war on the Bourbon king of
Naples, whom, after a series of brilliant ex-
ploits, he zompelled to flee into exile and
the kingdom of the Two Siclies was
amalgamated with that of Sardinia under
the reigne of Victor Emanuel. Two years
later he attempted, also on his own account,

the final expulsion of Austria from Italian
soil, but he was prevented by Victor Eman.
uel’s forces from embroiling " the two count-
ries in what would have %een tor Itlay a
hopeless struggle. Wounded and a prison-
er, he retired to Caprera to take the field
once more against Austria in 1866, when
he fought on the side of Prussia. In 1870
he lent his services to France after the
downfall of the empire. He was elected
to the French assembly, but declined to
take his seat, and after a few years more
retirement in Caprera he was chosen a mem-
ber of the Italian parliament in 1875, He
at once identified himself with an engineer-
ini‘ncheme for the improvement of the
Tiber and of the sanitary condition of
Rome, but for some time past he has been,

on account of his physical weakness, very

little under the public eye. He was, taken

for all in all, one of the most remarkable
men of his age, and has, though in a
guerilla faghion, done much toward the
realization of his life-long ideal, a free and
united Italy. Cavour and Garibaldi are
names that will be associated on the page
of history as the most eminent -collabora-
teursin their work of political regeneration.

=~ THE BASIS OF REPRESENTATION.

Farnest men everywhere_feel and admit
that at the present moment we are brought
face to face with a question of ‘the gravest
import to the whole community. The very
foundations of popular government have
been assailed by the redistribution bill, for
if any puty that happens to be in power
is unscrupulous enough to try to snatch a

“popular verdict of acquittal for political
offences they have now a precedent for
making the attempt. When one party
tries a trick ot this kind it is unreasonable
to expect the other to resist the temptation
todo th: same, and when both sides yield
to the temptation the whole system of re-
presentation is brought into contempt.

For theevil which has thus been intro-
duced into the body politic, the people
have the remedy in their own hands, and
the letter of Mr. Donovan in yesterday’s
World points it eut. It is not too
late to apply that remedy even at this elec-
tion. Let all independent men who, like
Mr. Donovan, are prepared to sacrifice
party allegiance to the interests of the
people, speak out boldly rs he has done and
le* no candidate go without pledging him-
sel to assist in putting a stop forthwith
and forever to the process of gerryman-
dering constituences.

\We have no sympathy with Mr. Dono-
van’s plea for Irish Catholic representa-
tion in the sense in which he use the
term. We believe the Irish Catholics
are better citizens in this respect '.hfm their
leaders give them credit for being: We
believe that as a rule they differ amongst
themselves on public questions and vote
according to their conviction just as Pro-
testants do. We believe that with each
passing year there is less likelihood of the
Roman Catholics being led like a flock of
sheep into any particular political camp,
and we areglad to think the day for such
an exhibition in Canada is forever gone.

But Mr Donovan strikes the true note
when he claims that some system of min-
ority representation is the best means of
correcting the abuse embodied in the ger-
rymandering bill of Sir John Macdonald,
and he has done a manly act in coming
forward at this juncture in support of Mr.
Blake to whom he gives thLe credit of the
plan he proposes. In its details Mr, Dono-.
van’s scheme may be capable of amendment.

We believeit is so, but he has given only the
merest outline, and therefore there is little
to criticise in what he has put forward.
But as a matter of principle he is on the
right track, and he will soon find every
sensible man in the country on the same
Side. Even the Globe, which has always
sneered at Mr. Blake’s theories of represen-
tion, will be forced to help him to carry
them into practice.

One or two of the examples which Mr.
Blake made use of in discussing this ques-
tion three years ago will suffice to mak.‘
Mr. Donovan’s meaning plain now. For
instance, a very compact district under
such a system would be formed by the
three Torontos, the three Yorks, and the
county of Peel. Each of these at present
returns one member, and therefore the
whole district might elect seven. Even
if each elector bad the right to
vote for seven names, the creation of such
large constituencies would be a benefit ; but
the benefit would be still greater if each
voter were limited to a maximum of four,
and allowed to confine himself to one if he
chose to do so. Similarly one group could
be formed of Algoma, Muskoka, Simcoe
and Haliburton ; another of the three
Greys and the three Bruces ; and still
another of the three Hurons, the two
Lambons and the two Perths.

Were Mr. Blake at the bead of a new
government to attempt a reform in our
system of representation we have no doubt
the senate would interfere to prevent him
from succeeding. The result, however, of
any obstruction on the part of that body
would be to direct popular feeling against
it and its entire abolition would, as mat-
ters now stand, be in itself a triumph for
the principle of popular government.

THE WORKINGMAN’S UNION.

To TaHE WorLp: Would you be kind
enough to inform the public what elements
constitute the ‘¢ Workingman’s National
Union of Canada,” whose chairman is J,
kck Evans. The only representative
“union” of different trade and labor

organizations in this city is that of the
Trade and Labor council, composed as it
is of one or more delegates duly elected by
those whom they represent. During the
late strikes in this city the various organ-
ized labor bodies contributed financially
and otherwise towards the sustenance of
those who  were fighting  capital
for fair wages, as was promised: them un-
der the national policy, butas oneof those
warmly interested on that struggle I do not
recollect having heard of the reception of any
aid to, or even sympathy for, the strikers
from the “Workingmen's National Union.”
Is it merely a high sounding title for the
purpose of giving a certain status, which
could not otherwise be had, to a few de-
signing persons, that they may the better
further their own personal - ends, or isit a
purely political organization ? It cannot
be the latter, as political parties are at
present constituted, for there are working-
men on poth sides. The Trade and Labor
council is the only representative ‘‘union”
of the various branches of labor in Toronto,
and| as such is pronouncedly non-partizan
as an organizition, and does not attempt
to control the individual political course of
any of its members as citizens. A synop-
sis of the composition and aims of the
*‘Workingmen's National Union” is anxious-
ly looked for by more than one
WORKMAN.

SIR JOHN IN YORKVILLE.

To THe WorLp: It is gmtifyiug‘ to
notice that you are giving independent re-
ports of the various speeches and proceed-
ings at the different political meetings.
While believing that in your report of the
speech of the conservative leader at York-

ville Thursday evening, you were animated
with the same spirit, | woulk like for the
benefit of your readers, to revert to two
points. You say that Sir John Macdonald
expressed himself on the Chinese labor
question as being opposed to Chinese la-
bor in America. This is correct as far as it
goes, but the speaker went further than
that, and said that if he were returned to
power he would bring in a bill to prevent
the immigration of Chinese, when occasion
required it. Owing to the engagement to
build the western portion of the C. P, R.
in five years Sir John said the contractors
had found it impossible to induce or find
a sufficient number of white men to work
on the railway and they were obliged to
make up the deficiency by employing
Ohinese.  The other point [ refer to is re-
specting the premier’s remarks on the On-
tario license act. Besides stating it to be
unconstitutional Sir John said that he was
determined, if he returned to his present
position, to pass am act revesting in the
municipalities the powers which the local
government now exercise under the Ontario
license act, thus giving to each munijcipal-
ity the power to’ reglﬁa.te the number of
licenses to be issued within its limits and
to prevent the issue of any licepse in case
the voice of the particular municipality so
declares.

Osgoede Hall Notes.

In an argument in chambers yesterday
morning as to the alleged irregularity of
the delivery of a notice of trial it appeared
that the defendant’s solicitor received it a
few minutes after two on a Saturday after-
noon (according to his own timie.) Mr.
Dalton enquired gravely whether the de-
fendant’s solicitor’s office was not situated
east of that of the plaintiff’s solicitor, and
on being told that 1t was, ironically sug-
gested that that fact would account for its
being later there than at the other office.

Mr. Dalton gave judgment yesterday
morning in the case in which Mr. Hood of
Guelph is suing Mr. Martin of Napanee
for the price of some Portage lots. The
master held that the plainuff could not
claim the purchase moaey, as there had
been no conveyance ; that all he could claim
was damages, and accordingly dismissed
the motion. ~The case will probably yet
come into court as a claim for damages.

M. BOBERT EAT'S
ADD_EESS.

To the Electors of Centre
Toronto.

GENTLEMEN : :

An address, or rather an apology, signed
by Mr.: Robert Hay, has been published
and circulated amongst you. Since my
name is before you as a candidate for your
suffrages against Mr. Hay, it is not out of

lace for me todraw your attention to that
socument, which is much more remarkable
for what it omits than for anything it con-
tains.

Mr. Hay says the country is prosperous,
and, with an air of patronizing providerce,
he gives a limited measure of credit for our
prosperity to the bountiful crops, as well
as to the universal revival of trade.

After so much frankness you might have
expected that he would have taken vou
still further into his confidence, and told
you what he had been doing as your repre--
sentative for the past four years, during
which period the governmeut he so blindly
followed has increased the anuual expendi-
ture over five and a half million dollars, as
proved by their estimates of last session ;
and has increased the customs taxation
from less than twelve million dollars in
1878 to over twenty million dollars, as esti-
mated for this year ; and has also incrcased
the national debt by fifteen million dollars
in the three years from 1878 to 1881 ! !

It weuld no doubt have been interesting
if Mr. Hay had also told you why he sup-
ported the granting of the contract to build
the Canada Pacific railway without calling
for tenders; why he voted down an offer by
other responsible men to build it for §3,000-
000 and 3,000,000 acres of land, less than
the Syndicate’s proposal; why he voted to
give the sydicate a grinding monopoly of
the Northwest trade for twenty years, ex-
emption from taxation, and privileges with-
out number, which were not asked by the
other company.

You have also missed a great deal in not
hearing fsem Mr. Hay what reasons could
have influenced him to vote against the
right of the province of Ontario to legislate
about her own local affairs, and how he
came to insult the intelligence and belittle
the patriotism of the Canadian pecple
when he voted against the right of Canada
to make her own commercial treaties.

His most glaring omission, however, was
in not informing you that before_he was
elected, in 1878, the governments of Can
ada*and of Ontario, had solemuly agreed to
an arbitration by three distinguished men,
to settle the northern and western bound-
aries of Ontario; and that these arbitrators
had unanimously awarded to Ontario nearly
a hundred thousand square miles of the
disputed territory. This award gave us a
seaport on James’ Bay, and a hundred
million dollars worth of timber, besides
the land., Surely a representative of the
capital city of Ontario should have urgently
pressed for the prompt ratification of that
award by the Dominion! Did Mr.
Hay do so! On the contrary his
voice was never heard demanding
your simple rights, and the power of the
French Bleus not only prevented the rati-
fication, but secured the actual repudiation
of that award by the Dominion govein-
ment. Mr. Hay was silent then; are you
going to allow him to remain silent now on
this great question ?

Within the last few days of the session
just closed, the final stab was given to On-
tario, when the -government brought down
their scandalous and cowardly gerryman-
dering bill. They had to give this pro-
vince, as a result of the census, four ad-
ditional members, which might have been
accomplished without interfering with the
bounderies of counties. Sir John Macdon-
ald had himself laid down the principle that
such interference was always most objec-
tionable and dangerous. Yet in the re-
distribution of seats bill they trampled upon
this sound principle, and for purely
party political purposes altered more than
tifty Ootario constituencies. In this they
have done what no British statesman ever
stooped to do. It is better to have no
parliament at all, than to have only one set
of ‘opinions represented there. It was not
British fair play to alter the constituencies
of nearly every prominent member of the
Opposition just before the elections. This
wretched and unmanly conspiracy will fail,
because independent men of all parties
unite in condemning it, and thousands of
voters, who have usunally acted with the
Conservative party, will by their - ballots,
on the 20th June, protest against the intro-
duction here of the vilest tactics that have
ever disgraced the names of the most dis-
reputable politicians in the United States.
Where was Mr. Robert Hay, you will ask,
when this outrage was being perpetrated ?
He dare not justify it in his address to you;
I challenge him to justify it on a public
platform in Toronto ; yet he voted for every
provision of ' this disgraceful act, which |
stands to-day as the darkest blot upon the

statute book of Canada ! ’
Itis expected, however, that you are to
forget and forgive all these political mis-
deeds, and to elect Mr. Hay again, in
order to prevent any change being made

in the present tariff, which is claimed to |

be so nearly perfect that amendments to it |

would be ruinous both to manufacturers
and mechauics. In my judgment the tarifl |
imperatively requires amendment. I think |
that peither mauufacturer, nor mechanic, |
nor any one eise, can profit by the duty on
coal, Yet Mr. Hay has steadily opposed
the removal of that odious and oppressive
tax. Is it ary more defensible to keep on
the bread tax, or to raise the price of sugar
by another tax ? Yet Mr. Hay resists
their removal.  Does it seem fair to impose
a much heavier tax upon the stouter and
cheaper cottons and woollens, which the
poor man buys for himself and his tfamily,
than upon the finer fabrics which the rich
man buys ¢ Yet Mr. Hay has refused to
remedy this great injustice.

Isi notan injury alike to th e manafactur-
er, to the mechanic, and to the whole com-

munity, that heavy duties should be im- | !

posed on raw material, such as iron, which
every manufacturer requires in his business?
Yet Mr. Hay has steadily resisted the re- |
moval of the duty on irou, which the op-
position asked to be done.

For the policy of the liberal party I look |
to their course in the last session upon this
tariff quastion. They made no sweeping
proposals of change to unsettle the business
of the country, but offered the reasonable
and necessary amendments which I have just
indicated. They do not favor,nor do I favor,
any policy which would bring disaster upon
persons who have invested their means in
manufactures, or in stocks on which high
duties have been paid. Even the necessary
and pressing changes must only be wmade
with the greatest caution.

I believe that the placing of Mr. Blake in
power upon the declared policy set forth in
his published address to the electors of |

The present members did nothing for the
workingman. Mr. Hay bhad not given his
men a single advance in their wages.
‘Then there was the Chinese question.. Sir
John conveyed the impression that white
labor could not be got to build the western
section of the Pacific railway. Onder-
donk got more money for the very reason
that he was to employ white labor.
There were 36,000 Chinese in Columbia,
and if Sir John sends them back it will
cost more to do so than it would to bring
white labor from Europe. [Cheers.] Such
people, too, would keep their money in
the country. If there is a change in gov-
ernment the workingmen™ will have no
reason to regret it. Where was Mr. Hay
and Mr. Beaty when an attempt was made
to reduce the price of the workingman’s
coal? Seven carpenters were advertised
for the other day and over 175 applied. As
workingman we want equal rights; we
want manufacturers to flourish, but we
want workingmen to flourish in a corres-
ponding degree. He preterred that four
niillions out of the seven millions surplus
should be in the pockets of the people,
not in the hands of the government.
Not long sgo a parliamentary candidate
had to put up $50; now $200 had to be put
up owing to Sir John Macdonald’s legisla-
tion. Lower Canada influenee created the
boundary trouble. The lumber on the dis-
puted territory was worth $126,000,000,
certainly worth fighting for. [Cheers.] On
principle Ontario should fight for an acre
as much as for 100,000. To ask for a ju-
dicial decision was simply to burk the issue.
Sir Jobn had said thelicense law was un-
constitutional; he did this to win ' over the
hotel men, but he forgot the temperance
men. If Sir Johnis justified in the jerry-
mander he will make other attacks on the
rights of the people of Ontario. During
the late labor trouble in this city they foun
Mr. McMurrich coming forward every time.
[Cheers.] Mr. Hay did nothing then; he
was not in accord with the workingmen’s
wishes.

The chorus song tramp, tramp was sung
with great enthusiasm by the crowd and
Mr. Schuch.

Mr. J. D. Edgar was well received. The
night before he had written to Mr. Hay
offering him a chance tospeak from this
platform. But he had not put in an ap-
pearance. On the boundary question he
pointed out that the Ontario government
wished to bunild new parliament buildings
worth at least half a million. But they
had had to put off doing so because they
had not sufficient means. But if this new
territory were secured the province would
have lots of money to erect the buildings.
Did it not then make a difference to us
whether we got the territory or not. One
of the first things Mr. Blake will do if re-
turned to power will be to pass an act rati-
fying the boundary award. [(heers] As
to Chinese labor: while few (‘iinamen came
it was of little matter; now the pagan
hordes are swarming on our western shore,
The policy of the liberals, as declared in
parliament, was to build the road from
this side and send whit men from

here over to there to do the worky
sir John was spending ten millions on that
British Columbia section and yet we in
Canada, who furnished that money, would
not beable to get over there for ten yeais.

AN IMPORTANT MEETING OF THE
TRADES COUNCIL,

g

Denouncing the Seamen's Act—A  Grand
Trades Plcnic to be held—The Way
That Immigrants are Imposed Upon.

There was a very large meeting of the
Trades and Labor council at Dufferin hall
last night, President Beecher in the chair.
There were nearly 50 delegates present.

THE SEAMEN'S ACT,

The committee on legislation, thirough
Chairman Oakley, reported that they had
under consideration the seaman’s act of
1873 and the amended act of 1882, and are
of opinion that it is a piece of class legisla-
tion of the worst description, and would be
a disgrace to the statute-books of any civi-
lized country. The act provides heavy and
extraordinary penalties for very trivial offen-
ces, and they endorsed the opinions of Mr.
Justice Ramsay that it is a monstrous law,
which in its eagerness to reach the guilty
confounds the innocent with guilt ; that it
has no spirit and its operations must be
confined to the narrowest interpretation of
its words, and that it such a law had been
decreed in Russia there would have been
raised a shriek of indignation at its bar-
barity, , For example. clause 87 says:
‘““ Any person found loitering near any
ships and not giving a satiffactory account
of himself shall incur a penalty of $100 and
be liable one years’ imprisonment.” Then
clause 86 as amended is still more stringent,
It provides that ‘‘any person going on
board of any ship whilst she is in port
against the permission and consent of the
person .in charge shall be liable to three
years’ imprisonment, and’' if he be
armed at the time of committing
the offense to five years’ imprisonment,
no matter what his object may have been.”
The amended actfof last session, while it
modified this clause at the option of the
magistrate, renders it still more odious, as
it gives toapolice or a stipendiary mag-
istrate!full power to try and convict the of-
fenders without the option of trial by jury,
thus sweeping away the most valued pero-
gative of a British subject, namely the
right to be tried by a jury of his own peers.
Your committee is of opinion that the
whole laws relating to shipping should be
amended iu a liberal manner and in ac-
cordance with justice and equity.

The report was unanimously adopted
and a couple of short speeches were made
condemnatory of the existing shipping
laws.

A TRADES UNION PICNIC,

A special committee appointed at a
previous meeting reported in favor of hold-
ing-a grand trades’ union picnic on July 1
at Mmiico. The project met the approval
of the entire council, but the date was
changed to July 22, and the city council
will be asked to grant the use of the exhi-
bition grounds for the picnic. It is intend-
ed to make this event the finest social
gathering of trates’ unionists that lias ever
bezn held in the city.

NOT A TRADES' ¥NION. :

The *‘Bookbinders Benevolent associa-
tion” was in simultaneous sessien at Tem-
perance hall, and as it had been hinted that
they would like to be represented in the
Trades and Labor - council, a deputation
went over to Temperance hall to see the
bookbinders, They returned and reported
that they had received a decidedly cold re-
ception and were informed that the book-
binders society was a benevolent and not a
trades union organination. The council
unanimously was of the opinion that the
bookbinders had not the spirit of union-
ism in them and decided to leave them
where they were.

A DISSOLUTION,

Mr. Smith from the Friendly Society
of carpenters reported  that two
weeks ago his  union had  dis-
solved, and nearly all the members that
joined the Amalgamated Society of
carpenters. He therefore relinquished his
seat in the council.

WHAT ARE THE POLITICIANS DOING !

The legislative committee was asked if
it had consulted with the several candidates
for parliament in the city on the momentous
questions of immigration, Chinese labor,
the insolvency act, and other matters
affecting workingmen. Mr. Oakley replied
that the committee had not yet seen any of
the candidates on these matters, but
thought that it was meet that the views of
the gentlemen seeking seats at Ottawa
should be obtained as soon as possible,

FALSE REPRESENTATIONS,

Mr. Moor, from the Amalgamated
carpenters’ society, presented a
resalution . from his wunion on the
matter  of false representations made
by agents in Great Britain (presumably
government agents) to mechanics to come
to Canada. He did not wish to discourage
skilled mechanics immigrating to this
country, but he did object in all conscious-
ness to the false promises of certain men
across the Atlantic who hold out those
false representations to mechanics there,
who when they arrived in Canada found a
different state of things to which was re-
presented to them He would therefore
move that ¢ This council make such repre-
sentations to the Dominion government as
will prevent a recurrence of the
large number of mechanics now being
brought into Ontario by goverument assist-
ance when the labor market is already
overstocked ; and also as to what steps
they will pursue in. reference to the immi-
gration of Chinese labor in Canada.” Mr.
Moor related several instances where men
had been told that they would receive un-
heard of wages in Toronto and - elsewhere,
were assisted here and came only to be
sadly disappointed. = Whether it was tke
fault of the government or the steamship
companies he was not exactly sure, but he
was inclined to the opinion that it was the
former.

Mr. Lewis held that the mechanics of this
city had more to fear from prison labor than
they had from immigrants.

The discussion then became general, and
all of the speakers held that they were not
at all opposed to the immigration of skilled
labor, yet it was injurious tothemselves and
to the honor of the country to induce
these men to come out under glaringly
false misrepresentation. Doubt was ex-
pressed by some of the speakers as to whom
the blame rested with—the polisy of the
government or the mercenary proclivities of
steamship companies. One speaker,however,
remarked that he was certain that the Ot-
tawa government was to blame, for he had
read several advertisements in the London
papers itstructing intending emigrants to
call at the ¢ Canada government’s central
office for further particulars and receive
assisted passages.” Another speaker said
that Sir A. T. Galt, the high commissioner
for Canada, during the lace troubles with
the carpenters, had offered to send out men
to fill the strikers’ places at a lower rate of
wages than they (the strikers) were receiv-
ing. Sir Alexander had so written to a
master builder at the time of the strike.

The next meeting of the council will be
held two weeks from last night.

The Fenian Raid.

Sixteen years ago yesterday there was
great excitement in Toronto. The fenians
had crossed the Niagara river at Black Rock
and piliaged several farmers’ houses, when
they were met by the 13th Battalion of
Hamilton and Queen’s Own of Toronto on
the field at Ridgeway.
