To the Editor of The World.
| “SIR" Tifursduy by a creditable spirit of
tolerance was quietly given up the U. E.
foyalists as the day of their especial
prominence in the semi-centennial celeg
bration. But it by no means follows that
the majority of Torontonians or of Can-
adians endorse or admire the course
which led to the loyalists taking refuge in
thisconfry, where they have made good
citizens and done yuch to hasten the de-
velopment of the country. Probably
many descendants of the loyalists areé of
the same opinion on this point as
the _ large majority of the Can-
adians. The ‘rebellion of 1776 was a
wholly justifiable one, a glorious one not-
withstanding the intolerance and some-
times genuine meanness of spirit of some
of the revolutionists, which led to the
loyalists leaving the country when they
might have been retained and gradually
brought to acquiesce in the new order of
things, but no cause, however good, but is
marred by some excesses and some mean-
nesses. The U,E. loyalists should celebrate
nothing. They should keep quiet about
their share.in the revolution—in fact, they
have reason’ 10 be ashamed of. their an-
cestors of that stormy time. It was the
British pluck of the colonists that made
them * rebel; it was the absence of
that British love of liberty that gave the
loyalists that little glory which they arro-
gate to themselves, apparently unconscious
of the part their fathers played as traitors
to Brmﬁ‘ireedom At the very least,
their co was poor-spirited and blunder-
ing. The realloyalists to British tradition
and British instinct were the rebels. The
only British things the loyalists ever claim
i8 British obstinacy. If their descendents
choose to glory thus, ahd assume. airs
about it, they may be allowed to do so ;dt
hurts tobody. Bat if they imagine the’
vast majority of fellow citizens look upon
them with anything but mipgled pity,
amusement ana mild contempt, they are
very greatly mistaken. The more inde-
pendent descendants of the loyalists do
not boast of their descent—they are rathe
ashamed of it.

!'HE LAYINGOF THE CORNER H TONE,

When Chlef Marshal Piper, and those aides
of his retinue who had courage enough to fol-
low their chief through the-mud and rain, ar-
rived on the Exhibition grounds yesterday
they heant with dismay that the Lieut.-
governor could not lay the corner stone on old
Fart Rouille, as laid down on the program.
The chief marshal had already been deeply
grieved that the public had been deprived of
his great proegssion on account. of the intro-
vention:of the gods, headed by Jupiter P., so
after consulting his mounted aides, and know-
ing it’'was stated in deep characters on Tle
stone that It was laid on July 4th, &c., &c., te
came to the conclusion that it must be laid at
all hazards. The workmen were interviewed
the fellow-crafts were assembled, and not-
withstanding the warnings of their masters,
they declared that a sYMBOLIC STONE might
be laid by the great Zoo chief. The symbolic
stone was procured, also mortar. It was de-
cided that the trowel should be presented to
H. P. by the adjutant of a Canadian regiment,
that a military character might be imparted
to the occasion. The chief was accordingly
handed the great trowel. being informed that
ithad figured at the laying of diffierent cor-
ner stones, chief among which might be men-
tioned the Temple, the small Pyramid (known
a8 Cheops), and lately atthe corner stone of
‘Niagara Falls. The trowel had been polished
by an enterprising E-apprentice, and looked
muoh like siver,and was rapidly clutched by
the pet-of-the-ward. The laying then began.
By this time many people (about ten) had
g*thered and all heads were uncovered as
the chief spread the glue and as the aides de-
posited their coins thereon. In order that no
te.mpmﬁon be offered to corner stone-snatch-
e¥s, nothing more viluable than copper was
allowed to be used. The only newspaper that
could be found was The World, and it was ac-
cordingly placed beneath the symbolic. The
chief alluded to the historic ground as being
the very spot on which 'fecumseh was knock-
ed gilly by Pocshontas, also to our posterity,
and their pride in the future on looking at the
stone.
