be. I have seen many viaducts, but never 

containing the number of tracks which 
would be necessary here. It would it seems 
to me, be almost equal to building a second 
story over the Esplanade. For if we have a 
viaduct for part of the traffic, as seems tome 
to be proposed, and let part of it run on the.' 
level as at present, that would surely be 
quite as dangerous, if not more dangerous, 
than the present system. The danger does 
not consist so much in the passenger trains as 
in the continually moving to and fro 
of freight trains and the engines which draw 
them,sspt'cially when disconn ctid from them,
1 have noticed three narrow escapes from 
death by these. It seems to me that it would 
perhaps be as well, if overhead bridges be 
used, not to put them on the streets, but as 
far to the right or left of these streets as the 
length of the ramp. For instance, we could 
not get to the foot of Yonge-street with a 
vehicle by a bridge on Yonge-street. Going 
down the ramp at the end would necessarily 
turn us some distance to the right orjeft. 
But it should be remembered that this does 
not apply to foot passengers, as at the junc­
tion of the bridge and the ramp there is 
generally a flight of steps for their accom­
modation. It has been objected that these 
inclined planes will make haulage to the bay 
slow and toilsome: but those who thus object 
should remember that every load going to 
the bay must now, and must in the case of a 
viaduct, by some means go down an inclined 
plane along the greater portion of the front 
,)f the city. At the Brock-street bridge, for 
instance, they can now notice a very steep 
inclined plane. And one would think it wiser 
to let the light traffic to the bay use here and 
there an inclined plane than to build a great 
inclined plane to drag up in the air and let 
down again the immense tonnage of the 
railway traffic which passes the front of To­
ronto. It appears to mo that the number 
and cost of these overhead bridges has been 
greatly exaggerated. Four such bridges 
would surely be enough for Toronto for many 
years to come, and judging by the specifica­
tions of the cost of the viaduct, and remem­
bering tn what proportions these specifica­
tions are often exceeded, it is not impossible 
that they would be a couple of millions of 
dollars cheaper, a very important matter 
now, when the high rate of taxation is be­
ginning to seriously injure the property of 
the city.
