THAT NEWSPAPER SQUABBLE

BETWEEN MAIL AND EMPIRE, AND
HOW IT MIGHT BE HEALED,

BDiore Plain Speaking—Mr. Thomas Long
is Not 8 g an A y ~Nor is
Mr," Brock Vindictive—Mr. M s
Retirament and Mr, Creighton’s Suc-
cession—Is Mr, Meredith to Have a
Fair Show in His Make or Break
Struggle?

“I do not know,” said a member of the
Albany Club, **when I've read anything so
much to the point as the deliverances of
those Conservatives who have been discuss-
ing the prospects of our party in recent
mnumbers of The World. They tell the
exact truth. For how can we hope to beat
‘Mowat (and the chances are, under im-
proved surroundings, excellent), with Mec-
‘Carthy on record as a supporter of Sir
Oliver and The Mail bucking against Mere-
dith?

“‘There must have been a mistake some-
where. Surely it is not too late to heal the
trouble. The Mail people, Bunting and
Riordon, are ready to come in; indeed,
the former has gone on several missions to
Ottawa, has had long talks with Haggart
wnd Patterson and he has paid several
visits to the Albany Club of late. As for
Mr, Brock and Mr. Long, who - have done
.Bo much for The Empire, they are not un-
willing te absorb The Mail and consolidate
it with The Empire if funds are put in for
that object. y

“Mr. Long, notwithstanding what is said
on the quiet, is not seeking a senatorship—
would not take it if offered him. He
made the financial sacrifices he has
made for The Empire out of regard for the
welfare of the party and through a desire
to see fair play. If it is true that he has
been buying up stock in The Empire, it is
probably to aid the cause of peace, not to
gsin an ascendancy or to become a dicta-
tor. Mr. Long, it is true, has broken with
McCarthy and properly blames him for
raising unnecessary race and religious is-
sues, but he is not disposed to keep up any
antagonism that will injure the party.
Nor is it true that he is desirous of punish-
ing Meredith for his Protestantism. He is
anxious to do all he can for him.

*“As for Mr. Brock he has been nothing
but a peacemaker in local and Dominion
politics and will, when he returns to
take the chairmanship of The Empire,
be the very]first to consider any reasonable
proposition Mr.: Creighton may have to
offer toward hsaling The Mail breach.

“‘As was said by the previous Conserva-
tives in The World, D’Alton McCarthy
is lacking in sound political judgment. He
makes mistakes; Sir John Thompson never
does. That's the difference as between
them. For instance, it is true that Mr.
McCarthy led The Mail into its crusade
against the Catholic party, and that he
also insisted on the starting of
The Empire, though afterwards
came to pass that this very
paper called “him a wobbler and
a traitor. Take another instance of Mr.
McCarthy’s mis-judgment. He allowed his
name to go to the public the other day as
the prospective president of a new lake
navigation company which died stillborn.
But besides his mistakes he makes mischief.
With The Mail behind him he can finish
Mr. Meredith. But if he is taken right
und The Mail and Empire squabble is set-
tled by a consolidation the way to Mr.
Meredith’s triumph is clear.

*“As for Mr. Creighton, one hears no-
thing but sympathy for him. Mr.McCarthy
got him into the box. = Mr. Creighton is a
man of broad vision, a sound debater, a deep
thinker, and at the same time had thor-
ougnly mastered all the intricacies of the
politics of the county of Grey. It will be
no trouble to him to pick up the threads
again. It is true that he wasunacquainted
with what some of the boastful call ‘metro-
politan journalism’ when he came to To-
ronto, but considering his rural experience
and what he had to encounter on
coming here, his record is not to be sneezed
at. Besides, he still retains his old news-
paper in Owen Sound and his old connec-
tions.

“Mr. Masson, of one of the Greys, is
willing to retire from the House of Com-
mons to the county court bench, and in

/that case Mr. Creighton is spoken of as his
successor in carrying the Conservative
standard. He would bear the banner well.

“One can well understand Sir John
Thompson’s desire to avoid any connection
with this Toroato newspaper squabble.
He does not believe in a too close relation
between press and party; as anold news-
paper man he thinks the more there
is of the voluntary between the
party and the papers the bet-
ter it is for both, Moreover, the
Conservative party have had no direct re-
sponsibility for their organs in Montreal or
Halifax, and yet the support received in
these cities is just as acceptable, If Sir
John’s views are known at all, it is more
than likely that he would object to Mr.
Haggart or Mr. Patterson doing anything
more than trying to heal the present split,
and refusing hereafter to have anything to
do with financing for a party paper.
The Ministers have never bothered them-
selves to see The London Free Press,
Hamilton Spectator, Kingston Whig, Mon-
treal Gazette and other papers through
their financial arrangements. Nor is there
gny truth in the statement that Messrs.
Patterson and Haggart have a grudge
against Senator Peter Maclaren of Perth
for refusing to pay a balance of $3000 of the
£10,000 of Empire stock subscribed for by
him. They have on the contrary taken the
Benator with them to show him the Crow’s
Nest in the Rocky Mountains.

«The story is also foundationless that the
Cabinet at Ottawa think that the business
men of Toronto should carry an unnecessary
paper in that city through advertising. It
4s well known that the business men of this
eity are the most generous advertisers of
any city in Canada ; but it is too much to
expect that when politicians choose to start
another paper that they can unload its
maintenance on the business men of Toron-
to. They will give one good Conservative
paper & share, but two trying to work the
same fleld is one too many.

ssAnd thatis why I and many ‘another
member of the Albany Club desire to see
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this newspaper warfare cease, desire to see
Mr. Meredith given a fair show in what is
to be his make or break effort, desire to see
Mr. McCarthy deprived of such a lever as
The Mail detection gives him, and why we
desire to see our party get into first-class
fighting trim for the Dominion election that
is to come.”

How Newspaper Men Regard It.
Both Mr. C. W. Taylor and Mr. Douglas,
the business maoagers of The Globe and
The Mail, have often expressed themselves
as favorable to some kind of consolidation
that woald reduce the number of the big
morning papers. They know, that the
town is not able to maintain three, and that
asa matter of fact outside politicians have
had to make up the deficits of one of them.
Mr. Maclean of The World when asked
the same question said he had always
favored some kind of consolidation, and that
he had offered to sell that paper to the
Conservatives before ‘The Empire was
started, and had av the request of some of
the parties about a year ago submitted a
scheme of consolidation, - But it had gone
no further., What he asa publisher de-
sired to see was The Mail and Empire fused
into one strong paper.

THE “HERO OF JELLALABAD" DEAD-

Color Sergeant Kay Answers the Last Roll
Call-Had Served Under sir
Henry Havelock.

The death occurred at 196 Markham-
streev yesterday of Color-Sergeant Alexand-
er Kay, late of the 13th Light Infantry,
who was known among local veterans as
the ““Hero ot Jellalabad.”

Sergeant Kay was born in Lanarkshire,
Scotland, and was, at the time of his death,
85 years of age. He was the son of thelate
Captain Kay of the 14th Hussars and was
destined for the church.

While attending college, preparing for
holy orders, his desire for adventure forced
him to leave his literary studies for a sol-
dier’s life. He accordingly ran away, like
many lads of his day, mg listed on Jan. 20,
1825, in the regiment above named.

From the time of his enlistment till the
time of his leaving Her Majesty’s ser-
vice his soldier's life was not

of  roses. He  assisted
in avenging the massacre of the 16,000
men under Lord Elphinstone in the Pass of
Cabul, Afghanistan, by the treacherous
Akbar Khan, Dr. Brydon being the only
survivor of that dreadful slaughter. The
generals commanding the avenging army
were Sir Robert Sale and Pollock. The
captain of his own com%ny was after-
wards the renowned Sir Henry Havelock,
the hero of Lucknow.

Deceased served throughout the war of
Afghanistan from 1838 till 1842, was pre-
sent in 1840 at the Jstorming of Ghuznee,
siege of Loodendirah, . storming of Julghar,
engagemént of Parwandirah, in 1841 at
many bloody battles in the passes between
Cabul and Jellalabad, Khoord and Cabul,
Lazzeen and Jugdullaugh; in 1842 at the
defence -and general action of Jellalabad
and battles ot Ingdullaugh, Lazzeen and
capture of Cabul.

During these engagements he was four
times severely wounded. At the storming
of the fortress of Ghuznee, while scaling
the walls, he received a bayonet thrust in
the top of his head. He fell and was picked
up by his  comrades or  dead.
Till the day of his death he
wore a silver Hlate, which replaced the
part of the skull displaced by the savage
thrust of the Afghan’s bayonet.

After serving in the regular army for 24
years he retired, and has been a resident of
Canada over 40 years.

After his arrival in Canada he was made
Inspector of the Military Police, and served
in that capacity for about 10 years, under
the supervision of staff officer Colonel
Julloch.

His funeral will take place from his late
residence, 196 Markham-street, on Tuesday
at 2 o’clock.

GEORGE DICKSON DEAD,

For Many Years Colledtor of Inland Rev-
enue in Toronto.

Mr. George P. Dickson, who has been
well-known to the residents of Toronto and
vicinity for the past50 years,died at his late
residence, 26 Gwynne-street, Saturday
night of heart failure.

The deceased was at ‘one time owner of
the Elgin grist mills at Richmond Hill, and
was appointed collector of inland revenue
under the John Sandfield Macdonald ad-
ministration, which position he filled for 17
years, when he was superannuated and has
since lived a retired life, He was also in-
spector gt weights and measures.

Although 82 vears of age deceased was
was actively engaged in the tramsaction ot
his private business up to within a few
days of his death. Mr. Dickson leaves a
wife and six children—two sons and four
daughters.

George R, Salter Dead,

George R. Salter of the firm of F. Salter
& Sons, market gardeners, Winnipeg, died
yesterday. The deceased had been suffer-
ing for a number of years from Bright’s
disease, and had traveled extensively in
hopes of improving his health. He return-
ed from Toronto last fall, and has since
then been gradually getting worse, till
death relieved his suffering this morning.

HIS SKULL CRUSHED.

A Young Man Meets With a Probably
Fatal Runaway Accident,

BELLEVILLE, May 14.—A young man
named Wilson, son of Mr. Robert Wilson
of Huntingdon township, while driving on
Sunday afternoon, met with a serious acci-
dent, which may cost him his life.

His horse became f{rightened ata dog
barking, and runniug away, threw the oc-
cupant of the rig out. His head struck a
stone, crushing the skull.

Fatal Fall From a Load of Hay.
MonxcroxN, N.B,, May 14.—A young son
of Charles Price of Boiestown was killed
there yesterday by falling from a load of
hay. When he was found, about an hour
later, one of the wheels of the wagon was
still on his neck.

BOTH WERE TIRED OF LIFE.

ONE USED CARBOLIC ACID AND THE
OTHER A PAIR OF SCISSORS. :

William Bird, Head Waiter of Olow’s
Takes & Dose of Poison—A Spinster of
66 Hacks Her Throas With a Pair of
Scissors And Jumps ¥From a Second.
Story Window,

William W, Bird, 223 Berkeley-strost,
was found dead Saturday morning in the
bushes in the rear of the Woodbine Hotel.
Bird has been hanging around the race
track continuously since Thursday morn-
ing, until which time he had been in the
employ of William Clow at Turtle Hall.

;. Samuel J. Hill, 1634 Queen-street east,
discovered the body at 8.30 in the morning.
The police were notified and the remains
were transferred to the Morgue, where an
in(\ueﬂ was held by Dr. Aikins at 8.30
o’clock @aturday night.

On an envelope found in the pocket of
the deceased were written these worda:

“I am a member of the Sons of England.
My passbook is in oy coat pocket at Turtle
Hall. Good-byeall.”

Mr. Clow, the deceased’s late employer,
can assign no reason why Bird should take
his life, as no tault had been found with his
work as head waiter. He had been draw-
ing good wagus and living most amicably
with his wife as far as could be ascertained.
Mrs. Bird, who was considerably worried
at the non-appearance of her husband since
Thursday, when he took tea at home, was
greatly affected when the news of his de-
mise was broken to her.

Bird was well known about the city,
having acted in the capacity of waiter
during the past five years.

The Verdict..
Dr. Sweatnam’s evidence regarding ths
result of a post-mortem examination he had
performed on the deceased left little work

for the coroner’s jury to perform Saturday
evening, as he proved cenclusively that a
dose of carbolic acid had been.taken by
Bird just previous to his demise. The fact
was evidenced by the hardened condition of
the dead man’s throat, %:ﬂlet, stowach and
:g‘htzont portions of the liver.

rry Bamber, 102 Richmond-street,
also gave evideace which removed the last
shadow of doubt as to whether Bird had
wilfully taken his life. He has been a
friend of the deceased for the last \four or
five years and works at the Windso} Hotel.
On Thursday he received a note frof Bird,
written on an envelope eouched in t§
léwing terms:

DeaAR SIR,—If anything should bhippen
please see that things are all right an{\ my
expenses paid. Pleass send to my hime
Mrs. Bird, Yew Tree Farm, Sutton
field, Birmingham, England. Dear Ha\x
you know the cause. God forgive me,

: Yours faithfully.
No signature was appended to the mil
ive, but Bamber, Jesse Jackson and Wil
liam Clow, who were all familiar wit
Bird’s handwriting, identified it as his.
Bamber was positive shat he knew no
reason why Bird should have taken his life,
He was always under the impression that
his home life had been pleasant, but noticed
that for the past three months he had ap-
peared somewhat despondent. !

Nothing was adduced to indicate why

professed to greatly admire.
The jury’s verdict was: ‘““This man came
to_his death by a dose of carbolic acid, self-
administered.”

Eliza Sifton, a spinster, 66 years of age,
who has for some time past boarded with
Mr. John Berrie, 70 Dundas-street, made
a determined attempt to take her life at
5.30 yesterday afternoon. She first tried
to cut her throat with a pair of dull scis-
sors, making a jagged but not dangerous
wound. She then jumped from a window
and fell 25 feet to the ground.

She was removed to the General Hospital
 about 9 o’clock and will recover.

Miss Sifton came to Toronto with rela-
tives about a year ago.

street, where a woman, ‘a stranger to her,
gave the child some brandy. ‘
When admitted to the hospital the infant
was in a semi-drowsy state, and although
everything possible was done to relieve it,
died at 6 o’clock yesterday morning.

TWENTY-F IWE LIVES LOST.

By a Oollision Off the Coast of Cornwall—
Yog Prevents Auy Attempt
at Rescue,

Loxpox, Mu.g' 14.—The captain of the

steamer City o
Swansea to-day from Hamburg, reports at
1 o’clock yesterday afternoon his' vessel
collided in a fog off Trevose Head, coast of
Cornwall, with the ship Countess Evelyn,
bound with passengers and iron ore from
Bilbao, Spain, to Newport, Wales. The
captain of the Countess Evelyn jumped
aboard the City of Hamburg, and Mate
Richards crawled to her through a hole in
the Countess Evelyn’s quarter. Ninety
seconds later Countess Evelyn went under
with her crew of 16 and with nine pas-
sengers.

Boats  were lowered at‘ once
from the City of Hamburg but
the search in the fog proved almost
useless.

Seaman Jarbin was picked up,- but. he
died a few minutes after having been
brought aboard the steamer.

The dead body of a little girl was also
found. Otherwise the attempt at rescue
was resultless. The lost passengers were
the English wife and the son and dsughter
of a Spanish gentleman in Bilbao; Mrs. Wil-
liams, her son and infant daughter, two
‘men named Barton and a Loundoner whose
name has not been uceruinod.‘

_SUCCUHBED To _PNBUMONIA.

George Victor, Sovereign Prince of Wal-
deck, Is Dead.

BeruiN, May 14.—George Victor, Sover-
eign Prince of Waldeck, died at Marienbad,
Bohemia, yesterday of pneumonia.

George Vietor was bogn Jan. 14, 1831. He
succeeded to the throne: of Waldeck under
the guardianship of his mother at the death
of his father, which occurred May 15, 1845.
He was married twice, His first wife was
Princess Helena, daughter of the late Duke
Wilhelm of Nassau.. She died in 1888, One
of the Prince’s daughters by this marriage
was Princess Helena, who became the wife of
the late Prince Leopold; son of Queen Vie-
toria of Great Britain, Another was the wife
of the late King William of the Netherlands.
She is at present Queen Regent of the
Netherlands.

Prince Victor was only a sovereign in name.
After the war between Austria and Prussia
he surrendered his chief sovereign rights to
the King of Prussia. That was in 1867, Vic-
tor retained -.a separate system of govern-
ment, but was subject to Prussia.

DROWNED IN DOZENS.

A Panic on a Russion Ferry Boat Results
in Great Loss of Life.

St. PETERSBURG, May 14,—A small ferry
boat on the River Msta, near Borovitchee,
Government of Novgorod, became unman-
ageable in midstrean to-day and was swept
swept from her course by the current.

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Mayor Fleming And the Waterworks,
The last official report of the City Engi-
peer reters to the conduit across the bay,
aund points out so many and such grievous
defects in its construction as to convince
the most indifferent citizen that the time

has arrived for summarily consigning the
whole plant to the waste heap. . The more
the submerged plant is inspected the more
its thorough rottenness becomes evident.
1t is not so long ago since Engincer Keat-
ing assured the city that the' conduit across
the bay was tight and sewage-proof. We
are not a little surprised, therefore, to find

- him stating in his report: on Saturday that

» part of the pipe, 2000 feet in length, in
the deepest part of the bay had not yet
been examined and he could mnot re-
port in what condition it was. What
grounds then had Engineer Keating for as-
suring Dr. Sheard and the citizens that the

_eonduit was delivering pnre water at the

pumping well2  His statement on that oc-
casion appears to have been recklessly
made. If the Engineer wishes to retain the
confidence of citizens he will hereatter
speak by the book and not at random on a
matter so vitally affecting the weliare of
the public.

So mach for the 2000 feet that has not
been examined. As to o portion of the re-
mainder he says a satisfactory test is an ex-
ceedingly  difficult . matter, This is
owing ‘“ to the peculiar construc.
tion of Hanlan’s crib, the - different
linings which have been put.in under
water by the divers, and the rough state of
the work, and also on account of the ab-
sence of valves.” - What an indictment this
is! The work has not only been scamped,
but it was never made to be tested. And
it cannot be properly tested either, and the

public will never have confidence in any g

test that may be made.

The plant is already condemned. En-
gineer Keating will simply waste his time
if he thinks by inspecting the conduit he
can patch it up and' restore pub-
lic confidence in ~the work. It
will be much more to the purpose
if he gots to work at oncein preparing
plans for a hew system. Until last week it
was generally supposed that the only
trouble with the system existed in the
conduit through the bay and Island. Bad
as that portion is, it is the source of only
halt-our troubles. After the pipe leaves
the Island and gets into the lake we find
an equally wretched state of affairs. We
imagined we were getting our water from
the lake where it was 70 feet desp. We
gpent a lot of money in carrying the pipe
out to this depth of water. Now .the
Engineer reports that he can see no reason
for supposing that the eity has ever
drawn itswater supply from the new intake
or through the new 6-foot conduit at any
time sinee it was laid. This is how Mr,
Keating describes this portion of the sys-
tem:

1 am sorry to be obliged to report that
from the partial examination 8o far made of
the new six-foot steel conduit from the bell-
buoy crib to the new intake, 1t is found to
be in a dilapidated and broken condition,
that it is not resting upon the cribs or sup-

orts to the eastward, and 1s partially
guried in the sand. There have so far
been discovered three breaks or open joints
in this pipe, and the divers report that
there is about two feet of sand and mud in
it in some places, and that weeds are grow-
ing around and in the pipe. The depth- of
this pipe varies from about twenty to eight
FJeet below the surfaces of the lake, and at
one of the breaks one portion of the pipe
has rolled over and lies about three feet
ofit of line with the adjoining portion.

Here then we have a proof of scamped
workmanship all along the line, Part of
the pipe is too deep to be readily examined
and the part that can be inspected
# in a thoroughly dilapidated econdi-
tion, past all . medical assistance.
The time for verbal report is past. Mayor
Fleming and the Engineer have acted too
negligently in this matter. The public has
all along demanded a thorough inspection
of the system, and it is only ab this late
day that the\worst defects are being ascer-
tained. Mayor Fleming has been the chief
executive officer for a year and a half and
during the ywhole time of his regime we
have been sadly deceived about onr water.
It was on Christmas last ‘that the matter
was forcibly, brought to his notice by the
rising of the conduit, and it is five months
after that event before we have anything
like an adequate idea of the imperfect
condition of the system. The Engineer,
too, is slow to move. Both he.and the
Mayor should have placed before the pub-
lic ere this definite plans as to our future
water supply. ‘If Engineer Keating is too
busily employed elsewhere expert assist-
snce should be furnished him. As yet we
see no indication of a report as to the new
system. If Mayor Fleming can’t rise equal
to the emergency, why doesn’t he resign?
The public want a fair and square state-

. ment from him To-DAY as to his position.

Let him state (1) whether he is in favor of
patching up the present conduit; (2) whether
he favors a new system; (3) whether he has
in his possession plans for such system; (4)
whether he has taken steps to have such
plans prepared,and if 8o, how far have they
been developed ?

Fake Endowment Concerns.

The act passed by the Local Legislature
last session in regard to the registration of
the so-called endowment orders has had a
salutary effect already. Many of these in-
stitutions promised large returns at the
end of a definite period of years, five or
ten, to all who became members and con-’
tributed & small sum monthly to their
treasury. Any one who took the trouble
to investigate their methods and state-
ments would be convinced of the unstable
and fraudulent nature ot their business.
The Iron Hall was one of the most fraudu-
lent of the endowment orders, and yet it
found hundreds of people in Canada ready
to become its dupes. Its
were the real beneficiaries, having
actually divided among themselves
no less a sum than $250,000.

Despite the Rain Thousands of People
Witnessed the Turnout of the Local

§ B-ﬂmguu Yesterday,

Anold man with scant gray hair und
threadbare garmen:s stood patiently in the
mud and drizzle at  the corner of Jarvis-
Queen-streets  yesterday afternoon, His
accent proclaimed him & Scotchman and a
Highlander. His oyes, now blinking feebly
behind & pair of steel-rimmed. glasses, had
seen the flash of sharp swords in many
(laitds and his ears had heard the rattle of
musketry or the shriek of the Minie ball
as it hurtled by. And he had always
fought for Queen Vietoria, might God bless
her! By 3 o’clock the old man had fought
over again some 16 battles, not to. mention
odd skirmishes and ambuscades galore,

But just at that time the skirl of the
bagpipes, the rattle of drums, the inspiring
notes of golden throated bugles, and the
bray of martial brass, put an end to warlike
reminiscences.

Ag the sight of 1600 men clad in the
Queen’s uniform burst upon his gaze, as the
regular swish! swash! mud! splash! of 3200
feet, shaking the sure ‘and firm set earth
came melodiously to his ears, the old man’s
feelings overpowered him and he shouted
““Hurrah for Queen Victoria!” in so lusty a
voice that it overpowered the harmonious
rivalry of two sonorous bands. And then
his eighty years reasserted themselves and
he looked timidly around only to see every-
one beaming benevalently upon him.

And What o Sight Was There!

And what a sight he saw, and what a din
he heard! First came the Queen’s Own
Rifles 625 strong and headed by their mag-
nificent band clashing melodiously the
while. At intervals thesilver tonguesof the
42 new bugles blew a merry blast, while the
rat-a-tatstat of the kettle drums gave forth a
syncopated staceato. At the head: of the
proceision was - the. brigade commanding
officer, Col. Otter,  together ‘with Lieut.-
Col. Grey, brigade-major; Capt. Macdou-
gall, brigade-adjutant, and Mujor Meade,
orderly officer of vhe day. They marched
as stalwartly and as proudly asif no rain
had drenched the plumes of their cocked
hats.
