Aise In the Matter ertke Canadian Sealing 
Claims, Wklch He Tktnks Should be

Washington, Dec. 3.—The message oi 
President Cleveland to the 54th Con­
gress was delivered to-day. In the 
message, the President, after calling 
attention to the reports of the heads 
of the several departments, presents 
the important phases of the American 
relations with the foreign powers and! 
makes a statement of the financial 
problems confronting the nation.

On the relations between this coun­
try and Great Britain the message 
says :

Our relations with Great Britain, al­
ways intimate and important,, have 
demanded during the past year even 
a greater share of consideration than 
is usual. Several vexatious questions 
Were left undetermined by the decis­
ion of the Behring Sea arbitration tri­
bunal. The application of the principles 
laid down by that august body has 
not been followed by the results the* 
were Intended to accomplish.

Much correspondence has been ex> 
changed between the two Governments 
on the subject of preventing the ex­
terminating slaughter of seals. The 
need of an effective enforcement ot 
existing regulations, as well as the 
adoption of such regulations as ex­
perience has shown to be absolutely 
necessary to carry out the Intent of 
the award, has been earnestly urged 
upon the British Government, but thus 
far without effective results. In the 
meantime the depletion of the seat 
herds by means of hunting has so' 
alarmingly progressed that unless their 
slaughter is at once effectively check­
ed their extinction within a few years 
seems to be a matter of absolute cer­
tainty.

The understanding by which the 
United States was to pay Great Brit­
ain a lump sum of $425,000 In full set­
tlement of all British claims for dam­
ages arising from our seizure of Brit­
ish sealing vessels as authorized under 
the award of the Paris tribunal of ar­
bitration was not confirmed by the 
last Congress, which declined to make 
the necessary appropriation. I am still 
of the opinion that the arrangement 
was a judicious and advantageous one 
for the Government, and I earnestly 
recommend that It be again considered, 
and sanctioned. A treaty of arbitra­
tion has-been agreed upon, and will 
be immediately laid before the Senate, 
so that in one Of the modes suggested 
a final settlement may be reached.

The President points at the condition 
of affairs arising from the Alaskan 
boundary question and from the un­
satisfactory delimitation of the re­
spective jurisdictions ot the United 
States and Canada and urges that 
these questions be settled by Congress 
so far as possible.

Brlieln nod Venezuela.
The President says; "It being appa­

rent that the boundary dispute be­
tween Great Britain and the.Republia 
of Venezuela, concerning, the limits 
of British Guiana, was approaching an 
acute stage, a definite statement of 
the interests and policy of the United 
States as regards the controversy 
seemed to be required both on its own 
account and In view of its relations 
with the iriendly powers directly con­
cerned. In July last, therefore, a de­
spatch was addressed to our ambassa­
dor at London, for communication, to 
the British Government, in which the 
attitude of the United States was fully 
and distinctly set forth. The general 
conclusions therein reached and for­
mulated are in substance that the 
traditional and established policy oC 
this Government is firmly opposed to 
a forcible Increase by any European 
power of its territorial possessions oa 
this continent; that this policy is as 
well founded in principle as it is 
strongly supported by numerous pre­
cedents; that as a consequence the 
United States is bound to protest! 
against the enlargement of the areal 
of British Gùlana in derogation ofl 
the rights and against the will of Ven­
ezuela ; that, considering the dis­
parity in strength of Great Britain 
and Venezuela, the territorial dispute, 
between them can be reasonably set­
tled only by friendly and impartial 
arbitration, and that the resort to 
such arbitration should Include the 
whole controversy, and Is not satisfi­
ed if one of the powers concerned la 
permitted to draw an arbitrary line 

'through the territory in debate and to 
declare that it will submit to arbitra­
tion only ,the portion lyhig on one 
side of it.

"In view of these conclusions, the 
despatch in question called upon the 
British Government for a definite an­
swer to the question whether It would 
or would not submit the territorial 
controversy between Itself and Vene­
zuela in its entirety to Impartial arbi­
tration. The answer of the British 
Government has not yet been received, 
but is expected shortly, when further 
communication on the subject will pro­
bably be made to Congress.”

Tim Financial Problems.
After dealing with American foreign 

relations, the message says : “As we 
turn from a review of our foreign re­
lations to the contemplation of our 
national financial situation we are Im­
mediately aware that we approach » 
subject of domestic concern more im­
portant than any other that can en­
gage our attention, and one at present 
in such a perplexing and delicate pre­
dicament as to require prompt and 
wise treatment.

“By command of the; people a customs 
revenue system designed for the protec­
tion and benefit of favored classes at 
the expense of the great mass of our 
countrymen, and which, while ineffei- 
ent for the purpose of revenue, cur­
tailed our trade relations and imped­
ed our entrance to the markets of the 
world, has been superseded by a tariff 
policy which in principle is based up­
on a denial of- the right of the Gov­
ernment to obstruct the avenues to 
our people’s cheap living, or lessen 
their comfort and contentment, for the 
sake of according special advantages 
to favorites, and which, while encour­
aging our intercourse and trade with 
other nations, recognizes the fact that 
American self-reliance, thrift and in­
genuity can build up our country’s in­
dustries and develop its resources more 
surely than enervating paternalism. 
The compulsory purchase and coinage 
of silver by the Government uncheck­
ed and unregulated by business con­
ditions and heedless of our currency 
needs, which for more than 15 years 
diluted our circulating medium,under­
mined confidence abroad in our flaoa-

EE & SON. DUTY OB ENGLISH GOODS A $950 HAND.
i The Famous Case of gangster ▼. T. Baton 

Company Finally Settled.
At the Civil Assizes yesterday the 

case .of Sangster v. Eaton occupied 
the attention of the court the greater 
portion of the day. The plaintiff is 
Mr. Andrew Sangster of Fenning- 
street, and the defendants the T. 
Eaton Co. In March, 1892, Mrs. Sang­
ster, accompanied by her little boy, 
then two years and a half old, visited 
the defendant’s place of business for 
the purpose of making a purchase. 
The little boy was then suffering from 
a birth-mark, which caused a swelling 
and discoloration of the fingers of the 
right hand. While in the store a mir­
ror weighing about 40 pounds, which 

standing unattached against a 
wall, fell on the child, inflicting a 
bruise on the hand already affected 
by the birth-mark.

On behalf of the plaintiff It was 
alaimed that the birth-mark might 
have disappeared in the course of 
time, or that, at all events, the dis­
ease would have remained Inactive ; 
but after the injury from the fall of 
the mirror the disease became aggra­
vated and is now said to be incurable. 
Damages were set at $2000, and were 
claimed by both father and soil—the 
former for the lose of his child’s help, 
the latter for the loss of the hand. ! 
! Considerable medical testimony was 
taken, and as is often the case, the 
doctors disagreed. Some held that the 
disease with which the child was born 
was aggravated by the bruise; others 
held that it was not; that the disease 
was liable to become active in the 
natural course of things. The case was 
given to the jury shortly after 7 
o’clock.

This case has already been through 
every court in Canada. It was tried 
originally before Mr. Justice Street, 
who held that there was no evidence 
of neglect to go to the Jury and dis­
missed the case.

An appeal was taken and the higher 
court held that there was evidence 
to go to the Jury, and directed a new 
trial. This Judgment was appealed 
from in turn, and the case was finally 
brought before the Supreme Court, 
which directed a new trial.

The jury yesterday gave a verdict 
for the plaintiff for $950.

as the Canadian customs officials in­
sist that they should add the English 
duty where any such is chargeable, 
even though the case ot goods so du- 
tled should only be passing through 
England. The Chamber of Commerce 
maintains that if this rule is persisted 
in it will Interfere with the transit 
trade of the United Kingdom.

The Pacific «able Scheme.

cable have been wired by the Colonial 
Office to all the Colonial Governments 
concerned, and practically cover all 
the points raised by Mr. Sandford 
Fleming, Canadian delegate on the Pa­
cific commission.

London, Dac. 4.—The Dally News, 
commenting on President Cleveland’s 
.message to Congress, says :

“A worse financial muddle than Mr. 
Cleveland stated It would be difficult 
to conceive. Such is the result of tam­
pering with the currency for the sup­
posed relief of powerful interests. It 
is worthjthe attention of our own cur­
rency doctors.”

Ihe Daily News refers to the Vene­
zuela dispute as a matter In which the 
United States is not directly concerned.
* Ihe principle ot. arbitration is invalu­
able, but its friends should beware of 
straining it unduly. The comparative 
weakness of Venezuela does not give 
that country exceptional rights.

With reagrd to the President’s re­
ference to Armenia the paper will say 
It should be thought that when Am­
erican missionaries are robbed and 
evicted with the connivance or com­
plicity of the Sultan, an American 
warship would be a better agent than 
the powers, who are all protocols and 
no policy. The lives of Americans in 
Asia Minor cannot be considered safe. 
It would go hard with Mr. Cleveland 
It he allowed them to perish.

The Stenderd Is Also Vigorous-
The Standard will say : “The main- 

tez £ nee of friendly relations between 
Great Britain and the United States 
is of such supreme Importance, that we 
cannot but regret the tone In which 
President Cleveland alluded to the dis­
pute with Venezuela. If we may Judge 
the tone and substance of the despatch 
addressed to Ambassador Bayard In 
July from the paraphrase communi­
cated to Congress, we are not in the 
least surprised that no answer has yet 
teen received. We undertake to pre­
dict that when the answer reaches the 
White House it will furnish the Pre­
sident with much matter for serious 
reflection. eW have far too much con­
fidence in the strength and generosity 
of American character to believe for a 
moment that the President will be sus­
tained In his position by the better 
Older of trans-Atlantic sentiment.”

The Standard disavows any wish to 
treat the message with disrespect, but 
says that the whole passage relative 
to Venezuela is a tissue of unreal as­
sumptions and unsupported deduc­
tions. It adds that it is obviously for 
the people of the United States to de­
cide whether at any time they will 
forcibly prevent a European power 
from Increasing Its possessions on the 
American continent. If they wish to 
carry out this view they will do so 
after due calculation of the cost, but 
this has nothing to do with Great 
Britain’s right to vindicate her title *o 
territory which she holds to be her 
cwn without Interference from the 
outside.

Regarding the mode of enforcing the 
British claims the paper asks : “Does 
Mr. Cleveland seriously suggest that 
because a state is 'insignificant it is 
to be exempt from the ordinary con­
sequences of aggression on a power­
ful neighbor ? Has he ever adopted 
this singular principle where wrong 
has been done to the United States?

"Of course not,” It says, "and he 
must not teach a virtue that he de­
clines to practice. He Insists that 
there must be a reason ; that Vene­
zuela Is to define the Issues and Great 
Britain Is to submit meekly to the 
award.”

Referring to the Behring Sea para­
graph of the message, The Standard 
will say : "Mr Cleveland has still to 
urge upon a refractory Congress de­
cency and justice in complying with 
this plain condition of an honest 
award. That Is unencouraglng;stlll less 
seductive becomes the prospect when 
we find that Mr. Cleveland has already 
prejudiced the merits of the dispute, 
taking It for granted that Great Brit­
ain is wi*ig. It is not easy to argue 
calmly with a controversialist who be­
trays Inability to suspend judgment 
and listen to reason. It is a pity that 
the calm, judicial temper in which Mr. 
Cleveland approached the topic of 
Cuba did notNnspire him when he 
referred to the situation on the main­
land of South ‘America. He makes 
a chivalrous exhibit of self-restraint 
towards Spain; but even strong states 
have rights, and though Great Britain 
is in a position to maintain her dig­
nity and interests, she ought not to 
be a mark for public affront in( a Pre­
sidential message.

"Upon the matter of currency reform 
the President writes lucidly and em­
phatically as usual, but we are not 
much impressed , by the remedy he 
proposes. It is tolerably certain that 
less ultimate harm will be done by 
the rejection of his proposals than by 
their adoption.”

A Banking Proposal.
The President thinks that the" na- 

ticr.al banks should be allowed to is­
sue circulation equal to the par value 
of the bonds they deposit to secure 
it. and that the tax on their circula­
tion should be reduced to one-fourth 
of one per cent., which would un­
doubtedly meet all the expense the 
Government Incurs on their account. 
In addition they should be allowed to 
sutstitute or deposit in lieu of the 
bonds required as security for their 
circulation those which would be is­
sued for the purpose of retiring the 
United States 
notes

Further on, after suggesting the 
means which he believed will put the 
flrarcial system of the country on 
a sound basis, the President says : 
“Whatever is attempted should be 
entered upon fully appreciating the 
fact that by careless, easy descent we 

s nave reached a dangerous depth, and 
that our ascent will not be 
accrmplished without laborious toll 
and struggle. We shall be wise it 
we realize that we are financially ill. 
and that our restoration to health may 
require heroic treatment and unplea­
sant remedies.

I cannot but think there has been 
some confusion of ideas regarding 
this issue of bonds and the results of 
the withdrawal of gold. It was "the 
latter process and not the former that, 
by substituting in the treasury United 
states notes and treasury notes for 
gold. Increased by their amount the 
money which was in the first Instance 
subject to ordinary Government 
penditure. #

and silver dollars off'full legal tender 
quality, regardless of the action of any 
other Government, and In full view of 
the fact that the ratio between the 
metals that they suggest calls for one 
hundred cents worth of gold In the 
gold dollar at the present standard 
and only 50 cents In intrinsic worth of 
silver in the silver dollar.

“Were there infinitely stronger rea­
sons than can be adduced for hoping 
that such action would secure for us 
a bl-metallic currency moving on lines 
of parity, an experiment so novel and 
hazardous as that proposed might 
well stagger those who believe that the 
stability is an imperative condition of 
sound money.

“No Government, no human contri­
vance or act of legislation, has eyer 
been able to hold the two metals to­
gether In free coinage at a ratio appre­
ciably different from that which is 
established in the markets of the 
world.

“Those who believe that our Inde­
pendent free coinage of silver at an 
artificial ratio with gold of 16 to 1 
would restofe the parity between the 
metals and consequently between the 
coins oppose an unsupported and impro­

“Oui; country’s Indebtedness, whe­
ther owing by the Government or ex­
isting between individuals, has been 
contracted with reference to our pre­
sent standard. To decree by act of 
Congress that these debts shall be paid 
In less valuable dollarsfhan those with­
in the contemplation and intention 
of the parties when contracted would 
operate to transfer, by the flat of law 
and without compensation, an amount 
of property and a volume of rights 
and Interests almost Incalculable.

“I have ventured to express myself 
on this subject with earnestness and 
plainness of speech because I cannot 
rid myself of the belief that there lurks 
in the proposition for the free coinage 

r of silver, so strongly approved and so 
enthusiastically advocated by a mul­
titude of my countrymen, a serious 
menace to our prosperity and an insidi­
ous temptation of our people to wan­
der from the allegiance they owe to 
public and private integrity.

“It is because I do not distrust the 
good faith and sincerity of those who 
press this scheme that I have Imper­
fectly, but with zeal, submitted my 
thoughts upon this subject.

“In conclusion I especially entreat the 
people’s representatives in the Con­
gress to promptly and effectively con­
sider the ills of our critical financial 
plight. I desire to assure the Congress 
that I am prepared to co-operate with 
them in perfecting any measure pro­
mising thorough and practical relief, 
and that I will gladly lanor with them

Primary receipts yesterday were 
mere than three times what they were for 
the corresponding day a year, ago, and to­
day they are nearly twice as large as n 

■ year ago. For this week they are 365,000 
bushels larger than for the same days last 
week. Exports to-day are about two hun­
dred thousand bushels In wheat and flour. 
The market closes weak. It looks us If 
the hunters who went out after the Ar­
mour tiger were coming back with the 
tiger In close pursuit.
-. Both corn aud oats were the lowest to­
day on the crop, and In fact for more than 
30 years on corn. Naturally the holders 
have been liquidating.

Provisions opened a little higher than yes­
terday's close owing to less hogs than es­
timated and somewhat lighter stocks in 
stoTe here than expected. There was 
some buying of ribs for Cudahy, who was 
easily supplied by the packers. Commis­
sion houses who had bought yesterday were 
willing to accept moderate profits. The 
closing is easy with rather a heavy un­
dertone.

McIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon) 
received the following despatch from 
Schwartz, Ilupee & Co., Chicago:

To-day's market was a great disappoint­
ment to the bulla. The signs this morn­
ing were that the shorts had pretty well 
covered up, and that n great many had got­
ten long. The absence of outside trade 
made a poor sort of market for any ad­
vance. Prices lost about a cent. The 
selling which counted was by taose who 
had been the buyers on Monday. Cables 
were up a little, but were disappointing. 
They did not respond fully to Monday's 
advance. Seaboard clearances wfrre small, 
less than 200.000 bushels. The world's 
visible should have helped the prices; but 
the decline bad gotten under way. It 
showed a decrease of 1.107.00» bushels. 
The world's shipments were moderate, 
500,000 bushels. There was a fair cash 
business, 70,000 bushels spring wheat, and 
possibly 50,000 bushels "winter.

They outweigh 
any ordinary bull consideration, and are 
likely to for some time to come.

Osgoode Hall, Dec. 3, 1895.
The action of Clyde v. Hodgson, 

mentioned yesterday, was an actlojiS 
for breach of promise of marriage,not 
seduction, and the jury returned a 
verdict of $1000 for the* plaintiff.

George F. Shepley, Q.C., for the City 
of Kingston, moved before the C.P.D. 
Court (Rose and MacMahon, JJ.) to 
set aside the verdict of the jury In 
favor of the plaintiff (Miss J. G. Dren- 
nan) for $1500 damages. The plaintiff, 
February last, fell at the corner of 
Princess and Montreal-streets in the 
Limestone City, and broke her leg, 
owing, she alleged, to the faulty con­
struction of the street crossing, which 
slanted so that Ice formed, and not 
being removed caused her fall. 
Counsel contended that gross negli­
gence had not been shown, and there- 

. fore the plaintiff must fall, as provid­
ed by Ontario Statute 57 Vic., ch. 60,' 
sec. 13, in such cases, and also that 
notice of action had not been given, 
and that plaintiff's exculse foir not 
giving same, viz., because she was 111 
from result of accident, was not suf­
ficient. Their Lordships could not see 
the matter in that way and dismissed 
the motion with costs. J. A. Hutche­
son (Brockvllle) appeared for plaintiff.

The Reynolds Will Case.
The Chancellor has given In judg- ' 

ment In Reynolds v. Reynolds, an ac­
tion brought to construe the will of 
William Reynolds of the Township of 
Cavan, deceased. He finds that the 
mortgage in question has been rati­
fied; and that the east half of lot 22, 
except so far as necessary to draw 
upon It for debts and legacies, passed 
under the residuary clause to the 
widow of the testator. He directs a 
reference to the local Master at Peter- 
boro for administration, except extra 
trial costs, fixed at $160, which sum 
Is to be divided among ’ the solicitors 
representing the parties, at Master’s 
discretion, subject to appeal.

An Interesting Chattel Cose.
