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Health in Warm Weather.
Not much meat should be eaten in 

hot weather ; less food of any sort is 
needed than in winter. Food has two 
functions : As fuel to sustain heat ; as 
energy to move the muscles. The one 
need is almost wholly and the other 
largely suspended in July Alcoholic 
drinks are doubly dangerous in hot 
weather Iced weak tea is an excel­
lent drii.k if cne dips out the ice and 
throws it away, allowing the liquid to 
lose its chill. Iced water in families 
should be prepared by setting sealed 
jars of water in the refrigerator at a 
distance from the ice, never by putting 
cracked ice in the goblets. A temper­
ature of 42 degrees is low enough for 
drinking water. Extreme fatigue 
should be avoided, but it is not true 
that "it doesn’t pay to get heated up 
going out of town.” Even if one must 
return to broiling heat, a few hours 
at the seaside assist the body to regain 
.its tone. Young children, who both 
become ill and recover more quickly 
than adults, are often literally saved 
-from death by a single day in cool air. 
There is no better way of hightening 
the peace of mind which is favorable 
to health in July that to aid the 
-charitable in sending ailing babies to 
the seashore.—New York World.

ENGLAND’S BEST BAM.
Purchased to Go to Brazil at a cost ot 

£1522
The highest price ever paid in England 

for a ram was realized at Grimsby, the oc 
oasion being the annual sale of cattle and 
sheep bred by Henry Dudding of Riby 
Grove. The ram was the shearling Riby, a 
Derby champion end the winner of the first 
prize at the Royal show at Derby this year.

Mr. Miller, of Birkenhead, bought the 
ram for a Buenos Ayres breeder for £1522 
10s. The highest previous price for a ram 
whb £1000. also paid at Riby Grove. Mr. 
Miller and Mr. Cascare* paid £580 and 
£5to respectively for oi her rams that will 
be se it to Buenos Ayres.

Other notable sales of the day included 
£1000 for Prince Alattair, a roan bull, 
bought by Mr. Pearson for South America. 
Thirty-six cows sold tor more than £30u0, 
15 bulls tor £2000, and 23 ewes tor £387.

The total sales amounted to £13.000.

The eight dollar notch in the price 
for prime quality Ontario bacon hogs 
has been reached. Judging from the 
light deliveries as well as from the re­
ports of drovers all oven Ontario of 
the scarcity of finished select bacon 
hogs, the probabilities are that the 
high price limit has not been reached. 
It looks as though the farmer who 
has been dictating terms to the pac­
ker for several months past is still in a 
position to exact still higher prices, 
and will yet obtain as high as $8 at 
the farm.

The present prices are undoubtedly 
high, hut when all the circumstances 
are considered, they are quite legiti­
mate. Home consumption has more 
than doubled in the last five years. 
The cellars of the Canadian packers 
are not overburdened with hog pro­
ducts. The farmers who were in the 
habit of having not only a supply for 
themselves as well as to spare, are buy­
ing. what they now consume from the 
packer. Not one farmer in ten g,that 
once had hamsand shoulders as well 
as sides to sell has enough for his own 
use, but is depending on the beef ring 
for his weekly supply of moat, having 
been tempted by the high hog prices 
to part with even the annual farm sup­
ply of bacon. Increased consumption 
at home and abroad is increasing the 
demand. Thousands of emigrants in 
New Ontario as well as the Northwest 
buy bacon to cany them on till they 
can produce their own. The lumber 
and mining camps, although using 
more fresh beef in the past, still cod- 
sume a large amount. And as these 
industries are increasing still more ba­
con will be needed. Packers are look­
ing forward to the time when this 
season’s crop of hogs shall be marketed 
and expecting that it yill be much 
larger than last year’s, but it is doubt­
ful if their expectations will be realiz­
ed. More farmers grow hogs on ac­
count of the low prices paid them dur­
ing the season’s of 1904 and 1905 than 
have gone into raising hogs for the 
past five years.

After the high prices on the hog 
market for the past six or eight months 
it would be quite natural to expect a 
large increase, but it is quite evident

I that the increase is not at all equal to 
the consumption.

>»f£DWARD ALEXANDER MACDOWELL, bom 1861, sometimes 
called “ the American Grieg,” is the first great composer that 
Western civilization has produced. Had he not given so much 

time to teaching, and were he not now afflicted with an incurable 
brain disease, he would have left a name in the departments of song 
and pianofore composition not surpassed by Schubert and Chopin.

As it is, he has written sonatas which are the equal of those by 
Schumann, Chopin aud Grieg. But however full of freedom, individ­
uality and charm these may be, MacDowell’s songs and pianoforte 
pieces belong to the musical treasures of the world. His songs are full 
of simplicity and of fresh spontaneous melody. Of them the best 
known and most popular are “ Thy Beaming Eyes,” “Sweet Blue-eyed 
Maid,” and his “ Slumber Song,” but all of them are equally beautiful 
and--winsome and tender in expression.

Aside from his sonatas, his pianoforte pieces are altogether differ­
ent from any other composer’s.in imagination and style. Nothing in 
the realm of music could be more naive and tender or more pure and 
poetic than “ To a Wild Rose ” (in Woodland Sketches) and “From 
a Wandering Iceberg’” ( in Sea Pieces). They çannot be rendered 
save by an artist and o. a perfect instrument like

Miss Stella Dunsmore’s clever vocal 
coloring and ringing tones clearly de­
picted the picturesque story of “Twicken­
ham Ferry.”

The broad sympathetic tone of Miss 
Ethel Parker’s voice was as a velvet 
pillow in which lay soft and warm the 
words of “There let me rest.”

Miss Marguerite Calvert in “Shall I Be 
Forgotten,” may be assured that such a 
thing is impossible if she continues to 
sing and to look as sweetly as on this 
occasion.

Miss Bertie Rogers portrayed the vary­
ing sentiment of sunshine and shadow in 
the life of a roaming fiddler, in vivid 
detail. It but required a sight of her 
finger carressing the strings of a violin to 
perfect the picture of “Fiddle and I.”

Miss Evelyn Cameron has been gifted 
generously in an intensely dramatic tem­
perament invested in a splendid physique, 
add to these a voice of great power and 
range, is to give a singer a command over 
an audience that is a joy to both. In her 
song “Stars May Forget,” Miss Cameron 
leaves the impression that the artistic 
possibilities of her voice are laid in her 
hands to plan such a future as she wills 
for it.

Miss Jessie Saunders, Miss Aggie Wil­
liams and Miss Belle Doar are not un­
known to our Watford audiences and it is 
with much credit to themsslves that in 
this offering of the fruits of Prof. Dunn’s 
vocal training.

THE ONTARIO CROP.

Reports Indicate That It Will Be 
Fairly Good This Year.

Toronto, Out., July 31.—The latest crop 
bulletin received fronfh the department of 
agriculture is as follows :

According to the reports of crop corres­
pondents of the Ontario Vegetable Grow- 
er’s*a£sociation, located in all parts of the 
provlhce, crops as a whole are looking 
well.

Onions will be u fair crop in spite of tha 
maggots, which did a great deal of dam­
age early in the season. In most sections 
they will be a fair crop, in some sections 
exceptionally good.

Beans wilt be a very light crop through­
out the province. In many sections they 
are a complete failure owing to blight and 
anthracnose.

Potatoes on low land have been suffer­
ing from the rot, and any Considerable 
fall of rain will do a great deal of damage.

Around Leamington early cucumbers 
will be a lighter crop than usual owing to 
cool, wet weather. 0

Melons are doing fairly well, but the 
crop will be late this year.

Around Chatham onions will be a large 
crop. A frost did considerable damage 
around Scotland, Ont., to cucumbers ; the 
second planting will be a large crop.

Around Niagara falls vegetables have 
matured more rapidly than usual in other 
seasons.

Early tomatoes will J>e an enormous 
crop.

In sections around Toronto and Kings­
ton reports show beans have been badly 
damaged. At Kingston onions have been 
largely ruined by the blight.

Disraeli’» Retirement.
In 187G Mr. Disraeli was raised by 

the queen to the peerage under the 
title of Lord Beaconsflcld, and be left 
the house of commons before the news 
of his elevation to the house ot lords 
had been made public. His withdraw­
al from the stage where he had played 
so long the leading part in a manner 
obviously devised to avoid any sort of 
ovation was in accordance with the 
dignity which characterized the re­
maining years of his life after the de­
feat of the Conservatives, when the 
general election ot 1880, in consequence j 
of the Midlothian campaign, had ter­
minated his public career. No appli­
cant for his opinions on any subject 
ever received a postal card from Lord 
Beaconsflcld. No speech was ever 
made by him at railway stations. He 
died In 1881 as he had lived—alone, a 
stranger amid a strange people. After 
his death his memory became to Eng­
lish Conservatives an object of almost 
sentimental affection; to English Radi­
cals It remained an object of never 
falling animosity. But to Englishmen 
of all politics, to Conservatives and 
Liberals alike, his life continues to be 
a constant puzzle, an unsolved enigma.

How to Learn a Foreign Language.
One may begin the attempts of free 

expression, and thus an independent j 
use of the language, with a compara- 1 
tively small vocabulary. Conscientious 
reading and well conducted conversa­
tions will then quickly enlarge the vo­
cabulary and develop the facility of ex­
pression. But I cannot lay too much 
stress upon the fact tbat~tlie free and 
exact rendering of one's own thought 
In writing Is the most efficient exercise 
In acquiring a language. In mere con­
versation we are apt to slip over diffi­
culties by permitting ourselves vague­
ness and inaccuracies of expression 
which would sternly demand correc­
tion—and correction, too, easily kept 
In mind—when the written words look 
us in the face. To quicken the efficacy 
of this exercise requires, of course, a 
teacher able not only to pound gram­
matical rules into the head of the pu­
pil, but also to stir up in the study of 
the language a mentally active inter­
est in the subjects spoken or written 
about.—Carl Schurz's Reminiscences in 
McClure’s.

Bounds impossible, but such things 
have occurred, thé last time being in 
April, 1797, when the sailors demanded 
higher wages and literally struck, oth­
erwise mutinying. The admiralty 
agreed to meet their demands, but, not 
doing so at once, the sailors aboard the 
London struck or mutinied again, and 
for ordering the marines to fire, there­
by killing some men, Admiral Colpoys 
and his captain were made prisoners 
by the sailors. On May 10 a special 
act was passed granting the increased 
pay, and the king pardoned the muti­
neers.—London Telegraph.

Wind Velocity.

High School Teachers Put Value on 

Examining Services.
The high school teachers will memorialize 

the government to raise the scale trom 
$5.25 to $6 a day for examining papers.

The examiners met yesterday afternoon 
in the Normal school. Every department 
was represented, and the matter thoroughly 
discussed.

Some of the teachers were in favor of ask­
ing for $10 a day, on the ground that the 
pay for other services performed for the 
government had been increased.

There were many others, however, to 
whom $5 a d.iy looks latge, as it does when 
a man draws a salary ot only $600 a year. 
The opinion ot the majority prevailed, and 
the government will be asked lor the slight 
increase.

The question of a protective association 
among high school teachers for the purpose 
of demanding a general raise in salaries was 
not discussed by the examiners as a body. 
Privately and quietly the matter was t lik­
ed over, and a high school teacher's union 
is in a fair way of formation.

So much educative work must be done 
that tor the time the proposal is left in the 
bauds of a discreet few to work out ways 
and means. It may be further discussed 
before the teachers separate for the year.

Loads of choice heavy cattle are quoted 
steady at around $5.

The demand for stocks is still light, and 
only a few of very good quality are at ail 
sought for.

The sheep market is steady at last week's 
quotation.

The hog market is unchanged and firm at 
recent advance. One firm quotes them at
