In the Seed Laboratory graih is
tested to deftermine the percentage
of vital seeds by placing one hundred
kernels between blotters, keeping
them at & suitable temperature
and supplied with the proper amount
of moisture in & special germinating
chamber. The results of such a test
show what proportion of the seeds
are vital, but a more accurate idea of
the value of the grain for geed could
be gained from a soil test. Such
tests are not practicable in a labor-
atory where thousands of samples
are under test at one time.

How to Save Your Black Dia-
monds Just Now.

| VARIOUS KINDS OF SIFTERS.

An Expert Tells Us Ho:v to Keep One
Eye Peeled on the Furnace While the
Other Scans the High Cost of Living.
it Pays to Have Implements.

While many women are under the
tyranny of the janitor, still others glo-
ry in our shame of being a householder
and have to-do more than theoretically
tackle the coal bin. Even if we have a
man to feed the furnace and remove
the ashes, it might save us some pen-
nies to become better acquainted with
some of the coal savers on the market,

First among these may be cited a
“heat controller.” This may be called
the watchdog of the coal bin, as by reg-
ulating the heat it*prevents unneces-
sary burning of coal or new building
of the fire because through careless-
ness it was allowed to die out. It has
a clock attachment, which can be set
at a desired time. For instance, it can
be set an hour earlier than the rising
time, with the temperature set for 70.
When you awake Mstead of finding a
chilly, frigid house the house is warm
and comfortable, due to the magic of
the heat controller.

‘With coal at its present price a ton it
is wise to have the best kind of a sifter,
Various *“rotary” styles are on the mar
ket, which sift the chaff from the
wheat, so to speak, and permit the
slightly burned coals to be saved, when
they can be used again to bank the fire,
These sifters come in various sizes and
consist of a hopper fitted to a can. The
hopper i equipp¥d ' with wire mesh,
and turning the handle sifts the ashes,
but retaing the larger partly burned
lumps for second use,

One of the conveniences .for the
householder who has to buy a guan-
tity of coal is the right kind of coal
window or chute. One of the most
practical on the market is a combined
window and chute. The parts are made
of strong metal, the window protected
by a wire mesh. The parts of the win-
dow are se made that opening the win-
dow opens the chute within, which is
attached to the window and part of it
This relieves the need of extra chutes.
The window locks automatically when
it is closed, thus being burglar proof.
It saves coal being scattered at the en-
trance of the window and is so made
that it seems an integral part of the
house and cellar when installed.

No matter what kind of a heating
system is used in your home, the boiler
must be “jacketed” with some kind of
asbestos material. These jackets can
be bought for a regular boiler, such as
is frequently attached to a kitchen
range. The jacket laces up and can be
most easily attached. Special sized
boilers can have the jackets made to
order, or the boiler covered with asbes-
tos composition material used by
steamfitters. Keeping the heat in is as
much of a coal saver as anything else.
The best plant will waste heat if not
sufficiently insulated.

The best coal ranges are fitted with
dumping grates connected with =&
chute to a bin in the cellar. This is a
great convenience, removing the neces-
sity for dragging buckets of coal and
ashes to and from the cellar and about
the rooms. Such a chute could be fit-
ted with a sifter and the better grades
of ashes saved for use again. It pays
those who have the management of a
heating system to investigate thorough-
lyimprovements and gystems which will
help reduce the high cost of heating.

(Experimental Farms Note)

Bxperiments conducted abf the
“Dominion Experimental Station,
Kentville, N.8. with eight lots of
Garnet Chili potatoes secured from
different growers in 1915 show a
~wariationin yield of from 36 bushels
40 240 bushels per acre, or a differ-
.ence of 204 bushels per acre in yield
when grown under  uniform condi-
#ions. Seed from these eight lots
planted in 1916 vielded from 68
bushels to 212 bushels per acre, a
difference of 144 bushels per acre.
The respective positions of the diff-
@rent lots ware changed very litle
in the second year, but the lowest
wielding ones increased somewhat
and the highest yield was not 8o great.

Seed from fifteen others of this
ariety was planted in 1916 and the
lowest yield obtained was 158 bushels
and the highest 278 bushels per acre,
a difference in favour of the best over
&hetpoorest of 120 bushels per acre.

Ten lots of pure stock of Gresn
Mountain from different growers
ganged from 180% bushels per acre
$0 813 busheis per acre, a difference
of 1323 bushels. Seventeen lots of
Irish Cobbler ranged from 93 bushels
per acre as the poorest to 235 bushels
a8 the best, a difference in favour of
the best yielding strain of 142 bus-
bels.

Travel -Often Speled Misery Be:
fore We Had Railways.

TALE OF A WINTER JOURNEY.

Discomforts and Hardships That Had
to Be Endured by the Passengers In
an Old Style Trip Across the Alle-
gheny Mountains In 1846,

How traveling is metamorphosed
these days, to be sure! Yet some men
“fond of handling the ribbons™ and
some women who “want to see the
scenery at their leisure” still regret
“the spanking bays and rocking stage-
coach of the past.”

Here is the way the Allegheny moun-
tains were crossed in 1846:

“It was midwinter when we arrived
at. Wheeling, and as the stagecoach
was to start at 5 o’clock in the morn-
ing no one thought of going to bed, so
we took our way through the frozen
streets to secure through tickets to
Philadelphia. It was pitch dark and
bitter cold —the damp, penetrating
weather that reaches the very marrow
of our bones.

“The little den, called by courtesy
the office, was filled with passengers
as damp, cold and ill natured as our-
selves. There was . a handful of coal
burning in a small grate, and around it
were grouped the round shouldered.
unsympathetic people who were 'to be
our fellow passengers. They glanced
at us and closed up all the open space
near the fire, as if to say: ‘You don't
get in here, we can tell you. You have
no right to travel in our coach, any
way!

“At one side stood a table, and on it
was a coffee pot and cups, some sau-
gages frozen stiff and an unattractive
loaf of bread, over which presided a
tall darky, who leaned against the wall
fast asleep. We were told that we
could get a good breakfast twenty
miles away from Wheeling.

“At the appointed time the hedvy
old coach came up, and we all clam-
bered in and stowed ourselves away
pell mell. A short way from town
there was a long hill, up which. the
horses toiled, so this gave us all time
to settle down for a quiet nap. Oue
snore after another announced their
guccess; in a few minutes six out of
the nine passengers were oblivious of
their misery.

“Not being sleepy, I studied the snor-
ers. A large fat man opposite me had
a short, angry snore. He snored so
loudly that he woke himself up and
glared about him {impudently, as
though he hoped they wouldn't make
that noise again!

“The old lady who was crushing me
up in the corner snored deeply and con-
tentedly.

“Some one off in a dark corper had a
genial way of joining in as though he
snored merely to oblige the passen-
gers; but the grand musician of the
company sat opposite me. I never
heard anything approaching him either
for quality or compass. It was a back
action snore that began in a bold agi-
tato movement, suddenly brought up
with a jerk and epded with a whistle.

‘“The whole band was in full play
when we stopped with a tremendcus
jerk, and everybody woke up with oaths
or ‘Pshaws!’ over a bad jolt. The sum-
mit gained, there was a sharp crack of
the whip, the horses started, and ev-
erybody~ was jerked violently back-
ward. Soon the chorus began again,
however, and I joined in till the coach
came to a full stop at the table where
the horses were to be changed,

“Stiff and sleepy and cramped from
sitting so long in one position, the sun
now rose and came in at all sorts of
places, waking and blinding every-
body. What a discontented lot we
were! And we all hated each other!

“At last, breakfast—al, hot coflee,
ham and eggs and buckwheat cakes!
The meal was not half over before we
were a band of brothers. We could not
do enough for each other. All was har-
mony and peace,”

Nor wis that all, for they drove into
a severe mountain storm and intense
cold, darkness; the horses fell on the
icy roads; the stage rocked wildly in
the wind and nearly blew over. Twen-
ty-four hours of this, a driver frozen
stiff and assisted down from the box.
We do it now in six hours in a com-
fortable bed, in a warm, well lighted
car.” Some “modern imps’ are mighty
good angels.

Our chiéf loss bas been the great
cheerful, roaring open fires that people
had in those days. The domestic vir-
tues began to decay when people were
reduced to sitting around a hole in the
wall or a gloomy metal register, with-
out armchairs, stories, songs, grand-
parents and little children roasting ap-
ples or popping corn—friends and stran-
gers dropping in and getting a warm
welcome,, a_.place in the circle and
