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Lived in World of Her Own.

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. Although Marie Corelli, who lived
and died in §hlk=f‘ipoﬂ'e’s town, was
interviewer, some of us Stratford-
ians met her at social functions and
were able to see her at close range,
writes a Stratford correspondent of
the London Daily News.

But not often—for she was at
‘heatt a recluse, shutting herself in &
world of her own behind the high
way' that surrounded her beautiful
Italian garden, and of late years
never taking part in the public life
of Stratford.

When I was a boy attending a
local school Miss Corelli, who was &
personal friend of the principal,
came several times to present the
prizes. She was a fluent speaker, and,
whatever the critics may sdy to the
contrary, she had a ready wit and a
genial presence. She loved children.

Hated Sectarianism.

It has been said that the author of
“God’s Godd Man’” and other satires
on the church had no love for organ-
ized religion and that she never at-
tended a place of worship. But that
is untrue.. What Miss Corelli hated
was narrow Sectarianism, and when
on the death of King Edward VI, a
united memorial service of church
people and Nonconformists was held
in Shakespear’s historic church, Miss
Corelli sat next to me in an unob-
trusfve corner of the building,

When the Yate General Booth visit-

ed Stratford she entertained him to
tea, and a local leader of the Sal-
vation Army told me afterward that
the general and Marie Corelli prayed
together. The general was greatly
impressed by his visit, which result-
ed in a generous contribution to his
funds. He left one worrying instruc-
tion to the poor little woman captain
who was then in command at Strat-
ford—that she would be held re-
sponsible for looking after Miss
Corelli’s spiritual welfare,
Miss Corelli’s aversion to being
photographed was very strong, for
she was in her heyday a distinctly
striking woman. Americans often
waited outside her house, the ‘front
door of which was flush with the
street, in order to snap her with their
kodaks. But she was too cute for
them and I have seen more than one
photographer politely asked to put
his camera away before Miss Corelli
would come out of the house.

Glaring Error

All the newspaper biongraphies I
‘have read contain a glaring error.
Miss Corelli’s quarrel with Stratford
had nothing to do with the Shakes-
peare memorial. It originated in the
question of a site for the Carnegie
Public Library. The corporation of
Stratford decided to pull down an old
half-timbered house which had beem
bricked over—iike so many other
buildings in Stratford—and Miss
Corelli protested against such vandal
ism, urging that the brickwork
should be removed, the building re-
stored, and that another site near by
should be used for the public library.
Miss Corelli did not succeed in her
argument. There was much local
trouble, which concluded’ with the
libel action brought by Miss Corelli
against a member of the council, in
which she was awarded a farthing
damages.

Stratford thought that Miss Cor-
elli “interfered”. So she did. Strat-
ford needed interference. This de-
votee of Shakespeare realized that
Stratford was all for modernizing
itself whereas she knew that Strat-
ford’s charm lay in its Old World
associations. And so began the
1‘[“'«,0]'1!(1()“ movement,

In Stratford Miss Corelli was re-
garded in recent ye as inaccessible
rather than eccentric, The only real
peculiarities I remember were her
purchase of two tiny Shetland ponies
and a chaise in which she drove
about for some months, and the gon-
dola in which she enjoyed the Avon
from a curtained sext.

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{\GRIGULTORAL  FAIRS

{The Genesis of Agricultural

Societies In Ontario

The First Association In Upper Can-
ada—Birth of the Provincial Falr
—-Creation of the Departwent of
Agriculture—Later Extension of
Work.

{Contributed by Ontario Departwnent of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

The honor of holding the first
Agricultural Fair in Canada falls to
Windsor, N.S., in 1765, about 159
years ago, and soon other Agricul-
tural Societies fell into line in Nova
Scotia, including one at Halifax in
1789 and another in King’s County.
This latter is the only one of the old
socleties in the Maritime Provinces
that ‘has survived the present day.
The prises offered at Windsor were
in geods and medals. To the persouns
bringing the greatest number of cat-
tle were awarded three yards of Eng-
1ish blue superfine broadcloth and-a

{ silver medal. Ior horses, a saddle,

bridle, whip, spurs and a medal were
the rewards, and a churn for the
best cow, while for the best twelve
pounds of butter or cheese the prize
‘was six yards of ribbon and a wmedal.

The progress of organizing Agri-
cultural Societies in a newly settled

stock was New Brunswick, which
brought over, in 1826, four Shorthorn
bulls, which were recorded in the first
wolume of the English Herd Book.
A provineial exhibition was held in
¥redericton, N.B., in Oectober, 1852,
An Agricultural Society was organ-
ized in Montreal in 1788 and anotner

T in Quebec in 1789,

“The First Soclety In Upper Canada.

Settlement in Ontaric commenced
in 1783, and in 1791 had progressed
sufliciently along the Niagara river
and peninsula to justify the forma-
tion of ‘an Agricultural Society on
October 28 of that year. This
pioneer Ontario society had its head-
guarters at Niagara-on-the-Lake,
then known at Newark. Goveranor
Simcoe took a great interest 1 it
and was its first president. The first
efforts of its members were directed
to the holding of monthly meetings
10 discuss agricultural questions, and
an agricultural library was also es-
tablished. The holding of an exhibi-
tion naturally followed.

Agricultural Societies gradually be-
came organized all over Ontario, as
settiement in the province progressed.
In 1830, the Legislature passed regu-
lations governing same and set apart
grants, KEight hundred dollars was
apportiored to each District Society
10 enable it to hold an exhibition in
addition to the work it had previously
sundertaken,

An Agricultural Society for the
County of York was organized in
1830. Seeds and implements were
procured from the Old Country for
members, A progressive member was
sent to New York State who pur-
chased four bulls ror the use of the
Society. Soon after an exhibition
was held, and prizes were awarded
for essays on agricultural subjects.
Birth o1 'the Provincial Fair.

In 1845 a Provincial Association
was formed, and in 1846 the first
Proviucial rair was heid in ‘toronto,
out of wnich have grown the worid-
wide-known Canadian Nationai: Ex-
hibition, tne Wesiern Xair and the
Ceniral Cauada lxhipition.

The Proviucial Associauon gradu-
ally became better organized and
developed into the Agriculture and
Arts Associauion, which did so much
for the improvement of agricuiture
in the province in the earlier aays.
Among the many usetul lines of work
inaugurated were the establishment
of the Veterinary College, the regis-
tering of pure bred stock, the award-
ing of prizes for the best kept farms
and buildings and well cultivated
fields, and, ndirectly, the Aagricul-
tural '‘College at Guelph.

Creation of Department of Agricul-
ture.

Agriculture soon became such an
important feature in Ontario that a
Commissioner of Agriculture was ap-
Pointed; and eventually the Provin-
cial Government created a Depart-
ment of Agricuiture, thus recognizing
this basic industry as of equal im-
Portance with those which came un-
der the supervision of the other de-
partments of the Government. Thus
out of that little society organized in
1791 in old Niagara-on-the-Lake,

. with a score or less of competitors

and a modest prize list of a few
pounds, have developed not only the
three great exhibitions in the pro-
vince, but also the important Depart-
ment of Agriculture with its numer-
ous branches and with local represen-
tatives in every county and district,
bringing inforwuation and assistance
to farmers desirous of making use
of it.

Later Extension of Work.

The three hundred and sixty Agri-
culiural Societies in the Province of
Ontario have made rapid progress of
late years. In 1907 a new departure
Wwas maugurated, and a grant was
made by ihe Ontario Government for

the hoiding of Standing Field Crop
Competitions, each society selecting
ashe desired kind of grain or other

RIPENING CHEDDAR

Results of Nine Tests at the
Agricultural College

Fercentage of Shrinkage ‘Under the
Various Trials—Cheese Often Kept
Too Long In Curing-rooms—Sweet
Clover Milk Will' Make Good
Cheese—Winter Lawn Protection.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

The Dairy department of the
eOntario Agricultural College made
nine tests during the summer of 1923
in cheddar cheese curing. Four uni-
form cheese were used each week:
One was placed in the curing-room
directly from the press and allowed
to remain there for one week, when
it was removed to cold storage; ome
was put in cold storage at once from
the press and allowed to remain
there; one was put in the curing-
room for three to six days, then
paraffined and moved to cold storage;
and one was allowed to remain in
the curing-room during the whole of
the ripening period. The chief objects
of the experiment were to note dif-
ferences in the losses of weight, and
the effect upon quality of the cheese
treated by these four methods. All
the cheese were weighed when taken
from the hoops and again at the end
of one month. The cheese were scor-
ed when about six weeks old, and
again about two months later.
Percentage of Shrinkage.

The average percentage of shrink-
age was least for the cheese placed
in the curing-room for one week,
then moved to cold storage. Those
paraffined and. then moved to cold
storage stand next; and the cold stor-
age lots third. The greatest loss was
in the lots allowed to remain in the
curing-room for the full ripening
period of one month. The average
percentages of shrinkage were 1.98,
2.41, 2.86 and 4.42 respectively for
the four lots. There was little dif-
ference in the average score of the
cheese for the three lots in cold stor-
age. Those placed in the curing-
room for one week and then moved
to a temperature of 40° F. scored
highest; then the lots placed in stor-
age at once; and next the lots paraf-
fined and put in storage. The lots
ripened for the full period in the
curing-room were much poorer cheese
at the end of the test. Unfortunately,
much of the cheese of Ontario is
ripened in an ordinary curing-room
for too long a period.—Dept. of Ex
tension, O. A. College, Guelph.

SWEET CLOVER MILK.

Interesting Experiments In Feeding
Dairy Cows at the College—Milk
¥rom Feeding Sweet Clover
Malkes Satisfactory Cheese.

Investigations have been carried on

by the Dairy Department of the On-
tario Agricultural College during the
summers of 1922 and 1923 on the
question of using milk produced by
cows pasturing on sweet clover for
cheese making. About half of the
patrons supplying milk to the Dairy
department of the College use swect
ciover as a pasture crop, and the
other half do not. The milk from
each set of patrons was made up sep-
arately on five dates during June and
July, The sweet clover lots of milk
3,510 pounds, and the non-clover lots
4,025 pounds. The average percent-
uges of fat were 3.2 and 3.38, re-
spectively. There was practically no
difference in the acidities of the milk
of both lots at the time of adding
the rennet or when dipped. The
losses of fat in the whey averaged
.182 and .21 per cent. respectively.
Proportion of Cheese to Milk.
The average yield of cheese per
1,000 pounds miitk was 91.23 pounds
for the sweet clover loits and 92.33
tor the non-clover lots. The percent-
ages of moisture in the green ripe
cneese were practically the same.
The average score of the cheese was
the same tor tlavor in both lots. The
average total score was 93.15 for the
clover lJots and 93.6 out of 100 for
the non-clover cheese. Lhere was
nothing abnormal about the sweet
clover lots of milk or cheese. The
results are similer te those obtained
during iv22. ‘fhese two years’ tests
indicate that there is apparently no
reason why cows fed or pastured on
sweet clover should not produce sat-
isfactory milk for the making of
good cheddar cheese.—Dept.jot Ex-
tension, O. A. College, Guelph.

More Grief for
the Car Owner

(Sarnia Canadian-Obsgrver)

‘The proposal of the Ontario gov-
ernment to levy a tax of two cents
a gallon on gasoline the proceeds of
the tax to be used in construction
and maintenance of roads, is likely
to meet with some opposition. The
Peterboro branch of the Ontario
Motor League has already voiced a
protest against this new tax. It is
pointed out that it is scarcely fair
that the owner of automobiles should
be singled out as the only people to
reap benefits from good roads. The
man in any line of business who does
not own an automobile is benefitted
by an improvement to existing roads
or by the opening up of new ones,
yet he would escape the tax.

Furthermore there is a great lack
of uniformity in the condition of the
roads in various parts of the prov-
ince. In some areas they have had
enormous sums of money spent on
the roads while other pants of the
province have been greatly neglect-
ed. As regards the majority of the
roads in the immediate vicinity of
Sarnia most motor owners would ob-
ject quite strenuously to the im-
position of a tax for the privilege of
driving on these roads. It would cer-
tainly be an injustice to tax Lamb-
ton county car owners on the same
basis as those in areas where first
class roads have been built and main-
tained.

What is to be known in future as
the Inwood = Community Athletic

Park was officially opened to the pub
Hic on Friday last under auspices
which were partieularly pleasing to
both the committee who were re-
‘Sponsible for the affair and the pub-
ile who were enjoying the entertain-
ment, ;

The weather was as near perfect-
ion as could be obtained.  The re-
ceipts of the day which amounted to
over six hundred ‘and sixty four dol-
lars, exceeded the most sanguine ex-
pectations of the association and
taking everything into consideration,
the day was a real success from
every point of view.

To those who do not ' know the
history, a short account of the meth-
ods by which the park came into
existence might not be out of place.
Last year, those in Inwood who were
interested in clean sport, banded
themselves together -in an associa-|
tion known as the Inwood Athletic
Association, the object being to ob-
tain and beautify a park for the use
of Inwood and its neighboring vicin-
ity and also to promote clean sport
for both old and young. Four acres
of land immediately west of the
Presbyterian church grounds was
purchased and then began the
struggle to obtain funds to pay for
and improve the grounds, Early in
the season the Women’s Institute of
Inwood came forward with a very
handsome donation for the prupose
of erecting a front fence and suit-
able gates and this work was at once
undertaken and has just been com-
pleted. The Association also planted
sixty maple trees in the park early
this spring and these have had a
wonderfully successful season and
are nearly all living.

The front enclosure includes two
Milton rug fbrick piers with caps and
balls of Indiana limestone support-
ing the Main entrance gate, and two
smaller piers of the same material
at the east side between which is
placed the turnstile for the en-
trance of the patrons on foot, the
whole being joined wup with a five
foot picket fence. Several sub-
stantial donations were received on
Friday from people from both the
village and the surrounding country
as a token of their appreciation of
what was being done to beautify the
village and community. The associa-
tion has only begun its work and it
is the intention to erect swings and
slides for the kiddies and a grand-
stand for the public as soon as funds
are available, j

for Brigden. Then followed a soft-

Richardson, the immediate past pres-
ident of the Women’s Institute, was
invited to say a few words on behalf
of the Institute and in a well-deliver
ed address expressed her personal
appreciation and the thanks of the
women for the work which has been
done. 'Mr. W. R. Dawson, secretary
of the association, was then called
upon to speak for the Association
and thanked the audience for their
attendance, in a short address.
Scotty Thomson weilded the bat,
Willie Wileox pitched the ball and
Albert McCabe was behind the bat,
after which the park was declared
officially open to the public and the
games were continued.

The next game of baseball was be-|
