Grapes and Appendieitis,

All medical suthorities agree that the
grape is one of the most nutritious and
healthful, as is one of the most delicious, of

professions and to the grain and vegetable
markets. I am not disparaging anybody,
neither am I saying that it would not be a
good thing, in itself considered, if every one

fruits. Many people, however, have been
deterred from eating grapes by fear of ap-
pendicitis. They have heard of some cases
in which a person died of this disease and &

bowever material or menial his pati
could receive all that the finest schools or
college training could confer; but that is not
practicable at present, and never will be till
people get over thinking that there is a dis-
grace attaching to the doing of ordinary
things.”

Eleetrieity on the Farm.

There is a way by which every farm house,
even the most isolated, may have the luxury
of electric lights—even of electric power and
electric heat. Hitherto only large commun-
ities bave been able to afford the machinery
necessary to apply this new force. But one
of the useful results of Dr. Nansen’s dash
toward the north pole is that the world has
learned bow to mske electricity as simply
and as cheaply as it draws water from a well,
ssys the New York Press.

In one of the ications resp
Dr. Nausen's expedition, it is stated that
electric light was generated by means of a
windmill. Why should not this be done in
latitudes lower than those of the arctic re-
gions? What is needed is that a wheel
should go around quickly. This is generally
done by the consumption of coal; sometimes
by the fall of water. It is true that the
wheel of a windmill only turns when there
is wind enough to make it. Baut then there
is such a thing as the storage of electricity.
Therefore, electric force, one would suppose,
might be produced by » windmill and by an
electric engine, the latter only being worked
when the wind fails.

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—BEroRE another issue of the MoNiTOR
will have been published the electors of the
United States will have chosen a new Presi-
dent. This is the last and probably the
most exciting week of the campaiga, and
during this week both parties will make
their most determined efforts. This cam-
paign will long be remembered as the great
case of silver versus gold. A question of
what shall be the money of a nation must at
any time be an interesting one to its inhab-
itants, but when a great election—yes, per-
haps the greatest election in the world—is
held to determine the question, then the
most transcendent interest is manifested.

There is an unusual amount of breaking
away from party lines in this campaign ac-
cording as interest or conscience dictates.
In former years it was the North against
the South, now it is the North and East
against che South and West. A great many
democrats in the East will vote for McKin
ley and a great many republicans in the
South and West will vote for Bryan. Of
course with the proverbial uncertainty of
electionsin general and the uncertainty which
arises from the immensity of this one no one
can more than guess at the result. Both
parties seem confideut and those in the East
who have such strong hopes for McKinley
know little or nothing of the great avalanche
of votes that will doubtless be cast for Bryan
in the West, and the silver men of the West
know little or nothing of the strong deter-
mination of the men in the East that their
pational currency shall not be debased by
the adoption of a silver standard. The
forces on either side are so ponderous and so
unwieldy that it is difficult to measure ac-
curately’any great gain to one party without
at the same time seeing where it has suffered
a loss in some other quarter. Eversince the
two great parties met in convention at St.
Louis and Chicago to determine their respec-
tive platforms and nominate their candidates
there have been deflections on the one hand
and acquisitions on the other, Old party
lines have thus been nearly obliterated and
other public questions of national importance
have been relegated to the background, while
the all-absorbing topic of 16 to 1 is the great
question and the only one that has been
discussed by the ablest men of the Republic
upon nearly every platform in the Union as
well as around every fireside in the country.

Whether the result of the election will set
at rest forever the much mooted question is
itself a great question, but it is to be hoped
it will as far as the United States is con-

cerned. Of this we shall see later.
S e

—TaE twelfth annual Sunday-school Con-
vention was held last week at Truro and
very material progress was reported by the
executive committee. *“They could now, for
the first time term Nova Scotia a banner
province in Sunday-school work.”

Her new standing means no more than

that as an organized district she has become
a banner district. It is the object of the
convention to have the Sunday-schools
throughout the province brought into touch
with each other and a fraternal feeling incul-
cated among the teachers to give unity and
solidarity to the work. Hence the efforts to
thoroughly organize the various associations.
Another result of organization is the facility
it affords for gathering statistics, and a nearly
complete report of the number of children
between the ages of 5 and 19 was laid before
the convention, and also the percentage of
these who attend the Sabbath-schools. Yar-
mouth stands first with a percentage of 69,
and no other county reported sends more
than 507% of her children to Sunday-school.
We have the name of sending just one-half
of ours in the county of Annapolis, while
more than one district falls to the low ebb
of only 307. In this county there is every
facility for children to attend Sunday-school,
but the gratification which may justly be
felt over this indication of the recognized
importance of S. S. work is very much damp-
ened by the lamentable fact that only balf of
the children are reached. Are the schools
at fault, are the lessons not taught in a
bright, attractive way, or is the home in-
flaence not what it ought to be? It certain-
ly should be the duty of every parent to see
that the Sunday-school lesson is well pre-
pared at home, and whenever it is possible
parents should accompany their children to
the Sabbath-schools. The report of field
eecretary Grierson was interesting. We
quote one paragraph:—

““The plague slowly abates. It is thus
that I can say of the pernicious habit of
wusing lesson helps in class hours. The origin
of this is certainly devilish, and their use
makes Sunday-school teaching a farce and
makes the teachers loso respect for one
another.” (Hear, hear).

Here is a hint to teachers who use lesson
helps in class hours. An effort should be
made to make the Sunday-school as attrac-
tive and pleasant as possible and the teach-
ing interesting and effective; then, if the
parent can be interested in the work also,
this stigma of only half the children of this
county attending Sunday-schools would be
forever wiped out.

Frcm the expenmenln of Dr, Parker he
found that taking the average pulsations of
the heart to be 106,000 in 24 hours in a per-
son using water only as drink, they were
increased by the action:

And from the action of 8 fluid ounces on
the following day, 25,488 times. In each of
the last two days when 8 onnces of alcohol
was taken, the average increased work done
by the heart was equal to its lifting 24 tonl
one foot in height.

Is it any wonder, then, that after anight's
dissipation the drinker teels languid, weak
nnd +“used up,” and his heart literally turns

bl lee? Isita der that so
many drinkers go out of the world suddenly?
s it not a wonder that so many live as long
as they do?

But this is not all. The drinker’s heart is
very, very liable to take ona superabundance
of fat, and he to die of fatty degeneration of
that organ. This is a very common result of
alcoholic drinking, and more especially beer
drinkers. That swill seems to have a ten-
dency to load the iateral viscers of the walk-
ing human beer tubs with fat.

In health the blood contains two to three
ounces of fat to 1,000; the highest is 8% to
1,000. In the drunkard and the constant
beer guzzler it is 117 to 1,000, forty times
more in the drinker than in the abstainer.
The heart is often loaded with fat to the ex-
tent of an inch in thickness, when of course,
all the interstices among the muscles are
large deposits of the same.

Yet another, though less frequent result of
dram drioking is enlargement of the heart;
and sometimes ossifications of its valves, as
1 have met in my own autopsies.

As a sequence of this fatty deposit a great
change takes plwe in the power of contrac-
tibility of the muscles of the heart, the organ
becoming weak and feeble, the pulse inter
mitting, the poor, over-worked heart unable
to do its required work with any degree of
perfection, and summoned to do a little
more, under the stimulus of alcohol, perhape
often closes up its labors with a sudden col-
lapse, and the poor, unfortunate, blinded,
besotted drinker is ushered into a drunkard’s
eternity, and his long faced physician issues
a death certificate of ““heart failure.” Yes,
it did fail.—Dr. D. H. Mann.

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How to Buy a Horse.

< If you want to buy a horse don’t believe
your own brother. Take no man's word for
it,” says an old horseman in Horseshoer’s
Jowrnal. “*Your eye is your market.
Don’t buy a horse in harness. Unbitch him
and take everything off but his halter, and
lead him around. If he has a cornorisstiff,
or has any failing, you can see it. Let him
go himself away, and if he walks right into
anything you know he is blind. No matter
how clear and bright his eyes are, he can’t
see any more than a bat. Back him, too.
“Some horses show their weakness or
tricks in that way, when they don’t im any
other, But, be as smart as you can, you'll
get caught sometimes. Even the expert gets
stuck. A horse may look.ever so nice and
go a great pace, and yet have fits. There
isn’t a man who could tell it until something
happens. Or, he may have & weak back.
Give him the whip and off he goes for a mile
or two, then all of a sudden he stops on the
road. ° After a rest he starts again, but he
soon stops for good, and nothing but a der-
rick can start him. The weak points about
a horse can better be discovered while stand-
iog than while moving. If he is sound, he
will stand firmly and squarely on his limbs
without moving them, with legs plumb and
paturally poised; or, if the foot is taken
from the ground, and the weight taken from
it, digease may be suspected, or, at least,
tenderness, which is the precursor of disease.
If a horse stands with his feet spread apart
or straddles with his hind legs, there is a
weakness in hie loins and the kidneys are
disordered. Heavy pulling bends the knees.
Bluish, milky ecast eyes in horses indicate
moon blindness or something else. A bad-
tempered one keeps his ears thrown back;
a stumbling horse bas blemished kneee.
When the ekin is rough and harsh and does
net move easily to the touch, the horse is a
beavy eater and digestion bad. Never buy
a horse whose breathing organs are at all
impaired. Place your ear at the heart, and
if a wheezing sound is heard it is an indica-

tion of trouble.”

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Every unkind trestment to the cow polsons
the milk. . Throwing stones at her, striking
her, chasing her, shouting at her and fright-

her milk by creating a feverish condition.
It is well known by the medical fraternity
that if & mother murses her babe dirvectly
after she has been frightened or angered,
that it will be liable §ospasms or convulsions
in & very short time after nursing. It is
just the same if & bottle-fed baby drinks the
milk of a cow that has been angered or
frightened. In view of these facts, it would
be well, even where there are no babies. in
the family, for cow owners to insist that the
person who cares for the cattle should at all
times handle them carefully and kindly,
and never allow them to be chased or fright-
ened. Good milk is to be desired by adults
as well as by children and babies, so it is a
matter of self-interest as well as of humanity
to have one's cows treated kindly.

It may seem strange to those who have
not been informed on the subject to learn
that fowls lay less eggs when they are sub-
jected to harsh treatment, and that the egges
they do lay are not as large and perfect as
they would be if the layers were at all times
properly handled and kindly treated. By
this we mean that fowls should never be
chmd and never roughly handled m any
way, b causes
and fear, and both of these produce fever
and consequent injury and impairment of
egg-production. The same holds good in
regard to the flesh of the fowl; its quality
is not as good when the blood has been fev:
ered by tright. Ill-treatment is productive
of disease in all kinds of birds and beasts;
tharefore, if for no other consideration than
self-interest, the farm animale should have

s mms

and sense  tr
which means kindly care as well as regular
feeding and watering and conditions of clean-
liness, - Kicking, swearing, and driving
hostlers and other farm-hands should be dis-
charged from the service of all respectuble
farmers, if they cannot be reasoned out of
their brutality, and will not learn lessons of
sense and h ity.

Manures and How to Use Them.

We will never come to a rational method
of using our manures until we imitate the
Chinese and Japanese. I have a method for
catching all stable urine in a trough, from
which it is run into a barrel sunk into the
ground. The contents are carried in pails
w the gardens. The prompt effect is some-
thing startling to one accustomed to the use
of raw manares in bulk. I am now arrang-
ing to have all my barn manures raised up
from the yacd and leached. The liquid will
be caught in a tank and used as carefully as
gold. The pails used for carrying should be
large and strong, and, when not in use, kept
hanging in & shedroom.

The compost piles are next in value.
These should be built in different parts of
the farm or gardens, and all refuse, weeds,
leaves, ashes, lime and old plaster worked
together. I grow on these piles in summer
superb squashes, and in October turn them
over and feed the raspberry and other berry
gardens.

While it is true that for some purposes it
is best to use completely rotted barnyard
manure. it is a fact well demonstrated that
the rotting in the pile reduces the food value
to crops. While nearly one-half of the
weight is gone, the nitrogen is also one-half
gone. The best possible use of barn
is to compost it as fast as possible with fresh
earth, to absorb the ammonia. T am satis-
fied that, as frequently applied to meadows,
we are simply throwing away tons of value.
I have in years past been eaught by hot, dry
or windy weather just after spreading man-
ure, and when the rain did come there was
little left for it to do. Drawing manure out
in winter is advisable, but I would compost
it all summer, or leach it.—Farm and Fire-
side.

The bushes should stand from three to four
feet apart in rows, in soil made rich by stable
manure, annually top-dressed (in the fall)
and kept free from weeds and grass. A
mulch of straw, hay, leaves or other rubbish,
which keeps their roots cool and damp, and
somewhat approaches the condition which
they naturally choose, will be found quite
belpful, and add to their vigor and fruitful-
ness. They should be well pruned annually
to keep out all dead or decayed wood, and
with a view to renewing the growth every
few years from the young and vigorousshoots
which the plants throw up from the ground.
Attack the currant worm as soon as he ap-
pears with hellebore téa (one ounce to &
pailful of water), and if the leaves begin to
look sickly and droop, indicating the pith
borer, examine for this grub, and burn the
stalks in which he is found or where he has
been. Scarcely any other fruit will make
80 large a return from so little labor expended
as the currant. It may be grown in an or-
chard between the trees without injury to
them, and with as good results in fruit as
elsewhere—indeed, partial shade seems ben-
eficial, as approaching the natural prefer-
ences of the plant,

Urban and Suburban Life.

Many a man is rich and doesn’t know it,
or at least does not appreciate it. If a man
who owns a farm upon which he can make
a living and who has a good wife and family
is not happy, he would not be were he in
business in a city, where the chances for
success are not so great and where the sani-
tary conditions are never so good as they are
in the country.

A resident in the city must of necessity
either make more or live on less than the
man who resides in the country, ¥ood and
clothing may be purchased as cheaply in the
city, of course, but the farmer may raise
many necessities, while the resident of the
city must buy everything. He must pay ex-
horbitant rents, or if he buys land, the high
price paid and the taxes will nearly equal
rates of rental; he must buy the water he
drinks, the wood he burns; he must even pay
a garbage man for removing the ashes; he
must buy fruit, vegetables and meat at
double the price the farmer receives tor it;
he must buy high-priced clothing in order to
keep up with the times; he secures little
sunshine, less fresh air, and lives under &
nervous pressure that early breaks down the
system and undermines the health.

The farmer, on the other hand, is likely
to at least have health, fresh air, sunshine,
good wholesome food and an appetite, and
will live longer.—San Francisco Call.

For dysentery a physician recommends one
drachm of powdered cinnamon, mixed with
a few drops of water made intoaball. Take
it morning and evening, washing down with
a mouthfal of water.

A bran-bag is one of the most grateful of all
toilet accessories. It is more cleansing to
the skin, and much more refreshing. It is
made by filling a muslin bag with two quarts
of bran, one ounce of orris root, one ounce
almond meal, and one small cake castile soap
cut in emall pieces.

An authority on physical training for
women gives the following directions for se-
curing the best results which naturally must
be wmodified by individual characteristics
and circumstances. *‘Sleep nine hours out
of the twenty-four, bathe in cold water, ex
ercise five minutes daily with light dumb
bells, drink a cup of hot liquid before break-
fast, spend half an hour every day in outdoor
exercise, make the best of bad bargains and
always keep your temper.”

A writer on obesity says: ‘ The safest
way to reduce obesity is to begin by eating
and drinking less, and to take as much exer-
cise as possible, increasing it gradually day
by day. Butter, fat, oil, sauces,-haricot
beans, peas, vermicelli, rice, tapioea, mac-
caroni, all fatten. Bread should be eaten in
moderation, and stale or toasted. All sweets
are forbidden. Plainly roasted or boiled
meats taken in moderation, with plain boiled
green vegetables, may be eaten, also fruit—
apples and oranges especially. Gooseberries
and currants are good when in season, and
for drink take lemonade unsweetened, weak
tea, and black coffee.

Sleeping in & narrow, hard bed is mow
considered conducive to a good figure; throw
away your soft mattresses and even your
pillows, and you are promised freedom from
round shoulders and double chins. Many
women are giving the experiment & trial.

A recent writers, in giving advice to ama-
teur nurses says:

“Don’t act on your own judgment when
that judgment is in defiance of the doctoc’s
orders. A good nurse should listen most at-
tentively to all that the doctor has to say,
write down his instructions if likely to for-
get them, and obey them implicitly. She
should keep a piece of paper and pencil in
the room, and write down how long the
patient slept, temperature, if food was taken,
much or little coughing, etc. Vague an-
swers, such as ‘preity well’ or ‘a little’ do
not convey much to the doctor when he in-
quires how the patient has slept, or how
much food he has taken.

¢ The light in a sick room should be tem-"
pered to suit the weakened condition of the
patient’s eyes.” No nurse who has the
slightest regard for the patient’s comfort or
well-being will permit an unsightly array of
medicine bottles, glasses and spoons to beon
corstant exhibition before him. It is an
excellent plan to have a small medicine
closet fastened to the wall and have its con-
tents in sight only when necessary.

“ Don’t sleep-in the sick room if you can
avoid it. If, however, you have to do so,
and you naturally wish to know if the pa-
tient needs you, tie a piece of tape to the
wrist and pin the other end to the patient's
bed, near bis hand, where he can reach it
easily. A slight poll will then awaken you.
This plan is excellent, as in illness the voice
is weakened, and if the patient spoke or
called you might not hear.”

Vaseline should be rubbed thoroughiy
over bones and in creases when a patient has
a long illness. KEspecially good in typhoid
and malarial cases. The musclesare strength-
ened, and friction prevented. It is well,
algo, to rub the parts over first with alcohol
and tannin, or plain zlcohol.

One-half pint boiling water put on one-
half teaspoonful borax, one-half teaspoonful
saleratus and one teaspoonful of glycerine
makes a good wash for the teeth in typhoid
fever. ;

Use paper basins in a sick room. They
are very light and can be thrown away if de-
sired, and can be easily bought in any of the
large cities, also paper sputa cups, which can
be readily destroyed after the doctor hasex-
amined the sputa.

For bed sores, two ounces of Balsam Peru,
six ounces vaseline, applied on cloth to sore.

If a patient is seriously prostrated, do not
let him help himself, Elevate the foot of
the bed six inches to aid the tired heart.
