Extracts from the Journalof the Rev. J. Carry, Travelling
Missionary—

(Continucd from No, 8.)

Nov. 9,—From this datc the roads became so bad, espe-
cially in the more backward parts of the country, as to pre-
vent travelling ; and, nafortunately, the sleighing was later
than usual. On the 27th, however, I went to the Outlet, 30
miles from Lenunoxville, and had service, and on the follow-
ing Sunday had serviceat Georgeville in the morning and at |
the Outlet, 10 nuiles distant, in the evening. There were to-
leiable cougregations at hoth places.

Dec. 7.—This day afforded the first chance of sloighing
this season, and, accordingly, I started from Hatley, and
through a regular snow-storm travelled to Melbourne, 46
miles. I had intended to stap by the way and have service
at Windsor, but I could not get across the St. Francis. As
I had no appointment, I staid over Sunday at Melbourne,

9.—To day, breaking the road all the way (nad 2 misera-
ble road it is) after the snow-storm, I came to Ely,and in ,
the evening had sexvice at Mr. Armstrongs. Left notice of
service on New Year’s Day. ‘

10.—Drove 32 miles to Tingwick, got notice given the |
same evening of a service at 101 next morning, when,
though cold,a good number (about 35) assembled, many
from a considerable distance. They were, apparently, much
interested, and there was tolerable responding : of singing, in |
these back places, thereis little chance; however, I gave
out the 100th Psalm, and began myself—very many sang the
church-like melody, and simple, nay rude, as wasthe execu-
tion, I saw tears dropping from the eyes of a poor woman
near me, at, I suppose, the recollections it awakened. «1t
was like,” she told me afterwards, « the old country—they
knew nothing of it in this.” A very fair opening—the fairest
I know—is presented here.

Drove this day (11th) to Cassidy’s, 15 miles--where I left
notiee of service, and also at Warwick, the Protestant set-

‘tlement of which I was told I could not visit now because
of the roads, which were passable for ox-sleds only—more- |
over, [ was pressed for time, having had to lie by so long in
the Fall. I left notice of service, (fur Sunday, the 5th Jan.)
. which Mr. Cassidy engaged to make known.

12.—Drove 43 miles on my way to Lloyd’s Mills.

13.—Reached Inverness, where the people are expecting i
a Church and a Minister. Had service in the eveningat
Rickaby’s, not many attended; but they responded alZ.” A
catechist has service here once a month, and occasionally
the clergyman at Leeds—good travelling on the Arthabasca
oag_d Gosford roads ; but horrible from the moment of turning

14—Drove on to Leeds, and gave notice of service next
day. Spent the night at Rev. Mr. King’s, St. Sylvester.

. 15.-gwice at Leeds—tolerable congregation, consider-
ing the unpropitious state of the weather, and the short no-
tice. Returned in the evening to Mr, King’s.

16.—Service at Lamby’s Mills—few people. Proceeded
to Mr. Ward’s, the Catechist. Travelled 20 miles.

37.—To Rev. Mr, Simpson’s, New Ircland, 8 miles.

15.—To Rev. I'. Chapman’s, Dudswell, 35 miles. In all
this part of the country there is no opening beyond the Mis-
swis of the present Clergy. ‘Uhie people wre either French
Canndians or Irish R. Catholies,

19.—1ud to 5o to Euton, but there being no road as yet
acruss the St. Iruncis, I was ubliged to go rounc by Sher-
brovke, making 42 instead of 18 iles.  Drove to Lennox-
ville, 28) miles, and staid overyight with the Principal of
Bishop’s College. .

20.—The College term had just ended, so 1 tovk with me
a young gentleman, soon tu be ardained, Me. Boyle, to give
him a2 specimen of the work. Drove to Cliflon, 27 1miles,
I had no appointment,and I learned that a brief notice
would be useless, so I left notice of service for next time,

21.—Procecded to Mereford. Left notice of a service at
Munn’s, a Baptist, and went on 9 miles further to the place
I had fisst visited. ‘They were glad to sce e buck—said
they had almost despaired of my coming again.  [nforma.
tion of scrvice next day wus quickly given.

22.—About 25 or 30 people asscmbled, and were remark
ably attentive : afier Sermon 1 explained to them briefly the
nature and construction of our service -and showed .the
seriptural charucter of the responsive part. It was well re.
ceived; and, one tuld me afterwards, was far more eftective
than Sermon and all the rest in removing their prejudices.,
They expressed themselves very much pleased at the pros
pect of my returau.

23.—O0n Sunday mght it stouned fusiously and continued
to do so with unubated violence through Monduy. How
ever, not bemng aware of the depth of the snow, we started
fur Hatley, where we were to spend Christinas ; we travelled
in the day with great diffienlty nine miles, and then horse
and all were glad to rest.  Nextday we started through the
unbroken snow, which was of eatmordinary depth, and
having gone 33 miles, un 2 rord which we had not before
travelled, we became alarmed at our position. We had been 4
hours going thisdistance, and, as well as the horse, were per
fectly exhaunsted, We determined on returning to the Tav.
emwe had left; but, after procceding une mile, T was ovar
come with fatigue, and Mr. Boyle, having unharnessed the
horse, rode back to send a fresh one for me, I meanwhile
covering myself upinmy sleigh, and all dripjung with per
spirttion. After 23 hours T wus Yelieved.

25.—Christmas-day. We were unwilling to spend this day
ina Tavern, where after retinng to bed and beture we got up
in the morning, the scrapings of two fiddles edified us.” We
had to sleep in wet clothes, all our apparatus beng left
the woods. The roads we now expected would be bivken,
$0 we started, and with hard travellag reached Hatley at 8
o'clock, P. M.,a distance o 22 nules, 1S of which we
walked. The horse at the eud was literally fulling in the
snow and we ourselves were not much better.

Here I vested, stitt’ and sore, tor a few days.

30.—Drove 35 nules to Mr. Wurtele's, Windsor.

31.—Had service at Hardwood-Hill, the destitute settle-
ment of which I spoke before.  The peenle are thankful for
my attendance. 1 found that siwce my lust visit in the
spring, a dissenting m:nuster had been *herz “wice. 16 miley

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Jan. 1, 1851,—Had service at Windsor, near Mr, Chapman’s,
at 103 A. M, and at Ely at 6 P, M, ; 13 miles travelled.

2.—Service at Nutting”s School house near Danville, Tolera-
Ve attendance, Here I was kindly entertained by Mz, Qlney,

he old man before mentioned. 23 miles,

3.—Service at Tingwick at 1} o’clock, and after sccond lesson
baptized five children of one family, which had lately come from the
U. States, where they had no opportunity of baptism by a church
clergyman ; and the diseenters refused tu baptise the children, save
on the conformity of the parents, which they would not give.

The school-house was filled, though u week-day, and several of
tha people come a long distance on onow-shocs through the
woods. 14 miles.

4.—~Drove 14 miles to Cassidy’s, in Kingsey.

5.—Drove 1o Warwick, met a small congregation, and bap.
tized 4 children. They promised a larger attendance the next
tune. In the evening had service at Cassidy®s. 14 miles, From
this to my next station is 78 miles.

6.~To Melbourie, 18 miles.

7.—To Lennoxville, 28 miles.

8.—To Bury, 21 miles,

9.—To day went with Rev. J. Kemp to Lingwick, 13 miles,
had service, at which as large a number as usually assembled,
met. Returned to Mr. Kemp’s in the evening, 26 miles.

10.,—Went on to Eaton. 8 miles,

11.—To Clifton, 14 miles.

12.—Had eervice in the morning at my appuinted hour of 10}
A. M, After which, I proceeded on my way to Hereford, 15
miles distant, to fulfil an appointment at 6, P. M. ;. but after going
4 miles with much difficulty, 1 found the roads in the woods in
such a bad state (having been scarcely at all travelled) that I re-
luctantly turned round and went to Eaton. This was the first
appointment which I was unable to keep. Every time L have
yraseed over the road from Clifion to Hereford, I have suflered ex-
ceedingly.

14.—Went to Hatley, through the woods, via Campton, where
T called on tuc Rev. Mr. Reid, who promised to make upfor Here.
ford the missed service, and further to assist me there duriag the
winter.

16,—To Georgeville, 25 miles, and had service for a tolerable
number.

17.—Scrvico at the Outlet, where I should have been without:
a congregation, had not the schoolmaster with a number of
grown-up scholars remained.  Of the people there were only four.
Not a, move from the people during eervice, and no responses,
save from a little boy whom 1 brought with me, and whose tiny
voice could sacarcely be heard above the wind which whistled
through the dilapidated school-house. Same day returned to
Hatley, 25 miles. This was a hard journey—such a thaw and
then such holes in the road. This being the end.of my circuit, [
repose for some days. ¢ ® ¢ ° ¢

26, Sunday.—Had service at Hardwood Hill, where 1 found
collccted almost as many people as if it were fine, who repaid me
for struggling through the violence of a snow-storm and the worse
difficulty of an untravelled road. Here, I dare sy, there would
be ¢ preaching® enough, did rat the preachers find the road such
a barrier., Returued same day to Mr. Wurtele’s—one service,
and travelling 12 miles having occupied 8 hours.

27.—Drove to Melbourne, and found Mr. Lloyd, who had
promised to pecform a service foc me at Wiadeor, ill ;. returned 7
miles, found no one at the place, the people having understood, I
learned, that the hour was 10, A, M, instead of 2} P. M.;
though at the hour they understood, they did not assemble in
consequence of the roughness of the morning and the unbroken
sthte of theroads. Gut back to Melbourne, having travelled 23
miles.

28.—On my way to a back station, Ltook the zoad to Kingsey,
where 1 staid overuight at the Rev. Mr. Baifour’s. 12 miles.

29.—The storm which began yesierday afiernoon continued to-
day and the day fillowing with unabated violence, only changing
from one species of sevy:'iy to annther.  In these back parts the
roads were not broken fur three days after the storm had-ceased ;
80 that all this time 1 had :0 sit unwillingly idie, And even could

I by any possibility have kept my appuinted hours, there wouli:
not have been mueh use in ity singe no one would stir out atsuch
atime. One disadvantage, however, there was in my disap-
pointmenty—I could not give notice of other services.

Feb. 3.—Made my way to Melbourne, 12 miles. 4.~To
Lennoxwille, 28 miles, 7,—To Bury, 21 miles,

9, Sunday.—Mr. Kemp had kindly agreed to go to Lingwick,
and allow me to take his suty; but a snow.storm which began
yesterday and continued until 24 o clock to-day, prevented b,
and even to his church scarcely anv came,

10.—To-dny there was to be a Meeting of the Church Society,
at which several of the Clergy were expecied ; but vone cane
save the Secretary, and there tieing hut few peaple, the meeting
fell through with a service and an admirable Sermon from the
Secretary, enforcing the claims of the Society.

11.—To-day there wus a similar meeting at Eaton, which [
wished to atiend, but could not, having a service at Clifton, Ser-
vice at 3, p. m.—very few people present.  Explained the Lord's
Prnyer—addressing  mysell’ familialy to the school-childeen
present, Gave a prayer.book to a churchwoman who had not had.

15.—Started for Hereford ; Lut the roads were so soft in con.
sequence of the last two days’ thaw, which still continued, and
besides, it rained so violently, I was fain to turn back, after going
two milea. I had 30 miles to go, and I conld not get over sv
much. T put up my horse—packed up a few books, &c., ina.
bundle, and started on foot for a corner of the Township in which
were 2 good many people who, T heard,. had little * preaching,”
and were chiefly Universalists, On my arrival 1 told the people
that I would have service on the next day. Atone house { was
pressed very much to stay all night—I1 consented—alfter goivg
to the school-house and geiting the children to carry word.
home. From my entertainers I learned the truth of what I had
heard, that the people wcre chiefly Univerealists.. I remarked,.
that as the people commonly went to hear all sorts of preachers,
1 supposed they would not ohject to heara Clergyman of the
Church of England, My hostess replied, Certainly not ; and as
for her part, she liked to hear an, one that preached ¢ sinart”—.
« true” you mean, I replied. ¢ Oh no—1 don’t. know what is
true ; I like to hear a man preach smart,” She went further on.
to say, that the number of sects and their differences. utterly dis-
tracted her, and made her doubt of every thing. I spoke of the
Bible, if read with faith and prayer, as able te instruct her in all
necestary doctrine.

. 43, Sunday.—Had service here at 104, 2. m., when it seemed
us if ali the church-going people of the village were present. The
school.house-—a large one —was pretty well filled, and the people
scemred as devotional as their irreverent postures would allow.—
['hiese postures cannot be banished in a trice,

Since my last visity they had mustered up four or five American
prayer-books ; and a singing-school being in full operation, we
were enabled to siug two Paulms during service, and theie was a
vuluntary at the close,

While 1n great hasie to get to the Qutlet in time for my seconid
service, T was called on to baptize the dying child of & church.
man, The road to the Outlet waa very »oft, and my haree having
overreached hierseit” and halfsputied off a fore-shoe, T waes obliged
1o stay at a furge Liallway, and wait unul a fire was lighted and
the shoe put on anew. At the Outlet, which I reached exactly
m time, I found a very good congregation of from forty to fifty,
wany of them respectable Juoking persons. They were more than
usually sttentive.  Both here and at Georgeville I find that seve-
ral of the-people are carnestly asking fur prayer.bovks. They
wauld buy them readily if they were to he got thus. If these
stations were to be attended to unintermittingly, some considerable
impression, I think, would bé made in course of time. Atthe
latter place there is no preacher mnow, though itis a populous
neighbourhood. But the winter” is not fuvourable to exactness in
keeping appointments, and this present winter has, it is said, been
utterly unexampled.

1.PISCOPAL VISITS TO SOME OUTLYING SP:ITLEBIE§TS.
WEST FRAMPTON AND CRANBOURNE.

The Bishop of Quebec left the city on the 24th Feb., for the
Mizssion of West Frampton®, specially with a view of visiting the
towaship of Cranbourne which is a dependency upon that Mis-
sion, and in which the poor setilers are engaged in putting up a
linle Church. His Lord:hip become the guest of the Rev. Jacob
Van Linge, at the parsonage of West Frampton, and preached on
the day following to the congregation of that place, who were
«alled together to meet him ia the Church adjvining. The at.
tendance ivas extremely goou, considering that it was a week-day,
and credit is due tc some members of the congregation who have
assiduously taken pains to improve the musical poriions of the ser-
vice. Early on the morning of the 26th, the Bishop and Mr. Van
Linge set out for Cranbourne to hold divine servicein one of the log
houses of the seitlement near the unfinished Church, waich is dis-
1ant about 17 or 18 miles from that of \Vest Frampton. Accom-
qmodation was roughly provided to seat the congregation, who,
amounting to more than fifiy persons (children included) were
densely packed together.  His Lordship, by particular request, bap-
tized several children during the service. He adverted in his ser-
mon to the particular circumstances of the settlement and en-
couraged the people to complete their humble sanctuary, which
stands upon a site  given, topether with filty acres for a glebe, by
Mr. Poole in charge of the commissariat bakery at Quebec.

Cranbourne, of which the Church is about fifiy miles south of
Quebec, isa backward and secluded township, inaccessible in the
summer months except on foot or on horseback, and ouly by most
tedious and difficult progressin the latter mode. Tie inhabitaats
are chiefly commuted pensioners, with their familics. ‘They have
no school, and their situation in every point of view is one of pri-
vation and hardship: but they-seem to appreciate the efforts of the
Church in their behalf and spoke gratefully of the exertions made
by Me, Van Linge in paying them his stated visits.

After service, thefamily prepared, with all good-will, their {rugal
table, set out with iea and unleavened cakes of bread, to refresh
the travellers; and the repast being closed, the Bishop returned to
‘West Frampton Parsonage and, the next day, to Quebec.

LEEDS AND LAMBY’S MiLLS,

The Mission of Leeds in the County of Megantic, of which the
Church is 46 miles from Quebec, hag been, for zome m inths
past, without a resident pastor, in consequence of the illness of :he
Rev. W. V. Lloyd who wasobliged 10 withdraw, for a time, fron:
the lahours of his charge, and to visit his parents at Melbourne,
upon sick leave, Under these circumstances the Rev. J. Carry,
Travelling Missionary of the Diocesan Church Society, has paid
a visit, by the Bishop’s direction, to the place, and the Rev, W,
Wickes, Secretary and Travelling Agent of the same Institution,
passed two Sundays with the congregation, one on his way up to
the St. Francis Townships and snother upon his return, 'ghe
Bishop, however, as the charge was still unserved, appointed
Sunday the 23rd of March, to officiate there himeelfand proceeded
on the evening of the previous Friday to St, Nicholas, where he
was hospitably received by Mr. Ross and paseed the night. On
Saturday he went, according to arrangements before made, to the
house of Mr. Hall, adjoining the stone mills upon the Palmer
River in Leeds, and became the guest of the family therc, The
next morning he preached to a crowded congregation, in the
Church, the prayers being said by the Rev. Mr. Lloyd, who,
having considerably recovered, had come over from Melbourne,
by an unexpected coincidence, to arrange some household matters
in preparation for his anticipated removal to a cure more a lapted
to his present state of health., Although the Churchis o' very
respectable dimensions, it was necessary, during service, for some
persons to go out and hring in long benches for the extra aceom.
modation of the worshippers, 1n this congregation a praisewor-
thy attention is paid to Psalmody, and portions of the service are
chanted by a choir of young persons who regularly practise for
the purpose, :

His Lordship having partaken of some slight refreshment at the
house of Mr, Jiggins, Church-Warden, proceeded to Lamby’s
Mills, six miles distant, to hold afternoon service, and was fol-
lowed thither by a train of seven carioles, carrying persons who
had been his hearers in the forencon. The members of the
Church in the nelghbourhood of Lamby’s Mills, have collected
some materials for the erection of a house of God which aey can
call their own. At present they are accommodated with a share
in the use of a place of worship 10 which they are understood to
have been, to a certain extent, contributors, but which is under the:
auspices of a Preshyterian body, to whom it will ultimnately be
wholly resigned. The congregation quite filled the place ; and
his Lordship (who came unatteaded) bantized four children, He
took an opportunity before service, and again in the course of his
sermon, {7 make fome explanatory as well ay exhortatory re.
marks, having reference to the Sponsors. Inthe evening he weut
back to Mr. Hall’s, eight miles distant from Lamby’s Mills, and
very early the next morning, took leave of his friendly hosts and.
stopping by the way to breakfast with the Rev. W. King at the
Parsonage of St, Sylvester, returned to Quebec,

It is expected that a new appoiniment will be made to the.
Mission of Leeds as soon as the summer travelling is good,

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.
ORDINATION,

"I'he Lord Bishop of this Diocese held his first Ordination
in the Cathedral cf Montreal, in the presence of « crowded
congregation, on the second Sunday in Lent, when the un-
dermentioned gentlemen were admitted to the Order of
Priests and Deacons respectively :

Priests—The Rev. Robert Lindsay, Missionary at Brome.
The Rev. Anthony D. Lockhart, Missionary at New
Glasgow ; and
The Rev. Richard Stephenson, Travelling Mission-
ary of the Diocesan Church Society.
Deacons—David Lindsay, Student of Bishop’s College, Len-
noxville, (tppointed to the newly-formed mis-
sion of Froste Village, with Stukely, in the
county of Sheflord;) and
Gerald de Courcy O’Grady, A. B., Trinity Col-
lege, Dublin, (appointed to the vacant mission
of Sherrington.)

Morning prayer was snid by the Rev. Dr. Adamson, and
the lessons read by the Rev, Dr. Leach. The sermon was
preached by the Bishop from ist Cor. iv. 1. 2.,and the
Cundidates were then presented by the Rev. Dr. Bethune.
The Rev. Dr. Adamson administered the oaths, and the
three presbyters assisted His Lordship in laying hands on
the candidates for Priests’ Orders. ‘The Holy Communion
was afterwards administered,

The examination of the candidates had been conducted
during the preceding weck, by the Lord Bishop, assisted by
the three clergymen above-mentioned,

and of Tue HoLy GHost.” He then threw itirto the barrow,
which was sson hicaped over by the Council, each throwing into
it ane or more spadesfull : the Grand Sheriff of the county, volun-
teering to be his Lordship’s barfowman, wheeled it to the place of
deposit,

Three cheers were then given forthe Quzen, thiee for the Bish.
op, and three for the prosperity of Trinity -College. Afer the
cheering, which was very hearty, had subsided, the Bishop said :

 Gentlemen,—Before e scparate, let me beg of you all tolift
up your hearts in silent prayer to Almighty God, that all who are
employed in erecting this building may be preserved from accidents
and dangers ; and that, when completed, it may ever pronote the
glory of God and the weifare of His people,”

So ended this simple but yet very interesting preliminary step
towards the ercction of Trinity College. . The site which bas been
selected is exeecedingly beantiful 5 and the building, when finished,
will present a striking and pleasing object to all ships approaching
or leaving the harbour, which it will in a great micasure over-
look.—(Church of Marck 20th.) )

CONFERENCE OF BISHOPS AT SYDNEY.

Letters from Sydney state that the six Bishops, the Metropolitan
of Sydney, and the Bishops of Newecastle, Melbourne, Adelaide,
Tasmania, and New Zealand met at that place in_the beginning
of October. Their proceedings were opened by Divine Service,
and the celebration of the Holy Communion, at the Cathedsal,
A great and satisfactory impression is said to have been made
upon the people of Sydney by the appearance among them of
these truly missionary Bishops. The voyage thither occupied, in
the case of several of the Prelates, a long period. The people
testified their satisfaction by crowding to hear them preach, a
proof that the service of GOD was one part of the daily routine of
duty. There was a publie meeting on the 29%h of October,
crowded to excess, and the people anxious to sec and hear the
six bishops. The object of the meeting was to support the Bishop
of New Zealand’s mission to several and separate islands in his
diocese—some of which he had visited, and othess he tvas de-
sirous of visiting, with & view of bringing some of the natives to
hia college, where he has several trained from childhood and em-
ployed in different trades. In the evening of the 28th, as one
result of the meeting, a gentleman rose and proposed an immedi-
ate subscription to provide the Bishun of New Zealand with a
suitable vessel for visiting these islands in the South Seas, as his
present vessel of twenty tonsis considered unsafe.—Colonial
Chaurch Chronicle, and London Ecclestastical Gazette.

Knowledge, on the subject of the measures taken hy the Pope
10 establish a Roman Catholic hierarchy in this country. And
1 am toinform your Grace that Her Majesty was pleased to
receive the same very graciously. I have the honour to be,

The following letter from the Lord Bishop of Sydney, dated
Sydney, 4th June, 1850, was read to the meeting :—

« The task which I am called upon to undertake in forward.
ing the enclosed application irom the Buiiding Committee of
St. Andrew’s Cathedral in this city, to the Society for Promot.
ing Christian Knowledge, is one which I enter upon with un.
mixed satisfaction. Tbe work itself, on belalf of which this
application is made, bas in itself so muck to recommendit,

and its progress, although not rapid, has been up to the pre.
sent time accompanied with so many manifestations of & aui-
cere zeal for the advancement of religion, and the permanent
welfare of the Church ; above all, this earnestness of feeling,
and disposition to make personal sacrifices as well as efforts for
the great work which they have taken in hand, has shone forth
so conspicuously in the proceedings of the comnmuttee whose
apphication I am now forwarding, that I am persuaded the So-
ciety will receive with no common joy a communication which
tells of such a spirit prevailing and producing such fruits in this
very distant diocese.

** I considering among oursclves the grounds which we
might urge in justification of such an sppeal as we are now
addressing to the Society for Promoting Christiau Knowledge,
we have felt that we might dwell with much reliance upon
this pecuiiarity in our position,—that we are striving to erect
not merely a cathedral for this single episcopal see, but a me-
tropolitan church for the entire province of Australasis. For
mysclt indeed it is not allowable at thisadvanced age to ex-
pect that Ican survive to be permitted to convoke a provincial
synod, and to preside in it beneath ite completed and hallowed
roof.  Yet I never pass within sight of the yet unfinished
walls without picturing to mysclf the acene which will be pre-
seuted when my successors shali sit in their proper seat in the
assembly of their sufitagan bishops, taking counsel with them
for the advancement of God's glory by the extension of the
kingdom of His bicssed Son in all the Churches of which the
care will come upon them. The rudiments of that which is
to be the outliue of the temple in which their devotions will
be offered up with the accompanying prayers of multitudes
from every nation under this southern heaven, we have al-
ready before our eyes suficiently to sutherize the belief that
such anticipations are not visiorary ; that such hopes will not
be vain. ‘I'rue it is that we require assistance for the accom-
plishment of our undertaking. But I entirely concur in the
assumption adopted by the Committee that we have, as Church-
men, made among ourselves sufficient exertions, and have con-
tinued them during a sufficient length of time, to prove that
our hearts are set upon the work. Neither, I trust, shall we
be deemed over-confident in our expectations, if we extend
them so far as to hope that these exertions may be thought to
entitle us to the parental cousideration of a Society which, in
so many parallel instances, bas proved its generous concern for
the building up of our most holy faith and the consolidation of
the Church of England in the colonial dependencies of the
British Empire,

¢ With sincere respect and brotherly affection, I am, &c.”

A letter addressed to the Bishop of Sydney by the Rev. W.
Jones, Honorary Secretary to the Cathedral Coramittee, dated
Sydney, 29th April 1850, was read. The following is 2~ ex-
{ eti—

*“ The many acts of munificence which the Church in this
Diocese, and the Colonial Church generally, has had to ac-
kunowledge on the part of the Society for Promoting Chrsistian
Knowledge, induces the Committee charged with the erection
of St. Andrew's Cathedral in this city to believe that if an ap-
plication were made to that venerable body, some assistance
would be afforded towards carrying on the great work which
we have in hand,”

The Secretaries stated that a Report had been furnished by
the Committee engaged in forwarding this object, who had
drawn attention to the interest which had been expressed by
the Metropolitan of India in the erection of this Cathedral.
As the colony was at one time under his Lordship’s ecclesias
tical jurisdiction, they had deemed it right to solicit his se-
cognition of their proceedings, His Lordship said, in a lettes
dated 16th August, 1849, ‘[ consider it a real favour that you
have written to me on the subject of your noble cathedral. 1
have read with the deepest interest the leports of the Aunual
Meceting, both of this year and the preceding; and, if iy lue
be spared, 1 will certainly make you a denation, huwewe.
small. In the course of next year 1 hope to spare a thousand
rupees for the Metrapolitan Church of Australia. My healtic

A letter, on the subject of the Cathedral, from the Rev. W,
Walsh, of Christ Chvrch, Sydney, and some lthographed
sketches of the elevation and plan of the Cathedral, supplied
l\? the Rev, G. Gilbert, of Grantham, were laid before the
Meeting.

The Standing Committee stated their intention to prepose
at the next General Meeting, on the 4th of March, a grant of
£500 towards the Cathedra?.

It was suggested by some Members of the Board that the
Standing Committee should reconsider the recommendation,
and propose £1000 instead of £500.

The Rev. W. 1. Walsh, who was present, gave additional
information on the subject of the Cathedral

The Chairman assured the Board that he should have much
pleasure in communicating to the Standing Committee the
wish of the meeting, namely, that the grant should be £1000.

The Secretaries reported that the Standing Committee, in
concurrence with the wish expressed by the Board at the last
Meeting, had reconsidered their recommendation of a grant to-
wards the erection of the Cathedra} at Sydney, and had agreed
to recommend a grant of £1000., instead of £500., formerly
proposed : £500 to be paid at once, and £500 when the build-
ing shall be fit for the performance of Divine Service. ‘I'he
Committee had dirccted the Seeretaries to convey, in the letter
to the Lord Bishop of Syduey, cordial expressions of sympathy
and encouragement from the Society.

The grant of £1000 having been proposed, the Rev. E.
T.illey moved as an amendment, that the grant be iucreased to
£2000: £1000 to be paid at once, and £1000 on the com-
pletion of the building for Divine Service,

J. C. Mermott, Esq., having scconded this, it was agreed,
that the proposition to grant at once the sum of £1000 should
be put to the Meeting.

This was put, and agreed to.

It was then moved and seconded, that the Standing Com.
‘mittee be requested to consider the expediency of making a
gursher grant towards the coiipletion of the Tathedral at

Syduey.

After some discussion the motion was carried.

Mr. Lilley stated, that *‘the soa of a soldier, who owes a
debt of gratitude to Indis,” had pluced in his hands £500 as a
donation to the Society ; this sum to be appropriated to the
purposes of education in India, .

The amount was paid accordingly: and it was agreed to re-
turn _the best thanks of the Meeting for this munificent
benefaction.

‘The Lord Bishop of Colombo, in a letter dated Colombo,
Jan. 9, 1851, wrote as follows:

“ Your letter of Nov. 19, which reached me just before the
opening of the new ycar, communicating the glad intelligence
of your generous aid to the two churches in Mauritius, was
most welcome, The direct intercourse between the two is-
lands will be now of short duration ; they are about to establish
a monthly Steam Packet to Aden from” Mauritius, which will,
of course, separate them from Ceylon, and supply an additional
reason for the introductiun of the Episcopate into that Colony.
It is moat gratifying to me to know that the plan proposed for
cflucting so desirable an object is favourably entertained a-
mongst you. Welcome as my visit was to many estimable
members of our Church in that Colony, and most cheering to
myself, it would be a meredelusion to pretend to exercir+
Episcepal jurisdiction among so distant and severed a commu-
wity, with different interests, different habits, and, of the ma-
Jurity it must be added, a totally different faith. How can I
pretend, at the distance of 2500 miles, to exercise any effec-
tive authority, even if empowered to do so! It would be a

mere fallacy, and it would be to deceive both mysclf and your
Commiittee, to represent it in any_other ight. Friendly offi.
ces and kindly converse we can interchange, but no more;
and gladdening it is to me to be made thc channel of convey-
ing to them the cheering intelligence of' your kind sywpathy
with their spiritusl wants.” :

A letter was read from the Lord Bishop of Montreal, dated
Montreal, Jan, 22, 1851, stating that he had received from the
Bishop of Quebec the sum of £120 currency, being a portion
of the Jast grant made to him by the Society whilst he was ad.
ministering the affairs of this,Logether with his present, diocese.
Of thig sum the Bishop of Montreal had apportioned grants to
the new churches at Ste. Therése ; at Grenville ; at Hemming-
ford ; at Kilkenny ; at Berthier ; and at Buckingham : leaving
£50 still at his Lordship’s disposal.

The following are extracts from the Bishop's letter :

¢ These churches, and two or three others for which I ex-
pect immediate applications for similar grants, were all more
or less commenced before my arrival; and will, in the ordi-
nary way, very soon exhaust the little fund paid over to me by
the Bishop of Quebce.”

The Bishop haviug stated some of the difficuliies arising
from the state of commercial affuirs, and alluded to the enor-
mous amount of labour performed by the late Bishop, proceed-
ed tosay:--

¢ { cannot but hope, that there is a willingness on the part
of the members of the Church in Montreal to join readily in
any practical propositions made to them, as far as they may be
able, Butif you take a population of 7000 souls of every class
and age, and ali engaged in trade and commerce, with scarcely
a single eXception of an individual of any great means living on
his private fortune, and with trade only just recovering from
its Jute very severe depression, we must not in such circum-
stances expect more than js fair, ’

st It was generally understood in England, when the endow-
ment for this Bishopric was being raised there by private sub.
scription, that a residence for the Bishop was to be provided by
the inhabitants of this province, as their contribution. Byt
very little had been done in this matter when | arrived here;
and I found so many things ihat wanted attention, that I doubt-
cd of the propriety of proceeding with the plan at present.
But the leading Churchmen here considercd themeelves pledged
to make such a provision, and overruled my objection; and -
one gentleman offered a very excellent site, upon the express
understanding that the work was to be earried out at once.
And so the Comimittee have raised about £2000., including
the value of the site; and I suppose that in about eighteen
months 1 may expect to have a residence provided.

“'The first subject I myself undertook was the organization
of a Church Society for this new Diocese. We held the first
General Meeting yesterday.”

The Bishop then meationed the additions recently made to
the Montreal Church Library. Several books had been pre-
sented by the Rector and Fellows of Exeter College, Oxford :
the Principal of Magdalene Hall ; as well as by Messrs. Riving-
ton, Messrs. Parker, of Oxtord, and Dr. Bray’s Associates.
¢ And I will add,” said the Bishop, ¢ that any accessions to this
little commencement will be well zestowed. I consider the for-
mation of a goud library here of the firstimportance. We have no
collegiate or cathedral bodies to give a tone to the public mind;
and, since the destruction of the Houses of Parliament, there
is no public library of any kipd in this city, and very few of
ﬂl:e clergy can afford to purchasc books to place on their own
shelves.

At present the only means offered to members of the
Church for procuring any good instruction for their daughters
is in the Roman Catholic nunneries, to which their children
are frequently sent. In qrder to remedy this evil, [ have ar-
ranged ‘with a lady, well known to me in England, and who
has heen long engaged in tuition, to come out here, and open
a school in connexion with the Church. Sheisnow onher pass-
age; and I look forward also with hope to see some efficient
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;nd experienced clergyman openiug a similar institution for
o '.
am{ would meet with great support, if well carried out.

“ | have thought it well to detail these matters for the in-
formation of the Society, to whom we may in no smail measure
be said to owe our existence as a separate diocese, that they
may have some better understanding of the position in which
we ave here, our present weakness and wants, as well as the
readiness of the people to exert themsclves when called upon.
© ¢ 1o muking these several requests, after the large measure
of help so lately bestowed on this diocese by your Society, 1
beg to assure you that I am led to do so simply by the necessi-
ties of my present position ; that I fevl it to be my office and
duty in every way to endeavour to muke the Church here as
independent as possible of external support, Whatever assist-
ance 1 ask from your Society or elsewhere will always be with
the purpose i view, not so much of continuing to provide by
external help for the curreut expenses of the Church, but per.
manently o sirengthen her position, supplying machinery
whetewith to do her own work here, and to inculcate princis
ples which shall assure her of a substantive existence; a strong
hold ou the respect and affection of her people.

« ] leave hoae to.morrow on a Visitation tour through the
Missisquoi, Richelieu, and Beauharnois districts, in the course of
which ! shall visit about seveateen different missions, and con.
secrate one new church, I hope, by God's blessing, to return
hither the latter end of next month ; and shall ho!d my first
Ordination on the Second Sunday in Lent, when I expect three
candidates for Priests’ Orders, and two for Deacons’. My
thoughts and affections are ever with our friends and the
Church at home ; nor are they forgotten in my prayers, as 1
scek carnestly to be remembered, ‘I'hat God may preserve
and keep us allin the right way, and enable us to do His will,
and sustain your excellent Society, that it may still abound
all good works, is the sincere wish of yours, &ec.”

The Bishop enclosed an appeal made by the Rev. Jacob Eile-
gond, respecting St. Ann’s Chapel, Montreal, and stated that
efforts were making at St. Hyacinthe, and at Durham, in the
Beaubarnois District, for the erection of churches, in the pro-
gressof which he feels much interest. His lordship also re-
quested seven sets of service books for as many churches, in
tiie country missioas, just erected, or nearly approaching com-
pletion: and he forwarded an application from the Rev. G.
Armstrong, of Christieville, for a few educational books.

It was agreed that £300 be placed at the Bishop's disposal,
for the Society’s purposes in his diocese..

Books to the value of £1Q wcre voted for the Cathedral
Library.

Seven sets of books were granted for the performance of
Divine Service.

Books to the value of £3 were voted for the school at
Christieville.

A letter from the Lord Bishop of Victoria, dated Hong Kong,
Pec. 27, 1850, was laid befure the Meeting. The following are
extracts :—

I have lately returned from a Visitation to the northern parts
of China, having first visited Loo Choo, and afterwards proceeding
to €hunghao, Niagpo, Foochow, and Amoy, arriviag at this place
a week ago, afier about three months® absence. At Amoy a
public meeting was convened of British residents at the Consulate
during my stay, at which resolutions were passed, and subscrip.
tions entered into for obtaining a clergyman of the Church of
England, under the provisions.of the Consular Chaplaincy Act,
for Amoy; which now being virtually supplied, every one of the
five consular cities of China willin a2 short time be occupied
by the Church of England.

«] am able to announce that our cathedral, the body of which
has been open for Divine worship a year or two, under licence, is
at length finished, the tower being completed about three or four
months ago. It is a very fine building, and I trust will shortly be
consecrated. I have sent to a friend in England, by this mail, a
degument, which, I think, will interest those who have watched 3

. DIOCESL OF MASSACMUSETS.

The following extract from a letter from the Rev. J. P. Robin-
son, Missionary to seamen at Boston, written in acknowledgment
of some contributions reccived from Quebec, to a sale which was
to be held in aid of the ohjects of his mission, will be read with
interest. The letter was addressed to the Lord Bishop of Quebec,
by whom we are permitted to publish the extract.

«This expression of interest on the part of friends in Cana.
da is troly grateful to our feelings, and has had a wholesome .
fluence in imparting more energefic measures among our Ladies
in securing the object we have in view. Allow me to give you
a few facts in connection with my mission, In the winter of
1815, with the approbation of the Bishop, [ had a Chapel fitted
up for Seamen in a part of the city most frequented by them.
Public worship was celebrated each Sunday three times, and has
been continued to the present, a period of more than six yeary,
without an cxception. This was the first enterprise of the Church
in New England for the spiritual welfare of our brethren of the
Ocecan. The number of seamen who have attended our services.

A feature in our
mission which will comnmend it particularly to your consideraticn
ie the influence which it is already exerting upon the seamen
from your Provinces, A very considerable portion of those who
come to Boston attend our services and are supplied with Bibies,
Prayer books, &c. Several instances have come to my know-
ledge where our services have been instrumental in leading =ome
of your people back to the Mother Church, who had been drawn
away by the dissenting bodies. Could vou be with us and witness
what we are attempting, and the suecess with whish our Divane
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Head is crowning out labours, you and the good ladies who have
assisted us would feel assured your contributions were made in
behalf of a cause deserving well the prayers and efforts of all who
love the gospel in the Church.”
