As a matter of
fact the investment has been increasing to
s considerable extent by the law recently
passed in Albany allowing the Savings
Banks to invest in the bonds of cerfain
railroads, Talk of the consolidation of
the Big Four, 0.&O0., O.H.&D,, and
Monon, has been revived and is based on
the reported purchase of the latter by
J. P. Morgan.

London iz a persistent seller of L. & N.
Tyere was a good deai of disappointment
on Saturday among the bulls, because
shortly after the publication of the Eank
Statement the market reacted. The re-
action was undoubtedly due to profit-
taking but was helped to some extent by
short selling. Some traders are inclined
to take the short side of the marke$ be-
lieving that present conditions do not war-
rant present high prices.
