Ar THSE adjourned meeting, of creditors last
Tuesday of R. fHeyneman & Co., cigar mane-
facturers, ttis city, wliose assignment we noted
last week, an offer of 25c on the dollar, unse-
cired, in 3, 6, 9, and 12 ionthts, withoit inter-
es, -fas lot accepted, and Mr. Edward Evans
was ippointed to examine the books and report
aIt a future meetiig. The liabilities are, direct
abouit S65,000, and indirect $70,000, with
assets estimated ai about 538,000, of wbich
amouînt some S16,000 represent bad book-debts.
The deficit is rongbly estiated at soins
S30,000 or $40,000, and the avîilable dividend
lins become sonewhat problematical. Sone
seizures before judgînent were made against ts
estate, iicliuding one for $1,728 on bebalf of a
New York firm.

INSOLVENT ESTATES.

Tie necessity for efficient means to
secure a fair distribution of the estates of
insolvent debtors is so Univentily ad-

mitteci, that ta insist upon the justice of
the principle would simply be waste of
time. The one thing necessary is that
the means shall be eflicient, and that is
just the qualification which Mr. Beaty's
Bill has not. Hoiy a lawyer, hxaving any
experience in'commercial matters, could
seriously submit such a Bill as a renedy
for the sutfferings of creditors, it is diffi.
cuit to imagine. The provisions of the
Bill are directly opposed to prompt
possession, inexponsive liquidation, aid
freedoi fron litigation.

The attempt ta put the law in force
requires a petition which at once
becomes the ground work of a lawsulit, the
duration of which no one can everi guess

at, In the meantime the bankrtp

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remains with full control of his assets, the
result of which needs no pointing out
Then if after mon ths or years, il may be,
of litigation the bankrupt sees defeat
overtaking him, andt any assets remain, in
the disposition of which he would like to
have some influence, lie can effectually
defeat the whole proceeding by a private
assignment ta a trustee of his own chaos-
ing, such an assignment being by this Bill
declared valid, vhile it does not appear
that the creditors would in such a case
have any effective control over either the
assets or the trustee.

The expense of vorking the law and the
litigation involveci are suflicien Ély alarning
as disclosed by the Bill, but beyond what
is apparent there is a hidden danger
covered by the word "l prescribed " whose
power for mischief no one can measure.
The word is used ta indicate the iules and
regulations which are to be prepared by

thejudges of the varions Provinces for
the working of the law, sa that, in addi-
tion ta a lav which iere bad in itself,
creditors would be threatened with a
repetition or the interminable and costly
proceedings which have been the bane of
the English Bankrupt Act, as 1pje-
scribed " by the judges ; and, ta turtiher
confound creditors, each Province would
have a set of I prescriptions " peculiar ta
itself. One vould have supposeil that the
well-knovn failure of the English laiv
woulb have induced Mr. Beaty ta have
avoided it, as synonymous with disaster;
so far from that, his Bill is in the main
borroved from that Act ; the clauses
taken from that source are almist vithout
exception bad, while the provisions of
the Bill which would be serviceable are
those taken from our own late insolvent
laws. nBut even here Mr. Beaty has not
shovyn the skill oe an accomplisheft legis-
lator, because errors and omissions in
these laws which are familiar\to many
%vho have occasion ta study the operation
of the law oC 1875, are liere repeated, the
inference being that this Distribution
Act lias been compiled vwithout that
mature /deliberation which ought ta
characterize legislation of this sort, if
worse than failure vould be avoided.

To enter utipon any detailed criticisrn of
the Bill would serve no good purpose.
No merchant wiil read it without seeing
law' and casts bristling out of its provisions
so alarmingly as to make hia pray for
its defeat; nothing short of that wilt be
safe. To attempt ta amend it would lie
as hopeless à task as the mending of the
proverbial gun. Nothing less than the
renewal: of lock stock and barrel will
answer in this case any more than ir the
gun, Let the Bill therefore be consigned

ta the oblivion of failures, and so shall the
mercantile community still be at least
free ta hope for a relief from the lasses of
which this Bill vould be'aserio'us aggrava-
tiôn. The injury it would cause, ivere it
ta become law, would lie largely in the
disgust with which the community vould
view any further attempt at legislation on
the subject ; any effective remedy vould
in that ivay lie indefinitely postponed, and
the vheels of trade remain clogged, by a
measure which ought never ta have been
brought forward.

O? the DischargeBill, introduced by the
same meinber, it need only be said tliat,
in the absence of any proper law for get-
ting possession of a debtor's Essets, such
a Bill is au absurdity. Tliat any debtor
who may have made a private assignmient
of his estate should thereby be entitled ta
a discharge without reiard ta tlie result
ta creditors, is not likely ta be seriouisly
entertained by any legislative body, unless
the art of whitewashing be tieir particu-
lar vanity. That the provisions of the
Bill should extend ta all persans, wheLlier
traders or not, is perhaps a step in tie
riglit direction, consiiering the risks ta
which every investor is exposed in these
days of companies, stocks and defaulters,
when all manner of capitalists are exposed
ta disaster and robbery ; but the debtor's
relief must lie preceded by a substantial
surrender and other safeguards, Uie want
of w.hich render this Disoharge Bill un-
vorthy of serious consideration.

Not the le'ast of the injuries produced
by tlus cruie attempt at legishstion is
thie mystery wilth iwhich it serves.unfairly
ta envelop a subject not particularly
involved or obscured, and the tendency
ta dissuade competent men from setting
themselves to provide-a way for distribut-
ing estates. The various provisions must
of course be clear and conpreiensive.
but the principle lies in a nutsell
The creditors are the proper owners of
all an insolvent possesses; tlhere ouglit ta
lie no diticulty in providing means for
handing the property over ta the owners,
and guarding them froi being wronged
in its distribution. liere is au opportu-
nity for a practical business man ta dlis-
tinguisli himself which doe not offer
every day surely some one will coie ta

-the front anid deal with the question iii a
sensible manner. The requisites to suc.
cess are prompt possession where an act
of bankriptcy lias occurred, avoidance
or useless costs, as little interference of
courts and judges as possible, and relief
ta deserving debtors. lhese aie just the
requisites which Mi. Beaty'o 13iit do not

provide.

TIE STREAMS BILL.

We do not recollect an instance in
which there has been sa muchi misrepre-
sentation as ta the merits of an important
public question as in regard ta the Onttrio
Streams Bill. It is only charitable ta sup-
pose that in many .cases there bas been
a complete misconception of facts, but
we fear that party zeal lias been an im-
portant element in the controversy. We
sawe a recent statenrent that the Govern-
ment of Ontario had carried the case ta
the Judicinl Committee of the Privy
Council, in appeal froi the Supreme
Court. ILt is hardly necessary to point
ont tlat all the proceedings in the Courts
of Justice have up ta the present time
been taken by Messrs. McLaren and Cald-
ivell, the original parties ta the dispute.
IL would prbably have been better for
the Ontario Governnint ta have delayed
all legislation until the suit lad been
finally disposed of by the Courts. Had
that course been taken it would have
been unnecessary ta declare that the riglit
ta use the improvements ai a riparian
proprietor was already the Iaw'.

Witli regard ta the exercise of the
power of disallovance there can le no
dispute. The question is whether, under
the circumstances of tUe case, it was

proper to disalloN a Bill, which is clearly
withiin the constitutionIi powers en-
trusted ta the LoceL Legislatures, and
vhlich daes not atîect the ather Provinces.
The Queen lias the sane pover to disallovi
Acts passed by the Dominion Parliament,
but tIe very parties vho are loudest in
their advocaicy of the disà.llowance of the
Streams Bill would b the first ta utter
treasonable language if the Tariff Act
had been disallowed. It lias been stated
over and over again during the contra-
versy that ce Streams Bill took private
prope ty vithont compensation, altliougli
it is noforious that vvhat the Oitario
Legislature deemed fair compensation is
provided by the Bl. It is adnitted that
tle property of Mr McLaren mnight lie
expropriated, and ilt has been contended
that the proper mode of proceeding would
be hy expropriation. Such a mole of
solving the difiiculty would render the
Govemument lifable ta assume an indefinite
number of publia cvorks, which it could
not manage economically.

It the Globe is correct in its statement,
that the eflect of the judgment of the
Ontario Court of Appeals was that the
oviner of te improvements vas left with.
out the power of collecting tolls, and if
the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council should arrive at a similar conclu-
sion, Lt is obvious that legislation would

v

* i
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be sought by Iir. McLaren, and in that
case it might be said that any protection
given to him in the collection of tolls was
an interference with tie private rights of
those who have contended that river
improvements are public property. What-
ever may be the final decision, legislation

will he indisipensably necessary, and ve
cannot help thinkging that it would be wise
in the Ontario Governinent, unader all the
circurnstances of this case, te await the
judgment of the Privy Council before
reintroducing thoir old Bill. That judg-
nent is not licely to be very long deIayed,
and wheni il lias been rendered, als parties
wili be in a better frame of mind for
solving the didiculty. As the Globe
ioremarcs, without legisliation the whole
luinber industry will be liable to be thrown
in to con fusion.

QUEBEC FLNANCES.

There is a runor at Ottawa, which seems
to be crediled by the Free Pre.ss of that
city, that the French Caniadian supporters
of the Governfer I have recently hield a
secret caucuîs meeting fron whicii French
Canadian Liberals and British Conserva-
tives ivere carefully excliuded. It is, of
course, iipossiible to place imiuchi reliance
on the reports cf the.proceedings at such
a neeting. '['he Cilizen protesta that the
object ol' the nieetinug was to conssider tie
mode Of encouragiig the manufacture of
Canadian grovi tobacco, to vlicl te Fr'ec

rss plausibly replies tliat it is:absurd
to suppose Uat suici an object would have
lrought Mr. Mousscau froin Quebec te
atteni the meeting. 'l'he view taken by
Lire Free Press seeis at least Jar front
imn'obable, as Mr. Wurtele publicly stated
t.hat the Quoec Ministry and Legislature
were determiiined te put all the pressure
in tLieir power on the Doniiiion Govern-
ment te obtain ii increased subsidy, and
this and increased patronage is what tie

ee PJress believes te have been Ilie
objeoct of the caucus meeting. French
Cansadian solidarity is te be mnaiitained
vitlh a view te obtaining a recognition of
their deiait's fron wlatever party mnay
bc in power in thre Dominion.

.It seots hardly credible talit the Que-
bcu Adiniliistrationi would have taken tie
line Ilat it lias doue regarlding the it-
creased subsidy withiout previous liegotia-
tion withIl tise Dominion Cabinet. No
atteipt is being made' te extricate the
Provinîce fron its finanéial difl iculties, and
yet there is at ouinous silence on the

0 subject, et Ottawi. 'l'lie budget speech
may possibly contain semei announce-
nient in% regard te the subsidy but we
hardly tiulc thaï the Governmenît will

venture to propose an alteration of the
conditions on which Confederation ivas
establisled in violation of the provisions
of the Imperial Act. O course much
would depend on tise view taken by the
Ontario Legislature on the subject of an
increased subsidly, but looking to the
financial position of that Province, and ta
the general belief that Quebec contributes
te the revenue proportionately much
less per head of tihe population than
Ontario, it seems highly iiiiprobable that
Ontario will consent to a large additional
appropriation froi the Custoins and
Excise revenue te relieve Quebec from
embarrassments brought about by its
undertaking works quite beyond its
means. Should then tise pressure of the
Quebec members on) the Dominion Gov-

ernment be successful, it seems not im-
probable that Ontario will appeal te the
Imperial Governiment for protection
against tise formidable combination wvhich
is arrayed against it, and, judging from
the past, we should be inclined te think it
far troin improbable that such a demand
as we have indicated would be likoly te
cause a reaction in tise Ontario Conserva-
tive party, such as took place in regard
te representation by population prior tI
Confederation. 'T'lie actual position of
afflairs is clearly critical. Quebec is
seriously ernbariassed, and is evidently un-

prepared foi the true remledy, direct tax-
ation. It can suggest no mode of relief
but ais alteration of the provisions of the
Confederation Act adoptei deliberately
Iby delegates fron al tise Provinces. We
assume in ie meantimne that Ontario wili
resist suc a change, ausl that its apparent
indiflerence is iviti the view of encou-
agiiig the Dominion Ministry te take a step
that nay be fatal. Soinething must
necessarily be settled on before.the Que-
bec louse adjouris.

THE MAKE-SHIÈFr TARI FF.

Such is the designation applied by a
correspondent of the Nesv Yurl 1)suily
Consnercial uimlletin te the new tarit'
adopted by Congress on Sunday the 4th
iistast, and in view of ail Use circun-
stances attending its passage it caii
scarcely be denied that it is singularly
appr opriate. Thie writer, Mr. Donnîseil, is
evideinly a free trader, as that teri is'
understood in America, and whici is not
inconsistent with the advocacy of iicide i-
tal protection. Mi'. Doniell appeals te
all reai lovers of Iibeisty te stan d ready
ivith the framesvork ofa isew' party, in case
the present Deuocratic party should fait
in t1e appr'aching trial, and lie predicts.
that vithin five years, probably within

three, all lavs levying taxes for any
other purpose but the support of the
Government vill be superseded .by a
strictly constitutional system of taxation,
and the system called I protection" wili
forever disappear from this country. Mr.
Donnell lias very little faith in 'the Demo-
cratic party as at present organized.
le doubts whether in the last Congress
tise Democrats had any piogranme at ail,
andi he secs no sure evidence that there
were a masjority of free traders in the
Democratie party. This statement will
cause little surprise, as it lias long been
sufficiently obvious that the party lines
in the United States have been drawn
without special reference tc the question
of tise tariff.

'ie most important change in the
tariff is in tise duties on sugar, and the
-introduction of tire test of the polar-
iscope instead of the Dutci standard for
ail sugars not above No. 13 Dutch standard
in colo. li tie Canadian tariff the classi-
fication is: st, inder 9 ; 2nd, equal to 9
and not above 14; and 3rd, above 14. Tie
Arnericai classification is: 1st, not above
13; 2nd, above 13 and not above 16 ; 3rd,
above 16 ail not above 20; 4th, all above
20. ''ie duties on tise tiree higlier classes
are respectively, 2' cents, 3 cents and 3ý
cents per lb. U. n the low'est cluas, viz., not
above 13, sugars testing by the poariscope
not above 75 degrees are liable te a duty
oil 4-10 cents per lb., with 4-10 additional
foi every additional legree cir fraction of
a degree siovn by tise polariscope test,
i t vill, w'e thiik, befouid that the lowest
grades in the United States tariff will be
admsittel at imuch tie sanie rate as ousr
colnineid rates of,, and j- cents per lIb,
nd 30 per' cent ad valorenu. The higher

grades are subjectei ta raiher isigher
duties tha ors, estimating the value
according to those given in tie trade
returns. We believe that in tise old
tarifF there iere conbined specific and
ad valoremis duties. Tiliere vas great coin-
plaint made some time ago that tie West
Indian sugars isad been colored, se as t
get them in under tise coor test,
althougi really sgar of good quality.
This lias led te the adoption of tise polar.
iscope test.

Tie duties ci cottons, woollens and silks
are still very Iigh. Il is the opinion of
Mi-. Donnell that the practical effect of
tise duties on maws' materials lias been to
prevent the Uniteed States masisuf.ue-
turers fions ccinpeting in tise markets of
the woild. There is ssot lue says, the
slightest pomise in the newu tariff that
under it our nsnîîufsaeturer's will be able
tii export tieir suiplus produc ts. Plain
cottons vill still be exported, but colored
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goods, owing to the duties on chemicals
and àyes, will continue to be hemmed in
to the home market. There is, he adds, no
trouble anywhere except in the so-called
protective industries, and those dependent
on them. In these there are failures,
low wages, short time, and worst of all,
total absence of employment. Mr. Don-
nell concludes his remarks by observing
that superficial people vill probably
deem them mere speculations, but that
he knows that he shall not have to ivait
long for his justification. We are not
aware how far Mr. Donnell may be con-
sidered a high authority on the important
subject whilch he as treated, but we con-
clude from the insertion of his communi-
cation in a commercial journal of the
standing of the Bullcutn that it is worthy
of attention.

WINNIPEG LOAN.

The loan recently negotiated in New
York by theffa r of Winnipeg witli a
syndicate of cap i7 alists bas been placedi
in London at a premium of about 7U per
cent over the original cost price. The
loan bears six per cent interest, and was
sold at 99- or thereabouts, and placed in
London at 107. This transaction affords
sitisfactory proof that our new North
Western city is looked on with favour in
the London market. We should infer
from the result, that a ive per cent loan,
even if placed at a discount, would have
been more advantageous to the city.
Loans that bear a premium are never
popular with Englishs capitalists. A 6 per
cent bond if costing more than par is
constantly decreasing in value, while a
five per cent bond if'boight at a discount
is likely to increase. This bas led our
Governments of late te borrow at a lowv
rate of interest, even although they get
less than par. It is, however, a matter of
congratulation to our Winnipeg fr-iends
that they bave been able to introduce
tbiir securities in the English market, as,
according to appearances, itis iigily pro-
bable that they will have to nake a
further appeal ere long.

A DISCIEDITED AMERICAN 00.

The conclusion of our article last week
headed "A Discredited Canadian Co."
was-pointed enough to indicate a fore.
knowledge of events not ahvays given to
even close observers of the commercial
horizon. The article Was ivritten on
Thursday, and on the following day Judge
Noah Davis, of the Supreme Court, New
York, issued an order appointing James
McNamee a Referee te investigate the

affairs of the Filelity and Casualty Con-
pany, an organization wliich does a gen-
eral accident insurance business, includ-
plate glass and steam bòiler insurance,
and insures the fidelity of persons holding
places of trust, public or private. Judge
Davis' order recites that the report filed
by the Fidelity & Casualty Company for
the year 1882, under the rule of the Gen-
eral Term, allowing it to Guarantee bonds
and undertakings, is not satisfactory to the
court, nd the co 4 rt, deminug it impor-
tant in the interests of the business
of the courts mentioned in the
rule that a full investigation should be
made into the financial condition, affairs,
business, and management of the com-
pany, with a view to determine whether
the rule ought not to be revoked,
appoints Mr. MoNamee to make
such an investigation. Judge Davis
says that there was no personal
application for an investigation, but it
had been olídered by the court itself,
proving that the Guarantee Company of
North America, with lead quarters li
lontreal, had nothing whatever to do in
the matte, the implication of the
Fidcelity's President to the contrary net-
witlstanding. ,The investigation was not
to injure the Fidelity, but to learn
vletlierit was safe to let it go on becon-
ing security in court cases. The last
statement of the company did net seem
to give the details of the liabilities, and
the court ias net satisfied with it. Judge
Davis said there had been an intimation
that the dividends were paid out of the
capital instead of the earnings. The cont
pany was responsible for large amounts
in the Surrogate and the Supreme Courts,
and, as Judge Davis said before, enough
was not seen in the annual report to war
rant him and ls associates in continuing
to take bonds from it. Last Saturday's
New York ifercld says

ln October, 1882, this comliany received an
order froin tie samie Court allowing thet to
guar.antee bonds and underlings required or
perinitted by lair, conditioned for Uie faithful
perforiuance of anuy duty, sueli as that of 'an
executor, guardian or receiver. Accordîng t
this ruling the company werereqiired to trans-
mit a yearly statement te the justices of the
General Term, showing the finaicial condition
fo the preceding year. In tie order just filed
the Court states thatthe siateient for the year
etiding DLcemuber 31, 1882, is insatisfactory. It
is aiso charged against tue company iat the
original ruling wts sectured by a false allidaRvit
of its lresident, and that the company has been
guilty of tîtînuerotus irregularities in its business
asd its reports ever sitice its inceltion. The
Fidelity asd Casuialty 'Company was organized
in 1879, after purchasing tlie franchise of the
.Knickerbocker Casuîaliý Conpany, originally
thse Knickerbocker Plate Glass and Accidiental

Insurance Company, famous for thepeculiar
legislation enacted in ils behalf. It transacted
fotir diflirent classes of business, natnely,

iccidetit," 'l plate glisss,' ' live stock' and
fidelity." Thè ilast tnamted brincht of insurance

isa mtodert idea. In itself it is divided into
tvu classes-that of instring private corpora-
tions and business houses against the pecula-
tions of employés, and lie still niore recent
business of guîaranîteeitng the bonds of Court
appointees. Tirollicers of the conpany are
William M. Richards, president; Jol M. Crate,
secretary. The Board of Directors il conposed
of lie following well.known business men :-
George T. Hope, President of the Continental
Fire Insturance Conpany i G. G. Williams,
J. S. T. Stranalan, A. B. Hutl, David Dois, A.

ilE NEW BANK ACT.

We have lsad an opportunity since our
last issue of examining the Bill introduced
by Sir Leonard Tilley te amend the Act
relating te Batiks and Ban king, and ie
regret to find that the clause which deals
vith the circulation is open te Most serions
objection. Before ie proceed te pointout
the dangerous character of that clause, we
must remark tiat the banks as s rule

.have endeavorad te conform te the law
which requires thea net te issue notes in
excess of their paid up capital. Ti ere are
in all 37 banks vhich make returns te
Government. The circulation reached its
higliest point in the month of October.
In the September return one bank with a
capital of $ 1,000,000 iras in excess, though
te less tisn 5 per cent of its authorized
issue In October, when there was a con-
siderable expansion of circulation, that
bank with some three other small banks
were slightly in excess. In November all
vvere again within the limit. An examin-
ation of' the bank returns will satisfy any
intelligent inquirer that the great aim of
the Act should h te prevent banks with
small capitals from habitual violation of
the law, and at the sa ame time te deal
fairly with them, and not te impose penal-
tics for unintentional excesses. The new
bill puts all banks on the same footing,
imposing a penalty in every case of
excess iether accidental or othertwise,
but it may be assumed a moderate penalty
if the ekcess ha net over $20,000. The
clause then imposes a larger penaltyfor
excesses over $20,000 sud not axceading
$100,000, still larger if ovr $100,000 and
netover $200,000, and the iiighest penalty
on all ove'$200,000. Noir the bankasosm t
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likely to exceed their legal limits are
those with capitals ranging from $200,000
to $500,000, and it would. be a most dan-
gerous experiment to permit such banks
to incrense tlheir circulation ad libiti
on theI mere payment of a penalty'. It
w'ouli be a frîightful temptation to a bank
vhich was in dilliculties, if it were able to

tLhroiv into the hands of the public an
indefinite amount ofnotesivhiclh would be
casily negotiable as tley would bc a
preferential charge on the assets of the
bank. [t is in our judgment perfectly
clear that the penalty should be exacted
in the case of bintes withî capitals not
exceeding $500,000 whenever the circu-
lation was 10 per cent in excess of the
limruit,, and in banks wit h larger capitals 5
per cent. We feel assured that sucli a
provision voutd meet all cases that have
occurred. If any further penalty should
be decimed expedient, it should not be in
the forin et' a fine, but a much more
sovere punîislment. 'l'lie law should dis-
tinguish between accideital and wildful
violations of it. '['lie practical effect of
the tiew' bill is to permit unlimited issues
to the smnall batiks, provided they pay the
penalties whici iay be iniposed, and
iowever large tliese mîay be, there will

ahvays be a temptation in cases of' emer-
genîiy to set thei at deliance. It is nost
objectionable in our opinion to impose a
penalty foi' a trilling excess over the legal
limuit, and the few compliaints that have
beei male are of' this character. Onîly
let it be imnagined that a bainll< witi an
nuthoiz'l issue of $500,000, wlich it is
able habiLtially to inîîtain, and vith
tovo lr t hiee branches' should be $ 1,000 in)
cxcess wien the retur îs aire madle :up,
uid ihalt it.shoult be tinedt ant publicly
sitigmaintizedl foi' hiaving violated the taw'
and inurred a penalty. It will, we are
pierii led, be deeined more equitable to
provide that the penalty shall onlîy be
iînurre<l in case the, excess is S50,000 or
upwarduis. the case of' banks w iti
$1,000,000 and $2,000,000, respect.ively,
the pem lties should only be exacted in
caue an excess was $.50,000 oi' $100,000.

With egardt ta the proposed amiendt-
mont. in seution 6 to the forn ofI monthly
returns, we niay observe thîat iL will not
ellet, an olject that seemîs desirable,
vhilh is ta iiaiiiko the assets and liabilities

baliimee, us is done in tle United States
returnis. In the retnii afassets tiere is
a Ialing, Otlier assets not included
above," which is the last o the series.
Lu the liabilities the capital is not added
it with the other items,.I atl tl same
principal necithîer' w'ou ld bi the Rest, asit
is not a liibility. 'lie forim adoptedt i
the United States is to give nder the

liability head, in addition to the various
items specified in their returns, " Capital
stock paid in," "l Surplus fund," Other
undivided profits." By tlis means there
is an exact balance between the liabilities
and the assets. Nov Il Surplus fund "
means the same as what Sir Leonard Tilley
styles "i Rest or Reserve fundl." By omit-
ting "Other undivided profits," he will
fail to accomplisli a desirable object, viz.,
to furnish an exact balance between the
aggregate liabilities and assets. Of course
everyone would understand that one

portion of the liabilities was to the public
and another to thîe sharehiolders of the
batik. As to the penalty for not furnish-
ing the monthly returns in time, we are
inclined to think that, vlatever may be
the number of days allowed, there ought
to be a margin of some three days f'or
accidents which must often occur in
get ting retuîns from so many agencies

A SPECIMEN OF U. S. RECIPROCITY.

A year or tnvo since. obstacles were
placed by France in the way of shipien ts
of pork froim tlhe United States to that
country, oving, it wvas stated, to the
diseased condition of the product. The
motives for tlhe embargo were not alto-
gether appreciated by the United States,
but they bided tlieir time to repay tlueir
old friend in their ovn coin. A few months
ago the Amîerican Consuls et ttîe navre
aind La Rochelle, France, in making the
usual stat.istical repoits to their gavera-
ment, referred at mucli lengttî to the
adulterationi of Frencli brandies, and
reconmended Lbat importation of Frencli
winles and brandies intîo the United States
be prohibited, the avowed object being to
preserve the public health against the
deleterious compounds sold uinder the
namne of branuly. ILt was pointed out that
the production of these liquors liad con-
sidera'bly decreased in consequence of the
ravages of the phylloxera, and that the
brandies sold in Lhe market vere mixed
with substances almost impossible to
detect by chenical analysis, but ite
effect of which ivas to change inta poison
the brandies witl whIiiclh they are miked.

Thei Angouleine Ciaibei o' Comninerce
lias just issued a protest against tliese
consular reports. They admit that the

production oE b'amdies lias sensibly
decreased i the Charentes, le conse-
quence of the invasion o the phylloxera
but deuny thaL the supply of pure brandies
iscexluntisted. Ii' fact, a grent number of
vineyards perfectly helithy still exist in

the Deux Charentes, and still a greater

númber in Armagnac, where brandies are
also produced. They also admit that Ito
supply a class of consumers not able or
not willing to pay the high price reached
by pure brandies, in consequence of the
diseases ivhich have stricken the vines,
commerce has been obliged in sone cir-
cumstances to lover the price of them by
a mixture of spirits (trois-six) þut this
mixture, universally practiced in the pro-
duction of cheap and inferior goods, has
the sliglt recommendation in this
instance of not being detrimental to pub-
lic health. The quality and price are
diminished by it, but it facilitates their
use by a great number of consumerà
wvhose circumstances do not allow then
to pay the price of pure brandies. As to
the sirups and caramels, which at all times
have been mixed with the brandies for
exportation, it is puerile to di'ect any
attack against these inoffensive products,
used only to please the taste of American
or English buyers, and which, in 'eality,
being but sugar, haveraobject but to
render brandies more agreeable to the
taste or sight.

The protest lias been communicated to
the United States authorities, and copies
have been sent to Anierican newspapers.
The Chicago Tribune remariks

The reflection suggested by it s that, if all
the allegations it contiiiis are truc, tle Frencli
are mîerely being treated to a dose of the inedi
eine whlich they adminiistered to the United
States in the matter of the exclusion of Ameri-
Cao pîork. It may be true, oi it may not, that
the staieients of the Amîerican Consuls corn
plained ofi are unfoinded and *unîjust; but,
whetlier they are so or not, itl is surely the fact
thîat the pretended grounds an which the
implortation of American pork into France was
prohibited were frivoous, false, anîd disin-
genious. The pretense that Amîerican pork was
shut out because it was diseaseil was a mîalicions
pîretext to hide the real iotives for its excl usion
-nanmely: the desii'e of Frencli liog-faromers to
securc a monopoly of tlieir homle market. Ameri-
can pork is eaten by 50,000,000 of îîeople in the
United States, 35,000,000 in the British Islands,
10,000,000 in Belgium and lolland, 30,000,000
in Itialy, and the sane nuimber in Austro-Htiun-
gary. We have yet to liear that it lias been
tie cause of widespîread disease or of any dis-
eise at all, in those countries. Il has been ex-
cluded fron France and Germany on slanderous
allegations concerning itssoindness, made sole-
]y for ile puirpose of pîronioing the uirotec-
lion" ofcertain alleged lionie industries. French
wines and brandies are vastly more aiidlterated
anid more poisonous " in their original nature
tlhnii Aieican pork lirodiuts are. The Ameri-
can lcople have soie idea of reciprocity, and
they kiow' liow', wlien the occasion arises, to
apply the lex talionis. WNe do not seriously
regret that the French producers are noi get-
ting, or are lilcely to get, a severe object tesson
n the Golden Ru1le.
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SALVAGE. (4)

There are, unfortunately, sone few
places in which the ovner of property has
presented te him the alternative of seeing
his property burnt if lie leaves it where
it is, or stolen if he attempts te remove
it, and, consequently, lie adopts that
which may bring him compensation from
the insurance company wrongfully, rather
than that which would make it necessary
te make a claim against the municipality
in which he does business. There are
many reasons why the Insurance Com-
panies should not insure against theft at
fires, but we believe that wlien the insured
can shew conclusively that lie used hie
best endeavors te remove his property
from a place ef danger te a place of safety,
and that during the process of renoval
certain goods were stolen by the mob in
consequence of defective police regula-
tions, then the Insurance Companies
should at once pay for suchi goods, and,
in the name of the assured, being duly
empowered by him, prosecute the claim
against the municipality for the value of
the stolenproperty. A miob is a congre.
gation of five or more persens engaged for
unlawvful purposes or in uniavful acts, it
is the duty of the municipality te disperse,
repress, and punisli them. The conse
quences of municipal apathy or connivance
shoud not devolve upon innocent
sufferers, whether insurers or insured.

.Where a force of sutlicient extent can-
not be maintained permanently on
account of its cost, then the Mayor or
Reeve or Local Magistrateshould be em-
powered te swvear in special constales,

liose duty should be te protect property
froin violence or theft by mobs, but even
then there should be in every placa soue
one person designated as chief OF the
salvage or protective organization, as
otherwise the want of skili or information
would ie as fatal te the safety of the pro-
perty as though it were abandoned te
the mob or the elements. The permanent
head of an emiergency force would
naturally acquaint bimselft with the best
method of making his force effective; lie
would have in his mind's eye the men,
the velicles and the places lie intended
to use whven required.

In most places express vaggons, drays,
trucks and other veliclesare licensed by
the corporation; the revenue received
from then is inconsiderable, but it is
found good te be able te recognize theim,
their owners and drivers owing 'te their
numbers ILt would not be a very
onerous tax on these persons, if li case
of a special alarm they were te be ready
and at the disposal of the chief of the
protective corps; each vehicle being

under the charge ofa special constable as
well as its owner or driver.

We have knovn of the removal-of
the whole of the stock of a wholesale
house with a five per cent danage simply
by utilizing the resources at command,
and of the total loss of property whicli
could have been saved quite as readily,
and we believe these 'articles calculated.
te benefit the country by reason of tlheir
adoption with such improvements as may
suggest themselves to those who make
the necessary enactments. 'l'ie thorough
utilization of our resources cannot, how-
ever, be obtained until our volunteer force
is adapted te the needs and requirements
of the country; the path of duty should be
the way te glory and te profit ; it is impro-
bable that there will arise need for our
volunteers for offensive or defensive mili-
tary purposes, but there could be such
modifications in their control as would
make then effective in revenue, excise,
statistical, police and protective purposes
vithout dimming their military lustre or
dininishing their military effectiveness.

THE FEDERAL LIFE ASSURANCE CO.
Canadian Companies are rapidly obtain-

ing a large share of a business vhicli it is
most desirable shoild be extended
throughout the Dominion. It is quite
unnecessary, we should imagine, to im-
press upon our readers the importance
o? securing seme means of support for
those depending on them, and this, it is
generally admitted, can ie best effected
by Life Assurance policies. The Federd
Life Assurance Company, an account o
whose annual meeting vill be found else
where in our columns, lies been but
recently established in the City of Hamil-
ton. plnd it is of course impossible to form
any opinion of its future from the results
of the few mon ths' business which-it has
had in the last year. Public confidence
is likely te lie gained by an examination
of the names of the members of the Board
of Direction, vho are scettered not only
over the part cf Ontario in vhich the
headquarters of th e Company are situated,
but in the Province of Neiv Brunswick.
As a inatter of course the, Federal, like
other. new companies,-will have te en-
counter a poiverful competition from the
Ol established companies, but there is

plenty of room, and if the example of the'
Mother Country he followed, poicies not
in one but in half a dozen companies
shold not lie deemed toc many.

TâF FArURE 0F OMEsss FOoAnTY & lBO.-
flad a bomb-shell exploded ih the sireet wiere
Mlontral leler merclants most do cengregate
it wvuld not have produced more surprise than

that occasioned on WednesdaXy last by the an-
noutncemnent of tlie suspension of the prominent
wholesale boot and shoe finm of Fogarty &
Bro., this city. The firmi now composed of
Timothy F. and 'Jeremihl Fogarty,-is one of
the oldest ln that fine in this city, haiivig been
in business considerably over twenty years,
vith a clcear record thronghout. Well-k-nown
as enterpiising, npright men, it is not surpris-
ing that the list of creditors includes nearly ali
hie leather louses in the city, besides sone in
Quebec, and a few shoe manufactiers, for
aiounts varying frou $2,000 up -to $18,000,
there being some four or ive claiuns rangimg
from $10,000 te $18,000. They also conducted
a retail store, ndjoining their factory, where
they did a large city trade. But it ia in tle
manufaecturing department that their troubles
have arisen ; the (irum were, previouis to the late
depression, in easy circîumstances but were

.imong the unîîfortunates ilio invested sone
years ago in the St. Pierre Land Co. buible
by which they sustained considerable boa, b'e
ing eue of tue feîv slirehiolders xvlîc ,enaiied.
suivent. Their profits, aiso, for the fast few ycears
have undoubtedly been smial, the keen coi-
petition iaving kept prides below a paying basis.
Their business was perhaps too miieli spread,
many of their customers being in remote sec-
tions of the Dominion, rendering thein more
ilian ueî,aily lichle te lusses by h,îd d(-bis.'
One of tue batiks closed tieir cccînt soine
months ago, chiefly for this reason It was
known te a very tew that the firm iad been
pressed for some time past, and it probably
was owing to the $18,000 worth of goods
bought from the anadian Rubber Co. that the
firmn was able to defer the evil day, hoping to
tide throîgl the threatenidd disasier. The, stop-
page ofsome factories in Q ebec during the
recent lock-out here, cutting off one source of
their supily to l til orders, doubtless contri-
buted to the trouble aise. The direct liabilities
are rouglily estiiated at S125,000 to $150,O0
the indirect will probably reacelas mucl more.
Their bankers are pretty wil secured. Messrs.
Fogarty have the sympathy of the entire trade,
and will doubtiess receive fair treatment and
consideration from their credito .

Subsequeitly
the complainant says Mr. Flster notified the
Englisli creditors tihit lie would not be able to
ineet certain liabilities which lie and Mr. Taylor
haed contracted before comlaikinant joiied the
firm. Ir. Foster then dissolved the firmi, and,
iaving obtained possession of the assets, wil,
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the coiplainant declares, seli tiem at a loss of
about 25 per cent. on thcir cost. A true bill
luas been retuîrîned by tle G rand Jury, and the
matter will nuw bc tried before flic courts.

Plunkett, formerly of
the firrm of* Gregan & Plunkett, grocers, Ottawa,
has ben missing since last Saturday, when he
left homte, stating that he was going to visit
the mother of' his fornier partner, recently
deceased.

Some S90,000 worth of goods bouglt there are
said te have proved to b worth less than half
that moey. A meeting is called tor Tîesday
next. Mr. Guldstein lis the sympathy of tlie
trade in his losses ; lis record hoth in this city
and Quebec is highly spoken of by the two
banks whojave known him bst.

Tii Belmonît (Sewing Machine) Manuîfactur-
ing Co., an outgrowth of the Lawlor establisli-
ment in this city, hold a meeting of creditors
to-day. Dilliculties partly dite to unwilling-
ness of some stockholders tu pay up.-A large
shipment of hardware, consigncd from Great
Britain to an agent in this city, was seized
by the Customs Oflcers a few days ago for
alleged evasion of the duty. Particulars
deferred.

Ar a meeting of creditors last Wednesday
of A. Ansell, cigar dealer, this city, whose
assigiinient was noted lest week, an offer of
20c cash,5c in three months and 5e in six
months secuired, was accepted. The liabilities
fbot up $1,000, imcluding accommodation paper,
and assets were between S5,000 and $6,000.-
The estate ofJ. F. Birminghbaim, Valleyfield, re-
ferred te on another page in this issue, bas been
sold by tender te Mr. Jamieson, of Vankleek
Bill, at 63c cash, and the assets of Ecremont
& Montey, also of' Valleyfield, amoîunting te
$17,428, have been sold te the new succeeding
firm of Renaud & Montey at 55c on the $
half cash and balance in three and six in ths.

TuE Union Bank bas obtained judgment and
executed a seizure against the Buckingham
Manufacturing Cò.. for $20,248.-The Belgian
Consul ln this city bas received a despatcli
from the Belgian autiorities announcing that
the Belgian embezzler, Ernest Anceîsx Du-
chaine, who was extradited from Montreal some
months ago, bas been sentencei te tan years'
impriseumeut lui the pauitentiary.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE -MARKETS.

TSIunanAY, 15th Marchî 1883.•
Owing very largely, no doubt, te the pro-

longed wintry weather, the heavy snow block-
ades in rural districts, wbich seriously retard
retail business and binder collections, the
Spring trade in nearly ail departients is back-
ward. There is-not yet the usial rush of
country buyers to this market for Spring goods,
but with more favorable weather the prospects
are considered fairly good. The trade situation
of the country is not so discouraging as bas
been represented by some uninformed daily
newspaper articles, and the weeding out of a
class of reckless speculators will as heretofore
only prove of incalculable benefit t' legitimate
trade. Accommodation paper appears to be
a more than usually strong factor in the
numerous failures occurring this season.
No change in rates of interest or discount, and
the demand from commercial borrowers con-
tinues fair. Sterling Exchang market quiet, at
108j te 108î for sixty-day bills, and 1099 for
demand. Drafts on NewYork in good request at,
about 7-16 prom., with few offerimg. Stocks have
been rather more active this week, the principal
dealings being in Montreal, Merchants, Com-
merce, Gas, and City Passenger. The market
bas been generally weak and declining, influ-
enced by the failures and rumors of failures, of
which the I bears'" have not been slow te avail
themselves. Compared with a week ago Bank
of Montreal lias dropped 5j te 6 per cent,
selling to-day down te 200j; Merchants has
declined 3 per cent., Toronto 4 per cent., Com-
merce 2, Ontario p per cent., City Passenger li,
Richelieu. 1, and Uity Gas 10 per cent. lower.
'lhe speculation lu Gas lias been the largest
for some weeks, and the stock lias been de-,
pressed by the passage through committee at
Quebec of the Opposition Gas Co.'s bil.1. Seo
table cf quotations on another page.

DRy GOODS.-Uonsidering the expectatiosn
indulged a week ago, business bas beu rather
disappointing to wholesale merchants this
week. But they eniirely omitted from their
calculations Wiggins or Nature's greant Marci
snow-storm, which came last Saturday ; the,
resuit being that the -country roads have since
been blockaded, and merchants in the remote
parts of the interior have been doing searcely
any business at all. This lias naturally a bad
effect upon trade generally and retards remit-
lances, which ail the leading louses report
bave been slower this week. The travellers are,
nearly aIl at home, and comparatively few
buyers have yet availed themselves of the cheap
railway lares in force te visit this market.
There have been a few merchants, chiefly froin
the Otawa and Kingston districts, in, the city,
but the great majority are deferring their sort-
ing up purchases until the weattier becomes
more spring-like, and prospects are more
decided. Nu particular lines of spring goods
are in special request yet; stocks are complete,
and well assorted, and as the reduced fares
reman lu force until the 20th April, there will
doubtless be a greater rush of Western buyers
to this market neit month.

Danus An CnuEiOis.-The Spring business
so far bas been only moderate, and a feeling of
caution against overatocking • prevails very

enoerally throughout the trade. This is satis-
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factory, and will tend te produce a healthy
condition of business. In prices there is no
change to report, either here or abroad. Tliere
is sonie discussion as to the effect of the pro-
posed changes in the Americanti Tarit, which
comes tito effect on the lst July next ; gocds
whicli are tu b on the free list, and which are
purchased at present in England,. will in all
likeliliood be thie puîrchased lm New York to
some extent, as, prices being equal, they cati be
ordered fron New York at short notice, and
ivill come in at less expense lor freight thans
from England. This, of course, will only apply
to articles not produced in Englaind, but whichî
come directly to New York froma foreign cout-
tries.

DAint PItoDUPen.-There is nothiung new or
interesting te note concerning ihe local Butter
market.' A fair jobbig trade lias been donc
during the week at feom l7c to 22c for medium
to fine grades. Stocks have been reduced
somewhat during the past few days, and with
liglît recailîts àit huîglît tlîat ta qîîantit3'
carried over lnio t new season will ha coin-
paratively smal1.
