His
special mission s to enlighten the facmers and everybody else on this
and every other question.  Owing fo the iimited space at his commaml
hix reply must necessarily be brief, but he hopes. notwithstanding, thay
it will he perfectly lucid and satisfactory.

The question of Protection, asrelating to farmers, when divested of all
nehulosities, techniealities, and irrelevance, is a simple question.  In or-
der 1o arrive at a solation of it, however, it is necessary for you to look
atit from the standpoint of statesmaunship, namely, a picnic platform,
and to give careful attention to the following considerations :  “T'he nat-
ural vresourees of Canada being, by virtue of the retaliatory tariffs, and
of the blundering incapacity of CARTWRIGUT, created into a great mon-
apoly which crushes the producer under the ivon heel of the consumer,
the sphere of action of tse native maaufacturer is extended to such a dis-
astrous degree that the market of the old country governs the price of
grain heve,.and-a bad harvestis theresult.  If a change of government
could be effected, ad a vigorous national policy inaugurated, the im-
medliate effect wounld be that these intolerable monopolies, not being any
longer supported by the influx of labour, and being further strengthened
by the vast development of our matehless resources, which would ren.
der huetful competition more easily done away with, the effect would
be a general revival of trade and the increase of our expenditure which
wounkl have the effect of making all the farmers of the country rich.  As
to increased taxation, that is casily explained.  In the fist place Carr-
WRIGHT is the antithesis of Grokor Wasi:NGToN (with his little axe),
which sufficiemiy proves that the importations of live stoek and the
cheap transportation of grain and other cereals, would immediataly
show an upward tendency, and the slanghter market of the Awmerican
Jabowrer woukl be greater than 10 per cent. custom daty in_advance of
all transhipment duties, eanal tolls, and the efforts of the Wall stieet
bulls and bears, making Canada a <dear country to live in, if not more
s0.  These great chavges can only be brought about by placing in
power a set of statesmen who fully and sincerely believe that the bal.
ance of trade under all circumstances, depend upon the amount of impor-
