There could not be less than thousands
of them. Similar budges of mourning had been
provided for the boys of the parish school ; and
amongest the general train, little fellows, almost
ohildren; the sons of the citizens, were also
searfed and hat-bunded ;—let it bhe permitted to

The order of the funeral bsing arranged, it
proceeded on its course.  Belore the coflin were
wen in black clouks, with poles in their hands,
druped at the top in white linen, to lead or eloar
the way,  Tho traly venerable archbishop, the
bishap of the divcese, and a great number of
pricsts followed them, Twmediately behind
the coflin, was the one wayward self-chosen
chicf mourncr, walkiug companicnless—alone.
After%him came the relations of the deceased,
wearing, like him, black clouks, After them
again, the schoolboys linked two and two, and

The stalwart, the bearded, the ill-favored,
but still the good-hearted Mrs, Molloy. did not
lose by herliberal dogation towards the expenses
of a certuin sad journey, on a late most melun-
chioly oceasion.  In fact, her “ warm-hearted
boy'" did not forget her. She wus sestled by
him in what she herself called a < sthrong
hucksther's shop,” where she went on multi-
plying the reinstated contents of her stocking.
And here she exacied from Edmund Fenonell's
children a tribute of attention to be paid three
or four times a week—or rather to ba caten up
three or four timesa week—for the ceremony
consisted in devouring. upon cach of their visits,
a certain quantity of her home.made currans.
cake. And it any of them failed in his or her
duty, Mrs. Molloy, fecling much offended by
the neglect, would, immediately on the occur-
reuce of such omission, close and lock up her
establishment, hasten to their house, and scold
their father and mother heartily for the bad
bringing up of their children. So long as the
good woman lived, whenever there was a new
birth in the Fennell family, or whenever any of
the boys or girls were cutting their teeth, or
indced indisposed in any way, Mrs. Molloy
conceived that nothing could be properly done
without tho advaatage of hev presence aad
assistanee,
She was an old womin when the good and
great man—great it is added, becnuse he was
greatiy gnod—her vencrable master, died. Yet
she survived him for more thun 2 dozen years;
and she wus blessed by the assurance of Ld-
mund Fennell, that ke would gratify the now
fondest wish of her heart, Uy closing bor ox
after lier last breuthing in this world, And
her * warm-hearted boy” kept his prowis:
religiously, performing it not without muny
grateful recollections and true tears.
Although occasionally a very cross woman,
and apt to make her displeasure known in a
manner not to be mistaken, yet in good truth
her heart bubbled over with the milk of human
kindness. To be sure, her love for her species
was shown after a fashion of her own; and
there was one individual of that species whom,
though she by no means disliked him—Tom
Naddy, of course, is meant—she never desig-
uated, till theShour of her death, by any other
term than that of “ kilu-dried brat.”

HOME RULL —XIL
THRR UNION PROPDSED AGAINST THR WILL OF IRELAND.
We have seen with what indignation and aversion
the bare idea of the projected Union was received by
the bar, the bankers and merchants, the Corporation,
the highest civil functionaries, and by the people of
Ireland generally ; for, notwithstanding that public
meetings were violently suppressed in some places
by the military, the proceedings in Dublin were imi-
tated Ly the various corporations in thu provinces,
with the single, and by no means croditable, excep-
tion of Cork. Whenever the popular voice could
be openly expressed with safety, there it was unmis-
takably raised against the odious measuro. Let us
now sec how the unbought representatives of the
nation in Parliament treated the proposition when
formally brought before them.

When Parliament et on 22nd Jacuary, 1799, the
question of Union was only hiated at in vague terms
tin the speach from the Throne, under a general re-
cobtiualtiation ¥ to provide the'mont cffectual means
of consolidating into one firm and lasting fabric the
strength, power. and resources of the British empire.”
In the House of Lords an interesting debats took
pléce, on ar amendment to the addreas being moved
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by Lord Powerscourt, in the following terms:—
“ That it is our mest carnest desive to strengthen the
connexion between the two countries. by every pos-
sible means; but the measure of a legislative Union,
we apprehend, s not within the limits of our power.
We beg leave, also, to represent toyour Majesty that,
although this House were competent’ to adopt such
& measure, we conceive that it would be highly im-
politic 8o to do, as it would tend, in our opinion,
mnore than any other cause, ultimately toa scparation
of this kingdom from that of Great Britain” This
amendment, however, was lost, as was also another
motivn made by the Earl of Bellamont, guaranteeing
“the permanent enjoyment, excercise, and tutelary
vigilance of our resident and independent Parliu-
ment, as eatablishied, acknowledgad, und recoguized.”
On the rejection of which, & rolemn proiest was
lodged by fourteen of the lords in the minority,
headed by the Duke of Leinster.

In the House of Comntons & much more determined
gtand was mado on behalf of the country. The first
debate lasted from five p.am. till one o'clock the fol-
lowing afternoon, when the Government carried their
point by a majority of ons! It was, indecd, a great
niisfortune for Ireland that Grattan, who had retired
in disgust from Parliamentin 1797, had not yet re-
turned ; although he subsequently reappearcd at a
later stage, to animate, by his fervid genius, and
rouse by his stirring cloguence, the depressed spirits
and failing courage of his countrymen. DBut thery
were still some good and true men left; and on this
occasion the cause of Ireland did not lack heroic
defenders.  Sir John Parnell, who had been dismissed
from his office as Chancellor of the Exchequer, be-
caus¢ ho would not pledge himnself to support the
Union, Iad the opposition in a manly speech; and
Mr. Fitzgerald, who had ulso been dismissed from
the oftice of Prime Scrgeant, for the same reason, de-
clared unequivocally Lis -opinion as a lawyer, that
“it was not within the moral competence of Parlia-
ment to destroy and extinguish itsclf, and with it
the rights and liberties of those who created it.”

Mr. George Tonsonby moved an amendment to
the address, asserting “ the undoubted birlhright of
the people of Ireland to have a resident and inde-
pendent legislature, such as was recognized by the
British legiglature in 1782, and was finally settled at
the adjustment of all differences between the two
countries.” He then boldly declared that, © neither
the legistature, zor any power on earth, had a right

or authority to annihilate the Irish Parliament.”
Barrington, afterwards Sir Jonali, judge of the Ad-
miralty, expressed himself very warmly against
Union :—¢ Ireland,” he declared,  had not had fair-
play ; her Parliament had not fair-play ; the foulest
and most uncoustitutional means, he believed, had
been used to intimidate and tocorruptit.” # He had
good reason,” he said, “to believe that corrupt and
unconstitutional means had b¥%n used by the noble
Tord (Castlereagh), to individuals of the Irish Parlia-
ment” A cry of “order” was mised at this, and a
threat was made to take down his words, whercupon
Plunket stood up and avowed the same opinions,
and his determination to use stronger language:
and so Barrington was allowed to proceed without
further interruption. .
Plunket again rose soon afterwards, and spoke with
eloquent indignatign. +The discussion which had
tuken place,” ke sald, ©has, it scems, given great
offence to gentlemen on the Treasury Bench; they
are men of nice and punctilious honour, and they
will not endure that anything should be said which
impiies a reflection on their untainted and virgin
integrity. They threatened to take down the words
of an honouralle gentleman who spoke before me,
Liecanise they conveyed an insinuation; and I pro-
mised them that if the fancy for taking down words
continged, I would indulge them in it to the top of
their bunt.  Sir, I am determined to keep my word
with thow; and I now will not insinuate, but I will
directly asscrt, that, baye and wicked as is the object
proposed, the means used to effect it have been more
flagitious aml abominable, Do you choose to take
down my words? Do you dare me to the proot?
Sir; T had VLeen induced to think, that we had at the
head of the Exceeutive Government in this country a
plain honest soldier, unaccustomed to and disdaining
the intrignes of politics, and who, by an additional
cvidence of the directness and purity of his views,
had chosen for his secretary a simple and honest
youth (ingenwd vultus puer ingenrique pudoris), whose
inexpericuce was the voucher of bis inunocence ; aod
vet T will e bold to say, that during the Viceroyalty
of this unspotted veteran, and during the adminis-
tration of this unassuming stripling—vithin these
last six weeks—a system of black corruption has
been carried on within the walls of the Castle, which
would diszrace the annals of the worst period of the
history of either country. Do you chooae to tuke
down my words? I nced call no witnusses to your
bar to prove them. Sir, the uoble lord has shown
much surprise that he should hear a doubt cxpressed
concerning the competence of Parliantent to do this
act; I amsorry that I also must contribute to in-
crease the surprise of the noble lord. If I mistake
not, kis surprise will be muchaugmented before this
question shall be disposed of ; he shall sce and hear
what ke has never before scen or heurd, und be made
acquainted with sentiments to which, probally, his
heart has beena stranger,  Sir, Lin the most express
terms deny the competency of Parliament to do this
act; I warn you, do not darc to lay your hand on
the Constitution; I tell yon, that if, circumstanced
as you are, you pass this Act, it will b2 a mere nul-
lity, and that no man in Ireland will be bound to
obey it. I make the assertion deliborately; I re-
peat if, and I call on any man who hears me to take
down my words. You have not been elected for
thiy purpoese; youare appointed to make laws and
not legislatures; you are appointed to act under the
Constitution, and not to alter it; you are appointed
to excereise the functions of legislators, and not to
transfer them ; and if yon do so, your act is a dis-
solution of the Government ; you resolve society into
it+ original elements, and no man in the land is
bound to obey you. Sir, I state doctrines which are
not mTely founded in the iminutable laws of truth
and rcason ; I state not merely the opinions of the
ablest and wisest men who have written on the
science of Government, but I state the practice of
our Conatitution, as settled at the era of the Revo-
lution; and I state the doctrine under which the
House of Hanover derives its title to the throne.”
Serjeant Ball, whom Barrington, no mean judge,
calls the ablest lawyer of his day, followed up what
Plunket bhad stated, in an able and :impressive
speech.  # My opinion is,” he declared, * that this
Parliamcnt, emanating from the people, elected by
them, and sent into this House for the purpose of
starding and defending the Constitution, has -no
right to overturn those libertivs which they were
appointed to defend, or to annihilate that power
from whence thiey derive their own. We sit not
lere by virtue of any original or inhevent privilege
of our own ; we are the temporary trustees of dele-
gated power, and any act of ours tending to defeat
or betray the trust reposed in us must be incon-
sistent with the nature of our authority, and cannot
be warranted by it ; therefore I do not hesitate to
say that if this Parlinment should be weak enough
to pass an Act for the subversion of the Constitu-
tion, the Act would be a nullity, and not binding
upon the nation. Though we should vote away
the Constitution which we aro appeinted to main-
tain ; though we should pronounce sentence of death
upon those liberties which have been cntrusted to
our care ; yet that Constitution, being the pre-exis-

and vivifying principle of our own existence, would
sutvive an impotent vote ; those liberties wonld still
continue to live. I hope they will live for ever, "In
the opinion I have given, [ am only reporting- the
sentiments expressed: by the people in every county
in which they have assembled. I am echoing the
voice of this very Parliament, when in" the year

ting and paramount authority, being the rnergetic,

1782 they demanded a free Cbnstitution, and declared
that no'power-on carth was competent to bind Ire-
land but a Parliament of its own. I am speaking
‘the voice of the British Parlinment, ratifying and
confirming this demand of the Irish nation. I am
speaking the voice of the King himself. the common
parent of both countries, proclaiming from thec throne
the compact between the two nations, and declaring
that it should be inviolable and irrevecable.”

Mr, Knox lamented that * the accursed measure had
long been the fuvourite object of that Minister in
England, whose wild ambition had already led to
{hie destruction of empires and which then sousht
to annihilate that nation. If that fatal
meagure should ever be cnrried thatinsulted, degrad-
ud, debased conntry would  hencelovtl be wmade o
barrack from whence to draw the means of enslaving
{ireat Brituin, and there would be no wesource 171 to
save either country but a revolution.”

Mr. Hans Hamilton declared that ¥ an Union was
& measure he should ever firmly oppese within the
walls with his vote, without them with his life”

Mr. Lee gave his opinion as a lawyer, and ho stalk-
ed his chavacter upon-it, “that the Legislature was
not competent to the change they were called opon
to make.”

Mr. Crookshauk said, ¥ I deny that this House
Lias any right, or is in anywise competont, without
the previous authority ‘of its constituents, to sur-
render or transfer, by compuact or otherwise, that
legislative trust, delegated by them for a limited
period, and subject to thie conditions ascertnined by
the constitution.”

The Right Hon, George Ogle “ execrated the prin-
ciple of the Union, and said he would oppose it in
every stage.”

Hardy, the friend and biographer of Lord Charle-
mont, spoke strongly on the question. ¢ Admitting
the right of the prople to call for n Uniun, who"
e asked, “ except the Corpomtion of Cork had de-
manded it. Had Parliament, or citiier House of
Parliament. or any body of men whatever? Just
the reverse: the most respectuble public bodies, with
the City of Dublin, and the law at their head, had
remonstrated most strongly against it.”

Lord Corry © felt it his duty to deliver his decided
disapprobation of the measure as disgraceful to the
country, as well as pregnant with every possible mis-
chief to its constitution, commerce and manufac.
turey, e

Mr. Denis B, Daly said “his constituents had
given their opinion boldly, like Irishinen, determined
to hazard their lives and propertivs in defence of the
independence of their country, and e would venture
his life and property in defence of the same, in op-
position to an Union.”

Colonel O'Donnel said, ¥ There is no person in or
out of this House who can be morcanxious for sup-
porting the closest connexion between Englaund and
Ireland than I have been and ever shall be. I hawe
fought to preserve it from being interripe-1 by ex-
ternal foes ; but should the legislative Dmlependenee
of Ireland be voted away by & Parliament which is
not competent theveto [ shall hold myselsr Vischarged
of my allegizmee, 1 say, Mr. Speaker, the Constitation
will be violuted. I will join the prople in preserve
ing their rights. I will eppose the rebels in rick
clothes with as much cnergy as I ever have done
the rebels in rags”

Mr, James Moore 0'Donnel declared that while he
had existence he would oppose the Union. 1 deny,”
he said, * that the Coustitution is an article to be
bargained for ; Ideny the power of parliament to
barter or dispose of it on any termys, and I publicly
assert that should we ever be base cnough to do so,
the people will have a right to oppose it. For my
part, if my opposition to it in this House shall not
be successtul, T will eppose it in the field.”

Alr. Dobbs openly avowed that “though he had
Litherto been the warm friend of English connexion,
ke would meditate separation from the moment that
a legislative Union should be carried by force,
whether that force were direct or implied.”

Sir Edward O'Brien declared he would oppose the
measure of an Union whenever proposed.

Mr. W, B. (afterwards Lord) Ponsonby said he had
no hesitation in deelaring the very proposal cf
Union an attack on the Constitution of Ireland, that
argucd unpardonable temerity ; he would thercfore
oppose it in every form and stage.

Mr. Arthur Moore (subsequently Judge of ('¢m-
mon Pleas) said, %I maintain that though Parlie-
ment may assume the power, it has not the right to
chango or alter, much less to abrogate altogether
the Constitution of this land, of which they are only
the delegated funclionaries, and not the exclusive
owners; und I maintain that if, by the violent exer-
cise of the abstract power of Parliament to do that
which ita moral compatence i insuflicient to o, the
measure of 2 Union should be carried, against the
sense of the people, that in such a case the laws of
the incarporated legislature would not bLind this
island, and that then *the question of resistance?
(to usc the words of Mr. Fox) would no longer be =
question of morality but of prudence; and, sir, if
these be strong doctrines, who has forced them from
me? ‘Those who have made this atrocious attack
upon the independent Parliament of this land, which
Lam sworn to defend as part of the cxisting con-
stitution, in which no man is altogether sui juris,
but a trustee for the rights of others, whose boast and
hirthright is is.”

Of those who planned this attack on the inde-
pendence of Irvland, we will notice only one in-
dividual bere—Lord Castlereugh  himself—to show
tie utter fallacy of the hopes which were held out
to the country. “Incorporate with Great Britain,”
he said, # and you have a common interest and com-
moit means,  If Groat Britain calls for your subjec-
tion, resist it ; but if she wish to unite with you on
terms of equality it is madness not to aceept the
ofter.” What he und the English Government
understood by “ terms of equality™ it is difficuls to
conceive, if the cruel legislation of seventy years
may be considered as the practical illustration of
the gracious sentiments then enunciated. The only
equality accomplished betwecen the two nations in
all those years of so-called Union was the equality
of National Debt and Taxation. There has been
neithor assimilation of the two peoples, nor identity
of intcrests, nor unity of purpose, nor sympathy of
ideas, nor feclings of affcction sought to be engender-
between them ; but, on the part of Eagland, an ar-
rogant disregnrd of Irish wants, and a contemp-
tuous affectation of ignoring Irish wishes; whilst,
on the part of the people of Ireland, there has beon
day by day a growing distrust and disaffection, which
not even the tardy Discetablishment of the Church,
nor the latest attempt at adjusting the Land Ques-
tion, nor the more lenivnt policy generally adopted
during the last few years, has in any sensible degree
tended to diminish. - All honour, however, to the
high-minded Premicr, who has been the first amongst
English rulers to inaugurate a wiso and manly
system of conciliatory statesmanship, the only draw-
back to which is that it has, unfortunately, come
many years too late to-reconcile Irishmen to any
other scheme of legislation now but Homz Runz.

THE RIGHT REV. DR. GOSS, BISHOP OF LIVER-
POOL, ON THE RIGHTS OF THE PEOPLE
AND HOME RULE.

On Sunday, the 7th of January, lis Lordship, the
Bishop of Liverpool, mnde his’ visitation -to the
church of Holy Cross, Great Crosshall-street, Liver-
pool, preaching at the last Mass, and administering
the sacrament of Confirmation in the afternoon.

NEWB OF THE WEEK.

No solution of the difficulties arising out of
the contradictory interpretztions put, respeet-
ively, by Great Britain and the U. States on
the Washington Treaty has yet been arrived
at; but as the resources of diplomacy are not
nearly exhausted, such 2 solution may be still
hoped for. Meantime the trouble, such as it
is, has had u slightly depressing influence on
the public funds—but not to any considerable
-extent.

The points in dispute sre these:—The U.
States contend that the arbitrators on the so-
culled Alabama claims are authorised to adju-
dicate upon, and if they see good, award dam-
ages for, indircet injuries caused to U. States
commerce, and the general interests of the
country, by the, three or four Confederate men
of war, that, built in English ports, contrived
to elude the vigilance of the authoritics, and
get out to sea. These indirect damages are
put down at about three hundred millions of
pounds sterling, as amongst them are included
the prolongation of the war betwixt the North-
ern and Southern States.

It is eontended, on the other hand, thas by
the Treaty the duties of the arbitraters thereby
agreed to, are limited to adjudicating upon, and
awarding damages for, sueh specific injuries as
shall be brought home to any of the said Con-
federate men-of-war in particular. By this
view of the cuase, therc is no room for the
awarding of a gross sum for unspeeified dam-
ages, such as the case, as stated by the agents
of the U. States at Geneva, claim. There is
of course much esciterzent in England on the
subject, but it is subsiding ; and there it every
reason to believe that the claims of the 1.
States for indircet damages cven if cnter-
tained by the Court and examined into, will be
rejected as cxtravagant. The position of the
British Government seems to be this: That it

. will not agree to the entertaining or discussing
such claims before the Arbitrators, they not
being in virtue of the terms of the Treaty,
competent to adjudicate thereupon®; the U.
States contend that the said Arbitratorsare com-
petent, and insist wpon their claims being
heard, and discussed by that Coeurt. Ienve
the trouble.

A writer in the Montreal Witness of the 6th
inst., over the signature Un Ministre Heretique,

the preseace of the dying man by the excuse that
he was asleep, Soon after he had to go on a mis-
sionary tour, but bLefore he returned Vather Hay
passed into the esernal world.”

The writer goes on, and insinuates that the

dying Catholic priest wished to learu from the

Dr. Burns the way of salvation as taught in

the Protestant sest—whatever that may have

been~—to which the Dr, Burns in guestion be-

longed; but that the priests who surrounded

the bed of the dying Vicar Genperal, would not

allow the much desired interview to take pluce;

this is cited by the writer ns a piece of
“ Romish Trickery.,” We havo a word or two

to say on tho story, and the hypothesis of its
narrator,

It is barely possibie, though not very pro-
bable, that some heartless scoundrel, with a
view either to playing a sorry practical joke oo

Dr. Burns, or to disturbing the dying Roemish
priest, and insulting him in his {ast moments,

may have concocted a bogus message to the ef-
fect ns recorded in the above extract from the
Titness ; but it is ecrtain that the friends who
stoed around the bedside of their departing
brother would have acted with great indecency
and great cruelty, had they given effect to the
design of the unprincipled and heartless joker,
by allowing a Protestant minister to thrust his
unwelcome prosence upon a dying Catholie, in
that supreme moment. Qur own suspicion of
the story is, however, that it is a pure lie; and
this the mere, because the names of the per-
sons who transmitted the message from Viear
General ITay to Dr, Buros are not given.

The extrasrdinary hypothesis of the writer
in the Witness is more easily disposed of.

Not 2 day passes but what men, who have
passed all their lives as Protestants, seek on
their deathbeds, or with the prospect of speedy
death staring them in the face, to be reconciled
to, or admitted within the pale of, the Cathelic
Church. But, and we say it without fear of
contradiction, there is not, there never has heen,
and never will be, an instance of a Catholic
who, daring his days of health and strength,
had practised his veligion—and coafpmed to
her precepts—desired to abandon, or dreamt of
abandoning his Chureh and his religion on his
deathibed. There are thousinds, and tens of
theusands, who uever go to confession, who
never go to Mass, who never approach the
Sacruments, whe cat meat on Tridays, who
scorn the idea of fasting in Lent, and who, in
a word, are, in every respect, thorough Pro-
testants, who nevertheless on their deathbeds

call loudly for a priest of the Gatholie Church
to reconcile them with their offended God Who
goon will be their Judge. Such cuses are com-
mon, of every day occurrence wmmengst all
classes of .society; from the King surrcunded
by his courtiers, to the condemned criminal in
his cell, whose only attendant is the turnkey.
We need not cite instances, for instances num-

berless will at once present thamselves to the

mind of the ;cader; for auch instances we need
not even leave this City of Montreal.

« [Jn Ministre Heretiquc'’ may deceive him-
self on this point, but he cannot deceive others.
For this world ijotestantism may be all very
well. It is good, if to eat, and drink, to accu-
mulate money and make a position in society,
be the chicf ends for which man was created,
As u business religion, Protestantism has no
doubt its advantages; and for young men be-
ginning life, either in the grocery, or in the
dry goods line, there is nothing—as they all
know—so conducive to success, and the estab.
lishing of a good business connection, as ¢ join-
{ng the churel”’—for so-taking stock in soue of
the evangelical scets is usunlly ecalled. But
when man is called upon to wind up his affairs,
whon he feels that the moment is come for him
to prepare to render zn account of the deeds
done by him in the flesh; when he knows that
already the word has gone forth, that this night
his soul shall be required of him—then Pro-
testantism loses in his eyes whatever charms it
may once have presented to him ; and then do
the claims of the Church which he has despised
assort themselves with strange and mysterious
force. Ah! it is not till 2 man lies on his
deathbed, till he feels bis sight grow dim, and
till the eold sweat of approaching dissolution
gathers clamny on kis brow, that he can fully
apprezinte the blesseduess of being a Catholic,
and a child of the Holy Church. It may he
that in his hot youth, and when his passions
were strong, he refused the cross which duily
and hourly she presents to all her children,
deeming it too heavy for his shoulders, But
not so now; not now, when the world with
all its momentary paios, and profitless enjey-
ments, is fast flitting away, and eternity is
opening to his anxious gaze, Then will he
cling more tenaciously than ever to that fiith
which has sustained him in the long, and often
painful pilgrimage of life; which has been his
solace in afHliction, his shelter in the storm and
in the summer heats—‘in astu temperies, in
Not then, nor at that dread
moment will he dream of revolting agaiost the
tender mother who has nursed him in her
bosom, guided him in all times of trouble, and
sustained him when fainting beneath his bur-
den; but faithful to the last to her teachings,
clasping to his bosom the image of his crucified
Redeemer, and with child-like trust, relying
on the merits of Ilim Who by dying cenquered
death and hell,—he will look undismayed, the
king of terrors in the face ; and so with his last
breath will be enabled with the Apostle to ex-
claim triumphantly—Oh grave where is thy
vietory! Qh death, where is thy sting !

What, we should like to kaow, can Protest-
antism in any of its thousand phascs, offer to
the dying man, to smooth his passage to eternity,
that the Catholie Church does not offer to all
her children, who truly repent them of their
sing, and with centrite hearts turn, even in
their last moments, to Jesus ?  What induce-
ments can it hold out to the departing, to per-
ruade bim to renounce his faith, and to reject
the last tender offices of the spiritual mother
who bas watched over him from the moment
he was presented at the baptismal fout, to the
last hour of his existence? and who then bids
him go forth from this world in the namo of
God Almighty whe created him; in the name
of Jesus Christ Son of the living God who suf-
fered for him; in the name of the Holy Ghost
who had been infused into him; in the name of
all the heayenly host awaiting him around the
eternal throne ?

In 2 word, Protestantism is to Catholicity
what Deism is to Christianity ; and as both be-
fore and since the time of Voltaire, thousands,
who in their days of health had scorned the
claims of Christiunity, and repudiated the obli-
gations it nmposes, have turned, or sought to
turn to Christ on thair deathbeds-—whilst therc
is no one recorded instance of a Clristian hav-
ing under like conditions renounced Him and
His religion :—so0 we assert without fear of
contradiction, that therc.never has becen, never
will be a case of a dying Oatholie turning Pro-
testunt—though not « day passes Jut what in
his lust moments tome Protestant or another

seeks to be reconciled to the Catholic Church.

Sir John A. Macdonald has given his opinion

already existed; no such schooels were ’by
law cstablished, or by special name re-
cognised in New Brunswick when the Confe-
deration Act wus possed; therefore concludos
Sirdohn A. Macdonald,he eannot recommend the
Privy Counrcil to grant the petitioners’ prayer,
tha the late School Act passed by the N. B.
Legislature be disallewed. Sir Jehn does not

Jn prescuce of the Blessed Sacrument, for the

touch upon the merits of the case, nor does he
allude to the justice of the claims put forward
by our New Brueswick friends, ,

Wo much regret this opinion, we must con-
fess ; and it seems to us thut it iraplies tao much
respect for the letter of 2 law, whose spirit and
manifest intentions it disregards. But at the
pame time we must ullow that Sir John A. Mac-
donald is an able lawyer, and therefore a far
better interpreter of an Aect of Parliament than
we can pretead to be ; and his antecedents, and
his general liberal denlings with the Catholics
of Cunada, are such that we dare not impugn
the perfect honesty of his decision—in spite of
which, howcver, we trust that some mcans
may yatbe found of obtaining justice for our fel-
low Catholics in the Lower Province. They
must pot be discouraged, ncither should they
ceasc from constitutional agitation, though
thereby their Provinee be convulsed from one
end to the other.

We gather lope too from this: That the
Minerve, the Ministerial orgun in Lower Clan-
ada, comes out strongly and ably in defence of
the Catholic claims, and puts their case in a
far more favorable light than does Sir John A.
Macdonald. We offer a translution of the ar-
ticle :—

But at least he might have told us why he did not
consider, under these circumstances, the cus
tom of the Province as a kind of law, All
privileges do net have their source in written law.
Custom is o high authority, often on a level with a
written law, because it ie naught clse but alaw
sanctioned by unpiversal practice, and unanimous
approval,

“We would not that the Bill for Confederation
should seem as having sunared the good faith of the
Catholics of New DBrunswick ; whoe, taking the cus-
tom cstablished in their Province for the existing

law, trusted in the honesty of their compatriots, and
asked for no more. To them it is surely a crucl

rwakening, we will not say, deception.

“If the mechanism of our new federal system
admit of such word-trickery—jeuzr de mots—soon
there will be no security for any one; it is their
turn to-dag, to-morrow it will Le ours. Let net the
confidence that reigns amongst the Catholics of
Lower Canada be killed?

The Minerve is right. Some play upon, or
tricks with, words mayg yet be attempted, in |
the terms of the Confederation Act, which shall |
disconcert the desizns of its French Canadian
framers, and render void, «nd of no effect, all
its provisione for Lower Canadian autenomy.

ANNUAL BEPORT OF THE TRUSTEES OF 8T,
BRIDGETS ASYLUM, QUEBEC.

To the St. Dridgets Asylum Association,

GexTLENEN,—In accordance with the Act 34 Yic,
chap. LX1, the Trustecs have the honor to submit
the following report of their administration of the
affairs of the Asylum for the year ending the 31st
inst.

When the Trustees assumed office in January last,
they found in the Asylum (exclusive of the Lady
Directress and  servants) tfifty-five inmates; while
the funds in the hands of the Treasurer, at the same
time, amounted to $27.47 only, & wther discourag-
ing state of things, in view of the fust that the main-
tenance of the Institution for the previous year,
under the praiseworthy andeconomical management
of their predecessors, cost $2.200. Yeot, notwith-
standing these gloomy appearances, the 'Trustees
ave happy in being able to state that in a tinancial
point of view the year ahout to clese may be con-
sidered as one of the most prosperous since the
foundation of the Asylum.

The ladies of the Congregation have again cone
to the nid of the Asylum in the most efficient manner,
the Bazuar held by them in Oetolier last baving
realised the large sum of S3,978, These good ladies
Lve thus renewed their elaim to o gratitnde and
that of the congregntion gencrally,

The Divectars of the Queliee Provident and Savings’
Bank have also continued their patremage of the 1n-
stitution having given the muniticent donation of
8900~—viz : 3360 in cash, and a dehenture of the ¢ity
of Mamilton for 3400, The libarality of these gene-
rous benefactors is heyond all praise,

The usnal grant from Government has heen re-
veived, as well as the annual donation from the St
Patrick Society, and S1,500 trom the cstate of the
ate Mr. Thomas Gardu—the whoele of which, with
ather sums, will be fomnd detailed in the Treasurer's
statement submitted herewith,

The procarious, though gencrous support hitherto
accarded to the Asvlum has induced the "Trustees
to try if possibleto secure, to some_extent at least,
& permanent income for its maintcnunce. They
have therefore decided on estublishing an endow-
ment fund, and have applied to that purpese the
debenture received from the Provident and Savings'
Bank, and the amount of the bequest of M. Gardy,
whic]t have been, with other sunss, invested in Union
Bank stock to the extent of seventeen shares amoun-
ting to $1,807, o these they intend to add $1.000,
which liave Leea offered to them for thaé puvpose by
the St. Patrick’s Council of the Socivty of St. Vincent
de Paul, on cenditien of placing underthe patronage
of the Council twa berths in the Tustitution.

The Trustecs have enmmenced the completion of
the new building, and the chapel will be ready for
Divine Service at Iaster, This will enable the
Trustees to convert the present chapel into aschool-

| room and dormitories for the orphany, an improve-

meat much needed, _
In accordanco with the desire of tho members of

the Association and of tie benefactors of tho Asylum,

genernlly, the matter of placing the control of the
institution under Religious has cngaged the- atten-

tion of (e Trustees; up to the present time, however,

they regret to say they have not been able to carry
out these views.

The internal management of the institution still
continues under the sble maunngement of Miss
Bradley. Doctor Wherry lies kindly continued to
give his gratnitous services to the inmates, when
called upon. The following statement will show
the numbers of admissions, discharges, and deaths
during the year, as well as the number now in the
Asylum :—

THE VATIOAN COUNCII..

On Sunday cvening 4th inst his Grace the Arch-
bishop of Toronto, delivered, in St Michael's
Cathedral, a lecturs on the above anbject, Lefore the
largest and most critical audience perhaps ever
collected in that sacred edifice, at any period since
its foundation :—The lectore waa preceded by Ponti-
fical Vespers, followed by Benediction of the Blessed
Sacramont, and lasted iwo hours. Midlle Rosa
I’Erina assikled in the musical portion of the service.
The large church was crowded to excess. In the
course of his remarks, 1lis Grace said that a General
Cotneil was an asscwblage of bishops summened by
the Supreme Pontitl to consult concerning the wel-
fare of the Church. A General Council alone wade
laws for the guidance of the universal Church. The
l'(‘,pruscnmﬁniw of newspaper correspondents with
regard to the Vatican Council were very nnreliable.
Many of their statements were totally false; others
contained a grain of (ruth In & bushel of falsity—
Phat the Conneil was free might lie jnferred  from
the facl that over 170 speeches were made in the
few months of the sessiun, and only thuee or four
gpeakers were called to- order—the acension 1_)(-1'!);.:
that they were wandering frout the question at issue.
The bishops of the Eastern Church, who were in
schism, were invited to attend the counedl to confer
witl the Fathers with a view to end their schisms;
and non-Catholics were also iuvited by the Holy
Father—not to sit in the couneil, for only bishops
in direct succession from the Aposides could do that
—but to attend, hear the voice of the Church, see
what was visible to all, Iay aside their heresies, and
submit to the divinely appointed anthority. His
Grace veferred to the Christinn history, of Rome,
and described the appearance af St. Peter's and  the
Vatican. ITe than sketched the Incale of the Council
and stated the manuer in which the proceedings
were condacted.  The deeree of papat infullibility
was modified five times in  the schema be-
fore the vote on the inal mation. Tt was
jmpessible to introduce o fairer or more ex-
hansted mode of discussipg and voting on qhes-
tions submitted than that adopted at the Vatican
Council. This Comueil was neederd in consequence
of the numerons errovs which had arisen during the
460 years which had clapsed since the last General
Council met at Trent—materialism, communism,
pautheism, the stateof the Polish Cntholies in Russia,
the banishment of tho Church from Norwny and Swe-
den, and ite condition in Spain, Italy,Germany,France,
and other places: Heo referred to the large Pum_hcr
of bishopa at the Council representing the English-
speaking pcople, and the large number of those who
were Irish. He traced the history of the Churel in
England, and expressed his opinion that Enghnd
was being reconverted. If some in the older coun-
tries of Europe were rebelling against the Churel,
the New World was acknowledging her authority.
Eighty years ago, the Catholies In North America

nunbered one in 200 ; now there were one to five.
His Grace then proceeded to dwell briefly on the
question of infaliibility. This had heen migrepre-
sentud, he said, as being infallibility in every thing,
and even as impeceability, The tiue menving wnr;
that, when the Pope—acting as successor of St.
Peter, as hend of the Churcly, and, as such, united to
all the bishops, as the head was united to the body.
and acting in the capacity of Universal teacher of
{ the Church after taking all the means for finding
i out the truth—pronounced u doetrine to be true and
 the doctrine of the Church; or false aud not contained
in the deposit of fruith then he taught truth and
could not teach error.  This was in cases affecting
the wlhole Church, and this was deciding vz cathiedra.
In the Protestant churches cach person was con-
sidered jnfullilde, when he interpreted Scripture ac-
cording to his own jndgment. Butin the Cathelic
Church, only one was iafallible, and that ouly when
speaking ex cathedrd. The Scvipture said, * Some
things are hard to be understuod, whicl: the untexrn-
ed wrest, 18 they wrest the scripture, to ¢heir own
destruction,” And our Lord rad snid to St. Peter and
the Apostles, » Behold, Sutan has desired to grind
you (in the plural) as wheat, hut [ have prayed for
Ell'f‘"(ill the singular, to St. leter alone), that thy
taith 1ail not, and thou, when thon we converted,
coufirm thy brethren.” Asmin, - fle that heareth
you, heareth Me," and ¢ He that will not hear the
Churel shall be as o heathell aml 2 publican” The
few Risheps who had oppes « the degmi of infallie
Litity hadd sines submitted to it and proclaimed i8
pin their dioceses, thangh a few children of the
j Chureh, such as hr. Dollinger and Pere Iyacinthe,

had fallen away through, pride. The €Council had
only comumenced its labowrs, which would extend
over i vast varicty of subjects relating to the Church
and to socicty, and waa ouly temporarily suspended.
He announced that Le would again refer to thix
aubject in two weeks' time,

- FRANCE.

Pamis, Jon, 22, — The Court-martial at
Versailles on the twenty-three persons accused
of murdering the Acchbishop of Paris, and
other hostages, at La Roquette prison, on the
24th May, has closed its proceedings to-day.

After deliberating for some time In private,
the Judges pronounced sentence of death on
Genton, who had acted as President of the
mock court-martial before which the hostages
were tried. Frangois, the Governor of La
Roguette under the Commune, was seatenced
o the travaux forees for life; Llewain, the
chief warder of the prison, to the same punish-
ment. for ten years; Fortin for ten yewrs, and
Pigeon for five years. The two women, La
Chaise and Grandel, were zcquitted, as also
wore Vattier, Lungbein and Figerre; aud the
other accused were condemned simply to de-
portation. Criticisms are pussed on glxc unes-
pected lightuess of the scutences; which ix ex-
plained, however, on the ground of the extra-
ordinary cenflict of evidence.

Tue MURDER OF ARcHBIsiior DARBOY.—
On the trial of the persons acvased of this out-
rage, onc of the witnesses who did not see the
hostages killed, did sec them plundered und
stripped. One of the murderers in tearing the
buckles out of the Archbishop's shoes, pricked
his finger with the poiuts, and kicking the
corpse exclaimed, “ Hog! you hurt me, even
now that you are dead.” Asother joked at
the poverty of the Abbe Allard as shown by
the holes in his stockings, while a third de-
seribed, with ferocions humor, the amount of
killing it had taken to quiet President Bon-
jean. The actual assassins seem to have heen
led to do their foul work by the basest of all
instiucts—cupidity, as they are said to have
been paid for it each 50 franes. The bedies of
theiv victims were put upon a hand eart, and
thrown into & hole at Pere La Chaise, without
any sort of rite.  The murderers, indeed, barely
toleruted aumy religious rite by the victims
themseives m their dying moments. Whea
the Archivishop koelt to offer up prayer he was
interrunted with insults, and told that he was
only wasting time. Just before the six hostages
were shot an order bad come irom the Com-
mune to shoot not #ix, but sixty. The reason
assigned ‘or the order was that six Federels had
been shot.  One of the head warders objected
that as only #ix had been shot it was not neces-
8ary to shoot sixty, and that the messenger had
better sec if there was not a mistake.

Loxpox, Feb, 6.—A special despateh to the
Buily Telcgraph from Paris says that President
Thiers was shot at last night, but was not hurt.
The assasein escaped,

The Puirie says the German Government
has votified France of its willingness to accept
a French colony in part payment of the war
indemnity. _

Count de Chambord is about to leave
Frohedorf. QOn his departure. it is expected,
tie will issue another xmanifesto.

TRE SoRBONNE AND THE Council.—The

¢« the Roman Pontiff.” The Faculty direct
that the Dean shall communieate this resolution
to the Archbishop of Paris, and Mgr. Maret
has just done so.—Tablct, Jan, 135th,

M.DpE MONTALEMBERT, THE ABBE URATRY,
AND M. Lovsox.—The Chroniquc de Dijon
publishes a piece sf intelligence which will be
gratifying to all Catholics though it will not
suprise anybedy, 1t is that papers left by the
Comte de Montalembery contain the most un-
equivocal proof of his resolve to submit to the
decisions of the Council of -the Vatican
whatever they might be. The Dijon paper
adds that ¢ interesting cominunications’ with
reference to this subject will shortly he publish-
ed. No one can doubt that M, de Montalem-
bert, had his life been spired, would have made
an act of submission such as that which gave
an additional lustre to his name and to that of
the Abbe Lacordaire, at an earlier period of
their carcer; and such as that which hason
this occasion been made by Mgr. Darboy, Mgr.
Maret, the Abbe Gratry, and others who, more
or less, belonged to the same school of thought,

Amnesty.—The Asscmbly has approved of the re-
port of its committec recommending amnesty to all
Communists under rank of commissioned officers,
and who have committed no offence under the com-
mon law,

EpucatioN 1v France—According to the proposed
XEreneh law on cducation, a child is to be breuzghtup
for cxamination at 10'or 12 years old, and, if he can-
not pass, his father is to be summoned before a

_ board and reprimanded. It the child persists in his
idleness his father and mother’s names are to be
placarded at the mairie; if he continues to be in-
vincibly obstinate the father is to be brought before
the juge de paic first, next Defore the correctional
police, fined, and finally deprived of his civil and
political rights. To punisk. the father because his
child is idic and will net learn is quits o new idea.
It secms incredible that such a scheme can be se-
riously proposed for enactment.

Tne Kxerer oF Tt Moravz.~There died in Paris,
just in time to have his name included in the
obituary of 1871, a somewhat remarkable person.—
His namec was Cbarles Frangois Ferte, and his
business in life was to receive the bodies of persons
whom crime, accident, or suicide led to the Morgue.
Ferte, by reason of his taste in waisicoats popularly

known as “ 'Homme Rouge,” is described as a man
who, under' a somewhnt rough demeadour, hid a
kind heart. Many storics of his acts of humanity
arc current, but it suffices to know that be has left
behind him 2 .child which the double suicide of its
parcnts had left unprovided for, and whom “1'Homme
Rouge” took home with him, cared for, and had pro-
perly educated. But he has left Behind him somne-
thing more interesting still. Day by day, during
the 26 years of his service at the Morgue, Ferte was
composing a'book to which he has given the singular
title * Registre ~de Mncabre.” The book, which
extends to many volumes, is nothing more nor less
than the register of the names and addresses—when
known, otherwise of the descriptions—of the bodies
reccived by him, which reach a total of 20,000.—
Ferte appears to "have spent his leisure heurs in
making enquiiies into the antecedents of the more
interesting of his charges,and the results are given
in voluminous notes appended to the register of
death. It is not stated whether the boek is for sale,
but if it be we need mot peint out its value to a
youthful novelist about to commence business. In
the record of 20,00 violent deaths annotated by the
late keeper of the Morgue there weuld surely be
found material for a complete parleur libiary of scn-
sational novels.—Gloke.

ITALY.

The VaTican axp mue Quirisas—The trae stery
of Victor Emmanuel’s message to the Vatican,
which appeared in the telegram in the shape of an
interchange of civilitics between the King and
Cardinal Antonclii, turns out, as we expected, to be
somewhat as follows., Cieneral Pralemmo, acvom-
panied by the Mavchese di Lajatico, brother of
Prince Corsini, presented himself to the Swiss
Guard on duty, and asked to be udmitted for tl:e pur-
pose of obtaining nn audience. The Swiss Guard re-
plied that his Holiness was indisposed, and did not
give audiences that day. Morcover, the General did
not possesy the nsual ticket ororder for an andience,
Thereupon, the General reguested to sce Cardinal
Antonelli, who consented to receive him, and teld
kim that, in the position in which the King Lad
placed himself towards the Sovercign Pontifl; it was
quite impessible that his Tlaliness should enter into
auy communication with Dhim, wntil ke kad made
reparation for his outrages uzainst justice and rigist.
Genernl Pralorme then cnquired whether, on the
strength of his own name, known {othe Pope as
that of his uncle, 2 former Minister of Sardinia at
Rome, he could not himselfobtain an audicnce. To
this Cardinal Antonelli replied by asking whether
with the uniform he wore, and considering the Sove-
reign he served, he ithought it possible bimself,
You would offend the dignity of the Pope, added his
Eminence; “and, it his Holiness received you, he
could unly reproach you with your presence in Rome.”
After the introduction avd presentation of the Mar-
chege &i Lajatico to the Cardinal, the interview then
terminated.—7ablet

Tas SwaLt-Pox. — The swall-pox is raging in
many parts of Italy and is very bad in Rome. On
the first day of the new year the proprictor and
editor of the semi-Liberal Jralie fell a victim to it,

AUSTRIA

The Austrian minister of Public Worship has
forbidden the students of the Iunsbruck Lyceum to
remain members of the Congregation of Mary,
founded by them in conmnection with their Lyceum.
This prohibition is based on a law prohibiting
atudents of the Lyceums to belong to any associa-
tions, But had the Congregation of Mary been an
association of freemasons or infidels, instead of an
association of Calholics for the purpose of joint
prayer, no one would have dreamed of putting the
law in force.

GERMANY.

Binuiv, Feb, 8.—~1he Bithop of Strasburg has
notited the Cabinethere that the Holy See nolonger
recognizes the Concordet as applying to Alsace and
Lorraine. Bismarck replied that the Emperor of
Germany will undertake independently of such
mcasure the Church Government of those provinces,

Brruiy, Feb. 9.—In the Diet during the debate on
the Education bill, Bismarck said Government were
disposcd to propitiate the Roman Catholics, Lut
that its patience was exhaunsted, He announced it
as the policy of Prussia, perfected to Germanize
Polish schools as France had Gallicized those of
Algace and Lormaine. -

M. Osinin, a Russinn ¢ Professor’—of what we are
not told—who attended the Congress of the Alikat-
holiken sect at Munich, has aince returned to Russia,
where he has been labouring to spread the new
schism. He has been giving lectures on the Dollin-
gerist movement, and has numbered amongst his
audicnce personages of the highest distinction. It
is even seid that the Emperor himself, and the Grand
Dulte Constantine, attended one of the lecturcs; not
to mention Count Strogonoff, nnd a list of aides-de-
camp and generals. M. Osinin told them—according
to the report—that the “Gld Catholics® included
Protestants and Rationalists, and that he therefore
had hastencd to join them, in company with M.
Overbeck, .a convert from Anglicanism, and now
head Pope of the Greco-Russian Church at Munich.
The lecturer added, that he saw no renson why the
various “ confessions? of Europe should not unite on
the ¢ old-Cathnlic” platform : the Buvarian scparatists
themselves having no Bishops of their own, would,
hie thought, have to apply for ordination to those of
Russian. However that may be, no wonder if the
Czar welcome the Bavarian wchism.  He has subvert-
¢d the Catliolic hierarchy, though he cannot ex-
tinguish the Catholic faith in Poland, and no doubt
is ready to bid high for the apostasy ofany Catholics
wlo may be able to aid him in persccuting and sup-
pressing Catholicity, Still further, M. Oainin's olject
gecrus to Le to show Russia how she npy use the
help of Bavaria in overthrewing the Papacy snd in
healing the differences between herself and the
Sclavonic populations of the south-west and in
stamping out the last sparks of Catholic faith and
natioual aspiration in unhappy Poland, Christendom’s
Lulwark, as she was once called by Pius IX. It will
be a glorious triumph for alt-Catholicism to have
hastened the time, predicted by Napoleon 1., when
Europe shall be Cossnck,

GerwaXN Lossrs In War—The German Minister of
War, in reply to a question by one of the members
of the Beichsrath, stated that ihe number of soldiers
relwrned ns missing in the army of the North
German Confederation amounted at present t03,241,
These consisted mainly of men whodied as prisonerg
in France. The Minister of War acknowledged
that the German prisoners and wounded were, {0 a
ceriain extent, treated with the greatest humanity,
irrespectively, however, of the brutal murders of the
few soldiers in the Pyrenecs, which has heenalready
proved.

The Allgemeine Zeitung observes, in a long article
on the Alabama case, that * the tribute which Ger-
many draws from France a complete viclory is in-
significant corapared with the compensation that the
Americon government demands in virtue of a treaty
which enthusiasts dereribic as the inauguration of a
new era of peace and friendship. The most hostile
and contemptuous despatches of Prince Bismarck to
the French government are courteous and friendly
in comparison with the indictment for which the
President and his Cabinet arc responsible, An idle

attempt has been made to shift this reﬁponsibi]ity by
attributing the unexampled coarseness and malice
of the attack to the lIawyers who drew it up. Itmay
be true that the American negotintors have discredi-
ted themselves ; but they have also discredited the
character of their country.” As- to the supposition
that the Iawyers have put forward such extravagant
claims in order to gain populatity among their coun-
tiymen, the writer says: It is not absolutely im-
possible that their object is to provoke either insult
or injury; there is no otheralternative, Insulting
language would be comparatively tolerable if it were
used as a means to obinin several millions of maney,
Discourtesy without any object would be far more
unjustifiable, If the vbject of this hostile and per-
verted statement is not to give more weight to the
claims for compensation, icis simply impertinent
aluse” (irgpertinente Reschimpfung). * * “The
treaty was drawn up with culpable laxity, but it
cannot be so interpreted as to justify the American
demands, If the court of arbitrators—which is not
to be expected—should take into consideralion the
claim on account of the alleged two years’ prolonga-
tion of the war, the English agents will have no
alternative but to withdraw from the court. It is
incredible that impartial jurists who Lave any con-
sideration fur their own honor and that of their
country should yield to pretensions which would
make neutrality more costly than gpen war ; yet it
raust be admitted that the able Amétican advocntes
cannot have put forward their demands without be-
lieving in the possibility of success. Should the
Arbitrators, contrary (o expectition, support the
scandalous injustice of the clnimants, this would be
an instructive commentury on the new idea of

! gettling internutional disputes by arbitration instead

of by violent means., Seldom has there been such
hitter cause for @ declaration of war as that afforded
by the firkt act of the great inteinational court of
arbitration.”

New Yore. Feb. 2~-There are all sorts of stories
afloat abont certain members of the present Grand
Jury, It is etated in har-rooms that ten or twelve
of the Jurors have been bribed to prevent the in-
dictment of eertain parties.  One individual who ex-
pected to cscape, paid out large ameounts and was fn-
dicted. He, it is said. is indignant and threatens te
mualie astounding revelations. Tt is also said that
naost of the Grand Jurers are lobbied with and dined
and wined every night by parties who are tryving to
prevent certain individuals from being indicted,

We are living in 2 day when it scems as though
cvery man considered it his privilege to put inteo
practice the maxim which Lord Macauley deseribes
as bating your neighbour and loving veour neigh-
bours wife. Never lbefore have so many cases of
domestic icfidelity become public in so shorta space
of time, and never befure did murder in so many
abhorrent fonns stalk the streets. The social con-
dition in which such occurrences are possible is
unparalleled in the history of civilized nations at
peace witl cach other and themselves. Little
wonder is it that the better class of foreigners who
ceme to our shores retarn unutterally disgusted with
United 8ates “institutions.” Little wonder is it
that New York has become a #ubjeet for scorn and
derision among the retined and powerful cities of
Europe.~—New York Standard.

How 70 qet Puesty oF Fresu Eges—Ina long
communication upon the subject of poaltry, Mr, E,
Dwight, of Hudeon, Mich., considers the question,
“ How to get plenty of good-flavoured fresh cggs
with little trouble,” and thinks, if there is any secret
in"it, he has discovered it, and makes the same
public for the benefit of all interested. He savs .—
“ Onee, thirly years ago, I was troubled just as my
neighboz now in, I fed my hens on plenty of com
and vot but few egge. I reasoned upon the matter,
and happened to think that the constituent parts of
milk and the white of eggs were much alike. Now,
it has long boen known to milkmen that wheat mid-
dlings and bran are about the best of any feed to
nmakea cow give milk ; why not then the best to
make the hens lay eggs? I tried it, and since then
have had notrouble. My mode of preparing the feed
is to mix about five parts of bran with one of mid-
dlings. In the momning 1 wet up with water abeut
four quarts of the mixture in a large tin pan, taking
paius to have it rather dry, though all damp. This
I sct in a warm, sunny spot, south of their shed, and
they walk up, take a few dips, dont seem to fancy
it Jikc corn, and start off on a short hunt for same-
thing better, but always coming round in a shert
time for o few more dips from the dish of bean,
There is little time during the whole day but what
ore or izore are standing by the pan, and likewise
helping thepqselves.

“ 1 am carefal {0 mix for them just as much as
they will consume during the day. At night, just
before they repair te the roost, I usually throw them
about a pint of shelled vorn, well scattered, so that
each one can get a few kernele, If your hens don't
incline to eat this feed at first, sprinkle a little
Indian meal on top. I would like all wlio complain
of not getting egys to try my plan; and I think thev
will never be sorry”

Irise Rouls.—~Two nounds of fine flour, one
teaspoenful of fine ealt, one dessertspoonful of
powdered sugar, balf a teaspoonful of best carbonate
of sadn, whites of two cggs, and some sour butter-
milk Mix with the flonr the salt, sugar, und car-
bonate of soda.  Then beat the whites of the eggs
into a strong froth, with a sufficient quantity of sour
buttermille, and mix them up the same as rollsmade
with yenst. Make them ap at once into whatever
shape you like. Wash them over with the white of
an ege, and bake them iz a father quick oven, of a
light brown, for about a guarter of an hour, or ac-
cording to the size of the rolls.  They are very Tight
and white. The sourer the buttermilk the lighter
the rolls will be. A basin of buttermilk will Xecp
for a week, or very sowr milk will answer as well,

Grrey Pra Sovr.—DBoil one quart of fresh peas in
salt water, with a_handful of parseley and sorrel,
until perfectly trnder; dyain and ponndin a muortar,
and roix grviually into weal or Deef broth: gcason
with pepper and salt, fry some boiled onions and
Iettuee, with bread cut into slices, and put into the
soup beforo gerving.

Sace Tra Fon tag Sick.—Pour two pints of beiling
water upon o handiul of green sage, placed in a

mug or pitcher, and add twe tablespoonsful of lonf

gugar, a little undricd lemon peel, and a lemon or
lime juice. Cover, and let it steep for half an lonr,
then pour off the tea.  1f the sage is dry use a little
over half the above quantity, Balm, ground ivey,
catnip, rosemary teas, arc made in the same way,

Rice Mmx—-Boil a tercup of rice till perfectly
soft, drnin the water from it and mix in a quart of
new milk.
