HOME RULE IN ULSTER.

What the Orangemen are Afrald of—Obser-
vatious of a Preteatant.

{ From the N.Y. Sun.)

Bavrast, Ireland, July 24.—For a week or
more past 1 have been studying the question of
hame tule as ecen from an Ulster point of view*
The opp .sition to home rule in many parts of
Ulster, and m Belfast in particular, is even
more violeut than in the most Conservative of
Erghsh poroughs.  Engl sh Tories « ppose it
because they do not feel willing to give up their
dominion over Ireland, but Protestant Ulster
opposes it from a very different motive. Tu be
dain, the ques'ion is a religivus one here. The

>rotestant minority in Treland s not willing to
entrust the government of the island to the
Catholie majority. A few Protestants support
home rule very ardently, but the mass of them
oppose it mosy Lirterty.

Speaking as a Pro ostant, it seems to me that
the Protestants of Trcland are very wrong iu
thus opposing a neasura Eo evldentl‘v for the
good of the Inah people as n whole. Lhe quoas-
tion is really o uational one, and the danger of
Catholic domina ion, which they dwel! upon 8o
strongly, is eurely mnostly imaginary, But it
is very encouraging to be able to say that a few
of the most reputable Protestants of Belfast
are earnest supporters of home rule, and that
there is actually a Protestant Home Rule Asso-
ciation in the town, which rendered very valu-
able assistance in the election of Thomas Sex-
ton, the first Hoine Rule member ever sent to
Parliament from Belfast. Four members are
returned from Belfast. Three divisions gave
lérge Conservative majorities, but one gave a
aeat to Mr. Sexton. In November a Conserva-
tive was elected by nearly 50 mejority io this
district, but Sexton has now 108 majority. 1t
is a very important vic.ory, .

I visited a number of the polling places on
election day, t)ne fact that struck me most
forcibly was that Mr. Sexton's strength came
chictly from the portion of the division where
the work people are found. At the polling
places where the votes were largely from the
comuuercial ¢lnsses, the Conservative can-
didate had a majority ss a rule. At
ond place I noticed that the well-dressed
part  of the crowd was ranged mostly
on one side of the strect, and seemed to
be nearly all Cunservatives, while a more rough-
ly dressed crowd, supposed to bemostly Nation-
alists, was on the opposite side, “‘See,” said a
Conservative, pointing across the street, ¢ that
is the class that supports home rule.” Idid
lock, but saw no reason to be ashamed of the
supporters of home rule. Toey were dressed
like workingmen, as & rule, but they did not
look & it like roughs.

At the polling place, where Mr. Sexton’s
largest vote was given, the people stood in the
sarroundicg atreets literally by thousands,
and the women tursed out alnost as umiver-
sally as the men, They were all there in their
every-day garb, and they remained there nearly
all day. 1t seemed to me to indicate that th,e
struggle for Iri-h independence is & people’s
movemeat. It is not claimed that the landlords
and the rich generally have suffered from Fne-
lish rule. It is the wnillions of the poor tha;t
have made compluint. It islogically a people’s
movement. They are in earnest, too.

The result in Sexton’s district was aunounced
at the Court House on the day after the elec-
tion. Hundreds of troops and police were
assed in the Court House yard and in the
surrouading streets, for a riet was feared.
There were no election riots, however ; but it
may be that th:se prieantions were what pre-
vented thetp.  1n the evening the Honie Rulers
wished to have a meeting in honor of the vie-
tory, buc on Mr. Sexton’s advice none was
held. However, some 500 or more of them did
march through the chicf streets with an im-
provised hand. 1 followed thisx home rule pro-
cegsion in their eutire round, which must have
seen fully three miles inal'. 1 wished te sce
who began the rioting in case any took phyce.
They attucked no oae, but at one or two points
on the way Couvervative crowds gathered m
side xtreets seut small showers of stones at the
procession. No one was lurt, and 1 saw no
missiles returned. L.

When it was dark bonfires were blazing in
nearly every street in the working quarters,
and tha po’ice and soldiers were oh guard by
hundveds. Theie wes really o condition of riet
slmost everywhere, bus the police kept things
pret'y well under control.  When ever crowds
gathored they scattered them ns speedily as
possible, A few heads were bruken, but no ex-
tensive rioting took place. Home Rulere burped
tar barrels in honor of their victory in the Weat
division, and Conscervatives made effigics of
Sexton, poured oil over them, and burned them
in dervision, Tha Conservative vote of tle four
divisions of Belfast is about 18,000, and the
Mome Rule vote about 6,500, That is over one-
fourth Home Rule. They are entitled to one
member, but the Conservatives will not allow
the other party to have representation,

Opposition to Home Rule in Ulster is largely
cenired in the organization known as Orange-
men. I prosume these lodges to be mostly

of & political character  and  purpese,
however. But their influence 1n keeping
alive the fires of hate between Yrotest-

ous. I do not understand why bodies of pro-
fossed Protestants will contisue to celebrate in
this semi-military manner an event of this kind.
Everything connected with these demonstrations
is of the nature of fa taunt or defiance to Catho-
lics, and seems to day, ‘‘ We whipped you once,
and can do it again.” They have the right,
most surely, to celebrate with fife and drum as
much ‘as they choose, but & npon-Christian ob-
sorver wounld get from them no lesson of Chris-
tian love and concord. .

© Ulster i3 'almost every lifmu‘ disgraced by
drendful riots connected with these 12th of July
celebrations; and Belfast has just been disgraced-
with one of the most shocking riots that ever
took place here. Which party precipitated.
these riots? That is haed to tell, Neither side
admits any port of the blame. .

THE QUARANTINE LAWS.

——

New Regulatians for the Defence of Publie
Hcalth 1o he Put Into Force at Once—
sStiringent Rules 1o be Observed in Re-
gard to Quarantine, Vaccination,
and the Inspection of Rags.

Orrawa, August 6.—In view of the ex.
istence of Asiatic cholera in Euarope and of
smallpox in the United Kingdom a proclams-
tion will appear in to-morrow’s Canada
Gazelte prescribing additional rules and regu-
lations under the Quaranmtine act. The fol.
lowing are main provisions in the new regu-
lations :—

VESSELS ARRIVING IN THE ST. LAWRENCE,

1. All vessels from any port antside of Can.
ada must be inspected by medical officers at
Grosse isle,

2, Steamships carrying mails to be met and
inspected at Jtimonski,

3. No passenger or other person to land at
Rimouski from the mail steamer until she has
been declared free of contagions diseases by
the medical officer.

4, Persons 111 with cholera, smallpox or
other contagioua diseases to be landed at
Grosse fsle, and the vessel disinfected betore
belng allowed to proceed,

5. No person shall benllowed to land from
any steamship or vessel without furnishing
aatisfactory evidence to the medical officer
that he or she has been properly vaccinated
withip the last seven yeara.

G. Every unvaccinated person to be vaccin-
ated by the medical officer, or, in the event of
refusal, to be landed at Grosse Ise nnd placed
under quarantine observation.

7. Quarantine officers at Grosse Isle or
Rimouski to have power to examine under
oath the medical officer of any ateamship or
othér vessels as to the health of every persom
on the vesseh

8. Every vesscl crriving with infectious
digease on board shall be linble to be detained
at the quarantine stition Grosse Isle, for dis-
intecticn, together with its eargo and passen-
gers and erew ; but every ateamship or ves-
gel provided with one isolated hospital for
men and snother for women, on the upper
deck, ventilated from above, and not by the
door only, may, iu the discretion of the
quarantine medical officer, if he is fur-
nighed with satisfactory ecvidence that
such hospitals have been promptly and in-
telligently made uso of, beallowed to proceed
after tae landing of the sick and the disinfec-
tion of such hospitals. Any vessel, however,
arriving with iz fectious disease, without hav-
ing such special isolnted and ventilated hospi-
tals, shall be liahle to be detained for disin-
tection at the quarantine station,

9, The master of every vessel liable to
quarantine, must produce a clear Dhill of
health before buing 2tlowed #0 make customs
entry at Quebec or Moatreal.

10, The inspeesing physician at Quebec
must visit every vessel arriving from portts
outside Cannda end send back tn Grosase
Isle any vessel havirg on board contagious
digenge in contravention of the foregoing regu-

lagions,
FOR ALL OTHER ORGANIZED QUARANTINE PORTS
OF TIE DOMINION,

11. Every vessel arriving at Halifax,
Hawkesbury, or Sydney, N.S., St. John or
Miramichi, N.B., Charlottetown, P.E.L, or
Victoria, B.C., to be subject, as far as they
can be made to apply to the regulations for
Grosse Isle, for all por:s under the direction
of the collector of customs. .

12, At all ports where the collector of ens.
nms is anthorized to act under the Quaran-
tine Act, the collector shall, in the case of
any steamer or eailing vessel arriving from
the ocntinent of JSurope or the United King-
dom, cause a medical inageotion to be made
of any euch vestel, and shall not grant a Cus-
toms entry except upon the production of
a clean bill of health after such inspection,
13, In the event of a vessel having con-
tagious diseage on board, such cases shall be
deal$ with in the manner prescribed in the
quarantine regulations of January 2lat, 1873,
aforesaid, appiying to such ports, supplement-
ed by the foregoing regulation In so far as they
can be made to apply.- .
14, Vessels with contagious diseases on
board arriving at any port in Canada ave, re-
quired to display & flag in the foreshroudas or
a yellow flag at the fore as n distinctive quar-
antine signal. ‘

15. Rage shail not be allowed fo land at
any port in Canada, except af a port: which is
one of the regulnrly organized quarantine.

MORE RIOTING.

BELFAST, Aug, 7.—A riot took place this
morning between the Orangemen employed
in the Queen’s Island shipyard and the
Catholic navvies employed by the harbor
commisgioners, The tighting was severe for
a time, and resembled in character that
which occurred between the same elements
oo June 4, when the Orangemen, greatly
outnumbering the navvies, overpowered and
heat them and drove them into the water,
where one was drowned, Men on both sides
were a0 badly injured in to-day’s fighting that
they had to be removed to hospitale. To-
night the conflicts were renewed. The fight-
ing was the most desperate that has taken
place during the recoent troubles, The mob
was infuriated and fought with savage fury.
Fifty persons were injured, some of them
it is thought fatally. Terrible strug-
gles occurred on the Shankhill road. The
police quartered in McKenna’s tavern, on the
0ld Lodgs Roud, were attacked by the mob
with stonee and revclvers, and were com-
pelled to fire from the windowa of the be-
leagnered house, During the attack eighteen
persons were injured and subsequently taken
to the hospitals. A youth named Jackson is
said to be dyiog from bhis ipjuries. Foup
policemen were badly wounded.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, chiefl secrstary
for Ireland, hns written to Mayor Harland, of
Belfast, saying that the Lord Justices are se-
riously concerned aboutthe condition of aflaira
in Belfast, and consiler itimperative thatthe
most energetic measures he taken to ‘¢ ter-
minate the disorders which are bringing dis-
credit and disgrace upon the town.” The
inspector-general of the Irish Constabulary
has hzen ordered to proceed to Beliast as
promptly a8 possible, A large meeting of
the magistracy was held to-day. It sppoint
ed an executive committee to take chsrge of
the town, and to assign the troopa and po-
lice to various points. All the taverna fn the
city have been ordered to le closed at 6
oclock this evening, and to remain closed
until Monday morning.

Bergast, Aug, 8.~The excitement here is
unabated, This morning rioting liroke ont
in Old Lodge road and the police were
obliged to fire in order to disperse the rioters,
This atternoon the rioting was resumed with
grent violence in Old Lodge, Groavenor and
Springfield roads, Many persons with gun
shot wounds hayve been sent to the hospitals,
Additienal troops have heen telegraphed for.
The aspect of aflairs is seriour. The JMayor
presided to-day at a three houra’ meeting of
the executive committee. There ace rumors
of wany fatalities, but it is difficult to obtain
accurato accounts. A panic is seizing the
p2aceabls inhabitants,

Birrast, Aug, §—Midnight.—The ricting
shows no sign of sbatement, The McKenna
inzident, which was principally the sacking
of wine shops and other public houses, was
repested to-night, the result Leing that two
perscns wero killed and another was fatally
wounded. The latter was sent to a hospital,
where he was treated and then discharged,
while numerous slight cases weve retained.
Twenty-six cases of serious injury aro re-
ported, one of iue suffercvs being a boy who
has since died.

Durrix, August 8.—In responss to urgent
telegrama received from Beltast this cvening
400 infantry soldiers, some of them being on
furlough, were summoned by bugle in the
streets and were dispatched in haste to Bel-
faat by special train. A body of 200 dragoons
end infantcy will leave for Belfast at four
o'clock to-morrow morning. The police of
Belfast will be suspended by the military.
Berrast, Avg. 9.—Inaspector-General Reed,
with a small escort, was surrounded by a mob
in Lodge street last night, and was obliged to
run for his lite, The aspect of affairs was =0
threatening at noon to-day that tbe authori
ties ordered all the taverns in the city to be
closed until to-morrow evening. Groups of
men are assembled everywhera excitedly dis-
cussing the situation, The military early this
morning dispersed several mobs et the point
of the bayonet.
The city, owing to the wreck and ruin of
houses, presents & deplerable aspect. " Its ap-
earance is similar to that of Paris aiter the
E‘ommune. It is feared that numeroua deaths
resulting from the riots have taken place,
which will never be heard of. The hospitals
are taxed to the utmost to accommodate the
gréat number of wounded persons in arddition,
A paiuful feature of the rlots is the number
of children wounded. Yesterday a boy was
shot while returning from Surday-schoo),
To-day & little girl was shot on the
strests, it is thought. fatally.

THE CHURCH AND PROHIBITION.

THE Montreal Daily Witness makes a very
bold statement when it says that the Catholio
Church has taken a moat decided atand in
favor of tota! prohibition. It bases this ex-
traordinary assertion on an alleged interview
with a church dignitary in Quebec. It says
that a fow weeks ago the President and busi-
ness secretary of the Dominion Allisnce
visited Quebec and sought information on
the subject from the highest eoclesiastical
anthorities of the Catholic Church, The resalt
of this visit, according to the Daily Witness,
wat that *‘the Vicar-General of Quebec
¢ aagured them tbat Archbishop Taschereau’s
t¢ glevation {to the Cardinalate) wonld cer-
*¢ taioly not weaken his symuathy with the
* cause of temperance” and ihat the
 Roman Catholic bishops in their recent
¢ meeting had unanimously resolved to pub-
¢t {ish a decree expressing approval of total
¢ prohibition as the best means of removing
¢ {he evils consequent upon the liquor
¢ traffic,”’

If such a decree were issued from Quebec
it would have quite a startling effect on the
Catholic world, The cause of Temperance
has been the cause of the Church since its
foundation nineteen centuries agv. Temper-
ance has had no truer friend snd no stouter
champion than the Catholic Church, but there
xs a long way between practising and preach-

ing the virtue of temperance snd advocating
the principle of total prohibition. The fact
of the matter is, that the Charch cannot ad*
vocate or approve prohibition either as a
matter of doctrine or of discipline, for the
very simple reason that the priociple of total
prohibition would be a direct hindrance
to, and in positive conflict with, the per-
formanco of an essemtinl act of Catholic
worship, and would by necessity deprive the
Church of the enjoyment of one of the geven
sacramentes, It is evident therefore that any-
thing which would lead to such n radical
interferance with the rights of the Cathelic
religion, and to the destruction of the essence
of Catholic worship cannot be approved by
the Church.

Tre Sacerdotal Jabilee of His Holiness
Leo XIII. ovcurs at the end of mext year,
1887. u‘l'htn fiftieth anpiversary of his eleva-
tion 10 the priesthood will be celebrated
throughont the whole Catholic world. Al
ready several of the nations in Euvrape are
preparing to mark the occusion by deman-
strations in harmony with the memorable
event. At arecent meeting of the bishops in
England it was decided to issue the following
notice in refersnce to the Jubilee:—* The
Catholic people in all landa will teatify their
filial love and fidelity to his sacred person by
all means in their power. The Catholic
Church in England will unite all its efforts to
monitest its devotion to our Holy Father, the
Vicar of Jesus Christ, 1. The Bishops of
England will present a united address.
2, The clergy of each diocese are hereby
invited to unite in préeenting an address,
cither diocese by diocese, or by combining
with other dioceres, as they ehall see fit, 3.
In next year a Pastoral Letter will be issued,
inviting the faithfol to make their countribu-
tions and oblaticna. The actual collection
will not bs made before next year, 4. This
early potice is' given, because all whoe are
skilled in any art or handiccaft are invited to
send the results of their industry as peraonal
offerings to the Holy Father. For this cause
it is necessary to insure to them the full time
required for producing their work, which
will be phced io an exhibition at Rome. This
general notice will be fellowed np next year
with more minute detaile. 5. Fioally, s de-
putation of Bishops, with the clergy and
laity, will go to Rome, bearing the addreases
and collections, ta Iay before the Holy Father,
The arrangements for the deputation may be
made in the gummer of next year,”

At Vienns a central committee has been
formed under the presidency of Count Autonio
de Pergen, and compored of the leading per-
sonages in Auctria, to direct the commen
efforts of that country for this Jubilee.
Holland has also just aignified its intcation
to take part in the celebration, and the
Bishopa of that country have issued a cellue
tive pastoral to their people, in order that
the Netherland Catholics, * accustomed to
give proofs of their devotion to the Vicar of
Christ,” may concur with the other nationr.

A PLEA FOR WORKING CSILDREN.

Tuk Rev. John Talbot Smith has s timely
article in the Catholic World for August, on
the question of child labor. The Rev, author
states in eloquent and feeling tcrms the
case of one class “of working children—
and that not subject to the worat
treatment—the child operatives in the great
manafacturing centres of the Eastern States:
He has had a pastor’s cpportuntty of koow.
ing in their every detail the con
ditions under which  two . thousand of
these unfortunates waar away their
lives for nobody's bemefit aund the
country’s loss. He gives a terrible picture
of this army of little workingmen and women
-—for these factory children have lost nearly
all the characteriatica of childhkood, save its
weakneu—thnt tbrong the streets of such
towns as’ Lowell Cohoes, Manchester, or Fall
River, at six o’clock of s winter moroing, on
the way to their twelve hours’ daily labor.
No one who has ever visited one of these fac-
tories will dispute his description of the atmoe-
phere, “‘ composed of equul parta of cottop,
tsllow, machine-oil, and human expirations,’
heated to a temperature of seventy.five de-
grees,” and which “might be easily boxed
and expressed to Australia without losing a
particle of ita peculiar strength.” Axcidents

.thraugh the heavy machinery, us the loss ot

flager-joints or whole tingers, are too com-
mon t3 be noted. Sometimes a poor lhittle
body is caught and mangled to death snd
almost out of humsan ssmblance. These
young operatives die by hundreds in their
tcens and early twenties. °** I have now in
my memory,” says Father Smith, * ten famn-
ilies, of whoge eighty-five souls oaly forty are
now living, and the forty-five who died were
corcied off by consumption and typhoid fever
before they had reached the age of twenty-
five yeara,” Then, there are moral dacgers
and death corresponding to the material.
And children are allowed, nsy, coften com-
pelled t ran all these ricks for the miscrable
sum of one dollar and a half per week, What
care the greedy capitulists, or the greedy or
indifferent parents? The cotton and woollen
copitalists dismisa their mature employts
directly they can find children or youths to
repiace them, Yuarents are thus sometimes
torced to depend on their children. ‘S Labor
unions,” says Father Smith, ““are nat doing
s communistic work in forcing the rise of
wages to such a mark that a tather cen suep-
pert a family decently for a term of years.
The wages of the futher is the botiom fact
ia the question of reform,” he coutinunes,
« bat it is not the only one, Give the father
good wangee, and you destroy the artificial
necessity which now exists for putting chil-
dren to hard labor ; but good wages do not
destroy the greed of the parent northe greed
of corporations.”

Father Smith urges the enactment of laws
wherever child labor is rampant, forbidding
the employment of any child under twelve
snd fixing sn eight hour limit to days of la-
hor. He would also confide the enforcement
of theso lnws to o labor society or the Society
for the Prevention of cruelty to children,

CREMATJON CONDEMNED.

AlR. TILDEXN'S I'UBLIC LIFE,

Mr. Tilden waes born in a village of the
State of New Yok seveniy-two yeara ago
list Fobruary. He graduated at Yuls Ccl.
Iege, nn:l ntter studying law was admitted
to the New York bur. By his legal practi-e,
which soon became exceedingly large, he ac.
quired sn immense fortune, YWhile still
voung he took o prominent part in the poli-
tical aifaira of New York, and though avoid-
ing office, which would have interfered with
tho practice of his profession, he became a
Isader of the Demacratic party, and for many
auccessive yeara was elected Chairman of the
Damocratic Committee of the State of New
York., He aerved his party sleo in some
State  Conventions,
two terms in the Legislatare of the State of
New York. In 1835 he ran a& Democratic
candidate for Attorney-General of New York,
but was defeated. In 1871 he took part in
the prosecution of the Tammany Riog, who
were charged with defranding the city iress-
ury of milliona of dollars, his most valuable
service being his famous analyais of the ac-
counts of the Broadway Bank, showing bow
Tweed and others hzd shared the spoils.
When Tweed impudently demanded ** what
they were goiog to do about it,” and action
was taken in the Conrts, Mr. Tilden tur-
niched legal proofa which did muoh to
bring about the coaviction., In the
care he was much associnted with the
great lawyer, O'Connor, who gave his ser-
vices in this work gratuitously. In 1874,
Mr. Tilden was elected Governor of New
York State by a plurality of over fifty thou-
sand votes, and he succeded during his torm

It was reterred to
the committeo on commerce :—

A bill relating to commercial intercourae
with foreign countries.

That whenever by the laws, decrees, regu-
lations or acts of any foreign country full
freedom of commercial intorcourse o1 full com-
mercisl privileges are denied to any citizen of
tho United Ssates, their vessels in the ports
or waters, or their cara or other vehicles
within the limits of such toreign country,
the President, upon receiving satisfactory
yproof thereof, is hereby uuthorized to
iesue his proclomntion  excluding from and
atter such dute as he may fix, from all
commerciol privilegea in the ports and
waters of the United Statzs, all vcssels
of such foreign country, and excluding
from the limits of the United States all cars
and vehicles used in the transportation of
merchandise owned, oferated, managed -or.
controlled by any corporation or association
organized under the laws ot such foreign
country ; and therenpon it shall be enlawiul
for any auch foreign veasel to enter any pert
or come within the waters of the United'
States for any purpose or for any auch car or
gehicla to come within the limits of the United
S:ates. )

The allorements of city
life invarisbly take a strong hold upon
the imagiontion of & country-bred boy
to whom rarsl enjoyments have become
such matters of every-day existence that they
are sure to be greatly undervalued. Could
he slwaye remain a boy and never bssub-
jected to ths wants and necessities of mature
manthood, the life to which his boyish fancy
has drawn him would nof be such a bad one
after all.

To start in
business he must have capital, and while
the cost of supporting his family absorbs
every cent he can earn, it is imposaible for
him to save anything with which to make a
commeocement. That a farmer's son, hav-
ing plenty of health and strength, as well as
a practical knowledge of farming, should thus
blight hls own future, is indeed & pity, es-
pecially in a country like this where unim-
proved homesteads can be had for the asking,
and where wild lands can be purchased at a
nominsl figure, Canada has land and re-
munerative work for everybody who wants
to be a farmer, and yet she has thousands
upon thonsands of half starved men, women
and children whose life is one long and bitter
struaggle with pinching poverty.

The
farmer who sells his farm produce in the
shape of grain, roots, hay, and even straw,
cannot expect tv induce an intelligent boy,
who hus any ambition io his composition, to
remain at home anl follow in the footsteps
of his father, Yecar by vear the annunl
farm product is swe to shrink, and
to the boy who looka ahead eight or ten yeara
the prospuct is a well nigh hopeless ope.  Let
such a furmer cense to skin his farm by sell-
ing off the raw material and dispose of the
manufactured product instead. Let him sell
hia farm product after it has been muanufac-
tured into 'butter, cheese, milk, wool, beef,
mutton, pork, or eggs. Ln this way he keeps
all the refuse on the farm in the shape of
manure, and besides annually improving and
enriching his land, instcad of depleting it, he
secures a better price for the manufactured
product than he could ever hope to realize
on the raw material. In improving his
farm and his finances by such a change,
the farmer would be much more likely
to interest his sons in farm work than
by adhering to his old improvident methods.
Nine lLeys out of ten will talke much more
interest in live stocvk than in inanimate ob-
jects, and a stock or dairy farm is much more
apt to excite the interest of the boya thana
grain farm,

But it is not merely the fact of baying live
stock thut ought to satisfy the farmer who
hopes to make farmers of his mons. He
shonld excite in them the desire to equal or
surpass the neighbors in the matter of farm
stock. If he. cannot afford to at once stock
his farm with fincly bred horses, cattle,
