Him. God lea Splrit, and they whe worship
fim, mut worehip Bim in apirit and in
truth.”

Bat while the esaence
5! all Telfgion is fram the heait, t1e rit:s and
coremonies which are enjrlned in our pablic
worshlp aie mot only useful, bat necessary;
they are (mperatively demanded by the con.
stlitution of our nature, and hence they were
sapciionsd by Ged 1o the 013 Law, and are
approved by our Saviour in -

THE NEW LAW,

The angels, belog pure spirits witbout a
tody, render to God a purely splrlsual wor-
shlp. The phystoal world around us—the sun
and moon and stars of heaven—being com.

What is the Bosk of Leviti-
ous but an elab rate ritual ef the Jewieh re-
liglon? Who had a more tender plety t)-
wards God than David? Wa have only te
perate hia Paalms to be convinoed hew his
heart glowed with love for his Maker. And
yel soe how esrnextly the royal prophet ad.
vocates the molemn and festlve praises of
Ged! ** Pealss yo the Lord,"” he says, ¢ in
Hia holy places, Praiee Him with sonnd of
trompet, Pralse Him with pssitery and
harp. Pralss Him witk ctrings aod orcan.”
And this yeu have dene to.day, my bretaren ,
in coming to this holy place consscrated t»
the Lord. Yeu have come te praise Him
amid the aound of the organ ¢nd the cbont ¢f
the cholr and of the mlinlsteriog olergy.
David, ln the exuberance of his devotior,
st danced with sll his might before the ark « f
tha Lord,” girded with a linen ephod, aud
‘i all lsrael played before Ged with all their
might with bhymoe, and with harps, and with
pealteries, w.th timbiels and ocymbsls and
trumptt-” And when Michol, the daoghter
of Saul, eaw King David danoclog before the
ark, she dospraed him o ber heart, and ridi-
opled him. Therace of Michols has not died
out, They are numercus te-day. They wiil
have no ephods, or chasubles, or sacred vert
ments in the sanotnsry. All joyous feeling
and emotion must be suppressed. Some ci
them would even banish ull music:! instru-

Bat it were batter to dance with Davll
thap to sneer with Michol. And if Ged w .8
pluased with the Royal Prophet when, witn
joy and slmpliclty of heait, hs danced befora
whe ark of the Liird, He will aurely look with
not less approval on the priests and aoclytes
when they meve In #clamn processions arnd
bend t1e knee with reveremse and love le-
fare the Lord of tho ark that dwey in «ur
tabernaclee.

The peeple nssembled In their respective
places ef worship ; the priest prayed for the
people at the alter, and there foreheads wers
marked with ashes at a reminder of their
mertality and ae an emblem of their contri-
tlon of heart, OQur Dlvine Saviour came up-
on earth te eatabliah & purer, a more spiritual
and a more elevated religion than that which
had procoeded His time. An1 vyet He was
anquatomed to seaeclate extsrnal forma with
His religlons aots. After the Luat Sopper H s
rozs from the table and

CHANTED A HYMN

with His disciples. He afterwards went to
the Garden of Gethsemano and fell npen His
faco in homble sapplication. Aud shert'y
before His Passlen He entered the oity of
Jerusalermn in solemn procesalon, preceeded
and fellowed by a large multituds bearing
branches of pila in their bands and singing
Hosanna to the Son of David. I neea nes
tell you how falthfully we commemorate this
coremonial In the precession of Palm Sundsy.
It s t-ue indeed that the ritea accompanying
onr public worahip are mere gorgeens and
elaborate than were those recorded of the
primitive Churoh ; bat is it not qulte nataral
that the msjssty ef our oceremonial should
keep paoe with the developmens of Ohrlstian!-
ty ! Bat where shall we find a ritus] so gor-
gerons and elaborate as that which is present
ed to onr view in the Apoocalypse, and which
is desariptive of the wrrship paid ts God in
heaven ? It pleased Almighty Ged to uplifs
the veil and to discloss to Si John a passing
glimpre of the adorers asmemblad aroand the
threns of the Dlvine Msjesty In heaven.
Angely are repressnted to na bearlng golden
osnsers and offaring Juoenwe to the Lord, ‘‘on
the altar which is befere the throne of Gad.”
And the elders sre represented as laying
thelr ocrowns of gold Lofore the throue. Auad
virgins, too, with barp acd cantlcls, follow
the Lamb whithersoever He goeth. And a
grest multitude whom no man ceunld nuamber,
of sll nations and tribes and peopler and
tongues ars tfandlag before the throne and
In aight of the Lasmb, clethed with white
robes snd palms In their hande, and crving
with & Joud voloe : “Salvation te eur God
who sltteth on the throne, and to the Lamb.”
And the Avgels and the elders re-eche lhe
antbem. Wave upon wave of meledy flaat
through the court of heaven while they slng :
«Praise and glory snd wisdom and thankegiv-
ing, honer and power and atrength to our
Ged for ever and ever,” How glorious In the
pagesnt 1 How elaborate In detall ! Sarely
thers coght t) be some analogy, some har-
mony, seme preportion and resemblance be-
tween the publio worehip which is pald to
God In the Ohuroh triumpbant fo heaven and
that which la rendered to Him in the Ohnrch
militant on earth. Aad where shall we find
this ressmblance so strikingly exhibited as in
the aclomn servioe of ts.day ?

Curntval.

Tha Corao 15 the lonrest and moab remarkable
ptreet in Rome. It includer & part of the old
Fiaminisn rad,and sxtends in rather a cro ~ked
dlrection absu 1 450 places f:om the Venetian
palacs, to the Porra ¢l Popo'o

Tae noble architecture of the palaces,churches
and conventa thav adorn thin stzees, would alone
suflize to reader id the most peautiful ia the
whnole city o Rome, an1 perhaps of Europe,
wera nob ite magaificot aAspeot, in B great
meazure, spoitled by ita circuitous form and osr-
row dimensions

Notwithstanding, this is the mcat bustling
spot as well as greavest thoroughfare in the
capital, and bere the nationsl character exhibits
iteelf in the most vivid a:slora.

At the time of the caraival, the gay mas-
queraders pureued a merry existence in the
Uorso, snd ib is here, likewise, thabt the
horse races and other public amusements were

eld.

Tu the midddle of the street, under the free
pky, eating, drinking and cozking are all going
forward, whils tattered linen ia hung ont to dry
at almoat every balc ny aod window, Saated
1 anbique wooden chaira are to be seen old
soribes with ‘speotacles oa nvse,’ resdy at a mo-
mant’s notice $o write patitions and letters for
that part of the publiowho are not skilled in the
noble use of the pen.

A little further on is a butober resting his
heavy tray of meab npon the base of a falen
column, while the snow-white garment
that ocovers him exhibits & p-rfest specimen
of the dresd worn by the ancient priest of
sacrifice, .

Close to the remains of a fallen atatue may be
seen the fragmens’ of a liv.og creatups, with hie
hat held out for alms, greeting every passenper
with a triendly and rupplicating mema. The
mendicant aliuded to has lost both legs, and,
to the surprise of the K woaps some time
back, gave vne of his danghtars away in mar-
risge, with & very handeome dowry of 5,000
orownad.

In the midst of & ocrowd of spectators, atand
two men of the lower order, who raize their
clenched fists sgaiust each other, in hostile atti-
tude, and exobapge gestures of defiance, which
the atranger takes to be the resl eigns of & battle;
but not ro ; vhts is merely the ** mora " game of
the Italians, and io whioch the Romana partion-
larly, take gread delight. In another circle the
crowd is listering to a popular improvisators,
while bere and there gronpe of lazy fellows are
gaping around, who 1n idle Rravity are capable
of sbandieg bours loog withoub any ccoupation
whatever, snd with a toush of the old Roman
p-ide they know how 9o fling their mantles across
their shoulders, ro skilfully aad ia sach pictar-
esque attitudes. that in them ws again hehold
the possurea of tbe antigue figures of ILialian
soulu.ure.

Trom the hour of noon till snnset, the Cormo
18 filled with the moas brillianb « quinages, for it
then servea the fashionable world for » morning
drive, as Iar as the great sqauare del Pepolo,
where the ladies in carrisges, sud the gendlemsn
on foot and on horsebsak, exchange the uenal
greetivgs and_glances pecnliar to the public
promenade in Italy. )

age in which they llved, and were the pro-
tecters of sctence, of letters and of arts.”

Refarring t) the beneficent It fluence of the
Poperin the Middle Ages, Ancillon, says :
“la the ages when thexre was ne soclal order,
it was the inflaence and power of the Popes
saved Eurepe from aatate of barbarlsm. They
were the commen centre and rallylog poeint
to all the isolat:d states, They formed the
supreme tribaupal, erected in the midst of
unlversal anarchy, and thelr decrees were as
reepectabl . as they were respooted, It was
thelr power that prevented and etayed the
despetism of the emperers ; that replaced the
waLt of «qu:libriam and diminlsbed tbe fn-
ocnvenlonces of the fendal system.”

Au abls French Presbyteriasn miniater,
the Rav. M. Ccquerel, employa tae followlng
laogaage ¢

“The Papal power, by dispesing of crowne,
hindered despotism from beooming atrecious ;
thae it bappened in times of darkness we do
not meet wit1 any examples of tyrauny lke
that of the Domitlsn in anclest Rome. A
Tiberiae was impossible ; the Pope wonld bave
oruehed him.  Great despotisms ooour when
kiogs persuade themselvea thers is nothivg
snbave thom ; then comes the Ictoxioation of
unlimit d aggreselons.”

Suuthey, no triend of the Catholic Ohuroh,
saye—* If the Papal power had nct been
adnpted to the conditiones of Earope, it
could

NOT HAVE SUBSISTED,

It was t1e remedy for svme of the greateat
ovils, Wo have to look to the Abymslnians
and Ovlental Chrirt ane to see what Earope
would have becomn witheut the Papacy. It
was moratly and ivt llactually the conserva-
tive power of Ohbristendom. Politioally, it
was tho Savicur cf Europe, For, in 21l
probabil ty,the West,like the East,muet bhave
be.n over rur by Mobammedanism, and sunk
1o Irredeemoble degredavien if, in that grest
crists of the world,t 1e Church had net roused
the nations to a united and prodigloun eflrt,
commensurate with the damger. 1o the
frighiful etate of saclety which sometimes pre
vailed, the Cburoh everywhere presented a
cort-olling and remedial Irfluence.”

Robertanp, a rigid Scotch Presbyt.rian

Jehn Mnuller, a learned German Protestant
historlan, expreared the oplnlen that ¢ With-
out the Popsea X ome could not exist, George,
Alexander and ' Ianccent cpposed a dlke to
the torrent which threatened the whale earth
—their paternal handn elevated the hlcr-
aroby, and nlongside of it the Ilberty ef every
a%ate.”

Iuanlaterview with
a correapondent of the Montreal Gazetle, Mr,
John Lowe, deputy miniter of agriculture,
said that da reference tv the * ghelera soare”
there wat noneed for alarm, The Dominion
Government had lssued Inttenctions to all the
quarsntine offiers to be on the alert
10 a1 t) prevent the lutreduction of con-
tiglous dlwases, especislly chelers, late
Canada. Cholera was one of those diseases
which couid bo effcotually dealt with by
means of atrlok gquarantine regulations. Dr,
Montizambert and all the other <ffisers
througtout the Dominlon wers on the outlook
to prevent that disesse from paselng quar.
antine, Iaregard tosmallpox having broken
out oo the Saratoge, whioh arrived frem
Marsellles, France, Mr. Lowe said that
evidently Dr. Mentizsmbert dld not comider
the ocourrence seriens enmough to warrant a
speclal repait to the depsrtment. Ia the
pext weekly report from Grosee Lele a full
report of the condition of effalrs on the
Saratoga would prebably be glven, Ousen of
measles snd infantlie diseases and even
smallpox frequently ocour on beard the
Transatlantio vessels, bnt the guarantine aas
now eatatlished, Mr. Lows aays, I8 o perfoct
safoguard agalmet any epldemio from this
source,

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BRAZIL AND THE HOLY SBEH.

The * Order ef Christ ” in Diapute Between
the FontiX and the Revolutiol
Juntae -

A thort time ago the Soverelgn Pentiff re-
getved in private andienve, the Viscount
d’Arines, recently arrived In Kome, as suc-
cessor to the Ohevaller de Souza Corres, as
Miol. ter Plenipotentiary from Brez'l to the
Holy See. It ls anueunced that the Goverr—
ment of the Brazillan Repablle having abol-
ished all Orders of Knlghtheed, amid shew,
the Order of Ohrist, founded by the Holy
Sse, and of which bcth the Brazillan and
Portuguese Governmert; posseased merely
the simple right of confermeut by apecial
conocesplon ef tha Poper, tha Holy Father
deeming vhat the Brazliian Cablintt may re-
nounnce the conferment of that Supreme de-
gerst'on, but cannet abclish the Order, be-
tanse ini{ituted by the Holy See, has trens-
forred the right of confermert te the Arch-
bishop of Bahts, Primits eof Brezll, not
wishing to deprive the Brszillan Catholies of
that muoch ooveted religious and knigkt'y
distinotion, The Order ef Christ, was, In
reality, founded by King Denys, of Portogal,
August 14, 1319, but cocfirmed in 1320 by
Pope Jobo XXIL, who ressrved the right ef
conferment to the Holy Sse aocerding, hew-
ever, equal faoulties to the Portuguese
sovereigns, There Is, neverth(lose, somse
alight difference in the respeotive insignia.
The Order 1s hi11 to be In somo meanure the
eutoome of the anolent Order of the Temple.
Whon Brezil was separated from Pertugal, it
was desmed fitting te - tranmafer thither seme
ot the time-henered Lauistanian institutienw,
aoverdingly Don Pedre IL. orested with
Letters Patert of September 9, 1843, the
Ordera of Kulghthood already cxlsting In
Poitogal-—thoae of Christ, and of St Bene-
dlot of Avis, adding thereto that of St.
Theodoric (San Thlege). The Republican
Government, it ls sald, hope to induoe the
Pape to resoind his deelsion relatlve t) the
tranifer of the privilege to the Prlmate of
Br: zll, bat it s doabtfel if they sncceed In
thelr design,

He com-
menced his eccloaiastlo: I studles in the Col-
lege of St. Cuthbert, Ushaw, near Darham,
and afterwards proceeded t> Rome for sthe
progecution of his studies, Oa their comple-
tion he returned home, and jolned the Eog-
1ish Mission, his firat charge being at Stook-
ton.on-Teas. Eventuully he was appointed
to the cffice of Ractor of the Qollege at Rome,
but at lemgth, having been several timen at-
tacked by laver, he was. compelled to come
back to England, and he resided for soms-
time at Da:llogton. When the diocess of
Beverley becamo vacart by tho death of the
Raov, Dr. Brigge, the nams of Dr. Cornth-
waita was one of three forwarded by the
Obapter to the Congregation at Rome, snd
being appolated, the rev, gentleman was doly
onusecrutad Blehop Beverlesy by Oardinal
Wiseman on the 10th November, 18613
while shortly afterwards—on the 8th Juoe,
1862 —he was named Aeslstant te tho Por tifi-
oal Throne, Malnly, if pot altogether,
through the ¢fforts of Bishop Cornthwalte,
the dioceue of Beverly was abollshed, and the
dloceses ef Lereds and Middlesborough was
formed i ite « tsad.

PARIg, July t.—The Krench Senate bas, after
n long debate, finally voted in favor of a duty
of three france on corn, and supplemented this
by imposiog o duty of six franca on corumesl.
Dariog the closing debate it waa distinctly
avowed that the duty on corn was to be con-
sidered only a continuation of the nine year uld
pilioy toward Awerican pork. Comte Foucher
Do Cireil declared that the importation of
American pork was only another mode of im
porting Awericap ¢ ro, bsod French farmers
could oot maintain themselves againat in. The
prohibition of pirk wan right and ovught o> be
wnintaioed, and the duty on corn sheuld alas
be made prohibitory. M. Millani colied atten-
tion b> the fact thwo American pork is enly pro-
hibited on the ground uf ite alleged unhesith-
fulpess. Hes declared that thia wans merely a
pretext, Ovher memnbers replied that ib was all
right and thas the prohibitivn ought to be
meiotained.

HOW TO CURE BACON.

The beat fs from pigs welghing about 100
pounds when dressed, .. A good.ceatof lean
meat should bs left sling ths back, and She
pigs should bo of & breed which has plenty of
lean In them, and- which has been grown to
develop it. Qaly the jsides are used, and
theas are out: length-wise, In strips about six
inches:wide or even wider, 5" get the cats
oven from the sides. - For 100 pounds of
mea$ uresix pounds of aslt, fonr ounoces of
salt jotre, and five pounds of brewn sugar, all
mixed together : rub tie meat with It and
plle with the flaah sldes up, Every three
days it ahonld be rabbed, uatil the mixture la
absorbed in the meat. I: ls then ready o
smoke, The amoke ahould bs from hard
maple, hickory, biroh, cor osrncebs, and be
kept up until the meat Is a delloate-brewm,
or dark steaw celor. The meat may be
paoked In a plokle of the same preportions,
and be snbmerged In 1t for alx weeks and
thon smoked. For large bacon to keep
through the summer one pound more of eait
may be added. It Is best to curs this in the
brine, Eich plece.of bacon shenld bs sewed
upin u cetton cloth, it ment to a distance ;
but if sold near home thia is not neoceasary.
Fancy packers of bacen dip the (l.thain a
mixture of yellow ochre to make them tight,
Toe bacon pleces ‘shonld ba ef nulform
welght and the weight marked upon the
outside. All this does not make the bacon
auy better, but it pleases the sye of peopl:
who buy for looks——and they are-the large
oumber,.—Saratoga.

SOIENTIFIC FERDING,

Weall have much to learn about faeding
for a purpose. Many of us glve baef cattle
and milch catle the same food, This-ls
wrong. Nor ahoull all dairy oattle be given
the same food. It we wish them to ylella
quantity of mix and are not very particnlar
about it gaality, we should feed the cows
rich, jalcy grass or clover in season, brewers’
grainy, warm mashes, tarnips and other
rects contaloing a great desl of water. Bat
if we wart rich milk the foed muat be drler,
snoh au clover, bay, Indian meal, ahorte, oil
meal, and same roots ; also oits and barley
meal, If they are nct too expensive. Some of
the mllk eold in the’ cltles would Indicate
that the cows were fed on chalk and water,
Tu general, working animala shonld hava food
diffsrent from that given either fattenlog or
miloh snlmalz. They should have {ood rich
in the bone and muscls forming elemert:
and cont:inlng little- water or fat. For thie
reason corn is not a good food for horses at
work, as it contains a large perceatage of fat
an is correspondingly defisient in the bune,
and muscl: forming clemect: Oats, which
make bons and mus.l. rather than fat, are a
bot er food for theas animals, For the sama
reason timothy hay is bet.er thaa olover hay
for them,—J, A. Stahl.

BENBEATH THE WAVES,

A Divers Experiences smong Porpolses and
Qther Penizens of the Deep.

Some years ago, with two other divers, I
wenb down near the Florida, coass. The wreok,
this time, wae aship, loaded mainly with cotton.
She had atruck on a bar during s hurrician, keen
blown completely over, and then bad sunk in a
channel inaide the reef. The exact place was
not Xnown. Cunsequently, theonly thing to do
was to go down and huns for her, So we started
in twenty feet of water, and all holding to obe
rope, 50 a8 not to lose each other, separated,
gradually wa'king down e bill into deeperd
water, 1 thivk we had gone about a hundred
feeb before I felva twitch on one parbt of the
live, azd louking around, I saw several large,
black objccts coming for us.  B:fore there was
time to vhink, a school of porpoises came dash-
ing by. I stood atill, and probably they took
me fcr a rock or other natural object, for one of
them passed so clorely I could have touohed it,
aod snother grared the tube. But my com.
panions tried another plan: they struck at
the porpoises with their pikes. For a time we
were in & regular school of thess fizhes, and
were afraid the tubes wiuld be fouled ; but
they Jefb us before long, snd we again took n;
our march, We muas have wa'ked an hour ?
think, before we found the ship ; and then she
was go covered with sapd that we bad come
upon her bulwarks before we knew it, thinking
her a sandhill. All ber masts had been carried
away, sod she was lying upon her side, almost
covered. Fortunately, the batches were battened
down or she wcu'd have been filled with sand.
By the aid of crowbars we soon broke them « f,
and tben we saw a ourious sight. All the light
cargo nearesy the batch began to riee, the inside
air forcing ou® barrels, b ixes, planks, and balea
of stuff in rapid succession, 5o that there was a
regular proceselon of objects climbing up from

place for fishes, and mapy wers besuties, bsing

Astothe stories of sharks,
they are in the main not trus. I bave had a
shark come within five feet of me, sod when I
raised my arm it darted off in such a hurry that
the boiling of the water nearly threw me off my
feet. Of course there mav be cases where a
very large shark might attack a diver ; bubif it
should attack one wearing the modern diver’s
helmet or armour, I think the shark would
have a bard time of tt—copper and glass would
not make a very good monthful. A friend of
mine had a fupoy experience (the diver con-
tinued seeiwrg that his audience was interested).
He was walking slong on a sandy bottom,
when suddenly he wan lifted upwsrds, then
thrown quickly backwards, and if 10 hadn's
been for his pike, he would have fallen over.
For a few seconds the water waa ‘mot olear.
Then he saw that the canse of his npset was a
big skave that had been lying partly buried in
the eapd—asleep, pechaps. e had steppead
with his leaden shoes right on ite back. I am
sure 1t would be hard to tell which was the
most scared. Among the strange things that
may be seen by divers in the ocean forest, off
the Eastern coast. The sandy bottom thera is
¢ vered with the hardened roots of great trees,
aud in some instances parts of trunks are atand-
iog, showing thad the ooast there must have
settlad, and that the sea has rolled in over the
land. Sometimes we o down at night, and
then the_tcene under water is often a beautifu!
aight. Every jellyfish and living creature
seome to be ablaze with light ; your rope ap-
pears to be on fire, and every motion makes the
water glimmer. Thecraba and fiahes sparkle,
many with a light of their own. So, you ses,
instead of being & dark and barren placy, as the
majority of people seem to regard, the ocean,
oven at the greatest depths, is probably made
bright by the very animals that most need the
light.—&¢. Nickolas.

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CANADIAN BARLEY.

As Affected by the McKianley Tarift BlIl,

Brewers Mast Have I,

Rocaester, N. Y., July 7.—The proposition
in the McKinley Tariff bill, now pendieg in the
United Stuves Jenate, to raise she import duty
on barley from ten cents to thirby cents a buskel,
i» the cause of considerable anxiety amcog the
brewers and mal:atera 1n this city,and is the laad-
ing topic of conversation just now. The barley
produced in Canads, it seems, is greasly superior
0 thav raised in vhis couatry f.r m.lting pur-
poses, the comparatively small amount of the
ooreai raised on tdhe wmouthern shores of Lake
Oantario, about five hundred thousand bushels a
year, being the only barley raised in this conn-
try that even approaches the Cavadian grain
for thia g:tiouhr purpse,

Mr. rtholemay, head of the ¢.mbined
biewerles, in an inberview eaid the ¢ fechd of the
proposed tariff on barley will be simply to force
the brewers and obher dealers in barley in this
country to pay btwenbdy cents more for barley
than at presenv. Oanadian barley is indispens-
able for ocertsin fine grradea of beer, and no
matter how bigh the tariff is placed we must
baveit, There are certain beera which we can-
pot make with domestio barley. Iv is impoe-
sible to buy more than 500,000 bushels of New
York Stats barley, 20 wo are forced to go %o
Canada for more.

Other brewers spcke to the like effest. Mr.
Neiderpreum, of the Roch<ster Brewery, eaid :
“We cannot make the finer beers with United
States arlay. There is an almost inconceive-
able diffsrence even bebween the barley grown on
the southern and northern shores of Lake On-
terio. Tnere is something in the Oanadian
climats or the Canadian soil whioh makes bar-
lei what it cannod ke made on cur side of the
lske. Barley needs to be grown in a cool, long
season to be at its best. 1o shouid grow slowly,
and in short, ib needs jast what the Canadians
have to give it and whad the Taited States far
mera caunot Furnish.”
