I have bad mo oppor
tunity beforeband of receiving the kind
expreesions whish would be conveyed in
these addresses, and I may say some
foolish things, speaking as I do on the
apur of the moment (no, no). I am not
afraid of saying foolish things when
there is & question of religious interests,
because I am accustomed to apeak about
them, and with regard to ordinary mat-
ters of busineas I have fair warning, but
as to starting a person to speak on the
subject of patriotismi on the evening of
a fast day, when he is w-1l worn down
beforehand, when from the very fact of
his brain being worn down by the fast,
his brain is likely to be a little excited.
Ithink it is a very dangerous thing to
reply to'an address such as that which
Mr. Boyce has just read. A pérson may
lose himself and I really believe that if
there was any danger of losing ourselves
it would be under the circnmatances in
which we find ourselves in Ireland at
present. Mr..Boyce very kindly said
with his colleagues in the address that I
always took a deep interest in the wel-
fare of the country, and if I did not take
such an interest in the country I would
not only be unworthy to be Bishop or
priest, but [ would be unworthy to be a

Then you are promised an amended
Locul Government Bill for the next ses-
sion of Parliament. I would not venture
to prophesy, but judging {rom the past [
believe that that measure you will not
see passed in the mext sestion of Parlia-
ment. Some of the ruling minority in
this country would be busy, and im-
mediately you will have the tap of the
Orange drum again, and the Miniatry
will throw it aside. Now we have a
very discouraging state of things in the
country at present, and I muat say that
for that state of things we are curaelves
1o & great extent responsible. Instead
of bolding togethe: united for the welfare
of the country you have one party ily-
ing in one direction and another pariy

The Potato 'ron iu Cork—The Cendition
of the Fishermen,

Harold Frederic writes ns follows in
the Londen Chroniele of September 15,

The inguirer in [reland findy alwnys
two ztercotyped classes of anthorities—
the people who think that it is &odue to
bia & very bad winter and the pecple who
declare that there in really no enuse for
apprehenvion whatever. For the firat
time in an expericnce of some fuurteen
years [ tind this lLutter clies comfessing
to somte anxiety, The most implacable
optimists in Munster admit that there
are grounds for nervousne s,

Two districts I have personally in
spected within the past fortnight both
in County Cork. The firat isin a fuirly
prospernus ¢ountry, of which Youghal.
Midleton, C.urrigtwohill and  Cloyn»
are the principsl points of popula‘ion
Here, as elsewners, the potut ss are bad,
but here, under (rdinary circomstinces,
this would be of secondary importance
if the barley had been well saved. It1a
a brewing and malting district, and bar
ley is its money crop. When I came
away nobody was able to estimate what
remnant of the crop was likely to be
saved. From Canon K«ller down they
took the most despondent view of the
calamity, however, and [ see that later
repor.s apeak of the ruin as if it were
complete. ‘This, with the frilure of the
potatoes, will for once put East Cork in
almost 88 bad a position as her imme
morinlly-afilicted western sistler
**The little peninsula of West Carbery.
which lies between Roaring Waler Buy
and Dunmanus Bay, has a heart rending
history. Skibbereen, which stands at
its island gate, possesses a horrible su-
premacy over all other parishes in Ire-
land in the matter of buman deaths by
starvation. Here everything, with a sol-
itary exception, to be examined lnter, is
worse than it has been befure in ftifty
years. Of course, the potaloes ar. here
the great staple food crop, and they are
practically a total failure. Perhaps n
ti.th or a sixth part of them can b= used
{or hnman ¢ating, but even this selected
fraction is of miserable quality, wet,
coarse-grained and tasteless.

“The explanations of this disnstrous
failure of the potato beur a sinister like
ness to the accounts of 1847. There was
an exceptionunlly wet spring which de-
layed the planting generally a month.
Then, as the belated shoots came to a
certain height there came across the land
a kind of blighting mist which withered
the plants as it passed. Most of the
mouniiin peoplespeak of thie as a storm
or a flood which misled me at first, but
it seemas that they all mean the same
thing—= sort of sultry and sweating mist
which lay upon the tield for two or more
days. The exception noted above in the
general disaster is that of the green
crops. All over County Cork from
Youghal to Glengariff, the c..bbages,
turnips, mangel-wurzels and all the reat
are in & most luxuriant state, I have
never seen them so big and fine ,as to
tops before, and the rootis seem to- be ail
right as well. . ‘

bad is that the fishing has alao failed.

Some Lynching Stafistics,
Nine men ont of ten believe (lhiat
lynchings are nearly always the resalt of
violent aseaults by negroes on white
women.  Manyv with this suppesition in
their minds will refuse to admit thav
there ia not somethione to be said in ex-
tennation for the lyncuers.  The crime
of indceant neanult, always horrible, is
rendercd doubly revolting when tinc-
tured with that race feeling which exists
in all parts of the Uaited States, and
especially in the South, where Iynching
has lung been of more Irequent ocecur-
renc+ than judicial execution.
lL.et ua, however, look to the fucts and
ligures of the matter. Statistics of
tynchings in the United States from the
beginning of the yenr 1897, compiled by
the Telegraph, of Macon, Ga., are curi-
ously instructive. During these eight
months there were 97 reported cnses of
Iynching, that is, at the rate of three
persons  lynched every week, Texas
heada the list with 19; then Alabama
with 12; Mississippi has 10; Georgia
and Louisiana, 8 each; Tennrssce, 7 ;
Florida, 6; South Curolina, Kentucky
and Arkwnsas, 5 each; Missouri, 3;
Virginia, 2, and Arizona and Maryland,

1 each. In the North, Calilornis, Ohio,
Nevada, Alaeka and Illinois had one
each. Since the ligures were compiled,
Indi.ina has stepped into the lists with
one lynching, in which five men were
victima. O: the 97 persons lynched 80
were negroes, 14 whites and 3 Indians.
It will surprise nobody tosee that nearly
80 per cent. of the victims are colored.
What, however, will snrorise most
people is the fact that only a small pro-
portion of these eighty negroes were
lynched for criminal assauit. Thirty-
five were killed for the erime of murder,
14 for criminal assanlt and 9 for attempt-
ed assault, 4 for robbery, 8 for arson, 2
for suapicion of araon, 2 {or race preju-
dice (1), 2 for murderous assault, 2 for
unknown causes (!), and 1 each for
burglary, writing an insulting letter,
eloping with a white woman, train
wrecking, refusing to give evidence, in-
sults, and harboring a murderer.

These figures are the strongest indict-
ment that could be framed against
lynching. It very often happens that a
white murderer e¢scapes the penalty of
his crime Lhrough theaddress of well fed,.
unscrupulousand clever lawyers, throughe
political influence oron ocher grounds-
—but the negro murderer has rare- -
ly or never these advantages, and if
proved guilty belore the court will al-
most inevitably be.convicted. Therefore- -
there is nc excuse or palliation forthe-
murdeér of theae thirty five menr. S

during his whole career, marked him
from bis associates. "He spuke Latin,
Romance and Teutonic flnently, while

ing information, and wonderful versa-
tility seemed to point to his illustrious
deacent from Charlemagne, as was said
by bis contemporaries. From his child-
hood he was given to prayer and the ex-
ercieen of religion, amf the many stories
told of that period give him the appear
ance more of a young monk than of the
future chbampion of Christendom. At
13 Godfrey was adopted by his uncle,
Godfrey, Duke of Lower Lorraine, aud in
his household passed through the degrees
of knighthood. In 1073 he espnused the
cause of the Emperor Henry 1V., in the
memorable struggle with Pope Gregory
VII. At the battle of Wolksheim, in
Saxnny, Godfrey, then but 20 years old,
carried Henry’s standard, and was noted
throughout the day for bis coolness and
bravery. But, despite dreadful earnage,
the iasue long remained doubtful, when
the young knight, descrying Ruutolph of
Swsbia, the rival Emperor of Germany,
in the distance, dashed upon him and
ran bim through with his lance. A few
years Iater he planted Hevry’s banner
on the walla of Home, which he was the
first to sczle.  The ides, however, that
he had committed a sacrilege by

sat heavy on his soul. A ashort time
after he was stricken down by a fever,
while in the Eternal City. Perhaps he
then remembered how other nobles had
done penance for their sins by a pilgrim-
age to Jerusalem. At all events, he be
sought pardon for his sins, and bound
himself by a vow to go as a pilgrim to
the Holy Sepulchre, in case he should
recover. Pcterthe Hermit's story of the
cruelties undergone by pilgrimas to the
Holy Land$ at the bands of the Turks
led Pope Urban 1I., foliowing the policy
of his predecessoxs, to attempt a union
of Christian Europe against Moslem ag-
gression. ‘The Counctl of Clermant, held
1095. called Christendom to arms. As
soon as the crusade wus proclaimed, he
mortgaged his lands, in order to procure
tunds for the enterprise, and set cut in
the Spring of 1096, with his two brothers
—ZEuatace and Baldwin—tfor the Holy
Laud, at the head of 70 000 foot and 10.-
000 horse. On Aug.1, 1096, at the battle
of Dorylaeum, Godfrey rescued the Nor-
man army under Bohemond, and put to
flight the Turks. Towards the end of
October the crusaders began the siege of
Autioch, the place where the name of
Chbristinn was first adopted. F.r fonr-
teen years it had been held by the ‘Turka.
The siege dragged slowly through the
Autumn and Winter, and famine came.
At last Gudirey, who had been ill for six
months from injuries he had received

The Platform of Pemocracy.

1. We regard as the supreme issne of
the municipal campaign the naugura-
tion of a wise, liberal, bonest and Demc-
cratic government, 1n plare of the _pres-
ent costly, waatefx}l, illiberal and inefli-
cient adminiatration oo

2. We denounce the prodigality, ineihi-
ciency and hypocrisy of the city admin-
jtration of the paat three years. Its
rotestations of disinterestedness cloaked

its yearnings for otlice. Its mismanage-
ment produced s corrupt, expensive,
factious, diacordant. intolerant and in-
capable goveroment that has impaired
the credit, increased the taxes and aug-
mented the death of thecity.

3. We believe that home rule is essen-
tial to the preservation of liberty. The
Democratic party stands for the suprem-
gey of the municipality in matters of
local government. _We denounce. as a
usurpation of the rights ot both the in
dividual and the municipality, any at
tempt of the S ate Lrpislature to dictate
the customs, habits and pursuits of the
cilizens. We condemn the repeated
flagrant violations of our rights in this
regard by the Republican majority in the
state Legialatare.

4. We believe that under free institu
tions the only proper function of gov-
eroment is to provide for the conveni-
ence, well-being and protection of the
people, and that all laws that unduly
abridge the personal liberty of the
citizen in the practice of innocent cus
toms and ir the pursuit of harmless
pleasures, until repealed, should be care-
fully eonstmed apd liberslly adminis-
tered. We denonnce the system of un-
lawful arrest and detention, that has
grown up in disregard of the correct
principlea of government, as a develop-
mept of the arbitrary exercise of official
power. and we demand a strict observ-
ance of all legal requirements before any
citizen shall e deprived of his liberty.

5. Wecondemn the so-called * Raines”
Liquor law as iniquitous and intolerant.
It was passed at the instigation of the
Republican State machine against the
protest of the majority of the people of
New York, irrespective of party. It has
injured owners of real estate. It has
closed avenues of legitimate employ-
ment It has deprived thousands of our
citizens of rational enjoyment. It has
givenrise to a system of spying and

ofticial intermeddiing abharrent to a
free people. It extorts exhorbitant
revenues {rom this city to aggrandize
other portions of the State. Iteoughtto
deprive the citizen of a trial by jury,
and, in the collection of penalties, com-
pels the licensee, at the caprice of the
Btate Commirsioner of Excise, to defend
bimeelf in remote localities.. It protects
and masks the dive keeper, while it
harrasees and impoverisheathereputable
dealer. It promotes intemperance, tur-
nishes a legalized refuge for vice, im-
perils the innocence of children, and
destroys the sanctity of home. We
therefore demand its prompt repeal and
the enactment of an Excise 1aw, conser-
vative of the public morals and liberal
In its provisions, that shall place its ad
ministration-and revenue, so {ar as shall
apply to this city, within the contrul of
this municipality, thus insuring strict
enforcement of law by the consent of the
governed.

6. We maintain that eombinations of
capital, commonly called * trusts,’” are
conspiracies to limit production, arbi-
trarily 1o increase the price of the neces-
saries of life, to reduce the wages of
labor, to crush gut the smaller independ-
ent dealers and to strangle rompetition.
They are not private efisirs; they are
matters of goveramental concern. They
are denounced by both the common and
statute law, and are fatal to the prosper-
ity of a free people. We condemn the
last Republican Legislature for its re-
fusal of additional legislation proposed
by the Attorhey-General as necemsary
for the suppression of these monopolies.

7. All proper municipal functions
should be exercised by the municipality
itself and not delegated to others. We
favor muricipal ownership and munici-
nal control of all municipal franchises.

P_nvat.e
property should never have occasion to
fear lors of the respect and protection to
which it is entitled under the Constitu-
tion and which are essential toa per
manent social oxder. ) .

We insist with ¢qual force that capital
shall besr its faix share of the burdeas of
government, and that it ghall deal juatly
with the labor engaged in and necessary
to its profitable employment. We de-
nounce all sttempted evasions of just
and e¢qual taxation as unpatriotic and
treasonable.

We rejoice in the progress made by
organized labor in the direction of per-
manent and substantial recognition, and
the ultimate triumph of ita intelligent
snd reasonable demands.

We demand in all municipal work the
entorcement of the Eight-Hour law, and
payment df the prevailingrate of wages.
Neither the contrdctor nor the middle-
man should be ‘permitted to. deprive
labor of any part of its just remunera-
ticn, either by adding to the hours of
toil cr by decreasing wages bhelow the
higheat market rate  Weinsiat that, in
sa lar as it is teasible, the system o
direct employment ot resident labor by
the city should be extended to all muni-
cipal departments.

We protest against the extension of
the law of injunction in suppression of
the struggles of the laboring masses to
alleviate itheir hardsaips, against the
perversion of legal process centrary to
time-honored precedent and against the
subversion of the rights of citizens, by
public assembly and freedom ot speech,
to agitate for the redress of grievances.

We protest agrinat the punishmernt of
alleged violations of such injunctions
upon the sentence of & tribunal that i at
once accuser, party and judge, and wuich
proceeds upon evidence unknown to the
law as proof of guilt; and we demand
that chargesof coutempt, not committed
in the immediate view and prescuce of
the Court. shall be prusecuted by indict-
ment, tried by jury, and safeguarded by
all the securities provided for the pro-
tection of innccerce against unjust con:
viction.

10 We demand adequate school ac
caminodations lur onr population, so that
no child may be denied tbe opportunity
of education or restricted to halfday
attendance at achool,and this we believe
to be a« cond to no other municipal want.

11. We recognize that the tuture de-
velopment and prosperity of Greater
New Yurk largely depend upon (he ee-
tablishment of quick, safe, comfortable
and cheap transportation between the
different parts of our city. We tihere
fore favor the speedy construction of
bridges over the Eaat River that will
connect Manhattan Ialand with the
Boroughe of Brooklyn and of Qneens,
the improvement in all possible ways of
the ferry communications between the
bor)ugh of Richmond and the rest of
the city, and the building and cumple-
tion, without forther delay, of rapid
tranait railvoad lines between the Battery
and the northern boundaries of the
Borough of the Bronx.

We condemn the dilatory policy of the
present city administration in matters
relating to rapid transit, and we espe-
cially condemn the recent action of the
Park Board in refusing its necessary ap-

12, We advocate public improvements
of every character, tairly distributed be
tween the various boroughs, which will
serve to make the metropolis more attrac-
tive and healthful, provided that the pub-
lic funds shall be carefully husbanded
against extravagance and waste,

Subject tothe limitations of reason-
able, but not parsimonious expenditure,
the municipality should provide all
needed facilities for the open air recre-
ations of the people. Good roads, bicy-
cle paths, improved pavements, open air
playgrounds, emasall parks and pier
gardens are Improvements in this direc-
tion, and the Democratic party pledges
itself to the prosecution of Jsuch work
wherever demanded by the well-being of
the residents of the greater city. We
also favor the construction or public
baths and lavatories throughout the

We declare that to maintain and to

A Priest as Arbitrator.

A dispateh toan Anicrican exchange
from Spring Valley givesthe infornie
tion that the employers of a silk mill,
which furnishes the means of livelihood
to the majority of the working clumea of
the village of Spring Valley, N. Y,
recently went on a strike. The resulin
were very serious. Toe men would not
work nor permit others to take the idle
looms. Excitement and disorder pre
vailed. A meeting between the firm aul
the strikers was arranged, and a memiir
of the firm sndgested settlement by arbi-
tration, namingthe Rev. Fr. MeCormick,
pistor of the Catbolic¢ chuich, as a man
whose judgment would be acceptable to
the tirmn. The men acyuiesced, and the
priest consented to listen to the griev
ances of both parties. ;

Fr. McCormick settled the strike to
the satisfuction of all. He secured the
men tieir former wages, but convinced
them of the nnrewsonablencsa of sume of
their demands. [t was a Protestant tirm
and most of the strikers were of the
Protestant persuasion.

Tctal Abstinence and Longevity.

The secretary of the United Kingdom
Alliance (London) is seeking ta prove
that a total abstainer lives longer than
a person who uses alcoholic liquor. In
one of his statements he save: Nearly
a quarter of & century ago Dr. William
Farr, who at 1that lime was the medical
assistant to the Registrar Generai, wrote
as follows: ‘The great pending experi-
ment of total abstinence by thoumands
of all classes seems to show already that
men can live in health without alco-
holic liquors; but whether their livea
are better or worse, as age creepa on,
than the lives of their fellow morials,
the insurance offices will find out. Ab-
stainers deserve to be watched atten-
tively by the physiological atwdent.”
1 have been watching them very atten-
tively, and have found that, ever since
Dr. FFarr wrote this passage, evidence
has been rapidly accumulating that
total abatinence produces & highly bene-
ficial effect on health and life.

The following statistics, the subatan-
tial accuracy of which is beyond all
rational controversy, are apecimens of
this evidence: The Independent Order
of Rechabites is a teetotal working-
men’s benefit society. It has an adult
membership of 142.000 and a juvenile
membership of 76,000. It has been in
exiatence over sixty years, and finan
cirlly is highly prosperous. Its mor-
tality experience, as calculated by Mr.
Neisen, the actuary, shows that at 18
years of age the Rechabites have an
Yexpectancy” of life of 50.62 years, while,
according to the Registrar-General, the
expectancy, of all males of the com-
munity is 41.90, and according to the
Institute of Actuaries’ life tables, that
of “healthy males” beloneing to the
weil-to-do classes, whose lives are in-
sured, and are ai the age named, is
43.G0 yeara.” If the Rechabite figures
are accepted as true, & very formidable
conclusion will necessarily be drawn
from them. They will be held, and
rightly held, to show that all males in
the country over 18 years of age, who
use alcohol, shorten their lives to the
extent, on the average, of something
more thun seven yeara each.

A Contribution From the I*en of «ho Kev,

BISHOP DART AND THE
LAMBETH CONFERENCE.

——

In the matter of interview the Daily
Witness cap always be relied on to faith-
fully reproduce the sentiments and con-
veration of the people its reporters ask
for their views. Therefore, it muat be
taken for granted that the words of Rev.
Dr. Dart, the Anglican bishop of New
Weatminater, B.C., as published in its
columns, are a cerrect reproduction of
that gentleman’s remarks. Bishop Dart
has been to the Lambeth Conference of
Anglican prelates and has brought away
with him some very curicus impressions,
To tell the truth, if one is to believe
that his lordsbip is sincere, he is just on
the wrong side of the fence, and, with
very little more encouragement, will
join the true Church. He acknowiedges
that there is no unity of action owtside
of our holy feith, and that, as matters
now stand, the idea of a union of the
aeparated denominations is a very diffi-
cult one to bring to a successful issue.

In answer to the question whether the
American bishops admitted in any
degree the authority of what the reporter
called- the Mother Church (Church of
England), Bishop Dart repliea:—

“ No, nor was there any attempt to
impose such authority. There was the
utmost jeslousy—a jealousy which cer-
tainly I did not share—lest the very
smallest beginnings of such an authority
should appear. There was really no
danger, for the Archbishop  of Canter
bury is the last man in the world to as-
sume to impose any authority upon the
prolates by whom he wes surrounded,
The fact is, there was not a shred of au-
thority in the conference. It was an in-
formal gathering, the binding force of
which was purely moral.”

He deniee that this was a disadvantage
by tke following peculiar train of rea-
souing :—

“ No doubt, the Church of Rome is a

highly centralized organization, buf she

has not 2earned to combine liberty with

suthority. It isall authority with her,

and no liberty. Such a gathering as the

Lambeth Conference, where men of
diverse views met in harmany, would be

impoasible in connection with " the

Church of Rome, when the curé stands

behind the Pope.”

He wonld bave us
believe that his * mother " church is
the Protestant Church of the English-
speaking world, that all its separated
systems of worship sprang from Canter-
bury, and, to quote his own words, is
prepared to accept all these religious
matformations under hep shield. The
ioterview goes on (g say 1—

* It is because of this distinction that
his lordship thinks the Church of Eng-
Jand is best fitted to be the mediator for
the bringing sbout of Christian unity.

“ That being the case, wou!d it not be
advisable for ghe chureh to formulate &
plart which would be sacceptable to the
great dissenting bodiea. Hitherto, as
iar as one may judgef there hss only

beq:x the expression of & pions wish for
unity.
. " Truoe, but I think the church will, in
time, utter a decisive word on the sub-
ject. It is inthe air. The subject presses
upon the attention. Meantime eve:
thing that makes for peace tends in this
direction. We desire a better mutual
understanding. Each needs to learn
something of the other. Perhaps we all
need to forget saome things. Unity, how-
over is & subject with which the chureh
is deeply eoncerned. This unity need
not necessarily mean the interfersnce
with individual liberty, aud it is for this
reason that Ithink the chureh is Leat
fitted to bring it about, because, by her
conatitution, she is elastic.”

Bishop Dart says the Church of Eng-
land is elustic. She would need to be to
cover all the ground he proposes she
should. And what & happy family! If
ever his idea—we cannot baelieve it is
the semtiment of the Lambeth Confer-
ence—comes into being, the Protestant
Archbishop of Canterbury will have no
sinecure. The poor prelate will be dead
within & year and the ecclesiastical
lorde will all be in the intane asylam.
Touching the progress of the Catholig
Church in England, Bishop Oari does
not think it is & proaperovs one. He
BRYS :—

“ Do not think, because you hear here

and there that an Anglican has gone
over to Rome that the English nation is
being converted to the Roman obedi-
ence. Every such convert is announced
witu a prodigious blowing of trumpeta,
which are heard at the lour corners of
the earth. You do not hear a word said
about the Roman Catholies who come
over tous, Io; yet they come, prieats
and others, Notbing is said, first, be-
cause the Church does not desire to
make a noise about the busimees;
second, becauvse not a few of the con-
verts, particularly those who have been
priests, desire nilence lest they would be
subjected to certain lorms of persecu-
tion, But all the same there are not &
few Anglican clergymen to-day in the
Church who were Roman Catholic
priests. Not that I myaelf believe in
proselytism; but when people of their
uwn volition change their faith, the
case is different.”
We wonder whether his lordsuip
came across with Chiniquy, amd in the
throes of sea-sickness saw several Chini-
quys instead of one. Itisthe only poe-
sible hypothesis, because we have failed
to hear or read of any perversions to the
Anglican or apother separated church in
England or elsewhere. If Bishop Dart
can give us a little information on the’
subject we would be only too bappy to
apologize for the scepticism we now feel
in regard to his assertion. There is to
our mind net the slighteat doubt that the
Right Rev. Dr. Wart, Lord Bishop of
New Westminater, British Columbis,
when he finds time fo study his inter-
view as published in the Daily Witness,
will come to the conclusion that he has
made some very foolish atatements.

OBITUARY.

Theo Late Canem Leblane,

The death of Canon Lebisnc Iast week
caused _a feeling of sadness and regret
over all Montresl, Closely connected
with onrpeople foralmost a balf century,
bis loan will be felt keesly by all natjon,
alitics. His life, devoted to Gog and
the Charch, was one great example of
self-abnegation and those who Were
intimately acquainted with him knew
bis loving and charitable heart, Many
of his penitents were Irish Gathalics, ang
his words of consclstion and advice wil
be long remembered by those who haq
the bappiness to kneel at his feet. A
faithful servant of the Archdiocese cf
Monirédl, in which, in turn, he was u,e‘
sesistant ¢o three distinguished prelages
who graced the episcopal sthrone, hig
death was the osuse of the greatest sor
row 1o Archbishop Bruchesi, between
whom snd the dead there existed the

affecsion of a father and child. On
August the second, His Grace adminis-
tered the boly sacrament of Extreme
Unction to the dying priest.

By the death of Canon Leblanc the
Chapter of the Archdiocess loses its o}d-
est membezr. Born in the parish of St.
Denis on July 18th, 1827, he waa
ordained sub-deacon on Beptember
29th, 1850, and on October 8th of the
same year was made descon. Eight
days lstex the dignity of the priest.
hood was. conferred. sferred to
Monireal from 5t, Hyacinthein 1842 he
was appointed editor of the Melanges
Religieux, shen Assistant Secretary in
1857, and im 1839 Procureur of the Arch-
diocese, as well as being created a Canon
in 1860. He was succeasively chaplain
of the Bishop's College, of the Convent
of the Sa Heart, of Convent of Villa
Maris, and Mount St. Mary’s College, In
all these offises he impressed all” who
koew him with his mildness, charity
and love of souls. Canon Leblanc in ajl
the years of his prieathood devoted bim-
self more particularly to the propagation
of the faith and the  building of
churches,

The funeral service, which was held
on Ssturday at St. James Cathedral, was
attended by a Iarge number of the
clergy from the city and surrounding
diatricts and by the parishioners of the
different parishes in Montreal.

Mr, Jeremiah Fogmriy,

It is our painful taak to chronicle the
death of Mr, Jeremiah Fogarty, one of
the best known parishioners of St.
Patrck’s Church. The aad event occurred
on Sunday with a suddenness which
shocked his large circle of friends and
acquaintances.

Mr. Fogarty was one of the leading
apirits in the boot and shoe frade of
Montreal. He was born iu Thurles, Ire-
fand, in 1837. MHis parents came to
Canada when he was six years old, sett-
ling in Montreal. He was educated at
the Christian Brothera’ School, and after
serving for & time in a large mercantile
houee, hein 1861 commenced bnainess
on his own account. A brother, Mr. T.
F. Fogarty, was shortly aiter ad
mitted into partnership, but died
in 1889, leaving Mr. Jeremiah Fogarty
sole proprietor. The deceased was very
unassuming in his ways, and was respeot-
ed among all classes for his high integ-
rity. The funeral, which was held this
morping to 8t. Patrick’s Church, and
thence to Cote des Neiges Cemelery, was
1argely attended by hundreds of leading
citizens. Mr. Fogarty leaves a widow
and six children to mourn his Ioss.

Capisin John Nolam,

A brave fireman passed away on Satur
day last inthe person of Captain John
Nolan, Chief Engineer of the Fire De-
partment, On the previous Saturday,
while in a heated condition,atthe Hayes
House fire. Mr. Nolan was drenched with
water, which resulted in a very severe
cold, followed by an attack of pneu-
monia. On Friday his removal from
his residence, over No. 1 Fire Station, to
the General Hospital was ordered,but be
did not rally, and breathed his last at
one o'clock the following afternoon.
The deceased waa only_forty-eight
years of age. He was a native of Mont-
real, and joined the Fire Brigade in or
about 1866.

Milwaukee, in comamon with many
other cities on this continent, is trying
to solve the garhage problem. The cre-
mation idea, with & public plant, appar-
ently finds most favor, but the discussion
has brought out many other auggestions.
Of these the most interesting is that of
a member of the Board of Trade, who
advises that each family be required to
care for its own garbage under the regu-
lation and control of the Board of Heslth
and of the police, to secure manitation,
1le regards it as inequitable that the di-
rect tax-payers, who arein the minority,
should pay forthe removal of the garbage
of those who are not directly taxed, and
he sees in his plan a saving of $75,000,
annually for the city. Families, he
pointa out, could bargain individually
for the removal of garbage, or could
save themselves all expense in the mat-
ter by permitting the farmers to carl
away the accumulation, or they could
burn it at home in une of the small and
cheap crematories which may be at-
tached to any stovepipe. This lalter
method, he argues, would be decidedly
the best senitarily, as it would be the
quickest.

harmless. Tbe fine books now published
on this subject, with colored plates,
where the growing fugi are exactly re-
produced, give the most wary an op-
portunity to discover for themaselves
whgther the specimens they may have
gathered during a country ramble are
sife to use. There are meveral varieties
of mushrooms which, while gastrono
mically disturbing, will not prove fatal.
In faet, there is now thoaght Lo be but
one variety that is sure death. And
even for this—the deadly smanita—an
antidote is gaid to lie in atropine. This
is an equally deadly poison given in one-
sixtieth of a grain doses in hypodermic
injections, The mushroum lover who
may be, if only temporarily, remote
from medical advice, would be wise to
inquire into the matter of antidotes
though for these who are situated at all
accessibly, the moat fearless cannot en-
courage any course but summoning a
physician 1f there is the least fear of
even w minor poisoaing from mushroom-
eating.

The china or metal tray has quite
superseded the pincushion upon the
latter-day toilet-table. This is wore or
less a pity, since the latter is far more
convenient as & receptacle, and niay be
80 constructed as to hold a number of
those small and useful articles which
have such a provoking way of losing
themselves if they have no abiding
place. Such a “catch-all” may be made
ol tlowered and delicately colored ailk
in u square shape. On two sides should
be full pockets for collur-buttons, cufl-
links, etc., and on the others are folds ot
velvet harmonizing in color with the
predominating shade of the silk.

As many women use the last sunny
days of autumn for long walking tours,
they may be glad to know of a simple
remedy, always in the house, for the not
uncommon _ailment of a blistered heel.
Scrape a little yellow soau, such as is
used in the laundry, to a past- with a
very little water, and apply to the spot.
Or, belore starting out on a long tramp,
turn the stockings wrong side out and
thoroughly soap them about the heel
This will be found an eflicient pre-
ventive.

While the late peaches are still in the
markets, it is well to sugpest for the
beneiit of busy cooks that if a thin
skinned variety of the fruit is selected
it may be canned without the labor of
paring. The fuzz and all outside coarse
neas muet, of course, be rubbed away
with a rough cloth. which is, however,
a much less arduous taek than the re
moving of the skin of each juicy peach
in a large basketful. This method of
preparation for the canning process has,
besides the saving of lakor, c¢wo other
real advantages—the rosy color of the
skin is secured, and also the delicious
flavor of the pit.

One of the finest effecta for a corner in
a darkly as well as richly furnished
room is one in copper color. Where an
ebony or ebonized wood acreen formcd a
background, a highly polished rosewood
spindle-legged table holds a tall copper
ewer, a _couple of books bound in dull,
ratier lightish yellow, a long-necked
amber glass vase, with a stem or two of
dark red poppies. chrysanthemums, or-
chids, or roses.

We
have, of course, day scholars, but the
only way to make Christians of the chil-
dren is to have them as boarders. The
family influences are as bad as bad can
be. Everytbing tends to drag them back
into their heathen anaperstitions.

Convict Lahor.

A dispatch from Albany, N. Y., rays:
—Attorney General Hancock has written
an opinion in reaponse -0 a cc mmunica-
tion from Adjt. Gen. Tillinghast, bolding
that the National Guard comes within
the provisions of the prison-made goods
act to the extent that the supplies of
clothing. uniforms, arms, eguipmente,
books, stationery. and otber articles l
necessary for the masintenance and
equipment of the military department
of the State, must be purchased frorathe
penal institutions of the State, if the
same are manufactnred therein. The
Attorney General aays: .

“ From a careful consideration of the
provisions of the prison-made gocds act
in connection with the military, I am
constrained to the conclusion :

“(1.) Thset the provigicn of the con-
stitution abolishing the comtract labor
system is self-acting. .

¢ {2) That the legislature in conform
ing the prison-made goods act to the
constitutiona] provision on conviet lnbor
clearly intended and demands that the
labor of convicts shall be for the benefit
of the people of the State, and that the
products of such labor shall be purchared
by every S ate official, statedepartment,
and state institution and nnt elsewhere,
when articles 50 required can be lur
nished on requisition to the prison
authorities.

*¢ (3 )-As the militin of the rtate and
the otlice of Adjutant-General constitute
a department of the state government, it
follows that upon the proper otlicials of
that department, as the term is used in
convection with the law devolves the
duty of compiying with it in respect to
making to the Commissioner of Prisons
an estimaie of the amount of supplice
required for the use of the militia and
for the office of the Adjutant-General of
articles that can be turnished by the
penal inatitations of the state.

« If the Prison Commission shall cer-
tify that such articles cannot be fur-
nished, the same may he purchas d
elsewhere, but otherwise, no claim for
such supplies shall be audited or paid.”

This opinion grows out of 2 d-mand
which the State Prison Commisaion haw
made on every state department, calling
for a submission, cn or before October 1
of un estimate of the supplies which will
be required by such department, for the
fiscal vear commercing on that date.
The Adjutant General Jdid not think thut
the Nutional Guard and nis departments
were incluided under the prison made-
zoods wet, and sibmitted the qurstionto
Attorney-General Harcock, After dis
cussing at length the purpcse of the
constitutional conventionin prohibiting
the general sule of prison-muade gnods,
the power of the legislature to regulate
the militia of the alute, and acope of the
prison-made-goods act, the Attornry-
General draws the foreroing conclusicns.

The effect of this will be that almost
all the equipment of the National
Guardsmen, from their uniforms to tin
cups, will hereaflter be made and pur.
chased {rom prisons,

He does not, for obvious reasons,
care to make known the nature of the
chemicals he uses, beyond the fact that
they are a combination of crystalline
salts. Everytbing else has been tried
in connection wilh {luoroscopes, but
without any drgree of success.

The only item which is liable to much
increase is the co-t of seed, the seed in
this case huving been bought when
potatoes were cheap. Now the net price
for the crep is sixty cepts per bushel, or
$180 an acre, leaving $160 profit on each
acre of the crop. The land is of a kind
crdinarily purchasable at about #35 an
acre lor larm purposes. It is well within
the truth 10 say that this crop (and
others before it) shows that with scien-
tific knowledge n potato crop can bhe
produiced worth more than three times
tbe purchase value of the land it is raised
on

The important points in this success-

ful potato culture are stated by the Col-
lege of Agriculture to be: (1) proper
litting of the land ; {2) prop:r planting;
3) proper and sufficient cultivation;
4) proper spraying, The last is a
specific againet potato blight and potato
rot. In raising this enormons erop, the
college neglected feriilizers, and did not
aelect land best suited to potato culture.
Elsewhere on the farm, these factora
being added. the record breaking yield
of 380 bushels to the acre has been
reached. It should be added that the
potatocs are of uniformly, marketable
yoality, with no waste. The average
yield In this state this year is estimated
at nét more than aixty five bushels to
the acre, and the largest average yield
t.llle state has ever known was 120 bush-
els.

The preventicn of blight and anbae
quent rot by spraying with Bordesux
mixture is an idea which is already
being taken up by farmers, The usual
methed of using it, however, is to waib
uptil the bligbt appears, and then spray,
It is then too late. At the Univerity
the potatoes are repeatedly sprayed
while green and bealthy, and the blight
never appears, The report of this amaz.
ing crop at Cornell, together with the
generally poor erup in the state, has led
to a great demand for a recent bulletin
of the experiment station treating of
Eota.t.o culture aud the prevention of

light and rot, and thousands of copies
are being mailed weekly to farmera.—
N.Y. Pcst.
