At the
present day a fleet of coal ships keeps
the market amply supplied and the out-
put of the Cape Breton mines was never

send this coal for manufacturing pur-
poses, to any important pbint westh of
Cornwall, and Taorento ls obliged to
buy both soft and hard coal in the
United States. The latter, used al

most exclusively for 'hotisehold pur-

poses, owling to its relatjve deprness

Inlon, uniformity In classifying ang
rating goods for duty s next to the
impossible,and no doubt, algo, that thig
fact militates against the larger Im.
porting centres where complete gtaifs
of expert appralsers are stationed. But
whether ¢he utmost ) le"ox*ba' of the
Board of Trade 'cbuld have brought
about the reetification of *inequalitley

majsing members were extraordinariiy

supine, or that the “Cidque’ were gife-
ed with unusual powers of persuasion
and generalship., But wd do not think
1t Is. There are too many men whose
political yie\\"s - are opposed to tho
Government’s policy to, render such un-
animity possible. 'We think the Govern-
ment’s indifference to the wishes of the
muercantile community is due to their

knowledge of the indlfference of busi-

ness men towards politics, Merehants
growl against unweleome legistation;
bub they will not waste hall an heuy
to vote agalnst; the men who initlated
or supporled it. They never think of
working for thelr candidnte, or of mak-
fng themselves {elt! as & power in pol.
itics. Naturally the Govermment gives
Its first 'ulﬂ:cx@lon to placating those
who do both, and mercantile intercsts
are quletly «relggated to the hack
ground until the mutierings of discon-
tent become too loud to be disregarded,
We connot blame the Bonrd of Trade
for this neglect of its representagions
by the Government. "From the pilotic-
al standpolnt, o body to be respectedd
must also be fcu,rcd: The Government
do- not fear b, and it can only
expc¢t j)erhmctory recognlition at their
hands }mt;l_l they do.

show a. considerable decline dur-

ing the month of January last;
but this may be, and probably ls, due
to a judicious contraction of specula-
tive business in view of the unsettled
state of the tariff on both sides of the
line and not to any impairmént of the
volulue of ordinary transactions,

A decline In the eirculation is always
expected at this period of the year.
Circulation Is dependent almost en-
tirely on the movement of agricultural
produce and, duriug the month under
review, this movement was practically
at a standstill. Not only was the
North-Western wheat erop of last year
under the average, but the bulk of it
went forward wunusually early. The
low prices ruling induced farmers .to
hoard what remained until deliverics
from interior polints went down to a
minimum. The sume reason caused
wpecuwiative grain to be beld in the
vain hope that wheat would go higher.
Specuiators were reluctant to face the
losscs that now look to he inevitable,
anit_hence the movement to the sea-
board practically ceased. Naturally
the cireulntion and the railway tarifie
returns showed tho effect at once, and
conscquently the volume of the cireu-
lation fell $3,84.7,561 under the figures
of December last., This is a purely
normal decrease., "The only disquicting
polnt about 1t is that it brings the
circulation for January 1894 down to
the lowest point' it has reached in the
last five years.

Public deposits on demand were re-
duced by $2,441,995, partially offset
by an increase of $1,081,775 in the de-
posits after motice. This probably re-
presents the transfom of that sum from
the one account to the other in search
of higher Interest. We have thus a de-
fielt of $1,360,220 in call deposits to
deal with, and the question is whether
this deficlt represents money
out because its owners were forced-by

stress of hard times to use it for pres-‘

sing needs, or whether it means simply
£0 mueh withdrawn for. invegtment in
movtgngés or in new commercial ven-
tures. Tt Is to be hoped 1t 1s the latter,
If it Is, & gradual reduction of the de-
postts would not be regarded as a de.

compaunies insuring largely among the
natives of Indla, apparently confirm-
ing this rstatcment. -There are now
thousands of natives carrying life In-
sarance in Indlia, and it Is estimateq
that a large percentage of thesg are
habitual users of opium and yet one of
the largest carrlers of native risks in
I}ldia, the Orlental Life Assurance Co.,

which hag 20,000 mative lives ou;its'

books, says that not one out of the
973 death clalms It hag pald can be at-
tributed to the nse of opium. This s
a strong argument; for a life Insur-
ance company ean have no interest in
accepting bad lives, and i the 'use of
opium did really Involve the “destruc.

-'bion ol God’s image more terrible than

lunacy or tdlocy” (as we have so olten
been told it does) the cpmpanles would
long since have found 1t out and re-
jected -every &isk offered by 2 con:

‘sumer of that;drug.

The fact Is the public have béen un. .
wittingly led astray by misconceptions
of the effect of opium in its differemfy
forms. It has confounded the evil e_td
fects ‘ol opium smoking, which is the
vice of the very few, with the result
of opium eatlng, which is lts ordinary
form of consumption in Indla, It has
thus deeeived itself by false genemlim-
tions from & misapprehension of the
real facts of the case. Perhaps too, it
may not have been altogether unwilling '
to be thus deceived. Most men, like
Hudlbras, are disposed to ‘“compound
for sins they are inclined to, by damm.
ing those they have no mind to.” And
if alittle pharisaical,
to think that we were not as other
men are. European races might drink
lie, cheat and gamble; bub the curse
of oplum had mever been ours. Hepo
was one sin~and we were disposed to
exaggerate its enormity—that -was
peculiar to Aslatic countries, and hence
it was ome which could be denorunced
unsparingly without hurting the icel.

When only the total is given it is im-
possible for ‘the client to De certain that
gome of the amount demanded has not
already Deen paid and not credited, or to
fifid out whether any of the items appear
twice. Doctors are mot infallible. Indeed
in matters of bookkeeping they are often
carciess and innccurate. “Comsequently o
business man can never feel certain that
he really owes the amount he is called
upon to pay. II the billlprcscnted is dat-
ed back two or three years the uncertain-
ty becomes still greater, and yet he cannot
cheek th: account simjily because the
doctor ehiclds himscll Lehind the buckler
of professional etiquatte and Tefuses to
furnisk any purticulars as to it.

‘Now thete is no reason why o doctor
should not present a regularly made up bijl
the same as & lawyer, architect, or eny
other professional man. If  the others
conform to busineses regulotions there is
no reason why he should not do so also,
Professional ctiquette is a valuable safe-
guard in many ways, but ~when it lends
fiteelf to concealment, and possibly at times
even $0 fraud in monetary transactions, it
i time that its rigor should be mitigated,

THE WESTERN INSURANCE CO.

The weport presented at the forty-third
annual meeting of the shareholders of
the Western Insurance Company (which
is reproduced in another column) shows
that, in spite of the unusually heavy losses
experienced during the year just past, the
progress of the company has been unabat-
od. In conformity with the resolution
passed at the special mceting in Febru-
_ary, 1893, the paid-up capital of the com-
imny has been increased to $1,000,000,
and. its total cash assets now reach $2,-
412,643. The revenue account shows a
total income of $2,525,808, and after
paying dividends gt the rate of 10 per
cent. per annum the company can boast
of a reserve fund of $1,090,000 and & sur-
plus for policyholders of $2,08,036. Con-
idering the exceptional financial and
commercial . conditions that prevailed
during the period under review, and the
inevitable increase in the moral hazard
resulting therefrom, the fact 1hat so good
& showing has been made reflects grea’
credit  upon ‘the officers. Now “that
the wave of industrinl depression is pass-
ing away and the commercial horizon is
brightening daily, we may reasonably
-hope that the experience of last year will
not be repeated during the present onme.

HE HAD NO EXPFRIENCE.

One of ‘those instances where an honest
hard-working yan, who hae saved up a lit-
tle money, becomes suddenly seized with a
desire to risk it by cntering the already
over-crowded ranks of the mercantile com-
munity, i6' furnished by the failure of An-
gus Cameron, a retail dealer in grocerics
ond liquors at Carleton Place. Cameron
has been a laboring man all his life. e
waa looked upon locally ns an honest man
but totally uniitted for commercial life.

To-day he
is, onc of the many wrecks strewed along
its shore. His capital is gone, and he shows
linbilities of $1,800 agninst ass2ts nomin-

ally worth $1,500. The cstate, however, is

a good ong, and if it is prop:rly handled
his creditors should realize 8 fair dividend.
1 other ambitious agriculturists will take
warping by hie example, and stick to their
furms instead of thrusting themsolves into
the already over-erowded ranke of trade,
it will bra good thing, not only for them-
selves, but for the business community ns a
whole.”

THE RECORD CLIP.

Kven should the Wilson tarifi bill ul-
timately place woo) on the free list Can-
adian wool-growers are likely to benefit
but little by it, for the American wool
¢lip last year was the Jargest in the his-
tory of the country.. It amounted lo
348,538,188 pounds, or 4.66 per cent, more
than 1892, while it exceeds the record
year, 1883, by nearly 10,000,000 pounds.
Not only this, but the quantity of wool
on hand in the principal United States

markets on the first of last January was_

126,362,000 pounds of domestic and 23,
772,600 pounds of foreign wool, or nearly
43,000,000 pounds more than the supply
on hand n year ago. In addition to
this there is an unusually large and inde-
finite supply still withheld from the mar-
ket, s0 that the present year began with
s0 large an amount of old stock availa-
ble as to preclude the probability of nny
advance in price even if there were a
vigorous revival in the manufacture of
woollen goods. - With prices as low as
they are now, and in some cases %0 per
cent. below last year’s figures, there can

The question of whether a search war:

furs belonging to ithe THudson's Bay Co,,
which were eeized by a gameckeeper on,
board their schooner last July for being,
taken! out of srason.

Bosse upheld the comtention of the comp
pany that the word “building” meant a
house or similar structure with a founda-
tion in the ground ; but the Chief Justice,
Sir Alex Lacoste, and Judges Hall and Wur-
tele decided that the term “building” ap-
plied to auything that was “built,” and
hence would cover a schooner as well as e
touse. The decision will be appenled. ’

The Home Savings and Loan Co. forms
a gratifying exception to most of its com-
petitors in ‘the fact that it comsiders the
past year the most auccessful it hds had
during all its experiemce. In the fif-
teenth anuual report it is shown that
after paying dividends at,thie rate' of 7
per cont. %o the sharoholders, wnd meet-

jug every item of expenditure, ns well
as providing for commissions and bon-
uses, the net profits amounted to $32,-
000, of which $28,000 was added to the
reserve and $3,000 to the contingent fund.
This brings the reserve fund up to $176,-
000, or equal to the paid-up capital. The
company has now deposits to the extent

THE BISHOP PRINTING CO.

The directors of the Banque Nationale
have definitely decided that they will not
accept the offer of 60 cents in the dollar,
payable in two years and unsecured, made
by the George Bishop Printing and Pub-
lishing Co., and the company will ac-
cordingly go into liquidation. The bank
authorities argue that after the stock va- .
Iued at $31,412 had been reduced by $12,-
000, or 88 jer cent., the book debts estim’-
ated at $18,808 decreased by $8,381, or
44 per cent,, and the machinery valued
at $68,394 reduced to $35,000, or 44.8
per cent., the estate still showed a sur-
plus of $20,000. If this surplus were
written off the machinery and the price
of the latter reduced to $15,000, the os-
{ate should still pay dollar for doliar,
and-if the machinery were reduced to $6,-
500, or to less than 10 per cent. of its ca-
timated value, it would still show 85
cents in the dollar. Under these cireum-
stauces they do not feel like accepting
half the wmount of their claim especi-
ally on Such unsatisfagtory terms.

126,000,000 bushels are still in farmeors’
hands and it is the fear of this unmar-
keted surplus which has hung so heavily
on the back of the market and pushed the
price of wheat lower than any prece'di'ng'
record.

FLORIDA PHOSPHATES.
The increnged demand for Florida phos~

phates is onpe of ‘the factors depressing to .

the Canadian phosphate industry for some!
time past. Last yenr 245,851 tons of hard,
roek phosphate and 165,495 tons of pebble-
phosphate were inined and shipped froms
Tlorida, or an inerense of 70,000 tons over
the ligures of 1892 und of 243,141, tons
over those of 1891. The vapid rise of this,
industry from iSSS, when only 813 tons

.were ghipped, is most remarkable. Flor-

idn phosphages suit the Lnglish market:
mueh better than our own. They can be
mined much move cheaply, and as the com-
panies ave well supplied with capital and,
can use the most Improved hydraulic ap-
pliances, they can aiford to sell their phos-

phate at prices which would not prove pro-;

fituble to the Canadien miner, Hence'
they bove practically captured the Ilngi-
sl market.

ARCTIC WHALING.

The report on the whaling industry for

1893 shows that the day of the eniling,
ship as @ whaler is over.
