Shortly afterwards, however, the

ranging.from the smallest fishing qn.tf
to goodly sized steamers. :

The latest account of the Sultan
Yawuse Selim was in July of last
year, when the British admiralty re-
ported that British airmen had drop-
ped bombs on the vessel during an air
attack on the Turkish fleet off Con-
stantinople, in the Golden Horn. Di-
rect hits were observed on the Sultan
Yawuse Sellm and other vessels, on
which explosions occurred and fires
broke out. The admiralty report said
fthe former German cruiser was the
centre of the attack, and that it was
safe to presume she would be out of
action for several months as a result
of her injuries. The prediction proved
true, as the Sultan Yawuse Selim
since then has not been mentioned in
any of the reports as being engaged.
The last account of the Midullu was
in June, 1917, when the Turkish war
office reported that vessel in a suc-
cessful engagement, together with oth-
er Turkish units in the Black Sea,
against Russian land positions and
smaller war craft.

Blame for Escape.

Considerable criticism of DBritish
and French naval commanders has at
times been expressed over their fail-
ure to prevent the Goeben and DBrps-
lau from ‘getting out of the Straits
of Messina at the outbreak of the
war and reaching a port of safety in
Turkey. Admiral Trubridge of the
British Mediterranean fleet was ab-
solved of lack of initiative in this
respect in December, 1914. In the
French chamber of deputies last
Thursday Admiral Bienaime announc-
ed that he intended to demand the
impeachment of M. Auguinere, former
minister of marine, for failing in his
duty to take steps against Admiral
CGaston Roue de Lapeyrere, whose al-
leged fallure to obey orders resulted

in the Goeben and Breslau reachi

However, opinion in British
Labor circles today had veered round
to the juster, more tolerant view of
the situation, and it was noteworthy
that next month was to witness a
preliminary conferemce between Labor
men of all belligerent countries, which
would be the forerunner of a far more
important general conference to be
held at a later date in the near future,
The general aims and f(deals of
British, and the speaker believed, too,
of international Labor, were summed
up in the gemeral desire for a "great
league of nations, for international
arbitration of all disputes, whatever
their nature, and for the princ¢iple of
granting autonomy to those states and
principalities commonly considered
suzerain to the former great powers,
a principle which would concede to the
weaker states the privilege of decid-
ing how they should be governed, and
by whom. If it should prove to be
still a fact that the Labor delegation
from the central empires could not
or would not accept these ideals, or
that the governments of their coun-
tries could not be brought to a proper
sense of ‘their grave responsibilities
along these lines, then it could be said
in no uncertain terms that the vast
company comprising Britain’s Labor
party would continue to wage war
upon the central empires until such
time as the latter unequivocally ac-
cepted the terms governed by these
ideals-of democratic government.

BOLSHEVIK SAILORS
" BREAK UP SESSION

Anarchist Attempts Life of
M. Tzeretelli, President
of Assembly.

‘SEEK SPEEDY PEACE

Members Decide to Send Dele-

gates to Belligerents to
End War.

Petrograd, Saturday, Jan. 19.—That
the Bolsheviki are greatly in the
minority in the constituent assembly]
was evidenced again in the voting in
the chamber last night. The Bolshevik
members demanded that the gquestion
of the authority of the workmen’s and
soldiers’ government be first consid-
ered. This was defeated by ia voge
of 237 to 146.

The Bolsheviki then asked for a
two hours’ recess in order that a party
conference might be held to/consider
further action. Only a halfJhour re-
cess was voted. At the expiration of
this time the other members of the
assembly decided to continue without
the Bolsheviki, and decrees relating
to the peace and land questions were
tnks:i up, about a dozen members
speaking.

Scores of sailors and red guards
took positions at the entrances of the
building and in the gailleries, -from.
which issued all kinds of hoots and
comments. During one of the speeches
on the land question a social revolu-
tionary member sitting back of M.
Tzeretelli, ex-minister of the interior,
and a member of the council of work-
men’s and soldiers’ deputies, leaped
toward him, at the same time drawing
a revolver. Other members disarmed
the man, but there was a panic, in
which a general rush was made for
the exits. £

Bolsheviki Withdraw.

The Bolshevik members and those
of the left wing of the socialists and
the social revolutionists withdrew from
the constituent assembly early this
morning. - The constituent delagates,
under fear of a permanent dispersal|
and threatened with (reatment as a
“counter-revolutionary” organization,
hurriedly adopted decrees awarding
the lands to the peasanis and pro-
posing to send delepaies (o all the

warrin! nations to arrange a
peace.

The decrees were adopted at five
o'clock this morning as a wall of men
facing bayonets in the hands. of the
sailors on guard pressed toward the
constituent members, whom the sail-
or commander ordered to disperse and
go home. The closing hours of the
session were full of exciting scenes,
including the attempt on the life of
M. Tzeretelli. The withdrawai of the,
Bolsheviki and social revolutionary
members was followed by the defeat
of the demand made by the lefts that
the assembly first take up the ques-
tion of the adoption of the Smolny
institute program, which proposed re-
cognition of Bolshevik authority for
the approval of all decress.

Tumuilt increased toward the end of
the session, and many members of the
assembly rushed toward Chairman
Tcherenoff and urged him immediately
to put the question of peace. A sailor
who was standing beside M. Techere-
noff raised a hand and addressed him
in @ loud voice: “We are getting tired.
Go home. Good night.”

Sailors in the aisles leading to the
exits then drew closer, while the
chairman continued to read the peace
resojution.

The spokesman of the sailors then
returned to the platform and insisted
that all present should go home. M.
Tcherenoff thereupon caimly put the
question of the adoption of the reso-
lution, which was .passed instantly.
The chairman then announced the ad-
journment. of the assembly until noon,
and the remaining members declared
their determination to remain in the
city and hold another meeting at that
hour.

It was 3 o‘clock in the morning when
M. Askokov, a Bolshevik delegate, an-
nounced that the Bolsheviki were de-
termined . to withdraw permanently
from the constituent assembly which,
he said, had proved itself not to re-
present the actual proletariat. “Mean-
while,” he declared, “the workmen’s
and soldiers’ government will consider
what to do with that counter revo-
luttonary organization.”

Land Decree Passed.

Chairman Tcherenoff, making him-
self heard, notwithstanding the wild
stamping and shouting of the sailors,
announced that the .assembly would
sit until it had passed the. land de-
cree. The decree was hurriedly read,
and adopted with a standing vote.

In response to the plea of M. Stein-
berg, the Smolny minister of justice,
and M. Karelein, another Bolshevik
member, the Left Social Revolutionists

For our part we
affirm that it is the German emperor
who, in ‘the terms of the constitu-
tion, has the exclusive wright to mdke
war or peace,”

London, Jan. 20.—Sir Auckland
Geddes, minister of national service,
having failed to have the Amalgamated
Society of Engineers, an organization
which took no part in the conferences
held in the past week on the.man-
power bill, to meet him, has decided to
proceed to the Clyde where the larger
number of these engineers are engaged
in order to discuss the subject with
representatives of the men.

The amalgamated society, in a
statement issued today, explains that
from “its position, the. mneeds of the
country do not jusfify the government
in abrogating the pledge given last
May that the skilled men of the en-
gineering business should not be with-
drawn from it when others of military
age and fitness, who have entered the
business since the outbreak of the war,
remain in it. The soclety has no ob-
jection to the men who entered the
engineering business since the begin-
ning of the war being taken for the
army.

“Oh, well, I'll begin again, ‘Once more
unto the breach—' " and another scream
ended in a quick and tremendous bang
and a huge roar of laughter from his de-
lighted audience.

Before the speaker was finally fright-
en clear away from his rostrum and in-
to a dugout, two soldiers in his audience
bad been killed and ‘'a number wounded,
and their officers had to” disperse e
soldiers to their own dugouts. But: they
went away leisurely, enjoying one of the
gredtést’ laughs they had ever had at
the front. For weeks afterward, ‘‘once
more/ unto the breach, dear friends,” was
good for a laugh anywhere in that sec-
tor of the front. :

In truth, the old style of courage  is
gone, the courage of the old wars when'
men fought hand to hand, when a man
and his foe met on a basis of equality
and the best man won. For all human
courage is utterly( irrelevant and imma-
terial when confronted with shell-fire,
What is a man’s right arm against
forces that rip buildings into dust:heaps
and geatter legs and arms for a hundred
yards? What is the quickness of a'
man's eye against a force that is terri-
flying even ‘in' its noise—a mnolse that
makes ones body and seul guake and vne's

and leaves dne a trémbling wreek 'for
months afterward?. . ' T 00 [ oo '

It is this utter boredom with the way
death plays prank, blowing one man to
atoms, and leaving the man standing
next him unharmmed—it is this ' ‘utter
boredom that is shell-contempt.

“We just walt to be killed,” ome man
sald. “If it doesn’t come this time, 1t'll
come next time. There’s no sport or
adventure in it, when men give up fight-
ing and let the guns do all the work. In
South Africa there used to be some soul
to fighting, But South Africa was a
child’s nursery compared to this.”

“T'll get it in about a week,” said an-
other. ‘‘Law of averages.'

““You can’t dodge shrapnel in the open,’’
said a third, who had Just come back
from a- raiding party. rybody else
dn his perty had been killed and he him-
self was mildly surprised by his own
luck,

Why do men fight under these condi-
tions? It is not Decause they are
courageous (altho Heaven knows how
many millions of individual feats, which
are usually called ‘‘feats of courage,”
heve gone rewarded and unrewanded in
this war). It is because they had rather
die for Eingland themselves than remain
at home while others are dying for Eng-
land,

It is the sheer spectacle of shell-fire,

much as the philosophy of fatalism which
shell-fire instils. “It is the most satis-
fying thrill of horror in the world.” It
is like watching some supernaturaj force
at play among human bodies, tearing
‘them to pleces with hot, jagged pieces of
steel, fling g up their buildings in great
clouds of aoke and dust, tearing up
the earth and flinging it high into the
air, filling the night skies with the elec-
tric blue of shrapnel, the tawny orange,
violet and heliotrope and the fleecy littie
puffs of snow-white of the heavier guns.
The noise of it hypmnotizes. Men, under
its spell, are frequently found wandering
about -the lines.” Men have been known
to walk straight into e barrage with a
whispered remark: “I must &0, I must
The shells are calling to me!”

It is a spectacle that is greater than
fear. Men acquire an appetite for it, just
as they acquire an appetite for whisky,
Men who would have to coerce themselves
into a hand-to-hand—haberdashers, clerks,
shop ettendants, men like you and me
—are seized by the speil of shells bursting
and watch theém with utter indifference
to danger. They watch the picking and
choosing of the shells, the taking of a
life here and the leaving by a hairs-
breadith of a life there. There is for them
the grimmest sort of novelty about
death, a novelty that has the weriest
trace of an element of invitingmess.

Shell-contempt is a state .of mind
realized all the more vividly when one
compares it with the state of mind of a
soldier under his first bombardment.

“If any man says he is not afraid of
shell-fire, that man is either a Har or
& lunatic,” one of these recruits said. “Tt
made me turn cold with fear when I firat
saw it.”

Frequently ' these 'recruits have to be
sent back to a hospital after their first
week, broken by an intolerable strain that
had made nervous wrecks of them. They
come out of the front line often as grey
as if they had been buried elive. They
tremble and for a time are dazed and
stupid,

But they make themselves go back
again,

For the desire to live is strong upon
them. And I wonder if that does not
lead to as nearly correct a statement of
the nature of shell-contempt as one can
reach, That it is a state in which the

Labor Unions Accept Propos-
als to Increase Armies
at Front,

Lonc;on. Jan. 20. — The first month
of 1918 has been one of the most try-
ing of ‘the whole war for the British
pecple. Nuw the nation seems to havs
‘wWeaihered its doubts and- civenree-
ments ard accepted the ' wa‘cawoard,
“We must go on or go under.”

Lhe Jabor unions met the demand
upon them for more men in khaki with
a’critical and doubtful spirit; they in-
sisted upon knowing the government's
exact war prcgram and were inclined
to believe that peace negotiations were
possible. These questions have been

threshed out with the government fully
and ‘freely, with straight talking on
both sides, and the government seems
to have carried the day.

This result ¢s due primarily to Pre-
mier Lloyd George, and it strength-
ens his position and authority for the

The premier’s resource-
fulness was never disturbed by the fu-
silarle of questions from the laborites,
some of them out and out pacifists,
at the Friday conference.

Probably the most effective state-
ment Lloyd George made was that the
svvernment was ready to go into a
peace cunference whenever the Ger-
mans showed any disposition to rego-
-tiate on equitable terms. Hut he saw
nio of that kind now.

Sharp Criticism, P

There is still sharp criticism ot th
government among the masses, the
chief ground being the food problem.
While ‘apparently there are enouch
surrlies in the country to maintaia the
population in comfort, the complicated
bus:ness of distribution has 1ot bren
successfully met.

A general election is expected as
soon as a new registration Jf voters
cdan be made. .

Ei million new voters, six million
of wh®m are women, will go on the
rolls under the reform bill, which the
house of lords is now discussinz. The
precCictions are that the next govern-
men: will be a Labor-Liberal cozlition,
with the Labor party holding the larg-
est number of seats of any party in
the house of commons, and' the strong-
est position in the cabinet,

Important Conference.

The Labor party's conference at Not-
tingham this week will be one of the
most important in its history. Pro-
posals for a new constitution will be
considered, which will admit all brain-
workers, to the party’s ranks on an
equality with the trade unionists, This
is cdlled the “hand and brain” move-
ment and the Laborites expect that it
will make . their organization the larg-
est and strongest political body in.the
kingdeom,

The party’s policy for reconstruction
after the war will be framed. The pro-
posals to be submitted include a na-
tionfal wage minimum, democratic con-
trol of industry. revolution of naitional
finance, and the use of private surplus

GENERAL STRIKE ON
‘THRUOUT AUSTRIA

Hundred Thousand Men Quit Work in
Vienna and Neustadt.

London, Jan, 20.—A general strike is
on thrueut Austria ,according to an
Exchange Tele graph despatch irom
Paris today. which reports 109,009 men
quitting work in Vienna and Neustadt,
closing down all the war factories.
The  strikers are described as. openly
anti-Genman and the movement as
both political and economic and es-
pecially aimed at securing peace.

Public demonstrations, it is added,
have been held in many mplaces, at
which hostility towards Berlin for try-
ing to force ‘he Austrians to continte
the war was voiced.

BRITISH AIRCRAFT ATTACK
LONG COLUMN OF ENEMY

London, Jan, 18.—The following official
report, dealing with aviation activities,
was issued tonight: ‘“Bombs were drop-
ped Friday and many rounds were fired
from low -altitudes by our airplanes at
numerous targets, including a long
column of the enemy, among whom many
casualties were inflicted. Three hostile
machines were downed by our airplanes
and one by our infantry. Another enemy
machine was driven down out of con-
trol by our anti-aircraft gunfire.

Von Stein Declares Renuncia-
tion to Be Sign of
i Weakness. :

Amsterdam, Jan, 20.—"I do not know
the Americans, nor do I know what they
are capable of doing in this war,” said
Gen. von Stein, Prus:ian minister of war,
in an interview in a recent issue of The
Budapesti Burdestih, The general is re-

As a soldier, I know
only one policy for ending the war, and
that is wvictory, Every renunciation is
only a sign of weakness and an ack-
nowledgment of defeat, He who. .re-
nounces the fruits of his success on the

field puts the enemy in a position

der himself a victor and 'helps

his plans of destruction. There
no/sign of a desire for an understand-
on the part of our enemies. Their
entire attitude shows their only aim still
is to push us from our place in the

sun, §

 “In reality, military decision has al-
.| ready been obtained. When our enemies
)| recognize that they cannot drive us out
of ":3 occupied territory they will there-
by admit they have been defeated.”

Gen. von Stein asserted that the “mov-
ing and decisive power is the individual
man” and he declared the Germans were
not afraid of the wonders of technical
science. 3

‘““There are, for instance,” he said, “the’
tanks, which made their first appear-
ance in the Somme battle. At first we
naturally did no know how to destroy’
them. My soldiers even climed on top of
them and tried to blow them open with
hand grenades, But we soon learned
that there was only one deadly weapon
against them, namely, our guns.”

NEW CLASSIFICATION
OF CANADIANS ORDERED

Men Found Fit for General Service Now
Go Into Category A.

Canadian Associated Press Correspon-
dence.

London, Jan. 12.—An important in-
struction. has been issued regarding the
apportionment of Canadian soldiers to
the various categories now recognized as
classification in the army.

When men. are found- fit for general

service they are classified by the medical
officers merely as in Category A. 'The
placing-of men in any subdivision of that
category ‘is left to the judgment of the
officer commanding -the unit, Further,
in. forming their opinions of men, medi-
cal officers are instructed to give weight
to evidemce of the psychological ' condi-
tion of a man, as well as the ordinary
medical aspects.
' New regulations governing the prac-
tice of dealing with men for discharge
from the Canadian overseas forces have
been put. in force, Before any man pro.-
ceeds to Canada for discharge his docu-
ments are now to be scrutinjzed by the
officer commanding his unit, - If it ap-
pears that more than'two months have
elapsed since the soldier Iast came before
a medical board, arrangements will be
made for the man’s appearance again
before a board, prior to being despatched
to the Canadian discharge depot at Bux-
Q.
