In Sclemn Silence.

The passage of the resolution was
not marked by any outburst from the
galleries and on the floor the senators
themselves were unusually grave and
quiet. Many of them answered to
their names in volces that quiverad
with emotion.

The galleries were filied to over-
flowing, and on the floor back of the
senators’ seats were almost ‘half the
membership of the house. In the dip-
lomatic gallery was Secretary of State
Lansing, Counsellor Polk of the stats
department, Minister Calderon of Bo-
livia and Minister Ekengren of Swe-
den, FEarlier in the evening Dr. Rit-
ter, the Swiss minister in charge of
German intorests in this country, had
been there.

The most sensational of these
spokesmen is Winston Churchill, In lauding the decision of President
Wiison in the highest terms, this person said that the hardest months of
the war were ahead of the British people and that never since the victory
of the Marne was the allied position so serious. Even with the aid of the
United States, he said, it would give the allies all they could do to win the
victory. Sir Willlam Robertson, who speaks with the voice of authority,
sald yesterday that the German army was a million men stronger than ever
before and that the struggle would entail heavier sacrifices and greater de-
termination, . : .

The statement of Sir William Robertson about the strength of the
German army confirms previous unofficial calculations. Hilaire Belloe
ehowed some time ago that the enemy was calling out every available man,
including cripples, and was raising his army in the field from four to five
million men. He is doing thie by conscription of labor, impressing Poles,
Courlanders, and even Serbians, and by employing Belgian slaves as well

MEATLESS DAYS

One in Every Week Marks
Extent of New Measure
in Britain.

TO MAKE BIG SAVING

Baron 'Dcvonport Issues Order
Cutting Sugar and’Bread
Rations.

London, ‘April 4. —Baron Devonport,
the food controller, has ordered that, be-
ginning April 15, in hotels, restaurants,
ooarding houses and clubs, there shall
be one meatless day weekly. In Lon-
don the day will be Tuesday. KElsewhere
in the United Kingdom it will be Wed-
nesday.

The controller has also ordered that no
potatoes or food containing potatoes
shall he allowed, except on meatless days
and on Friday.

The order imposes restrictions on the
quantity of meat, sugar and bread at
meals served in 'hotels, restaurants,
boarding houses and clubs. The scale
for meat is: For breakfast, two ounces;
luncheon, five ounces, and dinner, five
ounces. The bread restrictions call for
two ounces at all these meals.

Baron Devonport, in explaining the
order, said he expected it to result in
e saving of 65 per cent. of the meat
now consumed, 63 per cent, of ad and
63 per cent. of sugar. He said he had
originally intended to order two meat-
less days, but he feared this would lead
to an increase in bread consumption.

Ontaria’s'Nickel Resqurce

(From The Christian Gudrdian.)

The commission which wi appointed
to investigate the' Canadian nickel indus-
try ented its report jast week. There
is nothing véry new or startling in it,
but it emphasizes once again the faect
that: Ontario’s nickel ore deposits -are
much more extensive and offer bettér
facilities for the production of nickel at
a low cost than do those of any other
country. In regard to the refining of
nickel in this country, the commission
asserts what many of us have argued
before, that any of the processes now In
use for the refining of nickel could pe
successfully worked in Ontario, but that,
in view of our ample ;water power, the
electrolytic process will Qe the best for
‘us to use. It is argued that the province
has no power to-compel the refining of
nickel in Ontario, and that, therefore,
we are helpless in the matter; but it
seems certain that if the government
really desires to have our nickel refined
at home, it can adopt-legislation which
will secure that end. The commission
also favors the present system of mining
taxation as being just and equitable, and
the best system for the province. But
the commission does not approve of the
government taking over the nickel pro-
perties, as the cost would probably be
about $100,000,000, and it is doubtful if
the government could make a profit upon
the venture. The question will at once
obtrude itself as to where this $100,000,000
came from, and how much of it should
belong - to the people of Ontario, Is it
private capital which has been Investéd
in the industry, or is it public capital
which our wise laws have handed over
to private individuals. It may well be
that the last word on this subject has not
yet been said.

What has been writteft and spoken in
recent ‘weeks about race tracks and the
breeding industry and the moral issués
connected therewith along the lines of
destructive criticism would fill volumes;
but thruout this controversy, and in-
clusive s of what has appeared in the
press, editorially and in pamphlet form,
and in ~parliament and otherwise, little

and constructive character, having in
view~ the re-establishment of ,thh great
sport upon 4 basis which will provide for
the people wholesome recreation and for
the horse-breeding industry proper en-,

couragement “and support; and it may;

be here fearlessly stated that it would-
be idle to expect from Mr. Ranéy or
the society he represents any assistance
making for any such re-establishment
and betterment of the racing sport, for
the reason that from puritanical sources
there mever do nor can proceed any
ideas save those having in view utter
extermination. Believing, however, that
objects of supreme importance relative
to this sport of racing as a wholesome
recreation and as to horse-breeding en-
couragement can be attained, and | that
the sport can be maintained and| per-
petuated provided . that'the operation of
the rmeing track is ‘in. the hands and
care of true and capable sportsmen, ac-
tuated by a true gporting spirit firstly
and lastly, and in the hope of saving
this eport from its inevitable decay and
destruction if further conducted without
immediate radical change, I commend
the following remedial and constructive
suggestions to: :

Firstly, the jockey ¢lubs of Ontario,
who ought voluntarily to act, and

Secondly, and failing this voluntary
action of the jockey clubs, to the Ontario
Government, whose drastic power of
regulation and taxation and involving no
prohibitive measures, supplies at once
in their hands the sole and exclusive
and effectual alterriative remedy.

Let there be allowed from the revenue
of a club’s operatiof:

(a) Reasonable interest returns to the
stockholders upon all capital actually in-
vested in the track and equipment;

(b) All reasonable expenses for the
management of the track operating dur-
ing the fourteen racing days of the year,
and of its «eere during the balance of
the year, inclusive of taxes;

Firstly, to provide allowances to
the horse owners to fully meet the
legitimate outlay involved in  the
payment of a reasonable interest up-
on actualscapital invested by them
in the establishment and € neéces-
sary recruiting or repurc ing by
reason of temporary or permanent
disablement of the stable;

And secondly, to meet each amd
every outlay in the maintenance and
management of the stable, in which
ltz;ltter are found the trainer’s salary,

e wages of the jockeys ang fees of
the veterinary surgeon, the cost of
transportation, the cost of supplies to
man and beast, etc.;

And then let the balance of the
revenue be delivered, after these al-
lowances and deductions, to the
horse-breeding industries, and to-
wards good roads in the province,
and charity, distributed judiciously
and equitably between them;

All of which could be carried into ef-
fect, failing voluntary action of the
stockholders to do so, by an order-in-
council provided for by the necessary
legislation, which latter should be im-
mediately passed.

DUTCH EDITOR JAILED
AS-GERMAN ENEMY

Nearly Two Years After Offence,
He Is Sentenced to Prison
Term.

Amsterdam, March 31.—Mr. Schroe-
der, the editor of The Amsterdam
Telegraaf, has been condemned to
three months imprisonment for an,
article published in June, 1915, con-
taining the words, “In Central Europe
there is a group of conscienceless
scoundrels who caused this war.”

This case has been heard five times.
Schroeder was first acquitted, but
the case went from court to court un-
ti} it reached the supreme court of
The Hague a fortnight ago. The Pro-
cureur-General said The Telegraaf
pursued a course of consistent provo-
cation and irritation toward Germany.
Schroeder stated that by the “scoun-
drels” he meant representatives of
Prussian militarism. Counsel also
referred as evidence of The Tele-
graaf's policy to Saemaker’'s cartoons.

The London editor of ' The Tele-
graaf writes to The Times: “The Ger-
mans and their friends in Holland
have not been able to silence our
paper. About a dozen prosecutions
have been launched against it and
have failed, but now Germany has at
last the satisfaction to find our editor
sentenced to three months imprison-
ment for having written the unvarni-
shed truth that this war was caused
by a group of scoundrels in Central
Europe.

“This is an extraordinary sentence
for a Dutch court to pass only a short
time after the Germans sank not less
than ten Dutch ships. In undergoing
this sentence Schroeder will be treat-
ed as an ordinary criminal. Mean-
while certain Dutch papers continue
to attack and slander the entente al-
lies.”

Lafollette Opposes Bill.

Senator Lafollette of Wisconsin,
leader of the so-called group of ‘‘wil-
ful ;men,” who conducted the recent
filibuste# against the president’sarm-
ed neutrality measure, took the floor
in opposition to the war bill

T isconsin senator referred to
the president’s statement that Ger-
many had violated her submarine
pledges, and continued:

“Her promise, so-called, was con-
ditional upon England being brought
to obedience of international law. Was
it quite fair to lay defore the country
the statemengt that Stermany e an
unconditional promise and de-
liberately viplated it?

“It was England—not Germany—
who refused to obey, the declaration
of London, containing the most hu-
mane ideas of naval warfare which
could be framedgby the civilized world
up to that time, Keep that in mind.

“If this is war upon all mankind,
is it not peculiar that the United
States is the only nation of all neu-
trals which regards it necessary to
declare war upon Cermany? All have
refiised ' to ~ joim in ‘a combination
against Germany. Some may. have a
clearer view than we.”

Violently Anti-British. ;

Senator Lafollette said the United
States has not the confidence of the
other American republics because of
its war policies. He predicted t
entrance of the United States wou
pnot shortery the-conflict, “but w 11
vastly extend it by drawing other na-
tions in.” It is idle, he declared, to
talk of a war on the German Govern-
ment and not on the German people.

“We are leagued” he continued, “or
are about to be, atcording to the pre-
sident’'s speech, with the hereditary
enemies of the German people. Words
are not strong enough to protest
against a combination with the en-
tente allies, which would-have us en-
dorse the violations 'of international
law by Great Britain and her purpose
to wreak vengeance On the German
people. We do not know what is in
the minds of those who: made ’t’ho
compacts in which we are to share.

The German people, he declared,
have been more solidly behind their
government . than the people of the
United States will be behind the pre-
sident waging war on Germa"ny. ‘

Hyphenates “Dogged- :

“The espionage bill and the military
bill that have been drawn by the war
machine in this country,” he said,
uyre complete proof that those Tre-
sponsible know that it has not popular
gupport.

FISH FROM AFAR.

Army Supplies of Fish Now Obtained
From Canadian Sources.

Tommy's ration of fish now comes
from the land -of the maple leaf, and
it is estimated that the Canadian flsh
markets benefit each week by the co-
lossal sum of £100,000, .says London
Answers. .

"The large stores of frozen fish f-
rive daily at our docks, and Atlantic
eod and haddock, Pacific halibut, and
fresh-water fish pass under the vigi-
lant eye of our military authorities
before being pronounced as/sound and
fit for consumption by Britain’s de-
fenders. 8o

The Canadians themselves contend
that these supplies reach us as sound
and as fresh as our own North Sea
produce, The great lakes, too, vield
their share to the market. Here, when
the plke and white ‘fish are caught,
they are placed upon the ice which,
during the cold season, Ccovers the
surface of the lakes, and are thus
frozen quickly to a temperature from
20 to 30 degrees below zero—that is,
from 52 to 82 degrees of frost! They
are packed and shipped at once to
England.

This experiment has been in work-
ing order since the beginning of last
December, and has proved a very
great success. Our rather scanty fish
supply at home—thanks to the wily
Hun and treacherous mine—is insuf-
ficient for our army's needs. Then.
too, Canade is helping to feed another
sister colony, the New Zealand con-
tingent receiving its supplies from the
same source.

The current from one
hydro seérvice was still on two days after
the fire, the inspector stated.

It was the belief of Deputy Fire Chief
Russell that the fire started in a cup-
board in the basement, where there were
some electric wires, and that they drew
the blaze up the elevator shaft. wh.c
acted in the same manner as a chimney.
The glass top had been by the
heat and allowed the fire to escape and
saved the buildings. The deputy chief
reached the fire three minutes after the
alarm had been sent in,

The proprietor, William Dineen, stated
that the building was in perfect condi-
tion when he left, about six o’clock, on
the night of the fire, and that he had
not had any trouble with the wiring for,
more than a year. The wiring was in-
spected frequently by the hydro officials,
"and he believed there was a general in-
spection some time ago. He thought the
appraisers’ estimate of $11,000 loss to the
building "alone was not sufficient, and
that $15,000 or $16,000 would be nearer
the damage done,

Frank D'neen, a son of the proprietor,
said that he had mnever heard of any
trouble with fuses blowing out, and the
caretaker, E. Murphy, declared~tiat the
only trouble he knew .of with the wires
was when some plugs blew out. about
ien months ago, but that was Dbecause.

PRODUCTIVE AREA IN WORLD

Shear Zone Runs From Hollinger to Newraf and Con-
tains Muitiplicity of Ore Bodies.

From World Special Commissioner,
Schumacher, April 4.—When we find
a small section of Porcupine with an
actual production of $22,260,000 in gold,
& probable total of $30,000,000 by the
end of this year and many times
that sum before ultimate exhaus-
tion, ' we feel impelled to sit ‘up
and take real ' hotice, Such is
the great auriferous beit or shear
zonie running from the Hollinger Cons.
to the Newray. It is approximately
three miles long by about three-eighths
of a mile wide, and the four mining
companies now operating thereon hold
altogether twelve hundred and sixty-
six acres. This is a wvery compact

mining area, not large enough for a milled,

single mine in the Rand. But the
multiplicity of ore bodies thereon will
in all probability make it the. most
productive in the world. As yet, how=-
ever, only a small fraction of this acre-
age has explored.

A year ago there was no work pro-
ceeding -on the Newray,.and. as yet
there is no mining on the Plenaurum.
These properties are at the northeast
end of the belt and not so convenient
to the railway system gas the older
mines, :

District Spread.

Mining in a new and wooded region
such' as -Porcupine was a , few years
ago generally proceeds gradually out-
ward from a recognized centre, much
in the same way as settlement would
advance under similar conditions. The
Newray and Plenaurum, however,
have now been fairly introduced to
the mining domain. They are less
than two miles from the railway sta-
tion at Schumacher, and they have
all other facilities for economical and
efficient development.

The Porcupine Crown is at the
southwestern end of this great shear
zone. Tho it owns forty acres, about
one-half is covered with sand, and
to all appearance is not in the favored
formation,
applied to forty acres belonging to the
Hollinger Cons. and lying between the
Porcupine Crown on the east and the
Moneta on the west.
