People Used Cudgels and Offi-
cers Flat of Their $words in
'Anti-Govemment Demonstra-

gt. Petersburg, - Dec. -11.—A . popular

‘ntl-govemment demonstration, the
,m-ucipants in which included large
numbers of students of both sexes, be-
gan at mid-day in the Nevsky Prospect
and lasted about-two hours. Hundreds
of police and mounted gendarmes,which
were hidden in the court-yard of the
public buildings, emerged suddenly and
charged the crowd at full gallop, driv-
ing the demonstrators in headlong con-
fusion and screaming with terror upon
the sidewalks and into adjacent streets,
'rhjs led to serious encounters, fifty per-
gons being more or less severely injured.
L‘a.rge numbers were arrested.
Not Since 19001 Riots.

Not since the riots of 1901, when Cos-
sacks ‘stretched across the Nevsky
Prospect - from building ' to building,
charged down the boulevard from the
Moscow station to the Neva, has the
Russian capital lived thru such a day
of excitement as this. The authorities
jast’ night got wind of the big anti-
government demonstration planned for
to-day by the Social-Democrat Labor
garty to demand an immediate end of
the war, and the convocation of a na-
tional assembly, and leading every pa-
per . this: morning in black-faced type
was an explicit warning to the people
a: their peril to desist from congregat-
fng in the Nevsky Prospcet, near the
Kazan Cathedral.

Towards 1 o'clock the workmen and
students seemed to swarm toward the
corner of the Hotel Europe, opposite
the hazan Cathedral, The police tried
in vain to keep back the human tide.
They: when there was not a single
mounted policeman in sight, from the
heart of the thickly-wedged crowd a
biood red flag suddenly shot up. It was
the signal. Other flags appeared in
other parts of the crowd, waving fran-
tically overhead, and they were greeted
with:a hoarse roar:
cracy!”’ The students surged into the
street singing the “Marseillaise.” Dis-
mounted police made a &'ngle attempt
to force their way into the crowd io
wrest the flags from the demonstrators,
but the students and workmen, armed
with sticks, stood close and beat back
their assailants. Then like a flash from
Pehind the cathedra] came wheeling a
squadron of gendarmerie.

Batinlions of Police.

The doors of adjoining courts were
thrown back and battalions of police
came out. A double squadron charged
the flank of the demonstrators with
drawn sabrés. Five other squadrons
cireled the mob, cutting thru the fringe
of spectators. The main wedge of the
¢emonstra:ors stood fast only a moment,
or two. There was a sharp rattle of
cudgels. and ;sabres, tho the wounds
showed the police struck principally
with the flat of their sabres. The women
were especially flerce in their resistance.
Many were struck and trampled and
blood streamed down their faces. The
police urged their horses fiercely into
the erowd, driving before them those
who resisted. The intense excitement
lasted about 10 minutes, after which
imounted officers kept the crowd mov-
ng.

Considering the sharp fight the rioters
had put up the police acted humanely
with the crowd. There were probably
a hundred broken heads, and several
were severely wounded, tho none fat-
ally, so far as is ascertainable. So

far there have been over 100 arrests. |

other abortive attempts were made at
demonstrations. To-night the studants

A CONCESSION TO MILLERS.
Drawback on Canadian
Blow to Western Farmers.

Washington, Dee. 11.—The drawback
system which remits the duty on raw

to cover Canadian wheat mixed with
American wheat in the production of
flour designed for foreign markets. The
administration hasg virtually decided to
adopt this course, tho the formal order
will not be issued for several days.

As the drawback law. has been ap-
plied, Canadian wheat could be brought
into this country in bond, ground into
flour and the flour exported without
the payment of any duty on the wheat.
Or ., under another plan, the duty was
paid when the wheat was imported.and
when it was shown that an equal
amount of flour had been exported the
duty was refunded. The millers com-
plained that neither plan worked to
their best advantage, as they were
forced to keep the Canadian wheat sep-
arate. .while the best results are «‘rb—
tained by mixing the hard Canadian

{ wheat with the soft wheat from Kan-

sas or other Western States. Hard
wheat can be secured in the North-
western States, but it costs 17 cents a
bushel more than the Canadian hard.
and the millers contended that they
could not pay the higher price and ex-
port flour at a profit. They are willing
to pay the American price for flour
made for American consumption.

This decision is a distinct concessjon
to the flour manufacturers, and will, it

lis declared, enable them to control the

Kuropean markets. The drawback law,

Editor World : Pardon me for taking
the liberty of addressing you regarding
brakes for our city’s motor-car system.

Needless to relate, they perform their
functions satisfactorily, except  that
occasionally (speaking now of St.
Louis) the chambers into which the
air is compressed sometimes explode,
generally with fatal results to three or
four of the car’s occupants. Thursday
night last in Toronto on approaching
Wellesley-street from the north on car
No. 950, at a fairly good rate of speed,
I was agreeably surprigsed to see how
easily the motorman stopped the car
by simply turning the brake-handle

ahoyt 3 inches, The motorman informed

me, on being asked, that the car wuas
equipped with a momentum, or friction
brake, and had always found it to work
satisfactorily. Saturday’s paper con-

ACCOMMODATION FOR NURSES.
’

Editor World: T had the pleasure lust
week of being shown over the Home
for Incurables by Ambrose Kent and
Charles Hunter, two directors of that
institution.

0Old people and incurables de not ap-
peal to the public as children do, and
it is not unlikely that of the people
in Toronto but few know anything

about this institution on Dunn-avenue,
and possibly fewer still care anything
about it. Yet it is an interegting and
;a necessary public charity. Some two
years ago the management was criti-
| cized. But , if at one time there was
cause for adverse criticism it is evi-
dent that things have changed. From
cellar to roof, new paint, new floors,
and new open plumbing strike the eye.
and half an hour’'s conversation with
| Miss Grey, the new lady manager, is
sufficient to convince the visitor that
ighe is the right person in the right
place. If confirmatory . evidence is
wanted it is only necessary tu talk to
the patients. With some I had a short
conversation, and all were loud in their
i praises of the manager and housekeep-
er. In such a home there is naturally
| much that is distressing to see, and the
idea of abandoned hope suggests de-
gpair, yet no one can fail to be struck
with the prevailings air of thaukful
cheerfulness among the patients, which
they are not slow to express.

There is, however, one thing that is
| badly needed, and to which public at-
tention should be drawn. Nearly all
the patients are quite helpless, conse-
quently the strain upon the nurses is
very grom. and many more nurses are
| required for the number of patients
than in an ordinary hospital. In order
that they may do their work without
loss of health they ought to be afforded
comfortable quarters, at any rate they
should not be called upon to risk their
health from lack of them, yet in one
small room, about large enough to
swing a fairly sizeq cat, I was shown
eight beds and eight large trunks,which
pretty nearly covered the whole floor.
The gentlemen who showed me over
told me that there was another room
equally crowded, and this is the only
accommodation available for seventeen
hard-worked female nurses. They
have no sitting room and have no place
to take their meals except in the base-
ment near the coal cellar. It is a clean
room. it is true, but you cannot look
out of the windows. Miss Grey
me that many of the nurses who come
from good houses are suffering in
health from these unsanitary condi-
tions. The directors are fully alive to
the necessity of making proper pro-
vision.

The first clue to the disappearance of
Johnson was found at Wessington re-
cently. A young man arrived there from
North Dakota, and, learning of the dis-
appearance of Johnson and the Todd
murder, told of the finding of the body
of a man in a wheat field near Wah-
peton, N.D. The description of the
body tallied almost exactly with the
description of the missing man, and
later a silver watch and a portion of
the dead man’'s vest were found. The
watch has since been identified as hav-
ing belonged to Johnson.

The authorities now are endeavoring
{o ascertain whether Johnson was kill-
ed at his home and his body hauled in
his wagon to North Dakota, or whether
he was induced by his slayers to ac-
company them, and later was killed.

Four Members of Fishing Schooner
Drown While Vessel Escapes
to Safety.

Norfolk, Va., Dec. 11.—The ' three-
masted schooner Montana, from Balti-

more for Charleston, stranded late last {

night during a gale at Pea 1Island,
N.C., life-saving station, fifty miles
rorth of Cape Hatteras. Within 20
minutes the vessel was full of water

and awash, so that the crew, consisting !

of Capt. Boyce and six men, were
forced to take to the rigging, where
they remained untiF2 p.m. to-day, when
£ix of the seven men were rescued by
the crews of three life-saving statjons.
One man, Henry Edwards, was frozen
to death, and was lashed in the rigging
in such a manner that he could not
be reached and his body is s.ll hanging
in the rigging, head downward.

FOUR NEEDLESSLY DROWNED.

Highland Light, Mass., Dec. 11.—Four
of the twenty members of the crew of
the fishing schooner Fish Hawk lost
their lives last night after deserting
their vessels, which had struck and
been pounding heavily on Peaked Hill
bars, at the north end of Cape Cod.
Five others, including Capt. Bly, who
followed their four companions over the
side, had a serious six-hour tussle
against heavy sea and gale in a small
dory, but managed to reach Province-
town Harbor. The deaths and suffer-
ing would have all been avoided had all
stayed by the ship, as a few minutes
afterwards she made _a miraculous
egcape from one of Cape Cod’s most
deadly traps, and four hours later was
gafely anchored at Provincetown, The
Pish Hawk was fishing off Cape Cod
yesterday when the ' weather became
threatening. Capt. Bly decided to run
into Provincetown, but before he reach-
ed the end of the cape the wind had
increased to a stiff gale and the little
vessel went on the Peaked Hill bars.

TPROHIBITION BECOMES A FOUNDLING
IF NOT BACKED BY POLITICAL PARTY

of the people's declaration for prohibi-
tion in the recent presidential contest,
Dr. Swallow thought 300,000 was a just
estimate thus far of the votes polled.
Returns were still coming in and figures
lackeq completeness.

“lI am, however, thoroly comvinced,”
he said, “that the prohibition vote is
not counted fairly and accurately, We
have gathered this impression from
precincts where we used watchers, and
discovered discrepancies, due to ihe
prohibition ballot being classed with
the “scattering’ vote and not properly
registered. The vote this time repre-
sents considerable of an advance over
that of the election before when the
count was 209,000.

Power of Ligquor Vote,

Dr. Swallow went on to explain that
there were two great temperance
movements in swing in the United
States. In each case, absolute aboli-
tion was aimed at, but there was a
divergence when it came to procedure,
The Anti-Saloon League is called the
omnipartisan movement. It takes in
all the parties and organizations will-
ing to co-operate; and it advises se-
lecting men from the political parties
who are willing to pledge themselves
for abolition of the liquor traffic.

‘““Whath we of the first party object
to in this,” explained Dr. Swallow, “is
that the right kind of men cannét be
found in the political parties. /They
are afraid of the solid liquor vote.
There are 250,000 liquor dealers in the
United States, each of whom, it 18
claimed, controls 10 votes, meaning
2,500,000 votes in their interest, "The
liquor interests know no politics or
morals, but simply uphold the men who
stand by them. The parties are mort-
gaged to the liquor power.

Federal Law Intimidates State.

Dr. Swallaw alluded to the govern-
ment practice of issuing liquor licenses
for $25, by which the holder was en-
abled to sell liquor in loecal option
states by government authorization,
tho he took the risk of being prosecut-
ed by the state legislature.

“As a matter of fact,” Dr. Swallow
declared. ‘‘there are seldom prosecu-
tions attempted, it being recognized as
a formidable matter to buck against the
United States government. There is a
'bill, however, to come up before con-
gress at next month’s opening session
that is designed to #trike at this very
thing, which, if carried, will prevent
the government from selling permits in
prohibition territory.”

The platform of the prohibition wing,
to which he belonged, Dr. Swallow de-
ifined as putting an end to the profit-
ysharing partnership existing between
ithe government and the liquor traffic,
'and the prohibition of the manufac-
|ture and sale, the importatibn and ex-
portation, of all intoxicating liquors.

“We propose,” he said, “to elect only
members of legislatures, congress,
judges, and all government officers
who are favorable to prohibition.”

At Massey Hall.

The Masgey Hall meeting yesterday

ed, was stated to be the largest of the
geason.

who had never tasted liquor in his life.

TORONTO-MADE ENGINE IN SMASH

C.P.R. No. 1501 “Hurt” at Manvers—
Accident Was Exaggerated.

The new C.P.R. engine, 1501, turned
out in Toronto during the past week,
figured in a slight colllision at Man-
vers Station about 17 miles west of
Peterboro on Saturday morning. The
orders were that the engine, with
freight cars attached, wait at the sta-
tion for the arrival of extra engine
1022. As the latter approached the en-
gineer applied the bdkes, but owing to
the. slippery rails and a probably de-
fective brake, the engine could not be
brought to a standstill in time to avoid
an; impaect with the waiting train, The
result was that the front of each en-
gine was slightly damaged, and a pair
of trucks on 1501 derailed, six or
seven of the stationary cars injured,
cne being thrown off the tracks.

The incident was a -comparatively
trifling one, no one on either of the
trains thinking it necessary to jump
when a jar was seen to be inevitable,
but the happening gave rise to a wild
crop of rumors, one being that the sta-
tion at Manvers had been plowed into
end the operator inside killed, Wwhile
several of the train hands were badly
hurt. Anxious enquiries were set on
foot, one lady whose husband is em-
ployed on the road, but who was 100
miles or more away from the spot at
the time the mix-up occurred. imnor-
tuning local officials for particulars
of the accident., How these reports go’
wind officials are at a-loss to aceyunt
for.

U.S. AS MEDIATOR.

Washington, Dec. 10.—As president
of the Inter-Parliamentary Union, Re-
presentative Bartholdt (Missouri) to-
day brought to the attention of Secre-
tary of State Hay the resolution re-
cently adopted by the union at St.
Louis, urging the powers which sign-
ed The Hague treaty of arbitration to
intervene for the stopnage of the war
bétween Russia and Japan.

Secretary Hay promised to bring the
action of the union to the attention
of the president at an early date.

Rough on the Atlantic.

New York, Dec. 10~——Th" stories of
gales and high seas met with on the
‘Atlantie, brought in during the past
week by arriving steamships, were re-
peated by the’ officers of the French
XYiner L& Lorraine, which arrived this
afternoon. The vessel was over 12
hours late. Almost all of the way
across she was plowing thru head
seas, which broke over her decks. For
four days, beginning last Monday. the
passengers were kept behind storm
doors.

{ Question is Pertinently Asked, Can't

Mr. Russell Be “‘Persuaded”
to Tell All?

Under the heading, ‘“The Russell Af-
fuir,” Hvents of Ottawa, says : David
Russell {8 out with a letter in Mon-
day's Montreal Gazette in which he
threatens to take action against those
publications which have used his name
in the same sense as Events did two
weeks ago. For our part we invite th=
fullest enquiry. Mr. Russell has for
years made the most shameless use of
Dominion contractors, and it would be
entirely in the public interest to have
them one and all tell the truth on the
witness stand. More than this, Mr.
Russell went to large merchants asking
them to take stock in his company on
condition that he procured orders for
supplies to be paid for by one of the
departments of government. In one
case after the proprietor had refused to
have anything to do with such a graft
Mr. Russell went behind his back and
induced the manager to hand- o &%
few thousands, for which, by the Way,
the firm never got any adequate return.
The state of affairs .became so scandal-
ous that an important deputation of
members of the last parliament waited
on Mr. Blair to protest, and received a
promise that the connection would be
cut. Mr. Russell knows very well that
any honest jury in Canada would piteh
him out of the court and just where
he would land on one can at this mo-
ment tell, tho the days are not many
when the.question will be answerel.

Hon. A. G. Blair published on Tues-
day, the 6th inst., a column denial of
statements published in the Montreal
and Toronto daily press. Here is Mr.
Blair's description of the charges:

I am referred to as not having been
frank with the public as to the reason
of my resignation of the chief commis-

sionership of the' railway commission;

with having conspired with two im-
portant railways and other ‘parties to
damage the government; with having
plotted to make an attack upcn the ad-
ministration of the interior department:
with having co-operated with others to
expose scandals against the government
on the eve of the election; with being
privy to an arrangement whereby sev-
eral of the government candidates in
the Province of Quebec, in considera-
tion of $10,000 each, were to withdraw
from the field on the eve of the contest;
with failing to take the platform against
the G.T.P, scheme; with having been
sandbagged into silence, lest some se-
cret which I feared to have come out
should be exposed; and with having ar-
ranged that I should receive $100,000
as soon as the scheme outlined should
be carried out.

These statements Mr. Blair charac-
terizes as “a tissue of falsehoods from
beginning to end.”” He says that Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, so far from forcing
him to desist, did not éven suggest that
he should not take part in the cam-
praign. He mentions Mr. Rus<ell’s nams=
once, to deny that any dispute regarding
money had arisen between them.

Mr. Russell is not so reticent in the
use of Mr. Blair's name. He evidently
likes his sudden rise from obscurity to
fame by the coupling of his name with
the names of those in high places. 1f
Mr. Russell cannot occupy the seats of
the mighty he is willing to crawl under
them, He is reported from Montredl as
saying:’ °

Hon, A. G&. Blair and myself have in-
structed our lawyers to at once com-
mence criminal proceedings againgt The
Montreal Herald, the only responsible
journal which has copied the malicious
attack upon us. It is only fair to Mr.
Rlair for me to state that when I per-
suaded him to resign his position as
chairman of the railway commission
there was no understanding that he
weould take the stump, T assumed that
when he was attacked he would
t«ke the stump, and. so believiyg,
I wired the editor of The St. John Tele-
graph that he would do so inside of A8
hours. 1 admit that I assumed too
much. but T can assure the public that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier nor anybody else
ever sandbagged him into s'lence. He
defies any members of the Liberal party
to make the charge.

St. Petersburg correspondence : It is
strange how the royal lady who as
Princess Dagmar of Denmark was the
most benevolent, soft-hearted and grn-1
cious member of her sex, became trans-.
formed as the Empress Maria Feodoro-
vna into a harsh, merciless, relentiess,
one may even say bloodthirsty woman,
Neverthelesg; it is a fact that the in-'
fluence of the czar's mother has invari-
ably been exerted on behalf of aggres-
gion and active hestility toward other
nations. In this respect the influence
of the czar's mother. has always been
opposed to that of the czar’s wife, who |
has remained unspoiled by the -evil at-
mosphere of the Russian court, The
czarina is as much in favor of concilia-
tion and peace as the Dowager Empress
is inclined to aggression and war., This
fundamental difference in their charac-:
ters and tendencies has repeatedly caus-
ed friction and open quarrels between
the two imperial women and, the czar,
in addition to his normal burden ‘of
troubles, has frequently been called
upon to mediate between his indighant
wife and his angry mother, a task
more difficult than that set for The
Hague conference to accomplish, Un-
fortunately, the influence of the Dow-
ager Empress has generaily jproved
more powerful than that of the czarina
and the czar has too frequently accept-
ed the imperious behests of his mother
when it would have been better for his
country and for humanity if he had
followed the gentle advice of his wife.

The unequivocal statemwent is made that
the means by which Mrs. Chadwick secured
the immense loans was by a written pro-
wise delivered intv the nands of the bauk
er that the Citizens' Bauk would be made
the trustee ofSthe $5,000,000 estate, which
Las just been revealed to the world as an
sbroivte myth. The writien promise ue-
livered by Mrs. Chadwick to Beckwith was
to the effect exactly that her affairs would
be turned over to the Vberlin Bauk July 1,
1968. In cousideration therefor President
Beckwith aud Cashier Speir were to re-
ceive $10,000 a yéar each for their trouble.
In addition, th: bank was to be given a
bonus of clos: to $40,000 when the loans
bad all been paid baek.

Relative of Carnegie.

The story of how Mrs. Chadwick played
with the two bankers, atiet paviug them
orce in her power, as told by Beckwith, is
absorbing in the lutensity of its interest.
Mrs. Chadwick calmed the fears of her vic.
tlwg with the ¢lalm that she was a relative
of Andrew Carnegie. How she made this
claliv etrong is revealed by the story of one
of the numerous visits of Bank2r Beckwith
to the Buclid-ayenue residence of the Cleve-
land woman. Upon the wall of the upstairs
baliway hangs a picture, The picture Is
that of an elderly geuntleman with white
beard. The intended victims were all in-
troduced to the picture, and with it to the
tale wsed to weave th: web., ‘‘Thereby
haugs a tale,’”’ said Mrs. Chadwick to
Bauker Beckwith, after he had been privi-
leged with a sight of the picture. The tale
follows:

“The picture was fhat of.an wncle of
Mrs., Chadwick. This  uncle was not
weulthy, but regularly kept the Chadwick
fumily supplied witk moucy. Just haw
Mrs. Chadwick did not know at that time.
The uncle was taken sick and upon bis
death bed he called for Mrs. Chadwick and
told hen a secret. T'he seeret was that the
famly were related to Mr. Carnegie. The
proof of this was in the salety deposit
vault of a New York bank, the name of
which Mrs. Chadwick heid back. Because
of this relationship an immense estate had
Leen left Mrs. Chadwick.”

In spite of the fact that the claim of
relationship with Carnegi: bad been madaz
for some time before, the notes signed by
the name of Andrew Carnegic were never
seen by the Oberlin bankers until the week
following the date which they bear, Jan. 7,
1804.. The notes were not produced until
Beckwith became almost violently insistont
with Mrs. Chadwick that something be
Gone to take up the joans and straighten
out the affairs of the hank. Beckwith, in
bis confession, is in no way certain that
Mrs Chadwick executed a forgery with re-
ference to the notes. ile rather inclines
to the belisf that in this step the Jleve-
!alllnd woman was assisted by a ¢lever accom-
nlice,

'Xn explanation for having notes from
Carvegie signed for such an amount Mrs.
Chadwick gave her story aboat Caledonian
rallway stock in Scoftand, which she eafl
Mr. Carnegie was very anxious to get back
ia his possession.

Trustees Managed Enstate.

The confession of Deckwith goes into de-
tall of the explanation ;nade by Mrs. Chd-
wick as to the mannen’in whicn the estats
was then Pelng handled, The Wade Park
Banking Company of this city was ased
simply as a depository for the securitics.
according to the tale that the Cleveland
weman made the bankers believe, The
estate. was sald by Mrs. Chadwick to bhe
in the haunds of three®rustees, ull New
York men.

Chadwick Mystery of Millions is Ee.d

On Worthless Securities Loans
to An Amount Much Above
$1,000,000 Were Obtained by a
Shrewd Woman.

Cleveland, Dec, 11.—The last vestige
of the Chadwick bubble and its mythi-
ca! millions was resolved into air yester-
day. Attorney A. A. Stearns, repre-
senting Herbert D. Newton of Boston,
made an authoritative statement that
the securities found in the mysterious
packagé left with Iri Reynolds by Mrs.
Chadwick included paper of the face
value of $12,500,000 bearing the signature
»andrew Carnegie,” which is regarded
as worthless. This is the key to the
situation, for on the securities supposed
to be in this sealed package loans of an
unknown amount—certainly more than

$1,000,000—were negotiated,

The details of Mr. Stearns’ statement
as to the securities are as follows:

Package No. 1 contained a note made
payable to Cassie L. Chadwick, dated
May 20, 1902, for $5,000,000, and payable
in 15 months, It was signed with the
name of Andrew Carnegle.

Receipt for $7,500,000

In package No. 1 was also a trust
agreement, dated Feb. 27, 1901, and
signed Andrew Carnegie, purporting to
be a receipt for securities deliverea to
Andrew Carnegie by Frederick R. Ma-
son, deceased, uncle of Cassie L. Chad-
wick, the value of the securities being
placed at $7,500,000, and to be produc-
tive of income. These securities pur-
ported to be bonds of the United S tates
Steel Corporation, the Caledonian Rail-
way of Scotland and the Great West~
ern Railway of England.

Package No. 2 contained a duplicate
copy of the trust agreement,

Package No. 3 contained a promissory
note for $1800, signed by Emily and
Danfiel Pine and made payable to Cassie
L. Chadwick, and a mortgage securing
the same.

Total Now $13,750,000.

With this revelation it is found that
the signature of Andrew Carnegie has
apparently been forged on notes and
cther papers to the total amount of $13,-
750,000. The securities held by Reynolds,
together with those that were held by
the Citizens’ National Bank of Oberlin
and have already been made public,
aggregate this amount.

The Reynolds securities have been
for the last three years the principal
‘ basis on which Mrs. Chadwick has con-
| ducted her financial system. And these
| same securities are the rock which has
| wrecked the Oberlin Bank and caused
the ruin of hundreds of families and
losses to business men almost without
z rumber. For it is the frankly expressed
| opinion of reputable lawyers who have
{ examined these papers that they are
not worth one cent.

Reynolds May Lose.

Moreover, there is bitter irony in the
fact that he very man who held this
worthless paper so faithfully and tena-
ciously for Mrs. Chadwick, and who
apparently believed in its worth so im-
plicitly, and thru whom others were,
perhaps irnocently, drawn into the vor-
tex “of Mrs. Chadwick’s operations,
should be himself one of the heaviest
losers,

For Iri Reynolds, after his long
course of faithful guardianship for the
woman he trusted, now considers him-
gelf a dupe. It is stated as a fact, not
hitherto known, that Reynolds lent Mrs.
Chadwick practically all the money he
possessed, Hlis entanglements, how-
ever, involve only himself, “the Wade
Park Bank being in no way affected.

The note for $5,000,000 is believed by
all who have knowledge of it to have
been written and signed by the samo
person who filled out_and signed the
motes for $500,000 and $250;000 held by
the Citizens’ National Bank of Oberlin.

N. Y. Herald,: Not since the days of
Col," James Fisk, jr.. has Wall-street seén
anythling so impudent, audacious and
spectacular as the performance of the Bos-
ton plunger posing as the guiding genfus
of the starm that prostrated Wall-street
this week.

The colonel, however, always treated the
Wall-street operations in which he parti-
cipated as a roaring farce, whereas, the
Boston plunger takes himself seriously, and
floods the country with telegraphed bulle-
ting, in which he *“‘pledges his word to the
American people’” in a manner worthy of
one of the three taflors of Tooley-street,

As a matter of fact, the decline which
was initlated in Wall-street on Tuesday,
acquired serfous momentum on Wednes-
day and culminated in a panicky stock
market yesterday forenmoon, resulted from
tthe topheaviness of the speculative posi-
tion. There had been a phenomenally pro-
tracted rvise in the prices, encouraged, if
not directly engineered, in many securi-
ties by the great monetary powers of “theé
street.”

Minor cliques and pools and individual
plungers took advantage of the tendency
thus  created to host the prices of their
several specialties and attracted speculaf-
ors who bought on margins and with every
new advance bought more. As always hap-
pens, the shrewder and more powerful op-
erators and speculators quietly sold out,
stood aside and waited, leaving the weak-
lings—*“the lambs''—laden with stocks.
Thus, while railway earnings were gratify-
ing, and the mercantile, industrial and
monetary skies were clear, the speculative
position was weakened, Any sharp decline
would compel the weak or overloaded
speculators to liquidate

EXCHANGED SWORDS OF FRIENDSHIP

Gen. Kuropatkin and Jap Minister
of War Old-Time Pals.

An interesting story of the war hetween
Japan and Russie lies in a long establish-
ed personal friendship between Gen. Ter-
auchi, minister of war of Japan, and Gea.
Kuropatkin, commander-in-chief of the
Ruvesian armies in Manchuria, and an ex-
change of swords as presents betweea them
on the eve of the war, writes an A.P. cor-
respendent from Toklo.  Kuropatkin and
:l'f-l‘.‘nl("hl met in Paris 20 years ago.
T'crauchi, then a major, was wilitary at-
tuche to the Japanesc legation in the
French capital, and Kuropatkin, a wmajorr
general at that time, went to Frauce to
observe the military manoeuvres., The two
scldiers first met officlally and there soon
sprung up between thew a feeling of warm
friendship and regard. g

They parted in P'aris and did not mioet
until Kuropatkin came to Japan Jast year.
The lapse of years had brought increased
rank and eabinet portfolins for hoth. Events
were then moving rapidly towards war,
but the ropture had not come and the two
ministers met a8 friends and fresly enjoy-
ed the reumion. When Kuropatkin was
about to leave Japan for home Terauchi
pregeuted him with a Japanese swoid- an
old Fhlade of the finesr workmansiip and
with a history When he reached - St
Pctersburg Kuropatkin gave an order for
the manufacture of a Russian sword for
his friend. Terauchi. It was finished and
{despatched in December and reached the
Japanese capital a week hefore Togo's guns
opened fire on Port Arthur.

'A somewhat peculiar. thing abont the
Lussian sword is that it reached "Tokio
with the blade %keenly sharpened. a custom

of war and among the few who kuew of
the eaistence of the weapon there has been
much discussion as to why It was sharp-
«-'m':l. The sword 's a handsome weapon.
Khaped more H%e a sable than the conven-
ticnal sword of the time, it hag a handle
of gold, and the black «eathbard fn which
it rests is tinped with gold.

Thruout all Japan Turopatkin is held in
distinet respect by the people at large,
many of whom beliave that :f he had heen
at home in Russia !ast year the men who
made the war wonld never have gained
the ascendency.
