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~ PENSIONS FOR TEACHERS,

Anlnteresting Paper
at This Morning’s
Session of Teach-
ers Institute. :

Miss Wilson Presented Paper
on Life of Dr. Rand, and H.
H. Hagerman Discussed
Drawing---Large Number of
Teachers Present.

The St. John County Teachers’ Insti-
tute sessions were resumed this morning
in the High School building, when Miss
Wilson read a paper on the Life and
Works in the province of Dr. Theodore
Rand; and H. H. Hagerman, M. A., dis-
cussed the subject of “Drawing” in an
able and interesting manner.

The speaker, in opening, said he would
deal not so much with the value of draw-
ing in echools, nor with the status of
drawing in this province, as with the
aims of such a course and with the me-
thods by which it is approached. In- or-
\der to do this Mr. Hagerman asked that
his hearers regard drawing as a language,
and compare it with spoken languages.

He next proceeded to call attention to
the child’ and the development of his use
of langnage, whi¢h is attained entirely
by imitation of his elders and those with
whom he is associated, finally becoming
abjp to express himself through what he
has learned in this way. As a comparison,
the speaker drew attention to the child’s
ability to make crude marks, etc., and the
development this capability uLdergoee
i proper direction to his energiés along
these lines is given at school. To give
this proper direction to the desire of
the child to draw objects, the mode of
teaching must be the same as that used
in teaching languages.

A method of this kind would, he claim-
ed, be a very great change from those
that have been employed in the province
in the past. If good results are to be ex-
pected more interest must be aroused on
ﬁ_?ﬂ‘ past of the tedcher, whose example
plays as important a part in teaching
drawing as it does in teaching morals.

fhere the teacher has the aptitude to
Jaw a similar desire is likely to.be cre-
uted in the minds of the pupils.

The speaker drew 'the attention of his
hearers to the fact that although beauti-
ful copies of figures and objects might be
méde, that this did not in itself consti-
tute drawing. When the object to be at-
tained by drawing is regarded as the true
reproduction of objects without copying
etc., the best results will be attained.
Copying is valuable in teaching the prim-
ary part of drawing, but is very likely
to be carried too far. The misuse can be
averted by requiring the pupils to draw
objects in different positions to those
shown (or represented) in ‘the text.

In teaching drawing the instructor
should take advantage of the fact that
the child will undertake those objects
wiich he is most interested.

T'he attention of those present was then
directed to the drawing books used in the
various grades and the objects - given
therein for reproduction, and the proper
use bf the ruler in developing neatness
and precision was explained.

At the present price of butter consum-
ers will no doubt agree that they should
receive full weight for their money and
that when they buy a two pound print
they should get 32 ounces. Apparently,
however, but few of the creameries give
full weight in selling their product, as the
following will show.

A representative of the Times called at
a number of the large retail groceries and
weighed the so-called 2-pound prints of-
fered for sale, and almost all of those
tested were short from one to two ounces.
This would mean at the present price of
butter a loss of from two to four cents
for the consunier on every print sold.

For instance this butter is costing the
dealers 28 cents a pound at the creameries
and is sold -to the householders for 32
cents a pound or exactly 2 cents an ounce.
Thus the consumer and the dealer is pay-
ing for full weight while the factories are
getting the benefit of the short weight
which would give them an additional
profit on every box of 90 pounds, of from
say, 75 cents to $1.80. If a box of these
prints containing 90 pounds was short in
weight one ounce on each print, that
would mean a saving of 90 cents' on the
box and if the ehortage amounted to 2
ounces on each print, $1.80 would be gain-
ed by the producer.

However, to show just what the result
of the investigation was, the weights are
here shown.

In the first store visited a print bearing
the stamp of the Sussex Cheese & Butter
Co., was put on the scales and it just bal-
anced at 1 pound, 14 ounces—2 ounces
short. Another one was tried and it was
about a half ounce heavier, making it 1}
ounces short.

Yat_
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In the next store, the Sussex concern’s
product was also tried and with two of
the prints the result wae 1 pound, 15
ounces—1 ounce short. One of these
prints was taken from a box that had just
arrived from the creamery and had not
been opened until the reporter called, so
that there was no time for shrinkage.

The proprietors of both these stores
said they had called the attention of the
makers to the fact that the butter was
short weight, but it apparently had no
effect. One of the dealers produced a let-
ter from the company in which they
stated that they could not understand
how the prints could be 'short weight, as
they used a ‘stamp which was approved
by the government dairy superintendent,
and was said to be correct. The prints,
they claimed, were according to law. They
attributed the short weight to ehrinkage,
/but the fact that one of the printe just
from the factory was ehort weight, did
not seem to bear out the contention.

In two stores prints put up by the Bt.
John Creamery were found to weigh only
one pound fifteen ounces, while ih a third
store the scales showed that prints from
the same factory weighed a neat two
pounds.

At another store, where the Sussex
Company’s product was sold, the prints
were found to weigh one pound, fourteen
and one half ounces. .

The output of the creamery at Tryon,
P. E. 1., was tested in the next store
visited, and the ‘result was a full two
pounds in the print.

A print of the Maritime Dairy Co’s but-
ter showed, when put on the scale, that it
weighed one ounce over the two pounds

BEING SOLD IN THIS CITY

The dealer said he had noticed short
weight on this stock a while ago and had
complained, with the result that they had
been more careful and were now giving
full weight, and occasionally a trifle over
weight. Another print of this butter
showed it to weigh the exact two pounds.

An average of these tests shows about
an ounce short on each two pound print,
which would be about one cent a pound
that the manufacturer is saving, and as
there was last year manufactured in th.e
province 967,203 pounds of butter, this, if
a general average, would amount to near-
ly $10,000. It will thus be seen zhgt it
is no small item when considered in a
year’s business.

All the butter alluded to was weighed
with the paper wrapping on. This wm.xld
seem to be a small matter for one print
of the butter, but in a few thougand
pounds it would amount to quite an item
dt 28 cents per pound.

1t is alleged that the main object of the
provincial manufacturers is to shut out
competition from the upper Canadian fac-
tories, where it is stated, they sell their
product at full weight, not including the
paper wrapper. If this contention be cor-
rect, then the consumer is being made
to stand for business practices that should
not be allowed and is every year paying
for something that is not received.

It was also stated by a dealer yesterday
that some of the provincial creameries are
in the habit of buying dairy butter from
small producers wherever they can get
it, and repacking it and gelling it in
prints as their own product. This very
often results in an inferior article being
sold as creamery butter. -

It is generally believed that adwertise-
ments modelled after the foregoing will
point to the next development of the
laughing-stock ferry eervice with whichy
the citizens of St. John are at ‘present
afflicted.

The complete inefficiency of the ferry
service was made painfully apparent this
morning when .the three ferry boats
owned by the city were out of commission

from 620 a. m. until 10 o’clock, and a '

very indifferent service was performed by
the tug Dirigo.

The fault, however, was not with ‘the
owners, officers or crew of the Dirigo, for
they did all that was possible under the
ciroumstances and prevented what would
otherwise have been a complete tie-up of
the service.

It was six o’clock when the odorous
Wun Lung pointed her stubby nose out -
of the west side slip and w:
the harbor on the first trip of ta€ day.
There was a thick fog on the water, but
the trip was successfully negotiated with
much tooting of whistles from the ferry
and ringing of alarm bells from the east
side floats.

The 6.10 trip from this side was alsot
made.

Likewise the 6.20 from west end,

Then came the bump.

The Wun Lung, usually a eedate
broke her rudder fastenings and drifted
down in the vicinity of Sand Point, where
she ran on a mud bank—it being low tide
—and then tied up at the C. P. R. wharf.

“Just what caused the accident is like
all matters connected with the operatiom
of the ferry steamers, a deep, dark mys-
tery, but it was freely stated in west end
this morning that Wun Lung became
just naturally tired. Would she performy
the entire ferry service alone and unaid-
ed, while Wun Gondy and that othen
marine marvel resplendent in green painti
and gilt fixin’s luxuriated in Rodney
Hospital ? .

Not' much she wouldn’t. !

And she didn’t. ;

And, as usual, the taxpayers bore thd
brunt.

From 6.20 until 7 o’clock there was na
sign of the missing ferry. Meanwhile
the Carleton legions gathered in the west
side pen and swore. Finally the west
side collector, who is one of the few ferry
employes who exhibit an almost human
intelligence, sent the gateman in a TOW-+
boat to locate Wun Lung. She’ wag
found peacefully reposing at the O. P. Re
wharf. ’

The other ferry steamers were not ready,
to go on and a tieup was threatened.
Finally G. S. Mayes, owner of the Dirigo,
got in communication with Ald. Baxter,
and arranged to place his tug boat at the
disposal of the city until one of the ferry
boats could be doctored up and made
ready for service.

This was done, and the Dirigo unload-
ed anchors and coils of rope which she
had aboard, and proceeded to the east
side slip at about 7.45 to make her first
trip as a passenger boat. When she reach-
ed west end there was no gang plank
with which to land passengers, and they
had to scramble over the bow as best
they could.

As there were a number of ladies in
the party waiting on the west side floats,
it was necessary to get a gangway by
which they could board the boat. This
was done, and at 8.05 the Dirigo started
for the city with some passengers who
had waited since 6.20 for a chance to
cross the harbor. This service continued
until 10 o’clock, by which time temporary
repairs had been made to Wun Lung’s
rudder and she was forced to resume
duty.

The delay was most vexatious to the
waiting passengers, and while there may
be mitigating circumstances, the concen-
sus of opinion was that with three alleged
ferry boats there is no reason why one
should not always be in good trim. That
such a condition as this morning’s could
exist at all is an evidence of mismanage-
ment.

Ald. Baxter said this morning he
thought the Ludlow would be ready to
go on the route the latter part of next
week. The exterior painting is almost
completed.

Patron of the ferry service will na
doubt appreciate the action of the chair-
man in having better lighting installed in
the east side toll house. A large four-
burner gas lamp, fitted with mantles, has
been placed in the hall of the building,
in place of five burmers, which were
previously used. The new light is much
more powerful than the old ones were,
and the interior is now eatisfactorily
lighted. Mantles will also be placed om
the lights in the waiting rooms.

The subjects of diffi-
qulty in teaching” proper expression and
freedom of muscular devclopment were
next taken up and after some discussion
the subject was brought to a close.
Then followed a short intermission, af-
ter which W. J. S. Myles, principal of
the High school, read a paper on Pen-
sions. In speaking, Mr. Myles said he
would _deal” with his subject under the
following headings:—
"Why teachers should receive pensions;
the different ‘plans adopted: the plan
whith in his opinion is best, and the ob-
jections that have been offered.

The premier of New Brunswick declar-
ed at the last session that the teachers
would be granted a subsidy. :

The time had come, he. thought, when
t1# subject: should be considered. He did
not think any valid objection against pen-
gions being paid to teachers could be
found. Among objections offered was one
to the effect that teachers should provide
for * future old age themselves. This
would be practically impossible in view
of the fact that the average first class
teacher in- the province does-not. draw as
a salary a dollar a day. The speaker
thought that a teachers’ pension system
could be carried on without fraud or any
unfairness of any kind. Pensions, he felt,
would work to the benefit of both teach-
ers and pupils. If the teacher received a
pension he would be able to give more at-
tention to his pupils, as the matter of
providing for old age would not weigh
upon the mind. As a rule teachers were
only beginning to be properly qualified
when they leave the profession. Pupils
are often deterred by being placed under
old and perhaps inefficient teachers, who
could not giveup the work because of lim-
ited circumstances. He was of the opin-
lon that teachers deserved pensions, and
it was just as important that pensions be
provided for them, as for the civil service
officials.

Among the various systems employed,
he mentioned the following:—Pensions
mainthined and controlled by teachers
themselves, pensions controlled by teach-
ers and trustees, and lastly, pensions con-
trolled entirely by the state.

MIGHT AND PRICE

One man or corporatiomn makes a mil-
lion dollars by improper manipulation of
& railroad franchise, or some other method
known to high finance.

Ancther man or corpomation makes one
doller by selling a case of butter prints
that are short in weights

There is a good deal of difference be-
tween a million dollars and one dollar,
but is there any difference in moral eig-
nificance between the two acts?

Complaint has been made to the Times
that the New Brunswick creameries sell-
short-weight butter. It is charged that
they do so to shut out the competition of
Quebec and Ontario makers, and that by
sé]]ing short-weight they can meet the
western price and make a snug profit.

The Times yestenday investigated the
matter, and of the local samples of but-
ter weighed all were chort except the pro-
duct of one creamery, and this one ,a lead-
ing grocer states, had also been remon-
strated with for eelling short-weight.

What is called a two-pound print was
found in most cases to be an ounce or
more than an ounce short, which would
mean a difference of a cent per pound to
the consumer. The grocer does not lose,
since he merely acts as a middleman and
makes his profit on the print, whatever its
weight. >

At the present price of butter the con-
sumer would naturally prefer to have full
weight, and not to pay at the rate of
thirty-two cents per pound for wrapping
paper. :

We have lately heard a good deal about
the price of milk, and the necessity for a
higher price to save the producer from
loss. Something more must be said on
the butter question. Whose duty is it to
see that goods are mot sold short-weight,
and why is that duty not better perform-
ed?

The paper manufacturers of Canada ask
that the export of pulp-wood be prohib-
ited. The Nova Scotia Press Association
believes there is a combine among the
Canadian paper manufacturers and is in
favor of a reduction in the duty on for-
eign paper.

What fair compe-
tition between them failed to accomplish
in the matter of reasonable prices to the
consumer could be brought about in an-
‘other way, without any sacrifice of na-
tional interests. The first duty is to con-
serve the natural resources of the coun-
try for the country’s benefit; the second
is to see that no combine shall have
the power to seize for iteelf the advant-
age which should go to the people.

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~ THE TEACHERS INSTITUTE

Interesting Papers Read and Discussed at Yester-
day Afternoon’s Session.

The Teachers’ Institute gession was re-
sumed at the High school yesterday after-
noon, when four interesting and very val-
uable papers were read. These came un-
der the head 'of subjects not in the cur-
riculum and were listened to with closest
attention.

During the afternoon session, four in-
structive and valuable papers were read.
These were classed under the general
head of subjects not on the curriculum
and were listened to with close attention
and were highly commended.

Miss Bartlett sketched what has been
done and is being done throughout the
dominion looking towards the establish-
ment of domestic science in the schools.
A short but interesting discussion follow-
ed. W. H. Parlee, of the Victoria school,
while admitting the importance of domes-
tic science and manual training, took the
ground that there are now so many  sub-
jects on the curriculum the teacher is em-
barrassed to find time for them all..

An interesting paper by Miss M. A.
Nannary was on Articulation. The writer
made a strong plea for the teaching of the
proper pronunciation of words with the
distinct articulation of each syllable. This
she said calls for much attention and pa-
tient effort from both teacher and pupil,
but she believed that the pleasure which
comes to both from the sense of acquire-
ment will counterbalance this.

It is necessary, she pointed out, to teach
the child to read as naturally as it speaks
and to shun the monotone of the class
room. Erroneous forms of speech should
also be corrected as far as possible and
the powers of observation trained. In
conclusion, Miss Nannary described her
own experience with her class in teaching
correct reading and speaking.

The second paper was by Miss M. I.
Morrow on Physical Training. This she
contended to be as necessary in the school
curriculum as mental or moral training.
Physical drill relieved the tired brain and

ody from the tension of mental taskts
and gave fresh vigor for remewal of the
work. It was a valuable aid to the tetch-
er because after it pupils were less dis-
orderly and had more powers of concen-
tration to bestow on the lesson.

Correct habits of standing, sitting and
walking should be insisted on not only
once a day, but all day and all the year
and every year. Only in this way she con-
tended could wholesome attitudes as-
sumed by an effort become unconscious
habits. The concluding part of Miss Mor-
row’s paper dealt with the mode of teach-
ing physical drill in the school room.

Miss A. B. McLedd then presented a
paper on Morals and Manners. It was
quite evident in this case, as indeed in all
the others, that much care and attentive
thought had been expended in the treat-
ment of the subject. She fully recognized

sults the individual must be looked to as
it depended more on the cultivation of
will power than anything else. The teach-
er was powerless to do anything more
than point the way and in order to do
this must set an example that could be
safely followed.

Great tact and sympathy were, she con-
cluded, also required in dealing with chil-
dren overtaken in a fault.

The last paper, on Rewards and Pun-
ishments, by Miss J. Scott, followed na-
turally on Miss Morrow’s remarks. Re-
wards and ‘punishments, Miss Scott point-
ed out, were not merely doctrines to be
believed in, they were schoolmasters to

way, of punishment as the mildest re-
buke too often depressed.

It was for every teacher she said to
eolve this problem for himself or herself,
but it required all the taét, discernment
and patience with. which nature had en-
dowed them. .

Dr. Bridges complimented the ladies
very highly on -their papers, He was sure
that the doctrines they had outlined were
those they put in force every day in their
class rooms and he was also sure that
every teacher could do the same provid-
ing they would hold themselves up to the
high standard of life required.

Inspector Carter followed in‘a similar
vein and then a recess of five minutes was
taken after which Miss Bartlett spoke on
domestic ecience training. She had not
prepared a paper on the subject, but
would content herself in giving a few
facts about what had been done in other
places towards establishing the new de-
partment. Ontario has made great strides
and the government, besides aiding the
public schools in the matter, has estab-
lished a four years’ course in the subject
in Toronto University.

. In Quebec there is no provision made by
law in the matter, nor is there in British
Columbia or the other western provinces,
although schools have been established in
different centres of population. In Prince
Edward Island some of the schools have
taken up instruction in sewing and Nova
Scotia has made great advances while in
this province a good start has been made.

Some. said there is no place on the
school curriculum for domestic science,
but she would introduce this in order to
tcach the other branches through it. In
conclusion she invited the teachers to
visit the room in the city where she
teaches her class.

In answer to a question by Mr. Carter,
Miss Bartlett said she hoped next year to
be able to introduce instruction in plain
sewing.

Mr. Carter spoke of the fact that
twenty years ago the St. John school
board taught plain sewing with great suc-
cess and he hoped they would revive it.
Manual training was of great service to
a boy but he believed that domestic
science lay nearer to the heart of the
matron. After the boy grew up there
were countless occupations in which he
could engage but it was expected that
every woman would at some time take
up the practice of domestic science. He
believed that the public of St. John would
not be content to have these branches
taught to a section of the city but would
insist that all schools be included and he
concluded that as soon as public opinion
made the demand the board would grant
it.

W. H. Parlee, principal of the Victoria
school, said that neither domestic science
nor, manual training stood in mneed of
apologetic remarks frohn anyone. Their

Anselm J. McLaurin,

Hon, Anselm Joseph MecLaurin, United
States Senator from Mississippi, was
born at Brandon, Miss., March 26th, 1848.

ON TRIAL AT HOULTON
FOR MURDER

Houlton, Me., Oct. 10.—John- Roberts,
who is on trial in the supreme court
charged with the murder of J. Edgar
Dickinson, went on the stand in his own
defense today and told the story of his
movements on the week of the murder,
in support of the effort of the defense to
prove an alibi. Roberts asserted that he
was in the woods hunting on the day of
the murder and that about 10 o’clock that
night he reached the Corliss Camp, where
he remained until arrested the following
morning. In answer to a direct question
by his counsel, he denied that he killed
Dickineon “or any other man.” The
cross-examination by attorney-general Hamg-
lin had to do largely with visits made by
Roberts to Island Falls, prior to the day
of the murder. Roberts admitted that he
was in Island Falls on October 15, the
Monday prior to the day of the crime,
and that he had his gun sights fixed by
a gunsmith at_ that time but he denied
that he made a second visit on October
17, the day immediately before the mur-
dar, as the state contends.

Although Roberts gave his direct testi-
mony clearly and without hesitation, his
answers to the cross-examination of the
attorney-general appeared somewhat con-
fused and when confronted with state-
ments made by him at the previous trial,
apparently contradictory of those made to-
day, he pleaded forgetfulness.

“If T said it, then,” he repeated several
times in answer to questions, “it was a
mistake. I don’t know whether I did or
not.2

One of the witnesses put on the stand
by the defznse today, John C. Terry, of
Island Falls, proved to be somewhat of a
surprise, .as his testimony agreed with
the contention of the state that Roberts
was in Island Falls on the Monday and
the Wednssday preceding the murder.
Many other witnesses called by the de-
fense testified to having known the pris-
oner for nearly a score of years. They
declared that his reputation was good and
that so far as they know no other crime
had ever been imputed to him.

Four mor: witnesses for the defense
remained to be heard tomorrow morn-
ing, after which the arguments will be
made and it is quite possible that the case
may go to the jury late in the afternoon.

Australia, which seems to cope with all
matters of rights given aliens under im-
perial treaties better than does Canada,
has local regulations which bring all
foreign steamers within the purview of
the local regulations as regards wages,
provisioning of ships, etc. In British Col-
umbia, however, the British North Am-
crica act gives Norwegians, Swedes,
Danes, Dutch and Italians, probably also
the Belgians, the right to enter the coast-
ing trade of Canada without any restric-
tion whatever. It is'not known whether
the new treaties made with /Japan and
France give these nations sinilar rights
to coast. It is probable, however, that
the clause which gave the Norwegians
and others the coastings right under the
“most favored nation” treaties made ap-
plicable to Canada by the British North
America, act have been eliminated from
the new treaties.

The problem raised by the invasion of
the Norwegian tramps into the local
coasting trade is mo small one, according
to local shipping men. Their unfair com-
petition will have an effect on not only
the shipping, but other associated inter-
ests; in fact, upon all the community.
