«! aSi London, Oct 4.—German papers reach­

ing London, in their comment on the 
lighting on the western front breathe an 
air of confidence concerning the results 
of the Anglo-French offensive after the 
first day’s “surprise attack."

"’The German people realise-the fright­
ful seriousness of the bldody struggle,” 
says the Frankfurter Zeitung, “but Ger­
many is not yet exhausted as her en­
emies would like to believe. We have at 
our disposal a sufficient number of free 
reserves who can be thrown In at any 
time and at any place, without weaken­
ing our fronts elsewhere. We shall force 
our adversaries to recognise this fact”

The Berlin Tageblatt says that no­
thing would be more foolish than‘for the 
German people to take a light hearted 
view of the terrible seriousness of these 
battles, but that confidence should be 
drawn from “the brilliant proofs of the 
courage and power of resistance the Ger­
mans previously have displayed against 
n numerically superior enemy.”

Athena, Oct. 3-—(Via Paria, Oct. 4)—All doubt as to the entrance 
of Greece into the war on the aide of the Entente Ain«g has now 
been disposed with. The official organ of the government says the 
landing of the French troops at SaloniM is for the purpose of assist- 
ing Greece.

In regard to the landing of the Ranch troops the governmental 
organ says that if, for the present, the government considers the 
assistance of the allies as premature, it is none the lees to aid and 
support Greece that the allies are at SaloniM. Prance and Rngia-nd 
enter the Balkans as traditional friends of Greece, and not otherwise.

The Greek government has seised the Macedonian railroads, of 
which two are Austrian and one French.

It was reported unofficially last week that the Entente Allies 
had landed troops near SaloniM to co-operate with the Greeks 
against Bulgaria. No official announcement to this effect has been 
made but the Athens despatch indicates that such a movement either 
is impending or has already been made.

GERMANY INTENDS 
TO FORCE ISSUE 

Amsterdam, via London, Oct. 4—Pro­
testing against Sir Edward Grey’s warn­
ing to Bulgaria that she would be held 
strictly accountable for aggressive ac­
tion against Use allies’ friends in the 
Balkans, the Hamburg Nachrichten pro­
fesses not to understand the excitement 
which has been caused in the entente 
nations. The paper declares Germany 
and Austria have no purpose except the 
temporary occupation of the Serbian 
bank of the Danube in order to assure 
necessary supplies for Turkey since 
Roumania refuses to permit the transit 
through- its territory of such war ma­
terial.

“If, therefore, Serbia is prudent," the 
Nachrichten explains, “she will save 
blood and powder by withdrawing her 
troops somewhat to the east-, as the 
goods destined for Turkey never will 
harm Serbia, and meanwhile she will 
rectify the wrongs she did to Bulgaria 
in the summer of'1912.”
MORE ABOUT MASSING 
OF GERMAN FORCES

Milan, Italy, Oct. 2—(Via Paris 4 —
While Roumania keeps 100,000 men on 
the Austro-Buigarian frontier, says a 
Bucharest despatch to the Corriere Della 
Sera, the Germans have withdrawn the 
Infantry massed along the southwest 
slopes of the Carpathians, but have left 
a strong force of artillery. On the other 
hand In the region between Kronstadt,
Transylvania and Hemnannstadt, near 
the Roumanian frontier, there is a con­
stant coming and going of German sol­
diers.

According to reliable though uncon- 
infdrmation, 100,000 German 

troops have been moved from Buko- 
wina to the Serbian frontier and there 
now are several hundred thousand men 
stationed in Hungary, 'between Pancz- 
ova, Weisskirchen, and Versecz. Two 
thirds of this army is said to be com­
posed of Germans. It is estimated that 

I the artillery numbers 1200 guns, between 
I Panczova and Weisskirchen alone. The 
greater part of these forces are newly 
formed regiments with the best troops 
from the Belgian front. These soldiers- 
are in good condition. Most of the men 
are under thirty, The majority of the 
Germans are Bavarians. There is only 
one officer to each battery, most of the 
lower commands being entrusted to 
German, non-commissioned officers.
Field Marshal Von Mackensen, the 
commander-in-chief, is reported to have 
arrived at Temesvar, seventy-two miles 
northeast of Belgrade.

Fierce fighting has taken 
place at various points along the allied 
line in weather alternating brilliant sun­
shine and torrential rains.

“Progress has been made on our front. 
Hostile fire has been somewhat heavier 
than usual and the enemy’s artillery has 
been more aggressive, but with little net 
results. The enemy’s aeroplanes and 
snipers have been particularly active- 

“On the morning of Saturday, Sept. 
26, a demonstration was carried out by

s' Professor Parker has worked out the 

idea of the small submersible propelled 
by a gasoline engine primarily as a de­
fensive craft. It will have a cruising radi­
us of fifty miles and a speed of perhaps 
forty miles an hour. In defensive opera­
tions a small fleet of these vessels could 
be carried on the decks of a mother ship 
and sent out to meet the invaders. Be­
cause of their speed they should the more 
easily elude destroyers, and other sub­
marines, run close to the vessels of an 
invading fleet and discharge their tor­
pedoes with great accuracy.

On the other hahd, the submarines of 
the invading fleet may be detected by 
the beams at the helioscope sweeping un­
dersea arflas. This detector, Professor 
Parker/hggests is more readily adapt­
able totorpedo boat destroyers. Equipp­
ed with it they could locate lurking sub- 
ÿt^fines and destroy them, because the 
fatter cannot safely be submerged to a 
depth greater than 800 feet or escape 
swift pursuers.

His helioscope, according to Professor 
Parker, will be the eyes of a ship the 
same as the Fessenden oscillator is the 
ear to detect vibration under water. 
Thus equipped with eyes and ears for 
submarines he predicts the ascendency 
of the smaller and swifter fighting craft.

THE WAR NEWS.

The British have made some further 
gains in France, and the French 'nave 
captured a blockhouse and some en­
trenchments. These gains are import­
ant because they follow the splendid 
‘ chievement of a week ago, and prove 
Ihe growing power of the Allies along 
the western front. The cables tell us 
that among the Germans captured are 
tnany old men and boys. Another cable 
says that Austria is calling to the colors 
men who in previous drafts were re­
jected as physically unfit. Another 
significant fact is that the Prussian cas­
ualties since the war began have been 
close to two millions, to which must be 
added those of the Saxons, Bavarians 
and Wurtembergers. Making full ' al­
lowance for the number of the wounded 
who recovered and returned to the firing 
line, if is still obvious that the German 
losses have been very heavy, and that 
the pressure, with such heavy fighting 
on both the east and west fronts, must 
be growing steadily more difficult to 
bear. The Allies, on the other hand, 
have not yet reached their maximum of

• striking power.
It remains true, however, that this 

striking power must be strengthened and 
sustained. That is the reason Lord 
Kitchener appeals for more men. The 
sooner he can get them, and place them 
fully equipped in the field, the sooner 
the scale of victory will turn in favor 
of the Allies, and the less, in the end, 
will be the sacrifice involved.

Bulgaria is at last to be forced into 
action one way or the other. The Al­
lies have waited with great patience in 
the face of, the Bulgarian policy of bar­
gaining, and lately of openly friendly 
relations with Germany. There is now 
to be an end of the suspense. She must 
declare herself, and if she espouses the 
cause of Germany there will be no de­
lay on the part of the Allies in attend­
ing to her case and that of her other 
ally, the Turk. The atmosphere will be 
clearer and the whole situation made 
more satisfactory when there is a defin­
ite alignment of the Balkan powers.

The Second Canadian Division is tak­
ing part in the British operations on tne 
western battlefront. Already some cas­
ualties have been reported. The fact 
emphasises the need ôf more men to 
keep the Canadian Divisions up to full

* strength.
The United States gets into the news 

of the day once more with the announce­
ment that she is not satisfied with the 
reply of Germany in the matter of the 
sinking of the Arabic and the destruc­
tion of American lives. Germany ad-

■' mils that the submarine commander 
made a mistake, but does not yet as­
sume any liability, though willing to 
submit the question to arbitration. 
President Wilson declines to consider 
arbitration. If Germany maintains her 
present attitude, there will be nothing 
left for President Wilson to do but to 
sever diplomatic relations. Germany will 
probably come to terms. The events of 
the last ten days must hgve had a sob­
ering effect even upon the Kaiser.

Submarines of American make, but 
the parts assembled and the vessels 
completed in Canada, 'have crossed the 
Atlantic under their own power, though 
convoyed by cruisers. This news will 
be of special interest in Germany, where 
the submarine is no longer a subject for 
polite conversation. One of the con­
spicuous failures of German plans has 
been that of their submarine campaign 
against the British navy and commercial 
marine.

He pleaded for an 
Intelligent loyalty, based on knowledge 
of world history, and of the principles 
for which the British Kmpi.-e steads, and 
which are in the minds of the true pa­
triot when hç sings God Save the King, 
or offers his life .to. ensure the' safety of 
the Empire. British and German ideals 
add conduct were . contrasted, and the 
hope expressed that when the war is over 
the lessons now being learned will not be 
lost, but that loyalty will find expres­
sion in devotion to every task of the re­
construction period, making for the higher 
life of Canada and the Empire.

Judge Knowles gave a vet-y interesting 
review of the history of Centenary Sun­
day school. It was a branch of the old 
Germain street Methodist Sunday school, 
which at its last meeting before the new 
one was opened had more than 400 
scholars and teachers in attendance. The' 
first Centenary Church was built in 1839, 
and the Sunday school opened in 1840. 
There are still living four members of 
that school. To one of them, Mr. Godsoe, 
special reference was made yesterday. 
Judge Knowles told of the destruction of 
the first church in 1877, when nearly every 
pewholder also suffered severe loss. The 
present structure was opened in 1878, 
and a new phase of the school life be- 

Rcference was made to John E. 
Irvine, H. J. Thome, John Hutchings and 
other well'known citizens who had 
the office of superintendent, and to the 
interest manifested in music, temperance, 
mission and other activities by the school, 
which is now entering upon a new sea­
son’s work with large attendance and 
bright prospects.

Mr. Myers conveyed greetings from his 
Edinburgh Sunday school .which is so 
large that both morning and after-service 
sessions are held, with afternoon classes 
for adults. There are twenty teachers 
in the primary department. Less atten­
tion has been paid in the old country than 
in Canada to Sunday school work, but 
the interest Is growing. Mr. Myers Is a 
Canadian who has spent five years in 
Edinburgh. He noted the fact that one 
of Rev. Mr. Barraclough’s sons, whom he 
saw present, had been bora in what was 

his own native town.
The meeting closed with thé National

tor. At 5.30 the Young People’s League 
entertained their friends in the church 
parlors with refreshments and music.

A suggestion that steps might be taken 
to keep in mind the St. John men who 
went over with the 12th Battalion in 
the first contingent, and who went to 
the front as reinforcements for other 
battalions is given in a letter from Pri­
vate Fred Edwards, now with the 15th 
Battalion (48th Highlanders). Edwards 
says he needs nothing for himself, as 
his father, to whom the letter is ad­
dressed, looks after his comfort, but 
says there are at least twenty St. John 
men in his own battalion, to say nothing 
of the others scattered elsewhere, who 
never receive from their home town any 
of the little comforts which go so far 
towards brightening the life of the men 
in the trenches. Portions of the letter 
are as follows)

“We came out of the trenches last 
night and are in a rest Camp for a few 
days. We have pretty gôod times when 
we are out of the trenches ; we have ball 
games every day and concerts nearly 
every night, and they are fine. We have 
a dandy ball team and beat pretty well 
every team we play.

“Do you know, Dad, I have often won­
dered if the people of St. John have for­
gotten the boys who left with the first 
contingent, because they never seen» to 
think of them when they have anything 
to send to the troops. It is all sent to 
the second contingent in England, and 
the boys of the first, who are scattered 
among the different battalions at the 
front get nothing. It is not that I want 
anything, for I get all I want from 
you at home, but I know of at least 
twenty St. John boys who have not re­
ceived a single thing from St. John since 
they left. In fact there has not been 
a single thing sent to any of the boys 
who first left St. John by any of the 
societies, as far as I know, except some 
chocolates at Christmas, -while the 26th 
have all they want sent to them for the 
asking.

“I think it-is a shame the way they 
have been forgotten, Just because they 
have been broken up and scattered 
among the different battalions.”
