A reaction cannot be far off. It will be forced on people by 
hard experience that the-best and most effectual way of developing 
the mind and strengthening its powers by concentrating atten­
tion on a few subjects and ensuing a thought and complete 
mastery, of at least a portion of them, so that the young man or 
woman will have a standard in themselves by which they will know 
whether they have complete knowledge of any subject and whether 
u[x>n k"C USHlg lhCir powers of thought intelligently and accurately

Memory and thought and reason and judgment and taste will 
each be exercised on a few subjects which have been recognized 
as the best for developing and training the mind’s powers, instead 
ot being dissipated over so many subjects that not one of them is 
mastered.

Much study is a weariness to the flesh but the due and propa 
exercise of the mind’s faculties will bring as much joy as the heal 
thy boy finds in using and developing his physical powers.

When we have generally recognized that the School and Col­
lege are not.intended to load up the mind with knowledge but to 
exercise and strengthen its powers so that our young people shall 
be trained to use their minds intelligently and actively to the best 
effect all through life, we shall be ready to insist on having a few 
subjects in our Schools well and thoroughly taught by the most 
efficient Teachers who in addition to a Certificate from the Public 
Board of Examiners shall show that they are well instructed and 
consistent members of the particular denomination which desires 
to employ them.

The voluntary Denominational School may be small in point 
of numbers and there may be only the one Teacher, but withthe 
desire to have our children not loaded up with information but 
trained to acquire and use knowledge, will have departed the 
necessity for many Teachers in the same School.

TRINITY UNIVERSITY.
I rejoice to say that while Trinity College has been in a posi­

tion to occasion its friends serious anxiety, yet there is now good 
reason to anticipate a bright future. Men of higVstanding have 
associated thefnselves with the new Provost in a determined effort 
to place the institution in a strong financial position. The reduc-
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tion in its capital has been in some degree caused by the demand 
of the public generally and by Church people also that the stu­
dents of our day shall have the opportunity of following just such 
courses of instruction, as each may prefer or may consider most 
likely to promote his advancement in life.

Trinity has accordingly been obliged to maintain a Staff of 
Professors and Lecturers, sufficient to afford instruction not in 
Classics and Mathematics and Philosophy only but in all the 
modern sciences and departments of scientific knowledge.

It is very questionable whether this costly system is turning 
out as capable men, with their mental powers as strong and active 
and quick as those who formerly proceeded from the University 
after going through the old fashioned but effective course in Clas­
sics and Mathematics.

Modern sciences are excellent, and every" educated man 
should aim at as extended a knowledge of them as possible, 
but tti*ir rightful position js not in developing and exercising and 
Strengthening the» mind’s faculties.

When this latter work has been done, then the mind will be 
able to take up with far greater advantage any branch of^scien-< 
tific knowledge and to attain in a far shorter space of time a more 
intelligent and more complete grasp of it.

Until experience has brought men to recognize that these 
subjects ought to fce deferred until the student has graduated in 
Arts and should be taken up then as a postgaduate course, it will 
be necessary for Trinity to maintain a large Staff of Professors 
and Lecturers. % g

Federation with the University of Toronto would ho doubt 
afford us a remedy by admitting our students to the Lectures of 
its Professors, provided arrangements can be made to prevent our 
students being handicapped by the distance from Trinity to the 
Lecture Rooms.

Those who have been looking into the question of Federation 
in all its aspects have, I understand, good hope that a satisfactory 
arrangement can be effected.

A great many earnest Churchmen in all our Dioceses will 
regret the loss of prestige and position entailed by the surrender 
of Trinity’s independent standing as the Church’s University in 
the Province of Ontario. The loss is very serious, especially after 
the excellent work and the brave struggle of the last half century 
but there will be some important compensating advantages.

You may rely upon it that the greatest care will be taken to 
guard and conserve the vital principles, as we regard them, which 
_ it the very foundation of Trinity and which led to its creation 
and has secured its maintenance in the face of so many difficulties 
and discouragements during the last 50 years.
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Annual Report to every family in each Congregation in the 
Diocese.

The Reverend Dr. Welch has retired from the very important 
position of ProVost of Trinity College and has accepted the Rectory 
of St. James Cathedral in Toronto. The Reverend T. C. Street 
Macklem has been unanimously chosen by the Council of Trinity 
to be the Head of the College and Vice-Chancellor of the Univer­
sity.

It is most satisfactory to know that Provost Macklem intends 
to make himself known to all our Synods and so far as it may be 
possible to our leading Parishes. In his presence I may not say 
anything as to his qualifications for the high and most responsible 
office which he now holds amongst us as the Head of our Church 
College for educating otîr sons for all the learned Professions and 
for every walk in life and especially for the holy ministry. You

THE SOCIETY FOR PROMOTING CHRISTIAN KNOWLEDGE.

I earnestly hope that all our Clergy and Congregations will 
bear in mind that the Synod at its Session last year determined 
that a sermon shall be preached and a collection taken up for this 
Society annually on the 8th Sunday after Trinity. Should we fail 
to carry out this determination it will be impossible for me to 
endorse any applications for aid from this Society either in erect­
ing our Churches or in procuring books for our Sunday Schools 
or Churches.

Since November 1898, not three full years yet, the S. P. C. K. 
has made grants to Churches which were being erected in this 
Diocese amounting to $2,131. I wish it to be distinctly under­
stood that my sense of propriety and decency will forbid my 
endorsing any applications for aid unless we comply year by year 
with the reasonable request that each of our congregations send 
them an annual collection.

The Standing Committee of the S. P. C. K. has desired me 
to inform the Clergy that certain unauthorized persons seem 
to be taking on themselves to inform the recipients of their grants 

‘ that such grants have been made, soliciting at the same time 
orders for goods in which they are interested. Accordingly they
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ACTION REQUESTED BY THB BOARD OF MANAGERS OF D. AND F. 
M. S. BY BISHOPS AND DIOCESAN SYNODS.

“That the Board of Management of the Domestic and Foreign Missionary 
Society, respectfully request each Bishop of this Province to draw the attention of 
the Clergy and Laity, in Synod assembled, to the deplorable indifference to the great 
missionary interests of the Church prevailing in our parishes as shown by the follow­
ing considerations :

> “ (I). That although the resulutions of the Board contemplate the formation
of a missionary commtttee in connection with the Board itself in every parish and
mission, yet notwithstanding repeated appeals for the formation of such committee, 
few have been formed or do now exist ;

” (a). The although ai.ooo copies of the Annual Report of the Board, con­
taining special appeals m regard to the parochial committee’s circulation of the 
Canadian Church Magazine and Mission News (the organ of the Board), aud for 
more earnest influence on the part of the Clergy and their flocks in behalf of the work 
of the Board, were generally distributed, little if any discoverable response has l*en 
made to the appeals, apparently indicating that the report itself cannot have reached 
the members ofthe congregations ;

“ (3). That although in October last a special circular was issued from
the office of the Magazine by direction of the Board, conveying extracts from
the constitution and resolutions of the Board to the 1000 Clergy of the Province, and 
offering the Magazine free lor a period of six months to snch of the Clergy as signified 
their willingness to receive it, only eighty seven responses were received ;

“ (4). That although special sample copies of the Juvenile, with special offer, 
were communicated to the Clergy, yet tne total of orders between the list of Decern- 
lier, and the 1st of April, amount only to 289 additional copies ;

“ (5). That although special offer of mite boxes free for the Lenten Offerings 
of the Sunday School children was made in connection with the Children’s Lenten 
Letter,, sent out to every one of the 1000 clergy of the Province, only ninety-six re­
sponses accepting the mite boxes for their schools, were receive# representing only 
a total of 5770 boxes ; . , ,

“(6). That although the Cycle of Prayer authorised by the Board, containing 
subjects for prayers for Missions arranged for a month, has been notified as ready 
both in connection witn the appeals and the Annual Report, and by advertisements 
in the Canadian Church Magazine and Mission News, yet comparatively few copies 
have been circulated. , ,

“That the Bishops be further requested to induce their Synods to consider and 
discuss the various means which may be used by the Clergy, Sunday School Teach­
ers, children, and laymen in each parish to promote the missionary work of the 
Church, and to adopt such resolution or oanon as will make it the duty of each clergy- 

to use the various means indicated by the Board in behalf of the Church for in­
ducing every member of the Church, from the young children attending Sunday 
School up through all ages and ranks of men and women, to promote the Church s 
missionary work.”

In accordance with this request of the Board of Managers I 
would urge the Synod to appoint an hour to-day when this ques­
tion of a Canon defining the duties of the Clergy in reference to 
the Church’s Missionary work may be discussed or to appoint 
a Committee to submit to the Synod the draft of a Canon on the 
question. 1

I may not detain you longer. May God give us all patience 
and forbearance and hopefulness and a sound judgment in dealing 

' with the various matters which will be taken up—each in its order.

George’s and All Saint’s, Ottawa, as also the parishes of Carleton Place, and Arnprior 
have promised to aid in the erection of new church. At present the congregation 
are worshipping in a fiuilding formerly used as a Methodist Church and kindly 
placed at their dispoeal by that body. In other respects the year has not been quite 
so favourable as previous years, owing to removals from the parish. The J. W. A. 
is flourishing and doing much good work. Arrangements have bee* made for the 
adoptioyof a Zenana girl.

Taking the year's report from this 
parish perhaps it is the best ever returned from the old parish of Williamsburg. 
The incumbent, Rev. J. N. Hunter writes that the time was ripe for all this work, 
such ripe times periodically occur and must be taken advantage of, and that the steady, 
moral, manly, lasting work of his predecessor, Rev. M. G. J'oolc, raised regard for 
the Church of England high enough to make this work possible. , .

Insurance—The Rural Dean is able to report that all church buildings in the 
Deanery are insured and that there has been an increase in the amount paid towards 
Clerical stipend and also in the amounts paid towards parochial and outside objects.

Conference—A very helpful and interesting Conference was held last November 
in the Parish of Trinity (Memorial) Church, Cornwall, under the presidency of the 
Bishop. It was attended by many representative people from different parts of the 
Deanery. All church workers, male and female having been invited, as is usual, by 
means of a circular issued by the Rural Dean.

The large parish hall, was well filled during the whole day with church workers 
who listened with avidity to the papers read and to all the discussions. It seems at 
least to some that/these annual Deanery Conferences might well be styled local 
Church Congresses, enlisting as they do the interest of church people in all our local 
centres.' • • '
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Chapter Meeting— During the first week in May the Deanery Chapter met at 
St. John’s Church Lancaster. The statistical returns were studied and all arrange­
ments made for the holding of the next Deanery conference at Crysler in the autumn.

Quiet Day.—The day following, “a quiet day” for the clergy of the Deanery 
was conducted by the Rev. W. C. Rodgers, of the Church of St. John the 
Evangelist, Montreal, which was very helpful and much appreciated.

Survey.—In taking a survey of the whole Deanery U would be very much to 
the advantage of the Church to have two more clergymen in Priests orders 
labouring within its bounds. By a re-arrangement of Osnabrück and Williams­
burg, having in view at the same time the desire to increase the church services at 
Newington and Avenmore, another parish in this district might with advantage lie

The Committee on Deceased Members begs leave to report that sin#e last 
Synod three memliers have died ; Rev. Canon Nesbitt of Smith’s Falls and Messrs. 
J. Bryant of Lancaster and George Acres of South March.

Rev. Andrew Cuscaden Nesbitt, priest, and canon of Christ Church Cathedral 
was born on May 'he 22nd, 1838. After his college course at Bishop’s College, 
Lennox ville, he was ordained in 1862 by the most Rev. Dr. Fulford Bishop of 
Montreal and Metropolitan ; and commenced his. work in the Gatineau Valley 

• district A few years later he became one of the clergy of this Diocese, and acted 
as.curate at Christ Church, Ottawa. For a short time he was connected with the 

, parish of Kemptville aud then became rector of Franktown, where his work is re- ' 
membered with gratitude to this day.

The important rectoriesF of Pembroke and Richmond were then filled with 

many years of earnest work.

;
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In 1881 he went to Smith’s Falls and for 19 years gave hipiself up to his many 
duties with vigor and success.

The beautifhl new church of St. John’s, and the definite church tone of the 
congregation in Smith's Falls will be his memorial for many year-. He entéred into 
rest on Palm Sunday April 8th, 1900. . •

Mr. George Acres represented the congregation of St. John’s, South March as 
delegate to the Synod for 6 years and was always in attendance. He was a faithful 
churchman, whose^onsistent life was a great suppo 
whom he lived. "

Mr. Josiah Bryant lay delegate of the new Mission of Glengarry was present at 
the last session of Synod.

Since the formation of the Mission he rendered, as voluntary organist valuable , 
assistance to the mission priest in connection with the conduced divine service, 
and will lie much missed.

The^Committee also begs leave to report the death of Rev. W. H. Smythe one 
of the clergy of the old Diocese of Ontario who was an annuitant on our Superannua­
tion Fund, and who though hot connected with the Diocese of Ottawa, lived 
amongst us, and frequently assisted in the services in the city and suburbs.

Also the death of Mr. W. R. Wright for many years lay delegate of Christ 
Church Cathedral.

Though not a member of the Synod at the time of his death, Mr. Wright was 
well known to churchmen in Ottawa and other parts of the Diocese and endeared 
to them by the kindness of his character and the quiet consistency of his Christian life.

Report of the Rectory Lands Fund Committee

The Rectory iStnds Fund Committee beg leave to repert that during the past 
year the Capital of this fund has been increased in the following instances •* 
Interest added to Capital in North Gower $ 6.65, in Plantagenet $11.17, in 
Richmond $ 100.00, payment from Parish.

The Capital now stands at $ 30,999.56 the income accruing from this Capital, 
together with balance in hand of $69.38 last year, amounted to $ 1,306.70 of §hich 
$ 1,219.60 was paid to rectors and $ 17.82 added to Capital leaving a balance in 
hand of $ 69.28.
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At the November meeting the Clerical Secretary laid before this committee a 
statement to the effect that owing to an overdraft on the Fund at the time of the 
division of the diocese, the rectors were lieing paid four months in advance, and re­
quested that some plan be adopted by which this matter could be adjusted. After 
considerable discussion the following plan was approved of viz. that the next four 
cheques should be paid at intervals of seven months, instead of half yearly by which 
the four months in advance would disappear the cheques being paid as follows:— ^

Repart of the Committee on the State of the Church. 190a

I. The Committee on the state of the Church has the pleasure to report that for 
the year ended April 25th, 1900, St^j^tal Returns have been received from all they 

parishes and missions of the Diocese save the M ission of Killaloe which has been 
vacant- The returns are for the most part full and complete, showing an 
appreciation of the effort being made to ascertain the true position of the Church’s- 
work from year to year as far as spiritual quantities can be expressed by statistics.

In some cases however there is plainly evident a lack of due care and caution in 
filling up the different columns. Here and there is met with a space left unfilled 
without any thought, no doubt, of the trouble and annoyance that blank space will 
give to the chairman of this committee. The chairman writes to the incautious
one and presently gets the information he is seeking after with words to this effect : 
“I can not understand how the omission occurred.” These omissions are not 
numerous but they evidence nevertheless that the instructions issued to the Rural 
Deans are not being carried out in all cases at the meeting of the Deanery Chapter 
in May. These instructions are that • The Rural Dean is responsible for studying 
with the Clergy in Chapter each return and making sure that each enquiry is filled up 
on the same principle. ” If this were done in al»> cases with care and caution there
would be no blank spaces in the columns when the returns come into the hands of 
your committee for searching analysis. Surely if it is worth while to do this work, 
it is worth while to do it well. Let all make a painstaking effort, therefore, to have 
the Statistical Returns of the Diocese of Ottawa full and acurate in every particular 
asked for. Before entering upon a detailed statement our Committee beg leave to 
assuS the Synod that they have prepared this report with great care, fully realising 
the importance of their work. They trust that it may be found, helpful, hopeful 
and encouraging.
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2. During the year ended 25th of April last there is found to 6è an increase in 
the number of families, in the total population, ir. the number of com municants, in 
the number of baptisms, marriages, and burials, but a decrease in the number of 
persons confirmed when we compare with the returns of the previous year. Let us 
take these separately. The number of families now returned is 6415. Last year 
the number was 6331 an increase for the year of 84 families.

The church population is now returned as 29,794, an increase over last year of 
438 souls. The Dominion census of 1891 gave the Church of England population 
of the eight counties comprising the Diocese of Ottawa as 37,393. From this we learn 
that there are in the Diocese probably to-day about 8000 nominal Church people 
who are unknown to the clergy. No doubt the majority of them do not want to be 
known. They live without the means of grace inSh 
the message must be carried to them “whether they will hear or whether they will 
'forbear."

3 The number of communicants has increased from 10, 258 to 10, 665, an increase 
of 407 for the year, of which increase 307 must be credited to the City of Ottawa. 
St. George’s Church, Ottawa heads this list with 550 Communicants, CBrist Church 
Cathedral comes second, with 525 ; Trinity Church, Cornwall, third, with 445' 
Osnabrück and Moulinette, fourth, with 390.

4 Ther&have been 2105 mid-day celebrations and 1093 early celebrations, an 
increase 01 304 in the former and a decrease of 117 as regards the latter. One Deanery 
that of Prescott and Russell bad only 3 early celebrations throughout the year. 
There have been 8415 Sunday services held, and 4107 week day services. Last year 
there were 8153 Sunday services held, and 4326 week day services. An increase of 
262 in former and a decrease of 219 in the latter.

5 The number of Baptisms for the year was 990, an increase of 24 over the previous 
year. There were only 16 adult baptisms in the Diocese during the year. There 
were 311 mayiages an increase of 21 ; 442 burials, an increase of 16. Trinity Church, 
Cornwall, returns the largest number of baptisms viz. 41 ; St. George’s Church, Ottawa, 
obtaining second place, with 35; Carleton Place third, with 33; Osnabrück and 
Moulinette, fourth, with 32; All Saints, Ottawa, fifth, with 31; St. John’s, Ottawa, 
sixth, with 30; Trinity Church, Cornwall, returns, as is usual, the largest number of 
burials viz. 24.

6 The number confirmed shows a decrease of 150 when compared' with the pro­
ceeding year. There is also one Sunday school less than last year, although the 
number of pupils is greater by 112 and the teachers by 5.

The number of schools is 99 ; pupils, 5,600 ; male teachers 194, and female 399 
There are in the Diocese 151 churches and stations where services are regularly held, 

e and 99 Sunday schools. No vrty satisfactory progress, therefore, can be reported in 
the state-of our Sunday school work, according to this shewing. We have again to 
mark what seems to be the fact that this is the weakest department of our Church's
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operations, and it may be the cause of there not being a larger number presenting 
themselves for the gift of the Holy Ghost in confirmation.

Two years ago the Lord Bishop of the Diocese addressed the Synod in these 
weighty words : You will all (eel with me deep disappointment with this feature
in our year’s work. We have in round numbers 30,000 church people in the 
Diocesef If the Bishops and Clergy and parents are living up to their duty, 30,000 
will Ire confirmed at least in 30 years, that is in one generation, so that our annua) 
numlrer confirmed ought not to fall below
disappointment and I appeal to my brethren of the clergy to lie untiring and un- 
sparingof themselves in searching out and preparing with the greatest -possible

we cannot congratulate ourselves on having made as yet any improve- 
m^nl" h does appear to your committee that the remedy to a great extent is to be 
fourni in much more efficient work among the young people of the Church in Sun­
day Schools and in public aflU private catechising. There must lie a considerable 
number of young people who are slipping through our hands year by year, some of 
whom surely with persistent care and dilgence might'-li^ brought into touch with 
the spiritual influences of the Church of God.

7- V\ e come now to the Financial Returns reported from'the parishes pf the 
Diocese. :

The total amount expended on the erection or purchase of buildings or other 
property was $16,237. Last year the amount was $25,979. The amount contri­
buted to clerical stipentf

amount received for outside objects was $16.012. ; the previous year $12,277. 
The total financial receipts, however, only exceeded those of the proceeding year 
by about $4000 owing to there tieing a decrease of over $800.1 in the amount expended 
on the erection and purchase of buildings or other property.

8. For clerical stipend the Diocese gave at the rate of $5.50 per family, and 
for all purposes at the rate of $16.80 per family. The Deanery of Carlemn

Ottawa, has been built through the magnificent liberality of one of our respected 
Laymen. May it stand through ft^^e generations as a memorial of one who 
consecrated his wealth to the service of God and of His Church. A new church 
has been built at Vernon in the Mission of Metcalfe, and another at Edwards in the 
Mission of Russell.

The Deanery of Stormont is credited with the remaining tVo, viz. : St. Paul’s, • 
Aultsville, and St. George’s, Gallingertown, both in the parish of Williamsburg. 
These two ch\irc£es do not increase’the number of churches in the Diocese, inas­

much as the new church at Gallingertown, built by wonderful zeal and liberality, 
replaces an old structure which stood for many years on the same site ; while St. 
Paul’s, Aultsville, now finished and complete in every respect, by 
wonderful real and liberality, was enumerated for sqtnc year.», the commodious 
basement having been used for divine service. The number of churches in the 
Diocese is 124. One new parsonage has been addfed to our list, that of St. Alban's 
Church, Ottawa, while a church house has been credited to the parish of St. Luke, 
Ottawa.

10. The total value of all church property is $732,238, being an increase over last
„ year of nearly $50,000. ^
