§ 1. The following persons may be admitted to the 
Divinity Class: Graduates in Arts of Trinity College, 
or other Universities recognized by Trinity College,* 
Graduates of the University of Toronto who have 
been resident Students, and Undergraduates of Trinity 
College, who have attended the Lectures of the Arts 
Course for at least one year, provided that they have 
obt.ined the approval of the Provost and Professors, 
and are of the full age of twenty-one years.

* These Univeraitte» are Oxford; Cambridge; Trinity College, Public; 
Durham ; King’s College, winder,r. Nova Seotla ; King’» College. Frederic­
ton, New Brunswick ; Bishop’s College, Leonoxvllle, and the late Kings 
College, Toronto.
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Students may also be admitted to the Divinity Class 
under the following conditions :—

I. That the Candidate for admission be of the full 
age of twenty-one years.

II. That he produce testimonials from some Clergy­
man in Priest’s Orders, certifying to his good moral 
character, and apparent fitness for the office of the 
Christian Ministry, and also to his inability to meet 
the expense of a three years’ academical course ; these 
testimonials being countersigned by the Bishop of the 
Diocese in which he resides, or in which he intends to 
offer himself as a candidate for Holy Orders.

Trinity College was, by an Act of the Legislat 
of the Province of Canada, passed in the year of 
Lord, 1851, constituted a body corporate, consisting of 
the Lord Bishop of Toronto, (or in case of the division 
of the Diocese of Toronto, of the Bishops of the seve­
ral Dioceses into which the Diocese of Toronto shall be 
divided), the Tiustees of the College and the Colleg 
Council.

On the 1st of January, 1850, an Act of the Pro­
vincial Legislature came into operation, constituting 
the University of Toronto ; and, under the provisions 
of this Act, the Faculty of Divinity was suppressed, and 
the use of the ritual of the English Church forbidden, 
in King’s College, now known as University College.

This important change in the Constitution of 
foundation, which owed its origin mainly to the long- 
continued and persevering efforts of the Bishop of 
Toronto, appeared to his Lordship, and to the great 
body of the Churchmen of this Province, to vender in­
dispensable the erection of a College for the instruction 
of the members of the Church of England

The Bishop, consequently, on the 7th of February, 
1850, issued a Pastoral Letter to the Clergy and Laity 
of the Diocese inviting their co-operation in the good 
work. This appeal was nobly responded to, and about 
$100,000 was subscribed in money, lands, and stock in 
building societies.

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In the same year his Lordship proceeded to England, 
I where he received very liberal assistance in carrying 
I his great design. The Society for the Propagation 
I of the Gospel in Foreign Parts, made a vote of two 
I thousand pounds, payable by instalment of four hun- 

I dred pounds per annum ; and also gave seven acres and a 
I half of land within the precincts of the City of Toronto. 
I The Societyfor Promoting Christian Knowledge granted 

I three thousand pounds ; and the University of Oxford 
I five hundred pounds. The subscriptions of individuals 
I exceeded four thousand pounds.
I On Wednesday, April 30th, 1851, the foundation 
I stone of the College was laid, and on Thursday, the 15th 

I of January, 1852, the Inauguration took place, and from 
I that day the regular course of instruction commenced.

In the year 1852, the Ven. A. N. Bethune, D.D., 
Archdeacon of York, raised further subscriptions in 
England: and in 1852-3, the Eev. Wm. McMurray, 
D.D., by the appointment of the Bishop, made a tour 
in the United States, for the purpose of soliciting sub- 

| scriptions on behalf of the College. He met every­

where with a most cordial reception from the members 
of the sister Church; and obtained in books and 
little short of $10,000.

Within the Diocese successful efforts were at the 
same time made by the Rev. T. B. Fuller, D.D., and 
by the Rev. Saltern Givins—the former, by the Bishop’s 
appointment, undertaking the canvas of the Western— 
the latter, that of the Eastern section of the Diocese.

In April, 1853, Dr. Burnside placed at the disposal 
of the College the munificent sum of $24,000, in lands

and money—a portion of which has been devoted to 
the foundation of two Burnside Scholarships for Stu­
dents in Arts, in order permanently to associate with 
the College the name of this noble benefactor.

In the year 1864, the Rev. William McMumiy, 
D,D., D.C.L., Rector of Niagara, was deputed by the 
Corporation of Trinity College, to visit England for 
the purpose of seeking aid towards the endowment of 
the College. The result of his laborious/and successful 
endeavours was the realizing of an ambunt in money 
and in books of about $20,000. The books are men­
tioned in detail in the account given of the Library of 
the College. Dr. McMurray’s mission having been in­
terrupted by the necessity of returning to Canada, the 
Rev. W. S. Darling, in the following year, took up the 
unfinished work, and succeeded in collecting $2,526.

The Hon. James G6#don, bequeathed to the College, 

in 1865, the sum of $2,000.
In the year 1866, Enoch Turner, Esq., of Toronto, 

bequeathed to the College, $8,000, “ to be applied 
towards carrying on the charitable and holy purposes 
for which the College was incorporated.”

Thomas Clark Street, Esq., bequeathed to the Col­
lege, in the year 1871, the sum of $4,000.

In the year 1876, the family of the late James Hen­
derson, Esq., of Yorkville, desirous of carrying into 
effect the intention of their father, for which he had 
made no provision in his will, gave the College $4,000.

This sum, together with Mr. Street’s legacy of 
$4,000, has been applied towards the erection of a Con­
vocation Hall, which was formally opened on Novem-
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ber 15th, 1877, the occasion of the installation of the 
Hon. G. W. Allan, D.C.L., as Chancellor of the Uni­

versity.
Other benefactors to the College will be found men­

The College Library contains about 5,000 volumes, 

600 of wljich were a gift from the Society for Promoting 
Christian Knowledge. About the same number were 
sent from England by private benefactors before the 
College was opened. Valuable additions have been 
made to the Library by the Government of the State 
of New York, by the Smithsonian Institute, and 
by Columbia College. The late Bishop of Toronto 
also presented upwards of 300 volumes including 
many valuable works in Theological, Classical, and 
General Literature, and at his death bequeathed to the 
College the remainder of his extensive and valuable 
Library. The University of Oxford made a munificent 
grant of books, published at the University'Press, of 
the value of £150 sterling ; and Trinity College, Dub­
lin, kindly presented copies of the works published by 
the University, amounting to upwards of 80 volumes.

Henry) Lefroy sent from England 169 volumes as a 
gift to the College Library.

was first established in the village of 
Weston, near Toronto, and was opened May 1st 1865 
In consequence of the liberal offers of assistance made 
y the mhab.tants of Port Hope, during the summer 

ot 1868, the School was removed to that town, where 
it was established in buildings provided by the towns­
people, free of rent for three years. Early in 1871 
the property consisting of ten acres of land, together 
with the buildings upon it, and situated on one of the 
most picturesque sites in Canada, was purchased by 
the School. The erection of large permanelFbuild 
ings, designed by H. Macdougall, Esquire, Architect 
loronto, was then proceeded with. They furnished 
accommodation for about eighty boarded, with 
ments for Masters, Matron, and Servants, and 
occupied for the first time in January, 1872.

Trinity College School was, by an Act of the Legis- 
lature of the Province of Ontario, passed during the 
Session of 1871-2, constituted a corporate body, con- 
« mg of the Lord Bishop of Toronto, the Chancellor 
f the University of Trinity College, the Provost, and

Alexander Bethune, M.A., who died on the 20th of 
January, 1877, at Cannes in France, and who had been 
for nine years an assistant master in the School. The 
Chancel was re-opened for Divine Service on the 18th 
of October.
