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DYNAMITE USED IN |
PHILADELPHIA STRIKE!

Street Car Hurled From Track by Explosion—
Serious Ricting Follows Quirage and Scores
of Persons Are Injured.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Philadelphia, Pa., March 7.—A car
carrying 20 passengers, a heavy police
guard and a crew of strike breakers,
was dynamited to-day. Two sticks of
the explosive fifted the car from the
tracks, hurling the occupants in every
direction.

Although some were cut by flying
glass and severely bruised, no serious
injury was sustained.

As soon as the shock of the explosion
passed, the police charged upon labor-
ers who had gathered nearby, believ-
ing that they were responsible for the
dynamiting.

Several shots were fired and a battle
ensued. The laborers held their ground
until the arrival of a “flying squadron”
of mounted: police. The police were met
with showers of bricks, ouilding ma-
terial and refuse. Only. after a stub-
born fight, in which they swung their
riot maces upon the heads of the labor-
ers, were they successful in dispersing
ithe mob.

Two of the alleged ringleaders were
arrested.

The attempt to blow up the car, en-
dangering the lives of nearly two score
persons aroused intense feeling, Every
effort is being made by detectives to
gain definite evidence as to how the
dynamite was obtained.

The arrest of the members of the
“committee of ten” on charges ‘of con-
spiracy in connection with the strike
was rumored to be probable to-day.

The arrest of the leaders would be
but a temporary sethack for:.the strik-
ers, however, as it was said that scores
of labor leaders throughout the couns
try would gladly volunteer to carry on
the fight.

It is understood that the unionists
have made every preparation for such
a contingency, and that the leaders
would be released almost immediately
provided the courts would aceept bail.

Police Reinforced.

The authorities are making every
‘effort - to keeD the government troops
out of Philadelphid. - The regular and
speeial - force which numbered ‘7,500
men last week has been increased to
10,000. ¢

Director of Public Satety Henry Clay
announced that he thought this num-
ber sufficient to prevent rioting. He
denied that he would ask for troops,
and said the men at his disposal, aug-
mented by the city employees, particu-
lary of the fire department, would be
able to handle the situation.

Clay denied the claims of the strike
jeaders that 150,000 men are on strike,
declaring that he believed that only
20,000 'men had quit work, and that

many of these are ready to return to
work.

It is reported, however, that coast
companies at Fort Dupont
have been ordered to prepare for duty
in Philadelphia to protect government
property.

After dynamiting a car and the riot
which foilowed, the total number .of
ren under arrest in connecticn with
the 'strike, is 52. Many of these are
prisoners in hospitals suffering from
serious wounds.

In the last 24 hours five persons had
been shot and scores beaten.

Risks Life to Save Baby.

Mrs. Bessie Weiner, years old,
risked her life to protect an eight
months old baby she was carrying. The
young woman was caught in a crowd
of rioters when a squadron of police
charged down upon them.

Bullets began "to fly, and the mob
broke for shelter. Mrs. Weiner was left
practically alone in the path of the fly-
ing horses. She flung herself to the
ground endeavoring to protect the
child.

When the police had passed the wo-
man was found with a bullet in her
shoulder. She was taken to a hospital
where she is in a serious condition,
but probably will recover.

Losses Heavy.

Merchants, manufacturers and shop
keepers have lost $5,000,000 already as
the result of the strike, according to
a '‘conservative estimate. Many orders
have been cancelled ‘at factories and
stores because the customers  feared
that the firms .would be unable to fill
orders. 5

Conservative leaders of the strikers
estimate that 60,000 men are out, and
that this number will be greatly in-
creased before to-day ends. Radical
leaders claim that 150,000 are out, and
that the number will reach 200,000 be-
fore nightfall.

Troops Held in Readiness,

‘Washington, D. C., March 7.—Secre-
tary of War Dickinson to-day ordered
General Bell to prepare to rush troops
from Fort Dupont and from Governor’s
Isiand if the United States mint at
Philadelphia is threatened during the
strike.

General Wood has been detailed to
select the troops ~for .service. No
troops have been dispatched as yet, but
a ldrge force is being held in readiness
to. go to Philadelphia on short notice.

“I . went further: I told him I was
authorized to submit all the disputed
peints to impartial arbitration, with a
raedge that the car men would accept
the decision of the arbitrators.

“Yes, we have seen how it is adjust-
ing - itself.

SOCIALISTS AND
POLICE CLASH

“DE_M[ONSTRATIVE STROLL”'
RESULTS IN RIOTS

Many Persons Are Wounded,
More Than Hundred Taken
Into Custody

Berlin, March result of
what was'termed ‘“a. demonstrative
stroll” in Berlin and other cities by the
Bocialists yesterday, many persons
were wounded in clashes with the po-
lice and provincial gendarmerie and
until a late hour last night all the
streets leading to the palace, the Im-
perial chancellor's residence estimated
that in Berlin alone 120,000 persons
took part in the demonstration.

Feéaring that serious riots might fol-
low, the chief of police forbade the
advertised  assembly of the Socialists
in Treplow park and concentrated a
powerful force of police and gen-
darmes at this point. The Socialist
leaders then quietly changed their
plans and marched to other parts of
the city, which were practically un-
guarded. .

One great crowd of Socialists col-
iected .in the fashionable Tiergarten,
where a peaceful ‘“‘demonstrattve stroll”
was carried out with little interfer-
ence. When word was brought to
those surrounding the Treplow park, a.
rush was made for the Tiergarten by
an immense crowd, estimated at 50,-
000.© Onmly a short distance had been
covered when a company of gen-
darmerie attacked the crowd with
sabres, cutting right and left.

Will Order Mitlion and Half of
Blocks From Michigan Pu-
get Sound Co.

The paving problem again. eccupied
the attention of the streets committee
Friday night, and while from the trend
of the discussion it appeared for a time
that the work of putting down block
paving would be delayed seriously this
season, it was finally decided to order
1,500,000 blocks at once and proceed
with all haste with the undertakings
authorized by the last year's council,
The committee will recommend that
the contract fer the blocks be awarded
to the Michigan Puget Sound Lumber
Comipany, the lowest tenderer.

G. H, Bryson, acting city engineer,
stated that he had arranged for a sup-
ply of 60,000 blocks wherewith to com-
plete the sevéral jobs now in hand. On
the point of the treatment of the blocks
he reported that he had consulted with
Mr. Carmichael, the provincial analy-
ist, and had been informed that where
creosote of the first quality was used
no other ingredient is necessary.

Replying to a question from  the
Mayor, Mr. Bryson safd that personally:
he believed that with good blocks,
which it would be his endeavar to se-
cure, and good creosote, which the city
possesses in considerable quantity, he
would guarantee that the best results
would be obtained. He would stake his
reputation as an engineer on this.

Ald. Sargison said that after hear-
ing this statement from Mr. Bryson he
thought the council should have. no
hesitation in going ahead with the
work.

Mayor Morley concurred in this view,
remarking that while he personally felt
that the council should. proceed very
carefully with its scheme of paving, so
as to have a uniform system, yet in
view of the fact that 'much work had
been authorized by the old council
there was nothing for it but to go
ahead with the work. 'The blocks laid
in the past ten years had been of the
poorest kind, and he would ° rather
“chuck the whole job” than put down
any more of that kind, but in view of
the assurance of the acting city en-
*gincer he would be in favor of com-
pleting thée work ordered as soon as
poasible. He moved that the council
recommend that the contract be award-
ed for the blocks which will ‘be re-
quired, and this motion carried.

Judge of the Supreme Court, ahdd a
Conservative in politics, be retained by
the committee to take general charge
of the conduct of the inquiry in the
public interest.

Lennox, Crothers and Barker stuck
to the original contention, though they
raised no objection to Nesbitt being a
good man for the position. They de-
clared that the committee were divided
on party lines and charged that as the
opposition members were prejudiced in
favor of the truth of Lumsden’s
charges, so also were Liberal members
prejudiced jn favor of bringing out
évidence only in favor of the defence.
This the Liberal members stoutly -de-
nied, pointing out also that action of
cpposition members in retiring from
committee on pretext that they alone
should appoint the prosecuting: lawyers
was most absurd and unprecedented.

MEN ENTOMBED.IN
TREADWELL MINE

OVER TWELVE NOT
YET ACCOUNTED FOR

Death Roll as Result of Explo-
sion Now Totals
Thirty

Juneau, Alaska, March 4.—The bodies
of thirty miners killed' in yesterday’s
explosion in the Treadwell mine are in
a temporary morgue on Douglas isl-
and to-day, six more miners are in the
hospital injured and between 12 and 15
are stillVin the mine with no hopes for
rescue.

Twenty-seven men were, Kkilled in-
stantly. The other three have died since
in the hospital.

Little attempt at rescue work is be-
ing made to-day because of the abso-
lute impossibility, of it. Forty boxes of
giant powder exploded with terrific
force and so completely wrecked the
staion where the men were working,
that it will take days to clear away the
debris. The men rescued and all the
bodies recovered were farther back in
the level, and were taken through a
tunnel into. another shaft and thence
to the surface.

All of the men- are foreigners, The
body of Nels Rustzard, the stope boss,
is the only one identified. He leaves a
wife and family. Some of the men were
literally torn to shreds, while others
were practically unmutilated except
horrrible burns on the face, which
makes identification difficult.

Company officials state to-day only
the grossest carelessness would have
caused such an explosion.

Edmonton, Alberta. March 4—After
a week of debate the vote on the want
of confidence resolution-inh the Ruther-
ford government took place last night.

Came Without Warning.

The Revelstdke Mail-Herald of Sat-
urday says: The awful calamity that
has thrown Revelstoke into a state of
consternation is. the worst in the his-
tory of this division, and. is appalling
in its details and the suddenness of
the utter annihiliation of strong men
engaged in the duty of their calling.
It appears that a_ work train with
snow. plough and rotary were working
at'a deep slow slide at about midnight
Friday night in the vicinity of shed-17;
which is the new division on the sum-
mit of Roger's Pass. The slide in ques-
tion was one of the first for many
vears at that point, and the snow
plough outfit in charge of R. J. Buck-
ley was being employed  in clearing
away the obstruction. Snow had been
falling steadily for scveral days on the
higher slopes of the mountains, but
none had fallen on the lower altitudes
so that no further danger of ‘a' recur-
rence of the slides was anticipated as
the tops of the hills would not be af-
fected by the thaw, While engaged at
the task of clearing the track the sev-
eral gangs of men were all at work at
varicus points of the slide. Without
any warning an - enormous avalanche
of tons of ice and snow_suddenly: be-
came detached from the hill above, and
gathering impetus as it. swept down
the slopes, struck the work train with
tremendous force, filling the cutting
with thousands of tons of ice and snow,
and burying the entire crew under
about 30 feet of debris. 9

So sudden was the disaster that the
men had no time to make for safety,
being crush-
| ed by the mass of ice that thundered
| down upon them and overwhelmed by
the avalanche that filled the
where .they were working. The train
was completely buried and no trace of
the awful calamity could be seen ex-
cept a few broken tree stumps and dis-
colored mounds were the men were

The latter
class are authorized to take charge. of
any low-pressiire heating plant, cream-
ery plant not over 25 h. p., logging
donkey, logging locomotive, traction
engine or road roller, portable thresh-
ing engine or any other type of steam
plant for which special service and ex-
amination is provided.

“Complimentary certificates,” Parker
Williams called these latter. He saw
no reason why a logging locomotive or
a logging donkey should not be en-
trusted to the men who passed the
ordinary examination for such forms
of engines. .

Steam-heating plants other than in
residences, and including  theose in
rooming-houses or apartment-houses
are brought under the aect, ‘and will
hereaftér be subject to inspection and
must be attended to by eertificated
men.

MILL MAN BEFORE
INSURANCE COMMISSION

Manager of Taylor Milling Co.
~ Called to Give Evidence
This Morning

(From. Monday’s Daily.) ;

E. Ulin, manager of the Taylor Mill-
ing Company, testified this morning
before the commission which is en-
quiring into the question of fire .in-
surance, that the experience of his
company nad been very satisfactory
with . outside companies.  Mr. TUlin
proved an excellent witness for those
in the community who are opposed to
the proposed insurance bill.

Examined by J. J. Shallcross, who
called him, Mr. Ulin said that the
Taylcr Milling Comapny’s property was
imsured in Lloyds. He wds in favor of
being allowed to insure .with, outside
companies, and if debarred from that
privilege believed his business would
suffer. He was confident that if a fire
occurred in the mill Lloyds would pay
the loss promptly. The rate on the mill
quoted by Lloyds was 7 per cent, He
had never asked for a rate from the
board companies.

Mr. Shallcross next called F, EI-
worthy, secretary of the board of trade,
who testified to the various investiga-
tions which had been made by the
board of trade-into the question of fire
insurance.

Mr. Elworthy produced the minutes
of the board of trade and also copies
of the resolutions bearing upon the
questions of fire insurance which had
been passed at various meetings. There
were several amusing incidents dur-
ing the course of his examination by
Mr. Shallcross. On producing a resolu-
tion condemning the proposed insur-
ance bill which had been negatived at
meeting of the board of  trade, Mr.
Shalleross remarked that he wished it
noted that all those who voted against
it were insurance agents. This led Mr.
Bodwell to vemark that a perusal of
the list of the names of those who
voted in the affigmative would show
that they were people who wanted
cheap insurance.

To this Mr. Shallcross retorted that
he was perfectly willing to let it go
as Mr. Bedwell had explained—‘“they
wanied cheap insurance.”

R. S. Day was the next witness. He
explained at considerable length the
position of the board companies. There
were 54 board companies represented
in Victoria, each paying the municipal
tax of $350. Outside companies like
Lloyds came in gnd did business with-
out contributing any taxes whatever.
He could not say what the average in-
cdmres. of the board companies- were
each year, perhaps each company had
2n average premium income of $6,000.
Thus each company was paying 5 per
cent, to the cify on its income and 1
per cent. to the government. The sys-
tem was keeping companies out of the
ci who would otherwise be glad to
‘come in.

The commission sat again at 2.15,
when Mr. Day concluded his evidence.

Royal Assurance Company.

On Mr. Bodwell suggesting that this
was 3 broker’s scheme, Mr. Shalleross
said Lloyds knew the insurance busi-
ness. pretty well—they were not chil-
dren.

The chairman failed to see that there
be any “broker’s scheme’” as suggest-
ed by Mr. Bodwell

The latter said that later he would
offer some evidence.in justification of
his remarks in this connection.

The chairman said the point was an
important one, and Mr. Bodwell gave
the finanecial standing of the Motnt
Royal company from blue books. ‘The
total assets were only $301,705.

Mr. Ker declared the company to be
in first class shape.

Mr. Bodwell said he would show that
the Mount Royal company was con-
trolled by Willis, Faber & Co., of
Montreal, in a firm of insurance
brokers.

Mr. Shalleross read from the blue
book to show that the Mount Royal
was a thoroughly reliable company.

The chairman assured Mr. Shallcross
that the commissioners would lodk into
the question very thoroughly.

Mr. Shallcross asked Mr. Bodwell to
prove his statement that Lloyds re-
quired a board company on every pol-
icy in British Columbia.

Mr. Bodwell said Lloyds wanted a
“substartial’’ company.

Replying to the chairman, Mr. Bod-
well said the Mount Royal company
was not in the insurance business, but
vas only used as a factor in getting
business for Lloyds. There was a con-
siderable ‘‘stirring up” at Lloyds over

the matter, the speculators responsible |

for this practice being hauled over.the
coals very severely. He agreed that
the insurer would be protected by
Lloyds, but the system was one which
enabled rate-cutting, which was
vicious. The signators to Lloyds poli-
cies were being deceived by
brokers. _

RANG FALSE ALARM AND
APPEARED IN COURT

‘Fire Chief Obiects to Small
Boys Going Unpun-
ished

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Fire Chief Thomas Davis and Acting
City Prosecutor Harrison raised a de-
termined objection to Magistrate Jay’s
plan of allowing two children to go free
this morning from the police court,
after evidence had been' heard regard-
ing a false alarm being rung in from
Victoria West last Thursday, and they
succeeded in gaining their point, for a
charge will be laid against the lad
who this morning gave evidence as
chief witness against his friend.

There were four boys in court alto-
gether, one aged 7 years-charged in
the complaint, the second a witness,
and the other two spectators. The
accused boy 'denied having turned in
the alarm and the witness said ac-
cused had done so. The father of the
accused boy drew attention to the fact
that the boy was too short to reach
the hox unaided, and the magistrate
advised the parents to take the boys
home and lecture them.

The fire chief objected to the boy
being allowed to go. He told Magis-
trate Jay of the necessity for the prac-
tice of false alarm ringing being
stopped. The boys had rung the alarm
at Victoria West and called the bri-
gade out there. Had a fire Broken out
in the city the results would have
been serious. He urged “strongly on
the magistrate that an ‘example be
made of the boy.

The magistrate refused to say the
boy charged in the information was
guilty, but he felt satisfied that either
he or the witness wasg the culprit. The
accused, in’ making a statement, fixed
the witness as the guilty one.

The magistrate thought the matter
was not worth wasting more time over,
but the fire chief and the city prose-
cutor both protested again. They
pressed for a conviction to be record-
ed. Finally the  prosecutor said evi-
dence had just come into his hands
that the boy witness was the guilty
lad and that he had two witnesses in
court to prove it. He asked leave to
withdraw the charge against the lad
charged in the information and lay a
charge against the boy who appeared
as witness.

The boy’s father is out of the city
and the case will be heard in court
at the end of the week, when hnis
parents can be present.

Fire Wardens Opposed to More
Tests by the D’Olier Engin-
eering Company

The fire wardens will- present a re-
conimendation to the city council this
evening .that the pumps supplied the
-city by the O’Olier Eingineering Com-
pany, of Philadelphia, for the high
pressure “salt - water  system, be re-
Jected, repeated tests having fajed to
bring the same up to specifications. At
a. meeting of the fire wardens held on
Saturday afternoon City Electrician
Hutchinson was present and explained
the status of affairs. . He again con-
demned the pumps and suggesfed that
an independent engineer be secured to
make tests. He was certain that
such an inyestigation would bear him
out in his conclusions.

The fire wardens also decided upon
increases in pay for the members of
the brigade and will present a re-
commendation to the city council to-
night. The new scale will start in at
$65 a month instead of $55, as at pres-
ent, and scale will increase $5 per
Jnonth yearly until a salary of $80 is
reached. A fireman starting in at $65
will receive $80 a month at the end of
five year’s service. The monthly sal-
aries for the other members of the de-
partment were fixed as follows: Chief,
$200; assistant chief, $115; captains,
$90; engineers, $90; lieutenants $2 per
month more than the scale salary.
With the exception of the chief’s sal-
ary, which takes effect from the be-
ginning of the year, the other increases
will date from May Ilst.

Fire Chief Davis’ report for February
showed that the loss amounted to but
$370 on buildings on which insurance
to the amount of $3,000 was carried,
and the loss to contents totalled $93,
with insurance of $7,100.

The chief reported the department to
be in first-class shape and the repairs
fo apparatus well under way. He
asked for additional storage room in
the market, in view of the fact that
ihe old fire hall on Pandora street is
about to be utilized for other purposes.

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BUILDINGS WILL
NOT BE TAXED

Vancouver Council Passes By-
Law Granting Exemption on
Property . Improvements

 Vancouver, March 4—By a vote. of 7
to 5, the City Council has decided to
adopt the -single tax system, in sb
far as it applied to the taxing of build-
ing improvements on real estate; ‘and
for this year, at least, there is to be no
tax levied on buildings in the city. The
exemption was at one time 50 per cent.,
and later increased to 75 per cent., but
the new council has decided to g0 one
step farther, an dtake off the levy al-
tegether.

The meeting was called principally to
hear the advocates of church exemp-
tich and the arguments on the Van-
ecouver-Westminster railway scheme,
tut following the general discussion on
taxes, Ald. Ramsay pressed for -the
reading of 'the hy-law to exempt the
improvements on real estate,

G. H. Healey, representing the Cen-
iral” Ratepayers’ Association, appeared
before the council urging that as the
civic authorities had been working to-
ward this line in the increase of the
exemption from 50 per cent. to 75 per
cent., it would be a good move to make
it absolute for this one year at least.

Ald. Ramsay gave figures showing
that the city improvements in the way
of buildings were assessed at roundly
$20,000,000, and with a 20-mill rate on
one-quarter of this sum it would mean
that the city would have a deficiency
of $150,000.to make up. To meet this
the rate on the land could be raised a
couple of mills or else the estimates for
the year might be cut down. He said
~that the comptroller, however, had in-
formed him that with the present high
assessment, it would be necessary to
increase the rate' this year. -

Another view of the question was
taken by Ald. McKechnie and Crowe,
who claimed that the buildings were
what made necessary to a great extent
fire ang. police protection, and ‘they
should pay a portion of the cost. The
present one-quarter taxable assess-
raent appeared to them to be quite rea-
sonable, Ald. McBride thought so, too,
but said that he had promised his eon-
stituents that he would vote for a tofal
exemption he was prepared to do so;

Ald. Crowe was willing to exempt
buildings up .to about $1,500 or $2,000
in value, but he thought that the big
revenue producing blocks should be
made to contribute.

Ald. Stevens approved of the single
tax principle, but desired to See the
“heaven-piercing” buildings taxed.
This was also the view taken by Ald.
Hepburn.

His worship pointed out that at pre-
sent there was a great deal of @iffers
ence in the assessment of buildings, on
accourst of the fact that the assessor
could never gain an accurate idea ‘of
a structure’s. real value. He thought
that an exemption on buildings would
have a tendency to attract’ manufac-
turers here.

Such a big change as that for $150,-
000 was too much, in Ald. Whiteside's
opinion, for ‘this amount of ‘money
could well be spent on¢ suburban
streets.

Ald, Macpherson contended that the)
man who erected buildings, and thus
sent up the value of vacant property,
as well as his own, should not .be
forced to pay for the good which he
had done the community, while the
owner of the idle land enjoved the rise
in values with no such expense, o

STILL CONTINUES

No Settlement in- Sight and
Further Cuts Are Ex-
vected

The steamship Humboldt has sailed
orce more fqor Alaska carrying freight
and passengers at cut rates.

Shipping ‘men are looking for another
cut in both the passenger and freight
rates which are already %0 per cent.
under the tariffs in force last fall, be-
fore the rate slashing started.

In previous rate wars on the Skag-
way run the first-class fares have been
cut down as low as §$5 to Skagway,
and shipping men aré looking for a du-
plication of these performancés. Pre-
viou srate wars haveé’ also lasted for

a long time and the present one is not |

expected to be short-lived unless the
companies get together.

That @a’ state ‘of amity could be
reached if it was not for the adjust-
ment of the through tariffs over the
White Pass & Yukon railroad is ad-
mitted, but while the big companies
have manifested no hostility to settling
differences so far as the water ports
are concerned, the through business is
another matter.

In 1896, ‘when the Pacific Coast
Steamship Company, with the Alki and
the City of Topeka, and the Alaska
Steamship Company, with the  little
Willapa, now 'the Bellingham, locked
horns, the conflict waged for twenty-
one months and only ceased when the
Willapa. was wrecked.

Two' years later the two former war-
ring compaxies, with the C. P. R. and
the Union Steamship Company, waged
war on Dodwell & Coa., and the white
flag was not flung in the breeze until
fourteen months of continuous scrap-
ping. In 1902 there was another gen-
eral war on the route and a cleaning
up of indepenient steamships which
lasted ror months,-

New York, March 4.—Behind the in-
corporation of the Rockefelter Founda-
tion is hidden a great plan fop a’sys-
tématized charity. ;

Rockefeller's vast wealth is to be
devoted to charity in the broadest
sense,  including every field of human
endeavor, for inany ycars to come.

It was. learned to-day that the plan
is on an even greater scale than was
at first thought to be the case, and it
will probably not only involye practi-
cally: the entire Rockefeller fortune,
but will present a definite life work for
John D, Rockefeller, Jr.

The younger Rockefeller is making
preparations to retire from all corpora-
tions with which he is connected in
order that he may give his entire time
to the Foundation. It was with this
view that he recently withdrew from'
the board of directors of the Standard
Oil Company. ' He is now preparing’to
take up the active work of the Foun-
dation as soon as congress approves the
application for incorporation.

Rockefeller intimates that he wild re-
fuse at present to reveal the details of
the great scheme and satisfies himself
so far with stating that its object will
be to promote the well-being and the
ciyilization of the people of the whole
world.

Fred Gates, who is taking an active
part in the formation of the new cor~
poration, said that the plan would not
interfere with the general educational
board which already has cost Rockefel-
ler $53,000,000. Tt s estimated that the
oil king’s gifts up to the present time
total $120,600,000.

Thig aftermoon the House discussed
the Mechanic’'s Lien Act, especially as
regards the safeguarding of the wages
of miners on ‘works held under option.
This section is being added to the act
to give effect to the proposals of legis-
lation. which the member for. Alberni
has been making for two years. In ad-
dition the’ act is being consolidated
generally.

Mr. Brewster's proposition was; that
to avoid the great loss to miners on
options caused by the option-holders
skipping out, the holder should be com-
pelled to deposit in a bank sufficient
funds to pay wages due to the next
pay day. The attorney-general’s sec-
tion gives a ‘lien as. against both the
option-helder and the owner of the
property.

It was pointed out by the member
for Alberni that the attorney-general
had not seized the situation, else he
would not be trying in this way te pro-
tect these men. The facts ‘were that
individuals or companies from the
States and-élsewhere took options on
minsral prospects, put on a gang of
men while they wers trying to sell
stock or dispose. of the mine, and
skipped out when the ore pinched out,
leaving the men umnpaid. All there was
to put a lien on was a hole in the
ground and a-few tools or a portable
forge. If there was any tangible prop-
erty to place a lien on there would
never have been trouble on Texada isl-
and or elsewhere and no need for the
legislation he had been pressing for,
as the Act already provided for the
placing of a lien on something that the
work of the men had produced.

Hon. Mr, Bowser admitted that there

Repurchasing Land Grants.’

The premier explained the design of
the act to authorize the repurchase by
the crown of raillway subsidy lands in
moving the second reading of the bill.
Seme years ago, he said, land grants of
approximately 5,150,958 acres had been
made to the Columbia & Western and
the British Columbla Southern - com-
panies. In’ the years since thousands
of acres had been alienated by these
companies from these grants, but sev-
eral million "acres remaibed unalien-
ated. In copnection with the adminis-
tration of the crown lands in the dis-
tricts where these were situated many
complex questions arose as between the
government, the pre-emptor, who was
there first, and the railway company.
In the Similkameen, Osoyoos and Koot-
enay districts there were questions of
title outstanding, involving scores,
that promised a great deal of trouble
before they were adjusted. The then
chief commissioner had made an ar-
rangement with the C. P. R. to pur-
chase at 25¢. an acre and provision was
made in 1899 for legislation, but the
defeat of the government of the day
ended negotiations.

RAILWAY LOSSES
EXCEED TWO MILLIONS

Disaster at Wellington and De-
struction of Limited Swell
Winter’s Record

Seattle, Wash., March 5.—Culminating
in the disaster at Wellington the past
ten days, through weather. conditions,
has cost the various railway compan-
ies in wreck, loss of equipment, destruc-
tion to their roadbed and loss of
traffic, a total of $2,500,000, according
to official estimates.

The Great Northern is the heaviest
loser. Its line through the Cascades
has been tied up since a week ago
‘Wednesday. Its line to Vancouver has
been closed ‘twice by slides. The
Northern Pacific has been blocked for
periods up to two days by snow and
on the route to Portland by a rock
slide at Castle Rock,

The loss' of equipment and damage
to right-of-way of the Great Northern
throvgh the avalanche at Wellington
is placed by an omiciar at $1,500,000,
of which the equipment, consisting :of
fourteen coaches, baggage cars, mail
and express cars and the engines of
two trains, Nos. 25, the Spokane pas-
senger, and the TFast Mail, No. 27, a
rotary plough and two motors, four
motors swept down %n their shed,
O’'Neill’s private car and engine, is
valued at approximately $900,000.

Chilliwack Amuserﬁent By-Law'
Amended—School Board
Submits Estimates

Chilliwack, March 5.—A by-law to
amend the Chilliwack City Amusement
Regulation by-law was introduced by
Ald.

way policy and then, without even giv-
ing them time to see, what it meant,
rushed through an election, called a
session and in these closing days of
the session lays the ‘bills on our desks
as they are to-day.

In his budget speech the Minister of
Finance made the remark that the
railway policy was carried by the gov-
ernment and not the government by
the railway policy. I do not believe
that the keenest opponent could put
it in a stronger manner than that, that
it was'simply the overpowering organi-
zation of the party that was able to
carry such a railway poliey. It took
-the strength of that machine to get it in
shape and bring in voters to support it,

The Premier speaks now of this rail-
wway extending into the Okanagan, the
-Similkameen and the Boundary, speaks
.of . competition with the C.P.R. and
'a little while ago that we heard .this
was impossible. We heard storles,
many of them, that it:-was not feasible.
When Liberals talked of a railway
‘through the Hope mountains we were
shqwn how foolish it was, and yet the

miles. of the canyon of the Fraser and
barren country. The attitude of the
government is ‘that of ‘the big fellow;
the Attorney-General says: “Look at
the, "number of followers we have;
there “ig no further argument.” “But
there wig™ further argument, and = the
Premier should have put in' this.con-
tract,‘as it is before us, some hope for
the provineé by bringing the new road
through sections that could be de-
velopeétt.

Benefits Another Province.

We have a railway bonused by the
province which simply makes an out-
let for the wheat of .Alberta, which
helps British Columbia little, but Al-
berta a great deal, which is brought
down through barren wastes, through
the canyon "0f the Fraser, and which,
in spite of the visionary ideas of the
Premier, will not produce orchards in
that country which he described to us
with magnificent flourishes. These
facts stand out clearly that the railway
dealt with in this contract ‘develops
another province instead of our own,
and runs through barren: places in-
stead of opening up fine districts.

During ‘' the election I heard
Premier state very  distinctly
PBremier Roblin of Manitoba, in guar-
4fiteeing. this very same road in its
Building: lnes in Ontario and even in
Michigan - to furnish an outlet for
Manitoba wheat, was doing what was
right, éven when he bonused a, railway
that did not run through the province.
Why did Premier. :McBrides not adopt;
tire same view in this case and, instead
of British  Columbia’s money going to
tHe joint benefit of the C.N.R. and Al-
berta, let Alberta be asked to develop
ils own_proviﬁce by bonusing this road.
Eritish Columbija is not justified in ex-
hgusting dtg° credit in bonusing a sys-
tem that faily finall these matters of
competition “and development, and is
gimply for the benefit of the province
and the railway I have named.

Passing on, “we find something said
in the contract of ‘the tontrol of pas-
senger  and freight rates. While I do
ot pose as an‘expert in political econ-
omy or finance, T want to point out
that the position taken by Captain
Tatlow, than whom no. one is more re-
spected for ability and integrity, on
the question of bonusing this railway

Mr. Brewster—In sub-section “b” of
clause 4 of the contract we find that
the company is to build from a point
in tHe city of Vietoria 'to'.a point' en
or near Barkley Sound, approximately
100 miles. This séetion is of ‘particular
interest to me, representing as I do the
distriet of Alberni.'In. this bill, wWhere
it speaks of Vancouver, it says “into
Vancouver,” not “&at or near,”” and as
member for Alberni I am anxious to
see the contract say that the railway
shall go all the way through to Bark-
ley Sound, for nothing short of that
will satisfy my constituents.

Section 7a says the company shall lo-
cate and contruct the lines by - the
shortest possible routes, with only such
deviations as may be deemed necessary
in order to avoid serious engineering
difficulties. In that there is no satis-
factory provision for ‘the  location of
the line. We were told this road was
to be of the finest, of a grade less than
one per cent, and possibly it will be,
but why is that not in the contract?
The contract allows them to dodge
everything, to run around a stump;
they get $35,000 a mile, so What do they
care; and they are not restricted as in
the Manitoba case.

The line is to be equal to the standard
of the Canadian Northern between
Winnipeg and Edmonton. But there is
this important point to be noted, that
it is not the standard of the Canadian
Notthern as it is to-day between those
points, but “as the condition of that
line was when first completed and ready
for operation,”as was when it was laid
with a rush to get it down in the first
place. That road was nothing short of
shockingly bad, as travellers who have
been over it in those days have told
me. That is the standard of quality it
is s3t up fo. thi§s province to demand
from the new road. Compared with the
contracts made by the prairie provinces
with the ‘C. P, R. it appears to me that
there is nothing short of a deliberate
eut down in -‘the specifications’ of the
road as contained in thig bill. We are

put away back, years behind the- times, |

to a system.and-a standard that is
obsolete. Saskatchewan's” cohtracts
specifies that the standard shall be
that of the line between Winnipeg and
Edmonton as it was in the last year
before the contract not as it was when
originally Lonstructed Evidently the
“British Columbia government thought
that too onerous on the company, and
is allowing it to bulld any sort of a
line, to construet, .what is popularly
called a jerkwater road.

We find the premier has a reputation
of being able to jolly people along. I
harcly expected to find that character-
istic coming out in the bill, but here it
is in 7d, in regard to the purchasing
of supplies ;within the pravince, and
from manufacturers, merchants and
dealers carrying on business within the
province; insofar as such purchases can
be made upon terms and conditions
equally favorable to the company as
those obtainable elsewhere. If the com-
pany did not purchase under such con-
ditions it would be a tool company. It
is net because the premier ties it
down that it will purchase here, but
because it has the advantage.of price.

Subsection Fis one of the most wierd
and fantastic clauses in the contract,
providing that the company will com-
mence construction within three
months and spend on the mainland line
a minimum of the cost equivalent to
at least fifty miles . during the first
year, seventy-five miles during the sec-
on nd one hundred during the third,
and on the Barkley Sound line the
gquivalent of a least twenty miles each
year. This means that they may come
to the government, show that they have
spent the cost required to build this
much, although they may not have
built so much. Why not make it neces-
sary to bulld so much each year.

-'Gold Brick For Victoria.

It is provided that the company will
erect and maintain wor kshops, repair
shops and roundhouses within three
miles of Victoria. In this section the
government is handing Victoria a gold
brick of much the same nature as it is
handing the province in the bill. If the
section stopped there it might be all
right, but it goes on to say, “and which
it may establish at or near the south-
ern terminus of such line.” The com-
pany can build them in Sooke or Bark-
ley Sound, but as to giving it to Vie-
toria it simply leaves the matter in
this position, that if the company gees
fit it may not build here at all.

The security of $500,000 sounds - big
standing by itself, but when placed
alongside the $25,000,000 or more that
the province will have to guarantes, it
is a mere bagatelle, a small sum in-
deed. The security should be ten per
cent.,» it ‘'should be at least $2,500,000, I
find that the bill nowhere expresses
what the equipment i{s to be. This rail-
way.is unique in Canada in .one know-
ing less of its equipment than any
other road in Canada. I expect ihey
will put on good trains on the main
line, but on the rest we will get junk
engines and old rolling stock. We
should have a section forcing them ‘ to
keep their equipment up to standard
for the whole province,

Control .of Rates.

Section 8, in. regard to the control of
rates, is an_interesting one, in many
ways. Towards.the end of the campaign
the premier detlared that we should
have the Manitoba control of rates.

Premier McBride—Neither the attor-
ney-general nor any minister changed
his attitude in this regard,

Mr. Brewster—In 'my  constituency
the premier Ssaid hewould give ‘the
people control of rates, or anything in
his power if they would vote for Dr.
Morgan. Upon the same plan as Mani-
toba weé would have control of rates
actually, or a three-cent passenger
rate. That is the Manitoba control. In-
stead of that we have this section in
the coniract.. The concession the gov-
ernment is making the people is that

We- should have . a. mértgage
on the entire system on'its tolls. This
is a point of this contract which- un-
questionably, should receive great con-
sideration. Assume that 'the'mortgage
gives the right to foreclose, what ad-
vantage would it be to the province to
take the railway without the terminals?

. There is no intimation of what . the

mortgage is to contain nor what the
form of the security is to be. The gov-
ernment allows things ‘to g6 in this
way of which the company will un-
doubtediy take all the advantage they
possibly can.

Section 13 is another peculiar clause,
but only as others are peculiar in that
the company -gets the better of the
government. After getting a guarantee
of $35,000 per mile, a guarantee such as
no other railway in Canada has got
from a provincial government, and a
loan to pay deficits of interest in the
firct three years of.operation, but it
is to be exempt from taxation.

The __ Grand
Trunk Pacific propose constructing
extensive -wharfage to meet a ldrge
developing trade to the north; the Can;
adian Northern are also seeking har-
bor facilities, and others may follow.

More specific orders rare made on
the substitution of players, demanding
that the captain/ notify the ‘umpire
and the umpire immediately make the
announcement: to the crowd.

The changing of the batsman from
one batters’ box to the other while the
pitcher is in his position has been

AGAINST DR. HYDE

Mrs. Swope Declares Her Son-
in-Law Tried to Poison
‘Her

g

Kansas City, Mo., March 7.—Disre-
garding the advice of her attorneys,
Mrs. Logan O. Swope on Saturday laid
bare while giving her deposition in the
slander suit brought by her son-in-law,
Dr. Hyde, the innermost secrets of her
{ hcusehold for many years.

| With tears coursing . down her
?cheeks she repeatedly rose from the
;witness chair as she told her story.
i She told of the courtship of Dr. Hyde,
{ bow she tried to like him as a son-in-
law, of her belief that he had attempt-
ed to murder her relatives, and at one
time tried to peisan her. The charge
that Dr. Hyde tried to: poison Mrs.
Swope is a new feature-in the case,

‘“He brought me a glass of water on
December 12th. It tasted bitter,” she
said. “I drank some of it, and no-
ticed the peculiar taste, asked him
where he got it. ‘Out of the water cool-
er,” he replied.,

‘“‘He is trying to poison you,’ said
cne of my daughters. I directed that
be give me an emetic. This probably
saved my life. Dr. Hyde married my
daughter for money, and not for love.
He followed her like a hawk would fol-
low a hen. She was his prospective
prey. At last, despite my objections,
they were married, and I tried then to
rnake a man out of him. I wanted to
give my daughfer an opportunity to
reform him.”

Here the woman’s emotions over-
came her/ Tears flowed from her eyes.
She choked, and for a moment was un-
able to 'speak. Summoning all her
strength, she arose from the chair and
almost shrieked: “And every moment
of the time that he was standing, there

he was planning the murder of mem-
bers of my family.”

After this tirade the aged woman

sank almost exhausted .into her chair.-

When she resumed talking it was in
defence of her daughter, Mrs. Hyde.
“Frances is a dear, pure girl, - and I
have never said anything against her,”
she said. “T love her, and hone can
say harm of her.

“Harrowing as this may be to me, I
must tell it all,” she. continued. “I
must explain how I feel against Dr.
Hyde, and why I feel that way. It is
my story, and I will tell it all.”

Dr. Hyde was Saturday night in-
dicted on thirteen counts'in eleven in-
dictments returned by the grand jury
that has been investigating the Swope
mystery for the last three weeks, Two
indictments charge first degree mur-
der in connection with the deaths of
Col. Swope and Christman Swope. Dr.
Hyde is alleged to have given them
strychnine tablets causing their
deaths. One indictment accuses Dr.
Hyde of manslaughter by bleeding
James Moss Hunton, a cousin:of Col.
Swope, in a neglectful manner. Eight
indictments were returned in connec-
tion with the alleged poisoning of the
Swope family, visitors and attaches of
the household. Dr. Hyde is accused
cf poisoning with typhoid germs, with
intent to murder, Margaret Swope,
Stella Swope, ‘Lucy W. Swope, Nora
Belle Dickson, Georgia F. Compton,
Mildred and Leonora Coperidge, a col-
ored girl. " All these persons were
stricken with typhoid fever while Dr.
Hyde was attending the Swope family.

AIRSHIP EXPEDITION
TO THE NORTH POLE

Summer WiIIfBe Spent in Mak-
ing Preliminary Ex- ~
periments

Hamburg, March- 7.—The Zeppelin
north pole exploration committee met
here Saturday under the presidency of
Printe Henry of Prussia. Count Zep-
pelin was present. The summer will be
devoted to a preliminary expedition
for the purpose of studying ice con-

ditions, The expedition will start for
Spitzberger on July 1st. A Norwegian
ice steamer will be used for the pur-
pose of forcing an entrance into the
polar ice, and the expedition will re-
turn at the end of August. An airship
will be taken for summer use.

FOR GAME PRESERVE.

Report That Goat Mountain Will Be
Converted Into Natural Park.

Creston, March 5.—A report has just
reached here from Calgary to the effect
that a syndicate of capitalists of that
city has purchased the summit of Goat
mountain, at Creston with the inten-
tion of turning it into a modern game
preserve or park. It is reported that
the area purchased for this purpose
from the C. P. R. comprises 1,200 acres
of mountain top, which is well watered
with lakes and streams, providing
ample water for all kinds of game. It
is proposed to fence in this proposed
park and to stock it with a great va-
riety of feathered game as well as deer
and mountain goats. A reliable game
warden will also be placed in charge
of the park. It is stated that these
men will build mansions near the foot
of the mountain and that the ‘enter-
prising promoters will reside there with
their families. The proposed park will
be within_ two miles of the heart of
the townsite of Creston and this com-
ing season it is stated that contracts
will be let to clear up this area of land
intended to comprise the very first
game preserve in the interior of British
Columbia..

Thurdday ‘afternoon’s "session of the
royal commission’ to inquire into the
method system of conducting. fire in-
surance business “in this ~pravince,
proved very interesting and important.
E. V.~Bodwell, 'K:C,, who was, présent
on bhehalf of the board eompanies do-
ing business in British Columbia, ex-
plained what was the purpose: of the
bill,now before the legislature, and J.
J. Shallcross, who was chairman of the
spécial eommittee' of the board of trade,
which had inquired jnto the maitter,

indicated what the line of attack on’

the proposed bill would be. E. J.
Palmer, manager of the Victoria Lum-
bering Company of Chemainus, told of
how ' inequitable was the rate quoted
his company by the board. of fire ‘in-
surance companies. It was made clear
as a result of what occurred at yester-
day’s session that a spirited opposition
will develop. throughout the province
to the suggestion- that all eompanies
doing business in the province shall
be required to deposit $30,000 w1th the
provincial goyernment.

Asked by Chairpoan Lennie to explain
what line' he would ‘take before the
commission,  Mr. Bodwell entered into
a long. explanation of the attitude of
the board companies, on whose behalf
he appeared. He said the public should
have a protection in regard to the fire
insurance which they did not -have at
the present time—that of ' security.
There was a conflict of ‘legislation on
the matter between the Dominion and
the provinee. By .the Dominion ‘Act
Canadian companies were required to
deposit $50,000 witk. ‘the gov/ernment,
and outside companies. $100,000, ‘before
they .could get registration. While a
good many of the compaiiies doing bus-
iness’ in BritishColumbia had complied
with the Dominion Act, yet' there were
marnky which did notr. ‘Under-apyamend-
ment to the B: C: Companies’ Aét, 'in-
surance companies doing:business. here
were, brought -within the provisions ‘of

‘the statute and were -only required to

pay 3250 ‘as registration fee.’ “As a- re-
sult of the present istate of affairs a
large number of foreign companies are
doing business in British Columbia ‘who
have no Bgecurities which are attach-
able. He believed thig to be iinfair to
the public and to those cdmpanies
which cempliéd with the Domidion Act.
Provisions as to various ‘local imposts
were, also;evaded.’ Those on the other
hand who complied with the law were
under a heavy experse which outside
companies did not have:to bear. Thus
Vancouver charged $800 as license fee
Victoria $100,
and New Westminster $100. THese im-
posis were evaded by the companies
not having offices: in the province ‘and
as a result the government and the
municipalities suffered, and the prac-
tice generally was not, he believed, in
the best interests of the province. The
Dominion Act made no provision - to
avoid what had oceurred in British
Columbia. The. business done by out-
side companies was very large. They
cut rates,” and while this was a seem-
ing advantage to.the people insured, it
was a verydangerous system. Mr. Bod-
well cited a case in point. A fire had
occurred at Vancouver recently and
there had been a dispute about the loss.
The' company declined to settle and the
people insured, as it is an outside com-
pany, cannot have a writ issued here
to go where the company has résidence.
Then even if a suit is started in the
foreign country he finds a different set
of conditions from those which obtain
under the local act. The general pub-
lic did not understand that they got no
legal contract. with these outside com-
panies, but only that which is binding
on the honor-of the company; and as
long as human. nature remained as it
was, in the event of a big conflagration
the temptation to evade payment would
be strong, "

The object of the board companies
was not to create a monopoly in the
province but to have all thé companies
nlaced on the same footing by arrang-
ing that a deposit should be placed with
the government. This would keep. out
companies that ivere ‘not sound and
confine the insurance to’good fisks. If
the legislation were carried ‘out as was
hoped, there would; he- believed, be ‘a
great reduction. in rates.

Rremier -Asquith’s Statement
in the House of Com-
mons

London; March 4.—In reply to a ques-
tion in the Commons yesterday as to the
details of the! ministry’s programme,
Premier Asquith said the intention of
the government, subject« to unforseen
contingencies, was to ask the House
to dispose of the budgeét as soon as the
resolution in regard to the House of
Lords had been passed tnrough the
Commons. Premier Asquith announced
that the government's intention was to
gat .their proposals regarding the
power of the Lords on the statute book
in the shape of an actl of parliament
at the earliest possible moment.. The
premier declared that unless the gov-
ernment found.themselves. in a position
that would .insure that their proposals
would not only pass the Commons, but

that they would be passed into law,
the government would not continue 'in ;
office.

The premier said: *It is intended to;
embody these proposals, that is in re-
gard to the veto power, in a bill but ;
until we know ‘what decisions. have !
been given upon our resolution both in
one House and the other, it would be
premature to ‘determine finally what
our course of procedure should be.”

In reply to a question of Professor
Butcher, Unionist, Premier- Asquith
admitted - that he had informed the
Hourse on Moriday last that the only
change in procedure from that origin-
ally -announced would be submitted to
the House of Lords. The premier add-
ed, however, “but at the same time I
myself and the chancellor of the ex-
chequer said that in “eertain circum-
stances we did not intend to ask this
. use to repeat the process which has
been d@escribed in days bygone as
ploughing the sands.” e

John Montagiie, parliamentary secre-
tary to the premier, stated that there
was no reason to suppose that the re-
lations between India and Thibet
would be affected by the recent events.

TWELVE FOUND IN

SNOW [N MOUNTAINS

Remains of Victims of Ava-
lanche Are Taken Over
Trails on Sleighs

Wellingeton, Wash., March 5.—It is
a strange cortege. which to-day is
bearing the victims of Tuesday's dis-
aster over the dangerous trails skirt-
ing the perilous chasms to the Scenic
Hot Springs. The bodies are placed on
sleighs, but are drawn by men, and in
places the trail is so dangerous that a
single slip. might lead to fresh fatali-
ties. - Wellington depot is so crowded
with dead bodies that it is almost im-
possible to move about. Seven under-
takers are working continuously em-
balming the bodies, while the rescue
work continues feverishly.

MEETING TO DISCUSS
NAVAL AFFAIRS

Resolutions Will Be Introduced
Bearing on Policy to be Fol-
lowed by Government

‘A meeting to discuss naval affairs
will be held on Thursday next in the
Victoria theatre. The leaders of each
of three parties in the provincial legis-
lature have been invited to speak, and
while it is not so advertised, ‘it is ex-
pected that Clive Phillipps-Wooley
will be the principal speaker of the
evening. A full chorus from the navy
will be present, and a number of patri-
otic songs will be sung.

It is understood that a resolution deal-
ing with  naval affairs wil] be present-
ed for the acceptance or rejection of
the meeting. “While the terms of this
resolution .will not be made public un-
til the meeting convenes, it is under-
stood that it will commeénd the action
of the Dominion government for the
steps they have already taken in lay-
ing the foundatipn of a° Canadian
navy, but that it will, ask that the
naval units be increased by the addi-
tion of one line of battle ship, prob-
ably of the Indomitable type. It is also
understocd that the matter of the con-
trol of the navy in time of war will

| be up for discussion, "There is a sug-
| gestion that the supreme power -hould

in time of war revert automatically to
the first sea lord. On this there is con-
siderable difference of opinion, and at
the meeting everyone will be ‘accorded
the privilege of expressing their views.
There is naturally a great deal of in-
terest taken in .naval affairs in Vie-
toria, which in the future will undoubt-
edly become a prominént naval centre.
‘While there is not, 'and probably will
never be, unity of thought on ‘this
matter, it is always a good thing_ to
discuss them. It -has been suggesied
that the meeting is ligely to be dom-
inated by the ultra naval and ultra
military section of the community,
but there should also be a good repre-
sentation of all shades of opinion.
