RUSSIANS STUNNED BY
NEWS OF SURRENDER.

- St. Petersburg, Jan. 3.—The public 
seems stunned by the announcement of 
the fall of Port Arthur, which the gov­
ernment authorized this morning in the 
shape of the publication of foreign tele-* 
grams. Little had been done to prepare 
the people, and the impression produced, 
despite the heroic nature of the defence, 
was almost stupification.

What will be the immediate effect of 
the announcement on the internal 
situation remains to be seen, although it 
is fully expected to be followed by big 
demonstrations on the part of the ele­
ments, which spare nothing to embarrass 
the government.

The authorities, with hdade lowered 
for the blow, accepted it with dogged 
Russian courage and the stubborn re­
sponse that the end was a long way off. 
Nevertheless, although this moment had

RETAKE PORT ARTHUR. RUSSIAN TROOPS
IN GERMAN PORT.Paris, Jan. 3.—According to the semi­

official advices received by the foreign 
office regarding the terms for capitula­
tion of Port Arthur signed1 last night, 
the Russian officers, but not the rank 
and file, will be permitted to return to 
Russia, but this is not positive.

The Russian officials strongly incline 
to the view that the war will go on with­
out reference to Port Arthur. The naval 
attache says the mission of the Russian 
second Pacific squadron was to save 
Port Arthur. Therefore since this mis­
sion cannot be accomplished, the squad­
ron probably will wait until reinforced 
by a third and probably a fourth squad­
ron. He believes Russia will retake 
Port Arthur by assaults by land and sea. 
This will require time for adequate naval 
and military concentration, thus prolong­
ing the war one or two years. The 
attache adds that mediation is impos­
sible until Russia will win a decisive vic­
tory.

In an even more strongly worded, 
article the Russ says: “Had the Japan­
ese been able to cut off the last train 
which reached Port Arthur the blockade 
'would have found1 the fortress even 
worse prepared. . Well may those remain­
ing heroes say: ‘We have done our 
duty, but yon people of St. Petersburg 
and of Russia, have you done all yon 
could and should have done?*

time has now come for every one to put

New York, Jan. 5.—A St. Petersburg 
dispatch to the Sun says:

“Princé Troubetsky, president of the 
Moscow Zemstvo, has written a letter to 
Prince Mirsky, minister of the interior, 
defending the discussion of reforms by 
the Moscow Zemstvo, which called forth 
the condemnation of the Czar.

“Prince Troubetsky says: ‘Russia is 
now in a state of anarchy. The revolu­
tionary movement now proceeding is not 
a simple disturbance by the youth of the 
country. It is a movement which re­
flects the attitude of public opinion, and 
it is very dangerous, even terrible, not 
only for the people but for the Emperor.
It is therefore the duty -of every true 
Russian subject to do what he can to 
prevent the impending calamity.

“ T recently had the happiness to see 
the Emperor, and I reported to him truly
and in all sincerity the present state of nt Mount Sicker is making an excellent 
public opinion. I tried to explain to His 
Majesty that what is now proceeding is 
not a simple emeute, but a revolution.
The Russian nation is being dragged in­
to a revolution which it does not want, 
and which may be prevented by the Em­
peror if he shows confidence in his peo­
ple. It is my strong belief that if the 
Emperor will himself unite the national 
forces around him, he will relieve Russia

will support his autocratic power.

Nicholas returned this morning to Tsars- 
koe Sek» (15 miles south of St. Peters­
burg) from Minsk.

Id the meantime Capt. Murphy 
had communicated with Chief Langley, 
who was soon on the scene.

Quietly the chief and secret service 
agent walked about the room, inspecting 
the'pictures on the wall and nearing the 
unsuspecting Case at every step. Final­
ly they stood directly hi front of him, 
and then Capt. Murphy dropped his hand 
grenade in thé most sensational 
“Mr. Zimmerman,” he said, “allow me 
to introduce you to Chief Langley of the 
Victoria police force.” The man dropped 
his paper and stiffened up as if shot. He 
djdp’t speak, but wiped the perspiration 
from his forehead with his handkerchief. 
“Stand up,” the chief ordered peremptor­
ily, and Zimmerman alias Case complied. 
The chief then quickly placed him under 
arrest and went through his pockets. 
Agent Burns mounted guard, and Capt. 
Murphy and Chief Langley stood waiting 
the return of Oligher alias Rowlands. 

(Immediately he reappeared through the 
jbfflp room door Murphy said: “Good 
'daj-, Mr. Oligher, let me make you 
aefinainted with Chief of Police Langley 
ofZVietoria.” Oligher turned ghastly 
jarid stood as if transfixed. He, too, was 
at once placed under arrest and search­
ed. Neither man offered, the slightest 
resistance, and both admitted' their iden- 
jtity. They were taken to the office of 
,t6p chief of police, where they expressed 
tfiéir willingness to return to Wooster 
without formal extradition proceedings; 
in fact they signed an assurance to that 
effect. Several times Oligher seemed 
desirous of speaking about the charge 
against them, but Murphy quickly 
silenced him, telling him that he didn’t 
want to hear anything about the case.

From the chiefs office the prisoners 
were removed to the secret service 
agents’ room at the hotel, and were there 
confined until 7.30 o’clock when they 
were conveyed to the steamer Princess 
Beatrice in the hotel bus.

The Finance Minister discovered

Was Written to the Emperor Thre^ 
Years Ago—Suggests Reforms.I

* *
London, Jan. 3.—The Times to-day 

publishes a letter written by Count -Léo 
Tolstoi to Etopefor Nicholas some three 
years ago, when Tolstoi believed himself 
dying., Thd letter, which deals with the 
internal conditions of Russia, com­
mences: “Dear brothers," and refers to- 
the universal dissatisfaction at that time 
manifested towards the government. It 
suggests a number of reforms, some of 
which.have been recently granted.

Count Tolstoi blames the Emperor’s 
advisers. He says the entire country joins

REBUILDING RUSSIAN NAVY.

Beyond Sanctioning Expenditure of 
Eighty Millions By Czar Nothing 

Definite Has Been Decided.1
■ St. Petersburg, Jan. 1.—With refer­

ence to the, reports published in the Unit­
ed States'under a St. Petersburg date 
that Emperor Nicholas has sanctioned 
the. expenditure of $80,000,000 for re­
building the navy, the fact is that Rus­
sia’s naval progragyne has not yet been 
definitely decided or promulgated. AM 
that is possitively known is that the 
plans cover a long period of years. The 
absolute necessity of a sea -power is one 
of Russia’s latest lessons of the present 
war, and with practically the complete 
destruction of the Port 'Arthur fleet the 
government is determined: not only on 
filling the gap but on building up a fleet 
which will keep Russia fully abreast of 
other first class powers.

The press has unanimously supported 
the plans for the regeneration and re­
organization, of the navy, and to this end 
it has been determined ■ to build up great 
ship yards at home. The figures given, 
however, are not confirmed. The Russ 
on December 30th speculated upon a five- 
year programme with an expenditure of 
$250,000,000, and in December 
twenty-five-year 
000,000 expenditure.

MEETING OF ISLAND 
AND MAINLAND DELEGATES Soup

Juniors.
The convention of the Mainland Teach­

ers’ Institute opened in Vancouver on 
Tuesday morning with a large attend­
ance. New Westminster, Ladner, 
Steveston and- Nanaimo were represent­
ed by delegates. Superintendent Robin- 
sod went up from this city to attend. E- 
H. Murphy presided.

When nomination of officers was . 
called for Inspector Stewart said he 
had heard some talk of changing the 
name from the Mainland Teachers’ In­
stitute to the Coast Teachers' Insti- : 
tute, so as to embrace the teachers of 
the Island. He understood that the 
reason that there were so few teachers 
there-from Victoria was because it had 
been understood by them that they 
were not included in the Mainland In­
stitute.

Mr. Hunter, principal of the Nanaimo 
High school, spoke strongly in favor of 
an amalgamation of the Island and Main­
land institutes.

Mr. Gilrarist, principal of Fairview 
school, feared that a change might re­
sult in smaller attendance, as the meet­
ings would have to he held on the 
Mainland and Island alternately, and 
teachers could not always afford the 
expense of travel.

G. H. Tom pointed out that if they had 
to attend a meeting at Victoria it would, 
mean an extension of the Christmas 
holidays, which were thought by many 
to be already long enough. The teach­
ers would not he able to get hack in 
time to commence school on Thursday* 
and as Friday was an inconvenient day, 
the schools could not be opened till the 
beginning of the following week.

Superintendent Robinson, of Victoria; 
explained that it had been understood 
by the school teachers there that they 
were not included in the Mainland In­
stitute, and the school hoard had de­
cided to dpen^the schools on January 
3rd, so that the teachers had really 
started to work that morning. An ef­
fort had been made to get an order-in­
council revoking the opening on the 
3rd, so that those of the teachers who 
wished might attend, but it had been, 
unsuccessful, and consequently the teach­
ers were not there. He was heartily in 
favor of the idea of changing the name 
to “Coast Institute.” - They would have 
a better institute, and it would prevent 
misunderstandings in future.

Mr. Gildhrist said that on considera­
tion, and since the invitation to change 
the name came from the teachers on 
the Island, he would withdraw his, ob­
jection.

The motion was put to the meeting 
and carried unanimously, and hence­
forth the institute will be known as 
the Coast Teachers’ Institute.

Owing to this change it was resolved' 
to defer the nomination and election of 
officers till the afternoon session.

S. W. Mathews, M. A., read an inter­
esting t paper on “Arithmetic.” In the j 
afternoon it was decided to hold the next • ,j 
meeting of the institute at New West- ; 
minster in 1906.

Mr. McDonagh read' a paper on “Oral

by A. H. B. Macgowan, M. P. P. for 
Vancouver. Speaking of his experience j 
on the school board, he thought it a great 
mistake always to pay the lowest - sal- \ 
a ries to teachers of primary classes, 
since no school work was more import­
ant. He did not wish particularly to 
■decry the study of dead languages, hut 
he did think it much more important 
that a boy should he taught something. 
that would enable him to make his liv- ' 
ing. He placed great value on a com­
mercial education, and spoke in high 
prriise of Sir William Macdonald’s ef­
forts to encourage industrial training 
in the schools. Last year Rev. Wm.
Greer had stated that the public schools 
of America were simply turning out edu­
cated pagans. A leading magazine had 
taken the matter up and sent inquiries 
dealing with it to the presidents of the 
different universities in the United States, 
and the answer in every case was, that 
the hoys sent up from the High schools 
led, and were better men physically and 
morally than those coming from the ' 
private, and sectarian schools, and they 
were better educated, more sturdy and 
progressive.

An instructive talk on “Nature Study” 
was given by J. G. Lester.

GONE TO PHILIPPINES.JAMMED IN ICE. Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., Jan. 4.—In 
July next the Sault Ste. Marie canal 
will celebrate its fiftieth anniversary, 
and it is planned to hold one of the most 
significant celebrations of its kind in the 
history of the world. It is proposed to 
have all members of congress take a trip 
■op the Great Lakes, which will termin­
ate at the “Soo” in time for the celebra­
tion. It is suggested that a notable part 
of the celebration should he a display, 
by vessel owners, consisting of a parade 
of about 100 boats, all brilliantly lighted • 
and moving about midst a display of 
fireworks.

The hull of the pioneer upper Yukon 
steamer Clifford1 Sifton is crushed in the 
ice at Sunnydsle beyond repair, and' trill 
be allowed to -lie there, says the Dawson 
dispatch.

Commencement Exercises Held at North 
Ward and South Park Schools.

If New York, Dec. 31.—From statistics! it 
appears that more than $230,000,000 worth 
of property ln the United States was de­
stroyed -by Are in 1904, making the largest 
annual asïh heap In the history of the Xïoun- 
try. While the Baltimore lire otf last Feb­
ruary was to be compared, in magnitude 
on-ly with the great Chicago fire in 1871* 
the,record of 1904 without that conflagra­
tion would have been the most disastrous 
of all recent years ex-cept 1900, and would 
have nearly equalled that year. As fire 
underwriters usually . include Canada in 
their estimates of fire waste., the total 
which the Insurance companies will reach 
In estimating the fifre waste will be consid­
erably larger. Toronto has been visited 
with a conflagration entailing a property 
loss of $12,000,000. In 1903 the total fire 
waste was $152,000,000, in 1902 it was $161,- 
000,000; in 1901 it was $169,500,000; and In 
1900, the worst of recent years, it was 
$176,000,000. The losses in January aggre­
gated $22,000,000. In February the great 
Baltimore Are figured $89,000,000. The In­
surance amounted to $33,000,000. The fire 
at Rochester, N.. Y., Involved aj loss of 
$2,200,000, insurance $1,600,000. The March 
losses were normal. In April occurred the 
Toronto fire. The total fire waste for the 
first six months was $171,000,000, or les» 
than $7,000,000 below the full year’s record 
in 1900.
