PRESIDENT'S REMARKS.

GENTLEMEN,—Another year has passed over
the history of our Institution, and it seems meet
that I should say a few words as to our work.

We began the year with just a little foreboding
as to our finances being adequate to the important
work of our Home, but we are grateful to be
able to record that on the whole our fears have
passed away, as you will see from the reports
about to be presented. It is true that through
the kind efforts of a sub-committee appointed to
collect subscriptions being somewhat successful,
we have been enabled to carry on our benevolent
work successfully, and I am here reminded by
the remark, at our last annual meeting, by one
of our number, the Ist Vice-President, that
““God in His goodness never suffers such work
as ours for the benefit of His poor to fail for lack
of needful funds to carry it on,”

We are also reminded of the loss, through
death, of several of our Governors, that we need
so much the addition of new ones to fill their
vacant places,

TWENTY-SIXTH ANNUAL REPORT.

Did our benevolent citizens, whose hearts are
always ready to respond to the calls of human
sympathy, only see for themselves the kind
Home we have for our infirm, friendless and
aged poor, we are sure they would cheerfully
respond to all the financial wants of our Institu-
tion. In the cheerful Home on the banks of our
noble St. Lawrence, we have some one hundred
and twenty-five aged inmates on an average
every year, who have the comfort of a quiet
residence, with such kind care as can be given
them. These have not only a home, but through
the offices of Christian ministers of the city,
city missionaries, and other friends give such
instructions as tend to look to a better country
and home than ours—a Heavenly Home.

The very full report about to be read by
our Honorary Secretary precludes the necessity
of further enlargement as to our work, but we
could hardly iulrn(l&we our business without your
kind permission to\say just as much as to the
Christ-like nature of\ our work. Our heart’s
desire and prayer is, that our Heavenly Father’s
blessing may continue to rest and abide on our
labors, and to His name will be all the glory.

THE NIGHT REFUGE,

This department of the House has been a
source of great anxiety to the Relief Comittee,
on whom devolves its rules and regulations.

The number of men has been so large, coming
from all quarters, that we have had as many as
two hundred and thirty to two hundred and fifty
grown men, and young men too, from twenty to
twenty-five years of age. These are of different
nationalities, some of . them coming to this
country late last year, others older residents,
and others from the country parts, knowing that
they will not be left to die in the streets, throw
themselves on the good offices of this Institution.
Now, the perplexing question of this Committee
is : What can be done to remedy this state of
things?  Shall the department reserved for this
work in the city be cut off, or at least greatly




curtailed ?

The reflection on the Institution of
encouraging idleness is not true ; all that can be
said in this ‘connection is, that only the feeling
of sympathy for suffering men who had not work
or home, might be screened from the severity of
our winter weather,

The question, as above stated, what will be
done in this most important question, will form
a subject of reflection and action of the coming
Board of Relief of this Institution.

The Out-Door Board, though not connected
financially with this Institution, but dependent
upon the voluntary gifts of our citizens, has been
doing, by its united efforts, a vast amount of
good in relieving families, whose husbands are
out of work and unable to obtain it ; also to
widows and orphans,. Who can estimate the
good done to those during our severe weather,
who are almost solely dependent on their weekly
supplies.

The whole will be read by our Secretary, and
further full information in the annual report,

The Honorary Secretary then read the annual
reports and the Treasurer the financial statement.

“T'he Board of Management of the Protestant
House of Industry and -Refuge, in presenting
this, its twenty-sixth annwl report, to the
Governors and friends of the Institution, wish
first to direct their attention to the gratifying
fact that during all these years how fully the
noble aims and objects of the founders of this
organized charity have been realized, both in the
efficiency and economy with which this impor-
tant work of relieving the permanent and casual
poor in our midst has been performed. Amidst
the many discouragements incident to this labor
of love, we are enabled to ‘‘thank God and
take courage.”

INMATES AND EXPENSES,

The average of the year was 122, the highest
number 127, and the lowest 116, showing an
average of one more than last year.




“The cost of maintenance has been $10,434.24,

L) being $223.37 less than in the previous year.
The sum of $5.407.02 was expended for food,
» being $529.96 more on this item than in the
year 1887-88,

This industry has been carefully attended to,
as will appear by the Treasurer's statement
showing a balance of $1,023.80.

A supply of dry wéod is kept on hand. It is
hoped that the friends of the Institution will
continue to sustain it,

OUT-DOOR LABOK,

There has been a demand for men to do small
jobs during the summer months, which we are
unable to supply.  During fall and winter months
men have been sent out ag usual, and have given
general satisfaction.” .

The net proceeds of labor for th€ year carried
Lo revenue account is $843.09.

INDUSTRIAL ROOMS,

The ladies of the Industrial Rooms, who are
ex-officio visitors of the Institution, continue,
with the valuable aid of Mrs, Milne, the lady
manager, to labor successfully in their laudable
efforts.to provide work for a large and deserving
class, who by this excellent and admirably
managed society are placed in a position to help
themselves.

We trust, as usual, to be able to give their
Report.

BOARD OF OUT-DOOR RELIEF.

The thanks of the Governors and of the
public are due to the Board of Out-Door Relief,
for the efficient manner in which they discharged
the important and onerous duties committed to
them.

POOR RELIEF COMMITTEE.

The Poor Relief Comnmnittee, which is really
the executive of the Institution, met regularly,
fortnightly in summer, and weekly in winter.
The business of the House, routine and other,
was fully and freely discussed, and faithfully
and carefully transacted, and your Board, at its
regular monthly meetings, had the pleasure of
nppmv’ing what has been so well and wisely done.

RELIGIOUS SERVICES.

The usual religious services, both in the City
Refuge and at the Country House at Longue
Pointe, have been regularly maintained by the
city ministers and other Christian friends.

During the late winter, on several occasions ¢
the inmates of the House at Longue Pointe were )
kindly entertained by the choirs of two of our
city churches.  Some members of the Christian
Workers' Association, and friends from Longue
Pointe, contributed to the furnishing of the
Lecture/I1all.

TREASURY.

In regard to our financial position at the end
of the first six months of this year, the following
statement was made in our semi-annual report :
‘“As before stated, your Board have not only
the cares always incident to the carrying on of a
work like ours, but the added anxiety of having
to do so with an inadequate revenue.” @

““This should not be so in this wealthy city.
Surely the friends of the Institution do not wish
its God-given work of charity to be in any way
diminished, and yet that must be the result if
our appeals for means to pay off the six thousand
dollars debt still resting on our Country House,
andsfor a small increase to our income, pass
unheeded.”

J. C. Watson, James Coristine, and Jonathan
Hodgson, Esqs., generously voluntegred to help /
by giving and collecting to make up the deficency
in our current revenue, which resulted in raising
a sum of about fifteen hundred dollars, which
sufficed to relieve us from our more
necessities,

Our income last year from all sources was
$15,386.77, $1,397 of which was legacies. One
thousand dollars was applied to lessen the debt
on the Country ‘House, which now stands at
$5,000. /

The expenditure wné $15,995.61, which in-
cludes the special tax for street widening, and
alterations and repairs to tHe Bleury Street
houses.

After a full discussion, it was resolved" that
the operations be commenced and carried on as
usual, and the following gentlemen were ap-
pointed to make an appeal to the public,
through the Press, for donations to sustain the
work, viz., Charles Alexander, E. E. Shelton,
James Moore, William Reid, Hon. J. K. Ward,
W. D. Stroud, Alderman D. Wilson, and G.
Reinhardt.

The Board desires to record the valuable ser-
vices rendered to them by the Rev. Messrs.
Patterson, Sadler, Morin, De Grouchy, Tucker,
and H. J. Evans, alsc Messts. P. Sinclair and
P. McLeod, and other Christian workers, in
attending Board, visiting, and reporting the
various cases that came under their care.

The relief afforded. consisted of Firewood,
Coal, Bread, Tea, Oatmeal, Flour, and Soap,
new and cast-off clothing. Every case brought
under the notice of the Board was carefully
investigated, and if found worthy, relieved.
