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xxii.—rulings and decisions.
Under this head I report only those decisions that appear to 

be of general interest and importance. The opinion of the 
Grand Master has been asked on the interpretation of the By­
laws of Subordinate Lodges, on the customs and laws of the 
Order, and on many points connected with the general work of 
the Order. The numerous questions that are daily propounded 
by individual members, officers, and sometimes Lodges, seldom 
come through the District Deputy, to whom they should be sent. 
In most cases, where I could do so without giving offence to the 
sender, I have requested that the matter should be first sub­
mitted to the D.D.G.M. I have decided a number of disputes 
that have been referred to me, and believe my opinion has been 
accepted. I

1. A By-law cannot by motion be suspended ; it can only be 
amended, modified, or repealed in the manner prescribed in the 
By-laws. (Dig: 1889, Sec. 155.)

2. A Treasurer of a Lodge can be one of the Trustees also, 
but it would not be advisable.

3. A majority vote on a trial is sufficient,—two-thirds is not 
necessary ; and the vote should be open, not by ballot. (Ont. 
Dig., Sec. 506.)

4. A charge against a Noble Grand or a Vice Grand must 
be preferred in the same manner and form as is prescribed for 
any other member of a Lodge.

5. A Noble Grand or Vice Grand is not suspended from 
duty while charges are pending, except in the matter of appoint­
ing committees to try them, or acting on the report. (Dig. 1889, 
Sec. 965.)

6. The Outside Guardian is the proper officer to be in pos­
session of thç keys of the Lodge-room.

7. In electing trial committee any name may be challenged 
for cause, and if the grounds of challenge are sustained by a 
majority of the Lodge, the member is debarred from acting on 
the committee.

8. The ballot on an application cannot be postponed after 
the committee has presented the report.

9. A brother cannot hold an elective and appointed office at 
the same time.

10. A member while sick cannot pay up his arrears so as to 
entitle himself to benefits during that sickness. (Dig. 1889, 
Sec. 32.)

11. An applicant for membership is not required to be a 
resident of the jurisdiction six months before making applica- ' 
tion. (S.L.C., Sec. 2.)
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:

27^ The street regalia as laid down for the use of Sub­
ordinate Lodges (in Sec. 1247 White’s Dig. 1889) is the only 
street regalia permissible. *

28. It would be legal for a Lodge to adopt a By-law provid­
ing that benefits shall not be paid for the first week’s sickness. 
(Dig. 1889, Sec. 20.)

29. It is not necessary that a Past Grand shall be a delegate 
to the District meeting to make him eligible for the office of 
D.D.G.M. ; he being otherwise qualified.

30. A Lodge cannot legally call a special meeting for the 
purpose of receiving application, report of Committee, and ballot 
and initiate candidates at the same meeting.

31. A member suspepded for non-payment of dues may be 
re-instated in the Lodge from which he was suspended, within

year after suspension, on payment of one year’s dues, and in 
accordance with the local law. (Dig. 1889, Sec. 729.)

32. It would not be legal for a Lodge to defer the election of 
Representatives to Grand Lodge till first meeting in July on 
account of having no Past Grand till then.

33. In the question submitted by Mrs. Bowden, President of 
the Rebekah Convention, I decided that the appointed officers

entitled to go to the Convention and to receive mileage 
and per diem., the same as the elective officers and delegates.

34. In the appeal of Bro. J. H. Thompson vs. Stella Lodge, 
No. 125, Carletoh Place, I decided that an applicant by card 
became a member of the Lodge so soon as he was elected by 
ballot, although he was not present and did not sign the Consti­
tution, and that it was not necessary for him to appear within 
thirteen weeks after his election to sign the Constitution in order 
to constitute full membership.

35. In the event of all qualified members being absent or 
declining, the D.D.G.M. has power to grant a dispensation to 
elect a member of the Degree of Truth, to the office of Noble 
Grand. (Ont. Dig., Sec. 181.)

36. The Grand Lodge having prohibited the payment of 
annuities, any further payments to widows should be made 
under the By-law governing “ Special Relief," and may be either 
in lump sum or in such proportions as may be decided upon by 
the Lodge and the parties interested.

40. A motion to amend the By-laws at the third reading is 
out of order.

41. The By-laws of a Lodge read: “pues shall be payable 
quarterly in advance, on or before the first regular meeting in 
January, April, July and October. A brother taken sick prior 
to the first meeting in January would be entitled to benefits."

42. When the By-laws of a Lodge provide that no person 
can be admitted who is over fifty years of age, it would not be 
legal for the Lodge to accept a candidate fifty-two years old, 
and charge him back dues for two years.

43. In the appeal of Bro. J. K. Pearce, of Rockliffe Lodge, - 
No. 278, against the decision of Bro. Fred Gallagher, D D G.M., 
re the election of Representative to Grand Lodge—the grounds 
of appeal being that there were members present and voting 
who were in arrears, and that the nominator of the elected can­
didate was not in good standing ; I sustained the decision of the 
D.D.G.M. from the fact that the minutes did not contain a 
record of the number of vbtes cast for each candidate, and it 
was impossible to tell whether the illegal votes may have 
affected the election, and that the objection to the brother 
nominating the candidate should have been taken on the night 
of the election.

XX1II.—THOMASBURG APPLICATION.
On the 10th May last, I received a petition from fiVe brethren, 

accompanied with withdrawal cards, asking for a dispensation 
to establish a Lodge at Thomasburg, and which was recom­
mended by D.D.G.M. Bro. J. R. Orr, of Madoc. As Thomas­
burg is situated about seven miles between Madoc and Tweed 
where two Lodges are now established, I thought the formation 
of another m such close proximity would work no good to either 
of the others, and perhaps might be the means of weakening all.
I, therefore, made a careful and thorough investigation, and had 
considerable correspondence with the brethren in Tweed and 
Thomasburg regarding the matter. The arguments advanced 
by both sides are very weighty and make it somewhat difficult 
to decide. The Thomasburg brethren state that their prospects 
are exceedingly bright, that they will start off with a member- 

. P , forty-five, and that they will not in any way interfere 
with the Lodge at Tweed. On the other hand the Tweed 
brethren object to the formation of the Lodge at Thomasburg, 
stating that it would be detrimental to their Lodge, and that 
the locality will npt permit of two Lodges ; and I have received
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!
a petition signed by thirty-one ipembers of Tweed Lodge pro­
testing against the granting of the charter. I, therefore, con­
sidered it prudent not to take any action in the matter, but to 
refer it to Grand Lodge to be decided at its next session. I 
have notified the brethren of Thomasburg and Tweed to this 
effect, and now submit all the correspondence in this case for 
your consideration.

XXV.-^MINIMUM BENEFITS.

Under the recent legislation of the Sovereign Grand Lodge, 
it is compulsory on Subordinates to pay sick benefits of not less 

' than $2.00 per week for one year, and not less than $i.oo per 
week after the year. I understand some Lodges have not yet 
amended their By-laws, to ejonform to the law which is now in 
full force. It will therefore be necessary, under the above ia,w, 
for Grand Lodge to amend Clause 52, Subordinate Lodge Con­
stitution, by adding at the end,—“ Provided, however, that the 
weekly sick benefit thereafter to be paid shall not be less than 
$1.00 per week.” ’

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eXXVI.*—D.D.G.M. JEWEL.

I think in order that dignity may be attached to theoffice of 
District Deputy Grand Master, and as a mark of distinction, I 
would suggest that the Grand Lodge purchase a Jewel for each 
District Deputy. There are now, I believe, forty-nine Districts, 
and I fancy a nice neat Jewel bearing the name and number of 
the District would be appropriate, and could be procured with­
out much expense.

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XXVII.—APPEALS.

I know of only two appeals to come before Grand Lodge :__
Jones vs. Saxon Lodge, No. 121. This appeal has been before 

Grand Lodge twice already, and at the last session the Com­
mittee on Appeals recommended that it be referred to the Grand 
Master, and that Saxon Lodge, No. 121, be requested to supply 
copies of all minutes and proceedings relative to the case, within 
two months, otherwise the appeal was to be allowed. The 
Lodge has supplied the copies of minutes, but the matter does 
not appear to yet be in a sufficiently satisfactory condition for 
the Grand Master to give a decision. I have therefore notified- 
the Lodge that they must be prepared to go on with the case at ' 
the next session, when I trust it will be finally settled.

District No. 37.—Resolved that we, as a District Committee, 
realize the necessity of some effort being made by the Grand 
Lodge to advance the membership, influence and usefulness of 
the Order, and to that end we favour the appointment of 
one whose duty,it will be to organize new Lodges, 
and strengthen the weaker Lodges by visiting and instructing 
them in, the ritual and work of the I. O. 0. F.

Resolved,—That this District Committee have carefully read 
over and considered the report of the Special Committee on 
District meetings, and endorse the suggestions it contains. We 
are hopeful that after the legislation of the next session, such 
specific work will be referred to the Committee as will make 
their meetings of marked interest and profit.

District No. 28—Are in favour of reducing the age of initi­
ates from 21 years to 18 years.

District No. 47.—That in the opinion of this Committee 
we should have, at least once every two years, a visit from our 
Grand Master or some Grand Lodge officer, we being 
four years in working order and not even had any encourage­
ment, which we consider would arise from such recognition.

XXXIII.—NEW INSURANCE ACfr.
When this bill was presented in April, it Ivas at first thought 

by some of the leading brethren of Grand Lodge that it would 
not affect our Order and that no immediate action was necessary. 
However, upon closer examination and investigation, it was 
found, according to the interpretation of the law by Mr. T. 
Howard Hunter, that the Order came under the meaning of the 
Act from the fact that its Subordinates paid weekly sick-benefits 
and funeral benefits ; and that the several Lodges in the juris­
diction would consequently have to register. A meeting of the 
Advisory Board was therefore called to consider the matter, and 
interviewed Mr. Hunter, Inspector of Insurance, by whom they 
were cordially received and their objections carefully considered. 
The result of the interview was that the Inspector consented to 
allow the Grand Lodge to register for all its Subordinates, and 
to make a yearly return for all. During the interview Mr. 
Hunter asked the question, “ What has your Grand Lodge done 
m regard to Widows’ Annuities? ” and when informed that the 
law had been repealed some years ago, he highly congratulated 
the Order on having abolished a system that was so detrimental 
to any organization. I appointed a Committee, mentioned 
elsewhere, to look into the Act, and report at this session what 
legislation would be necessary to adopt in order to meet the 
case. _ The Committee, I believe, have met, and their report will 
be laid before you, and I trust the Grand Lodge will give this 
question very careful and serious consideration.
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XXXIV---- BALMORAL LODGE, NO. a8o.

This Lodge, I regret to say, has caused me considerable 
anxiety and worry during the past year. They have been con- 
ductujg business in a very illegal manner ; receiving applica- 
tions, balloting and initiating on the same evening, accepting 
candidates under the age of twenty-one, and generally acting in 
an unconstitutional manner ; and one thing led to another until 
they came to a regular deadlock. The Lodge was divided into 
two factions, one at war with the other, until the harmony and 
good-fellowship that should exist was entirely destroyed. I 
endeavoured to advise them to the best of my judgment, but no 
sooner did they overcome one trouble than they stumbled into 
another, and the feeling amongst the members ran so high as to 
become of a personal nature, and finally the affairs of the Lodge 
got to be the talk of the village. As a last resort the n!g.
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requested me to go down and try and bring about a settlement 
of the unfortunate difficulty, but owing to other engagements and 
pressure of business I was unable to do so ; I therefore communi- 
cated with Bro. J. R. Reid, P.G.M., of Brockville, setting forth 
the facts of the, case, and asked him to undertake the task for 
me. Bro. Reid very kindly and promptly accepted, and, I am 
rejoiced to state, succeeded in bringing about a reconciliation 
amongst the members, and a complete and final settlement of 
the whole difficulty that has paralyzed the brethren in Merrick- 
ville for some time past. I sincerely trust that the sad expert- 
ence of the past may be profitable to them in the future, and 
that a bright and prosperous career is in store for Balmoral 
Lodge. I give Bro. Reid’s report in full. (See appendix D.)

XXXV.—bAthove'n LODGE, NO. 165.
I am glad to report that this matter isi now in a better con- 

dition, at least as regards security. The D.D.G.M., Bro. F. W. 
Warren, at my request, made two trips to Brooklin in hope of 
getting some security for the amount, but without avail. The 
Lodge then accepted an agreement from the Treasurer to pay 
the amount in eight half-yearly instalments of 8225 with interest 
at five per cent, and forwarded it through the D.D.G.M. 
could not see that the Lodge was in any better position than 
before, and they certainly had no further security. I therefore, 
in company with the D.D.G.M., visited the Ledge officially and 
went carefully and fully intdsthe question, and, as a final settle­
ment, I agreed to take six of the members as guarantors in the 
amount of 8300 each to the faithful carrying out of the said 
agreement. The document is therefore signed and sealed by 
these brethren, and is now in the possession of the Grand Secre­
tary. This is the best and only settlement that could be made 
without seriously embarrassing the Treasurer, and the Lodge is 
perfectly satisfied with the Treasurer’s ability to carry out this 
agreement, and I trust it will meet with the approval of Grand

XXXVI.—treasurers’ bonds.
This is a matter that the attention of Grand Lodge has been 

called to by several of my predecessors. Although the Order in 
the jurisdiction has been exceedingly fortunate in respect to 
trust funds, yet it is neither right nor proper that any brother 
should, be entrusted with the funds of a Lodge without first 
securing it against loss or possibility of loss. It appears to me 
that there are many Lodges who look upon the " bond ” as a 
matter of form, and I think the only solution of the difficulty 
would be for the Grand Lodge to make it compulsory on Lodges 
to procure guarantee bonds for their Treasurers. I trust the 
Grand Lodge will give this matter careful consideration.
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XXXVII.—JUBILEE.

The Pioneer Canadian Lodge, Prince of Wales, No. i, 
instituted in Montreal on the roth of August, 1843, so that one 
year from to-day will be the fiftieth anniversary of the establish­
ment of Oddfellowship in Canada. I would suggest that the 

L Grand Lodge appoint a Committee to consider the expediency 
of commemorating this event in some suitable manner.

XXXVIII.—GRAND SIRE’S RECOVERY.

The recovery of Grand Sire Busbee, and bis ability to 
again resume his duties in January' last, was no doubt a matter 
of congratulation to the entire Order. I believe I voice the 
sentiments of this Grand Lodge when I say that the Grand 
Sire's illness caused the brethren as much sorrow as his recovery 
has given them joy and gratification.

XXXIX.—THE COMING GRAND SIRE.

Next month will record an event in the history of Oddfellow­
ship in Canada long to be remembered. Our esteemed and 
highly respected brother, Dr. Cl. T Campbell, will, at the next 
session of the Sovereign Grand Lodge, be elected to the high 
and exalted position of Grand Sire of the Sovereign Grand 
Lodge. Bro. Campbell has shown by his ability and experience 
that . he is eminently qualified to occupy this responsible 
position, and Ontario welcomes with pride her distinguished 
son, who will soon be called upon to preside over the destinies of 
this vast brotherhood.
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XL.—CORRESPONDENCE.

The correspondence of the office has, as usual, been very 
heavy. A 1,000-page letter-book has been almost filled. I 
have endeavoured on all occasions to reply fully and promptly to 
all letters received, and hope that there has been no cause for 
dissatisfaction in this respect. A large amount of labour is 
consumed in this department of a Grand Master’s duties, which 
might easily be avoided if the Lodges and brethren would only 
take the trouble to look up the law on several unimportant 
questions that are frequently propounded.

XLI.—WELLINGTON SQUARE, NO. 178.
This Lodge, whose charter was returned to them two years 

ago, has been, I am informed by the D.D.G.M., working zealously 
and faithfully in the interests of the Order, and their member­
ship is composed of loyal and patriotic Odd Fellows, who deserve 
to again be taken into the confidence and esteem of this Grand
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Lodge. I understand the Lodge intends making application at 
this session for the return of their funds, now held in trust by 
Grand Lodge, and I have no doubt their request will receive 
due consideration.

IXLII.—BOARD OF EXAMINERS.

u.Thïs is something, I believe, that is greatly needed, and 
which should be adopted by every Lodge in the jurisdiction. 
The qualifications for the office of Noble Grand ought to be 
more strict, and the brethren aspiring to this position should at 
least be required to have the secret work, and be enabled to per­
form the opening and closing ceremonies of the Lodge, without 
the use of the ritual. Many are often elected and installed into 
the principal chair without making the slightest preparation, 
which frequently results in a loose and careless method of tran­
sacting the business and work of the Lodge. I understand this 
scheme is in vogue on the other side and is working with great 
benefit, and if adopted here would, I think, create more interest 
and produce greater proficiency in the work.

i iXLIII.—GRAND INSTRUCTOR.

The great necessity for some special visitation of. Lodges 
becomes more apparent each year. The services of some brother 
who would visit each Subordinate Lodge in the jurisdiction, giv­
ing instruction in the ritual, laws of the Order, book-keeping 
and general principles appertaining to the proper working of a 
Lodge, is very greatly needed. Such an officer would be of 
incalculable benefit to the Order in instituting new Lodges, 
organizing, visiting, looking after and strengthening the weak 
ones, and reviving those now defunct. He would be of great 
assistance to the Grand Master, who, as a rule, is not able to 
devote that time to visitation and instruction, at the expense of 
his profession or business, that is so very essential. The ques­
tions arise, “ Can a qualified brother be found who would be 
willing to undertake the office ? ” and “ Can the Order offer him 
a sufficient remuneration for his services.” The need of an 
Instructor is greatly felt in this jurisdiction and if the services 
of such an Officer could be obtained it would be money well 
spent, and the advantages to the Order would be very great.

GRAND SECRETARY’S REPORT.

August to, 1892.
To the Grand Lodge of Ontario, I.O.O.F.:

Brothers,—After twenty years we are again assembled in 
this extreme western limit of fair Ontario to hear tidings of how 
the work committed to our care a year ago has prospered, to 
greet old associates who may have been honoured with a renewal 
of confidence by their podges, and to welcome the new members 
who have come to learn more about our great and growing 
Order, and assist the legislation which wiU give it that tone and 
strength so necessary to permanency. /

When last we met in the frontier tbwn of Windsor, in 1872, 
our strength was but sixty-six Lodges, having 5,079 members and 
an honour roll of relief paid out of *6,277.95. Since then twenty 
eventful years have been tolled off by the unerring finger of time, 
and we meet here again. But the scene has changed ; the town, 
as might have been expected, has thrown off its primitive 
appearance, and now, keeping pace with the onward march of 
progress and prosperity, greets us the baby city of the west. 
The Order, too, has prospered. The principles laid deep down 
in the heart of Oddfellowship have grown and expanded until 
the possibilities then barely thought of are now realities. The 
sixty-six Lodges have become 241, with 19,117 members, and 
the selief paid out has grown to the vast sum of $65,293.84 for 
the year past.

It is a source of great gratitude to one and all to see present 
our old, true and faithful brother, Henry McAfee, P.G.M., who 
twenty years ago, in the zenith of his life, welcomed the Grand 
Lodge to Windsor. It must be gratifying to the brother that he 
has been spared to attend this session of Grand Lodge.

Of the sixty-six Lodges represented here in 1872, all save one 
are represented at this session, though not by the same brothers. 
Some have gone to their reward, their places being filled by 
others equally zealous in the cause. The ravages of time are 
plainly visible in the grey locks and dimmed vision of many of 
our dld-time associates ; and while we greet these honoured 
brothers with as warm a heart as ever, we are reminded that, 
like the tends of the glass, we are passing away—that this is not 
our abiding city.

As your Grand Secretary, I have great gratification in sub­
mitting this my twenty-sixth Annual Report, inasmuch as the 
hopes and prophecies of a year ago are so nearly fulfilled.

Clause rj-.^A new supply of the grave decoration ceremony 
has been printed. It is gratifying to learn that from every 
section of Ontario word comes that this beautiful and most 
appropriate custom is being more and better observed each 
year. It should be encouraged in every possible way, and it 
would not be amiss for the Grand Lodge to direct that early in 
each year a circular be issued, calling the attention of Lodges to 
the matter, and requesting them to inaugurate the custom, if 
not already done, and to yearly observe it.

Clause 15.—I have great pleasure in once more being 
privileged to say a good word for the, Odd Fellows’ Relief 
Association. Having had the privilege of attending its Annual 
Meeting in July last, and looking through its books and into its 
management, I am safe -to say that in every respect that 
Association is worthy the support of every Odd Fellow in the 
Dominion. Under the personal supervision of the cautious 
president, Bro. Dr. F. Fowler, and the careful management of 
the secretary, Bro. R. Meek, and the funds carefully guarded by 
the watchful treasurer, Bro. D. Callahan, there is no wonder 
that the death rate and expenses are as low as it is possible to 
expect. Brothers wanting insurance will find in this Associa­
tion perfect security, and few need go beyond Oddfellowship 
for all the insurance they can comfortably carry.

Clause 16—We have in Ontario two Funeral Aid Associa­
tions, which have in their respective localities done a good and 
benevolent work, and I think should be encouraged. I refer to 
the Funeral Aid Association of Lincoln and Welland, head­
quarters at St. Catharines, and the Funeral Aid Association of 
London, Ont. The report of the former will be found in another 
partof this report. I have been unable so far to obtain a report 
of the latter, though I hope to do so in time to print in the 
revised journal. Under recent legislation by the Sovereign Grand 
Lodge these Associations are illegal unless they ask for and 
obtain the sanction of the Grand Lodge to continue their work.
I have notified each Association that it must make application 
for recognition and sanction, and would strongly recommend 
that they each be given the Grand Lodge petmission to continue 
their work, subject, of course, to the new Insurance Act of 1892. 
These, tfith the larger transactions of the Relief Association, 
swell the Beneficial feature of Oddfellowship in Ontario since 
1856 to the stupendous sum of *1,079,127,31. Can it for a moment 
be doubted that the expenditure of such a sum by the Odd Fellows
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alone for the relief of their distressed brothers and their families 
has been of almost incalculable good in our fair Province of
ÏÏÏÏSU'Sfc 1 ,thmk' Justifies the expression very often used that Oddfellowship stands first and foremost in the 
benevolent societies of to-day.

“ Following upon a widespread depression, the colonies generally have 
had an unparalleled experience in the recent disastrous epidemic of influenza. 
The funds of Subordinate Lodges during the past year have consequently 
strained beyond any previous experience. Notwithstanding this record, the 
progress made numerically and financially is of the most appreciable char­
acter.” ...

“ The initial year of the second decade in our experience will remain a 
memorable record of our operations in this jurisdiction. The returns from 
Subordinate Lodges convey in a marked form the strain to which the finances 
have been subjected. The sum of £4,481 12s. 2d. has been disbursed in sick 
benefits during the year, this being the highest record in our experience. For 
the same period the sum of £4,205 45. 8rf. has been paid for surgeons' fees, and 

■ £937 13s- iod. for dispensing medicine. The sum of £121 14s. 8d. has been 
disbursed as distress gifts. In addition to these benefits the sum of £961 on 
account of funeral benefits, and £145 from the Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund, 
will convey the fact that the sum of £10,862 5s. 4d. has been disbursed under 
the heading ' benefits ’ during the year. These facts express most eloquently 
the beneficent result of the Order’s operations, and render comment 
cessary.” . . .

My report on this occasion is, from a variety of circumstances, rendered 

a somewhat gloomy one. Thé colony of Victoria has been passing through a 
fiery ordeal during the year just closed. The reaction after an exciting 
P®*11 ■l°*un(*ue speculation, continued dissensions between capital 
and labour, and Governmental changes, which caused a stoppage of public 
works, have all conspired to produce a çbmmercial and trade depression, 
financial collapse, and consequent dearth of employment for our wage- 
earners such as the colony has not experienced for many years. This state of 
things reacts disastrously upon all friendly societies, and our own has a 
decrease in membership to the number of 142, while one glance at the table 
which gives the number of unfimfocial members shows that many more of 
our brethren are suffering severely, and in danger of losing those benefits 
winch, probably for years, they /have been subscribing for, in order to miti­
gate the effects of that inevitable rainy day.

" The calls upon the SiclyFunds of the Subordinate Lodges have been 
much augmented, owing to thé influenza epidemic, which caused a shrinkage 
m the funds of no less than ten Lodges. The total amount expended in 
satisfaction of sickness claims during the year 1891 was /7,96g 2$. 10d., and 
it is satisfactory to note that, notwithstanding the abnormally heavy drain, 
the aggregate increase of Sick Funds totalled £3,082 9$. 4d. -

" In reporting on the financial affairs of SubordinatéLodges, it will not 
be out of place just at this point to call attention to the alarming state of the 
Incidental Funds in many Lodges, as in no less than 32 of them the Sick 
F unds have been drawn upon to pay management expenses to the extent of 
£780 19$. 4<f. To show that this illegal system is increasing it need only be 
pointed out that several old and wealthy Lodges are on this year's list of 
offenders, and are thereby giving their poorer sister Lodges the idea that it is
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not much of an offence a
! this Grand- Lodge should not appear to sanction an offence against 

the law of the land as laid down in the ‘Friendly Societies* Statute,* goes 
without saying, and I would therefore suggest that a committee be appointed 
at this session, whose duty it will be to enquire into the whole matter and 
report to the Grand Lodge at its next meeting." . . .

" The Association of the Friendly Societies of Victoria has met regularly 
during the past year, and the discussion of all matters affecting the societies 
has been conducted with the least possible amount of friction. The cordial 
good fellowship which now exists amongst friendly societies has been very 
much m evidence during the year. The President of the Association for the 
present year is Bro. Hobson, Grand Master of the Manchester Unity, and I 
have again been elected Secretary.

The appellants allege and 
it is admitted by all parties, that to permit the brother to remain at his 
hotel while afflicted with such a complaint would be contrary to the rules of 
the Board of Health of the city. The Lodge physician who attended Bro. 
Fraser during his illness was also the chairman of the Board of Health.

The Lodge physician, as alleged in the grounds of appeal, strongly urged 
the removal of the sick brother from the hotel to the city hospital; on the 
grounds that the brother would there receive better attention and nursing 
than he would at any private house. It appears from the record submitted 
to us that the relatives of Bro.

' containing a series of resolutions adopted by the Grand Lodge of Nevada on 
the subject of Odd Fellows' Insurance or Endowment Association. There 
was also referred to this Committee at the same time a series of resolutions 

propositions presented by Rep. Mpsson, of Iowa.
Your Committee in this report will endeavour to cover and, so far as 

possible, dispose of or pass upon all of the matters covered under the afore- 
mentipned resolution and references. The resolution of 1891 imposes on 
your Committee the duty of examining the existing laws of this body on the 
subject of fAternal insurance, and reporting amendments or changes in the 
direction indicated by the resolution. First, then, in reference to existing 
legislation on the subject. It will be found to be limited in its scope and
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apparent purposes, enacted in separate isolated resolutions and decisions,
turning to White's Digest of the law, as it existetfbefore our session^of 1890, 
we find it (briefly stated) to have been as follows 

First. State Grand Lodges

Third. Forced assessments for these purposes lire prohibited, and no 
endowment scheme can be enforced upon the Lodges. These provisions 
all relate to endowment associations, within the Order, subject to its super­
vision and management (See White's Digest, Sections 386 to 390 inclusive.) 1

aAt the session of 1887, it was held that unless an Insurance Association 
has the sanction of the State Grand Body, it is illegal for it to do business as 
an insurance company under the name of the Order. Insurance business so 
conducted is a" private business ” within the meaning of the laws prohibiting 
the use of the names or emblems of the Order therein. (Digest, Sec. 382.)suf-

pted At the session of 1889 (Journal, page 11833) the Sovereign Grand Lodge 
adopteythe following resolution :—

Risolved,— That any Insurance Company or Association which has been 
refused the use of the name of the Order by the Grand Officers or Grand 
Body of the jurisdiction in which such Company or Association is organized, 
shall be debarred from soliciting any Odd Fellow to become a member of 
such an association in any jurisdiction subject to this Sovereign Grand 
Lodge, and any officer of such an association or any Odd Fellow soliciting 
members for such association shall be liable to expulsion from the Order.

It will be noticed that the foregbing resolution is confined to Insurance 
Companies which have been refused consent to use the name of the Order by 
the jurisdiction in which the Company is organized.

In the report of the Grand Sire at the Session of 1890 (Journal, page 
11895, decision 28 ; and page 11896, decision 31) there wil) be found a clear 
exposition of the law on this important subject, in this jurisdiction, and in 
the same report, on page 11920, may be found the suggestions of the Grand 
Sire as to the most feasible plan for preventing the abuse of the name of the 
Order in this regard, and for throwing around our membership some guards 
against weak or insolvent Insurance Companies.

page 12248 to 12252 of the Journal of 1890 will be found a report from 
the Special Committee on Insurance approved by this body (Journal, 12299) 
in which the entire subject is discussed and a measure of some protection 
provided. No legislation has been had on this subject, since the Session of 
1890, except the passage of a resolution at the Session of 1891, offered by 
Rep. McKinney, of Ohio, which reads as follows :—

Resolved, by this Sovereign Grand Lodge, that life or accident associa­
tions, or life and accident associations doing business with membership 
limited to membership in the I.O.O.F. be granted the privilege of conducting 
the business of the Association during the next year as heretofore.

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CnJOHSi hP3ers °Lour “«“hers believe that Odd Fellows' Insurance 
SSBwIf’ assessment or co-operative plan, should be pro-
hibited altogether. They argue that all systems of co-operative or asms-
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rnent insurance are unsafe, based upon erroneous business principles, and 
must eventually end in disaster to themselves and disappointment to the 
injured members.

They argue that the correctness of this proposition is demonstrated in 
the history of such companies. "This theory is, of course, seriously and 
strongly combated by those who believe in this kind of insurance. The argu­
ment against all co-operative insurance is presented in the minority report of 
R.^eP‘.lWilkerson, o{ Missouri' lately a member of this committee. It may be 
added that other members of this committee share his views as to the un- 

' reliability of co-operative insurance, but they do not deem it proper that their 
individual views as to the merits of particular plans of insurance should be 
enforced in the legislation of the Order.

Third. There are others who contend that, except to the most limited 
extent, the Order should not legislate on the subject. They argue that the 
question of insurance is one of business and State, and not of fraternal polity. 
That if the Order is to act at all on the subject, it should be simply to incer­
tain whether these insurance companies have complied with the laws, and 
passed the inspection of the civil authority of the States in which they are 
organized, and in which they do business, and, having ascertained this, to so 
advise our members by proper certificate. This certificate, that the company 
has complied with the Civil Laws, then to be its license to do business within 
the Order. This general view is clearly presented in the report of Grand 
Sire Underwood to the session of 1890. (See Journal, page 11929.)

Fourth. Still another class of our membership believes that the Order 
should provide the means of examining, inspecting and ascertaining (by peri­
odical report or otherwise) the condition, strength and management of the 
Company and that the license or permission to do business shall be depend­
ent upon the result of such inspection or report. In short, that a permit shall 
be granted to such companies as appear to be worthy of it, and be refused to 
such as seem otherwise. This view seems to be (though not positively) the 
predominant one in the report of the Special Committee on Insurance in 1890 
(Journal, page 12251). r
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This enumeration seems to us to cover the entire field of general proposi­

tions and theories. The duty imposed on this committee is to select from 
among them or by extraction from aH pf them some basis of positive legislation.

In considering the subject it must be remembered that it is not one of 
first impression with the Order. The consideration of the question of which 
theories are nearest the truth, and which fallacious as theories, is hampered 
by conditions that have grown up and now exist. If there were no Odd Fel­
lows’ Insurance Companies in existence and no great proportion of our mem­
bership insured in them, the problem might be one of easier solution.

We cannot disguise the fact that these companies are found in almost 
every jurisdiction of the Order, that nearly one-sixth of out entire member­
ship is now insured in them, and that the amount of their annual disburse­
ments to the widows and families of Odd Fellows has now reached a sum one- 
fifth as large as the entire annual beneficial expenditures of the Order.

It would be a criminal folly not to consider this stupendous fact in dis­
posing of this question.

Verity, at this day and on this subject we are dealing with a " condition 
and not with a theory.” We are bound to recognize the fact that Odd Fel­
lows’ Insurance Associations organized on .the assessment or co-operative 
plan do exist to such an extent, and are so firmly established and so wide­
spread in their operation that we must treat them as an existing condition to 
be dealt with, and as far as safe to be controlled.

In the judgment of the undersigned, members of this Committee, it is 
clear that the general purpose and scope of any legislation that may be had 
must be m the line of a few simple propositions, namely :—
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accumulation of a reserve fund to meet the growing demands upon them, or 
but a small réserve, is doubtful to say the least. Therefore, the Order must 
be careful that its legislation is so framed that its funds shall in no way 
become liable, legally of morally, for the engagement of those companies ; 
that the system shall be in no way engrafted upon, or become a party of its 
beneficiaries, and that we shall not even appear to endorse this class of insur­
ance in any of its features, or as commending it to our membership.

Second. Should the legislation take the form of granting to certain Com­
panies permission to use the name of the Order in the transaction of their 
business, and to do such business within the several J urisdictions, we should 

ful that such certificate does not even appear to carry with it any 
apparent endorsement, .or recommendation of that Company, its methods or 
financial condition, but be simply a certificate that it has complied with the 
conditions required to permit it to do business.
, Such certificate should carry with it an express statement that the 
Company does not constitute any part of the organization or policy of this 
Order, that it is in no way responsible for its engagements, and does not 
assume to pass any opiniori»ppon the Company, its financial condition, or 
its methods of business. 9

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amourThird. The leading purpose of the legislation, always to be kept in 

view, should be to give our membership the largest measure of protection 
and information without assuming, but expressly disavowing, any moral 
responsibility for eventful results. f

Fourth. No system by which the Sovereign Grand Lodge or the 
State Grand Lodge inspects companies (through reports or otherwise) and 
then grants a license based on the result of the inspection, should be 
considered.

It is impossible for the Order to provide and maintain a system of x 
inspection sufficiently thorough to warrant it in commending, or appear­
ing to commend, a Company to the brotherhood.

The failure of National Banks, Trust and Insurance Companies, in 
spite of the supposed rigid governmental inspection, affords an object les­
son which it would be well to heed.

INSURANCE CORPORATIONS ACT.
Shortly after the January meeting, it was announced that the Ontario 

Legislature purposed to pass an Act for the regulation and government of 
friendly Societies. In due season copies of the bill were forwarded to the 
various benevolent orders and discussed by them. The Canadian Fraternal 
Societies Association, of which the Odd-Fellows' Relief Association is a 
member, had interviews with the provincial secretary, Hon. J. M. Gibson, 
and suggested to him various amendments to the bill. Some of these were 
adopted. The measure was passed through the House and notices sent out 
that it was m force from the date of its passing.

The aim of the measure is to bring the friendly societies under such a 
controlling influence as, shall, in some degree, protect those subscribing to 
them against imposition and fraud. The bill provides that friendly societii 
incorporated under the Benevolent Societies Act of Ontario, shall be entitled 
to registration, but no friendly society shall be deemed to be managed accord­
ing to the true intent of the Act unless the persons insured in the society 
exercise, either directly or through annually elected representatives, effective 
control over the insurance funds of the society. On the registrar of friendly 
societies devolves the duty of registering those friendly societies which are 
legally entitled to registry, and of granting registry and certificates to agents. 
JNo friendly society shall be required or permitted to make any deposit what­
soever with the Government of Ontario, nor shall the registrar vouch for the 
financial basis or actuarial solvency of such society ; and no friendly society

I
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shall, under penalty of becoming disentitled to registry, circulate, publish or 
print any statement contrary to the intent orthis section ; but the officers of 
a friendly society may compile and present a sworn statement of the standing 
of their society, to which the registrar may give a place in his annual report. 
The registry office shall cause to be published in the Ontario Gazette, in Feb­
ruary and July of each year respectively, a list of the corporations.which 
stand registered at the date of the list. After the 31st day of December, 1892, 
no person or persons, or body corporate or incorporated, other than a cor­
poration standing registered under this Act, and persons duly authorized by 
such registered corporation to act in its behalf, shall undertake or effect any 
contract of insurance. If any promoter, organizer, office-bearer, manager, 
director, collector, agent, etc., other than those just mentioned, effects, or 
offers to effect, any contract of insurance, he shall be guilty of an offence, 
and, on conviction, be liable to a penalty of $20 to 8200.

Provision is made for an accurate audit of each friendly society’s books 
and accounts by auditors who shall not be officers, also for such changes in 
the manner of keeping the books and conducting the business as shall be 
deemed necessary for the protection of the insurers, and for special audits 
when the registrar of friendly societies deems there is occasion for them.

At the end of May this Association made application for registry as a 
Friendly Society, pursuant to the Insurance Corporations Act, 1892, 
mitted the details called for by the blank of the Registrar, J. H. Hunter, M.A., 
of Toronto. ^

I have not learned what the result of my application for registry is. I 
wrote the registrar on July yth, asking him (to satisfy some of our members) 
if the agents of this Association had to be registered, and if registration had 
been granted to the Association, and his reply was as follows :—

" Dear Sir,—In reply to your letter of the 7th inst. I beg to say that it is 
not necessary for the agents of the above Association, acting in the Odd- 
Fellows’ Lodges, to be registered. The registration of agents is limited to the 
agents of Life and Accident Corporations which are transacting business 
under a license issued by the Province or the Dominion. No license is issued 
in the case of a Friendly Society. A Friendly Society requires to be only 
registered. An Insurance Company requires to be both licensed and regis­
tered.

REPORT OF THE GENERAL AGENT.

To the Board of Directors of the O.-F. R. A. of Canada:
Brethren,—Since the beginning of the year a few more of the Lodge 

Ontario, which up till now had no new members enrolled in our Association, 
have been brought into line, and the gaps now remaining in this Province are 
but a very small proportion of the whole. In addition a large and fertile 
field in the west has,been opened up, which promises in the future to furnish 
its full quota of members to our Association.

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In Manitoba the members have a small but flourishing Association of 
their own, called a Funeral Aid, which pays $250 to the beneficiaries of its 
deceased members. It is receiving, as it deserves, the support of the fra­
ternity m that jurisdiction. It is found that in practical operation there is 
no clashing of interests; generally speaking, the brothers who are in the one, 
are attracted also towards our Association. But the difficulty which has 
stood somewhat in our way in the West has been the operations of an 
unauthorized, and consequently illegal, association, having its head office on 
the other side of the line. This Association has been working in the North- 
West and in British Columbia in direct violation of the law of the Sovereign 
brand Lodge. In Winnipeg, Grand Secretary Shanks, who is thoroughly 
conversant with the law of the Order relating to insurance organizations, 
took steps to prevent the predatory work of the agents of this Association, but 
unfortunately our brothers in/the outside Lodges were not so well informed, 

ber of members /became policy-holders in it before they were 
rations. There is little reason to fear any 
‘•parties, but it might be as well—in order 

to preserve our own territory from invasions in future—to secure the assist­
ance of the various Grand Bodies which have sanctioned our Association to 
the issuance of an official cfrcular to all the Subordinate Lodges, giving the 
law relating to insurance associations and the names of those which have 
received official recognition,

British Columbia is now the only portion of the Dominion in which we
fi^er”°a rCCetV,evaa oh,?rlty .froF the Grand L°d8= to act. There are some 
fine Ujdges of Odd Fellows in that jurisdiction, and if once our brothers in 
that Province become aware of the value of such an auxiliary as our Associa- 
tion has now become to the work of the Order, the recognition would, without 
doubt, be speedily forthcoming. It is true that they have an association of 
their own on a small scale, but the field is too limited to allow it to reach any 
considerable dimensions, and experience has demonstrated that in such asso­
ciations as ours numbers constitute strength. A Funeral Aid Society, such 
as they have in Manitoba, might be successfully worked, and, in addition, 
the Brothers might be given the benefit of connecting themselves with the 
best Odd Fellows Insurance Association on the continent. The fact that 
they were not authorized to do so by law did not prevent the agents of the 
Association before mentioned doing business in the Pacific Province, and its 
operations cannot be utilized to promote the success of Oddfellowship as 
ours may Many members are now joining our Subordinate Lodges largely 
m order to avail themselves of our popular system of insurance, and so long
undoubtedly continu ^ ‘he Assoclat,on work together in harmony this will

The acceptance of the form of medical certificates provided by Subor­
