CHATHAM. . . . MARCH 30, 1882.

Tho Budgoet Debate in the House of
Assembly.

Mr. Rarbarie opened his speech with a
reference to that of Hon. Mr. Crawford
and, continuing, said,—I cannot call his
speech high-toned, nor yet low-toned; but
it was a desponding tone in view of the
down-fall of the Government. He dwelt
ou some of the Acts passed by the Gov-
ernment, but if all the acts are like their
acts they are poor acts. Why, all the
Acts they passed, such as the Attachment
and Garnishee Acts, are dead letters to-
day; but it is said they are going to be,
revived. I cannot call this system of
things wise legislation. ‘The last speaker
has been in the Government for many
years, and the Attorney General, it seems
to me, has been there since Confederation,
up-stairs, down-stairs and all round. The
Provincial Secretary, that Sweet William
laid his figures before the House in such
an oratorical style that one would think

they could not be refuted. - When I first |

came here, the Provincial Secretary was a
new man at the wheel and was going to
make wonderful changes, and was going
to have the accounts so a boy could under-
stand them. But we find there is mno
change, and so it has continued to the
present.
THE TURNCOATS,

The new men who entered the
Government in 1878—you will remember
it very well, Mr. Speaker, some were'
whipped out and others whipped iu—try
to make us believe the. people were with
them, while they were against you and
Mr. Kelly. Thesegentlemen had as much
business to go out as you had, Mr. Speaker.
These gentlemen are before me now:
Truthful Peter, Sincere Daniel and Honest
Mike, they are the men who joined the
Government, they condemned, and they
have no business to charge others with
inconsistency. Even if Mr. Ritchie sup-
ported the Government on the Grand
Southern matter in 1879, he can justify
his act quite as well as Mr. Elder, who
voted against them on that question. If
Mr. Ritchie did support the Government
in 1879, he had a good right to oppose
them when he found them corrupt and
unfit for contidence. I must congratulate
the Surveyor.General on the length of his
speech, thongh I cannot say much as to
its depth. I thought from his remarks
that there never had been such a Surveyor
General as himself. He might have left
it for his colleagues to praise him up, in-
stead of doing 8o himself.

PENNY-WISE AND POUND-FOOLISH.

He gave us statistics about the settle-
ments, but, Mr. Speaker, some of the free
grants settlements were in your day,
though he claims credit forit. This is all
very well about the free grants and labor
acts, but when we see that the Surveyor
General showed the revenue from the
lands sold by the Government, in 1880,
3,000 acres of the best farming and very
best timber lands in our county were sold
at the head of the Restigouche river. It
was put up in the name of Joscph
Myrshall, acting for the Government. If
it had been held for timber lands, it would
have brought many times the revenue
that it did when sold out and out.  The
same thing was also done in Restigouche.
Yet people, after reading the Surveyor
General’s speech, and not knowing the
state of things, will say what an excellent
Surveyor General we have. I say that it
is wrong and bad policy to sell so much of
the substance of the Province for the sake
of raising a little money. I hope the Gov-
ernment will not continue to do this.

CROOKED CROWN LANDS TRANSACTIONS,
The poor man does not get this land, but
it comes into the hands of speculators. I
attended a sale last summer at the Crown
Land Office. A gentleman came here and
attended the sale. The first lot sold for
the high price of $7.01. Through the
Surveyor General, whoever he was in
collusion with, the other lots were with-
drawn, though that gentleman would
bave paid §5 for them. The lands were
re-advertised, and the money has not been
got for them yet.

Hon. Mr.Adams—The lands were with-
drawn because I was informed that the
applications were fictitious names. . They
were re-advertised, and a combination was
then formed, and I would not sell the
lands at $1 an acre.

Mr. Barberie—This is not so, and I am
prepared to prove it. How does the Sur.
veyor (ieneral know that the names were
fictitions? When did he discover it?

SELF-PRAISE.
The gentleman I refer to came all the way
from Montreal to attend the sale, and
was willing to pay &5 an acre. The Sur-
veyor General says he did more travelling
than you, Mr. Speaker, but I will say this
sir, that I have seen you in Restigouche
oftener than I have seen him. I have
not seen him, or the Chief Commissioner
in our county for two years, ‘I'he Survey-
gr General could get up to the silver mines
n Gloucester, but could not go and visit
the poor free grant settlers in Restigouche.
The Surveyor General and Chief Commis-
sioner should go through every county to
see the settlements, and exawmine the
bridges. If they have not time to do so,
others would be found who would have
time. The Chief Commissioner paid a
flying visit to our county once and went
through it like a nighthawk. He might
have a look at our bridges now and then
and at least give us the benefit of the
light of his countenance. Your expenses
when Surveyor General, should have been
heavier, for you visited our county more ;
you visited our county twice in a year
once.
LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Talk about this Legislative Council
business. At the time of the election, in
1878, there was corsiderable talk of abol-
ishing it. At the opening of that new
House there were a good many green
backers round, they called themselves
independent, so the Government pretend-
ed that they would abolish the Legislative
Council, and that they would retrench.
How nicely the Legislative Council busi-
ness has turned out. I charged the Gov-
ernment then with being insincere and
this charge has been borne out. The
keeping seats open in the Council has a
tendency to make members support the
Government who would not otherwise do
s0. The facts are before us now, and
members are held tongde-tied in view of

these seats, which are kept dangling and

dangling before their eyes. The Goyern-
ment held out the pretence that they
would abolish the Legislative Council,
but they did not take the proper means
to do so, but only the proper means to
deceive certain of their supporters. Why,
they have built a chamber for the Council
in this building. The article in the
Telegraph yesterday about the Govern.
ment and Legislative Council in Nova
Scotia will apply with equal force to this
Province. I will venture to say that the
Government were misleading the House
from the first, and have been doing so up
to the present time in this matter. The
Province has been long enough imposed
on, and if the Government are going to
impose on the House the sooner the people
know it the better, and we will never
have a correct state of things until we
have a new state of things from beginning
to end. X

‘¢ NOW, I HAVE You!”

It was not only on the school question
that the Surveyor-General and Chief
Commissioner differed from the Govern:
ment. We remember how the Chief
Commissioner assailed the President of
the Council who now sits in the House,
He may smile, and a captivating and
fascinating smile. He wired these gentle-
men who oppesed him on, one by one,
and then he could say: Now 1 have you;
you must keep your mouth shut. :

The member for Charlotte, the other
day, in an able speech, showed the im-
portance of conserving the hemlock lands.
We find, however, that a large quantity
of this land was sold in Kent to Messrs.
MMler at a nominal figure, and I am in-
formed that the bark on every acre of that
land is worth eight dollars, If the Gov-
ernment had sold the bark and trees only
& largér revenue would have accrued to
the Province, The Surveyor-General has
failed to show that he has managed the
Crown Lands as he should have.

THE EXODUS.

This patched up Government, as I may
call them, have devised no means of set-
tlingour lands or encouraging immigration,
and our people are going away to the
great Northwest. - Between the Upsal-
quitch and Grand Falls there is a tract of
80 miles of land, with which no land in
New Brunswick can compare, and it is a
shame to see it lying there unused. It
should be opened up by a road, on which
people would settle and clear the land.—
There would be a market. on the very
spot, for one of the largest lumbering dis-
tricts in New ‘Brunswick is there, and
such settlement would . help the lumber-
men as well. We should send out
pamphlets showing the advantages of our
own province and thus prevent the whole
tide of emigration from going west.

THE FISHERIES,

I wish to say a word about the inland
fisheries. They belong to the province,
aad the Government have been lax in their
duty in letting the Dominion have control
of them. I'want the Provincial Govern-
ment to demanf from the Dominion every
cent that has been obtained fromn leasing
these fisheries,. We want more thana
conversation, we want sumething in black
and white, and an auswer to that. Why
don’t our Government take a stand !—
Just look at the Restigouche where the
poor men, though aggrieved, cannot afford
to go to law. The fishery officers are
given tyrannical powers ; they can take a
man’s net and incarcerate him without a
trial, and this all will admit ought not to
be tolerated. All the people are opposed
to the hatchery, and the fish are decreasing
in consequence of the bad management of
the Dominion @Government. Do the Do-
minion Government own a stone in that
river? They do not. We know that the
right of the soil is in the Province. I
hope the Attorney General will promptly
deal with this matter, for I moved for
some correspondence regarding it the
other day and have not yet obtained it.—
The Government, from what I have told
them, must see the necessity of having
this matter brought to a final issue.

TO BE SHELVED,

I hope they will have time to do so be-
fore the elections, for probably the
Attorney General will go buzzing around,
and they say that the Provincial Secretary
will be made a Judge and the Chief Com-
missioner will not be with us again; and
the member for St. John may go some
where else with his statistical part with
him of course, and the member for Nor-
thumberland is also going to be elevated.
I will now refer to the Grand Southern.

THE GRAND SOUTHERN,

The leader of the Opposition, Mr.
Ritchie and I contended that the Govern®
ment had no right in point of law to pay
the subsidies to the Grand Southern, and
the judgment of the court shows that we
were correct. The Provincial Secretary
last year asked the House to suspend
their judgment until the matter was de-.
cided bythe highest court in the land.— -
The Government "ventured to pay the
money on a judgment of Judge Palmer’s,
though I contend they should wait until
the court decided they had a right to pay
the money. If the Government had a
right to do this, they might as well come
and inform the House that they have
found out a law by which they can do
anythiug they want to.

DUTY TO ONE'S COUNTRY.

When we are here we have duties to
perform, and honorable members should
perform thosé duties independently of
party ; and no honorable gentleman should
place himself in such a position that his
tongue is tied. Oh, Mr. Speaker, there is
too much of this done. It is a serious
matter and I would not on any account
stand in such a position. I regret that
the member for Westmoreland and the
Chief Commissioner were so easily caught
by the chaff of the wily leader of the
Council. Wby, when I was elected, I
thought we would all be together. I
they could show me that they went in for
the sake of the country, I might support
them but I am afraid they went in from a
desire to write ‘‘ honorable before their
names, ard $2,000 a year extra. If they
think they went in from pure motives,
must sympathize with them, but I feel
satisfied that these gentlemen would pre.
fer leaving their records better. I can
almost see by the Chief Commissioner’s
face that he feels guilty. True, he says
he went back to his constituents, and they
washed away all his political sins and
gave him absolution. The Surveyor Gen-
eral and Chief Commissioner got gazetted
and went back and told tkeir constituent
that they had taken office to serve them
that they would get them everything they
wanted, and that is the way they got re-
turned without opposition.

THE GOVERNMENT'S ILLEGAL ACTS,

I did not intend to speak this afternoon,
and am not as well prepared as I would
like to be, but as I have had a good case
it has not been a great effort¥or me to put
it before the Heuse. The Government
seem to be on their trial, and they all
have made Mng speeches to show how
well the}ﬁ?\'e managed their depart-
ments. To come to the stock farm. I
admire good stock, and if the Provincial

circulars, tenders and other papers re-
specting the purchase of second-hand
coal-hoppers from or through B. Bur-
land. He said some explanation shculd
be made as to why the Government pur-
chased at a high price for the Interco-
lonial Railway the cast off hoppers
from some road in the United States.

8ir Charles Tupper said the purchase
was rendered necessary by the increased
traffic. He had invited tenders from
all the parties in Canada who were in a
position to manufacture such rolling
stock. He also invited tenders from
manufacturers in the United States.—
But when he got the tenders in. he
found that he could not get the cars as
promptly as was necessary. Wheu he
found from Mr. Burland that he could
purchase two hundred coal cars at once
in New York on very favorable terms,
and finding that the cars were good and
that there was a great necessity for
having them on the Intercolomial at
once, he purchased fifty of them, which
were reported as practically new, at
$228 each. Sir Charles also wént
largely into the differences between
purchases on capital account and pur-
chases and repairs chargeable to revenue
increased traffic, etc., thinking to divert
the attention of the House from the
fact that the Moncton shops were left
in comparative idleness while the second
hand work of New York car builders
was purchased ina second-hand way.
Mr. Anglin, however, is not a gentle-
man to be easily led away from a point
he raises, so he replied as follows to Sir
Charles: —

The hon. the Minister of Railways has
directed a great part of his speech to a
question which I did not raise, or care to
raise at all. I did not discass the ques-
tion of the introduction of new rolling
stock on the road. What I said was,
that the purchase of second hand hoppers
for use on the Intercolonial Railway was
in itself prima facie evidence that the
rolling stock was not in the position in
which we would like to see it. A pur-
chase of second-hand stock seems to be an
extraordinary transaction, and I do not
think the statement of the hon. gentle-
man deprives it of that character to any
person who has seen the entry in the Sup
plementary Estimates. His calculation
does not seem to be correct, as the amount
debited is $24,000 for what I call second-
hand coal hoppers. One of the things I

bjected to in my speech—arnd the hon.
gentleman did not care to refer to that—
was that, while we have in the town of
Moncton large workshops snd very valu.
able machinery, and while we have in the
Lower Provinces hundreds of skilled work-
ers in wood and iron who would have been
delighted to obtain employment in these
workshops at fair rates of wages, the hon.
entleman made up his mind to meet the
gemand for additional coal hoppers by
purchasing them in the United States, in-
stead of getting them built in Canada, by
Canadians from Canadian wood and Cana-
dian iron, as one would expect from an
advocate of the National Policy, who de-
clares himself in favor of Cavada for the
Causdians.

No railway company
in the United States would have sold coal
hoppers worth $432 for $228,unless forsome
extraordinary reason. The hon, gentle.
man #ays he relied upon the report of his
officials. What that report is I do not
know. Perhapsit would be well to have
it brought down. What I object to is,
that without absolute necessity, the hon.
gentleman did not choose to give employ-
ment to our own people in making hoppers
that might be a credit to the railway, in-
stead of introducing these second-hand
hoppers, which, whatever he says, will not
be regarded as fit rolling stock for the In-
tercolonial Railway, controlled and mau-
aged by the Government of this Dominion,

The transaction looks very much
like one -of those jobs which Sir
Charles appears to have a knack of
getting into when the country or its
people are made to suffer in order that
others may be g-iners. Had ruch an
operation as this been performed under
Mr. Mackenzie, Sir Gharles would have
been amongst the first to declare that
‘a prudent Minister would not haveallow-
ed ‘““mncreased traflic” tofind him soshort
of cars as to force him to purchase
some $24,000 worth all at once. The
Moncton Railway shops have been par-
tially closed under Sir Charles, in order,
apparently, that the demands of his

Longfeilow.

Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, the
American poet and scholar, died at his
residence in Cambridge, Mass., last
Saturday afternoon. None of our poets
found their way to the hearts of English-
speaking people of all classes during
their lifetime as Longfellow has done,
although it is probable that his true
rank as a poet must yet be assigned to
him. In all his works, produced dur-
ing a period of over forty years, there
is nothing but that which elevates,
refines and brings the reader and
student closer to the good and true.
His Hiawatha, Evangeline, Tales of a
Wayside Inn, The Courtship of Miles
Standish, Voices of the Night, etd.,
together with short pieces such as the

+| Psalim of Life, and ballads endear his

memory to millions of readers on both

)

|
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sides of the Atlantic. In prose also
Longfellow displayed a talent almost
equal to that which has given hima
world-wide poets’ fame.

His father was Stephen Longfellow,
an eminent Portland, Maine, lawyer.
At fourteen the Poet entered Bowdoin
College, Brunswick, Me., and during
his collegiate life ho wrote several of
the most popular of his earlier poems,
among them the *° Hymn of the Mora-
¢ vian Nuns,” ¢ The Spirit of Poetry,”
¢ Woods in Winter ” and *‘ Sunrise on
““the Hills.” On leaving college he
commenced the study of law in his
father’s oftice, but about a year later an
offer of the Professership of Modern
Languages in Bowdoin College came to
him. In order to prepare himself for
the duties of his new office, he was
granted permission to travel in Europe
for three years. The effect of his tour
through France, Spain, Ltaly and Ger-
many at so early an age left an impres-
sion which was never effaced. Soon
after entering on his work at Bowdoin
College, where he remained five years,
he became prominent as a contributor
to the North American Review. He
also published his translation of Coplas
de Manrique and his ‘‘ Outre-mer.”
In 1835 Longfellow was appointed Pro-
fessor of Modern Languages and Belles-
lettres at Harvard ; this position he
held for seventeen years. Toward the
end ot his active life marked literary
honors were bestowed upon him both
in Europe and America. Harvard
made him an LL. D. in_1859, and the
two leading English universities a
D.C. L. just ten years later. The
order of publication of his leading
works is as fullows: ‘“‘Hyperion” (1839),
““Voices of the Night and other Poems’
(1837); ¢ Ballads and other Poems,”
(1841); “ The Spanish Student,” (1843);
¢ Evangeline,” (1847); ‘‘The Golden
¢ Legend,” (1851); *‘Tke Song of
¢ Hiawatha,” (1855); ‘‘ The Courtship
«of Miles Standish,” (1858); ‘ Tales
“of a Wayside Inn,” (1863); ‘ The
¢«New England Tragedies,” (1868. His
greatest work as a translator is a very
faithful rendering of Dante’s Divine
Comedy, published in three volumes,
(1867-70).

The Alms House.

One of the reasons why Hon. Mr.
Adams has not endeavored to place the
management of the Northumberland
County Alms House in the hands of
the Municipal Council is because it
would deprive him of the power he has
now over the appointments to the
Board of Comumissioners, each Commis-
sioner, in his way of reckoning, being
dependent on him for his position and,
therefore, bound to vote for him. If
the management of the Alms House
were vested in the Municioality, the
gentlemen of the Board who aregfficient
might be retained as a Commilge of
Council to lock after the institutton,
and they would, therefore, be indepen-
dent of this member of Government
who seeks to build himself up as an
official autocrat, knowing his own per-
sonal demerits. No candidate for the
legislature shonld be encouraged next
summer who does not openly disapprove
of Mr. Adaw’s policy in this Alwus
House matter. 1f the electors are only
firm enongh we should not be surprised
to find Mr. Adams promising to follow
public sentiment in reference to requir-
ing the Goverament to allow Northum-
berland to manage 1ts own Alms House.
Keeping his promise, if elected, would,
however, be another matter.

The Land Monopoly.

_ The process of swelling the Territorial
revenue for the year by the sale of the
public lands, . goes bravely on, the
Royal Gazette giving notice in the name
of the Surveyor-General of over a
thousand acres in this county, which
are to be offered for sale next Thurs-
day on application of Mr. R. P. Whit-
ney. Asthe upset price is $2 an acre
this will add some $2,000 to the Crown
Lands Revenue for the year,’but neither
any futnre Surveyor-General, nor the
Government of the Province will ever
derive a cent from the land in question,
again. Neither, will any operator be
able to lumber on it excepting by leave
of the distinguished prospective pur-
chaser.

The Legislative Council .ﬁeaolutlon.

Mr. Hutchison, M. P. P., moved a
resolution in the Legislatnre last week,
the text of which, together with an
outline of the debate thereon, and the
Government’s ~ amendment, will be
found in our Fredericton letter. That
the resolution ought to have passed the
House cannot be denied in view of the
Government’s assumeéd position towards
the Council, and the fact that it wa-
defeated through the efforts of the
Government, plainly shows how insin-
cere the latter body has always been in
pretending to desire the abolition of
the Upper House. Referring to the
resolution the Fredericton Herald says :

Mr. Hulchison’s resolution, is efitire-
ly in harmony with public sentiment.
In a political sense it was, perhaps, the
most adroit motion which has been
made during the existence of the pre-
sent Legislature. It completely un-
masked the Government, and exposed
the deception which they have practised
through the last four sessions. No one
can gainsay Mr. Hutchison’s proposition
that as eight members of the Council
constitute a quorum, and there are now
fourteen members, the public interests
would not suffer if the seats are kept
open until after the next election,
especially as they have been open for
three years. - If the Gouvernment is
sincere in its expressed desire to abolish
the Council, it could give no Dbetter
earnest of that fact than to decline to
fill up the vacanc seats, until after the
people have had an opportunity of pro-
nouncing upon the question at the polls.
But they are not sincere, and never
were. To catch votes the first session,
they put 1tin the speech that they
would abulish the Council; to hold
votes in the last session, they declare
that they ‘‘will preserve ourinstitut ons
with a dignity becoming their import-
ance,” and announced their intention to |
fill to its full strength the body which
they have pledged themselves to do |
away with. Analyzing the vote we |
find that outside of .the eight members !
of the Governmenf, the five members
who have been prowmised seats up stairs, |
Messrs. McLellan and Lynott who are |
in favor of maintaining the Council, |
and Mr. Morton, who admitted that he !
was about to vote against his convic- |
tions, just seven members of the House |
gave the Government their support on
this, the first vote of want of coufi-
dence of the session, as against seven-
teen who voted against them.

The Government have actually pro- |

who have faithfully supported them for
that consideration and they knew that |
if the resvlution had been carried these
supporters would, in all probability,
desert them and thus bring about their
defeat. Mr. Hutchison is to be con-
gratulated on compelling the Govern-
ment to show its true colors in this mat-
ter and the soundness of his judgment
in moving as he did is abundantly
proved by the fact that a change of
side by three members (three of the
four who are promised the seats) would
have carried the vote in his favor and
taught the Government a lesson which
is now reserved for them to learn from
the electors next summer.

Deception.

The Advocate misrepresents Mr.
Snowball's speech in the House of
Commons from beginning to end, as |
our readers will see when the official
report is published. And after so do-
ing it pretends he was immediately fol-
lowed by Mr. John McDougald of Pictou
who, it says, made his ‘“‘maiden speech”
and ‘‘severely handled the base slander
on Nova Scotia coal,” etc. The fact is
that Mr. McDougald did not make any
speech until long after Mr. Snowball
spoke. Why cannot the Advocate
be fair in such matters. It must im-
agine its readers see no other news-
paper. If they do not they are to be
pitied.

Wy Our Toung Men Leave HEome.

We have heard and seen so much of
late concernin; the great benefits that
are being conferred upon the country
by our Local Government and the
trumpet of the Hon. Surveyor General
has been so persistently—and, we may
say, exclusively —blown by the local
organs of his party, that people might
be induced to imagine that both the
Government' and Mr. Adams were
above criticism and deserving of praise.
What is thought of them up- the St,
John River, however, is well expressed
in a letter of Mr. P. O. Byram, which
we find in the Woodstock Press. It
shows exactly the characler of those
visits to Free Grant Settlements by the
Surveyor General, of which we hear so
much and that his treatment of the
French of Madawaska is about the
same as that of those from whom he
took the lands in the vicinity of Car-
leton not long since to sell to private
speculators. When Mr. Byram says,
‘“ We have so many organs trying to
¢ curry favor with our Government for
‘¢ its patronage, thinking there is more
““ money to be ot in it than serving
‘‘ our country at large,” he hits hard at
the class of papers which are run en-
tirely by riugs of politicians who- are
banded together for the purpose of
supporting any combination, however
corrupt, 8o lung as they are permitted
to share in the public spoiliation that is
now inseparable from the management
of the party ruling at Frederic-
ton. We commend Mr. Byram'’s letter
to the attention of our readers :—

[For the Woodstock Press.]

Mg. Ep1tor,—I almost had made up
my mind to say no more, as it was but
little difference whether our country went
to the devil, wholesale or retail, but your
paper of the 3rd inst., under the heading
of ** Why our young men leave home,’
roused me up a little, to find yeu don’t
seem to strike and doubt on the caaise
which produces the effect to make them
leave home. A few facts would go far to
set people thinking, who never would
without them inquire whether it's the
fault of our country or our Government
*“ why our young men leave home.” We
never may expect a change until we strive

[to make a change in our politicians, and

select men who have the interest of our
country at heart, to open up its resources.
We have been too much in the habit of
selecting men being led by the Lumbe:
Rings, and our chusen wisdom has turned
out to be first class; and quack Lawyers,
whose interest is more to play into their
own pockets than to protect our country’s
interest. And they are the men, to whose
tender mercies our country has to look up
to to open up its resources, which are
shamefully neglected, and by their neglect.
Qur old farmers, in order to keep thei
sons at home, have divided and sub-divided
their farms until they are now completely
crowded out of the country yearly. 1
cannot agree \ng‘;h your remarks, saying:
 New farms dre hard to get unlessa per-
son goes so far away from the scenes of his
childhood and the friends of his youth
that the separation is nearly as great as it
would be were he to go out of the countryy
altogether.” We have thousands-of-aeres
of as tine land as lie in any country, wait-
ing for a move to be made to open them
up for cultivation, all within sight of back
settlers, who have been worrying out an
existence for many. years for the want o}
roads to get out or in, discouraging any
new beginner to get out of sight of a turn,
pike in the woods farming; but they
never will get one, unless they make it
themselves, and of two evils they think
the least would be to leave the country,
and seek other places to hew out a home
—and away they go. T don’t believe we
should indulge in fault-finding without
cause. Perhaps the following facts may
be considered some of the tauses *‘why
our young men leave home,” and my
excuse for finding fault.

I have often been called on to represent
back-settlers’ grievances, in different
cases, to the Surveyor Geuneral. The fol-
lowing facts will prove what attention
they generally receive. On the 18th April,
1879, I wrote to the Surveyor-General
Several young men came to me, who
could not read or write, who wished me
to usk him if he would place the Tachie
Survey under the Free Grant Act for
them to settle on, and allow them the
same frontages others have under said
Act. On the 21st of May, he says:
¢ There is no Free Grant Act, as men-
tioned in your letter. 1 am going to your
place in two weeks, and will see for my-
self.” 8o I informed the would-be settlers
accordingly, who were kept waiting
patiently for twenty-eight days, when we
beard His Honor had came up to Grand
Falls on a flying visit, and joined an ex-
cursion going up to Little Falls and back,
and kept on rejoicing downward. Nagier-
ally the settlers thought I deceived ¢hem,
after hearing”the Surveyor-General had

beca wp and gonme. So I wrote him on
June 19th, saying : ’l
““You have disappointed several, on |
your flying visit through this County, by ‘
not condescending to give us a call accord- |
ing to your note of the 2lst May last, ‘
when you promised to be here, and see |
for yourself in two weeks, about placing |
the Tachie Survey under the Free Grant |

| Act, etc.; and I informed parties, to that |
| effect to be ready to meet your Honor ; |

and further, I wrote you a card I would |

as littl¢ trouble as possible and lose no |
time. (It mokes it very ditficult for those |
poor would-be settlers, who cannot read
or write, to represent their grievances,
and must depend on those who can, and
be deceived, and it makes the man who
deceives them fecl annoyed, especially
when the fault is not his own leading
them astray. For my part 1 have no
interest in the matter, only to do what
one man should be willing to do for an-
other, without fee or reward, (which is
not expected fromour Governmentofficials)
and it seems strange matters of se much
importance must be delayed and not look-
ed into. If I had known our Governmeut
scale of time—two weeks meant twenty-
eight days—then we might have known
when to meet your Honor, aud stolen an
irterview of a few minutes, which would
explain more than a half dozen sheets of
foolseap would contain well filled. If you
would be kind enough to send Mr. Jack
np one or two days, who is well versed in
French, to straighten out those crooked
doings by our By-Road Commissioners.
who are making all this confusion and
trouble through ignorance, it would save
much controversy and annoyance to Gov
ernment. It appears Tachie's upper sur-
vey in this Parish is nearly all taken up
by farmer’s children living on the river,
depriving actual settlers coming in, ard
several other grievous cases require look-
ing into and adjusting. Yours, etc.,
P. 0. Byram.”

The outward appearance of the man is
convincing proof. He cares nothing for
the wﬂta of our country, nor wants to,
and I was not disappointed in not getting
a reply from that day to this. Our young
men left us. Scme now are in Montana
and Colorado \‘riting for their friends to
come on where labor is respected and re-
ceives its value, to hew out a home.—
Now, within a distance of twelve miles,
tifteen young men are talking of leaving,
if they can get away, in March or April ;
not because they are not able or willing to
work, but they waut to go where people
legislate to open up the resources of their
country—to keep young men at home, in-
stead of crowding them out, and forcing
them to leave. We have 80 many organs
trying to curry favor with our Government
for its patronage, thinking there is more
money to be got in it than serving the
interests of our country at large, no won-
der the inhabitants of cities and towns
are not posted up as to “why our young
men leave home.”

Our Fredoricton Letter.

FrepericroN, MarcH 25, 1882,

Work has been somewbat pushed
thead défing the past week in the
House of Assemnbly. Night sessions
vere begun on Monday last and contin-
ued for three nights, and a goud deal of
talking and sume work were done at
them. The House went into Commit-
tee ‘of Supply on Monday morning,
and it was rapidly pushed through with
the help of the night sessions, and was
tinished on Wednesday, when Supply
was made the order of the day for
Monday, 27th, at noon 1n order to in-
troduce any supplementary estimates.

The discussions in Supply, while
somewhat lengthy on some occasions,
were not of very marked importance.
The first evening session was stamped
as peculiar by the ravings of the hon.
gentleman from Westmoteladd, Mr.
Hanington, against the Fredericton
Herald, and a war of words with some
of his fellow-members, Mr. Blair
among the number. As usual, Mr.
Hanington’s ntterances were marked
with that coarseness of language, punc-
tuated with spittings and splutterings
which he deems su expressive and forci-
ble in u speaker, but which only in-
spired in his hearers that disgust which
his remarks merited.

When the order of the day was called
on Tuesday afterncon, Mr. Hutchison
moved in amendment his resolution in
regard to the vacancies in the Council
as foilows :—

Therefore  Resolved, That in the
opinion of this House it is not either
advisable or necessary that appoint-
ments be made to fill the vacancies now
existing in the Legislative’ Council un-
til at least after the general election
and until all proper and constitutional
means have been thereafter taken to
effect the proposed change.

In speaking to the motion Mr. Hut-
chison said that as the question would,
probably, come before the electors at
the forthcoming elections, it was as
well to have an expression of opinion
from the House on it: He did not
think that the usefulness of the Legis-
lative Council had been impaired by
the four vacancies in it having remained
80 long untilled and thought that the
Government should not now till them.
He charged the Government with un-
sincerity in this connexion in their
actions in the past, particularly in 1879,
when they had got the matter off their
consciences by a paragraph in the
speech. He showed their unsincerity
last year when & measure came before
the House to abolish the Council and
in concluding thought that the matter
should be brought under the considera-
tion of the House, and that the resolu-
tion should pass. .

In seconding the resolution, Mr.
Blair supported and pointed out the
truth of the statements set out in the
recitals of the resolutions, and argued
that the passage of this resolution
would aflirm that the Council was an
unnecessary branch of the Legislature,
in that the House did not deem it ad-
visable to fill the present vacancies up,
and thought that the new house would
come back from the people with a very
strong opinion wpon the subject.—
Sowme stronger reason, he held, should
be advanced against the resolution than
that it infringed npon the prerogative.
He said that there was no reason why
these vacancies should be filled now,
after having pended sv long, and con-
tended that the Government had only
put the matter off until the present
time in order to strengthen their hands
in this branch of the Legislature at the
last hour.

The Attorney General said he would
show that the resolution was against
good administration in this or any other
province, while complimenting Mr.
Hutchison on the manner in which the
resolution was drawn up. He discussed
the recitals of the resolution, and said
that while the Government had express-
ed their intertion of filling these vacin-
cies, they had mentioned no time for
doingso. He objected tu the resolution
as infringing on the prerogative, and
moved the following amendment;—

He thought it an unrease-ble
thing to oppose the bill, for 1f i:(/..'s u
correct one with Messrs. Burns in it,
it must be a correct one without their
names.. He had information ~ from
Gloncester that some of the parties who
signed the petition against the bill did
8o under a misapprehension. The bill
provides the luwest possible tolls, and
no injustice can be dune to anyone.

Mr. Ryan did not see why Burns &
Co’s name should not be added asa
matter of justice. The Messrs. Stewar!
say they do not wish the bill at all if
the Messrs. Burns’ name is in it, and
this certainly lovks as though the one
wished to get sume advantage over the
other. Across the Nepisiquit is & boom
owned by both parties, and as thay get
along well tugether there, he could not
see why they could not do so on_the
Tetagouche. The damage from logs to
the bridge is an exceptional one.

Mr. Killam favored the bill as it
stood and Hon. Mr. Crawford thought
Messrs. Burns’ name might be added.

Mr. Davidson said if parties got up
an Act of incorporation, he did not see
how the House cnuld force others in
partnership with them. The boom
would be a great convenience and afford
a great saving of lumber whoever might
own it. There were similar booms at
Caraquet, on Bass River and on the
Nepisiquit. Adding Burns’ name to
the bill would not affect its principle.

Hon. Mr. Adams said he believed
that the Stewarts were the only opera-
tors on the river, and Burns & Co.
had not lumbered on it for three years.
The bill, however, provides for the
protection of the interests of all who
may lumber on the river, as the tolls
are fair and just, and no one disputes
the boomage. .

Hon. Mr. Hanington took the same
view as Mr. Davidson.

Mr. McManus spuke further in sup-
port of Burns’ & Co.’s right to be made
corporators.

Mr. Thompson thought the interests
of the Province would be better. con
served by having the boom in the hands
of one party. = ¥

A motion to add the names of K. F.
Burns & Co. to the covporators was
lost and a motion 1o report progress
was also lost, after which the bill was
agreed to.

¢ Resolved, That this House does not
deem it expedient to interfere with the
constitutional responsibility of the
Governor in Council.”

Mr. Ritchie in defending the recitals
of the amendment said the Attorney
General touk exception to the third
recital, but if the House took the
enquiry and the Government’s answer
to it, stating their intention $o 61l the
vacancies, there could be no doubt as to
its truthfulness.

The discussion was continued further
by Messrs. Lynott, Black, Sayre, Mec-
Lellan, Morton, Barberie and Blair.

Mr. Blair raised the point that the
amendment to the amendment was not
in order, but he was overruled by Mr.
Speaker, and after tea the Provincial
Secretary closed the debate when the
amendment to the amendment
carried on the following division'—

In closing the debate the Provincial
Secretary made some sneering allusions
to Mr. Willis and during the debate on
supply later in the evening there was
an animated discussion over it between
Messrs. Blair and Willis and tke Hon.
Attorney Ueneral.

Wednesday morning was taken up
with local bills, and in the afternoon
the cummittee apovinted to investigate
the claim of Robt. Sinclair, Supervisor
of Great Roads for the County of Res-
tigouche, reported recommending that
he be paid $180 in full of his claim.

The items of supply were also con-
curred in by the House.

On Monday forenoon Mr. Hutchison
moved the House into committee on &
bill relating to‘(.”the establishment of a
boom across the Tetagouche river vppo-
site Bathurst, Mr. Colter in tie chair.
The bill gives power to Messrs. R. A.
& J. Stewart to place a buom across the
river for the purpose of stopping logs,
said boom to be below the Highway
bridge and calculated to relieve it of
the pressure which, in other seasons,
had damaged it.

Mr. McManus said strong representa-
tions had been made to him against the
bill, but though these were laid before
the committee on corporatious, they
recommended it to the favorable con-
sideration of the House. There have
been petitions on buth sides. The ob-
jection is that there are large quantities
of logs on the river and hitherto parties
have boomed them for themselves,
while this bill gives the Messrs. Stewart
a right to charge bvomage and in fact
gives them a monopoly. If the bill
did pass he would want it amended by
adding the names of K. F. Burns &
Co. to the tirst section. They will pay

P tty SUPPOTters, with & great
deal of contempt. Where, when there is
no emergency, the Government act in
violation of the law, the sooner the people
send some one here to take their place the
better. Uuless soms stand is taken and
these things are checked, people will find,
sometime, that we will have direct taxation.

Any amount of money is lavished on big
works, but there is none for giving assist.

The first session the Government led
the House to believe that a Minister of
Education would be appointed. This has
not been done and I think the educational
machinery is too great and extravagant.—-
In our present state of finances, with so
many wants, some move should be made
in cotting down the expenses in this de.
partment.,

Hon. Robert Marshall followed Mr.
Barbarie, and after a few introductory
remarks, proceeded to discuss the-tinancial
position of the Province. He said:—The
Province entered the Union in 1867
with a debt of $7,000,000, which was in-
creased subsequently to $8,176,680. It
had a revenue for its local wants of 80
cents a head for its then population, $50,-
000 for legal expenses, and 863,000 a year
for the first decade ; this was increased ny
$150,000 in lieu of the surrender by the
Province of its right to impose a lumber
export tax. The $63,000 lapsed in 1877,
(and here I may say that the grant should
have been made perpetual as at first in-
tended at the Qu:bec conference.)

Before gomng into the state of our
finances I will allude to the Tower matter
referred to by the member for Restigouche.
It will be remembered that this trial arose
when the Legislature was in session, and
I hold it would have been wrong if the
Government had not been represented to
see that the case was not one of persecu-
tion rather than prosecution, and on this
account there is little force in the argu-
ment that there was one of the leading
counsel in the Province engaged in the
prosecution. The trial lasted forty-two
days, and speaking from my own expe-
rience with law, I may say that the $600
paid Mr, Pugsley for the trial was a fair
and moderate charge. My hon. friend
also referred to the Eastern Extension
claime. I have no hesitation in saying
that I am as cornfident as I am standing
here that the claim will be paid in full.
My reasons for thiuking go care these:
The road cost this Province $400,000.
The Dominion Government were uncertain
whether they would take that road or not.
They gave the Government no option but
to accept $250,000 for it, on the under
standing that, if the commissioners were
wistaken in the basis of valuation, justice
would be done. When the Government
opened the matter up again, it was found
that the cost of the road, on a fair basis,
was $400,000, so that $150,000 must be
returned to the Province. I met Mr.
Shanly in Halifax, and I feel confident
that his report will be a favorable and
satisfactory ome. Respecting the Grand
Southern, let me say that, whether the
Government acted rightly or_wrongly, in
a legal sense, last session, was not a ques-
tion for the House, for had they failed to
comply with the reasonable requests of
the company, their act would have been
looked upon as repudiation, and they
would thus have injured the reputation of
the Province with .capitalists, I am pre.

pared to take full responsibility for the
course I took in that matter, and justify
it to my constituents. As to the stock
farm, it is well known I am not an agri-
culturist, but let me say that itis si?\}pd
in a most central locality, and a maGfrom
Restigouche, the county of the member
who complamed 'so much about it, - cau
leave his home one night, get to the farm
early the next morning, do his business,
and then have the whole day in St. John.
The same thing is true of those who reside
in Kent, Northumberland, Westmoreland
and Gloucester counties. The farm is
admirably adapted for its purpose, and in
iny opinion is better for the purpose than
those recommended by the delegatj f
the Board of Agriculture. The m¢l
for Westmoreland also referred to the
repeal of the Garnishee, Trustee and
Attachment Acts, but I think it was the
feral impression of commercial men
that there was imperative necessity that
they should be repealed instanter on the
repeal of the Insolvent Act by the Domi-
nion Parliament, but subject to such
further exigencies as the public service
might render necessary.

Having touched on these matters, I will
again refer to the financial question and
endeavor to show what ‘the revenue and
expenses will be during the next decade,
what our liabilities are at the present
hour, and what has been expended in de-
veloping our resources since Confederation.

To add to this we have the territorial
and mining revenues of $160,000, and fees
trom the Supreme Court, Provincial Secre-
tary’s office, Lunatic Asylum and miscel-
laneous receipts, which I may fairly esti-
mate at $15,000. This gives a total
revenue of $641,903.20. There is no
doubt in my mind but that this will be
sustained during the present decade, and
we may anticipate an increase of 12§ per
cent. in our population, or 40,000 people,
which at 80 cents a head will give us an
additional revenue of $32,00Q. The year-

But whether justics is done us in this
regard, or not, I venture the prophesy
that the Province of New Brunswick will
be able, by the energy and determination
of her people, to rank side by side with
the wost prosperous of the Provinces of
Canada in its determination to keep
abreast of the civilization of the 19th
century, and grant to its people an in-
crease of the facilities of modern travel
which, even to-day, is enjéyed by our
people to a greater extent, measured by
the population, than by the people of any
other country.

Inaddition to these large expenditures,
we have judiciously administered the
affairs of the Provinge and provided for
the great road and bye road services, and
have maintained the dignity and promoted
the material iuterests of the Province in &
manner not second to that of any of the
Provinces in Canada. As I have shown
before, T now say again, that despite these
very large expenditures, our debt’is only
$950,000. When we contrast this with
the debt of the city of St. John, which is
between two and three million dollars, we
may reasonably congratulate the Province,
notwithstanding that the city and eounty
of St. John has assets equal to huudreds
ot thousands of dollars more than her lia.
bilities,so that her debentures to-day com-
mand a premium of 12} per cént., and the
city and county will, in due time, be able
to consolidate its debt at par by a deben-
ture issue at 4 per cent interest.

But we may now ask what the assets of
the Province are besides this Parliament
building. There are the Government
House, the Normal School, University
building, roads ahd bridges, and all public
works ot the Province. I think I may
also point to the public lands of the Prov.
ince,which are Becoming more valuable
year by year. The total acreage of our
lands is 17,393.410 or 27,200 square miles.
The granted lands aggregate 9.889,191
acres ; ungwapted, 7,504,219, They are
situated as follow : In Restigonche, Glou-
cester and Northumberland, 4.2 ;in
Kent, Westmoreland, Albert and St, Yohn
183,616; in Charlotte, Kings, Queens and
Sunbury, 1,223,837 ; in York, Carleton,
Victoria, and Madawaska, 1,228,499.

These lands we may reasonably value at
$2 an acre, which will give us a real estate
asset, of over fifteen million ‘dollars againss
a debewture liability which. even should
the exigencies of the public service de-
mand that it be increased during the prese
ent decade, will place our debentu
beyond doubt, and for all practical
poses, equal to .‘‘British Consols”, and
which will enable auy fature fisue to be
placed upon the market at 4 per cent in-
terest, and even at that rate will command
par in the money markets of the world.

After referring to worke on immigration
issued by different parties in the past and
to the system of keeping the public
a‘éeowlts Mr> Marshall continued :—The
penitentiary was first built by the City of
St. John, in 1831, and kuown as a house

I tovk the ground then, as
ber of the Sessions, that pting it
would be like taking a white elephant for
it would coat $22,000 a year. The same

year the Local Gover presented a
strong case to the Do asking that
a reasonable indemnity" ht be made ;

but it bad no effect. In 1875, Sheriff
Harding and I met the Government at
Ottaws, and we made a report to the Ses-
sions sayiog the Minister of Justive in-
formed us that he would recommend that
the institution be placed in such a position
as would couserve to us our local rights.
The whole thing, to my mind, is in a nut
shell. At Confederation no valuation of
the penitentiaries was taken, as a letter
received by me from Sir John Macdonald
clearly stated. In 1869 the Domihion
Government introduced an act allowing
short-term prisoners for a certain period
to be sent to the penitentiary, and when
the question came before the Supreme
Court, the only question Mr. Lash allowed
to be decided was if the Dominion Gov-
ernment had the right to legislate con-
cerning penitentiaries, a theory any lay-
man could have decided equally well,
The proper question has not come before
the Court yet, and I hold that the Domi-
nion Government is liable to the Province,
and the Province to the city of St. John.
It was the opwnion of Judge King, and is
also the opinion of the present Attorney
General, that prisoners convicted by stat-
utes of the Dominion Parliament should
be a charge on the Domimion. This is
not & matter of civic concern, but a Pro-

been pressing the claim as earnestly as
they possibly could. The people of St.
John, in the interest of morality, are
looking to a reformatory, but deem it im-
possible to take it np with this question
pending, yet I hope the day is not far
distant when the reformatory matter will
be considered by the House of Assembly.
As I do not wish to occapy too much ot
your time I will now bring my remarks to
& close, and in doing so I may fairly assert
that the condition of the Province is one
on which we may fairly congratulate our-
selves, for New Brunswick, to-day, occu-
pies as good a field, taking all the circum-
stances into consideration, as any of the
other Provinces of Canada. Before I sit
down, Mr. Speaker, allow me to thank
you and the members of the House, for
the attention that has been given me and
for the courteous manuer in which my re-
marks have been received.

Dominion Parliament.

In the Bndget debate inthe House of
Commons at Ottawa on Tuesday of last
week, Mr. King said nobody doubted the
present prosperity. The only question
was. What caused it? The increased
market given in New Brunswick. owing to
the large number of operatives in the
faetories, would be worth about $50,000,
or say $1 per head of the farmers. But
New Brunswick farmers did not receive
it, for they did not sell flour, and many
other articles came from Ontario which
came formerly from the United States.—
They got say one-quarter of this market,
orsay 25 cents per head. The greater
pumber of factories in New Brunswick
were cotton factories, but 75 per cent. of
the employees in these mills were women
and children, so that there were few de-
pending upon them but themselves. Re-
garding the farmingindustry and iucreased
prices, he found on lovking into the mat-
ter that of the articles specially fitted for
the home market eight had not increased
in price, eleven were ten per cent. lower,
and two were somewhat higher. These
were hay and potatoes. Hay was higher
ou account of the freshets which had de-
stroyed so much of this article, and as for
potatoes he did not know but that the
potatoe bug had as much to do with in-
creasing the price as the N. P. had. He
alluded to the increase in price of lumber,.
and proceeded to show that not: only in
the articles sold to lumbermen, but in the
employment they received in hauling and
teaming, ete., the farmers received about
fifty per cent. of the whole cost of the
lumber. This was a market which was

far to explain their present prosperity, —
He had never seen lumber so high, when
oats were 8o cheap. They were now a
drug in the market at fifty cents, and that
lowness of price he attributed largely to
the N. P. As to the remarks of the hon.
member for Renfrew (Mr. White), he did
not know what that gentleman’s experi-
ence was, but for his own part he found
that in several very important articles,
such as saws, etc.,, he either could not
get them in Canada at all, and had to im-
port them and pay the duty, or else
pay a high price for the home-produced
article. The Finance Minister had him-
self declared that he could not aid the
lumber business. He read from an extract
of a speech delivered by Hon. T. R.
Jones, a representative for New Bruns-
wick in the Dominion Roard of Trade and
a prominent manufacturer, to the effect
that the cotton mills prospered even under
the low taviff before Confederation, and
that the Government had no more right
to protect the manufacturers against their
own lack of ability or enterprise, than to
protect other classes. In conclusion he
hoped the day would soon come when the
country would be governed in the interest
of the many and not of the few, when
folly would no longer exist, and wheu
even-handed justice would be dealt out to
all in this great Dominion. (Cheers,)
Mr. Doull contended that the cual duty
having secured for Nova Scotia miners a
market for all they could produce, had
increased the coal industry to a large
extent. The National Policy had also
resulted in securing an outlet for coal in
the West Indian market. Now there was
a demand for more coal than the producers
could supply, and it would be ry

been truth, justice, and equality. He did
not mean to ssy that it was impossible
for a Conservative to tell the truth, but
he was sure that they sometimes failed to
doit. (Laughter.) Proceeding to review
the record of the Reform party;, he pointed
to what they had done in Britaiu in the
enfranchisement of the people, who before
that time were not in the enjoymentof
the rights of free manhood. He passed
in review ovpr the history of Canada, and
pointed out fthat all the great measures
which lookéd to the elevation of the
people had been inaugurated .by the
Liberal party. \

Mr. Gault read a statement showing
the increase of the manufacturing indus.
tries in Montreal and elsewhere. Hesup
ported the policy of the Government.

Mr. Snowball moved the adjournment
of the debate until Thursday.

Wednesday was private members’ day,
but was a pretty lively one in several
respects. There was a ministerial cancus
in the morning, which, ‘though secret, is
understood to have discussed the question
of the re-distribution of seats and the
miich talked of dissolution of Parliament
among other things. In regard o the
former, current talk 18 that fewer changes
will be proposed than was at one time
supposed, it being thought that toosweep-
ing changes wight®create a reaction in re-
gard to diesolution. It is uuderstood that
members were admonished to keep their
powder dry and bLe ready for emergencies,
but were told that no decision had yet
been arrived at. It is tolerably certain
that the decizion will be communicated to
members before prorogation. This is in
accord with what the ADVANCE stated a
week or two ago. o
There was quite a brisk rencontre be.
tween Mr. Anglin and'Sir Chatles Tupper
in regard to the purchase of a- large num-
ber of second-hand coal hoppers for the
Iutercolonial Railway. Sir Charles claim-
ed that the cost was very light, indeed
only about half of first cost, and that a
saving was effected by the purchase. The
vexed question of what should and should
not be charged to capital account alsv
came in, Sir Charles contending that new
purchases should be charged to capital
account and repairs to ordinary account.
Mr. Anglin held that. the purchase of
se ond-hand cars was prima facie evidence
that the rolling stock was run down. It
bought so cheaply they must be of inferior
construction or injured from use. He
remonstrated vigorously against making
purchases of rolling stock in the United
States while the Government railway
workshops at Moncton were 1dle and
Canadian workmen. were going abroad
to seek work.

The principle feature of the evening’s
session was the passage through its final
stages of the Deceased Wife's Sister Bill,
despite several attempts to amend or
destroy it. Mr. Mills’ motion to amend
the bill s0 as to make the law uniform
throughout the Dominion was lost by a
vote of 51 to 106. A second amendment
by Mr. Arnyot to declare legal any mar-
riages that may be celebrated by the
regular clergy was declared lost without
recording the yeas and nays. Sir Albert
Smith then moved the six months hoist,
which was negatived by the decisive vote
of 113 yeas to 36 nays. After the amend.-
ment had been concurred in a final attack
was made upon the bill as amended by
Dr. Strange, who moved an amendment
to provide for legalising marriage to a
widow with the brother of a deceased
husband. This was also negatived by a
vote of 87 to 48, after which the bill was
read a third time and passed.

A Pacific Railway return was also
brought down, giving correspondence be.
tween the Government and Syndicate in
reference to a change of route desired by
the latter through the Rocky Mountains.
The contract requires that the road shall
be built by the Yellow Head Pass, and
the Company in the correspondence pro-
duced, state their strong belief that a
shorter and more favorable route can be

had by another pass. They ask that Gov-
ernment shall apply to Parhament for the
necessary legislation to enable the Gover-
nor-in Council, notwithstanding the terms
of contract in regard to the Yellow Head,
to approve of such other rcute as may
seem desirable. This reminds one that in
discussing some matters with regard to
Canadian Pacitic contracts yesterday after-
noon Sir Charles Tupper questioned the
right to ask for particulars of contracts
let by the Canadian Pacific Railway. It
is. however, distinctly provided in the
Pacific Railway Act that such information
shall be furnished to Parliament when
called for. Of course, the Government
must comply with the Syndicate’s de-
mands in this matter. Asa Pacific Rail
way man says ‘that’s what we have the
Goavernment in power for.”

On Thursday the budget debate being
resumed Mr. Snowhall made a vigorous
attack on the policy of the Government.
He spoke for two hours and held the un-
divided attention of a fyll house, being
frequently apnlanded and cheered when
he closed. [We have the /Hansard report
of Mr. Snowhall’s speech hut not in time
to publish in this issne. EDITOR.]

Mr.Kaulhach, Mr, Mills, Mr. McDougald
and Mr. Richey followed Mr. Snowball in
the order named and Sir Leonard Tilley
closed the debate, after which the House
went into Committee of Supply.

for them to increase their facilities. He
believed the Minister of Railways had
spoken correctly when he contended that
the coal duty was paid by the producer
and that the duty had the effect of
cheapening coal to consumers of Ontario.

“Advance” Secientific Miscellany.

Dr. Wm. A. Hammond finds over-
heated apartments to be a potent cause
of nervous irritability. If we would
preserve our amiability and our tran-
quility of mind we should live in well-
ventilatec rooms kept at a temperature
of abous sixty-five degrees.

Of the sense of taste, Prof. McKen-
drick states that the base of the tongue
is most seusitive to bitters, and the tip
to sweets. A substance must be soluble
in the fluid of the mouth to create taste,
but no definite relation has been found
between the chemical condition of bodies

Modern improvements have increased
the power of the microscope so greatly
that it is now made to magnify about
100,000 diameters. The best ided

human vision can see no objects much
smaller than the three-hundredth of an
inch in diameter ; but the most skilful
microscopists, with their best instru-
ments, are able to examine monads a
hundred-thousandth of an inch in di-
ameter. Beyond this minuteness is
obscurity. It has been estimated that
the ultimate particles or atoms com-
posing all matter can be no more than
one-twenty-millionth of an inch in di-
ameter, so that it seems hardly probable
that they will' eyer be revealed to
human eyes.

Dr. T. Sterry Hunt has calculated
that the amount of carbonic acid stored
in the limestones of the earth would
form not Jess than two hundred atmos-
pheres equal in weight to our own.
This, together with the carbon of the
coal-beds, must have been drawn from
the air, which he believes gradually
receives ita supply of the gas from inter- -
stellar space.

If the astronomical view that the
moon was once a part of the earth’s
mass be true, the moon in its early age
mugt have revolved much nearer to the
earth than now and must have caused
prodig.ous tides upon its parent planet
—as recently shown by Prof. Ball.
Prof. J. 8. Newberry finds in geological
evidence a refutation of this theory—to
the extent, at least, of proving conclu-
sively that no such tides could have
existed since the commencement of the
geological record. He does not hesitate
to assert, therefore, that the astromo-

ers are in error in regard to the
moon’s genesis ; -or that if it was once
a portion of the earth, the separation
took place at a period so remote that it
had receded to nearly its present dis-
tance before the dawn of life on the
earth.

Explorations by a R party
show that the eastern shore of the Gulf
of Obi, in northern Siberia, is nearly
fourteen miles west of the place assigned
to it by existing maps. ;

A successful operation, during which
the patient was kept immersed in water
for sixteen days, was recently performed
by Dr. Langenbeck, of Berlin. Among
other applications, these ‘‘permanent
baths ” are said to be especially valua-
ble in cases of burns.

The auroras observed by Baron
Nordenskjold at the winter quarters of
the Vega, in latitude 67 degrees b
minutes north, were ‘mostly feeble and
lacked the ray-like formation so often
characteristic of these phenomena. A
simple luminous arc, low in the sky,

was most common; and this distinguish-
ed navigator's theory is that the arc
forms a portion of a permanent lumi-
nous crown above the earth’s pole.

In researches upon the petroleums of
the Caucasus, M. Schutzenberger has
observed that, although conducted with
the utmost care, his analyses frequently,|
showed more than one hundred per
cent of matter. A like result was ob-
tained with two other substances.—
Following up the investigation, he has
found that sodium and copper appear
to so affect certain products as to pro-
duce the anomaly observed ; while if
the articles so affected are exposed for
a short time to sunlight they give a nor-
mal analysis. It is suggested, as a pos-
sible explanation, that the weight of
atoms may vary within certain narrow
limits, and that in the case of the hydro.
carbons it may be modified by the
action of sodium or by light. If con-
firmed, M. Schutzenberger’s discovery
will have an important bearing upon
the fundamental principles of chemical
science. :

German measurements give the fol-
lowing as among the greatest daily
quantities of rainfall recorded in
Europe: At Colberg, Sept. 7, 1880,

.. four inches of rain fell in seven hours.
At Breslau, August 6, 1858, fourand a
half inches fell. At Klausthal, in the
Harz, the daily maximum observed is
four and a half inches ; and at Hochen-
schwand, in the Black Forest, it is five
inches.

A new white metal and malleable

bronze is produced by the decoloration
of copper by of ferro-mang;
The composition gives a metal as white
as silver and as malleable as the Ger-
man silver obtained with nickel. For
a laminable white metal in plates zinc
or brass is added to the composition.

Shameful Doings.

Some astounding stories are told in
Washington as to the®xpenses incurred
by John G. Thompeon, Sergeant-at-Arms
of the last House of Representatives, in
connection with the funeral ceremonies of
President Garfield. A report has been
published that there was a total expendi-
ture of $7,000 on behalf of the members
of the House in connection with the
funeral ; that there was one item of $1,-
700 paid for champagne, brandy, whiskey,
cigars, and lunch, $300 of which were
charged to cocktails, and that there were
general indications that at some time dur-
ing the absence of the Garfield party from
Washington there was a shameless orgie,
A sub-committee of the House Committee
on the Expenses of the Garfield Funeral
has been engaged in auditing the bills,
and has decided for the present to keep
the facts secret.

The vouchers in many instances are
signed by the Congressmen themselves, —
The carriages are charged generally at $10
per trip. There is a large item for the
expense of telegraphing from Washington
to every Representative and Senator,—
Carriages were provided both for the
funeral in Washington and for the funeral
in Cleveland. There is a considerable
sum for crape for decorating the Capitol
building. The cost of transporting the
Marine Band to Cleveland and return is
also in the account. There was an allow-
ance made for the cost of a special train
from Washington to Cleveland (in accord-
ance with the arrangements first made by

the sub. and the parties in
interest ; and among the parties in
interest are to be included the Congress-
men who did not hesitate, as members of
Gen. Garfield’s funeral cortege, to make
liberal use of liquors provided at Govern-
ment expense. Sergeant-at-Arms Thomp-
son was guaranteed reimbursement by
many Senators and Representatives. He
did not consult them as to the providing
of liquors, and he seems to have been paid
forthat service without question.—Chicago
Tribune.
