Northumberland in ths Commons.

It will be noted that Hon, M. Adams,

the parliamentary representative of
Northumberland at Ottawa, has spo-

ken very plainly in the House of Com-

mons on the subject of the purchase

by the Government of the Harris prop-

erty at St. John on the ground that it

is needed for additional Intercolonial

Railway accommodation. Apart from

the fact that the lessening business of

the Government railway at St. John

and elsewhere, isinconsistent with the

acquirement of increased aceommoda-

tion, and the claim that if enlarged

facilities for business are needed, they

should be provided alung the harbor
front, rather than in the near vicinity
of the old station, it is apparent, from
all the evidence available, that $200,-
000—the sum at which this property
was bought—is an excessive price,

This justifies honest and independent
opposition to the purchase. We as-
sume, however, that Mr. Adams’ pro-
test in the matter was the expression
of his opinion fiot only in reference to
this particular manifestation of govern-
ment favor to friends,at a very consider-
able expense to the public, but also a
protest against the indifference of the
winistry to equitable claims upon
their consideration in conunection with
long-neglected matters in and affecting
his own and other constituencies. 1f
this be true, then Mr. Adams has ex-
ercised the functions of a representa-
tive in a commendable spirit, and
while his action in the matter may have
caused the sensation which a portion of
the press alleges it did, the fact that it is
looked upon as unusual only illustrates
what we have so often stated, viz., that
partyism has paralysed the legitimate
functions of our parliamentary represen-
tatives and made them the subjects of min-
isters,instead of the responsible represen-
tatives of a free people, whose servants
the ministers are. If Mr. Adams’ exam-
ple will only tend to put more back-bone
into other well-intentioned government
supporters, the effect must be beneficial,
not only in securing a more even and
equitable distribution ‘of government at-
tention to the needs of the country, and
a shaking off of the lecch and parasite
elements which are sapping the party’s
strength, but, in the end, give new and
more healthy life to the Government,
which must otherwise fall because of the
rottenness on the one hand and inertia
on the oth‘er, of many of its present sup-
ports. The Government will do well to
realise that there are many Adamses
amongst its adherents, who would speak
quite as plainly and independently as our
representative has done if they only had
his pluck and indifference to the lash of
the party whip.

While we are, thus, euntirsly in accord
with our representative in
the principle and motives by which
he secems to have been prompted, we
cannot approve of either the spirit or
matter of his allusions to the city of
St. John. Thae people of that city do not
appear to approve of the Hariis land pur-
chase, any more than does Mr. Adams
himself ; and while they mads some uu-
reasonable claims, some maenths sinze, for
fast ocean maii service, their demands for
improved ocean shipping faclities in con-
nection: with the Intercolonial have been
and are en‘irely reascnable, and they do
not deeerve to be stigmatized as *‘a city of
beggars.” It is, unfortunately, true that
the policy of the D)minion Government
tends to deprive almost all places in the
maritime provinces, save Halifax and
Mouncton, of their legitimate share of
federal expenditures, in order that the in
terests of the west may he promoted and
that section of the country developed,and
if ‘St. Johu—throngh its patliamentary
represen‘atives, leading citizens and com-
mercial organizations—clamors for justice
ia these matters, it is acting within its
right and demanding ouly that to which it
is fairly entitled. Thereis a great differ-
ence between giving to St. John what her
Board of Trade and leading business men
demand, and the puirchase of the Harris
property, and it seems a pity that Mr,
Adams, in vpposing the latter, thought
it necessury to say uukind and unjust
things against the chief commercial centre
of & province whose representatives at
Ottawa should present a united front in
demauding justice in the distriburion of
the federal moaey available for public
works and the promotion of the interests
of differcnt sections of the country.

Prastical Poultry Raising.

BY T. A. WILLITTS, WESTON, ONT.
[Continaed. ]

““The annual valus of the poultry and
‘‘eggs consumed per capita under such
“conditions, and at these prices for sub-
“‘sistence, is $6.44 per adnit.

‘“Bearing in mind the relatively large
“‘consumption uf the product of the hen-
‘“‘yards in the South, and perhaps in the
‘“West, this may be considered at least an
‘‘average standard. Our present popula-
““tion of about sixty-five millions, count-
“‘ing two children of ten years or under
“‘equal to one adult, has the ¢onsuming
“power of sixty million. adults; at $6.44
‘‘each the consumption of poultry and
“‘eggs, inround figures, may therefore
‘‘come to $386,000,000 per annum. At
“‘the present time this sum is equal to
‘‘about three times the annual value of
“‘the product «of pig iron, four to five
‘‘times the annual value of the wool clip,
*‘six to seven times the value of the en-
“‘tire product of all our silver mines, and
‘‘about equal to the value of the cottun
‘“‘crop. But we depend for a part of our
‘“‘supply of eggs on the hens of Canada,
‘‘Denmark and Holland.

“Whether this stiadard of the con-
“‘sumption of poultry and eggs is a fair
‘‘one, each reader may judge tor himself.

“The value of the egg product only of
¢ Ohio, computed from the product ac-
“‘cording to the data collected by the as-
‘‘gessors of each town and city, is greater
‘“‘than the value of the wool of Ohio.”

Mr. 1. K. Felch in his excellent work
“Poultry Culture” in estimatiag the con-
sumption of eggs says, if each person.in
the United States were to eat one egg,
there would be $1,000,000 worth consum-
ed at average prices ; and if each person
were to eat an egg each day for a year,
the consumption of that one artiele of food
would amount in the aggregate to $365,-
000,000. Bat some ‘‘doubting Thomas”
will say that there are thousands of our
people who do not eat an egg each day.
Granting this to be true, we must face
the fact that many other thousands eat
from two to four daily, and that eggs
enter very largely into the composition of
many articles of food which we cousume
each day, such a3 cakes, pies, salads,
coffee, custards and puddings.

Applying the same fgures to Canade,
and estimating our population at five mil-
lions, and eggs at an average price of 20c.
per dozen ; if each person in Canada wero
to eat an egg’ to-day, there would be
416,666 dozen eggs consumad represent-
ing an aggregate value ot $83,333

Thea if each person th Canada were to
eat an egg per day fora year, the con-
sumption would amount to the enormous
sum of $3,041,666.

It isthe opinion of the largest dealers
in table poultry and eggs in New York
and Boston, that a constant supply of
first-class goods, had a tendency to con-
stantly increass the demard, s=o that the
probability of over-stocking the market is
vory remote. Mr. James Rankin who is
probably the largest breeder of market
ducks in America, says that yearsago
when he first went into the business, he
had to go into Boston, and almost worry
the dealers to buy his ducks, but to-day
with a stock of twelve hundred breeding
birds, he finds it difficult to fill his orders.
Oiher large producers bear similar testi-
mony to the demand for chowce goods;
and commission merchaats find no diffi-
culty in placing all that is offered at good
prices ; but there is no room for poor
goods, and no money in it for anybody
who handles such stuff ; in Canada at the
present time there is unfortunately very
little else to be had, hence the low prices
of dressed poultry.

Go on the markets of Toronto and
Moutreal at this season of the year, and
you find little else but a lot of miserable
scrub hens, from one to five years old,
the refuse of pouitry yards all over the
land, too old many of them to lay, and
others after laying all winter are sent to
market because they are now broody and
have ceased to lay ; verily these are tooth-
some birds (?) for an epicure.

““The import season may now be said
to have commenced, the first Swedish
cargo, the Rosenbory, having been docked
on Thursday, aud it will not be long be-
fore the first-open water fleet is here.

The attendance was fair-
ly good, but there were very few country
buyers present, conscquently the bidding
wag gnite in keeping with the present
state of the market, and an utter® want of
briskuess pervaded the room. The prices
of Canadian goods, owing to the great
kept firm but
flooring and matching were weak, and
the Baltic goods remained stationary ; no
trace of improvement was noticeable.
Pitch pine timber appeared to go low;
there was a large quantity submitted, buc
the sizes were mostly under the average.
The account of the stock atthe Surrey
Commerecial Docks on April 30.h shows
tigures approximating much more nearly
to those of the same montk last year than
has beedl the zase at any previous period
of this year, the decrease of 24,500 stan-
dards with which the year started having
now be2n reduced to about 4 000 stin-
dards. These figures clea:ly point to the
redu%ed consumption going on during the
tircst four months of the year, and whieh
the weekly deliveries furnished by the
dock companies still indicates. Some f.
o. b. business has been done, and trans-
actions are reportel which show an in-
clination on the part of shippers to meet
the views of importers either in prices, or
in a return to the old terms of credit, or,
with its equivalent to it, the allowing of
two months’ discount for cash. The
hardwood market is practically without
alteration, but the market will be well
tested next week, when there will be
three public auctions of mahogany.
‘“‘We stated in plain language at the
beginning of the year that we did not
anticipate a good trade this year, and our
expectations, we are sorry to say, have
been verified to the very letter. Business
is naturally a trifle better than it wasa

shortage in the stocks,

month ago. Thisis always the case, and
has nothing unusual about it. Buat what
does the improvement amount to? The
actual business done is not half what it
should be, and on every side we hear re-
ports of stagnation. If the markel is
running short of the better class wood,
we may be ture of getting plenty of the
commoner kinds, and it is hardly conceiv-
able that produce:s will limit their output
for the sake of regulating the prices on
this side. Importers do not want the,
stocks of former years on account of the
slackened demand, so that shippers will
be cutting their throats both ways.

Parliament.

The féature of last week’s parliamen-
tary proceedings was the resolute stand
taken by Hon. M. Adams, member for
Northumberland against what is known as
the Harris land purchase in St. Johh. The
matter came up in supply on Friday and
Mr, Adams’ speech is extensively com-
ménted upon by the leading independent
and Liberal papers of the country, while
the government organs preserve a most
singular silence in reference to it. The
Montreal Star says :—

“‘Last year Parliament voted $80,000 for
‘the St. John land purchase, ‘and this,
with the $121,000 now being asked, brings
up the price to the full two hundrel
thousand, which Mr. Davies says was
valued by the former owner at $§93,000.

“The Hon. M. Adams, of Northumber-
land, N. B., was the principal figure at
the evening sitting. He made “a vigorous
kick against the Intercolonial Railway
policy of the Government. Mr. Adams,
it will be remembered, is the gentleman
who defeated the Hon. Peter Mitchell.
Perhaps there is something in the air of
that county, which naturally tends to de-
velop a kicker. His predecessor was one
before him and list |night DMr. Adams
showed that he possessed that estimable
gnality of a large degree. He sits well
toward the Government benches and it is
an episode when a member from that side
rises and tells the Goyernment that its
policy is unjustifiable. * Mr. Adams did
that 1ast night. His independence
certainly refreshing.

““When the evening sitting opened Mr.
Davies continued the discussion on the
purchase of the St. John property. Mr.
Temple and Mr. McLeod followed, justi-
fying the transaction. Then came Mr.
Adams. He is a peculiar speaker - with a
most effective style, full of dramatic
power. He begins in a low voice and
then it swells to full nates and be rings
out his sentences with his outstretched
arm all of a tremble as if electrified with
the vehemence of eloquence.

It is interesting to note that while the
papers on the goveinment side suppress
Mr. Adams’ remarks, those on -the op-
position side report much of what he said
and als»> some things whiclk he did not
say. We prefer the fair and honest
course which i3 to reproduce the report of
the Commons Hansard stenographers,
which is correct. It is as follows:—

Mr. Adame. The representative of the
City of St. John (Mr. MeLeod) has not
touched the question before this committee,
and that question is simply, whether that
valuation is correct or not. I am quite clear
that this property has been purchased for
three times its value beyond all question,
and all the statements made by my friend
from the City of S& John (Mr. McLeod) can-
not carry any person away from the truth-
fulness of the sale, or the valuation of the
property as shown on the assessment role.
The role proves that this property is equal
to about $80,000 in the city of St, John,
and yet it bas been sold for $200,000, or
$120,000 in excess of the vote of last ses-
sion. Itisall very well tu-night for hon.
gentlemen to talk in reference to the city of
St. John, and the reasons which have moved
members of this Parliament o pass. a vote,
but, Mr. Cbairman, let us come down to the
plain matter of fact of it. I have listened
to the statements made by the Minister of
| Railways in this House asto the reasons
which guided him to economy in the admin-
istration of the Intercolonial Railway. I
listened to him with pleasure, because I
thought to myself that we had a gentleman
who nowadays was going to work the rail-
way on pure matter of fact, busiuess prin-
ciple. Well, if the labourer can be deprived
of his ten or'twelve hours a day hard work,
if dismissals of employes should occur every
day, if the rates of freight can be increased,
if work cannot be given to the toiler and to
the bread-earner, and if all this i3 done for
the purpose of economy, and for the purpose
of securing a system by which no deficit
shall occur at the ead of the fiscal year; will
you, Mr. Chairman, tell me why we are
justified in paying out $200,000 in the city
of St. John for a property that is only worth
280,000 ? Add to this: the memorial which
was sent to the Goverwment the other day
from this city of beggars by the sea, as I call
it, for a grain elevator. They are every day
sending memorials to the (Government. and
now they want $120, 000 more from the tax-
payers of the country in order to eatisfy the
ambition of the citizens of St. John who are
too indolent to do anything for themselves.
They demanded the construction of the Can-
adian Pacific Railwiay to their doors, know-
ing the results that would follow as well as
I did. They knew, that it would pe a com-

-

petitive line against our great national high-
way which formed part of the compact under
which we entered the Union; yet they de-
manded it, thus diverting traffic fiom our
great national highway to the line of the
Canadian-Pacific Railway. Now, Sir, it is
no us2 mincing this matter. I am not here
simply because Iam a Conservative, be-
lieving in and admiring the policy of the
Conservative party. 1 do not suppose there
is a man who more fully believes in the Con-.
servative party and its policy than Ido.
But if I have to vote in favor of a grant of
$200,000 for the purchase of the Harris
property in St. Joho, then I want to go
back to my people and tender to them my
resignation, saying to them: I cannot any
longer represent you in an honest way, and
you must select some other man to carry out
your idess. T'must do that before I can
justify such a vote as my friends are trying
to justify to-night. I know the city of St.
John as well as my friend.
Mr. McLeod. No, you don’t.
Mr. Adams. Ido. . Time and again I
have helped to elect you, and you cannot
win an clcction on the policy you are pur-
suing to-night. You are to-night committing
a public crime against the people of our
province. You are attempting to force an
opinion upon this legislature which is not
true, There is no principle upon which it
cin be justified. You cannoot produce any
evidence to justify this legislature votirg
$200.000 for the purchase of this property,
My hon. friend kaows it; he is acquainted
with all the facte; he has all the evidence
around him, and I can appeal to the evi-
dence. If I goto the Ministers on my
bended knees and present an honest claim
on behalf of my county, I am told, We
desire to cxercise economy at present, and I
agree to that. Well, if that be the answer
to me, ther I say to my hon. friend herc:
Do not ask the government to vote $200,000
for. the purchase of property which is not
required, which no practical man, from the
chief engineer of the Government down to
any workman on the railway, will say is re-
quired for the convenience of the railway or
the public. For these reasons, I am con-
strained, if I have to vote alone to-night,
to vote against the resolution
propriating $120,000 for this purpose.
Aftor several other members had spoken
Mr. Adams again rose and spoke as follows :
Mr. Adams. 1 am reminded that I voted
for a grant of $80,000 for the purchasa of this
property last year. I wish to say that I did
vote for it, and I clearly understood that
vote ; but I never understood by any means
that $120,000 was to be added. The argu-
ment presented to the House is this, that
the Minister of Railways, for reasons of his
own, from certain memorials given and cer-
tain testimony taken in a peculiar way, ar-
rived at the value of this piece of real estate,
It is a peculiar idea to submit to this Parlia-
ment, that the testimony of certain men
shall be accepted as to its value, and an ag-
proximate amount shall be given, instead of
following out the law. If I go to the Gov-
ernment to ask for the adjustment of the
claim of a poor man, I am told we have ex-
propriated the land under the law, and the
proper place for you to go is the Exchequer
Court ; fight out your battle there. - But to-
night they have the most ingenious methcd
of determining the value of property taken
for public uses that ever was heard of in this
Parliament of Canada. What does my hon.
friend the Miunister of Militia say ? He says
that the property may be found to be requir-
ed by virtue of his examioation. Suppose
the property were required by the railway ;
suppose the very essence of intelligence gov.
erned the department ; suppose the public
utility demanded the property for the ac-
commodation of the people ; do yon mean to
tell me that that puts the value upon the
land? Is that the way the Minister cf
lailways sits down to ascertain its value?
I rather assume that he po:sesses some
knowledge of public works ; I rather assune,
by virtue of the position he holds, and by
virtue of the completeness of every detail of
his department, that no transfer or title
shall be givea by a private individual to the
Crown, unless it is thoroughly examined.
The very essence of the position is as to the
practical or merchantable worth of a piece of
property which the Crown intends to have.
The Crown is only an individual after all,
It is only a trustee for me and for every one
else who lives in the country ; and it has-no
more right to pay out $200,000 than I would
have as a trustee for a privats estate. The
Government must stand at the bar of public
opinion to answer for their action. The
very price paid for this land stamps it as
such that no man in the Dominion, be he a
Minister or be he a citizen, can justify vot.
ing $200,000 for the purpsse, No Conserva-
tive, no Liberal, no Grit or Tory, can justi-
fy it. The meanest Tory that sits here to-
night cannot put out his hand and state
that the $200,000 paid for this land is an
equitable price, by reason of common sense,
prudence or justice. Itstands unparalleled
ia the history of pucchases under any Gove.
There can be no possible reason
submitted in the presence of Parliament or
in the presence {Bf a great people, or in the
presence of any railway man in this country,
to justify it. The mean who labor day in
and day out, the bread-winnets of the land,
the toilers, those who have to work from
five to seven, you meanly put on bread and
water ; practically, when they ask you for
bread you give them stones ; you are crowd-
ing them out of the country now; on the
bulletin board from north to south, ard
from east to west, you issue your proclama-
tion, as the old saying was in Iieland, “to
hell or to Connaught.” The laborer cannot
get his pay from the Government, because it
was stated the other night by the brilliant
young oratcr from the City of St. John, that
the agent of the Intercolonial Railway in
that city handled $200,000 a year, and re-
ceived 360 per month, of which $23 was paid
by the Caoadian Pacific’ Railway Compaey.
The Iutercrlonial Railway is managed in
such a way that its official8 haye to be
atarved unless they can make up for their
insufficient Walaries by earning private com-
missions. Is that why my young friead
the orator of the City of S John advocates
this vote to-night? The fact is, this snl&lq5
wrong. No Government should ever have
submitted to this Parliament a vote for
£120,000 in addition to the §80,000 which
was taken Jast year. Lot the railway be
managed on business principles, aund do not
let the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
issue their show cards and affix them to
every  public post throughout the
country from. Halifax to Point Levis,
paying their commissions to who
are the paid servante of the Govern-
ment of the country. Every man you have
to-day in your employ from Halifax to Point
Levis is advertised by the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company a3 the agent of the Pacific
Railway, and not the agent of our national
highway. Is that the way to run your
road? No wonder the Ontario men abuse
us in this Parliament. No wonder I hear
words dropping from their tongues which
scorch and bite and make me angry when I
hear them hurled at the Maritime Provinces.
It is not the fault of the Maritime Provinces
or the railroad ; it is the mismanagement of
the railroad from end to end which has
caused the deficit, and it i3 no panacea to
abuse the officials. The officials have noth-
ing to do with the matter. Let us get
down to plain business' principles. If this
were done I would guarantee that you
would not pay $200,000 for this propérty in
the city of St. John.. Let any man in this
House to-night read the report of the Pacific
Railway Company. Look at the great
octopus of Canada, and what do you find?
You tind them with & surplus of $4,000,000
in the hollow of their hand ; and yet we are

The term of officg fixed by the constitution
for lieutenant gayernors of provinces is some-
what indefinite. Five years is name. as the
veriod within which the chief executive of a
province cannot be removed except  for
cause, and the position is held By one in

cumbent until the appoi.tment of his succes

sor. Nevertheless, five years or thereabouts
has been the term usually allotted to the
more or less fortunate personages who have
been named from time to time the lieuten-
ant-governors of our provinces and ter-
ritories. ® In some cases reappointment has
followed the expiration of the first five years;
in other instances a lieutenant-governor after
the expiration of one term at the head of his
province has re-entered political life, and
thereafter has been made a second time
lientenant-governor.  Of third terms to the
same province, in the ordinary acceptation
of the phrase, there have been none since
confederation. The nearest approach to a
third term is found in the case of Sir
Leonard Tilley, who was. appointed lieuten-
ant-governor of New Brunswick for the
second time in 1885, and is now ‘‘holding
over” in the second or third year beyond the
end of the customory period.

The

A natural consequence of this condition
is that the people of New Brunswick gre,
and have been for some time past, in an at-
titude of expectancy as to a change in their
executive head.  The press of various sec-
tions of the province from time to time gives
evidence of this feeling, and not infrequently
—more frequently in fact than any or than
all others—the name of Hon. Peter Mitchell
is mentioned as a desirable successor to the
present incumbent. It is understood that
he is not an applicant for this or any other
position, but many friends in variovs parts
of the dominion are keeping his name to the
front and urging his appointment. Among
the old confederation party this feeling ap-
pears to be particularly strong,
patently good reasons. Noman of his prov-
ince did more than he, and it may be
questioned whether any did so much as he
did, to bring about the union of the prov-
inces at the time when it was effected. Both
at the inception and in the critical times of
the coniederation movemen$ his great energy
influence, and political skill were. prinie
factors in its promotion.- The party in
power claim to be tho legitimate successors
of these “Fathers of confederation,” among
whom in New Brunswick Mr. Mitchell was
80 conspicuous a figure, and 1t has been
among the traditions of the party that some
special honor was due tv all who shared in
the historic work of laying the foundations
of the national fabric. Of the 18 delegates
who went to England in 1866-7 to shape the
British North America act nearly every one
has received some special distinction. The
decorations of the Bath and of St. Michael
and St. George have been liberally dis-
tributed among them. Sir Alexander Galt,
and Sir Charles Tupper have been high com
at the Court of St. James.
Others have been made governors or judges.
Mr. Mitchell figures as a . solitary living ex-
ception. His friends naturally inquire why
this should be. They point to his undoubt-
ed services in the work of establishing and
consolidating the dominion; to l‘x{s creation of
the fisheries department, and 'i‘li.i able and
successful administration of 1t; they allege
that he prepared the Canadian case for the
Halifax arbitration which it afterward fell
to the lot of Sir Albert Smuth to carry toa
successful issue and for which he reaped the
reward, and which Sir John Macdonald
stated on the floor of parliameut Mr. Mit-
chell had earned. It may be difficnlt to esti-
mate the strength of this feeling of gratitude
towards Mr, Mitchell in the old confeder-
ation party, but it exists in the nature of
things on both sides of present party
politics. The confederation party, a3 it w.s
called in 1867-72 is now divided between the
Conservatives and Liberals of that provinca.
Asis well known, Mr. Mitchell’s attitude
in parliament h1s been thatof an indepen-
dent, inclining at times to the opposition,
but in fact the leader of the *Third Party”
has rather held aloof from both, whilé his
trenchant blade has made the leaders on both
sides alternately look well to the joints of
their harness. And it may in fairness b:
said that, whether for the moment inclining
to one party or the other, hissupport of or
opposition to proposed measures was given
in accordance with strong coavictions, and
wes usually true to the best interests of his
province and of the dominion.

Hon. Peter Mitchell bas tad an extended
term of service as a public man. He was
tirst elected to the New Brunswick legisla -
ture in 1856; from 1858 to 1865 inclusive he
was a member of the exzcutive and after the
defeat of the Smith-Anglin administration
in 1866 he was leader of the govecum:at un-
til the uaion, and confederation was carrield
in his province under his leadership after the
failure under Mr. l‘ill@’. From 1867 till
November 1873, hz was minister of marine
in the federal government unler. Sic John
Macdonald. He has been at different times
within the past 36 years a member of the
house of assembly of New Bruunswick, a
member of the legislative council there, and
subsequently a member of the sevate aud
also of the commons of Canada.  He retired
from the senate at the special request of
Sir John Macdonald, and ran for the com-
mons in the county of Northumberland, re-
deeming that constituency for the/ Conser-
vatives. In each and all of these /positions
he has evinced a personal forca andkiydivi«lu-
ality unsurpassed—it may be sail ultequal-
led-<by any, public man of his province. It
is pleasing to note that after such long and
energetic service he retains the strength and
vigor of his prime. He has undoubtéd claims
upon  his proviuce and the country, aud
should these be recogniz:d by his appoint-
ment to the lieutenant-governorship of New
Bruunswick, there is good reason to believe
that no more popular appointment could be
made, and that the people at large will ap-
prove the selection, while many devotel
personal friends will be abundantly gratified.

as it is removed. It may be claimed that
some animals are more _controllable when so
checked up. This is doubtful, and certainly
does hot apply to more than one in a thon-
sand horses on which it isused. I would
therefore urge the society to discourage this
cruelty as much as possible.

Prostituting a Good Cause.

The Moncton Times fully maintaios its
w character by assailing the ADVANCE in
c&nection with the enforcement of the
Scott Act in Northumberland and abusing
its editor personally, in language, the em-
ployment of which is calculated only to
degrade the paper in which it appears. We
have done something towards directiog
pablic attention to certain persops who
assist in the violation of the law, day_and
night, and yet hypocritically join with those
of clean hands and character in apparently
zealous attempts to enforce it before the
courts. In thus playing the hypoerite,
these characters have set the law in motion
to attach the stigma of b2ing like themselves
If-respecting citizens, by having them
‘némnned as witnesses, in cases which they
settle out of court, leaving the victims of
their malice to lie under the odium thus put
upon them. We have condemned the resort
that has been had to this kind of work
under cover of carryiog out the law and said
that those who have become deliberately
responsible for it are ‘‘cranks and black-
guards.” The Times takes up the cause of
the persons described and, like them, pre-
tends to believe that the ApvaNcE and its
editor have applied the terms quoted to the
respectable and sensible people who compose
the temperance element of the community
and that it ‘‘does not approve of the pro-
secutions against persons who have violated
the Canada Temperance Act.” Fortuaately
the ADVANCE'S position in the matter is
better understood by the genuine temperance
people, for whom we have commendation
for our outspoken censure of those who are
zealous in the prosecations for the money
they can make out of them and the ad-
vantage they otherwise reap by posing as
friends of a cause which has always been
retsrded and brought into contempt by
iguch persons associating themselves with it-

Certain cranks who have taken advantage
of their platform appearances in the name of
the cause, to misrepresent the Apvaice and
its editor, have also been as plaialy dealt
with as the blackguards to whom we have
referred as ‘frequenting notorious places
where intoxicating liquors are sold and dis-
graceful orgies carried on all night between
male and female debauchees I’ It is not our
fault that the genuine, clean-handed and
level-headed temperance people seem to feel
that they cannot give both these undesirable,
auxilliary classes the cold shoulder when
they intrude themselves into their circle,
although we fully realise the difficulty of
avoiding injury to the wheat when duty
compels us to turn the blast upon the chaff.
In any case, we have always been on the
side of clean, honest and intelligent temper-
ance etfort, even though the parasites and
barnacles of the cause have, throngh such
papers as the Times, done much to misrepre-
sent and prejudice the AvvVANCE in.the
matter. We would prefer to be decently
treated by those who speak and act publicly
in the county in the name of temperance ;
but it appears that a different policy is de-
termined upon.

The Presbytery met at Dalhousie on the
10th inst. In absence of the Moderator |
Rev. A. F. Phomson was called to the chair.
With him were present Revs. T. Nicholson,
N. McKay, A. F. Carr, Geo. Fisher, J. A.
Greenlees and G. F. Kiunear, and Geo.
Haddow, Esq., elder. The following are
the missionary agents for the summer
months, and the localities where they labor :

The Presbytery approved the action of
the Home Mission committee in these alloca-
tions.

country, open the Exposition on that day.

Gray,
St. John’s Charch, Chatham ; William H,
Grindley, Blackville ; Dr. Dancan, Bathurst,
and Wm. Frith, Campbellton,

Making Unfair use of the Clergy

The Water street paper alleges that—

A local clergyman, last Sunday, while
commenting on the evils that curse man.
kind, referred to ‘the nefarious Louisiana
Lottery,’ and ‘regretted that the community
contained one man so lost to all sense of
morality lﬂd decency as to publish its ad-
vertisement.’ He added that ‘remon-
strance was useless, as every attempt to
persuade that person to dispense with this
immoral and |lleqal source of gain was met
by coarse abuse.™

We venture the assertion that there is not
aclergyman on the Miramichi whd will ad-
mit that he used the language above quoted.
The same paper has, on many occasions, pnt
words iuto clergymen’s mouths, which they
have repudiated and claimed that the re-
porter must have misunderstood them. The
Apvance and the St. John Globe are the
only New Bruoswick papers that coutain
advertising matter relating to the Louisiana
Lottery, which, as Rev. Dr. Shinn of Buf-
falo stated the other day, was licensed in
1868 by the Republican State government,
and is, therefore legalised, and we are sure
that neither the editor of the Globe, nor of
this paper has abused anyone over the sub-
ject. Speaking for the Apvaxce we may
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say that we have received a favorable report
as to the integrity of the lottery from the
leading commercial agency of the United
States, and have not had a single personal
remonstrance against it from aoy reputable
or friendly quarter, nor has anyone attempt-
ed to persuade the editor against publishing
the compagy's announcemsats. If any

clergyman has asserted that such persuasion

¢swas met by coarse abuse” he must be en-

tirely unworthy of credit or respect, for as

thera has been uo attempt at pursmasion, it

follows that there could have been no abuse
—coarse or otherwise. If it be true that any

clergyman has taken the matter up as in-
dicated by the paper above.quoted, we
think he should not have done eo without

having first remonstrated with the ‘‘one
man” who he is represented as claiming to
be ‘‘so lost tosll senss of morality and

decency,” &e.
