Cooled off.

Everybody will be pleased'to find
that the “war excitemen{” caused
by President 'Cleveland’sj ill-timed
message to Congress on the’ Venezuela-
Guiana boundary question has entirely
subsided, The world has tothank the
good sense and forbearance of the
British people and that of the majority
also of those of the United States for
the happy result. As for Mr. Cleve-
land, he has spoiled a fairly good
previous official record, and will go to
history as a man who attempted to set
the two great English-speaking nations
of the world at war with each other, in
order that he, himself, might secure a
third term as president, and the specu-
lative interests of a few friends in
South America mightalso be promoted.
The facts are now understood, and he
will be judged accordingly.

_ More Bye-Elections.

Cardwell Ontario, whose representa-
tive in the House of Commons resigned
not long since, with the view, asis
alleged, of being appointed Collector of
Oustoms at Montreal, returned a third
pacty man on Tuesday last, by a
msjority of 207, over the Liberal-
Couservative candidate and of 959 over
the straight Liberal, the latter losing
hig deposit. The voting was as follows:
Stubbs (McCarthyite) 1503

Willoughby (Govt.) 1296
Belnry (O:;o(dﬁ;n) 544

Cardwell had always been a Liberal-
Conservative constituency.® In the
general election of 1887 Thos. White,
(Con.) and J. H. Newlove (Lib.) were
the candidates, and White was elected
by a majority of 403. In the election
of 1891, R. 8. White (Con.) and Elgin
Myers, (Lib.) ran, White winning by a
mgjority of 248, ‘The constituency
was formerly represented by Dalton
McCarthy, and he has been almost
daring the Government to open it, for
some time, It was at last opened, and
he has won it—not & very agreeable
Christmas box for the Government, A
writer of a philosophical turn of mind
sees in the result, however, reason why
all parcies should be ' satisfied. . Me-
Carthyites must of course be so, while
the Liberals are glad because the Con-
servatives didn’t win and the Conser.
vatives are happy because the Liberal
caudidate lost his deposit.

Greater interest, was felt, perhaps, in
the election in Montreal Centre than in
either that of Cardwell or North
Ontario. In the latter constituencies the
contests were between three parties,
but in Montreal it was a fair fight
between two straight party men—Sir
William Hingaston, for the Govern-
ment, and Hon. Jas. McShane for the
opposition.  Both candidates were
loyally supported by their influential
friends, several members of the Govern-
ment and a dozen members of parlia-
ment going to the assistance of Sir
William, while all available opposition
speakers rallied to the support of Mr.
McShane, Premier Fielding of Nova
Scotia, Hon. H. R. Emmerson, Chief
Commissioner of Public Works, New
Brunswick and other outside orators
joining with other “big guns" of the
liberal party in that work. Mr.
McShane had the task of overcoming
a government majority of 1214, which
was given for Mr. Carren in the elec-
tion of 1891, and he did it on Friday,
carrying the conmstituency with a
mujority of 336 voves. There has been
a good deal of writing done for the
Governthent papers since the event to
explain how it happened, but the
defeat of Sir William Hingston must
convince the Liberal-Conservatives
that the temporising policy they have
pursued in Mortreal matters for some
time past, could not be tolerated in so
intelligeat a centre.

On Monday there was another bye-
election in Jacques Cartier—also a
Quebec constituency. The candidates

wers DesCarries, (Goyernment) and

Charbonneau (Opposition.) The Gov-
ernment candidate’s majority in this
constituency in 1891 was 276. On
Monday it was wiped out, and the
Opposition candidate won by 579
majority.

Disposing of Offces.

The Transcript’s Newcastle correspon-

dent informs that paper that the past-

master of that town is to go out of office

with the old year and that Mr. J. R. |
Lawloris to take his place. Rumors

affecting the postmaster’s tenure of the

office hive, we know, been rife for some

time, but it was understood that he was

‘“‘all right again.” When a change was

discussed a short time ago, Mr. W. C.

Anslow was mentioned as having the

strongest cliims to the position, but the

appointment suggested by the Trans-

cript’s correspondent would be much

more on the lines “of the policy pursued

by Hon. M. Adame in such matters ever
since he controlled the Dominion patron-
age in the County. It is observed that he
has been very consistent in thus pro-
moting the well-beinug of his personal
friends, as well as punishing his oppon-

ents. When he caunot get an appoint-

ment to suit him he seems to prefer thit
the county should lose the offica altog ther
rather thau that anyone not indebted t»
him for the favor should havs it. Thae
post qffice vacancies in Chatham and
Nelson were filled in accordance with
Mer. Adame’ views of his duty to personal
friends, rather than with public expecra-
tion, and the County Jost the [uspector-
ship of Lighthouses and the Iadian
Commissionership through the exercise
of Mr. Adame’ peculiar influence, or
want of influence. If a vacaacy is made
in the Newcastle post office, wo shall,
doubtless, see Mr. Adams please himself
in filling it in his acoustomed way. The
Government at Ottawa asems to be entire-
ly oblivious to popular sentimeut in
Northumberland, not only in the mat ec
of its appointments, but in other respects,
and will find it hard to regain the ground
it has lost by its indifference and bung-
ling.

Ho is Still Supported.

President Cleveland ought to be comfor.
ted,even though nearly every level headed
United States citizen has deprecated his
message on the Venazuelan qnestion.

Francis Train was once a president-
ial candidate, but not for a third term.

THE FARMER'S WOOD-PILE—LATE BLOOMING
FLOWERS — THE MARKETS — BUSINESS

The farmer, who at the beginning of
#inter has a six month’s supply of hard
wood fitted for the stove and nicely piled
away in a snow and water proof shed, is
the one who seldom has to wrestls with
a mortgage, to nurse a siskly wife or to
chastise unruly and disobedient children.
He does not frequent the bar room or

the corner grocery, because his home is
the pleasantest place he knows of; his
wife goes singing sbout the house be-
cause there is nothing to make her
despondent and his children find more
entertainmdent by the fireside with their
books than they can skating on thin ice
or even at a church social. The absence
of such a wood-pile, or the presence of a
heap of rotten fence rails and stumps in
its place, speaks plainly of a mortgage, a
peevish and discontented wife, a brood of
insubotdinate and untaught children and
general .disorder and discomfort. The
wood pile tells the story of the home
quite as truthfully as the circus poster
tells of the hippopotamus or the clown.

I have told in these letters of pansies
and dandelions having been found in
blossom in the open air in this city the
day before Christmas, and now I hsve to
tell of a lilac tree on Canterbury street
that is growing purple with many bunches
of flowers. .The possibilities of = our
gloriqus climate cannot be estimated.

The iomates of the Northumberlatd Alms
House enjoyed their usnal special Christmas
dinner, prepared by order of the commission-
ers, under the direction of the matron, Mrs,
A. 8. Templeton, The bill of fare consisted
of turkey, goose, chicken, lamb, beef,
entrees, plam pudding, nuts, raisins, candy,
etc, and everything was served in good
style. It is needless to say that those who
were thus remembered on the joyous holiday

appreciated the treat given to them,
Amongst the Christmas visitors were Com-
missjoners McLachlan and Coanors.

It would be well worth the time spent in
s visit and iospection of this model instita.
tion, for anyone interested to go to it on any
day for that purpose, Ite present condition
is & great improvement om that in which it
was s few years since. In saying this, it is
not to be uoderstood that our almshouse was
pot alwaye a credit to the Connty, but, as
everybody knows, a great deal depends on
the dispesition that may be made of means
that are available. Since Mr. and Mrs.
Templeton took charge thre has been a

.

geadual change for the better, while the cost

_of maintenance has not been increased—the
placé being made homelike and comfortable
to a degree not before observable. The
walls were, until two or three years ago,
whitewashed every season at a cost of about
812 a year and they then had a rather bare
and cheerless appearance.  Mr. Templeton
bas, ata cost of less than forty dollars,
painted the interior, giving it a warmer and
more cheerful aspect, the work being done
by himself and ong of the inmates without
any extra chargg™whatever. The floors too
are either paintéd or covered with howme-
made mats or carpets, which are a great im-
provement, The painting makes white-
washing unnecessary and, while better, also
saves the former annual expenditare.

Formerly, there was no door leading from
the second storey to the fire-escape, but
that has been remedied by a new door,
which has been cut through this season,and
is a great convenience in cleaning the
apartments on that floor, as it makes the use
of the main stairways of the building, . as
was formerly done for this purpose, uunec-
essary, and is thus an improvement from a
sanitary point of view, besides providing, to
the fullest extent, for the safety of the
inmates in case of fire, A doorway has
also been placed in the wall between the
general living room of the inmates and
their dininggroom, so that they can pass
with convenience from one to the other at
meal times, instead of having to march
around by way of the main corridor,

The greatest improvement effected of late,
however, bhas been in the warming of the
place: Heretofore this important service was
done in the old-fashioned way, with stoves,
the result being an uneven distribution
of heat, and an almost constant carrying of
wood through the building to the different
floors and larger rooms, accompanied by the
usnal litter and dust. Last summer, ten-
ders were advertised for and a contract
made with Mr. A. C. McLean, of Chatham,
for putting in a furnace for warming the
building throughout. He finished the work
in time for use last fall, and the result is
most satisfactory. There is a smaller con.
sumption of fuel than formerly and an even
distribution of beat. The litter from wood
and dust from ashes are things of the past,
and both keepers and inmates are more than
satisfied with the change. Mr, McLean
deserves much credit for the excellence of
his work ; and the efficient manuner in which
the furnace generates heat and its connec-
tions distribute itshows that he understands

- his basiness,

The ApvANCE hag, before, described the
wajer-supply of the Alms House, but it may
now be referred to in connection with the
other improvements effected since Mr.
Templeton ook charge. Water is brought
by gravitation, through pipes, from a never-
failing spring, thus insuriog a constant
supply of the purest water—a most desir-
able thing in any household, large or small,
for sanitary reasons, as well as convenience,

There are other features which come
under the observation of those who have
been in the habit of visitiog our Alms
House from year to year, whick indicate
that it is in excellent hands. Not only do
the comméssioners, as a body, seem desirous
of doing everything possible to makethe
iastitution one of the best of its kind in the
provinze, but they manage to effect needed
improvements with every regard to economy,
considering the interests of the ratepayers
while providing in a bumane, and even
generous way, for those who, by misfortune
or otherwise, are obliged to become public
charges. The Board, however, would not
be able to have their commendable purposes
as fully carried iuto effect as they are, were

as Mr. and Mrs. Templeton in the positions
of keeper and matron. Ladies and geotle-
men who can spare the time would do well
to-day to make a New Year’s call at this
public institation, just to see, for them-
selves, that the lot of one class of our poor,
at least, is by no means a hard one, in 8o
far as it can be tompered by public and well
organized charity A New Year’s dinner,
about the same as that provided on Christ-
mas Day, is to be ssrved at twelve o’clock
to-day.
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feet long, leads ffom the water, The logs
when raised to the top of this are carried
against saws, which cut them into lengths.
These pieces are then stripped of their
bark by machines similar to those used in
shingle mills, and the knots are then bored
out by other machinery. The sections are
then thrown into the grinders, which cut
them into small chips of three-fourths ot an
inch across. All sawdust and fine particles
having becn shaken out, these chips sre
carried down to the digesting building,
situate on a 40 or 50 foot lower level. Here
the stuff is stored in immense bins till it
passes below to the digesters, six in number,
where it is cooked for 12 or 15 hours, and
after going through different operations,
passes on to the buildinge containing the
paper mills, which reduce it into the sheet
form and leave it in rolls ready for ship-
ment.

From the acid room the acid may be
ran by gravitation—and this Zmeans a
great deal, as ‘it amounts to 76,000
gallons a day—into the digesters, thus
saving an immense amount of pump-
ing. Throughout the whole plant such is
the convenience of the location that gravita-
tion may be made use of in the conveyance
of liquids and materisl to & great extent,
and a great saving may be made in
machinery and the cost of operation,
especially in the line of pumping.

An electric light plant has been fitted up
and is now in operation, 80 that the whole
establishment can now be lighted up.
Fittings of all kinds are supplied by Me-
Avity of St. John, Most all of the
machinery, with engines and boilers are
supplied by Leonard & Son of London, Oat.
They will also supply the digesters, Ex-
ceptiag about $4,000 worth, everything
about the place will be furnished by Can-
adian manufacturers:

No foreign labor will be employed about
the works in any line. All will come from
along the Miramichi. Over 90 men ‘were
employed all summer on the building
operations. When in running order it is
confidently expected that about 70hands will
be needed. Itis calculated that this mill
can be run with less manual labor than any
mill on the continent, on account of haviog
80 many nataral advantages,

The splendid and unsorpassed watsrpower
obtainable will also be an important factor
in cheapuess of operation. A raceway 1,700
feet in length carries the water from the
lower dam with & 25 foot head on the wheel,
which is & turbine of the improved Leffel
pattern, made by Paxton & Tait, Port Parry
Oat., and which gives, with full flow on, a
power of 240 horse. It is expected that the
mill can be driven in the daytime the whole
year around by the water power, and that
there will be enough water for six months of
the year to run it for the night-time as well,
o that the eagines may only need to be
called into requisition for but short perioda.

This mill will be of doable the capacity
of that run by the Maritime Sulphite Fibre
Co. in Chatham. It will be the fifth in the
Dominion, there being now the one in
Chatham, one in Hull, Quebec; one at
Mirton’s, near Niagara, and one at Corn.
wall, Oat. These othér mills mentioned all
manufacture their own. pulp iuto paper,
which thé one in Chatham does not. The
new mill will be as large as avy on the
continens. The largest in the United states
will turn out 50 tons of wet pulp per day
while this one, it is intended, will make 30
tons of dry pulp in the same time, wet pulp
being 30 and 40 per cent. moisture. When
completed it is expected the whole plant
will cost $100,000.

Thes New Masterman Pulp Mill at
MilL Cove.

IT IS FITTED WITH CANADIAN MACHINERY
AND WILL EMPLOY ONLY MIR-
AMICHI LABOR.

ABOUT EIGHTY CORDS OF WOOD WILL BE
. TURNED INTO PULP EVERY DAY—SPLEN-
DID WATER POWER AVAILABLE ALL
THE YEAR ROUND,

The new Masterman pulp-mill now in
process of completion has been pushed for-
ward with the utmost dispatch since che
tirst sod was turned for its erection last
June, and the whole plant, before January
has ended, Will be completed and busy turn-
ing out its pulp. The enérgy and force put
into the work by the manager, Mr. Allison
of Chatham, has carried the building oper-
ations along in a manner that aliows of no
misgivings as to ultimate success. The
imposing array of iron-sheathed structures
which crown the slight eminence on the
bank of the Miramichi, with recollections of
the empty space there of a half year before,
has not failed in reversing the once popular
idea that a second pulp mill for Chatham
was an impossibility.

The natural adaptations of the site chosen
for the work required were strong factors in
bringing about the new mill’s erection. It
stands at a point on the bank of the river on
the opposite side and some distance from
Chatham, at the mouth of a large brook
which empties into the river. From this
brook water power enough has been obtain-
ed to do most of the work in operating the
will, there being two dams, the larger for
reserve, covering 200 acres. The slip over
which the wood is hauled into the factory
leads directly from a large inlet into which
the brook empties. The -bumldiog into
which the slip leads is situate on a high
elevation to the rear of the others, so that
once up to that height gravitation takes an
important share of the work, and the use of
the large amount of expensive machinery
generally required for elevation purposes
during the ensuing operations is dispensed
with. The store-rooms for the maoafactur-
ed aiticle stand immediately beside the
water on the wharf, so close that a travelling
belt may be utilized for conveyance of the
stuff from the factory on board the vessels,
which may lie in their usual depth of water.

Seven large buildings, with one or two
amaller ooes, contain the plant in its en-
tirety. All are built on the best of stone
foundations, the stone haviog been quarried
on the spot. During the work of getting
out the stone in the summer a quarry was
opened up, which was pronounced by the
masons to be the finest freestone in the
province, The walls of ths digesting build-
ing, which is 84x32 io size, are built npyof
stone vo s height of 30 feet, with a thick-
ness of from four to two feet.

The structure above that is of wood,
making in all a height of 60 feet. The
other buildings are of wood and sheathed
with iron, both walls and roof. The store-
room standing on the wharf is 100x50, with
the paper-mill rooms adjoining, 150x50,
To the rear of theseis the engine and
boiler building, 100x40. Two other build-
ings through which the pulp passés in
different stages of its manufacture are
20x100 and 50x40. The large digester
building, 84232, has a tank-house adjoining
of ome story, 84x30, while on the hill at
the ‘baek of these and overlooking them is
the sulphur burning and acid building,
60x70, and the wood cuttiog building,
40x70.

Proper Beglnning and of & Oen-
tury. The muu;‘:a re.

Of course an articlezabout the
beginning of the year could not
be written without jsome reference
to that venerable and tiresome
controversy as to the preper be-
ginning and end of a century. In
other words, will the year 1900
belong to the nineteenth century
or to the -twentieth? A little
though will give a clear answer to
that question. The first year of
the Christian era is known in his-
tory as the year 1 and not as the
year 0. Therefore the first century
began with the year 1 and ended
with the year 100. The second
century began with the year 101
and ended with the year 200. The
nineteenth century began with the
year 1801 and will end on Dec. 31,
1900. And therefore the twentieth
century will begin on Jan. 1, 1901.
This is said by somebody at the
beginning of every year, but there
seems always to be just as urgent
a need of saying is. =

Speaking of the Christian era, it
may be well to say that it was not
in use fora lon% time after the
birth of Christ. It was suggested
in the sixth century by a monk
named Denys, surnamed the Little,
who lived in Rome and who, it
may be observed, would go by the
name of Dennis Little if he were
living to-day. His suggestion was
not adopted until the year 800 and
then by order of Charlemagne after
his coronation. But in the calcul-
ations of\Denys adopted at this
time therj.was an error of four
years, which is perpetuated in our
present date, the year 1896 being
probably the year 1900. It is
manifestly impossible to correct
the error now, and besides it is
not a matter of any real impor-
tance when our eras began, the
main thing being that every one
should agree on one date for it.
Besides the civil year and the’
solur year there are the lunar year
and the ecclesiastical year.

The lunar year consists of 12
lunar months, or 354 days, and is
in use among the Jews and Mo-
hammedans. The ecclesiastical
calendar is luni-solar, being regu-

‘lated partly by the solar and partly

by the lunar year. The Hebrew
calendar is dated from the creation,
which is considered to have taken
lace 3,760 years and 3 months
fore the Christian era. The
Jewish year is luni-solar and con-

. {sists of 12 or 13 lunar months,

each of which has 29 or 30 days.
The first year is called ordinary
and consists of 354 days. The
other yearigigalled embolismic and

contains 384 days. In -both it is

sometimes made a day more “and
sometimes a day less in order that
certain festivals may fall on proper
days of the week. The Moham-
medan era is dated from the flight
(hegira) of Mohammed from Mecca
to Medina, which was in the night
of Thursday, July 15)\A. D. 622.—
New York Tribune.
