ETHER DRINKING SPREADS.

The vice of ether drinking has in-
vaded Austria and Germany. In east-
ern Prussia the director of the asy-
lum for the alieanted recently called
the attention of the Government to
the fact that in his district ether
drinking was fast supplanting the use
of alcohol. In the city of Memel alone
situated in the extreme northeastern
part of Germany. the sale of ether
destined as a drink for the past year
is officially stated to have amounted
to 8,580 quarts, to which must be added
a large quantity that, through sumg-
gling, escaped official counting. In
the district of Heyderkrug, a still more
considerable quantity is annually sold
as a stimulant. The ether is sold by
liguor dispensers and retailers over the
counter to the consumers in drinks av-
eraging from four to five grammes,
this dose producing more exhilaration,
as well as more immediate stimulation,
than would ordinarily be produced
by four times the same quantity of or-
dinary alcohol.

The Scott Ast at Prayer Moeeting.

The associations of the week of prayer, !
the announcement of which the Apvance
published as uesual, appear to have aroused
some, at least, of vur local clergymen to !
an interest in the fact that the Scott Act ‘
is being violated in Chatham. That |
special offence against the law of the land
is, of course, as ol1in its lncal manifes-
tations as the bringing of the Act into
force. There has been very little dimuni-
tion of drunkenness about our streets, al-
though for the pist twelvemonth there
has, with exception of about four months,
been no less effcctive prosecution of vio-
lators of the Act than in other years
since it has been in operation, and many
well informed people are wondering why
the clergymen referred to singled out for
their censure the Town Council which has
accomplished s0 much convicting
offenders,

One clergyman, in the prayer meeting
last Thursday evening said he was weary
of the Town Council’s slow progress in
having the Scott Act enforced and its
violaters punished and exposed. He said
further that his face blushed with shame-
and his heart burned with indignation
over *‘the rumor that some of those whom
¢ Christian men and women have helped
‘*to put in authority are in league with
‘‘the rumsellers.” This gentleman wan'ed
men in our councils *‘with convictions as
high as heaven and as deep as hell”—
all of which indicites that he speaks and
feels veory strongly on the subject.

Anuther clergyman said thit on his ar-
rival in Chatham in July last, he found
much more drunkenness in two weeks
than he had seen in the previous ten
years, and he aleo said that two years ago
the town appeared to be a model temper-
auce one. He attributed this to ‘‘the
dismissal of Mr. Menzies” by the Town
Counal, *“and this,” siid he, *is what
they have brought us to.,” He siid alio
that the Scott Act was all right, but it
was the men who shonld enforce 1t who
were failures.

gnnishable only with a fine. One thousand
ollars had been paid into the treasury, as
Scott Act fines, during the past year.
That would represent twenty first = offences;
were they all first offences? Is it not
known that that amount includes several
fines from one individual in one year?

“It would seem that instead of the Scott
Act being a law to prevent liquor selling, it
was being used as a source of revenue to the
town. The Scott Act was put in force to
clear out the liquor sellers, not to gain a
revenue from them.

Our Wachington correspondent writes:

The action of the Trarsvaal govern-
ment in refusing to permit U. 8. Consul
Stanley Hollis to act as British repre-
sentative at Prctoria during the war, is
taken 88 a proof either of the inviacible
ignotance of the Boers in the matter of
diplomatic procadure, or as a species of
snub to the United States for the open
sympathy of the sdministration with
Great Britain, 1% seemes, however, that
the Boers do 1ot go farther than to re-
fuse to parmit Mr. Hollis to claim the
name of British 1epresentative, but do
petmit him to do everything that he
would be entitled to do under that clsim.
In other worde, 1f the matter is rightly
understood, they grant the thing and
mere'y deay the name, Remembering
the storm of indignatiou towards France
and Germany that swept over the United
Srates on account of their open sympathy
with Spein during the late war, very few
Americans blame the Transvaal for feel-
ing more or less bitte:ly towards them.
How the Americans regard the struggle
is shown pretty accurately by an
interview recently given out by Major
J. M. Burke, of *‘Wild West” fame. “‘It
is characteristic,” he said, ‘‘of the people
to take the part of the uunder dog, and
hence the feelicg manifest:d in  many
sect'ons in meetings called to express
sympathy with the Afrikanders. Getting
away from this, it must be admitted that
our interests are bound up in the main-
tenance of tha prestige of the British
empire. English success, for instancs,
means the completicn of the Cape to
Cairo railway, as well as the bwlding of
thousands of miles of rsilway eliewhere,
all of which will call for the purchase of
rolling ttock from the
United S ates, Eugland is the advance
agent of civiliz-tion, and wherever
goes hor policy is that of progress and de-
velopm :ut.”

The bond of the Washington County
Riilroad Company as a common cartier
for tha transportation of appraised mer-
chandise in bond and merchandise in
transit to, from, and through the Do-
minton of Canads, has been spproved by
the Traasury.

Cansl, which gives access fion L ke
Eria to Luke Oat.rio. Since 1886 he
traffic has varied bitween 1,600 000 and
2,000,000 tons a year, If the freight
rates were propoitioned to a fair rate of
interest on the cost of the cinals, they
would be prohibitory. But there is now
a prospect of better results, ‘‘With ihe
completion of the new Sovulanges Canal,”
says the Nows, ‘“a depth of 14 feet of
water is s-cired from the upper likes to
Montreal, and a determined effuit wiil be
made to draw export traffic in this direo-
tion in competition with the l.ke and rail-
way rontss to United States ports. It ap-
pears protty clear that the 9-foot Erie
Canal caunot' be expected to compete
with the 14 foot Canadiun route, especiale
ly as the lstter has the further advantayge
that for a large pa:t of the disiance the
pavigation is in a deep sni1 broad niver,

Perhaps the principal sufferers in this
calamity were Messre. Gilmour, Renkin &
Co, and William Abrame & Co. The ex-
tensive warehouses of the former, with
vearly all they contained, were consumed:
while everythiog belonging to the latter, ss
well as two large vessels oo the stocks,
were literally swept away. Three ships
loading ia the river, the Concord, Canada,
and Jane were also burnt; and it grivves us
to believe, that thers hss been a greater
sacrifice of both life and property, than even
the rigid enquiries of the committee have
been able to ascertain.

Some are disposed to attribute this
calamity to superhuman agency: while
others, with pions horror, unhesitatiogly
provounce it to have been, ‘‘A Judgwent
from God.” Now, although I entertain the
most profouad respect for both classes of
opinionists, I beg leave to differ with them
both; aud therefore do I now, by recording
my dissent, adopt the belief of those who
ascribe it to natural and familiar cansee.

Let us now relieve the mind by turning

to the contemplation of present enjoyments.
The only lingering traces of the ruin now
vigible, are the leafless trees, and they at
once serve for an ad ition and a
while, by coutrast, they heighten the natural
beauties of increasing cultivatiou.
deal of scorched and burnt land, ‘saved by
the timely applioation of graes weeds, and
other semenal reclaimante, is re-invested
with asmiling eward. Newoastle, like a
Phosyix, has risen from its ashes; and now
blossoms over its original site with remew-
ed beauty.

reproves us for our former negligence.

! Town Hall last Monday evening, the presi-

dent, Mr. W. 8, Loggie, in the chair.

In his report from the Maritime Board of
Trade on Monday evening, 8th inst., Mr. D.
G. Smith stated that the reason why the
last annual meeting of that body was held in
St. John instead of at Chatham—as it was
understood that it would be—was that this
: Board had neglected to elect a representa-

! tive to the Council of the Maritime Board,

as it was required to do, and having, there-
fore, po representative present when the
Council of the Maritime Board met at St.
Jobn ard discussed and decided the matter
in favor of St. John, Chatham’s claims were
nlturn”y ignored because this board was not
represented.

Secretary Mackenzie had challenged this

pointment of Mr. W. S, Loggie by this
Board as its member of the Maritime Board’s
Council, and Mr., Loggie had admitted his
alleged appointment sud 3aid that he had
neglected to g> to the Maritime Council
meeting in St. John.

Mr. Smith, not wishing,on the 8th inst., to |

With reference to the Ferry matter, Mr.
Watt stated that he could possibly give some
information in refegence to the earnings. He,
with aldermen Groat and Hocken had been
appointed by Town Couacil to look into the
matter.

Mr. Hocken stated he thought it advisable
to appoint a committee of this Board to co-
operate with the committee from the
Council. He said the idea was to proceed
with a view of recommending the purchase
of the ferry plant for the town,

Mr. Watt reported that after paying ex-
penses, including their own salaries, the
ferrymen had a bilance of $444.33, be-
sides the snbeidy of $500.

Msyor Winslow said the Council was
handicapped by an agreement having been
made by it with Messrs. Haviland. The
Provincisl Secretary has, however, had his
attention directed to the matter, and he
declares that unless a service more in line
with the reasonable demands of the public 18
given, kie will bave to recommend that the
subsidy of $500,—which is $200 greater than
formerly given, or is paid for the Newcastte
service—be reduced.

Mr. Nicol said that the cause of the long
time between trips might be that the hoat
was not fast emough. They stated they
conid not cross the river in five minates. It
might not be unwillingoess but rather inabil-
ity. If this wers so there would be no use
in the town purchasing the boat. It would
make little difference whether the service
were one of five, fifteen or twenty-fire
minutes. If the people knew the time the
boat left they coull make a point of being
there. Messrs. Haviland seem to think they
can sell the boat, and appear to be apxious
to know what is to be done, ;

Ald. R. Flanagao ststed he was at the
meeting when the agreement was made. He
did not think Messrs, Haviland kept to the |
timetable they sgreed on, as they agreed
that they would be only 10 minntes on each
side.

It was moved by Mayor Winslow, eecond-
ed by Mr. Nicol that Messrs. J. L. Stewart
R. Flanagan and Secy. Mackenzie co-operate
with the committee appointed by the Town
Council in reference to ferry matter and
report to this Board, and also as to whether
Messrs. Haviland could be induced to seli
and on what terms purchage could be made.

Senator Suowball said he, personally, was
quite satisfied with the service given by
Messrs. Haviland for the past 40 to 50 years,
that service is equal to any he bas seen.
The boat is & creditable one, and should run
all the season round in 5 minutes on each
crossing and 5 minutes on each side. With
the showing given as to earnings the towu
should demand a better service than is now
given. Itis rarely that four minutes are
occupied in crossing. He was glad to see
the improvement in the service the past
year, which, while beneficial to the public
had also beuefitted the Havilands. He
wou!ld besorry to see anything to disturb
the Havilands who had run a creditable
service for so long a time,

Mayor Winslow moved a resolution in
reference to Bay du Vin and Loggieville
wharves, seconded by Mr. Nieol, asking
that a commaunication be sent to the Minister
of Public Works and Hoo. A. G. Blair on
the subject. Carried.

Mr. Stewart moved, seconded by Mr.

The Mayor said he had no doubt that if
this Board would second the efforts of the
Town Council, it might be productive of

The subject of local assessment being
brought up—

Mr. Stewart did not thiok that any of the
various systems used gave auy better satis-
faction than the General Assessmeat Law.

Mayor Winslow said he had mnot given
much study to the question, but it rather
struck him that our system was not as good
as it might be. In Fredericton, real estate
is not taxed at its value, but income is,
whils here, real estate was taxed heavily
but mcomadld not appear to bear its fall
share.

President Loggie said the only inequitable
matter in levying taxes here was that the
owner of encambered real estate had to pay
as well as the party who loaned the money,
Mayor Winslow was hardly right in
saying that personal property was not fully
taxed He thought it was.

Mr. Watt thought that much of the diffi-
culty was in details. A slightly heavier per
capita would be equitable, and he considered
a re-valuation necessary., The matter
would require a great deal more looking
into than aoy of them had given it.

Mr, Nicol said there was a great deal in
what Mr. Stewart eaid in regard to the dif-
ferent systems. No matter what system is
adopted money will have to be raised, and
the people who can will have to pay.

Mr. Stothart said that the question of the
Pulp mill valuation could be met, Chatham
property was valued 507 higher than
similar properties in other parishes at the
last valuation. Sioce the last valuation
property up rive: has increased 50 to 2007,
Rogersville must have increased quite a lot.
Newcastle parish must have increased more

than Ch.thnm. in proportion, If anyone
looked .into it they will find that Chatham
will not increase as much as they expect. He

The camp stands on a barren plain,
nearly twc-miles north-west of the
town—if we may so ‘call the one
straight road of stores and tiny-roofed
bungalows.

{ IT IS A FRYING PAN.

It is like the bottom of a frying
pan with alow rim. The fire is hot,
and sand is frying. But, indeed, the
whole of Ladysmith is like that. The
flat-topped hills stand round it, re-
fleoting the heat, and in the middle
we are all now frying togethier, with
sand for seasoning. The main ambu-
lance is on the cricket ground. The
battalion tents are pitched among the
rocks or by the riverside, where Kaf-
firs bathe more often and completely
than you would otherwise suppose,
The river water, by the way, is a
muddy yellow now, and leaves a deep
deposit of Africa’s golden sand in your
glass or basin. The headquarters
staff has seized upon iwo empty houses
and can dine in peace. The street is
one yelling chaos of oxen in waggons
and oxen loose, galloping horses, sheep,
ammunition mules, savages, cycles, and
the British soldier. He, be sure, pre-
serves his wonted calm, adapts himself
to oxen as naturally as to camels, puts
in a little football when he can, prac-

- tices alliteration's artful aid upon the
name of the Boers, and trusts to his
officers to pull him through.

MATTERS IN CAPE TOWN.

From Cape Town Mr. Julian Ralph
sends the following to the Daily Mail:

Cape Town, is somewhat free and
eagy, like a great many other English
colonial towns. I found two negro
chambermaids asleep in the chairs of
my bedroom at the Grand Hotel this
afternoon. I apologized for disturb-
ing them, but they hegged me not to
speak of it, as they were thoroughly
rested. The shops outrank those you
will find in many of the provincial
cities of England. They carry enor-
mous stocks of goods from England
Germany, and America, As far as I
can discover, the only manufactures
here are matches, ice, and Cape to-
haceo. The commonest walking-sticks,
come from Germany, and even the
neckties and collars are marked, “Made
in London, for —, Cape Town.”

There are fortunes to be made here
in the manufacture of necessaries, for
labour is abundant, cheap and tract-
able, and there is a half continent to
supply, an English half continent, it
will be, in a few weeks or months.
