Ragle eorreapondent today whother he 
had ever seen any evidence* ot n beef 
trust. He replied that he had not, and 
that if each a trust existed he did know 
of it. ‘Un my opinion," he amid, "It is
not poaolble to form a beef trust. There 

. are too many men engaged In the kill­
ing of cattle to make such a trust pos­
sible. I have never seen any evidence 

. of a combination to control the output 
of beef. Wliat efforts have been made 
among the packers to endeavor to 
combine, of course, 1 do not know; 
but no such movement has ever bee»' 
called.to my attention. But.In general, 
it la impracticable to form a beef trust 
because cattle are being killed in too 
many places and by too many Inde­
pendent men. The whole secret of the 
rise In the cost of beef, fcn my opinion, 
-16 found In the short corn crop, ns was 
stated In yesterday's Eagle. The corn 
crop of the past season wee short 
about one-third, and there has been a 
corresponding reduction In the amount 

•of food for cattle. The beef men of 
the northwest are padding out what 
little food they have for their cattle by 
mixing with It cotton seed oil from the 
mills of the south. They were requir­
ed to do the same thing In 1894, when 
there was a short com crop. While 
the results are not as satisfactory as 
when full rations of corn are given, 
the combination of cotton seed meal, 

splendid\ corn and rough foddsr is a 
makeshift.

"One of the results of this condition 
Is that much of the cotton seed meal 
that would otherwise be sent abroad is 
being consumed In this country, 
furnish a largo part of Europe with а 
portion of Its cattle food. This Is es­
pecially true of the Danes, for we sup­
ply them with all their cow food. A 
few years ago I looked Into this mat­
ter and found that the Danes bought 
16,000,000 bushels of corn from us In a 
single year and 155,000,000 pounds of 
oil cake to balance the corn as a food 
for their cows. With the products of 
this food the Danes sold $33,000,000 
worth of dairy products In Great Bri­
tain. Bverywhere abroad where we 
seek to establish markets for American 
dairy products we rut^ Into the Danish 
goods. They probably could not sell 
any of the4r butter and cheeses to out­
side customers were It not for tho fact 
that they con get food for their rows 
so cheaply from tho Unit4>d States. This 
year the Danes have been required to 
pay more for their American olt сакс, 
because the demand for the same Bluff 
In the northwest has increased Its 
•price. Cattle raisers in the northwest 
are paying 100 per cent, more for food 
tot their etock than they did a year 
ago. The natural result of this has 
been to Increase the price of beef to 
the consumer."
