CONTRADICTORY REPORTS.

ТОКІО, Oct. 5, 9 a. m.—The Japanese 
report on the Changtau junk incident 
is in direct contradiction to the Rus­
sian, version. The Japanese report 
that on Sept. 30, forty or fifty of the 
enemy’s cavalry attempted to burn a 
number of the junks north of Chang­
tau.

Complaint About City Hotels.

CENTREVILLE, Oct. S.

Sir—It is an unexplained mystery to 
many persons who visit St. John and

were requested to pay.

an extra dollar per day should be 
charged for accommodation much in­
ferior to that given on previous occa­
sions. Subsequently we met a gentle­
man who informed us he was only 
charged the advertised rate of $1.50 per 
day at the same hotel, and we will 
venture the assertion his chance for 
accommodation was not worse than 
ous, as we were put to sleep in a room 
on the second flat containing three 
cots in which were five men.

DAWSON CITY, Oct. 3,—A scheme 
to advertise Dawson throughout the 
civilized world where newspapers are 
read and exchanges go tire rounds and 
by other press means has been 
gested and discussed at Grand Forks 
and in Dawson by those who have seen 
the huge piece of pure gold, mammoth 
nugget taken from No. 0, French 
Gulch. The scheme is to buy the nug­
get here and on the creeks by popular 
subscription and send it to King Ed­
ward, monarch of the greatest king­
dom the world has known, to be used 
in making a new crown for His Ma­
jesty. 4

Those who have suggested the 
ment say that not only would the 
King feel highly honored by such 
cognition from his people and his ad­
mirers and empire builders in what is 
the empire’s farthest north, but every 
publication the world round would give 
the Yukon a measure of recognition 
that it could not obtain otherwise 
without the expenditure of hundreds of 
thousands of dollars.

The giant nugget, which was found 
not long ago on No. 0, a fraction at 
the mouth of French Gulch, is in Daw­
son, В. C. McColIom, the 
found the big prize, brought it to the 
city today and displayed it at the News 
office. He will put it on exhibition in 
some window in the city. It belongs 
to McColIom and George Quirie, own­
ers of the fraction on which it was 
found.

The nugget weighs more than seven 
pounds troy, and tips the gold scales 
at exactly 85.43 ounces. At $15 an 
ounce this nugget has an intrinsic 
value of $1,280. However, the owners 
consider it worth much more than that 
sum, simply for its exceptional size 
and purity.

One great feature about this nugget 
is that it is pure gold throughout. 
Most nuggets anywhere near its size 
contain a share of quartz.

The nugget is flat in shape. It looks 
like a huge flat rock from a creek bed, 
and for this reason it almost was lost 
when shoveled from the earth and 
thrown into the sluice boxes. McCol- 
lom was forking the heavy rocks out 
of the sluice box when the big nugget 
unknowingly was thrown in with a 
wheelbarrow full of pay dirt. It was 
dusk, and McColIom heaved the piece 
of wealth out on top of a pile of rocks. 
The extraordinary weight or a bright 
spot on the nugget or something 
caused the man to hesitate and take 
a second view of the big piece. He 
was surprised, on scratching away the 
dirt, to find the golden treasure. It 
wgs a happy moment for the horny- 
handed and hardy miner. Never in his 
life had he made such a piçk-up at one 
motion of the hands, and his 
leaped to his mouth as he picked up the 
prize and raced to tell his partner.

The claim on which the nugget 
found was allowed to lapse a year ago 
and was restaked by McColIom.

If anything 
was done at Ottawa that they ought 
to know he brought it to their atten­
tion. If any trouble existed in Char­
lotte that the government or parlia­
ment ought to know, Mr. Ganong at­
tended to that.

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THE FARMER’S HORSE.

M. IMntiV Wilson СІПІШ» Bref» Morse 
Host Profitable te Farmer.

Secretary Wilson, of the United 
State» Department of Agriculture, 
who is intensely alive to the interest* 
ef the farmers of his country, has 
recently had some things to say 
about the breeding of horses that 
applies with a good deal of force to 
conditions in this country. In his 
opinion the draft horse is about the 
most profitable horse that the farm­
er can breed. He eays:

“The draft colt can be bred with 
lees risk and liability to accident 
than those of the lighter classe* 
This is partially due to the fact 
that the draft-bred colt is usually a 
quieter animal than those of the 
lighter classes, and thus less liable 
to injure itself through spirited exer­
cise or playfulpees. Furthermore, 
email bunches and blemishes which 
detract so seriously from the value 
of the harness or the saddle horse 
are not considered to be so objec­
tionable in the draft horse; and an­
other consideration, his education can 
be completed on the farm; thus the 
farmer who breeds him can secure his 
reel market value. In the case of 
the coach or the saddle horse, the 
middleman who educates him usually - 
reaps a much greater profit than the 
man who produced him. This is not 
true of the draft horse.

"A draft horse without good feet 
is worthies» on any market, hence 
good feet are the very first essential 
of a draft horse; or, in fact, any 
class of horse. The hoofs should be 
larger round and wide at the heel. 
They should have width, but not be 
too deep or shallow. The horn 
should be of good quality, as indi­
cated by its denseness. The wall 
must be strong and not inclined to 
be flat. The lege should be well set 
under the body and possess plenty of 
substance, as Indicated by the qual­
ity and amount of bone and the de­
velopment of the muscles on the fore­
arm* and gaskine. The body should 
be deep, wide and strongly coupled 
as indicated by shortness of bark 
and the muscling ef the loin. Good 
action !■ essential, as indicated by 
the length of stride, quickness of 
step and straight-away movements.

Bishop Wm. Lawrence of Massachu­
setts was chosen chairman of the 
house of bishops by unanimous vote.

The business session of the house of 
bishops in the chapel of Emmanuel 
church, and that of the house of depu­
ties In the church itself, were called 
to order at 3.30 o’clock. In the house 
of deputies Rev. Charles L. Hutchins 
of Concord, Mass., for 21 years its sec­
retary, called the deputies to order. 
Several candidates for chairman were 
nominated. Including Rev. Dr. Hutchins 
and Rev. Randolph H. McKim, D. D., 
rector of the Church of the Epiphany, 
Washington. Most of the broad church 
diocese supported Mr. McKim, and he 
was elected on the second ballot by a 
vote of 201 to 160. The election was 
not made unanimous. Rev. Dr. Hutch­
ins was the candidate of the high 
churchmen. He was re-elected secre­
tary, but decided that after such a long 
service In that office he would decline. 
Rev. Dr. Henry Anstis of Philadelphia, 
assistant secretary since 1877, was 
then elected to the position, with Rev. 
Edgar Worthington of Cleveland, Ohio, 
Carroll M. David of Missouri, William 
C. Prout of Albany and Rev. J. G. 
Glass of Alabama asslsstant secre­
taries. Tohmorrw the Archbishop of 
Canterbury will be received and a 
greeting will be forwarded to the in­
ternational peace congress.

In the house of bishops, Bishop Wm. 
Lawrence of Massachusetts, was el­
ected chairman, whose duty it is to 
aid the presiding bishop, Dr. Tuttle of 
Missouri. Rev. Dr. Samuel Hart of 
Middletown, Conn., was re-elected sec­
retary, and Rev. Geo. -F. Nelson of 
New York and Rev. Thos.

The bishops of Albany and Massa­
chusetts presented the Archbishop of 
Canterbury to the other bishops.

The side boards will then 
turn out instead of in when, folded 
and will Just turn In far enough to 
stand erect when on the wagon bed.

Another way to overcome the main 
disadvantages ef loose boards on the 
bed Is to have each side board 
the bottom board Immediately under 
it nailed and strapped together as in 
Fig. 2. A couple of cleats nailed on 
the bottom will keep them in place 
when put on the bed, and' the re­
quired number of loose boards laid 
between in the usual manner will 
make the wagon ready for service.

On the same 
day on which Salmon refused to ac­
cept evidence in the form asked by 
Archer, the latter telegraphed to Pre- 
fortaine that he asked Salmon to meet 
the minister of marine and settle de­
finitely the postponement of the re­
port. The answer to this message was 
one directed to Salmon and signed by 
the deputy minister of marine, In­
structing Salmon that it was the wish 
of the minister of marine that noth­
ing further be done in the Canada 
matter until he had received further 
orders.

On October first Salmon said that he 
had had an interview with the minis­
ter of marine and told him that he 
could not allow him to Interfere with 

:his duties, and that being convinced 
that political influence was being 
brought to bear in favor of one side, to 
prejudice the interests of other, he of­
fered his resignation. Prefontalne dis­
claimed any Intention or desire to de­
termine the tenor of Salmon’s report, 
but intimated his intention of notify­
ing Archer that his advice to the court 
had not been followed, so that he could 
delay judgment by securing a writ of 
prohibition against Salmon.

In conclusion Capt. Salmon asked the 
shipping interest of Canada to take 
such steps and make such representa­
tions to the government that would 
leave his successors untrammelled in 
the duties of the office.

Judgment of commissioner exonerat­
ed the Cape Breton. In case of the 
Canada he fined Bouillie, who was act­
ing as pilot without a certificate, fifty 
dolLirs. Certificate of Capt. St. Louis 
was cancelled and that of the mate, 
Kane, suspended for twelve months. 
He found that the captain and mate 
were practically only employed so 
that the ship could obtain license to 
carry passengers, as neither discharged 
duties of his person ; censured the man­
ner In . which the company operates its 
boats very strongly, also ordered that 
James McNeill, mate of the Cape Bre­
ton, appear for examination regarding 
rules of road at sea before his certifi­
cate be reurned to him.

MONTREAL, Oct. 5-А big sensa­
tion was caused here today by the 
judgment rendered by Capt. Salmon, 
wreck commissioner, in the case /of 
Canada and Cape Breton collision. 
Excitement was caused by the charge 
made by Capt. Salmon in rendering 
Judgment, that attempt had been made 
to employ political Influence by one of 
the parties In the case to secure a fav­
orable verdict. In delivering judg­
ment Capt. Salmon said : Before ren­
dering my report upon this case, I feel 
It Incumbent upon me to make the 
following statement, which I wish to 
be made of record. This court was 
approached by the deputy minister of 
marine and fisheries upon a certain 
date in this city, with specific inquiry 
as to the probable decision to be ren­
dered in the case. In response to an 
inevitable and negative reply to such 
inquiry, the court was offered sug­
gestion that it might be advisable to 
consult the~'counsel of Richelieu and 
Ontario Navigation Co. before render­
ing decision, and that such action 
would ’be exceedingly acceptable to 
tlie minister of marine and fisheries. 
Continuing, Capt. Salmon said that 
he had fixed Sept. 26 as the date of 
delivery of judgment. On that date 
he received an intimation from the 
minister of marine that the counsel pf 
Ricelieu and Ontario Navigation Co. 
had made application, to him to open 
the case, alleging that he had new* 
and important evidence to produce. 
-Accordingly I notified the counsel for 
the Richelieu Company that we would 
hear this evidence on October 3, and 
In reply received a communication 
from Archer, head of the law firm of 
which Prefontalne was formerly senior 
partner, saying that the evidence he 
desired to produce was some^ that had 
been tendered before the vice admir­
alty court at Quebec, and asking 
Salmon io accept translation of Que­
bec record as evidence. To this let­
ter Salmon replied on the same day 
(Sept. 29), saying that he could not 
accept evidence in this form, but that, 
he would be prepared to hear wit­
nesses not later than the middle of the 
following week. Then Salmon read 
the letter written by Archer to Pre-
