The
whole theoty stands or falls as these poin
of their Lelief are in agréement with, or op-
posed 10 the Ammching of the New Testa-
ment. We have tried to bring them o the
touchstone of truth, and the word of God
sippears very plainfy to condemn them both.
Betore proceeding to counsider the point
of difference from these brethren in respect
of the degree of holiness attainable by the
believer in this life, it is necessary 10 define
and discriminate very sharply, or there
will be no end of misconception. If these
brethren say their ssnctification is entire
in Christ, but not complete in themseives,
there is no difference betwoen us. Ounly
we bold this ssnctificstion in Christ 1o be
entire from the first met of faith which
makes the merits of Christ all our owa,
and that in this there can be no progress
or change, since it is all of our blesed
Lord, and forsll wme. If they say they are
entirely sanctified %0 far as the regenerste
life is concerned, while admitting that the
old évil nature exists within them, there is
wo controversy between us. This new
Tife is created after God in righteoustions and
true holiness. Like the diamond in the
elay it mever partakes of any admixture of
e old sinful uature. This saoctified life,
bowever, comeés inlo the sounl Bt regener
stion and not subsequent to it, and this
natare is in all ‘beliovers, just as the holy
standing m Christ, is aliks in its complete
ness for all ; the differenge if in the degree
to which the old nature has been subdued.
Even if these brethren should say that what
they mean by entire sanctification is the
auhipment of & highet degree of consecrs.
