Toilet Seta. Tidlee and Mantel Drapes і
MOIRE FRANÇAIS;as Told In the Ingleslde Club.

The Ingleside club met last evening, at 
Mrs. Waldo Brown’s residence. She 
hardly expected all th<^ members would be 
present, but when the hour came fifteen of 
us were seated m our president’s cosy 
library, anxiously awaiting the newest 
ideas on fancy work./

Constance read to us what she bad 
gathered about art needlework : “The taste 
of the day in art needlework has become 
more educated of late years, and it is fast 
growing into a fine art.

“A very pretty sofa cushion can be 
made of pale greyish green satin, very soft 
in tone, with a pattern of wild roses and 
hawthorns running over it, worked in satin 
stitch in delicate shades of red, pink, blue 
and green—such as one sees on old china 
plates.

“A seat for a Chippendale chair is an 
arrangement of peacock’s feathers, which 
would work very well on dark blue cloth 
or satin sheeting. The colors must, not be 
exactly brilliant. It can easily be made 
by copying feathers placed in the proper 
position. Covers for all chairs must be 
worked on material 4 or 5 inches larger 
than the design, which is to fit within an 
inch or so the shape and size of the chair 
seat, because it has to be drawn down all 
around, and fastened to the chair with 
a close row of brass-headed nails.

“A very rich pair of slippers that I saw 
recently was made of brown plush, with a 
design of natural buttercups worked in 
silk. Dark green plush, with conventional 
patterns outlined in gold, makes pretty 
and effective blotters or albums ”

Eleanor’s report was on fancy bags :
The India silk party bag for gloves, 

slippers, etc., is very popular with Boston 
girls. Sometimes it is highly ornamental, 
when made of plush and ribbon, and 
decorated with the owner's initials. Satin 
sheeting is also used for these party bags 
and when worked with flowers and lined 
with a contrasting shade of satin or silk, 
they are even more serviceable than the 
India silk or plush ones and quite as pretty. 
The knitting bag is a very welcome present 
to give old ladies as they can t arry it over 
their arms and tlins keep their ball of wool 
within reach and unsoiled. It can be made 
of Roman or satin sheeting and lined with 
quilted satin. To make up the bag cutout 
two fiddle shaped pieces of material, length 
17 inches, width of the lower end 8 inches, 
at the top 4 inches. Shape and sew in the 
lining to each piece, then sew the two 
pieces together, joining them across the 
narrowest part and leaving an opening in 
each side of 8 inches to pass the arm 
through. At the narrow part of the bag 
make a single box pleat and bring the 4 
inches of material into a 2 inch space. Sew 
a silk cord around the edges of the bag, 
concealing the seams at the sides, and carry 
it around the arm hole openings. A yard 
and three-quarters is sufficient cord to use.”

Beatrice gave us some ideas about 
toilet sets, satchels, etc. : “Pretty and 
inexpensive toilet sets can be made of 
strips of satin ribbon, about 2 inches in 
width, joined together by fine torchon inser­
tion, and edged with lace of the same. I 
saw a set the other day, made with rich 
yellow satin ribbon and white l#ce. and 
thought it very delicate and pretty. Mats 
or long bureau scarfs can be made accord­
ing to taste. Pin cushions are very large, 
oblong in shape, and ornamented with 
handsome bows. Some prefer them made 
in sachet shape, ; that is, three small bags 
tied together, and faintly perfumed. A 
useful article for a lady’s bureau drawer is 
a piece of China silk, in any delicate shade, 
cut the shape of the drawer, wadded and 
scented with sachet powder. When laid 
over the contents, it gives everything a 
dainty perfume. A new style for scent 
sachets is round like a plate. The top is 
covered by finely-gathered lace, with a 
pretty bow in the centre.”

Lastly, Mrs. Brown told us the latest 
fancies in tidies, mantel and piano scarfs : 
“Tidies are of all styles, shapes and shades, 
and it is hard to report anything especially 
new. Among some of the prettiest are 
those of hand-painted scrim. China silk, 
plain and flowered, seems to be more used 
than anything for pine bags, etc. Tidies 
of India silk with the threads drawn (same 
as handkerchiefs are done) and knotted 
with silk of a contrasting shade, are very 
pretty. One that I saw was of apple green 
silk and had five rows done on each end, 
knotted with pale pink filoselle. It was 
caught up near one end with a careless 
bow of apple green and pink satin ribbons. 
Hem stitching is very fashionable for fin­
ishing all kinds of fancy work, toilet sets, 
tidies, etc. Mantel drapes are not so 
fashionable as formerly. Instead, a scarf 
is used, either of plain plush, of some rich 
shade lined with delicate satin, or of 
flowered silk. Terra cotta lined with palest 
pink, or moss green lined with white, is 
very effective. These scarfs are gracefully 
draped across the front of the mantel. 
Copper-colored plush is a very fashionable 
shade. Ribbons are much used for 
decorative purposes and are both fancy 
edged and plain. Piano scarfs are made 
of felt, satin sheeting, plush, or fancy 
colored scrim. Some arc worked only on 
the ends, others are worked in conventional 
pattern down the centre.”

1 Charles George Douglas Robérts was 
born Jan. 10, 1860. at the old parsonage 
of Douglas, a parish on the east side of the 
St. John river, only a few miles above 
Fredericton, the capital of New Brunswick. 
His father, the Rev. G. G. Roberts, had 
been appointed rector of the parish soon 
after bis marnage with Emma W. Bliss, 
one of that Loyalist family which traces its 
descent through a line of lawyers back to 
the Rev. Daniel Bliss, Emerson’s progeni­
tor and the first pastor of Concord. In 
less than a year after the birth of their 
son, Mr. Roberts was transferred to West- 
cock. in Westmorland county. Herr, in

ànd Shelley, through Swinburne, Morris 
and the Rossettis. There are occasional 
echoes of these poets heard among the 
cadences of his verse, and also remi­
niscences of Matthew Arnold, especially in 
“The Burden of I tvs” and in “The Garden 
of Eros.” Sometimes he touches his harp 
in an original and noble spirit, as in “Avc 
Imperatrix,” which is, in some respects, 
his finest poem. Note where he sings of 
England’s brave boys who have gone down, 
in the wild night of storms, to their ocean 
graves. Rarely does he “speak out strong 
and bold,” as thus :
Go! Crown with thorns thy gold crowned head, 

Change thy glad song to song of pain ;

Wave and wild wind and foreign shore,
Possess the flower of English land—

Lips that thy lips shall kiss no more,
Hand, that shall never clasp thy hand.

FOR GOOD VALUEschool, (whose predecessor, by the way, 
was Dr. Roberts, Professor Roberts’s 
grandfather,) a teacher of remarkable 
quickening power, whose ideas on English 
public school life and on “The Reorgani­
zation of the British Empire” we Ikivc just 
been reading in The Century. Roberts 
remained in this school until 1876. In 
that year he won the silver medal of the 
school for proficiency in classics, and 
matriculated at the University of New 
Brunswick, also in Fredericton. Here he 
won a classical scholarship at the end of 
his freshman year, a gold medal for Latin 
prose at the end of his second year, and 
graduated with honors in mental and moral 
philosophy and political economy, in June, 
1870. At the end of his summer vacation af­
ter graduation he was placed in charge of 
the Grammar school at Chatham, N. B. In 
the summer ot 1880 Roberts’s first volume, 
Orion, and Other Poems, was published. 
Towards the end ot the same year, Dec. 
29, Mr. Roberts was married 
Isabel Fenety, daughter of George E. 
Fenety, Esq., of Fredericton.

In 1881 Professor Roberts received the 
degree of M. A. from his alma mater, and 
in 1882 was appointed master of one of the 
public schools in this “shadowy town of the 
tall elm trees,” a position he retained for 
a little more than a year. In December 
of the same year, 1883, The Week was 
started in Toronto,—a new departure in 
Canadian journalism, whose subsequent 
unqualified success in work of a high grade 

es interest to the fact that Roberts was 
first editor. His connection with it, 

however, was not a long one ; and in 1885 
he was called to the chair of English and 
French in King’s college, Windsor, N. S., 
where he now lives.

His second volume of verse. In Divers 
Tones, appeared in the first months of 
1887. Poems of Wild L[fe, edited bv him, 
has just been added to the series of Canter­
bury Poets, and a college text-book of 
Shelley's “Alastor” and “Adonais,” with 
critical introduction and notes, will 
be in press.

Not to speak of the original work of 
Prof. Roberts, it is safe to say that his 
marked success as a teacher is due to an 
unswerving and strongly individualized 
energy of purpose, coupled with wide 
sympathy and an unusually inspiriting 
enthusiasm for literature, and directing a 
penetrating critical faculty. He is a 
strenuous lover ot his native land (one 
almost says, of his native soil), sturdy, 
virile, patriotic, easy of approach, a good 
friend, and (if one may venture a hazard 
opinion), but an indifferent enemy. It is 
upon the loyal, uncompromising and un­
questioning patriotism of such men that 
Canada—the true Canada, mindful of her 
history, loving her heroes, keeping faith 
with the greatness of her destiny, rests her 
bid for fame and honor among the nations.

Then he has 
confessed, if confession were needful, a too 
great bias toward mere self-enjoyment, and 
hae disclaimed the conflict of life, and dis­
avowed the nobler motives.

ITS \NIMOUvIN SENTIMENT.
The meeting at фе. Institute, Thursday 

night, gave no uncertain sound of the sen­
timent of St. John and the maritime prov­

en the question ofa Canadian policy.. 
The speakers were men who came to the 
point briefly and strongly. They spoke 
from* conviction, and with the assurance 
that they voiced the sentiments cf the peo­
ple. It was a good, meeting, and should 
have a good result.

There are no two opinions that Canadian 
trade should be doae through the ports of 
Canada. It is not a debateablc question. 
There should be no difference of belief that 
St. John should be the chief winter port of 
the dominion.

Nor was there any diversity of opinion 
in regard to Mikado Collingwood 
Schhiebkr. On the contrary there was a 
pleasing unanimity in the belief that he is 
no gentleman. If he were an absolute 
monarch as he appears to think he is in his 

department, he could not have been 
more independently insulting than he 
proven himself to be in his answer to the 
citizens of St. John.

Mr. ScHitiEBEit would make an excellent 
general manager pf railways for the czar of 
Russia.
Canada can spare him. Perhaps through 
some evolution or revolution he might him­
self become a czar.- It would be a cold 
.day for the Russians when that happened.

fierce internecine conflict which raged be­
tween the North and - South for four long 
years ; and it is not surprising, when we 
look into matters, that the South held ont 
so long, when composed of an army made 
up of such men as these, whose powers of 
endurance and dauntless will, directed by 
mind and courage, seem only capable of 
yielding to a world combined in arms 
against them, and this in reality was the 
case during the war, when every door was 
closed against the South, by means of the 
blockade, while the North remained open 
for munitions of war, commercial replenish­
ments and reinforcements—from whatever 
quarter of the world these were obtainable, 
and told with ten ible effect in the long 
run in the exhaustion of the South.

But, perhaps I am going a little out of 
the way in these matters, and you may say 
I am getting off of my subject. I called 
into the senate chamber the same day. 
What struck me most was the youthful ap­
pearance of its members. When I visited 
the Dominion senate chamber a few years 
ago, I was equally struck with the compo­
sition of its members. It was the very an­
tithesis of the Florida body, consisting as I 
thought of all the age, dignity, and wis­
dom of the country, and I was strikingly 
reminded of the noble body of Venetians 
sitting in conclave, when addressed by 
Othello as “most potent, grave and rever­
end seignors.” But, as was very natural, 
I discovered no manifestation of a progres­
sive spirit, whether in politics or enter­
prises of “great pith and moment,” but 
rather strong conservative tendencies and 
death upon reformers and all sorts of prop­
aganda ideas. Here, in Florida, the old­
est member is not much beyond what we 
call middle life, and the youngest probably 
about 30—all black heads except the 
browns, very few streaks of grey. What 
the members lack, in years, they make up 
in disposition and business aptitude—a most 
respectable looking body of men, as well 
behaved as if in church, no rollicking atti­
tudes, no boisterous language, no by-play, 
no unseemly interruptions. The president 
seems the impersonation of all the qualities 
requisite for an individual occupying a high 
position. The formula observable about 
our council chamber,—clerks with gowns 
and bands, attendants attired in their best 
black, copying clerks deeply immersed in 
their occupations with the decorum of 
vestry clerks, door keepers seeming to 
feel the weight of their responsibilitier 
none of these things finds place here, as far 
as a strang* could observe. The only of­
ficial in attendance that I could see was a 
person who sat behind the entrance door 
holding a piece of red tape attached to the 
door which he would pull open as any one 
went in or out, the said door closing of it­
self on a spring. The clerks of the house, 
in plain attire, occupy seats at a plain 
table, doing their work in a perfunctory 
manner, regardless of onlookers.

It would seem that both branches of the 
legislature yield their rostrum to any out­
sider who may have a special claim upon 
their attention, in the interests of the public 
at large. The Rev. Wilbur F. Crafts, 
“Field secretary of the organization of the 
American Sabbath Union” was permitted 
to address the house of representatives and 
the senate, one after the other, with a view 
of elucidating the principles of his society 
and obtaining the co-operation of the rep­
resentative bodies in whatever state assem­
bled. Thus he goes about from one state 
to another, and wherever large bodies of 
people can be got together, or operated 
upon, and delivers addresses, the object -of 
which is abolition of Sunday labor. His at­
tacks are directed chiefly against the United 
States government, which allows its post 
offices to be kept open on Sunday, like any 
other day, and permits railroad running, 
so that the employees are not only kept 
away from their families on the Sabbath, 
but worn out with work—no dhy of rest for 
them but rather the incessant toil of the 
tread-mill. The government of the nation 
thus setting the example in one of its most 
important departments (the post office) and 
treading as it were upon the laws of God 
and man, other workers of iniquity likewise 
ply their peculiar callings on the Sabbath, 
such as the liquor saloon, the billiard ball, 
the skittle alley, and so forth, all such 
works being carried on under the eye of the 
capitol, and merely winked at.. It is true

I WHAT A TRAVELLER THINKS.
: The legislature was convened here last 

Tuesday for a special purpose, to consider 
a health measure and to make provision 
for warding off, as far as possible, another 
yellow fever attack, although the Jack- 
sonians will not allow that the visitation of 
last autumn was of such a character—from 
the fact of the percentage rate of deaths in 
the number of cases reported being so 
small—400 to 16,000, or thereabouts. 
There was no ceremony, parade or pro­
cession in the opening. Instead of appear­
ing in person, the governor sent down his 
speech (or message) to be read by the 
president of the senate before both branches 
of the legislature in joint convention, after 
the manner of congress. The number of 
members of the house is probably 70, and 
of the senate 30. Each branch occupies 
opposite ends of the building on the same 
floor, and the free and easy ways of mem­
bers evince the real democratic spirit of 
the times. The Democratic party of the 
“solid South” being in the ascendant, finds 
its loudest expression in the legislature of 
this state. By this it is not intended that 
the impression shall go abroad that legis- 
tive business is conducted here without due 
observance to parliamentary' rules or prac­
tices, or that there is a disposition among 
members to set at naught the amenities 
and courtesies due by gentlemen in public 
life toward one another, whether in debate 
or in the lobbies. Reference is more im­
mediately made to the easy manner of the 
southern legislator and his bonhommie 
style of attack or defence, which is per­
haps more apparent to the stranger with 
royal, starched proclivities, where we in 
the North oftener call a spade an axe than 
by its real name, while turning sharp 
angles in debate, or, more vulgarly speak­
ing, in an endeavor to avoid the treading 
upon our neighbor’s corns. I am not quite 
sure but that the thrust direct is not, after 
all, the more effective than is the parrying 
process.

The language in discussion is generally- 
good, and evidences a well stored mind 
from which it flows, and a complete know­
ledge of the subject in hand. In fact, my 
first and only day’s experience, so far, in 
the Florida house of representatives satis­
fies me that the speaking talents of ibis 
branch arc equal to any I have anywhere 
seen or heard, “whether at home or 
abroad.” When a member rises to address 
the house, the speaker gets up at the same 
time-»-! suppose as a mark of deference to 
vox populi as here represented—but on this 
occasion I did not remain long enough to 
see whethec or not he remained standing 
until the orator had finished. I hope not— 
for to apply such a rule to our colonial legis­
lature, where members sometimes speak by 
the yard more than the foot (when put in 
print), a speaker’s supports would be worn 
out in one session, and have scarcely a leg 
left to stand upon after it was over.

Personally, the southern character is 
strongly typified in this representative 
body, who individually coma from all parts 
of the state. There ,is the stalwart mem­
ber, largely proportioned, with happy mein 
and expression of countenance—the wiry, 
lithe, sinewy- member, with vitality in every 
movement—the long-drawn-out' member, 
with uncut, dishevelled hair, running to

Some Hints of Matters Which are Not 
Satleflsetory on the I. C. B.

Why do the Intercolonial officials con­
tinue to insist on the' conductors carrying 
books of coupon tickets for cash fares ?

That is something that no one can find 
out. The books are an expense, a bother, 
and of no earthly use.

The system is all right in theory. It is 
designed to compel passengers to buy their 
tickets before starting on their journey-. 
Failing to do so, and paying cash fares on 
the cars, an absent-minded conductor 
might neglect to account for all that he 
received. As a check upon him, he is 
furnished with a book of tickets, having 
stubs showing the value of each ticket de­
tached. When a cash fare is tendered, he 
is supposed to exact ten cents more than 
the usual price, and give the passenger a 
ticket, on the presentation of which at any 
station, the ten cents will be refunded.

This system has never worked well on 
the Intercolonial, and of late it has fallen 
into innocuous desuetude. The cash fares 
are tendered without the additional ten 
cents, and the conductors accept them. 
They still carry the ticket books, and 
punch a ticket and stub for every cash fare, 
but instead of handing the ticket to the 
passengers they turn it in with their other 
tickets. The department understands that 
this is the only thing to be done.

Why should the department go to the 
expense of supplying these by no means 
cheap books, or why should the conductors 
be put to the bother of carrying and 
punching them ? The arrangement looks 
very much like an entirely needless piece 
of red tape.

Another thing which causes deep dissatis­
faction among the travelling public is the 
exorbitant charge of $2 for three hours in 
a sleeping car between St. John and Monc­
ton. A traveller coming from the north 
on the odd nights when there is no through 
Pullman to St. John is thus forced to pay 
$4 or ride the latter part of the way in an 
ordinary car. There should be some ar­
rangement for the transfer of through 
passengers without this excessive tax for 
89 miles of the journey.

Even if a man is coming from Moncton 
only, he is not inclined to pay- $2 for such 
a brief ride. As a consequence, many 
people who would cheerfully pay*$l refuse 
to be imposed upon, and “tough it out” in 
another part of the train. A reduction of 
the rate would result in an increased 
patronage quite sufficient to compensate 
the railway for the concession.

Perhaps the authorities will see their 
way clear to ob'ige the public in this mat-

TO LET.that each state ha? control over its own 
railroad running and can stop the same, 
but then there is the interstate running— 
cars passing from one state to another— 
which is beyond local control, and it ie to 
meet this condition of things that the organi­
zation is working, for congress alone has 
supervision and power over all the states, 
where there is an interlacing or clashing of 
interests, and can pass a general act pro­
hibiting railway traffic on the Sabbath. 
Under this society petitions are being 
signed all over the land, by travellers, the 
public generally, by railroad operatives 
and owners, even magnates themselves, to 
be sent into Congress in order that the 
republic may once again be as regardful of 
the Sabbath as its fathers were, when Sab­
bath-breaking was considered all but a 
criminal offence. The arguments adduced 
by Mr. Crafts before both branches were 
not only ably put, but were most convincing ; 
and as he spoke with great force and 
eloquence, I have no doubt he made a most 
important impression upon the legislature 
of Florida. After listening to him and 
facts are brought home to one, it is difficult 
to understand how a great God-fearing 
nation like the United States can tolerate 
for a moment the desecration of the Sabbath 
by keeping the post office open on the 
Lord’s day and thus preventing its em­
ployees from enjoying all the opportunities 
which the Christian Sabbath affords. I am 
not aware that the Dominion of Canada has 
anything to answer for on this score. At 
all events Mr. Crafts referred to England 
and said that the post offices of the great 
city, of London particularly, were closed 
on Saturday night and kept so until Mon­
day morning. No government Sabbath- 
breaking there !
