WOMAN'S ENFHANCHISEMENT.

About tke strongest argument that Las
ever been advanced since ‘the inception of
tke movement in favor of woman’s erfran.
chisement, is that her it fluence will have a
puritying «flect upon politics. It there
were doubts in any honest mind of the
need of tuth purification the events ot a
single campaign would remove it. Count-
less mstances crop up on every side until
the really conscientious and horest citizen
isready to admit that ifthere is any pos-
¢ible means of improvement, the country
should avail itself of it.

Notwithstanding, women are clamor-
ing for the ballot to little pur.
pose. Fur cne thing the chief difficulty
is tkat they are beginning at the wrong
end of the proposition. After allit is not
really the simple possessicn of a vote thut
givesan indwidual importance in politce,
as it is the power to create public sentiment
and centrol votes. This power is already

5 ponened by women, nct in the same de-

gree as men it is trug, but still in no emall
me:sure. If they wished to exert this
power th2y could affect issues more through
it than they will ever be able to do through
the Eallot alone. TLere would certainly
not beagreater unanimity of op'nion in
political matters among women than there
is among men, though there 18 every reason
to believe thut the former would be infla-
enced more by patriotic ard conscienticus
motivcs ttan the lutter. If women are
gincere in wanting st ffrage for the sake of
parifying politics and i mprovmg legisl. t'on
they are certainly not using the best mears
t> convince the world of the honesty of
their intentions.

The majerity of women know very little,
in fect it might be said absolutely noth'ng,
about politics, except to believe in a vague
way, {hat men are unjust in refus’ng them
enfranchisement. Asarulettey do not
keep themselves well informed regarding
the issues, ci snd did
of a campaign, but ratker find fault with
newspapers for publuhmg 80 much politics
.and gc to come women's organization to
listen to some elegantly worded estay on
‘the divine right of suffrage.

Women cannot hope to obtain suffrage
on the abstract meri‘s of the cause. They
must earn it. They can only make their
-way into politics as they have made it into
protessional life. These things like others,
sre subject to the laws of evolation.

A new member is not usually admitted
into a firm until he has served an apprent-
iceship in the business. Neither is a class
of society admitted into the government

_until they have assumed such a position in

the control of affairs as makes them a fac-
tor to be considered. When women have
obtained pnetﬁ power ta politics, acd
not until then, will they be granted formal
power. The change will come about not

his fortune as the head of tte
Standerd Oil Co. sgainst wkich demagog-
ues bave directed their constant fire as a
diatol’cal combination for public irjury.
He is not a bap ist, tha faith h2 professes,
in name only, but in the strongest convic-
tion and appaently e believes that he csn
best erve tLe interest of humanity by help-
ing to propogate the faith that is in him.
His advancement from a Lumble position
to immente wealth has not changed Lis re.

Many
bay tists bave risen to wealth from bumble
ircumstances during tte last gen:rotion,
but most of them have drftéd from their
early associations under the influence of
fashionable ambitions. Mr. ROCKFELLER
remains firm and immovable in the faith of
his early and bumbler days.

When the prospector at ast came up to
renew his leases he was thundersiruck to
find that he kad lost them, that tkey had

been taken Lty another and that
all the results of his labor and
his fature prospects we:e in the

hardsot a wealthier man. The poor man
bestirred himself to try and reirieve his
foruntes, and interviewed a firm in the min-
ing buainees, getting them to see wbat could
be done about the lost areas.

The new leasc-holder demanded $1,000
for a relinquishment of the rights which a
stroke of the pen in the mines office
had brovght him. This announcement
wag a severe blew to the original Lolder
who had procrastinated in remewing his
lease, and one which meant a tre.

due probably to a common origin. To re-
a'ize the splendor ot the Milky Way we
have to remember that minute as the stars of
which it is composed may seem from where
we are situated, yet each one of those stars
isin truth shining with the ind d
brilliancy of a sun. It might hiye been
thought that it would be quite impossibls
for an object 8o vast and so bright as our
sun to display no greater splendor than
that feeble twinkle which is all that reaches
us from one of the stars in the Milky Way.
Here, however, the question of distance is
of paramount importance.
It the sun which shines in our skies were
to be withdrawn from our neighborhood
into the depth of space, if it were to be
2 carried to a distauce as remote s is that of
H many of the stars which we see around us,
our great luminary would have lost all its
preeminent splendor, and would have
dwindled to the relative insignificance of a
small star not nearly so bright as many of
i .thosé stars which shine over our heads
; every night I do not, indeed, say that
egch and every one of the stagr in the Milky
Way is as large as our sun; no
one - who understood the evidence
would ,bave the bardihood to affirm

i be that, though many of the stars in the
Milky way may resemble our sun in lustre

1ays from Sirius, travalling as they do with

the rate of 180,000 miles each second,
nevertheless require not less than nine
years to trav:rse the distance between that
star and our system. In other words, when
we are looking at Sirius tonight we do

see it as it was nine years ago. The light
which reaches our eyes tonight must, in
fact, have left the stsr nine years before.
We bave aiready shown that there is good
reason for the belief that there a-e stars
which are still visible in our great tele-
scopes, notwithstanding that they are 1,000
times further from us than the brilliant
Siriue. It follows by a line of reasoning,
which it seems impossible to question, that
the light of such a star must have occupied
a period of not less than 9,000 years in its
journey to the earth. The consequences
of such a ca'culation are indeed
momentous. It i3 plain that we ‘do not
tee such stars as they are to-night, but as
they were whon our earth was 9,000 years
younger. Tte light from such sters which
is now entering our eyes at the close of
this unparalelled journey had occupied all
that long]interval in crossing the abyss
which intervenes between the solar system
and the awful stellar depths. ‘This vast
time bas been raquired for the Jjourney,
notwithstand'ng the fact that the light
speedson its way with a velocity which
would carry it seven times a-ound the
earth in a eecond. Indeed the stars might
have totally ceased to exist for the past
9,000 years and we should still find them
sbining in their places. Not until all the
light which was on its way to earth at the
t'me of the star's extinction had entered
our eyes would the tidings of that extinc-
tion have become known tous. We are
looking at such stars as they existed long
before the earliest period to which any
records of human history extend.

We can illustrate the same subject in
ancther way. Suppose that there ware
astronomers in thoss remote stars, and
that they were cquipped with telescopes
enormously more powerful than any tele-
scopss which we have ever constructed.
Supposing that notwithstinding the vast
distance at which they lie they bad the
means of scrutiniz'ng carafully the leatures
of the earth. In what condition would our

globe be presented from their point of
viewP These distant observers would not
see any traces of the citizs and the nations
that now exist. Britain would appesr to
them as a forest inhabited by afewsavages,
and North America would be the homs of
the bison and the red man. They would
look down on an Egypt in which the pyra~
mids had not yet been built, and they
might survey the cites of Babylon and
Nineveh long ere these famous cities had
been reared.

Besides those sidereal objects of which
we bave spoken there are of course others
seemingly as numerous as the sands on
the sea shore. No spectacle which the
heavens display is more impressive to the
beholder than that of & globular cluster, in

= theye are objects in the Gaisxy itself.

The prablem of determining the distance
of & star ifom the earth is one which taxes
the highest resources ot the observing
astronomer. Of all the millions of the
celestial host there are hardly 100 stars

which th ds of stars are beheld pack-
ed closely together within the limits of his
field of view. Each of thise stirs is
iteelf & sun, the whole forming a dense
group of iated suns. Indescribable,
indeed, must be the glory whieh would
shine upon a planet which was situated in
such a system. It seems, however, im-

Magnificent as are all the sidercal sys-
tems displayed to our observation, we
ought still remember that thera1s a limit
to our vis'on. Even the largest and most
brilliant of suns might be so remote ay to
be entirely beyond the ken of the graatest
of telescopes and the most sensiive of
photographic plates. Doubtless stars ex-
ist in profusion elsewhers than i those
parts of space which alone come within
range of our instrumnents. As space is
boundless, it follows that the regions
through which our telescopes have hitherto
conveyed our vision must be as nothing in
comparison with the r2alms whose contents
must ever remain utterly unknown. In-
numerable as may teem the stars whose
existence is already mani‘est, there is
every reason to believe that thay do not
amount to one-millionth pirt of the stars
which occupy the impzneirable depths of
the firmament.

Of course, sentiment i3 really ineide ot
that cherished pigekin in the girl's boudoir,
but you won't find any girl meking a col-
lection ot the halt-worn-gloves and Land-
kerchiefs the faced umbrellis ard down-
at-heel slippers of hzr masculice friends.
Cas:-cff clothing doesn’t seem to appeal to
her asit dces to the man fadditt. He re-
vels in wrinkled handkerchiefs, gloves
which show sigrs of taving teen worn, and
discarded parasols. The man with the
mo:t comprehersive lay-out of such
articles easily imagines that Lis reputation
as a lady killer is establisted. He moons
over them when the fellows are around.
He looks unutterable things as he furls and
unfurls a fan, and he gives the impression
that he could a tala unfold of what took
placé under the shadow of that rcse-col-
ored parasol which hangs spread ovcr the
corner of his divan (m2n with euch collect-
ions always have divans), but discretion
forbids him to speak.

Scme tim:shis love of himeelt and his
desire to appear as a corquering hero is
too strong for him, and then there isno
more contemptible or deadly an ¢nemy to
innozence than he is. He takes his ccl-
lection, item by item, and Le romazces to
his heart’s content over it. The way he
pressed the hand which once occupied this
glove or received a stealthy and flattering
pressure—**Gad !

er Bendo on July 3 while passing Cape
Hatteras.
Tt is seldom such a large number of
whales is scen at one time, snd it is mot
frequent that six buge whirling, roaring
waterspouts sweep down upon s vessel, so
that when & half dezen columns of water
are met by an army of ses monsters the
evcnt beccmes of coneideratle importance
and interest to seafaring men.
@& Through the Bendo, which arrived at
Philadelpbis on Moncay lsst fiom Rio
Janeiro, travelled over tke route upon
which sea cerpents are frequently seen,
these is no claim made to having sighted
any of these very common reptiles, and for
this reason the crew asserts that the ter-
rible marine fray which ttey witressed
mu: t be accepted as truth.
Tle waterspouts caused by the cyclore
on the dcep were of immense proportiors,
mea uring about 150 feet in diametcr at
the base, and tapering up gradually like &
huge cone to a point where the diameter
was less than a foot. Above ttis the cone
was formed in inverted shape, until it re-
sembled a great funnel. Theie were six
of them and ttey resembled beautifully
tinted columrs, suf porting the heavy masscs
of dark black clouds above, wlile below
rolled the Atlantic.
The Bendo struck the storm about noon,
and had considerable difficulty in weatter-
ing the hurricane. When the crew first
caught sight of the waterspouts thcy were
moving down on the steamer ata rapid
rate and threatening to engult her. Ttey
were in a line and swept forward in such
1egular order that they resembled a equt d
of soldiers moving ucder orders. When
the towerirg misses of water, which tle
crew of the Bendo already decided would
cause their death, had arrived within less
then half amile of ths ship, tkey veered
off to the windward, and then the truthful
sailor men behsld the strangest eight in all
their nautical experience.
Capt. Doyle gave a graphic description
of the scene as he beheld it.  After telling
of tte storm’s approach, Le said :
*It was about 1 o'clock in the af’e:noon
when the waterspouts turned on our wind-
ward, and we were wa‘ctiag the beautiful
sight when we saw a great number of large
wla'es among the columns of waler, spout-
ing streams of water into the air, and

lashing the wa'er into foam with their tails.
There were at least thirty m the schocl,
and {rom their actiors it was evident that
they were engaged at tke waterspouts, jor
with dumb fury they would blindly rush
into the whirling cores, as if to scatter them
to pieces. It was an awful sight.

Letters for Tshitl, 1,200 Miles Away, Must
160 25,000 Miles to Get 1here

In the possession of one of the mussior-
ary perty just arrived from the South Seas
on the Adventist vessel Pitcairn is a letter
which has an interesting nd unique history.
It travelled about 25,(00 miles, while the
distance batween the mailing point and i's
destination is but 1,200 miles, and it went
the most direct route postitle and did not
miscarry at any stage,

The travels ot a letter show, as nothing
else can, the complete isolation of the lit-
tle Pacific paradise founded by John Adams.
Tahuti is only about six days’ sail from Pit-
cairn, and is the source whence lovesick

We rathersmiled at
first, but when he produced seven letters
and told us that ttere was no other way
to lend‘tlum w{e oom:lnfed, ulx:[l“ after
paying for our fruit and vegets we
mm% on our trip. Those letters were
the cause of s good deal of inconvenience.
Wh n the Captain landed in England he
took the letters ashore and went to the
Postmaster. TLen he was informed that
he must make an affidayit and must apply
to the Portmaster Gereral for 14 cents,
the tariff for carrying let:ers from countries
not in the postal unior. Eventually the
letters were lanced in the Falmouth Post
Oflice, aiter we carr'ed them about 13,000
miles. From Falmouth they went to
Southampton, and were sent in” the usual
course of events to New York, another
3,000 miles. Ttey then crosced to San
Francisco and were put on board one of
the Australian steamers and put off at the
nearest point to Tahiti, their destination.
The remainder of their journey was covered
with a small boa*. 1In all, the letters trav-
elled a distance of over 25,000 miles and
occupied four morths and a balf en route.”

TESTING COFFEE.

Meothod in Which he Uses it.
The coffee expert was clearly in a good
bumor when he got aronnd to Lis second
cup of coffee at dinner and was perfcctly
willing to tell soma of the secrets of his
trade when asked how he and Lis fellow
experts distinguished one grade or kind of
ccffee from another.
“‘It is easy enough to mske the cogrser
distinctions,” he said. I could teach a
rersen in a very little while to tell a Java
, | from a Maracaibo or a Maracaibo from a
, | Rio ; but when it comes to making the
distincticns which are required in the t-ade
itis a different matter. It takes years of
practice, and that even wculé be of no
avail without having a ratural taste and
aptitude for it. Then it beccmes a life
f | work. Tke curious ttiog about it all is
that thero is absolutely no standard by
which the work is dore.
**If one were assorting liners, one guide
to quality would be the number of threads
to the square inch and then. would come
the character ot the thread and of the
weave. Every quali'y which makes up
value is in sight end cne may learn to
know these positively. But when you come
to judge coffee, it is like judging a picture
ora poem. Every expert mustcarry bis
standard in tis own taste, and yet I will
guarantee that if I tcst a sample of coffee
acd at the same time (wenty different ¢x-
perts in this city test the same coffee, each
independently of the others, there would
not be a variation in the prices set by all
of more than one-quarter ot a cent a
pound.

t

‘At the same time if you could make a
photograph or mechanical diagram of each
man's idea of standard tacte for coffee, it
would probably te found that the stand-

aad were many ot them wide apart. Ex-
cept &s to Java, ttere is nothing to offer
as & guide. Java is peculiar to itself.
*The only traders who test coffee are the
large wholesale dealers. The importer
does not need to test it except for his own
infcrmation because it makes no difference
to him what the flavor is. He simply sells
it for the best price we wholesalers will
give in competition with one anotter. To
us, although we are not going to use a bit
of it, the flavor of the coffee is of vital busi-
nessimportance. Our success in frade de-
pends largely upon our ability to select
for stock coffees wkich will not vary from
year to year in flavor, in strength, cr in
roasting qualities, and then from the stock
thus carefully selected to be able by
anotker selection or by mixing the coffees
to match in the ssme way, year after year,
the different brands which each’of our re-
tail customers wants and is accus‘omed to.
‘The expert’s first care, then, is to create
for himself a set of standards. You may
Jjudge what a task this is when Itell you
that the coffce in our markets comes from
more than 100 distinct parts ofthe earth,
and that with every wvaristion of
climate or soil the coffee takes ¢n s
separa‘e character. The ordinary citizen
or housewife may find it hard to realize
that there are so many different kinds of
coffee known to the trede. If you go to a
retail store, even of the largest, and ask
what kinds of coffee ttey Lave, the answer
will always be the same—‘Java, Mocha,
Maracaibo, Rio, snd ground coffee.’ It is
in tkese few forms that every kind of coffee
reised in the world finds its final market.
The expert must recognize in each kind
ite characterisics, and leara first to sort the
coffee and then tow to mix different kinds
80 18 to blend into the desmred flavor.

DEFLEOTION OF BULLETS.

Part of Solence is Revealed.

served by the committee of ths Swiss Fed-

ming up the results of the practice shooting
of the troops. It was found that nearly all
the shots fired from the right side of the
range had hit the target to the right of the
bull’s eye, while those fired from tha left
side had, with an equally singular persis-
tency, hit the left half of tke targ:t. The
great number of men who took partin the
shooting precluded the idea that this sing-
uler result could bave been due to the par-
sonal peculiarities of the soldiers ; for while
it may be true that one marksman habitu-
ally shoots tos high, another too low, or to
the right or left of the mark, with a large
number of individuals firing at the sam

target these idioyy ies of mark hip
would be set off one sgainst the other and
the misses would be furly distributed on
all sides of the bull's-eye. It hzcame nec-
essary, and therefore, to find an extraneous
single cause for the remarkable uniformity
with which the bullets appear to bave been
deflected from their propr course. The
wind could not have produced the effect
noted, since in the first place, allowanc,
bad doubtless been made by the rifi:men
for defl:ction by aerial currents; and on

the other haund, if the wind had civerted

the missiles, the deflection would have

been in the same direction on both sides
of the range. An examination of the steel-
clad bullets extractsd from the targets dis-

closed the fact that they had become mag-

netic ; and this led the comm’ttse to enter-

tain the theory that phenomenon observed

slong on both sides of the range at Win-
terthur. Further experiment at the ranges
at Thun ard Berne proved this theory to
be correct, and the ramarbable discover-
1¢s made at these trials may effect anotber
complete change in military tactics.

placed the electric battery. Every shot
was diverted by its influence far to the side
of the target—to be cxsct, the deviation
was fourtsen degrees.” From the results
of these expsriments several interesting
conclusions may be drawn. A dynamo or
! of the requisite power, placed
on the flank of a company of infantry,
would insure the men complete immunity
trom ths fire of small arms within a range
of five hundred yards and upward, for all
of the bullets would be diverted toward the
magnetic field created by the elect-ic car-
rent from the dynamo or accumulator.
Similarly, artillery fira could be rendered
barmless at & range of one thousand yards
aud over. It would, perbaps, be prema-
tura to assert that the consequ2nce of this
discovery will be the doom of the modern
small-bore military rifls, with its stcel-jac-
keted bullet ; for it might be practicable to
enclose the leaden missile in hard bronz:
or some other metal not affected by
magnetiem. Artllery would probably re-
main destructive enongh on the battle-field
by th2 uss of explosive shells. It is in naval
warfare that the discovery may have the
mora important consequences. In Conan
Doyle’s *-Stark Munroe Letters” the hero
is credited with an inventien to render a
warship immune from the shots of an enemy
lacing electric a lators at its stem
and stern. The.idea was to deflzct steel
projectiles by magnetism, just as the Swiss
military authorities have ded in do-
ing. It would certainly be a revolutionary
departmen’ if, instead of encasing our
battleships in heavy bomb-armor, we could
encompass them with an impalpable
magnetic veil which would compel the great
armor-piercing steel projectiles to pass
barmlessly by. The discovery, however,
will give the military aud naval experts a
new problem to work out. In pa:sing it
is worthy of rema-k how frequen: sthe up-
parently impossible teats ruggested by im-
aginative writers have buen tollowed by
the demon:t:ation of their possibility.

LIFE OF A DRUGGIST.
He 1s Expected to m a Little of Every
thing,

““It might seem to the superficial observer
that the life of a druggist was exceedingly
monotonous,” ssid & drug clerk, ‘‘but from
the time that & young man begins his studjes
in ths College of Pbarmacy to that day
when he is the master of a butiness of hi+
own, he is likely to get some views of and
experiences with many pheses of life. Just
sit down here snd I will spin you & yarn of
soma of the things that came to me in my
early days. My first work as a drug clerk
was in the Italian quarter. I had been
studyiog only three months, and was not
allowed to put up prescriptions alone. I
had to sleep over the store, and attend
those who might come in the night. This
was thrusting a great deal of respansibility
upon my youth and mexperience ; for night
calls generally represent emergency cases,
people wio are taken suddenly and violent-
ly ill, or bave taken poison.

*It was a tough neighborhood The
Italian women used fo bring their sick
babies into the store and want us not alone
to sell them the medicine that the child
was in need of, but to prescribe for it as
well.  Oae time I assisted at a minor sur-
gical oporation. One efternoon thres
men, under the influencg of liquor, came
into the store. One of fhe men had & bai
cut running from ths bate of his thumb
nearly up to his wrist, which required about
threa stitches. There was another c'eck
on duty with me that afternoon. We told
the man that be should go to a doctor.
He answered: ‘Doctor for thatP Nixey.

WAYS OF YOUNG OSTRIOCHES.

When They Come Ino the World 'l'hlcv
Bring Their Appetites with Them.

Lovers of choice poultry may be pleased
to learn that Mr. Edward Schmid has suc-
cecded in his «fforts to produce young os-
triches in Washington by artificial incuba-
tion. His first attempt with four eggs ob-
tained from the Norwalk cstrich farm, at
Norwalk, southern California, failed be-
cause of the infertility of the eggs. As a
seiting of ostrich eggs is an expensive n-
vestment—the four costing 25, with ex-
press additional—it wasa serious dieap-
pointment. Three of these eggs were put
inan incudator. The fourth was placed
under a hen on a form in Maryland. Like
th others it proved infertile. Lut when
the manager of the Norwalk farm was told
that the eggs, after remaining in the incu-
bator twenty days, were absolutely clear,
with no air cell formiog, he knew they
were infertile and at his own expense re-
placed them with four more, which were
packed with every refinment of caution
and in due time reached Washington.

Three of the eggs were placed in &
Frairie State incubator of the smallest size
made, having a capacity of 100 hens' eggs,
May 7, and the second trial began. With
this second setling the results were better.
A week ago Wednesday two curious look-
ing ornithological specimens emerged from

The_young ostriches begin life with a
pmd:gom sppeti‘e, and have been grow-
ing like young l'ekin ducks, which double
their wa{‘m every seven or eight days
They began at once to eat Canada E:u.
stale bread, sliced turnips, ﬁm cabbage,
Kaffic corn, and ground bone, and to
drink pintsand pints of wa‘er an1 quarts
and quarts ot milk, Besides these articles
of diet, they sh w an avidity for limestone
grit and the plaster on the wall. They
were put in a pen that bad been made for
dogs, ranged along a brick wall, and they
set to work pecking at the mortar as if it
was candy.

The young ostriches are ceriainly queer-
looking birds. They are of the South
African variety, and at maturity, if all
goes well with them, should be six feet
fall and may te eight. They a'e now
about the size of a big Brabma rooster and
must weigh eight ornine pounds. They are
of a l:lir({l brg:ﬂ ooldar.i'their dﬂ“ beiog
rough and prickly and showing little .
ise of the beautitul plnuq‘am‘ieh tlnpull:e
destined to wear at some fatureday. Their
beadsare flatand snakish in shave; the
eyes bright and inquisitive ; ths bill thick
and powerful; th whole set on a loag,
slender, striped neck. But their legs and
feet are their most marvellous possessions.
They are thick jointed asa young colt's
and will some time be powerful, either for
locomotion or combat. Thereare but two
toes on the feet, one as big as a man's
thumb, the other smaller.
