The value of pulpwood in its raw
conditfon was about $6 a cord and
when manufactured into paper it was
worth $30.

It had been said that if the exporta-
tion of pulpwood and pulp to America
was prohibited, Americans would very
soon find a substitute out of which
to manufacture their paper. Several
tests had been made and it was found
there were about 12 articles which
might be turned into paper. Spruce
which cost $8 at the mill would give
about 40 per cent of fis weight in
paper at a.gost of $13.25 not including
wages—grinding in a 20 ton mill cost
the same as it did in & 50 ton mill
and it would be better to have a lot of
small mills than two or three larger
ones—and while streams developing
3600 horsepower might perhaps not be
readily avallable, they might have se-
veral which would devejop 1500 horse-

power.
Four Chemical Mills.

"There were four chemical pulp mills
in New Brunswick and one paper mill
with a capacity of $2,250,000 at the
present time. The situation with re-
gard to the export of Pulpwood was

The question was one
not only large but of great import-
ance as also was that of the natural
waterpowers of the province and what
might be déveloped from them and
the province should take some steps to
conserve these greatest of our natur-
al resources.

Mr. MacLachlan said the subject
was one which had been agitating the
community for some time and had been
taken up by the various boards of
trade, the Union of Municipalities,
county councils and other bodies where
representatives of people assembled
for the discussion of public affairs,
and he believed the general concensus
of opinion was in favor of the resolu-
tion, the object of which was to crys-
talize the opinion of the House.

People were apt to think that the
supply of lumber in the country was
unlimited, but they were surprised at
times to learn that it was not so large
as they supposed. At a recent forest-
ry convention Mr. Macoun had made
the statement i.a. practically all the
timber of the country was situate
south of the northern boundary of
Quebec. At the present time the pub-
e did not know what the prov-
ince possessed in the way of lumber
on crown lands,

Manufacturers from the United
States were taking lumber in ever in:
creasing quantities and the contention
Wwas greater than many supposed. The
natural supply of timber in the Uni-
ted States was rapidly becoming ex-
hausted and the future supply was
seriously threatened. This was reali-
zed by ex-president Roosevelt, who
established a commission to advise on
the conservation of natural resources.
There was now left very little spruce
in any part of the United States. The
forests of Norway had almost been de-
pleted before the government of that
country awoke to the situation and
passed regulations to prevent it. Not
only trade journals and other news-
papers but pubic opinion generally
had come to the conclusion that the
United States would have to depend
wholly upon Canada for the' future
supply of seventy mills which were in
operation in the former country,

Mr. MacLachlan then read some ex-
tracts from the speech delivered in
the House of Commons by Mr. E. N.

The Legisfature also helped to
hinder the establishment of new in-
dustries by saying that vested inter-
ests. must be protected. Ckrtainly
these interests should be protected,
but not at the expense of prohibiting
other people from taking advantage of
the natural resources of the country.

It was said that New Brunswick was
not progressing but it was not to be
wondered at if that 'was so, as long
as powerful influences could control
legislation. Until they could get down
to an understanding that more c¢apital
was wanted for development of more
power great industries could not be
established.

Absolutely Faise.

The board of trade at;St. John in
dealing with one of thesJ power mat-
ters had called in men from outside
whom they knew would give evidence
against it. He had before him a state-
ment regarding himself and his rela-
tions to the development of Aroosteook
Falls which was absolutely false.

The first year he had been in the
kgislature somebody came to him
and he promoted a bill looking towards
the development of the Falls, knowing
that power was going to waste. The
charter had been granted but if it had
not been this great power would have
gone undeveloped and it was only af-
ter much opposition that the bill was
adopted at that time.

Mr. Thomas F. Allen in his state-
ment to the St. John Board of Trade
committee represented that he
(Tweeddale) had got the charter for
his own benefit and had then sold out
to another party. Such representa-
tion was entirely false and showed
what kind of case these people were
endeavoring to make out against an-
other’ industry which would cause de-
velopment in a portion of the pro-
vince that would enable merchants
to buy and pay for moré goods from
wholesalers and jobbers of the city
of St, John.

These St. John firms had men out
going through the country looking for
orders of goods and complained from
time to time that the province did not
enjoy that progress which it should.
But the board of trade was really
standing in the light of development
and further business for the merchants
in opposing a proposition which meant
the building up of a great industry.
They should get broad ideas. The
province wanted more money invest-
ed in industries if there was to be
development. It would have been bet-
ter if this question had been brought
down in the speech from the throne
and had been made a matter of policy
by the government.

Prohibition of
Of Pulpwood Cut From
Crown lands Endorsed

Continued From Page One.

Whether or not the Legislature had
the power to carry out the request of
the resolution was a question. It might
be within the power of the Legislature
to confine the manufacture of lumber
cut on Crown lands of the province
within the Dominion, but before cry-
stalizing this resolution into legisla-
tion it should be well considered.

Authority for the statement that
the lumber cut last ycar had been on-
ly 60 per cent. of the average obtain-
ed in recent vears had been question-
ed. If the lumbermen of the province
knew what they were talking about
this statement was certainly correct.
It was stated at a meeting of repre-
sentative lumbermen of the province
at St. John with a committee from
the Government in 1909, that the cut
was not mere than 60 per cent. of the
average of the past few years and it
was on that authority that the state-
ment was made.

Returns showed that the cut of
lumber on Crown lands in 1909 was
205,000,000 feet and if this was
only 60 per cent. of an average cut,
the mill cut would have been 340,000,

000 feet. Average growth of lumber
annually on Crown lands was placed |
at 300,000,000 feet and yet it was said |
that the province r of lumber
would never go Last year's
experience Hhad not confirmed this|
view if the statement that the cut
was only 60 per cent. of an average
cut, was to be believed and it certain-
ly seemed that it was too big
Action Needed.
If the average cut of
more than the growth some action
would have to be taken as in a few
years the supply of lumber on the pub-
lic domain would be diminished. The
Government was seeking information
from all availat sources so as to
decide its policy as to the Crown lands
of the province, There were 7,000,000
acres of on Crown lands but
dfrom this of course there must be de-
ducted losses fire and the differ-
ence brought about by bogs, etc. This
was a large area and with proper
conservation it would produce a big
revenue. He hoped that the Legisla-
ture would put the Government in a
position to carry out a policy that
would preserve the timber limits of
the province
There were several phases of the
pulpwood question which must be
considered. There was the question
of the relation of the saw mill to the
pulpwood industry, that of the manu-
facture of pulp and paper in New
Brunswick, that of facilities and wat-
er powers for the manufacture of pulp,
ik of water supply for paper mills
also the question of a market for
paper manufactured in Canada.
The Laurentide Paper Company could
not sell its entire output in Canadal
but had to send part to Australia and
part to England. Part of the produc-
tion of both mills at Ottawa was sold
in Japan. All these matters were un-
der consideration and a committee of
tl government had been appointed
to make an inquiry but the time since
their appeintment had been so limit-
ed that they had been unable to get
such information as would be neces-
sary to formulate a complete report.

tion that would cause the manufact
ure of our products in this country.
That was what was needed to not
only keep at home our young people,
but also to attract others. A law
against the exportation of pulpwood
and its validity had not been ques-
tioned and in his opinion could not be
successfully,

New Brunswick ought to be able to
compete in the markets of the world
as with the available powers the man-
ufacture of pulp and paper ought to
be carried on cheaply in this province.

Mr. Burchill of Northumberland and
other well known lumbermen were re-
sponsible for the statement that more
lumber than the natural growth was
being cut annually in this province.
The cut depended on the market and
the past three years were better than
any three years in the last quarter of
a century. Lumbermen do not say
much about it when a big cut is being!
made assit would hurt the market.
Lumbermen have pot said that there
has been a big cut this winter because
they realize that'if such statements
reached the other side of the Atlantic
the result would be injurious to good
prices. He Dbelieved that there never
was a larger cut in any three years
fn this province than the last three
years and he believed that the cut
Jast vear was the largest in history.
The provisions of the resolution put
into effect would not iunterfere with
small operators who could not be
stopped from shipping pulpwood cut
off their own lamd. He was pleased
to record himself as in favor of the
resolution.

The resolution then carried without
division.

Hon. Mr. Morrissy introduced a bill
to amend the motor vehicle law.

In explanation he said that there
had beey an agitation against the
running of automobiles in different
sections of the province, In some sec-
tions there were people who felt that
automobiles should be stopped altoge-
ther, while in other sections some felt
that on special days they should be
kept off the road.

A commlttee of the House had been
appointed to frame a law regarding
this matter, and in this bill were in-
corporated their views.

Not in Sympathy.

Personally he was not in sympathy
with stopping automobiles on any day.
But this bill granted to municipal
councils the right to pass a by-law
when deemed advisable to stop auto-
mobiles rupning in any county on
Thursdays. It also fixed the license fee
for automobiles at $5, $15 and $30 ac-
cording to the size of the machine
the amounts received in license fees to
be used in making and repairing the
roads of the province.

Dr. Tweeddale said that the govern-
ment now acknowledged that it was
impossible to do what they had prom-
ised and that they could not, as they
said they would build permanent brid-
ges of this province from ordinary rev-
enue, The steel bridges across the
St. John river were a credit to the old
administration, but he wished to call
attention of the chief commissioner to
the fact that many of the steel bridges
in the province were suffering from
lack of paint.

Hon. Mr. Flemming said the honor-
able gentiemen opposite appeared
to have some misapprehension as
to the way the government had dealt
with the expendiiure during the last
fiscal year of $15,679 and which was
referred to in this bill. These bridges
after construction were classified and
reported by the chief engineer as per-
manent bridges and it was therefore
unreasonable to expect that they
would be pald for from the ordinary
revenue of the province. Chapter 1§
of the Acts of 1907, which had been
referred to in addition to the perman-
ent bridges referred to provided for
the issuing of bonds for $197,000 not
one dollar of which was for perman-
ent work.

The Real Situation.

If the honor-
able gentlemen opposite objected to
an expenditure of $350,000 for perman-
ent bridges, then it was up to them
to designate what bridges should not
have been built,

Mr. Copp:—“That is just what we
used to ask you to do.”

Hon. Mr. Flemming asked if the op-
position members would say the the
steel bridge at Fredericton should not
have been constructed. They were
really finding fault in their eriticism
with the building of bridges at Fred-
ericton, Hawkshaw and elsewhere,

Hon. Mr. Morrissy—"They contract-
ed for many of them before they went
out of power.”

The Only Bridge.

Hon. Mr. Flemming said that the
only bridge in the list which this gov-
ernment had contracted for was that
at St. Jacques, Madawaska county. If
the opposition wanted to stop the
building of these bridges they should
oppose this bill. There was no doubt
but that there must be a bridge at
Gand Falls, which had been referred
to and it would be built. All the gov-
ernment was asking was the power
to carry out the legislation which it
found when it came into office.

CUBAN MARKET
SECURED NOW

Mr. Frank De L. Clemens Re-
turned From South Declares
That New Brunswick Pota-
toes Have Captured Market.

Fredericton, March 17.—Mr. Frank
Del.. Clements, the well known pro-
duce dealer, arrived here this morn-
ing from Cuba, where he spent the
past month. The principal object of
Mr. Clements’ visit to Cuba was to
study the conditions of the potato and
turnip market. Speaking to The Stan-
dard he said that New Brunswick
producers have practically secured the
potato market in Cuba, as dealers
have realized that the quality of our
potatoes are the best.

The prices of potatoes in Cuba are
now the lowest in the history of the
island but when the prices go up our
farmers will reap great benefits from
the market.

The potato house secured at Ha-
vana under the direction of the Pro-
vincial Government is a valuable as-
set for New Brunswick farmers, said
Mr, Clements. .

Potatoes can be put into this ware-
house and re-shipped to other parts
of the island while otherwise dealers
would have to encounter the prohibi-
tive rates of storage in the customs
wharves or had their shipments rot.

UNITED STATES BUsY
PEOPLING NORTH WEST

iBack to Farm Movement in
United States---lllinois Con-
tributes $22,500,000 to To-
tal $350,000,000 Taken.

Chicago, March 17.—Fifteen thou-
sand residents of Chicago and Illinois,
taking a capital of $22500,000 joined
the “back to the soil” movement in
the “immigration year” which ended
March 1. About one-half of them
went into Western Canada. Estimates
for the entire country, compiled from
governmental and private sources,
show that 250,000 persons took part in
the migration. Of these nearly half,
or 100,000 settled in Canada, and the
other 150,000 in various parts of this
country, on public and private irriga-
tion tracts, the South and West.
March, the end of the farm settlement
year, also marks the crest of the
movement for the succeeding year, and
the next twelve months promise to
show more activity than the past
year. The amount of individual capi-
tal involved in this tremendous migra-
tory movement for the year was $350,-
000,000, Willlam Pearson of Winni-
peg, who colonized the Last Mountain
Valley, estimates the average amount
per person brought into Western Can-
ada by immigrants from the United
States as $1000 or a total of $100,000,-
000 for the year. The 150,000 who set-
tled on farms in the United States
had an average of $2000 each, a total
of $200,000,000. C. J. Broughton, the
Canadian Government agent in Chi-
cago, has estimated that 4000 persons
went from Illinois during the year to
take up public lands.

! Mopt of the American settlers do
not take up free homesteads, but ra-
ther purchase and settle upon private-
ly owned lands along the Canadian
Northern and other railroads, pur-
chasing from Pearson and other own-
ers “of great empires who are able
to sell on easy terms hundreds of
thousands of acres. The trend of the
farm movement in the United States
according to C. 1. Blanhcard, of the
United States Reclamation Service,
seems to be toward irrigated lands.

Five or six years ago an automobile
standing in the street was rarity
enough to attract a little crowd. To-
day there are thousands of them own-
ed in Toronto, and it is the well ap-
pointed Victoria with its spanking
pair that draws the eyes of the curl-
ous. At the present rate of progress
the use of the automobile will be con-
sldered almost as great a necessity
as a telephone in ten years. There
are hundreds of men now receiving
very modest incomes who have been
encouraged to look forward to the not
far distant day when the rapidly de-
creasing cost of automobiles will
touch the limit of the slowly increas-
ing salary, when they may, without
ruinous extravagance, buy a car.
They hope and expect that the auto-
moblle will follow the precedent of
the bicycle.

The Bicycle Precedent.

When the diamond frame, pneu-
matictired wheel began first to be
used one well known mak® used to
sell for about $200. About the time
of the real boom says the Toronto
Mall and Empire the standard price
was $100. A couple of years later
one could buy as good a wheel as
anyone would want for $50. A wheel
& year old of the same make, its actual
value having decreased not 10 per cent
could be purchHased for $25. Today a
man buying a bicycle can get a ser-
viceable wheel for $25; and some can
be had for $15. Instead of the quality
of the bicycle deteriorating in corres-
pondence with the price, the reverse
was the case, and the $50 wheel for
four or five years ago was a better
one than $500 could have secured in
1895. We now have $500 automobiles,
and, according to Julian Chase, editor
of Motor, they are better than the
high-priced cars of some years ago—
“Much better,” he says, “for a car
which was.not better than they would
not sell at all.” At the same time
he does not think the car which is now
offered for $1,600 will ever sell for
materially less.

The $1,500 Car.

One maker of a standard $1,500 car
recently added $150,000 worth of new
machinery to his plant in order to
keep his selling price down to $1,500.
According to Mr. Chase, the only way
Jeaving aside the possibility of some
remarkable invention, of reducing the
price of the $1,500 car would be to
Jower the cost of steel, of machinery
and of labor and to put less of the
first and the last into it. The man
who remembers the bicycle boom may
not be convinced by Mr. Chase. He
will recall the old talk about the cost
of steel tubing, ‘which was said to keep
up the cost of ‘the bicycle. This tub-
ing was in such demand that manu-
facturers could charge an exorbitant
price for it. Frenzied assertions to
the effect that a first-class bicycle
could never be made for less than
$100 were frequent. Nevertheless the
price slowly but surely abated.

Five Year's Progress.
Apart altogether -from the proba-
bility of further reductions in price,
the improyement in five years are re-
markable, In 1905 the car well
worth $1,500 was of 16 horsepower.
Today it is of 30 or 35. Instead of
8 two-speed gear and single chain
drive, we have a three-speed gear and
a shaft that transmits the power of
the motor to gear and differential that
are thoroughly enclosed in the rear
axle housing. The wheel base has
increased from 90 to 115 inches, and
the wheels from 30 to 34 inches in
diameter. Generally speaking, the
1910 car is from 25 to 50 per cent.
more powerful than its ancestor of
1906, and in comfort and convenience
and general reliability it is twice as
good. In fact the $500 car of today
{s in most respects superior to the $1,-
500 car of yesterday.
What Makes the Better Car.
There are two main reasons for the
fmprovement, or perhaps the increas-
ed demand for cars embraces both. In
1905 there we! 15,000 automobiles
made in the United States; in 1910
there will be 160,000 turned out. This
demand has stimulated invention,
which 18 responsible 1or much improve-
ment; and it has encouraged manufac-
turers to secure the economies insep-
arable from a great increase in pro-
duction, There i8 no reason to sup-
pose that either the limit of mechani-
cal invention or of quantity production
has n reached. As a matter of
fact the demand at present exceeds
the supply. For 160,000 cars turned
out there will be orders for 200,000.
That is to say there will be 40,000
would-be buyers who will have to walt

Increased---High Sea Fleet
Transferred from Kiel to
North Sea.

it
Washington, March 17.—Just two
weeks from tomorrow the German

fleet will undergo the first step in
that reorganization towards which it
has been looking ever since Bismarck
described the Baluic as “that hole.”
In the early days of Germany's awak-
ening to tne value of naval power it
was a counstant source of complaint
that her geographical situation im-
posed upon her fleets the necessity of
acting on the deensive, and it was
not until the present kaiser—remov-
ing military influences from the mar-
ine act and turning his attention to-
wards his North Sea frontier—opened
out a wider uorizon to his fleet that
the paralyzing defensive attitude was
abandoned and it became possible for
the German navy to look forward to
playing & more active and strategical-
ly correct part in a future war. Aprii
1 will see the first squadron of the
High Sea fleet comamnded by Vice
Admiral Pohl (under Admiral von
Holtzendorff, the comamnder-in-chief),
transferred from Kiel to Wilhelmshaf-
en. The development of that port from
its small beginings of 1869 has fre-
quently been described, and it is only
necessary to point out that the port is
now equipped with three dry docks,
capable of accommodating ships with
displacements up to 25,000 tons. On
her North Sea coast Germany has five
Dreadnought docks. Great Britain
has none.

The force which Admiral Pohl will
take with him to the North Sea sta-
tion consists of eight battleships, two
armored cruisers and three small
cruisers, the names of the ships being
as follows:—

Battleships, — Westfalen, Nassau,
nannover, Schlesein, Wittelsbach, Za-
aringen, Mecklenburg, Wettin.
Armored Cruisers.—Blucaer, Gneis-
enau.

Mr. Hazen is accused of imposing onerous condi-
tions to prevent the federal government from leasing
and operating the road. Yet the conditions imposed
as to the standard of the road are those laid ¥own by
Mr. Pugsley himself, and confirmed by Sir Wiifrid
Laurier. The Prime Minister wrote first to Mr. Car-
vell and then to the Valley Company. Sir Wilfrid de-
clared that his letter and that of Mr. Pugsley were a
clear exposition of the policy which the government
intended to follow. Mr. Hazen not only embodied these
conditions in his bill, but he set them forth in the exact
words of the Minister of Public Works, so that there
can be no possible mistake, These conditions are im-
posed by the Dominion government and not by Mr.
Hazen. As Mr. Hazen is providing for the construction
of a railway to be leased to the federal government, he
is absolutely obliged to impose the conditions on which
alone the federal government will take the lease. And
since the Telegraph devoted many columns of editorial
space to the praise and justification of the course of
Mr. Pugsley in fixing this standard, no one is likely to
pay much attention to its protest against the same con-
ditions when they are incorporated in the provincial
bill.

The suggestion that Mr, Hazen tries to block feder-
al operation by demanding that the Dominion govern-
ment equip the road. is altogether unfounded. It is not
a part of the bill that the Dominion government shall
pay for the equipment of the road. That is left to be
settled between the Valley Company and the Department
of Railways. Did any one expect that the provincial
government would guarantee this road to the extent of
$25.000 per mile, and buy the rolling stock besides? Cer-
tainly Mr. Hazen has never yet made any suggestion that
the province would give the guarantee and equip the
railway He would not expect to carry such a
proposal through the legislature. The proposal contain-
in part two of the bill is exactly on the terms of
his statement to the Valley delegation a year ago, with
the conditions imposed by Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Mr.

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THE PULPWOOD RESOLUTION.

The unanimous resolution of the legislature that
pulpwood grown in this province should be manufactured
at home reflects the opinfon of the great majority of the
people in all parts of the country, While Mr, Grimmer
is not yet prepared to give effect to this declaration t¢
the extent of prohibiting he export of pulp wood cut on
crown lands, he is evidently in hearty sympathy with
the principle, Inguiries which have been authorized are
not yet completed, and the government is acting with
the caution which responsible authorities are expected to
exercise in taking a grave departure from the methods
and policy of the past. But we may readily conclude
from the views expressed by the Surveyor General, and
the fact that the ministers allowed the resolution to pass
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Corporation,
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unanimously, that the exportation of pulpwood ' from
New Brunswick crown lands will not go on much longer
Such vested interests as there may be have been served
with sufficient notice.

The United States tariff guestion was mentioned i®
vesterday’s discussion. But the proposition that pulp
from New Brunswick wood should be made in New
Brunswick has no element of retaliation in it. It is
a simple step for self protection, having the object of
conserving our forests and of promoting home industries.
It may be that a market will not be found for all the
pulp or paper that would be produced at home from the
quantity of wood now cut for export. But if there
were a market for only one quarter of the guantity it
would still preducé a good deal more than is mow receiv-
ed, If the other three-fourths of the timber is lefl
standing, the province will be all the richer for it, Mr.
McLauchlin makes the remarkable statement that the
quantity of wood shipped from Chatham was sufficient
to supply twelve mills like the one on the Mirimachi
Yet this mill employs as many men and pays as muck
in wages as the rossing plant which handles twelve
times as much.

If the country were growing pulpwood as fast as all
the United States mills could use it, we might, perhaps,
afford to sell this raw material as we sell wheat. But
we are sending away our capital and getting the least
possible return for it. The legislature is right, it
is time to bring the business to an end.

SOME VALLEY RAILWAY PARADOXES.

The proposition which Sir Wilfrid pronounced defin-
ite, Mr. Pugsley and his friends declared to be indefinite.

HOW TAIT
WON OVER
BONHAG

The following is the account of the
Tait-Bonhag race as published in the
New York Tribune of Wednesday:

Jack Tait, the Canadian champion,
defeated George Bonhag, the :mmlvuri
distance star of this country, by thir-|
ty yards in a special match race at
one mile and a half in Madison Square
Garden last night. The race was the
feature of the annual games of the
New York Athletic Club, and proved|
interesting and exciting from end to!
end. Tait not ouly defeated his|
worthy rival, but established a new|
indoor record, running the distance
in the fast time of 6 minutes and 52
seconds. The old mark held by Bon-
hag, was ¢ minutes and 0725 sec-
onds.

Tait jumped off in front at the start
and forced the early pace, but Bonhag
dogged his every stride for three laps,
when he took a turn at showing the
way. After that the two men alternat-
ed in the lead, Tait going by his man
at the half-mile mark, which was turn-
ed in 2,15, and again at the mile,
which was covered in 4.42

Three laps fromt home Bouhag made
his move and tried to shake off his
rival, but the Canadian, running with
a wonderfully easy and graceful stride,
followed at his heels until just before
the bell lap, when he dashed to the
front with a wonderful and well timed
sprint and opened up a winning gap.
Bonhag struggled on and would not
give up the fight, but Tait was his
master at the distance and won, all
out, by thirty yards. The crowd
cheered wildly and while disappointed
was generous in its applause to both

Inch To Spare Says President Hays.

The Grand Trunk Pacific Company
has secured about 81 acres on the
eastern side of Courtenay Bay for a
terminus and yard facilities, The
property which belongs to the Gilbert
estate also carries, it is claimed, rights
to the beach and foreshore and to the
flats to the Marsh Creek, which will
increase the area to about 60 acres,
It 18 one of the most valuable prop-
erties in the neighborhood of the city
and will give the railway all the fa-
cilities required in St. John.

The negotiations have been going
on for some time with Mr. Harry Gil-
bert of Rothesay, who it 18 reported,
secred a six month’'s option from the
Gilbert estate, expiring on June 1
The price mentioned 1s $20,000,

When interviewed by an afternoon
paper yesterday Mr, Gilbert is report-
ed to have sald the deal had been
closed, and the G, T. P. had secured
the property for their terminals here.
Thete still remained somie necessary
formalities, such as searching the
titles of the properties, etc., which is
now being done by a local firm of so-
licitors, to see that all are clear, but
beyond that everything was practically
settled.

Asked by The Standard last evening
it there was anything to add to his
previous statement, Mr. Gilbert desired
to be quoted a¢ saying that he had an
option on the property and that sev-
eral people were after ft. No deeds
had been signed and he was prepared
to make a deal with the best man who
came along. %

McAvitys’ Were Refused Site.

From another source The Standard,
however, has received confirmation
that the Grand Trunk Pacific Co. prac-
tically regard the property as their
own. It 18 learned that T. McAvity
and Sons, Limited, were anxious to
secure about three acres near the
Marsh Bridge and a member of the
firm called on Mr. C..M. Hays, presi-
dent of the G. T. P, in Montreal to
open negotiations. Mr. Hays, however,
assured the McAvity representative
that the company wanted every inch
of the property and no deal resulted.

It is understood that T. McAvity
and Sons, are anxious to secure a site
where the various branches of the
flrm's business can be consolidated
and that in the event of securing it
the idea of going west will be aban-
doned.

The G. T. P. so far, has not secur-
ed an approach to the city but the
entrance to the property now acquir-
ed would probably be at Kane's Cor-
ner, It was held out by Hon. Willlam
Pugsley when in provincial politics,
that the Central Rallway might be

bought for this purpose, but the com-
pany has taken no steps to lend any
color to this suggestion. It is probable
that some other site by which easier
grades can be obtained will eventually
be secured.
Description of the Property.

The property consists of 31 acres
above high water mark with a front
age on Courtenay Bay of about 3000
feet or threefifths of a mile. Begin
ning from the Marsh Creek at a poin:
100 feet at right angles to the Marsh
road the inner line follows an easterly
course parallel with the old Westmo:
land road, preserving a distance of 10v
feet until it strikes the Trinity Churce
burial ground. Following round the
line of the building it crosses Eghen
road to a point 100 feet distant ana
thence north parallel to Egbert roac
to'a point 100 feet distant from the
old Westmorland road to the Red Head
road opposite Kane's Corner. It fol-
lows the Red Head road to the south-
ern boundary of the line of the Gilbert
estate adjoining the old Dunn proper-
ty.

The area within this line practically
includes all the land from the Marsh
bridge to the Red Head road with the
exception of 100 feet frontage on Eg-
bert and the old Westmorland roads,
which is reserved for bullding lots.
The transfer will also include what
ever rights the Gilbert estate has
in the beach and flats and the fore
shore. It is claimed that a right to
riparian ownership in the beach and
flats can be established as the lines
of the property can be produced. The
boundary line of the ecity passes
through the centre of the property.

Flats Of Equal Area.

The flats which are included in the
sale have an area about equal to tha
of the property above high water mari
80 that the total area to pass unde:

said to approximate 60 acres. The tide
leaves the flats three hours after high
water and if the right to build out to
Marsh Creek is secured it will add
tremendously to the value of the prop-
erty.

The property was bought by the
late Mr. Henry Gilbert about 60 years
ago and, contrary to the prevailing
opinion, a deed of the transfer is on
the records.

HANDS GUT IN"FIGHT

John Murphy, Under Arrest,
Was Wounded in Row on

Smythe Street --- Assailant
Makes His Escape.

As a result of an argument which
started last evening in O'Brien’s bar-
room on Mill street, John Murphy was
later assaulted on Union street and
severely cut about the hands by a
knife in the hands of a man, whose
name could not be ascertained.

Mrs. Brown Claims She Was
Forcibly Ejected From Store
by Constable Sherwood ---
The Principals Interviewed.

Mrs. Ida Brown who conducts a mil-
linery store at 246 Union street and
claims to have been forcibly ejected
from the shop by Constable Alfred
Sherwood, yesterday morning, sald
last evening that she had consulted a
lawyer and would take action against
both constable and landlord.
