Aside from the Roumanian theatre 
comparative quiet continues on all the 
fronts, although there have been 
somewhat spirited engagements on 
the French lines and In Galicia. Along 
the entire front cif the Austro-Itallan 
theatre there have been vigorous ar­
tillery duels.

The situation In Macedonia remains 
unchanged.

The operations on the front in 
France appear to have been carried 
out mainly by patrol parties and by 
the artillery wings of the belligerent 
armies. Near Vermelles and north of 
Y pres German patrol parties succeed­
ed In reaching the British trenches, 
but later were driven out with heavy 
casualties, .according bo the London 
war office. On the entire Belgian 
front the artillery duels were violent, 
while in the Verdun sector near Gar* 
daumont and Bezonvaux there has 
been considerable shelling by both 
sides. In Galicia, in the Brody sector, 
the Austro-Germans launched attacks 
against the Russians, but were repul- . 
sed. The Russians attempted eng?

Dvinsk and Stanislau, but did not suc­
ceed in making gains.

British Repulse Huns.
London, Jen. 2—The British official 

communication Issued tonight says:
"Early this morning a strong hostile! 

patrol reached our trenches east ot 
Vermelles. It was repulsed with thq 
loss of half its number. Under cover 
of a heavÿf bombardment a strong 
enemy patrol of some forty men en« 
deavored to approach our lines last 
night north of Ypres. Tthe few men 
who succeeded in reaching our tren­
ches were immediately ejected. The 
enemy’s losses were heavy.

"There was considerable artillery 
activity at intervals during ttbe day 
and last night at different points o{ 
the front between the Somme alxl 
Ancre and southeast of Ypres. Effec­
tive counter-battery work was car- 
ried out at these points, and also bom­
bardments of enemy position» In the 
neighborhood of Neuve Chapelle end 
Annentieres."

New York, Jan. 2.—The officers of 
the steamer Nieuw Amsterdam, from 
Rotterdam, tonight reported that as 
the liner was entering the harbor of 
Falmouth, England, on December 21, 
a mine-sweeper, sent ahead of the 
steamship to clear the main channel 
cf possible mines, struck a mine and 
was blown up. Seven of the crew of 
eleven were killed. John E. Biro, a 
first cabin passenger, claiming to be 
a naturalized citizen et the United 
States, was taken from the Nieuw Am­
sterdam at Falmouth.

A little over three yearn when we 
would record or register every emo­
tion or action in the crudest fashion.

For instance, we would indicate that 
we intended going somewhere by 
abruptly pointing in that direction and 
saying: “I am going over yonder,” or 
by leaning our cheek upon both our 
hands, clasped in prayer fashion, we 
would say, "I think I shall go to 
sleep." All of that ridiculous mode of 
expression has passed out, I am thank­
ful to say. It really gives one a chill 
to see oneself as one was in thp pic­
tures two or three years ago.

Motion pictures today call for the 
highest form of pantomimic art One 
must be possessed of the gift of pan­
tomime, or else the field of the silent 
drama holds little prospect of real suc­
cess. So, you see, it is all Important 
for one to work for hours before the 
mirror. Practice in this, as in most 
other matters tends to perfection.

Then, of course, one must view mo­
tion pictures upon every possible oc­
casion.

Study every character you see on 
the screen, noting each little detail.
After all, it is the detail that counts.
The motion picture camera’s eyesight 
is infallible. You cannot cheat the 
camera for an instant. That is the 
reason why one's gestures and facial 
expression must be much more accur­
ate in pictures than when acting on 
the speaking stage.

Another thing I want to put down 
right here, before going any further;
I sincerely believe, from what I have 
seen, and what I have heard, since I 
have been in the profession, that every 
girl should have the consent and ad­
vice of her parents or guardians before 
deciding upon a career in the silent 
drama.

If they do try. and make a failure 
of it, the failure is many times more 
severe when they have no one to turn 
to in the time of their disappointment 
That is why I always say it is best to 
thresh the matter out at home, and be 
open and above board before taking 
the final leap.

Of course, there are some parents 
who are obstinately narrow minded, 
hut they are in the minority in this 
day and age. Parents are always look­
ing after the best interests of their 
children, but sometimes it is hard for 
the children to realize it.

I have in mind now a mother who 
wrote to me only last week. She made 
an earnest plea for me to answer her 
letter, personally, giving my advice on 
the procedure to take with her daugh­
ter. She said she dreaded the idea of 
her daughter trying to get into the mo­
tion pictures, and among other things, 
feared she would fail.

On the other hand, she said, she 
could never forgive herself if she was 
the cause of keeping her daughter 
away from a successful career, and dog. 
how both she and her husband would 
be so proud if their child made a suc­
cess of it

It goes without saying that if a girl 
is living In a city or community 
where a motion picture plant is in op­
eration, she will not find it difficult to 
present herself there and seek a posi­
tion at first hand. It is always bet­
ter, as in any other line of business,

I If she can obtain a letter of lntroduc-I tion. But if this Is impossible, this into sketches which illustrate a story 
fact should not prevent the attempt.

There tg everything to win and lit­
tle to lose. True. It is sometimes very 
distressing and disheartening to be re­
ceived1 coldly around the studios, but it 
must be borne in mind that there is 
an endless number who seek employ­
ment in the pictures. One casting di­
rector has aptly said, in a spirit of sar­
casm. that the world, to him, seemed 
to be made up of two classes of peo­
ple—those in motion pictures and 
those trying to get in. And Indeed it 
might almost seem so. At the same 
time, there is always a chance for real

One of the chief requisites is deter­
mination and stick-to-itlveness. Do not 
be afraid to go back tomorrow, if you 
have been abruptly dismissed today.
Yesterday it might have been imposs­
ible to use you if you paid your way 
in; but today they might have need 
of a dozen girls of just your type.
Above all, keep your temper, be sweet 
mannered, for a happy disposition 
adds at least fifty per cent, to one’q 
appearance. Be persistent, but not 
overbearing in your demeanor.
