One Million Tons Will be Pro-
duced in November and De-
cember, and Half Million a
Month Thereafter.

New York, Nov, 16.—The govern-
ment intends to return to this coun-
try speedily a large part of the Am-
erican Expeditionary Forces, Edward
N. Hurley, chairman fo the United
States Shipping Board, announced
here. tonight on the eve of his de-
parture for Europe to arrfmge the de-
tails of their transportation.

To offset the loss of transport ton-
nage through the withdrawal of Brit-
ish ships hitherto engaged in carrying
American soldiers overseas, Mr. Hur-
ley hopes to utilize 256 or 30German
a nd Austrian liners with accommoda-
tions for 4,000 men each. In compen-
sation for the “loan” of these vessels,
he said, food woud be sent to the neo
ple of Central Europe on their return
voyages,

Mr. Hurley said the shipping board
would be able to bring troops back at
the rate of 800,000 a month, “if the
war department wants them returned
as fast as that."”

He would meet General Pealhing

PAPER COSTS
EXPLAINED

Gov't Accountant Says His
Figure Was Based on Stories
Told by Manufactyrers—
Excessive Profits Shown.

Ottawa, Nov. 15.—A day’s fight by
paper mill counsel against the examin-
ation of Government Accountant G. T.
Clarkson, in the newsprint appeal case
came to an end this morning, when
the paper control tribunal permitted
newspaper counsel to call him. A fea-
ture of his evidence was his announce-
ment that Commissioner Pringle since
fixing the price of newsprint in Sep-
tember, has ordered him to further ex-
amine costs in six paper mills, follow-
ing the lines laid down in the newspa-
per questionnaire of September. Equal-
ly important was his declaration that
the costs which he presented before
Mr. Pringle had to be based, in part,
upon arbitrary values for stumpage,
sinkage, etc., and upon such deprecia-
tion as the books of the companies
d. "

The report prepared fof Mr: Olark-
som by his assistant, W. D. Tayler,
shows that the Laurentide’s cost per
ton ranged as low as $38.48 plus $1.11
selling cost, in July, om a stumpage
basis of $2, up to only $46.60 in Sep-
tember, though the latter figure is
based on the company’s own methods
of compilation and includes $1.16 due
to changing the method of charging
for depreciation. This action was tak-
en by the companies in September.

IN NICK OF TIME

More ‘Than a Million Men

London, Nov. 15.-—The military aw
thorities now publicly reveal how
near disaster the German army was
when the ‘armistice was signed. it
was estimated that only three days
separated the enemy from complete
collapse. Foch had prepared another
great attack east of the Meuse which
would have been the coup de grace,
Even without this after three more
days of fighting the German army

would have proken in two.

The Franco-British wedge of the
last days made such progress that
not only some seventy divisions of
Prince Rupprecht’s command were
compelled to retreat but sixty odd dis
visions of the German Crown Prince
had also to plunge through the same
gap mensuring about eight miles be
tween Holland and the . Allied line
north of Rethel. Thg quick removal
of even one of these armies through
this gap was an impossible task. The
confusion was so great behind the
German lines that the ememy armis-
tice delegation pleaded to be allowed
time to remove some of the conges-
tion before beginning evacuation.

Despite the five days allowed the
German communications the great
muddlg in withdrawal may still cause
the Allies trouble. Revolutionary
councils have been instituted in the
German army and some elements
even talk of further resistance.

In view that either side may termi-
nate the armistice in 48 hours, the
Allied demoblilization cannot begin for
some time. The German retreat was
being carried out by the defeated de-
moralized troops at the same time as
the revolution in their country, and
it discipline cracks it is difficult te
tell what may happen. Foch has al
ready been compelled to call the Ger
man high command’s attention to the
acts of violence against inhabitants
and he has threatened with flerce
firmness that if these acts do not
cease within a very short period the
Allied high command will be oblighd
to take steps to end them.

Full discipline is being maintained
in the British army, Bonar Law stat-
ed to the parliament, although the
armistice has been signed the death
penalty of the British army has not
been abolished.

This workmen's compensation act is
jsomewhat new to the people of, New
Brunswick, although every other prov-
ince in Canada, excepting our own and
Quebec, have been having the advan-
‘tages of it for some time. The filing of
statements of wages now being made
by all employers of labor in the prov-

. ipce 'is the first step. As the act goes

into. operation on Jan, 1, 1919, officials
have their work cut out to get books
into shape before claims for compen-
sation, etc., commence to come in.

The Workmen's Compensation AGt is
clothed in such technical and legal
language that many citizens are yet
not quite clear on its contents. It pro-
vides money compensation amounting
to 55.per cent. of a man’s or woman'’s
wages during & period of idléness en-
forced by injury sustained while at
work., The lowest compensation paid
will be $6 per week and the highest
is based upon a maximum salary of
$1,600,

For instance: No matter how low a
wage'a person may be earning they
will at least get $6 weekly if hurt
while on the job. On the other hand
the board will not attempt to pay 56
per cent. of any salary higher than
$1,600. This makes it necessary for
employers, when making their staie-
ment to the board, to pare the sal-

The act is not intended

@ safeguard for high-salaried peo-
ple, it is a moderate wage earner’s in-
surance.

Employers of labor of all kinds are
legally compelled to make a yearly
statement of the wages they disburse,
giving the monthly pay-roll and de-
ducting all excesses over $1,600 sal-
aries as above outlined. The working
people, so-called, and others whom an
employer may desire to come within
the benefits of the act, are reported to
the board. Some em yers are omit-
ting to include salar of their office
help and other non-risky jobs, so as
to reduce the assessment upon their
total.

Assessments upon employers range
from one-half of one per cent. to as
high as five per cent., according to the
nature of the industry and the risk its
employes entail. It is upon the total
wages submitted for the year that
this tax will be made. The money so

Present Price of Milk Too
High—Dealers Also Ques-
tioned.

Commissioner Bullock—Can you
give us any idea of your overhead
charges?

Mr. McMulkin—1 could give it to
you at the dairy.

" Commissioner Bullock—You do not
want to make it public. 1s that the
reason you cannot give it now?

Mr. McMulkin—Yes.

As the reporters present refused to
stand for ‘“star chamber” proceed-
ings, Mr. McMulkin declined to an-
swer the question.

Extracts from evidence by C. W.
McMulkin at the milk investigation.
committee appointed by the city coun-
committe appointed by the city coun-
cil was held last evening at city hall.
Commissioner Fisher acted as chair-
man. Mrs. J. W. V. Lawlor, Mrs. W.
Edmond Raymond, C. W. McMulkin
and A, E. Macaulay were heard and
the meeting adjourned at the call of
the chair.

The first witness was Mrs. J. W. V.
Lawlor, president of the Housewives’
League. She stated that from invest-
igations conducted by the league she
had come to the conclusion that the
present price of milk was too high.
A member of the league had bought
three cows and bought every pound
of feed, sold the milk at ten cents
per quart and made a good profit. In
this price, however, was no charge
for delivery, as she had not delivered
it. The league had last year conduct-
ed an investigation into the price of
milk and at a conference with the
city council and the producers had
heard a statement read which showed
at that time a herd of 25 cows was
making a loss The man who read
the statement had afterwards practi-
cally admitted to her that this state-
ment was “cooked.”

She also believed the distribution
system was all wrong. It should be

centralized. The city should route
the ¢ and allot districts to the
dealers. She also advocated the shut-

ting out of the Kings county milk
producers unless they would decrease
the price of milk. She understood the
price at which milk was sold was set
by the Kings County Association, and
theip present action brought them
within the scope of the order-in-coun-
cil forbidding the increasing of the
price of foodstuffs without the cno-
sent of the Food Board. She consid-
ered it a disgrace the way milk was
delivered in St. John, and it was a
shame to ask fourteen cents per quart
for the quality of milk furnished.
Her solution of the problem was to
use condensed milk, which was much
cheaper,

Mr. McMulkin suggested to Mrs.
Lawlor that it would be better to
have the delivery centralized by hav-
ing it all handled by one concern
than by having the council route the
city, as was the case in Ottawa.

Mrs. W. F. Raymond suggested the
necessity of all milk being clarified
and pasteurized before being deliver-
ed and all sent to the customer ‘n
bottles. She told of an investigation
into the way it was handled in the
grocery stores, which certainly was

not sanitary. She believed there
gshould be a regulated price, and that
price -should be within the reach of
all

(. W. McMulkin, manager of the

Pacific Dalries, was the next witness.

Commissioner Bullock asked what
the price of milk in Ottawa was, and
was told last summer it was either
twelve or thirteen cents per quart.
Asked as to where they got thelr milk
Mr. McMulkin sald it was all obtain-
ed from farmers in Kings county, but
all were not members of the associ-

ation.
In regard to the recent increase the

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s Italy Will Extend Friend-
ship to Austrian Peoples if
They Deserveit.

Rome, Nov. 13.—Now that Austria-
Hungary is out of the war, ltaly is
ready to extend to the peoples of that
empire, under certain conditions, the
hand of friendship, Senator Guglielmo
Marconi, head of the Italian mission to
the United States in 1917, said to the
Associated Press.

“Austria's final collapse,” said Sen-
ator Marconi, “was caused by the
splendid oftensive of our army. It
has brought definite victory within our
yeach. We may still look for some lit-
tle trouble in bringing Germany to her
senses, but with Austria definitely out
of the war and with Italy's veteran
legions free to throw themselves
against Germany, either on the French
front or by wounding her side through
Bavaria," we ought not to be long in
convincing the Teutons of the futility
of further resistance.

“Italy may well be proua of her sol-
diers and sailors. There is perhaps no
other instance in history of an army
which suffered such a r rse as Capo-
yetto, retreating belo the devastat:
ing rush of the enemy, and yet suc-
ceeding in turning like a stag at bay
and holding up that enemy benind a
scant protection mountains and
rivers until help could arrive, and thean
within a year throw itself forward and |
force the enemy to surrender. It is
indeed a noble achievement which re-|
flects more glory on the ltalian arms
than if the retreat from the Isonzo had
never oceurred

“My countrymen may well be proud |
also of our navy There is no other
nation in this war which can point to
such men as Rizzo, Pelligrini, Rosetti
and Paolioei, who not only had

WOMEN IN PARLIAMENT.

At a time when thrones are tumb-
ling and mighty empires disappearing
over-night, it requires a vast transfor-
mation in human society to attract
even momentary attention, says the
Ottawa Journal. Of such a character
is the event whereby the British
House, without even as much as a
division, passed the second reading of
a bill giving women the right to sit
in the House of Commons. When as
late as 1865 John Stuart Mill placed a
woman suffrage plank in his elegtion
platform he was hooted as a danger-
ous visionary. And in later years
great British leaders, men even who
like Mr. Gladstone and Mr. Asquith,
called themselves Liberals, stood out
stubbornly against British  rights.
When these things are considered,
when the flerce, passionate struggles
of the Sufragette leaders right up to
the threshold of the war are remem-
bered, the meaning of what has now
taken place becoumes strikingly sig:
nificant. It is an indication that the
war has fundamentally altered old
political viewpoints, prejudices, and
creeds. Today upwards of 6,000,000
women in the British Isles have the
right to vote. The coming election
will probably see women take their
places in the British House of Com-
mons. Truly, we are living through
history making years.

‘When the Reform Bill became law,
Robert Low bitterly declared ‘“‘we
must educate our masters.” No such
taunt can be directed against the six
million new masters of the British
House. Women have shown in this
war, by their patriotism, by their sac-
rifices, by their adaptability to all
form of effort required of them, that
they need no education from men re-
garding duties and responsibilities of
citizenship.

What of our women in Canada? Un-
fon Government has given them the
right to vote. Can it now, in face of
what Britain has done, deny them en-
trance to Parliament? Surely not.
The only logical thing to do—and we
feel sure it will be done—is to follow
the British example. We may even
be able to go further than Great Bri-
tain. Lord Robert Cecil, according
to the cables, favored women being
admitted to the House of Lords, but
said that difficulties prevented such
action. We do not know what diffi-
culties the noble Lord had in mind,
but we feel sure that they do not ap-
ply to our Senate. And if women

Rumors on the go Again
About Changes in the Man-
agement of the C. G. R—

Moncton, Nov. 15.~Evidence taken
in the case of Willlam O'Connell
charged with attempting to start a
riot on Monday night last, is to be
submitted to Attorney General Byrne
to decide as to whether there is suffi-
cient evidence to place the accused
(n trial. One of the returned soldiers
in giving gvidence today stated that
ke understood the mayor had given
the boys the freedom of the city to
celgbrate the Allied victory.

Pplice Maglstrate Steeves refused
to dismiss the case, but decided to
submit evidence to the Attorney
General.

As in other parts of the provinces,
Moncton was hard hit by yesterday's
snow and wind storm. The city has
been practically isolated for two daya
8o far as telegriph and telephone ser-
vices are concerned. Not in many
years has the telegraph service been
8o completely disrupted as during
Thursday's storm. Kast of Moncton
telegraph and telephone wires are
badly down, poles-being broken off.
In country distriets the telephone has
been put completely out of business,
and a week or more will be required
to give anything like the usual service.

The city council tonight made a
grant of $300 to the local G.W.V.A.
organization, and in addition $50 per
month until the association is on a
self-sustaining basis.

Moncton's Victory Loan figures to-
night had reached a total of $940,000,
and the total for the city and county
is now about $1,600,000.

Employees of the C.G,R., all one
system, have subscribed a total of
$1,109,000. The objective was a mil
lion, and the C.G.R. has gone over
the top.

Periodical rumors of changes in the
C.G.R. management are again in cir-
culation here, but it can be stated
positively that there is no foundation
to the reports. F. P, Brady, assistant
manager of the C,G.R. lines located
&t Cochrane, is here on a trip, but
the rumor that he is returning to
Moncton to locate is on the same
basis as the other réports
