Citizens Still Have Plenty for Fuel—Man-
agement of the Company More :
Hopeful.

Windsor, Jan. 4—The citizens of
Windsor still hdve an abundance of
natural gas for fuel, although the pres-
sure was very low at certain times yes-
terday. The management of the gas
company is now more hopeful of being
able to supply gas to all consumers.Sev-
eral large business places have stopped

ply for private houses.
Natural gas in large guantities has

been struck at Rondeau, Kent county,
Ontario.

Detroit Free Press: Manager Wal-
bridge, of the Detroit City Gas Com-
pany, was in almost joyous condition |
of mind last evening when a Free Press |
representative called on him. The rea-
son was that he felt confident it would
not be found necessary to cut off the
supply of natural gas from consumers,

unless there is an unexpected change
in conditions.

The pressure at the river front yes-
terday went up considerably, but it
did not reach the normal figure. At 6
o'clock last eveninz it was 3several
pounds heavier than at the same hour
‘Wednesday evening. Mr. Walbridge
stated last evening that he £nd his'staif
could form no idea of the number who
have cut off their natural gas connec-
tions.

While the danger of the supply giv-
ing out is considered to have passed,
consumers of natural gas are warned
to keep a close watch on their stoves
and furnaces, and once the gas is seen
to have been cut off, especially if ithis
should happen during the night, to close !
all valves and cocks and keep them |
closed until late in the day, when the
company would, aceording to present
intentions, turn the gas into the pipes
again, after giving notice through the
newspapers.

WHAT MAY HAPPEN

The warning statement from the gas
company has caused alarm among
Windsorites, very few of whom do not
use natural gas. Should it give out,
there is not a sufficient supply of woocd
or coal stoves in the city to furnish all
who would need them. In many cases
the loss of the gas would entail great
hardship among the poorer class of cit-
izens, who have only the gas stoves,
and no money with whieh to purchase
others. The city schools would have
to be closed, as they are all heated with
gas. The city hall is also heated by
gas, and the officials will be forced to
