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THE REV. JOSEPH WHEELER.

The Rev. Joseph Wheeler, of Bolton village, was born at
Lingbridge Deverhill, Wiltshire, England, Sept. 4th, 1808. Hse
vas the youngest of a family of six children—three boys and
three girls. But little 18 known of his parents, except that they
were poor, and attended the Independent Chapel of the place.
The very limited earlv education he enjoyed was received at the
ti:l}‘ school connected with the rilzzllt". t{1s mother died when
he was but ten years of age. His father soon married again,
and the further superintendence of his earlier life was left to him
and the boy’s stepmother. He was put to the occupation of a
tile-maker 1in his native town. Two months and a dav after he
becdame of age, he was united in marriage to Miss Mary L. Cow-
ley, of the same place, who for nearly half a century was the af-
{ectionate partner of his joys and sorrows, and who, with an
adopted daughter respectubly settled in life, now survives to
mourn his loss.

Mr. and Mrs. Wheeler, with others of their native town,
emigrated to Canada 1 the year 1831. Thair place of settle-
ment was in the township of Dummer, in the neighbourhood of
Rice Lake. After a brief period. the summer frost and unac-
customed backwoods toils drove tliein to the State of New Y ork.
Here our subjeet took up the trade of a carriage ironer. i
must have been while here, or immediately after his return to
Canada, that he gave himsell more decidedly than ever to the
service of the Saviour. Lines entitled ““ Mother's Grave,” writ-
ten at the age of fourteen, show not only the high estimate in
which he held her, but breathe a spirit of Christian resignation
and hope which indicates that his early religious educatipn had
been neither neglected nor fruitless.  Buat, July 27th, 1837, he
entered into formal covenant with the Lord by an * INpeNrURE,”
stgned and sealed, 1n which he deelares, “1 do Ilt'l'vl»_\' and this
day render myself unreservedly to thy service, O, Lord.” Not
very far from this time, 1t was, doubtless, that the Rev. J. Roaf,
of Toronto, *“ found him near Norwood by Rice Lake, blacksmith-
ing and preaching, and was taken with him.” In the year of his
ordination, 1839, he records ‘‘ a renewal of a former covenant,”
March 14th, in which he prays: ‘ henceforth, O, God, give
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me, to live unanxious in
matter.”

for many years, says, ‘‘ He impressed you as being a man of

For instance: once he had
come to Georgetown, and his horse could not be found in or
around the stable in which he had been put the night before.
‘* Never mind,” said father Wheeler, ‘it will be all right : the

Lord will take eare of him ; I shall not trouble myself about it.’

Others thought the horse should be searched for, and, accordingly

started to hunt him. Soon he was brought back, and our friend
remarked, ‘1 told you the Lord would take care of him.””

One winter evening, he and the small cirele of his household
had been singing, Le accompanying on the bass-viol. At the
mention of bedtime, the programme was about to be changed
when Mrs. W. remarked, “ we have nothing in the house tol
breakfast.”  Quaintly and cheerily our friend re plies, ““ 1f that
ve the case, we may as well have another tune.” And they forth-
with begin again, doubtless, some appropriate hymn. While
they are singing a rap is heard at the door, and a person resid-

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Our subject, like the great Apostle, did not disdain to * la-
bor, working with his own hands.” A somewhat blunt country-
man of his own used to say to him, ‘ Ah, mun, the Lord spoiled
a good mechanic when he made yo a preacher.” But this was
a mistake, he was a good mechanie still. We have not space to
enumerate his varied, useful Christian work by means of this
aift of God in him. But a few days before his death, he repaired
a clock for an English-church woman in the village. She subse-
quently remarked, ‘I shall never forget his conversation while
he was at work that day.”

He wrote hymns of no mean merit ; he composed musie and
sat tunes to his hymns, and he sang and played them on organs
which he himself built. He was a self-educated man in the
truest if not in the fullest sense of that term.

He was no novice in Theology. He read the Greek Testa-
ment intelligently, and, to some extent, eriticallv. He was emi-
nently evangelical in his views; vet, in a general sense, broad
and independent, without being dangerous.

An intelligent deacon of one of our citv churches, who en-
joyed his ministry, for several years, at its best, says of him.
‘“ In his pulpit he was pastor of his flock, the father in the midst
of his family. His sermons were generally bright and encou-
raging. He loved to dwell on the goodness and mercy of God.

. He was very effective in conduecting the services
of the Lord’s Supper. In these, I think, he was excelled by no
minister I have ever met.” He was simpleas a child, yet mighty
in prayer.

He was a warm friend of the Temperance cause; believed
in Prohibition, but used all his persuasive powers as well, to in.

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In the year 1836, he emigrated to Canada, with his wife
and children. Upon his arrival, he was directed to what 1s
now the city of Guelph, where dwelt a few families of Congre-
gationalists. He was warmly welcomed, and soon engaged to
minister to them the Word of life. The late Mr. Meikle gave
him the use of part of his house, and a horse for missionary
work, and with the other friends contributed liberally toward
his support. A church was organized, and for some months he
conducted service on the Sabbath, while most of the rest of
the week he visited the neighbourhood around, preaching
the gospel. Eramosa, Eden Mills, and Swackhammei’'s (now
Churchhill) were favoured with his ministrations, and in all
these places churches were organized. The latter place pre-
sented such opportunities for usefulness that Mr. Denny soon
removed there with his family. This was at a time when
privileges were few and hardships many, both for minister and
people. Cheerfully, however, he accepted his lot.

From this place as a centre, he went forth to the McClellan
and McDonald settlements, now known as Alton and South
Caledon. Here many were saved through his ministry, and
churches were organized. Other brethren soon entered these
fields of missionary labour, and successfully carried on the
work he had begun.

His attention was next directed to the township of Trafalgar,
and especlally to the village of Oakville. Churches were als:
organized liere, and for years he laboured diligently in this
large field. He was at this time an itinerant indeed, his famil
seldom seeing him except when once in two weeks his Sabbath
appointment was at home. Georgetown, lying between thesc
two places, was without a pastor, and so he was invited to giv.
them occasional service. This led to his being invited to, an:
accepting the pastoral oversight of the church in Georgetown.
In 1851, he resigned this pastorate and went west.

In a few years, however, he was invited back to Trafalgar,
and his wife and eldest daughter having died, and his youngest
daughter having married, he thought of spending his remaining
vears among the people he loved. DBut visiting the friends in
Alton, in 1861, when they were without a pastor, he was pressed
to return. This he did, and soon after going there, married
agaln.

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began a course of reading and study under the direction of
several of these gentlemen, with a view to entering the Countess
College when his apprenticeship was completed.

For three years he employed his Sabbaths in preaching the
Gospel in neighbouring villages, walking often from twentyv-five
to thirty miles on the Sabbath and holding three services.

At the end of this term he became despondent wiih respect
to the ministry, went into business in Portsea, and tried to give
up all thoughts of ministerial work. This he was not able to
do, however. DBusiness did not prosper: he was still drawn
towards the Lord's work, and after a few years he gave up
business, and returned to Brighton. The Rev. R. Stoddart
wrote him urging him to relinquish secular pursuits altogether,
telling him that he was persuaded that he was fighting against
God, and that he was being chastened for his obstinacv in
opposing the clear intimation of .the Master's will in past days.

A vacancy occurring in Shoreham, six miles from Brighton,
Mr. Durrant went to supply the pulpit there, and afterwards
became the pastor of that people, being ordained by the Rev.
Messrs. Winchester of Worthing, and Robert Stoddart of
London. There he laboured for ten vears, when eclouds and
darkness again came over him, and he resigned his pastorate,
and taught music in Newcastle-upon-Tyne, where his success
was such that he had at one time as many as 5,000 pupils.

At this period the thought of coming to Canada, which
had been latent in his mind for many years, revived, and he
sought an engagement, with that view, in connection with the
Colonial Missionary Society. He was referred by its Secretary
to the Rev. Mr. Roaf, who was then the Society’'s agent for
Upper Canada, with whomn he corresponded, and as the result, he
came to this country in 1843, settling first in Asphodel, as the
uccessor of the late ““ Father Wheeler,” who has so recently
entered into rest. After nineteen months of arduous labour in
Asphodel, where he suffered many hardships and privations, he
was advised by the Missionary Committee to relinquish that

field, and occupy Newmarket. Thence he removed successively
to London, about 1848 ; to Stouffville, in 1852 ; to Southwold,
In 1860 ; and the next year to Stratford, which was his last
pastoral charge, and which he volunt: arily ulmqmslu ', under a
sense of his growing infirmities, in 1867. In all these places

his labours were abundant, and, in many instances, were greatly
blessed of God.

About four years and a-half ago, Mr. Durrant was visited
with a stroke of paralysis, which completcl) laid him aside,
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and rendered him entirely helpless, and to a large extent un-
consclous of what was passing around him. All that thoughtful
care and loving attention could do to alleviate the distress of
such a condition, was cheerfully and ceaselessly done by his
children, and his aged and feeble partner. His sufferings,
although so protracted, were borne with wonderful patience, and
an abiding and all-conquering trust in God. Though apparently
dead to all the world around, he always remembered to ask a
blessing before taking food, and always with wuplifted hand, and
“for Christ's sake.” = One day, in spring, when everything was
beautiful, and green, and sunshiny, his daughter, Mrs. Kirk,
drew his attention to the loveliness of the morning, and desired
him to look out. “‘Yes,” he said, and repeated the verse :—

To a dear friend who often called in to ask how he was, his
uniform answer was, ‘“ waiting!"” So true and faithful 18 the
promise of God :—* Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace whose
mind 1s stayed on thec.” Gradually his physical strength
failed, till at last, on the morning of the day above named, the
weary pilgrim, without a groan or a word, was lifted from the
terrestial to the celestial, by the tender hand of his heavenly
I'ather.

On the second of March, the Rev. H. Hughes preached an
impressive and appropriate funeral discourse, in the Congrega-
tional church, from the words of Rev. xiv. 13, * Blessed are the

dead that die in the Lord.” Thus, one by one, the ‘‘ fathers ™
are passing away.

REV. THOMAS RATTRAY.

The following sketch of the life of this recently deceased
minister 1s from the pen of the Rev. J. G. Manly, a life-lon
friend, and 18 felt to be deserving of a place among these Obitu-
ary Notices, on account of Mr. Rattray’s former connection with
the Congregational body.

The Rev. Tuomas Rarrray was born in Dundee, Scotland,
July 23rd, 1814 ; was educated in the University of St. Andrew’s;
and 1n 1831 came to Canada. It appears that his spiritual life
began in Montrea., though by what particular means or in what
manner I don’t know. When I went to Montreal to minister in
1835-6, I found him not only a member of the Wesleyan Metho-
dist Body but accusomed to aid in leading the devotions of the
praver-meeting. He was then a partner in a large mercantile
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house, but about ten years afterwards he entered the ministry
of the Methodist Church in Upper Canada, and was two years
in St. Catharines and two in Hamilton. On retiring from the
Methodist Body, he became a Congregational minister at Drum-
mondville, then at Cowansville, and then at Salisbury, New
Hampshire. A very severe affliction, in the last mentioned
place, compelled him to relinquish all pastoral work in 1857 ;
from which time till 1864, he resided at Concord, N. H., then till
1870 at Concord, Mass., and then ftill -his death in Toronto.
After his retirement from the pastorate, he addicted Imself,
more than ever, to Biblical study. His intellect was clear, calm
and critical, and the great object of his pursuit was the reveal-
ed truth of God. In Toronto, his Biblical studies were chiefly
in Eschatology, with which, as it 18 usually taught, he was
much dissatisfied. He felt that only the doctrine of a historical
Regal Advent could give the key to the meaning and harmonv of
very many Scripture passages, and serve as the principle of a
true kschatology. With this convicetion, he read and wrote
very extensively, and in 1878 published a discourse on the
Regal Advent and emancipation from Sheol, as historical events.
He also corresponded on this and kindred points with authors
and ministers of ability and repute, and was most carnest for
the recognition and extension of Biblical teaching. My own in-
tercourse with him on these things was unreserved and very
pleasant. Six months before his death, his health began to
fail ; but for a good while without any serious indication. Dy
the advice of his Physician and friends, he repaired to Lachine,
to the house of his nephew, Mr. Marshall, on the 13th ult., but
with a strong mmpression that he would not recover, which
proved, alas, “too well-founded, for about three o'clock on the
morning of the Tth, he calmly passed away from the lne nds he
loved below to the inmumerable multitude above. * '

The large gathering of intelligent acquaintances and friends
at his l'uncml, on the 9th July, 18:2). in Toronto evinced how
much he was respected and regretted. His memory is lovingly
cherished by many. His very failings leaned to virtue's side, and
need not be re-called. His departure lias made a gap in many
hearts that cannot be filled, and shaded many a circle of kin-
ship and acquaintance. His friends in Christ glorify the grace
of God in him, and by the same grace are on their way to the
Re-union of the skies.

JF THE CENTRAL ASSOCIATION

After the meeting of the Congregational Union in Montreal,
in June, 1857, the subject of having smaller and local bodies
for the same general purposes, and of the same general nature
of the ““ Union,” seemed to be working in the minds of some of
the ministers, especinlly with Rev. James Howell, then just

A publiec meeting was held in the evening,
at which Messrs. Barker, McLean and Denny, spoke on subjects
appointed them.

Assoclation.” In all these earlier years of the Association, a
marked feature of the meetings was the reports of the State of
Religion in the various Churches. These were always in order.
The same featute is observable still.

During the first five years of the Association, the following
subjects were either discussed by the Association, (in addition
to the subjects presented in the essays read,) or presented in
addresses at the public evening meetings :—

In 1864, the papers
were, ‘“ The views of the Plymouth Brethren,” and ‘ Church
Meetings ; best mode of conducting them.” In 1865, Rev. D.
Macgregor, senior, and Rev. J. G. Sanderson, became mem-
bers; and in 1866, Revs. B. W. Day, J. G. Manly, and R.
obinson. In the latter year a standing rule was made that
the Pastor at the place of next meeting, and the Secretary
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should arrange details of meeting. Rev. R. Hay, the same
year read a paper on ‘ The best means of bringing out young
men for the Ministry.” The Minutes continue, ‘‘ After it was
read, remarks were made by the brethren in succession on the
essay : the genera' opinion being that lack of piety in the
Churches is the chief hindrance in the way of young men d
voting themselves to the ministry.

In 1867, Rev. Charles Spettigue, then of Newmarket, was
admitted to membership. DBrother Spettigue has been dead
some vears ; his death taking place in the United States ; and
he 1s the only member in the Association, in the twenty-five
yvears of 1its existence, who has vet passed away from earth.*
The total number is thirtv-five : of whom seventeen are mem-
bers at the present date. In 1867, 68, and '6Y, only one
meeting was held m each year. A ‘ Review Club,” among
some of the members of the Association, was carried on for
several vears. The members of the Club (generally about
eight in number) paid in two dollars each, annually ; and they
secured copies of the principal literary and theological Reviews ;
and read them in turn ; and the old numbers were sold every
autumn, at the time of the Association meeting, to members of
the Club.  The Club ceased operation 1n 1875.

Recent amendments to the Constitution provide, that
“The meetings are to be held at such time and place as may
be fixed by the Association, or by any Committee appointed for
that purpose,”—and that a Committee of arrangements shall
be appointed at each meeting to fix details of the next meeting.

[n 1872, some Resolutions were passed, and printed for
distribution in eircular form, on the subjeet of missionary
support and self-help ; which gained considerable attention at
the time, hut led to no definite result. In 1873, the Association
Resolved, ““That in the opinion of this Association, a certificate
of mewmbership in good standing 1 any of the recognized
Associations, should be deemed sufticient to introduce to mem-
bership in the Congregational Union.”

[n 1874, a young man having asked the advice of the Asso-
ciation on fhe question of his devoting himself to the ministry,
and the Association, in Committee of the whole having confer-
red with him, a standing Committee was appointed, by whom,
in future cases, such conferences with young men should be
had i the first place, before bringing the cases before the Asso-
ciation. This Committee was to be an annual appointment ; but
lt has not always been appomted there bemg little appare nt nee(l
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*Several have dud since tlns -k( te h was written.
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for it. In the same year, the members agreed to spend the half

hour from 7:30 to 8, every Saturday Evening, as a special and
simultaneous season of prayer for a Revival of God’s work in
the Churches. Before this (in 1872) the Roll was revised by a
Committee ; which led to the dropping of several names. In
1868, Revs. M. S. Gray and R. T. Thomas joined. In 1869,
Rev. D. Macallum ; in 1870, Rev. S. T. Gibbs: in 1871, Rev.
W. W. Smith; Revs. J. A. R. Dickson and S. N. Jackson joined
in 1872. None in 1873 ; but three viz., Revs. R. Bulman, C. H.
Silcocks and K. D. Silcox, in 1874, Revs. J. 1. Hindley and J.
Wood became members in 1875 and Rev. H. J. Colwell in 1876.

The Association has had a new Chairman at every meeting
—nearly all the brethren, and some of them more than once,
having been thus honored. The Secretary, an annual appoint-
ment, has seen but few changes—Brother Unsworth being Secre-
tary from 1858 to 1867 ; Brother Day, from 1867 to 1872 ; and
W. W. Smith from 1872 to 1877.

Meetings of the Association have been held threé¢ times in
Zion Church, Toronto: five times in the Second Church ;: twice
in the Northern Church ; once in Guelph : (Guelph is now con-
sidered out of the hounds) ; four times in Alton ; twice in Speed-
side ; (out of the bounds now) : five times at G orgetown ; once
i Bolton : twice in Church-hill ; once in South Caledon ; three
times in Pine Grove; once in Newmarket ; twice in Markham ;
once 1n Whitby ; once in Bowmanville ; and twice in Stouff-
ville.

Wlhierever the Association has been, the members and de-
legates have always received the most abounding Christian hos-
pitality. It is hoped the presence of the brethren has been, in
not a few mstances, a blessing spiritually. The travelling ex-
penses of the members have generally been fully or very nearly
met by the collections. In the foregoing sketch of the Associa-
tion, and its work, I have refrained generally from giving any
opinions, but have confined myself to facts, drawn from the
Minutes ; and occasionally, and very slightly, supplemented (as
to the last few years) by memory.

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line. We do not deal unkindly or uncharitably with those with-
out that line, but simply decline fellowship with them in mat-
ters where there i1s such fundamental disagreement.

Denominational fellowship and co-operation must be con-
ditioned on the distinctive characteristics of the denomination.
In our case there are no rigid connexional relations between the
churches as in Methodism and Presbyterianism ; if there were
we should have to inquire into their nature in order to get at the
essential elements of unity ; but, on the contrary, our churches
are based on the principle of completeness within themselves
and entire independence as to authority, the one of the other.
We hold association to be next in importance to independence ;
1t 18 a matter not of choice merely but of duty to the Master and
to the brethren ; but it 18 association without aught of lordship
or authority, it 18 a combining 1m mutual interest and affection
for (‘(r-("[u'l':lti\t' action of self-contained and free churches, every
one of whieh calls none but Christ ““ Master and Lord.” It
follows that the nature of the fellowship and of the co-working in
this case 18 substantially the same as 1n those of Christians to-
wards the Father and the Son, and towards one another in-
dividually. It is mainly the same-thing in its application to so-
ciety which has been hinted at 1n 1ts application to the individ-
ual diseiple. There must be love, in order to which there must
be confidence 1 the genuineness of character, and there must be
a going forth of this love 1n practical sympathy and helpfulness.
The love of the brethren for Christ’'s sake must extend to the
associate church, on the assumption that it 18 a congregation of
faithful men and women who love and serve the Lord Christ.
But inasmuch as all such companies of disciples may be expect-
ed to contain defeetive members, perhaps self-deceived, or it may
be Ul]l.\ lil'ltl‘lﬂll‘l'ﬁ, the confidence and affection and co operas-
tion are extended towards the whole, as generally characterized
bv true godliness in heart and lhife. Inquiry 18 not made into
the matter of exceptions ; Christian charity embraces the whole,
and loving fellowship and co-operation do the same. At tne
same time there 18 a principle in the case which may not be
ignored and which 1s essential to fellowship, namely, that the
churches of Christ are to be composed of those and those only
who afford credible evidence of having been born again of the
Spirit of Ged—having passed from spiritual death unto spiritual
life. Without the practical recognition of this principle you

cannot with propriety exercise the unity in fellowship and action
which we exhibit in receiving the members of one church into
another by simple letters of transference and commendation.
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[f such be a true view of the case then it would appear :

1. That precise accordance in the estimate of all Christian
truth 18 not an essential element. There may be large diversity
within the line of the non-essential. The range of truly evan-
oelical sentiment and interpretation of Seripture admits of

numerous points of difference within it, concerning which the
best men fail to agree. The claims of fellowship, however,
require them to agree to differ.

2. Not only mm what we are wont to denominate as

doctrinal truths may there be such diversity of sentiment,
but also 1n ])l‘:lt'li(':l] duties there may be a wide difference
of estimate without touching on unity in fellowship and action.

pastoral service 2" If a church of Christ is conscientiously,
and after prayer, satistied that it ought to receive such an one
back to service, being fully convinced that like the apostle,
Peter, the Master has forgiven and restored, what is the course
which sister churches should pursue 2’  ““ Should intermarriage
of a professing Christian with one who is not, subject the former
to church discipline? ™ ** Is the indulgence in an occasional
dance, or in attendance now and then at the theatre or opera,

mcompatible with good standing in the church, so as to subject
the transgressor to discipline ?”’  Many other questions might
be 1ntroduced to illustrate the kind of practical duties concern-

ing which there may be a wide difference of opinion, without
necessarily breaking the unity of fellowship and action. We
are not without instances of want -of forbearance with one
another in love on such questions, and of grievous violation of
lellowship in such lack of forbearance. Two churches had been
In agreement on the question of the necessity or non-necessity of
an ordained minister always presiding at the Lord’s table. One
of them changed its view of this matter, which, on being reported
to the sister church, she remorselessly cut off the offender.
Uhis occurred in enlightened Scotland, during the present cen-

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tury—a striking instance of the intolerance which is born of
insisting that all should think alike in order to fellowship.

3. General uniformity in church practice as to mode of re-
ceiving members, settling a pastor with or without a council, as
to hymnology and musie, order of public service and such like
matters, eannot be in any degree essential to unity of fellowship
and action. We have no authoritative directory as to forms and
modes of procedure ; each church adopts its own.

We are thus brought to the conclusion that as Christ the
Lord 1s the basis on which our faith rests, the Rock of Ages,
the corner-stonc of our llt)ll('h‘. the essential elements of llllit_\'
in fellowship and work, must be drawn from Him, and must be
found clustered around Him. We must he at one concerning
His divine-human person, through whom we have redemption
and access to God, and in whom is our life. We must be at one
concerning the great purposes of His mission to earth, His
ministry, sufferings, death and resurrection and concerning His
exaltation and reign. This will include oneness of convietion as
to the great need of man, and that this 18 the only supply of
those clamant wants. It will further include oneness regard-
ing the great principles of morality, of obedience to Christ, of
freedom in His service, and of the work of the Church for its
Lord and King, together with faith in His promises and assur-
ance of ultimate results in triumphant success. The fellowship
springing out of supreme love to the One Lord, thus practically
exhibits 1ts power 1n energetic co-operation in all that can pro-
mote the interests of the Lord’s kinedom. In order to such co-
operation there will be required certain temporary or more per-
manent regimental regulations to be agreed upon by the parties
so engaged ; these are not of the essence of the fellowship, but
are nevertheless of much value in earrying on the work which it
proposes to accomplish. To such regulations fellowship demands
conformity. Troops must move in line—companies must act as
parts of a regiment—so that confusion and loss may be avoided.
Much, however, need not be said on this point ; for the supre-
macy and fervour of love for the Master will bring all into line and

THE COLONIAL MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

I'lns Society was established in 1836, and its object 15 to
promote evangelical religion among British, or other Kuropean
settlers, and their descendants, in the colonies of Great Britain,
in accordance with the doctrine and discipline of Independent or
Congregational churches.

The Forty-third Annual Meeting was held in Memorial
Hall, London, May 15th, 1879. J. Colman, Esq., M.P., in the
chawr. The report was read by the Seecretary, the Rev. W. 5.
H. Fielden. The income for 1878-9 was £2,747, 8s. 4.

CHAPEL BUILDING SOCIETIES.

The London Congregational Chapel Building Society has
assisted in the erection of 134 chapels in London, towards which

It began its work in 1853, since which time it has received
and expended on its various schemes $875,221. It has aided
during that period in the erection of 1,036 houses of worship, 1n
36 States and Territories. Its receipts for last year were
$23,509.

CONGREGATIONAL PUBLISHING SOCIETY

This Society, located in Boston, Mass., prints, publishes
and circulates books, tracts and periodicals adapted to explain
and advance the distinctive doctrines and - precepts of the
Gospel, to illustrate a genuine Christian experience, to help for-
ward enterprises of Christian activity, and support the Congre-
gational faith and polity, as professed and defended by the
Puritans of New England, and by the Orthodox Congregational
Churches of the United States. Its income, from sales and
contributions, reported 1876-7, was $71,193. We have not
been able to procure report for 1878-9.

THE AMERICAN CONGREGATIONAL ASSOCIATION.

The object of this Association, which has secured the erec-
tion, in Boston, of a Congregational House, for the meetings of
the body, the accommodation of its library, and for the further-
ance of 1ts general purposes, is, “to found and perpetuate a
library of books, pamphlets and manuscripts, and a collection
of portraits and relics of the past; and to do whatever else—
within the limits of its charter—shall serve to illustrate Congre-
gational history and promote the general interests of the Con
gregational Churches.” The Congregational House has already
a library of over 26,000 volumes and 100,000 pamphlets.
