SESSION OF 1891-92,

The Sixticth Session of the University, being the Thinty-cighth under the
amended Charter, will commence in the Autumn of 1842,

By Vintu~ of the Royal Charter, granted in 1821, and amen-ded in 1852, the
Govemnors, Principal and Fellows of McGill Callege ¢ nstitute the Corporation
of the University ; and, under the Statates framed by the Board of Governors,
with the approval of the Visitor, have the power of granting Degrees in all the
Arts and Facaltics, in McGill College, and Colleges affiliated thereto.

The Statutes and Regulations of the Univer-ity have been framed on the most
liberai principles, with the view of affording to all classes of persons the greatest
porsible facilities for the attainment of mental cuiture and professional training.
In it- religious character the Wniversity is Protestant, but not denuminational ;
and while 11! possible allention wiil be given to the character and conduct of
Qudents, no interference with their peculiar religious views will be anctioned.

The Sixtieth Session of the Faculty will be opened on Monday,
October 3rd, 1892, by an introductory lecture at 3 p.m. The regular
lectures will begin on October 4th, at the hours specified in the
time table, and will be continued for six months.

The Medical School of McGill University was founded in 1824 as
the ‘“Medical Institution” by Drs. John Stephenson, Andrew F.
Holmes, William Robertson and William Caldwell. In 1829 the
Medical Institution became the Medical Faculty of McGill College.
There were no Sessions during the political troubles from 1836 to
1839, and it is owing to this gap that the present is the sixthieth
Session of the Faculty In reality this is the sixty-fourth Session of the
School, which is the ditect continuation of the Medical Institution.

The new building of the Medical Faculty, which was opened
in the year 1885, is one of the most complete structures of its
kind on this continent or elsewhere. It has been found admirably
adapted for the fulfilment of the great aim of the Faculty—to make
the teaching of the primary branches as practical and as thorough as
possible. The facilities now possessed by the Faculty for the above
purpose are equal to those of the must advanced European medical
schools.

D e—
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Through the great hiberality of Sir Donald A. Smith in founding
the “ Leanchoil Endowment.” and of the citizens of Montreal ard
Medical Graduates in subscribing to the “ Campbell Memorial Fund.”
the Faculty are enabled io conduct and maintain the teaching of the
different branches in a high state of efiiciency.

Taboratories, &c.

In addition to the laboratories 2nd dissecting room, thee are two
large lecture rooms. each capable of comfortably seating 300 stu-
dents, and onc small demonstration room for classes of 50 and
under. The space allotted to the library and museum has been
largely increased. A large reading room. has been provided for
students with waitine and cloak rooms.

Dissecting Room.

The Dissecting Room. which is situated on the second floor, is 76
feet in length and 31 feet in breadth. It is furnished with twenty
tables. and is well lighted for work duning the day and night In
procuring appliances for the comfort and convenience of the stu-
dents. no reasonable expense has been spared.

In connection with the dissecting room, there is 2 * Bone room,™
where students have an excellent opportunity of «: 1dying osteology.
There are also two distinct rooms for the demonstrators of anatomy.

Physiological Iaboratory.

The Physiological Laboratory, which is situated on the ground
floor, is supplicd with the most modern apparatus for the practical
teaching of this most important branch of the medical cumiculum.
It contains amongst otirer valuable instruments : kymographs. various
manometers, &c.. for demonstrating blood pressure; myographs.
rheocords, moist chambers, &c.. and varrus electrical appliances for
demnonstrating experiments in connection with nerve and muscic :
special apparatus for itlustraling various points in respiration ; appa-
ratus specially suitable for demonstrating the processes of digestion.
as well as the chemical composition and nature of the sccretions,
and the chief constituents of the t'ssues and putritive fluids. The
laboratory is arranged in such 2 way as to permit of students
assisting at. and taking pant in, these demonstrations.  Duniag the
past seasion important additions have been made to the apparatus of
the physiological laboratory.
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Histological Iaboratory.

The Histological Laboratory is a large, well lighted room on the
second door. It is so arranged that over eighty students can be
present at the microscopical demonstrations. For this purpose it
is supplied with thirty-five microscropes, all from the well-known
makers, Zeiss, Hartnack and Leitiz.  From the large number of
microscopes employed, students will have special facilities in study-
ing and making themsclves thoroughly acquainted with the speci-
mens that are the subjects of demonstration.

Pharmacological Iaboratory.

The Pharmacologivcal Laboratory is a large room situated on the
ground floor, and is now furnished with the necessary appliances for
the practical teaching ! pharmacy. It is hoped that before another
scssion passes away, the apparatus necessary for the demonstration
of the more important actions of many drugs will be in possession
of the Facalty.

Chemical Taboratory.

The Chemical Laboratory is liize, lofty. and well lighted, and
can accommodate comfortably 76 men at onc time.  Each student,
when entering on this course, has a numbered table in the laboratory
assigned 10 him for his use dusing e session.  Each table has its
«wn gas and —ater fixtares, 2nd is provided with shelves for its cor-
responding sct of reagent-boutles. as weil as 2 drawer and locker
containing a modemn sct of chemical apparatus especially adapted
ot the work. This .pparatus is provided by the Professor of
Chemistry, and supplied to cach student without extra charge.
The student is only roequired to pay for apparatus broken or
dedtroved.

The laboratory is furnished with a large draught closet for ventila-
. suiphurcited hydrogen apparatus, gas and combustion furnaces,
Ne. Ziving to the student unsurpassed advantages for acquining a
«-und and practical knowledge of medical chemistry.

Pathological Iaboratory.

In the Pathological Laboratory arcommodation will be provided
“or students or practitioners who desire to carry on prvate patho
«xwcal research.
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The recent additions made to the laboratory include a suite of
roems cxclusively devoted to the study and culture of Bacteria, fur-
nished with 2 complete outfit of the best modern apparatus for this
purpose, including sterilizer, thermostat, Xc., &c.

The demonstrations in Morbid Anatomy will be given in a small
laboratory specially arranged for the work.

The classes in Pathological Histology will be held in the Histo-
logical Laboratory.

Tire class tickets for the various courses are accepted as qualifying
candidates for examination before the various Colleges and Licensing
bodies of Great Britzin and Ireland, and the College of Physicians
and Surgeons of Ontario. The degree in Medicine of this U- iversity
carries with it at the Licensing Boards of Great Britain the same
cxemptions in certain subjects as are granted to all colonial degrees.

To meet the circumstances of the General Practitioners in British
North America. where there is ne division of the profession into
Physicians and Surgcons exclusively, the degree awarded upon
graduation is that of “ Doctor of Medicine and Master of Surgery,”
in accordance with the general nature and character of the curricu-
lum. as fully specified hercafter. The degree is received by the
Colicge of Physicians and Surgcons of the Province of Quebec.

Any graduate thercfore in medicine of the University, may
obtdin a license 10 praclise in the Province of Quebee without
further examination, provided he has matriculated before the College
of Physicians and Surzcons of Quebee, when cntering on the study

Anatomy is taught in the most practical manner possible, and its
relation to Medicine and Surgery fully considered. The lectures are
illustrated by the fresh subject, moist and dry preparations, sections,
models and plates, and drawings on the biackboard.

The department of Practical A:atomy is under the direct control
and personal supervision of the Professor of Anatomy, assisted by
his staff of Demonstrators.

. The methods of teaching are similar to those of the best European
schools, and Students are thoroughly grounded in this branch.

Every Student must be examined «af leasé three times in each
part dissected, and no cettificate is given unless the examinations
are satisfactory.

Special Demonstrations on the Brain, Thorax, Abdomen, Bones,
&c., are frequently given. Prizes are awarded at the end of the
Session for the best examination on the fresh subject.

The Dissccting Room is open from § am. to 10 pm.  Abundance
of material provided.

Inorganic Chemistry is fully treated ; a large portion of the course
is devoted to Organic Chemistry and its relations to Physiology.
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The branches of Physics bearing upon or connected with Chemistry
aiso engage the attention of the Class. For experimental illustration
abundant apparatus is possessed by the College.

The Chemical Laboratory will be open at certain hours to mem-
bers of the class to repeat experiments perfermed during the course,
under the superintendence of one of the Professors.

PRACTICAT, CHEMISTRY.
PROFESSOR GILBERT P. GIRDWOOU.
ASSISTANT PROFESSOR, R. F. RUTTAX.

The course in practical chemistry includes two hours' laboratory
work three times a week for three months. The Students are instyue-
ted individually in chemical manipulations, blow-pipe analysis, and
qualitative determination of the salts, acids, &c., they will require to
use in practice. They sre required before finishing their course to be
familiar with the principles of practical Forensic and Sanitary
Chemistry. Special attention is directed to instructing the Student
in making accurate notes of his experiments and his conclusions.
These notes are examined daily and criticised.

PHYSIOLOGY.

The purpo<e of this Course is to make Students thoroughly
acquainted, as far as time pemmits, with modern Physiology - its
methods, its deductions, and the basis on which the latter rest.
Accordingly a full course of lectures is given, in which both the
Experimental and Chemical departments of the subject receive
attention.

In addition to the use of diagrams, plates, models, &c., every
department of the subject is experimentally illustrated. The expe-
riments are free from elaborate Zechnigne, and many of them are of
a kind susceptible of ready imitation by the Student,

ZLaboratory work for Senior Students :e—
(z.) During the first part of the Session there will be a course
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on Physiological Chemistry, in which the Student will, under direc-
tion, investigate food stuffs, digestive action, blood, and the more
important secretions and excretions, including urine. All the
apparatus and material for this course will be provided.

2.) The remainder of the Session will be devoted to the perform-
ance of such experiments as are unsuitable for demonstration to a
large class in the lecture room, and such as require the use of eJabo-
1ate methods, apparatus, &c.

HISTOLOGY.
PROFENSOR GE(. WILKINS.

This will consist of a course of ten lectures and twenty-five weekly
dvmonstrations with the Microscope, besides a short course in the
pronaration and mouating of specimens.  As the demonstrations will
be chiefly relied upon for teaching the Microscopic Anatomy of the
various structures, the specimens under observation will then be
minutely described. Plates and Giagrams specially prepared for
these lectures will be freely made use of.

While the lectures on this subject are mainly devoted to Special
Pathology and Therapeutics, no opportunity is lost of illustrating and
explaining the general laws of disease. With the exception of certan
affections seldom or never observed in this country, all the impori-
ant internal diseases of the body, except those peculiar to Women
and children, are discussed, and their Pathological Anatomy illustra-
ted by the Jarge collection of morbid preparations in the University
Museurn, and by fresh specimens contributed by the Demonstrator
of Morbid Anatomy.

The College possesses an extensive series of Anatomical plates
illustrative of the Histological and Anatomical appearances of dis-
vase, and the wards of the General Hospital afford the lecturer
ample opportunitics to refer to living examples of very many of the
maladies he describes, and to give the results of treatment.

General Hospital on three days of every week with the 3rd year
students. and three days with those of the gth year.

Instruction is given at
the bed-side, and every pupil is required to take part in the
Physical examination of patients. The mode of conducting
investigations, the use of the microscope, the value of the thermo-
meter and ophthalmoscope, &c., in ncdical diagnosis, are all ex-
plained and illustrated. Senior Students are called upon in rotation
" examine new cases before the class, and to be examined thercon
28 10 their general knowledge. In addition, one weekly Clinical
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Lecture is delivered, bearing upon some case or cases of importance
which may happen to be under observation at the time. Special
attention is directed to Medical Anatomy, and candidates for the
degree will be examined thereon.

This course consists of the Principles of Surgery and Surgical

The greater part of the course however is devoted to the Practice
of Surgery, in which attention is drawn to cases which have been
observed by the class during the session. The various surgical ap-
pliances are exhibited, and their uses and application explained.
Surgical Anatomy and Operative Suzgery form special departmen.s
of this course, and Quain’s and Maclise’s plates are used in illus-
tration.

This course is entircly practical. It consists of bedside instruc-
tion and lectures delivered daily, illustrative of surgical cases
actually present in the wards of the General Hospital. The class is
separated into junior and scnior divisions  hich are taken charge of
by the Professors on alternaic days, when the reports of the
Clinical clerks are read and criticised, and fresh cases are examined
by the seniorstudents.  The surgical dressings are, as much as possi-
ble, reserved for these occasions, so as to give all present an opportunity
of participating in the application of splints to fractures, dressing of
wounds, minor operations, &c.  Major operations are peircrmed in
the new theatre attached to the Hospital, which is so constructed that
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the most distant can obtain a fair view of the operations. Al the
recently invented appliances for the treatment of surgical disease
have been introduced into the Hospital.

This course will embrace: 1. Lectures on the principles and prac-
tice of the obstetric art, illustrated by diagrams, fresh and preserved
specimens, the artificial pelvis, complete set of models illustrating
deformities of the pelvis, wax preparations, bronze mechanical pelvis.
&c. 2. Bedside instruction in the Montreal Maternity, including
external palpation, pelvimetry, the management and after-treatment
of cases. 3. A complete course on obstetric operations with the
phantom and preserved fatuses. 4. The Diseases of Infancy.

5. A course of individual clinical instruction at the Montreal
Maternity.

Arrangements have now been made for a graded course in Obste-
trics, instruction being given separately to third year and final
students.

Particular attention is given to Clinical instruction, and a Clinical
examination in Midwifery similar to that held in Medicine and
Surgery now forms part of the final examination.

GYNZECOLOGY.
PROFESSOR, WM. GARDNER, 15.

The course on this subject will comprise two Jectures a week
throughout the session. The anatomy and physiology of the parts
concerned will be first discussed. Then the various methods of
cxamination will be fully described, the necessary instruments
exhibited, and their uses explained. After this, the diseases peculiar
to the sex will be considereu as fully as time will permit, in the fol-
lowing order :—Disorders of Menstruation; Leucorrheea, its causes
and treatment ; Pelvic Cellulitis and Peritonitis ; Lacerations of the
Cervix Uteri and Perincum; Urinary and Fecal Fistule; Inflam-
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mations of the Uterus; Displacements of the Uterus ; Tumors of the
Uterus ¢ Diseases of the Ovaries,

The lectures wiil Le illustrated as fully as possible by drawings
and morbid specimens.  The Gynacologicai Clinic of the General
Hospital furnishes the Professor with ample material to illustrate the
subjects considered in the didactic Jectures,

Particular attention is given to ¢linical instruction, aad a Clinical
examination in Gyneevlogy similar to that held in Medicine and
Suargery now forms part of the final examination.

The
various spectra of bload in its different conditions 2re shewn by
Zeiss™ Microspectroscope. so weli adapted for shewing the reactions
with exceedingly minute quantitics of suspected material.  Recent
reszarches in the diagnosis of human from animal blood are alluded
0. In addition 1o the other subjects usually included in a course
of this kind. Toxicology is taken up. The modes of action of
poisons, zeneral evidence of poisoning and classification of poisons
are fizst treated of. after which the more common pwoisons arce de-
scribed, with reference ta sy mptoms, post-mortem appearances. and
chemical tests. The postmortem appearances are illustrated by
plates, and the tests are shown 10 the class.

This will include 2 course of twenty-five lectures on discases of
tie Eve and Ear. both didactic and clinical.

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cases illustrative of the typical forms of ordinary diseases of the
Fye and Ear will be exbibited and explaired to the class.

1. A course of lectures on General Morphoiozy and Classification,
Histolagy and Physiology. The lectures are illustrated by means of
the microscope, and by the models and large collections in the Peter
Redpath Muscum.

Practical work in the determination and Classification of Species,
for which the Botanic Garden of the University oti-rs special facilities.

3- Studics in Canadian Botany. This work is prosccuted by means

ZOOLOGY.
PROFESSOR, SIRR WILLIAM DAWSHN.

This course includes a systematic study of the classification of
animals, illustrated by Canadian examples and by the collections in
the Peter Redpath Muscum. It forms a suitable preparation for
collecting in any department of Canadian Zoology and Palweon-
tology, and an introduction to Comparative Physiology.

Students may take cither Zoology or Botany. but their choice
should be regulated by the requirements of the law in the provinces
in which they intend to practice.

Students clecting either subject, must continue therein for the
session, except by permission of the Faculty-.

Students desiring to take both Zonlogy and Botany during one
session must apply for permission of the Faculty.

Students 1n Botany or Zoology will receive tickets to the Peter
Redpath Muscum. and to the Museum of the Nawral History
Society of Montreal.

PATHOLOGY.
Zhis Course comprises :—

1. Twenty-five lectures on General Pathoiogy to students of the
3td year.

2. Weckly Pathological Demanstrations to students of the Final
years. The gross and microscopic appearances of specimens col-
lected during the weck, arc demonstrated to the final classes.
In addition, special demonstrations in Pathological Histology are
given throughout the session.

IX.
MUSEUM.

For the past fifty years, the rich Fathological Material furnished by
the Montreal General Hospital has been collected here. The Faculty
are also greatly indebted to many medical men throughout Canada
and different parts of the world for important contributions to the
Museum.

During the past few years, numerous and extremely important
additions have been made to the Medical Museum.

It is particularly rich in specimens of Aneurisms. In addition to
containing a large number of the more common varieties of these
formations, there are specimens of such rare conditions as Aneurism
of the Hepatic and Superior Mesenteric Arteries, Traumatic Aneu-
rism of the Vertebral, together with several of the cerebral and
pulmonary arteries. The most important collection probably in
existence of hearts affected with * Malignant Endocarditis” is also
found. The Faculty are indebted to Prof. Osler, late of this Univer-
sity, for this collection.

The Museum contains also a very large collection of different
forms of calculi. The Faculty are mainly indebted to Prof. Fenwick
for this collection.

During the past three years, Mr. Bailly, osteologist and articulator
(lately with Tramond of Paris), has been engaged in arranging and
mounting the very large numbes of specimens of disease and injuries
of bones which have been accumulating for years, In this collection
are to be found examples of fractures and dislocations of the spine,
ostcoporosis, congenital dislocation of the hip, fracture of the astra-
galus, multiple exostosis, &e¢., &c.
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Obstetrical Department of the Museum.

Besides the ordinary pathological preparations, dry and moist,
usually found in Muscums, this department contains a complete
set of models of deformed peives. a series of preparations in wax,
illustrating the normal relations o the pelvic organs, the development
of the Uterus and its contents during pregnancy, various abnormali-
ties, wwin pregnancy, foetal circulaticn &c., a series of colored casts
of frozen sections, Tarnier's artificial pelvis, Budin's bronze mechan-
ical pelvis, models of obstetrical instruments, &c.

Additions are being constantly made, and ere long the department
will possess a complete coliection of models, casts, preparations and
apparatus for the practical teaching and illustration of Obstetrics.

Anatomical Museum.

In addition to the alrcady large collection of normal and abnor-

mal osteology, comparative and human, skeletons of various ciasses
of animals, moist preparations and frozen scctions, the following

McGILL MEDICAL SOGIETY.

This Socicty, composed of caregistered Students of ihe Faculty,
meets once a week during the Summer Scssion, and fortnightly dur-
ing the Winter, for the reading of papers and the discussion of
mcdical subjects.

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Society, in which the leading English and American Medical Jour-
nals are on file. A

COST OF LIVING, &c.

This will, of course, vary with the tastes and habits of the Student,
but the necessary expenses need not exceed those in smaller towns.
Good board may be obtained from $13 to $20 per month. A list of
boarding-houses is prepared annually by the Secretary of the Ubiver-
sity, and may be procured from the [anitor at the Medical College.

XII1. i
LICENSED BOARDING-HOUSES.

1. All Students under 21 years of age, not residing with parents
or guardians, shall reside in licensed boarding-houses, unless they
produce written authority from parents or guardians to reside clse-
where.

2. Persons applyiag for a license to keep boarding-houses shaii
produce evidence satisfactory to the Principal as to their character
and fitness, and the suitability of the house for the health and com-
fort of the Studenis. They shall also supply him with a statement
of charges.

3- The keeper of every lodging-house shall deposit with the Secre-
tary of the University, on or before September 1oth, in every year, a2
certificate as tn the sanitary condition of the house from some com-
petent officer or sanitary eagincer re~ognized by the Principal.

4- A list of boarding-houses licensed under the above regulations
shall be kept in the office of the Secretary, and shall be accessible to
all members of the University and intending students.

HOSPITALS.

The City of Montreal is celebrated for the number and importance
of its public charities. Among these its public hospitals arc the
most prominett aad widely known. Those in which medical
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students of McGill University will receive clinical instruction are:
(1) The Montreal General Hospilui.  (2.) The Royal Victoria
Hospital. (3.) Montreal Maternity ITospital.  (4.) The Montreal
Dispensary.

The Montreal General Hospital has for many years been the
most extensive clinical field in Canada. The old buildings, proving
inadequate to meet the increased demand for hospital accommoda-
tion, have this year been almost doubled in size. The addition
consists of two pavillions, the Campbell Memorial, and the Green-
shield’s Memorial, and of 2 new surgical amphitheatre.

The Royal Victoria Hospital at the head of University Street,
will be opened for the reception of patients during the coming
sess;on and will afford exceptional opportunities for clinical instruc-
tion and practical training.

Montreal General Hospital.

During the past year this Hospital has been enlarged by the addi-
tion of two mew surgical pavillions containing over 1oc beds.

Attached to these wings is a larger building containing a surgical
amphitheatre furnished witn all the modern appliances for the carry-
ing out of aseptic methods. The plan on the opposite page shews
the relation of the Surgical Amphitheatre to the wards on the
second floor.

This amphitheatre has a seating capacity of over 300.

Besides the amphitheatre and its adjoining rooms for etherizing,
for instruments, and for the preparation of surgical dressings, there
are on the same flat smaller operating rooms and isolation wards.

The floor below is chiefly set apart for laboratories for clinical
chemistry, bacteriology and general pathological work.

A much larger number of in-door and out-door patients receive
Ucatment in the Montreal General Hospital than in any other
Canadian Hospital. Last year’s report shows that between two and
three thousand Medical and Surgical cases were weated in the
wards, and the great proportion of these were acite cases, as may
be gathered from the fact that the average duration of residence was
only 23.34 days.

The large number of out-door paticnts treated in the Hospital
—upwards of 38,000 annually—supplies illustrations of most of
the discases of infants and children, of very many of the eye and
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skin, and of those chronic and ill-defined ailments which, as they do
not require admission to the wards of a hospital, would not other-
wise come under the observation of the Student.

The large number of patients affected with diseases of the eye and
ear, now attending the out-door department, will afford Students
ample opportunity to become familiar with all the ordinary affections
of those organs, and to make themselves proficient in the use ¢ “the
ophthalmoscope, and it is hoped that every student will thus seek to
gain a practical knowledge of this important branch of Medicine and
Surgery. Operations are performed on the eye by the Ophthalmic
Surgeon after the out-door patients have been seen, and Stu-
dents are invited to attend the same, and, as far as practicable, to
keep such cases under observation so long as they remain in the
Hospital. 1

There are now special departments in the Hospital for Gynz-
cology and Laryngology, presided over by Specialists in these
branches. Students are thus enabled to acquire spacial technical
knowledge under <killed direction. The plan of teachiag practical
gynzecology for the past five yez>S with marked success has been the
limitation of the number of Students to two or three, who, in rota-
tion, assist at the examinations, and receive instruction in the diag-
nosis and treatment of uteiine diseases and the use of gyn:wcological
instruments.

Recently two additional special clinics have been instituted in
connection with the Out-door Department : one for diseases of child-
ren and the other for the diseases of the nervous system.

Crixicar CLERKS in both medical and surgical wards are appoint-
ed every three months, and each one durin his term of service
conducts, under the immediate directions of the Clinical Professors,
the reporting of all cases in the ward alictted him. Students enter-
ing on and after October next will be required to show a certificate
of having acted for six months as clinical clerk in medicine or
surgery. The holding of one of these offices is found to be of the
greatest possible advantage to Students, as affording a true practical
training for his future professional life. They will be awarded on
application at the end of each Session to final Students of that year,
in order of their standing in the primary examination.

DRESSERS are also appointed to the Out-door Departinent. For
these appointments, application is to be made to the Assistant
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Surgeons, or to the resident surgeon in charge of the out-patients
department,

Sessinnal Tickets entitling students to admission to the Hospital
must be taken out at the commencement of each session; price, $S.
Perpetual tick | it taken out at the beginning of the first session of
the Hospital attendance, will cost $20 , if o*herwise, ic., if not paid
for until a later date, $24 will be charged.

Tre Royal Vicioria Hospital.

This Hospital is situated a short distance above the University
Grounds on the side of the Mountain, and overlooks the city. It
was founded in July, 1887, by the munificence of Lord Mount
Stephen and Sir Donald Smith, who gave half a million dollars each
for this purpose.

The buildings, which are nearing completion. were designed by
Mr. Saxon Snell of London, England, to accommodate 230
patients.

The Hospital is composed of three main buildings connected to-
gether by stone bridges : an Administration Block in the centre, a
wing on the east side for medical patients and a wing on the west
side for surgical patients.

The Administration block contains ample accommodation for the
resident medical stafl, the nursing staff and domestics.  The patients’
entrance, the dispensary and admission rooms ave also situated in
this building.

The Medical wing contains three large wards, cach 123 feet long
by 26 feet 6 inches wide, one ward 4o feet by 26 feet 6 inches, and
twenty-one private and isolation wards averaging 16 feet by 12 feet,
<o a medical theatre with a seating capacity for 230, and three
rooms adjicent 10 it for clinical chemistry and other purposes.

The Surgical wing contains three large wards, cach 123 feet long
Ly 26 feet 6 inches wide, four wards each 4o feet by 32 feet. and
sixteen private and isolation wards, averaging 16 feet by 12 fect;
also a surgical theatre with a seating capacity for 230, with six
rooms adjacent for preparation and after recovery purposes.

Armangements for the reception of Students and regulations as to
hospital fees, cte., will be probably announced at the opening of
next session.
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Mouatreal Dispensary.

ST. ANTOINE STREET.

Over 12,000 patients yearly are treated at this Institution. The
cases are of great variety, comprising a large number of pulmonary
affections and children's diseases. Minor operations are of daily
occurrence, and excellent practice is afforded in the application of
splints and bandages. The attending Physicians furnish Students
with all possible facilities. The hours of attendance are from 12 to
2 daily during the winter session and from 4 to 6 p.m. during the
summer session.

The Montreal Maternity.

The Faculty have great pleasure in announcing that the Corpora-
tion of the Montreal Maternity have recently made very important
additions to their building, and have stll further improvements in
contemplation. Students will therefore have greatly increased facili-
ties for obtaining a practical knowledge of obstctrics. An im-
proved Tarnier-Budin phantom is provided for the use of the
students, and every facility afforded for acquiring a practical
knowledge of the various obstetric manipulations. The institu-
tion is under the direct supervision of the Professor of Midwifery,
who devotes much time and attention to individual instruction.
Students who have attended one course of lectures are furnished
with cases in rotation, which they are required to report and attend
till convalescence. Clinical midwifery has been placed upon tke
same basis as Clinical Medicine and Surgery, and a final Clinical
examination instituted. Regular courses of clinical lectures are
given throughout the summer and winter sessions.  Students will find
it very much 10 their ~dvantage to pay special attention to their
Clinical work during the Summer Session. Though only six cases are
required to qualify for the license of the Ontario and Quebec Medical
Boards, twenty cases are demanded by the licensing bodies
of Great Britain. A sufficient number of cases will be assigned to
students who contemplate presenting themselves for British qualifi-
cations. Two resident accoucheurs are appointed yeatly from the
graduating class to hold office for a period of six months each. By
an arrangement with the authorities of the Montreal General Hospi-
tal one of the residents acts as Clinical assistant to the Gynzcologists
for a period of six months, 2 change which has greatly enhanced
the value of this appointment.

RULES FOR STUDENTS.

1. In the case of disorderly conduct, any Student may, at the dis-
cretion of the Professor, be required to leave the Class-room. Per-
sistence in any offence against discipline after admonition by the
Professor shall be reported to the Dean of the Faculty. The Dean
may, at his discretion, reprimand the Student, or refer the matter to
the Faculty at its next meeting, and may in the interval suspend
from classes.

2. Absence from any number of lectures can only be excused by
necessity or duty, of which proof must be given, when called for, to
the Facuity. The number of times of absence, from necessity or
duty, that shall disqualify for the keeping of a Session, shall in each
case be determined by the Faculty.

3- While in the College, Students are expected to conduct them-
selves in the same orderly manner as in the Class-room.

4. When Students are brought before the Faculty under the above
rules, the Faculty may reprimand, impose fines, disqualify from com-
peting for prizes and honors, suspend from Classes, or report to the
Corporation for expulsion.
