Great Britain made no effort
cure any advantage for her exports to any of her
colonies, notwithstanding the large expense en
tailed on the Home Government by their defence
For nearly a century since 1800 German goods
entered all British colonies with the same free
dom as British goods. No additional duty was
levied on them. (‘anada was the first to appre
ciate the severity of the burden which the mo
ther country was bearing in the interests of the
Empire, and Mr. Fielding, the Minister of Fin
ance in Sir Wilfrid Lauriers
the first to take the initiative in granting a pre
ference to British-made goods. Up till the de-
claration of war German goods entered Great
Britain on exactly the same conditions as the
goods from the Dominions beyond the seas: free
of duty as to nearly all of them, notwithstand
ing that the Germans had greedily imposed al
most prohibitive tariffs on_our exports to that
country and to their colonies.
