I'here is no person living, who does not, at
times, feel a spirit of discouragement stealing
over him, As a cloud obseures the moon, as
mists shroud the sunbeams, =o despondency
spreads a curtain before the mental eye, and
everything, in and about the soul, assumes a
dull, sombre, threatening aspect. Clouds
and storms frown loweringly from above
difficulties wall up life’s path ; dangers, like
spectral faces, with large, malignant eyes,
aaze fiercely through the gloaming ; and the
soul, shuddering with terror, and shrinking
from further contlict, longs, yet fears, to die.
"T'his spirit is not peculiar to one class, but is
common to all. It assails the weary and

Masses of rock, however, sull
rencun, some of them 1,000 feet in height.
Ihey are of pyramidal form, and the lec-
turer thought it was here the Egyotians ob-
tuned their tirst hint of’ the pyramids—that
torm being the best caleulated to resist the
clements. The dry sand is wafted to and
fro by the winds, nntil it forms high hills and
deep vallies.  The desert is thus not a level
plain but of very uneven surface. And a
high wind often changes the whole appear-
ance ot the country, by removing hills and
tilling vallies with the dry sand, which flies
betore it. One night, after encamping, 1
wandered to the top of a very high hill, wal-
lowing through the sand, as through a snow-
drift. Upon: reaching the summit, | gained
an extensive view of the desert, but what
was my horror, upon looking over the other
side, to perceive that it was a sheer preci-
pice ot many hundred teet. 1 had just time
to step back, when the sand commenced giv-
ing way. llad I remained a moment longer
I should have been buried beneath it.  This
illustrates the unsubstantial character of the
hills of the desert.

The Shieks invariably encamped at four
o'clock in the afternoon. They always knew
the time, though T never could ascertain by
whit weans they discovered it.. Upon en-
camping they mixed a meal with water, upon
a sheepskin, and baked it in the ashes of a
few dry sticks, and this, twice a day, was all
their food. The sheepskin, by the way, per-
formed a very important part in their domes-
tic economy. Every Arab has one, dyed
with the wool on.  When the wind blows
they hang it upon ther backs to keep them
warm ; when they ride upon the camel, they |
place it beneath them for a cushion ; at night, |
it pillows their heads, it forms a dish, to dip
water, and a trough for the makingof bread !

The Arabs do not talk much, but some of
our conversations with those we met, belong- |
ing to caravans, was remarkable.

Relative Strength of Churches.

A correspondent requested us a short tinie since
to furnish the number of members in the Bajptist
and Methodist Churches in the United States
We had not the necessary documents at hand,
and, althoagh we ordered them, they Lave not
yet reached us. In the meantime we find in the
St. Louis Christian Advocate, an article upon
the general subject of Church statistics, which,
while it goes beyond the request referred to, will
supply the information desired by our correspon-
dent.

We copy it into our columns, under the

belief that it is sufficiently accurate to show the
| relative numercial strength of the leading
Churches 1n the country. It was prepared by
the Editor of the St. Louis' Ch. Advocate for the
purpose of showing the superior «flicicncy of an
Itinerant ministry in carrying out the objects of
the gospel.  The Editor says :

“1. The leading Protestant denominations of
this country are the Congregationalists, the Pres
byterians, the Baptists, the Episcopaians, and
Methodists.

“ 2. These churches were organized in this
country under the fullowing dates: the Congre
gational in 1620—thke Baptist in 1639— the Pres
byterian in 1704—the Methodist in 1744 —and
the Protestant Episcopal Church in 1787. 8o
that the Congregational Church in this country
is 231 years-old, the Baptist 212, the Prosbyte
rian 147, the Methodist 67, and the DProtesiant
Epscopal 64.

** All these have had a ministry more or less
settled, except the Methodists, and what has boen
the result *—Why, according to some statistical
statements which lately we saw going the younds
of the secular papers, the Congregational Cliurch,
after an existence of 231 vears, has a ninistry of
1,687, and a membership of 197,196 ‘1 be Bup-
tist Church, after an existence. in this countiy
of- 212 years, has a ministry of 6,049, and a uens-
bership of 754,652. The Presbyterian Church,
after a run of 147 years, has a ninisty (old
school) of 2,027—(new school) of 1.459, and a
membership (old school) of 210 306— (new
school) of 140,060. The Piotestant Episcopal
Church, 64 years after its organization, has a
ministry of 1,504, and a membership of atout
75,000, while the Methodist Epin opal Churc h,
67 years after its organization, has a tru\rl"rli
minstry of 5,646—a local ministry of 12,000 an
amembership of 1,110830. We do not vouch
for the correctness of these numbers, but give
them as we find them. They are, however, a8
likely to be incorrect, if incorrect at all, in refer
erice to one church as another.

So that the Methodists exceed all three of these
denominations by 490,298, nearly doulling the
whole.

“ 5. The combin ‘d numbers of the Congrega-
tionalists, Presbytenans, Protestant Ejn-copa-
lians and Baptists, amount to'1,374,740. Sothat
the Methodists, numbering as they do 1,110,830,
only lack 263,910 of being eqnal in number to all
the other prominent sects of the country.

“ If, now, the whole subject be taken into con-
siderati-n in connection with thes- facts, it will
be next to impossible to account for this differ-
ence without acknowledging the superiority of
the itinerant system,”

Facts like these show the efficiency of the iti-
nerant system ot preaching * Christ and bim
crucified.” And, if it is not superior to the set-
tled pastorate it devolves on the latter to show
the reasons for the disproportion in the results of
the two systems. But there 1s another fact that
ought always to be taken into the estimate of
the comparative result of those modes of preach-
ing the gospel. W refer to the doctrinal sy»
teme respectively held and taught by thom
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Churches.  There is, not only a difference, buta
positive disagreement on this subject. All the
Charches brought into the preceding comparison,
and governed by settled pastors, are either deci-
dedly Calvinstic, or have very strong affinities
for that system of interpreting the word of Gol.
Tue other whose ministry is itincrant stands irre-
concilably opposed to that * methed of grace.”
The two systems of propagating the gospel seem
to be the legitimate expression and development
of the respective creeds.
