We are more highly favoured. The great 

event—the inclination hat taken place. A true 
record of-it» wondrous details i» before our eyee, 
while ile glonors results, on human life, charac­
ter and acoiety, in Chiiatian lands, are every­
where apparent.

Some of the moat pleasing reminiscences of 
l fe, e.pecially early life, are associated with this 
never to be forgotten period in earth's history 
Too slowly the mouths seemed to revolve in 
bringing the festive season, while eager anticipa­
tion real sed ei jv.ymema far exceeding the re­
ality.

A reedy Christianity he» cele­
brated e ghleen hundred and sixty eight anni­
versaries of the birth of Christ, which exceed in 
number all the Passover years in Jewish h story.

Truly it was a dark lime. We do not won- 
st the threatening of Divine Justice to come 

and smite the earth with a cures, unless a deli- 
verer should come. But be does come, “lo the 
fulness of time,” when the earth was silent in 
the solemn midnight hour.

“Glory to 
God in the highest, and on earth peace, good 
will toward men."

The first part of this Song, “Glory to God, 
&e., was not new to the angels, they had been 
tinging it ever since tbeir creation j but tba ad­
dition, “on ear.b, peace See.," was now utteied 
tor the first time. And we doubt not, but that 
part of tba strain gave them enjoyment superior

But we must uot anticipate, on the present 
occasion, our text le ids us back in thought to 
the commencement of the first century of the 
Cnri.tiao ere. The great fundamental fact of 
CbristiaSity, —Jesus Christ came into the 
world to save sinners ” is being constantly re­
cognised in all our official documenta and so­
cial correspondence.—Has the birthday of any 
other child, since the world began, become a 
starting point of chronology regulating the cal­
culations of so many of our race t Certainly 
not. The Deist who reject» altogether tba aton­
ing work of Jesus, believes that a man called 
Jrsue, did live in Judea at the time intimated 
in the Gospel. And although he regarde him ae 
an impostor, yet by tbe date of bil letters, ta­
citly acknowledges, that thi. impostor, has bad 
auch an it fluenoe on tbe most enlightened pé­
tions of tbe earth, as no other man aver bad.

Sirange, that the intelligence of our world, 
has not discovered the marvelous imposition I 

Looking et the subject from Ike correct stand­
point, we are not at all -surprised at tbe influ­
ence of Jesus on our national and social ar­
rangements. Our aurprue is that we are not 
more powerfully influenced by the teaching 
and Spirit of Christianity.

Tne subject before ue is of the most sublime 
nature, and challenge» tbe profound attention 
of men and angels. All proceeding events, 
however m.jestic, glorious sad important, sink 
into insignificance when compared with ibis.— 
Its emsxiog importance appear» not unless view 
ed in connection with its endlete teiulte.— 
Matters affecting seriously the Divine govern 
ment, and the eternal welfare of intelligent be­
ing», only could have rendered necessary auch 
a remarkable display of Infinite wisdom, love 
and power.

Let us glance et the moral condition of our 
race, at the period when • The Word wae made 
flesh and dwelt among ua.' Tte true worship 
of Gci bad well nigh ceased on earth. There 
were a few indeed, end but a few among tbe 
Jews who offered to God the adoration of the 
heart. Spiritaal worship was superseded, as 
alas I it is in our day to an alarming extent, by 
cold, yet, rigid formalities, Tbe spirit of pro­
phecy, and tbe aymbol of the Divine presence 
had been witheld for m*ny years. The tradi­
tion» of the elders had then taken thn place 
Of tbe commandment» of God. Ae might be 
expected tbe introduction of error in doc­
trine prepared the wey for all kind» of im­
morality. God'» own people bed forgotten Him,
• and lightly esteemed the rock oi hie salvation.
It was a gloomy time in Jewish history. The 
Sceptre—the power of government, wae just de 
parting from Judah, tbe naticn wae realises, un 
easy and discontented. Yet there wea a gener­
al expectation of a deliverer near at band,—an 
indefinite anticipation of some approaching 
event only understood by tbe faithful few who 
heartily believed, and prayerfully atudied tbe 
writing, of Motes end the Prophets. These 
plain|y perceived that the * week» ' of Daniel 
were ebout expiring, end that the signs of tbe 
times indicated the speedy advent of tbe long 
expected Meaiiah.

If tbe highly favoured people of God, bad be­
come thus demoralised, ritualistic and proud 
h ,w much more degraded sod polluted the sur­
rounding heathen nations I Scarce a doxolôfcy 
of praise caught tbe ear ol God or angels from 
our planet, except a few In the holy land, to 
called. What of Athena '/ The polite, learned, 
and populous Athens. Among tbe thirty thou­
sand gods io that city the true God was th 
unknown !

No*here could be beard such a sentiment 
that ol tbe text, “ Glory to God in the high 
eat &e." And what of tbe Roman empire, then 
in tie xenith of prosperity? Surely among 
the C«e»f* will be heard Songa of adoration 
th# King of King' Not yet. Not in the day 
of Auguitue Osar. Rome it busy in subdoing 
and governing tbe nation», importing foreign 
God», and building tbe Pantheon, a temple to 
all Qods, as tbe word meene. And what of ail 
the multitudes, inhabiting Countries ainoe called 
Germany, France, Britain and the Northern 
nations of Europe ? Alt Idolaters. There wat 
iodded re.igion among them, but it wae terrible 
in its manifestations. Human being! were of.

that realised at tbe Creatioo of this globe. 
Whether or no it b. true, 11 Tnat man at first 
lesroed Song, from ths bright angels o'er him 
ringing,” it is an undoubted fact, that when our 
race had almost ceased to give glory to God,— 
tbe glory due to hie name,” the angele came 
down and began aba Song, which then taken up 
by the Shepherd», (“for they returned praising 
and glorifying God' ) baa been eon tinned ever 
since, and now increasing in volume and string’b 
promis.» iooa to reverberate from pole to pole, 
and blending with lbs nolei of the celestial 
choir, shall produce what the exile of Patmoe 
heard in vision :

Blessing, ar d honor, and glory, and power, 
be unto Him, that eilteth upon tbe throne and 
unto the Limb for ever and ever.” Just for a 
moment contrast the present Chrinmai, with 
that alluded to in the text, and you will find 
•hat the name of the Babe of Bethlehem, 

receiving more adoration to-day, than was 
given to our Father God, for tbe mercies of 
four thousand years. And in only a few years 
after tbe eventful midnight hour, what do I bear 

Pertbians, Medea, and Elamitiea.and the dwel­
lers in M.aopotamia, and in Judea, and Capp­
adocia, in Pontua and Atia, Phrygia aad P.m- 
phylia in Egypt,; and in the parte of Lybia 
about Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jewa and 
proeelytee, Crates and Arabians, speaking in 
tbeir own tongues, tbe wonderful works of 
God.’’ All these returoed to their own lands 

Glorifying and praising God," like the shep­
herds, the sentiment of tbe ang.lic song, being 
the inspiration which moved tbeir bounding 
bnaru, “Glory to God in the highest.’’

And now Dear Friands, aa we listen do we 
not hear the tame delightful strain in every di­
rection ? Europe and America lead the Song, 
which Asia and Africa had almost ceased to ting 
until recently. Harps long hung upon the wil­
lows in the venerable East, are in our dvy being 
tuned and used for the worship of the true 
God. Poor, dark, downtrodden, A trice, is bow 
almost surrounded with tbe dcxologies of Chris­
tianity. Its unknown interior it alio being ex­
plored, in order to set up the Standard of 
Emanuel.

While the teeming mitions of India and China 
are beginning to toe, with wonder end ed mira­
tion tbe light of Christianity and civilisation. 
Confucius and Brahma, receive not ell the ado­
ration of too»# lands. Jeans our Saviour, daily 
accepta the homage of grateful bear ta in those 
regions.

Tbe Islet of the Southern, es well as of the 
northern Seas, now join in the “Hallelujahs to 
God and the Limb.”

JeruBelem, long silent, «gain lifta her voice, 
The Eaitern end the Western Song are united, 
by tbe awift messenger of tbe ocean. From 
sea to see, from shore to «bore, the glad anth­
em from tbe skies, is heard from sanctified hu­
man tongues, prompted by gracious eud jubi­
lant emotions.

Deily, earth witnesses the literal fulfilment of 
the triumphant prophetic musioal exhortation 
of Israels gospel prophet. “Siag unto tbe Lord, 
e new Song, end hit praiie from tbe end of the 
earth, ye that go down to the see, and ell that 
it therein : the Islet end ell tbe inhabitants 
thereof. Let the wilderness, and the cities 
thereof lift up their voice, the villages that 
Kedar doth inhabit : let tbe inhebilante of the 
rock ting, let them about from the top of tbe 
mount»™». Let them give glory unto the Lord, 
and declare hie praise in tbe Islands.'

The Nativity ot Cbriet alone would rot have 
awakened tbe ardent doxologiee of Christendom 
except as viewed in its essentiel connection with 
hie atoning work Bethlehem's importance 
gathered from Calvary. -The Cross rather then 
the birth of Jaaua ie tbe central truth of Christi­
anity. Tbe redemption of Christ Jeans, id ell 
phases end bearings was suggested and initiated 
at the nativity. Hence the enrapturing song, 
“Glory to Gad in the highest &c/

Io the midst of the loud acclaim of thousands, 
apparently devout, let not the Church»» forget, 
that beautiful words ot adoration many remain 
after tbe spirit of devot ion baa departed. “Glory 
to God in the highest,” may peal forth Irom tbe 
well.traioedjchoir, assisted by the majestic organ, 
man's noblest instrument, while tbe reveoee of 
praite due tbe Most High, may be atolen by the 
operators. Massive and lofty Cathedral* may 
display the profound sentiment in golden letters, 
and God not be glorified.

The melody of the new beert midst scenes of 
effliction and poverty, will come up to the throne 
of tbe Mediator, with acceptance while the artis­
tic doxology fails to reach tba car of God, or 
awakeo gladoct* among the angel». May we 
not say with Hebtr,

Curiet, on eerth and in htaren, cordially unite 
with the angelic throng in singing tbe song of 
both Mosee-iti| the Lvmb, methioks the high­
est, sweetest-, and moat entrancing notes, ere 
those to the Lamb, ' who was slain for ur.'—

power, and riches and wisdom, and strength, 
and honour, and glory, and bearing.'

‘ On earth peace good will towards men.'— 
Tba coming of Christ exprera d in a moat re­
markable manner the 1 good will,' or favour of 
heaven towards mankind. When we reflect 
oc the morel state of our world, at the nativity, 
it would not have been matter of inrpriae, bad 
tba Holy One, clad bimtclf with vengeance as 
a garment, end crushed am d judgment terrors 
the rebellious race. But Hie mi.sien was peace­
ful. • God wat iu Christ reconciling the world 
unto himself.’ And wherever the goipel ie 
heard, felt, and individually obeyed, there ie 
eweetiy real'i-d, all that is contained in that 
suggestive phrase • Peace with Ood.’ Peace of 
conscience, end peace with each otter. The 
uoivereal epreai end reception of the Go.pel 
would gently yet tffeclively drive from our 
blocd-eteined globe, the murderous spirit of 
human warfare. Already ihe influence of the 
Prince of peace hat greatly checked the detire 
for bloody warfare.

Mer­
ritt Caldwell, who waa an intimate acquaintance 
of Mr. Pieros, he having boarded ia tbe Cald' 
well family, when teaching school in tba Granite 
State io hie younger deys. 1 was so much in­
terested in Mr. Cotkman'a letter, tbet 1 took a 
copy of it, which ia' now lying in my portfolio. 
He says, 44 I have just at joyed a memorable 
interview with Senator Pierce of your Stale. 
Ha cams to me ur.dir deep acd powerful con­
victions of the Spirit of Ood. He earnestly 
aaktd my prayers, and wa kneeled together ia 
my parlor, while 1 commended him to God. He 
expressed tbe strongest determination to be 
coma a Christian and to divot# the remainder 
of hia life to tbe service of Ood. I think a letter 
from you mey prove to him a great blessing.’ 
Mr. Cookman waa, at the time of writing thia 
latter, tba popular Chaplain of tba Houaa of 
Rspresaotativaa in Congress.

After reading thia letter, I resolved to eell 
upon tba President elect. A friend kindly 
offered to accompany me, sod give me an intro­
duction. We accordingly called Sabbath even 
ing, and bad a abort, but very agreeable inter­
view, but ai a number of persons ware present, 
I could not broach the sutj-ct of the Cookman 
letter. But, on leering. Mr. P. invited me to 
call St hia room et the Eigle Hotel, where be 
proposed to receive bit friends and visitors. 
Calling early in ths mornirg, most fortu­
nately, 1 found him entirely alone and wan 
to cordially] received, as to be put entirely 
at my ease. Mr. F ece wat sociable, chatty even, 
and spoke ol his past life with great freedom. 
He waa particularly fond of referring to eminent 
preecberi whom he had beard, and particularly 
of J. N. Msffit, of whole style be gave an illus­
tration.

I asked him which of lbs two ko considered 
the greater orator, Mi flit or Cookman. “ Ah,' 
arid he, “ Mr. Co. kmau waa the grea'est 
preacher I ever listened to ; he was ■ real orator. 
I sleays took every opportunity of listening to 
him while in Washington.” 1 then calltd ht
attention to Mr. Uookman’i letter, sod asked 
him if at the lime be thought he bad expeli 
enerd regeneration. Tbia ha parried by laying, 
“ O, Brother Cookman lays it on rather thick— 
but I waa never ao much interested in any man 
as in Mr. Cockasn f and this at least I will con­
fess, I went all through the winter to prayer sod 
clan meeting! in Dr* Sewell’s cellsr-kiiehen on 
C St." " An ! ” ba added, " Mr. C. was a most 
powerful preacher.]' Whet, in the spring, be 
resigned bit sect acd came boms, he attended 
church with the Methodists, but the poop » were 
probably a tittle afraid of him, aod his wife could 
sot consent to become a Methodist, aad be at

last went back lo the South Congrvga'icnal 
Church io Concord, end gradually gave up the 
eor.fi c*. Sad fact in his history. Had he but 
carried out h e purpose, expressed to a promi­
nent clergyman of Nrw Hampshire, chat a 
change it would have wrought in his life and 
character. •• When 1 rtsigned uij seat in the 
Senate, I did it wnh Ibe lull intent oa of be­
coming a Method's! preacher."

So that 
in these and other way», not a lew Gentiles be­

• Desire of nation»,’ extracted a truer meaning 
from them in many cases than prejudiced Jew», 
aod watched with anxious eye» the eigne of Hii 
appearance.

This will lutnieh a reason for the otherwise 
unaccountable feet, that among the first to do 
homage to the infant King were Megi from the 
distant country of Chaldea or its vicinity. • We 
have seen hie star in the East,’ they said, and 
are come to worship Him.’

In setking an explanation for this phenome­
non which attracted their attention, we muet 
bear in mind the axiom of Biblical criticism, 
that no occur» nee which can be properly ex­
plained by na'oral causes should be ascribed to 
miraeulcua egeicy.

We muet bear in mind, too, that 
these Magi belonged to a distant land and that 
it would take them tome time to travel to Beth­
lehem.

State of our Connexion-
A LAYMAN S VIEW. NO. II,

Dear Sir,—In my previous letter I proposed 
to drew attention to the cause of the failure of 
our Church of late years, in these lower'Provinces 
to sustain it» proper full part in the great work 
of building up .and eetabliebing the kingdom of 
Christ. 1 feel the delicacy of this self-imposed 
ta-k, and the reason will be easily understood ; 
but hoping that charity will be allowed its due 
influence with those who condemn me for tl ue 
expressing what very many of our Societies feel,
I shall proceed, with more than ordinary regard 
to brevity.

If in listening for the lait thirty years, or 
more, to the doctrines of our Denomination, at 
taught from our pulpits, I have acquired a know­
ledge of them, then I may say, we hold that, the 
God man, Christ died and rose again for the tint 
of a guilty world ( that when He ascended the 
Holy Ghost came down, to abide with the dis­
ciples of the risen Redeemer, even unto the end 
of the world. That in carrying forward to com­
pletion the scheme of redemption; the Holy 
Ghost» calla, qualifiée, and thrueta out as bit 
agents or messengers, men, whose life work it 
shall be to proclaim the Gospel, and unfold the 
love and mercy of God, as manifested in that 
Gospel, cffeiing in the name of Christ, whose 
commission they receive, a free and full salva­
tion through faith in hie name.

We hold too, that the Gospel, published by 
these divinely called end qualified agents, in the 
spirit of tbeir commission, potseseae a power 
imparted to it by the Holy Spirit, to convince and 
ooavert the ungodly, and sanctify believer* ; and 
that conversion end sactification are the special 
work and purpose of the Holy Spirit, and will, 
never be effective without hie aid. Human elo* 
qienoe, learning or seal, or all combined, poe­
tess no power of themselves, suffi:ient for the 
task ; end most fail, as they always have, when 
shorn of the power which God imparts. The 
correctness of three views or doctiinee ia sustain- 
ci by the history vf the rise and progress of Me­
thodism.

Preachers, in their plain, (plain because full of 
the wisdom of God incarnate,) earnest, loving 
manner, entreated tinners to be reconciled to 
Gol, and the Holy Ghost came down, and retails 
followed, which brought glory to God and gave 
attestation to the genuineness of the preacher's 
call to the work engaged in.

Opening of the Suet Canal— Proposed Rai'icay 

to the Eati—Important religious documente— 
Disturbed condition oj Ireland—Educational 
movements—Wesleyan Methodist publications 
for the New Year— Ike teealhtr.
Dear Mr. Editor,—Another great highway 

for tha nations of the East haa been opened. 
The great Maritime Canal connecting the Medi­
terranean ten and the Red sea ie complete and 
baa been opened with imposing ceremonies. At 
intimated in my last communication, the Em­
press of the French was oa a visit to Egypt to 
be present at the ceremonial. In the Imperial 
ytrbt and accompanied by a fleet of forty ves­
sels, the Empress proceeded up the Canal is far 
as Iemailia, between forty aod fifty miles ; and 
was there met by vessel* from Sues, which had 
passed through in safety. Toe completion of 
thie gigantic undertaking ia regarded with much 
eatiefaetion, and all unite in praising the skill 
and indomitable perseverance of the French 
Engineer who hae superintended the works from 
their commencement.

It ie difficult to convey by figures a correct 
idea of this stupendous work. Its entire length 
is 99 miles, and it follows aa closely as practica­
ble a straight line from sea to as*. A uniform 
depth of 26 feet of water hat been eeoured, and 
that for a bottom in do piece lees then 72 feet in 
width. The surface width for 22 miles ie 196 ft. 
where the canal passes through high ground, 
and for 77 miles tl .rough tome small lakes, and 
low grounds the surface width ia 327 feet.

The engineering difficulties have been moat 
formidable, financial difficulties had also to be 
met, and provided for, aod political jealousies 
and combinations have at times seriously re­
tarded the work. It ia fifteen years since the 
first concession was granted, and many times it 
was feared that the great enterprise must fail 
It has already been a great boon to Egypt, sti­
mulating all its industries and creating fresh 
centres of population and commerce. Land baa 
been brought into use and cultivation which had 
hitherto been barren and unproductive. What 
effect the opening of this Canal will have upon 
the mighty stream of travel and commerce that 
steadily flows to the Eset, yet remain» to be aeen. 
It» financial eucceet, and paying capabilities 
have yet to be developed, but it ia just y re­
garded as a mighty work, not unworthy of the 
Land of the Pyramids, ao gloricua in its peat 
history, end a noble illaetrstfon of the energy 
and skill of the men of the 19.h century.

Another greet undertake is being mooted, 
and urged upon England, which has had little 
to do with the completed Cens! ; the building 
of a railway through Turkey and by the valley 
of the Euphrates to its Eastern possessions. 
Tuer» can be but little doubt of the ultimate 
execution of this design and thus another great 
highway will be opened, bringing the East into 
more intimate union with the West, and heating 
the time of the evangelization of its teeming

Tf ere will be teemed Divines appointed, to 
whom the nncouwiaeed may open their miede, 
and from whom they may receive abundant light 
to guide them to the truth. Bo there ie yet an 
opening for Dr. Camming and others who may 
desire to try their skill in disputation under the 
shadow of the Vatican.

The second document is from M. Merle D'An- 
bigue, the renowned Historian of the Reforma­
tion, in which eo invitation ia extended to Pro­
testant» throughout the world, urging them to 
set apart the.period during which tbc Council 
ia meeting, for special and united prayer for the 
priesthood and members of the “ Roman " Ci 
tbelie Cbnrch, that they may be delivered froi 
tbeir errors end brought to a knowledge of the 
truth.

The third document is from the Patriarch of 
Constantinople, the Head of the Great Eastern 
Church, to the Archbishop of Canterbury, ap­
proving in generil of the English Prater Book 
a copy of which Dr. Tait had sent him, taking 
exception only to details, and further expressing 
most cordial desires for unity with the Body ol 
which the Atchbiebop is the Ecclesiastical Head. 
It it seldom that three such remarkable demon­
strations are recorded in tie papeie, all of them 
significant, and indicative of great religious 
movements.

Toe state of Ireland it egain causing great 
anxiety. The Government is opposed in every 
possible way. Toe recent attempt» at pacifica­
tion appear to have entirely failed. Since Mr. 
Gladstone refused to release the Fenian pri­
soners, the excitement bat widened, and the 
apparent hostility to the ruling powers become 
more intense. At a recent election, t Mr. O'Do- 
novsn Rowe, a convicted Fenian, at present UO' 
dergoing a sentence of imprisonment, wai re 
turned by a considerable majority. The election 
of a convict ie of course void, but yet it it in­
dicative of a state of feeling, and a determina­
tion to insult the Government, which is much to 
be deplored.

The Educational movement hae not advanced 
much during the past fortnight. The papers 
have been filled with contributions, bearing upon 
the question, and a few very valuable eommuni 
cations have appeared io our Connexional jour­
nals. The President, in accordance with the 
instructions of the last Conference hae called 
together the Wesleycn Education Committee, 
which hae been in cession daring the week, but 
at the date of thie communication, the writer 
btt seen no intimation of the result of tbeir 
deliberation».

A glance at the advertisements in the papers, 
will show that Wesleyan Methodism it eager­
ly availing itself of the eid of the press, to in­
fluence end inform the public mind. In addition 
to the well-known Connextionel periodicals, 
which need no words of eulogy, we have “ the 
Methodist Almanac for 1670—price one penny.

6d 
" Tne Methodist Temperance Magazine ” I 
capital publication, now entering on its third 
year. “ The Wesleyan Methodist Year Booh 
for 1870, ’ an entirely new work, fi led with valu­
able information which must have cost its com­
piler a vast amount of labor. " The Methodiet 
Family ” it tbs title of a new Mag ax ne, just 
announced, with an excellent array of Editorial 
talent. Then we have “ the Lay Preacher” 
specially designed for the use of the Local 
preachers ; a d another Magtxioe from the 
tame source, the name of which I cannot recall, 
for the use and help of Class Leader».

In addition to all these, we have “the Chris­
tian Sentinel ” which it circulated locally in 
connection with some of the principal London 
Cbapele, furnishing information of all the set- 
vices end desses held, end containing valuable 
reading matter suitable for circulation among 
tha maaeas, and designed to draw them to the 
House of God. The tame paper, with one peg# 
filled with local new», notices, or advertisements, 
is supplied to Circuit» in town or country upon 
vary liberal terms, and has been found very use­
ful in many neighbourhoods.

land called Newfoundland which ia covered with 
eternal log ao that the Newfoundlander» never 
•ee the sun.’ Quite as apocry, hal statements 
are sometimes made of Yarmouth. Let me re­
pel the libel. We have bed throughout the en­
tire summer exquisite weather,brigh', but good 
end enjoyable.

REV. JOHN ALLISON—PASTOR.

We find in the Milwsukie Sentinel, of the 29th 
ulL, which hsi been sent to ue, »n account of 
the dedicatory services of the shove named Con­
gregational Church, which from tke description 
given, we judge it e very beautiful edifice. The 
following statement made by the pastor on the 
occasion, neer the close of tbs exercises, will be 
read with interest by hie former friends in these 
Provinces.

STATEMENT. t
It is not a small matter to rear s church edi- 

II ce ; s piece for the most solemn and far reach­
ing transactions that can take piece on eatth, 
where the eon I of min bolds communion with 
the Creator ; where your children and child re ’» 
children, and many of whom you now can have 
no knowledge, will pay tbeir vows.

Thie bouse, which rise» in graceful proportion 
to the eye of the observer, has to the spiritual 
sense io its future history a far deeper signifi­
cance than that which the natural eye eeee. Tne 
one pronouncce on what it manifest to all—the 
tsstefuinesi and beauty of tbs edifice. The oth­
er regarde thing» of nrightier import, although 
not to be fully developed until that day when 
the Lard writeth up the people, and will count 
of thie man and that man that he was born here. 
The outgoings ot this place are to eternity, and 
the angels above are fixing their regards upon it 
•• a nursery of immortal beings who shell yet 
company with themselves in the everlasting hab­
itations.

A house in which to worship God ought to be 
constructed in reference to the usee and impree 
•ions of truth, and hence artistic expression it it 
does not embody sentiment,—should not st least 
impede God’s message*.

This it not e pises for scenic display, where 
spectacular effee'e are to be produced upon the 
tenets, but s shrine where the lowly may wor­
ship, and an oracle where God msy apeak. But 
God speaks by hit word aad through Hit ser­
vants prepared and sent by Him. The pulpit it 
the symbol of religious instruction, end the 
structure which best facilitates the hearing of 
God's werd is the beet cbnrch edifice.

Thie society has aimed to build snd farnish a 
commodious and comfortable house, not in­
artistic, but not p retentira», mr derate in its 
cost, end simple in its accommodation ; and their 
original purpose to complete the work before 
the building ie occupied hae been happily ac­
complished.

The history of O i v»t Church it necessarily 
connected with the Astor street organixatfen — 
In 1861 n few zealous Christian m-n and wo­
men belonging to Plymouth Church, then un­
der tbs pastorate of Rev. C. D. Helmer, ex­
tended their missionary efforts into the First 
Ward, and ultima'ely formed the Church bear­
ing the above name. Thie Church grew in num­
ber (snd 'power, having for its pastor for 
about two years the Rev. J. McLean. After 
the d;smii»al of its pastor, the church retained 
il» organization snd maintained its Sabbath 
school wiih much vigor. Thie echool is the con­
necting-link between the Aetor Street snd Oli­
vet Churches.

When in the the ordsr of God’s providence 
the time came to enter upon Christie* work in

monies on the 27 h of Auguet^wnd now, just 
sixuen months alter the first «tone wai laid, we 
are engaged in the dedication s-rvicts of the 
edifice completed end rrady for use.

This historic limning, so meagre in itself, ne­
vertheless encloses a grouping of figures and 
scenes which cannot be tnpplicd in detail by the 
recollections of any one person.

The pioneer hetoirm of the projectors of the 
Astor Street Church ; the email beginning and 
the encouraging growth of that work ; the week­
ly gatherings).! that Sabbath school ; the patient 
earnest work of the men and women who, amid 
the vicissitude» of missionary toil, never forsook 
their posts ; the eerioue consultation», the au­
roral gleams of encouragement and the perils Of 
a first venture, snd the anxieties attendit g the 
inauguration of Olivet—all of these ere in the 
great unwritten book —in God's ho k—unre­
corded here, but remembered there.

I trust i'Jis not unbecoming fir the pastor to 
•peak of the noble ifforte of hit people in ac­
complishing this task. That some have given 
money generously must he evid nt ; that all 
have given cheerfully ie also true. Tne contri­
butions of lime, and thought, and prayer, cannot 
be estimated. My people have given practical 
expression of their belief in their stewardship, 
and, I doubt no', have constantly Ml that they 
were disbursing what G d had given them in 
harmony wiih Hi» will. With cheerful devotion, 
offerii gs large and smsll, from the droppings of 
the children on the corner-stone to the thousands 
given by parents. Fathers snd sons, mothers 
and daughters—ell have contributed to the woik, 
end now. In presenting the edifice to God, they 
can truly e*y, “ Neither do we offer unto Gcd 
burnt off-ringt of that wnich has cost us nothing,”

The Building it now finished, and its open 
doors invite you to come in end pay your vuws 
unco God The expenci ure thus far for the 
erection of the building, organ, furnishing and 
land is about $66 000.

1 will not detain you to give a description of 
the building, nor to speak of the gentlemen who 
have executed the different L'aris of the woik, 
as these have already been gublishrd in the ci'y 
papers. I will add that while the work will 
speak for itself, the courtesy of the contractors 
sod their employes haa rendered the supervision 
and care of the building committee less onerous 
end more pleasant then it otherwise would have 
been.

1 cannot allow myself to bring this statement 
to a close without referring especially to the pe­
culiar favor of God toward all engaged in the 
construction of the church ; that while there 
must have been much exposure of life and limb 
to danger, not a single accident nas occuried to 
the workmen from the commencement to the 
close.

As usual, when a willing people enter upon 
work tor God, there hive been special prompt­
ings to benevolent sciions. The ladies, gene­
rally, in the foreground when the Mtaler is to 
be honored, always having some precious slakes 
ter-box ol ointment for the Saviour's nserL^Tbe 
ladies of our Church have placed in yonder 
orchestra that regal instrument of song, whose 
full-voiced tonee will, during the Sabbaths to 
come, bear our praises heavenward.

The young ladies of the Bjb'e-clase modestly 
bring this communion-table end ask to he re­
membered by Him whose feast of lose will be 
commemorated in the symbols placed thereon.

The young men receiving weekly instructions 
from God’s word in the Bible cites, have placed 
this splendid copy of the sected Scriptures on 
the desk, while the children of the Sabbath- 
school, as if they would p.elet iheir claim to 
perpelusl instruction, and gently remind their 
pastor that the babes ere to be fed with the sin­
cere milk of the work, have placed hete by their 
contributions this beautiful pulpit.

It now only remains for me to take this pre­
cious offering of my people and surrender it up 
in all its parte, adaptations and uses, now and 
at long as these walls shall stand, to the service 
of the Triune God the Father and the Sou and 
the Holy Ghost. Amen.

If any one doubt» tbi» «tatemeot let him leave 
hie oily home—lor no one bred in the country 
will donbt it—and undertake to cultivate even a 
garden of ball an acte for the summer. He will 
then find thet knowledge is as eeiential to the 
right use of the spade ae of the pen, end thet 
there is a great difference between the scientific 
forming ol Flanders, where literal y not a weed 
is to be seen, and that of many of our fermer», 
the wealth of whose soil ia aboot equally divided 
between fruit» and weeds, as between the trade 
of a modern commercial city and the barter of a 
back-woods entile menu It is true thet agricul­
ture has been the last to recriee the impetus of 
modern science. It ia true that many agricultur­
ists are content to go io the ways of their fa­
thers, because experiments ere costly. But it 
is also true thet they are unable to compete with 
those who understand tke use of new instru­
ments, methods, and fertiliser». Agriculture ia 
also becoming in this country a popular recrea­
tion. Many a gentleman is content to epeod on 
his country seat what to earns io the counting- 
room. The practical farmer Is thus able to get 
the benefit of hie experiment» without paying 
for thorn. This change in agriculture, which bee 
converted it from drudgery to on art, haa crea­
ted a dr mend for a corresponding literature,
Fifty years ego, a stable agricultural periodical 

did not exiet on the Ameriosn Continent.' Now 
every considerable district bee one, while almost 
every weekly paper, secular or religion*, has its 
agricultural department ; end it will not be long 
before eomethieg of a library will be a part cf 
the furniture of well-ordered forme—Book Ta­
ble, Harper’s Magasine.

How to Cook a Potato.
It may seem strange to eons that we should 

attempt to teach them how to do eo simple e 
thing as cooking a potato, and yet it is a fact 
thet very many who attempt to do this entirely 
foil, end bring them on the table soggy and poor, 
when, if they had been properly cooked would 
hive been mealy end good. Now » good floury 
potato is a very good thing, but a poor, water- 
soaked one is a nuisance. If they are to be 
boiled, the water should be brought to a boil­
ing point before the potatoes sre put Io. The 
addition of » little eeit ia ay advantage, and if 
the tubers are not inclined to come out of the 
pot meily end good without, pare them in pla­
ces before putting them into the water to cook.
When fully done, the water should bo turned 
off. end the potatoes left to dry off. Same put 
a towel over them, end It ie n good plio ; it 
keeps them hot and yet tote the (teem escape.
If the potato, ia baked, take it from the oven as 
soon asoooked, end sell it in n sloth so as to 
break the skin, and tot out the steam and they 
will be very much better then when allowed to 
remain after being baked ia tbe usuel wey. I f 
any of our readers know * better way of eoohiog 
this vegetsb.e, tot them any so .—Se» Covenant
