A rather curious trial terminated last

The necessary inquir­
ies were at once made, and the police dis­
covered the new abode of the nun. Dr. De 
Pedis, the assistant at the hospital, though 
a married man himself, had seduced the 
young Sister of Charity, and had induced 
her to esc ipe. As it was impossible for her 
to leave the convent in her costume, Dr. De 
Pedis contrived to procure an elegant, world­
ly costume, in which the nun only -looked 
better. Pretending to be some lady who 
had come to Santo Spirito to have a tooth 
taken out, and leaving the hospital in the 
company of the doctor, the young lady soon 
disappeared in a closed carriage, and was con­
veyed to private lodgings.
