Lord Haldane and the Chief Justice
who, as Sir Rufus Isaacs before his
elevation to the bench, was the keen-
est legal light at the English bar, rank
as the foremost authorities upon law
in the United Kingdom.

Petrograd, Nov. 2.—The Russian
General Staff- makes the following an-
nouncement:” On the East. Prussian
front our troops are progressing in
the region of Wladislawow in the
Government of Sawalkipy and in the
forest of Romentim.

WORTH $1,500,000 T0 P.EL

Humble “Spud” is the Main-
stay of the People of the
Island Province — Cape
Breton and Newfoundland

the Chief Markets

Charlottetown, P. E. I, Oct. 28.—
For inany years the potato crop
has been one of the main sources of
revenue for our farmers; hence this
province has long been known as
Spud Island, and before dairying was
established, and when ghe credit
system was more generally in vogue
than at present, the country mer-
chant received payment for his goods
largely in potatoes 'and oats in the
fall.

It is difficult to get the exact yield
for each year, ‘but, according to the
crops reports issued by the Provincial
Department of Agriculture, the fol-
lowing figures will give approxi-
mately an idea of the value of the
crops for the past eight years:

Allowance
must also be made for the possibility
of higher prices in the spring, and it
is probable that a considerable quan-
tity may be held over with that ex-
pectation.

Starch Factories “Busy.

factories on the
Island will grind up about 150,000
bushels this fall, which is less than
the average quantity so absorbed.
They are paying 32 cents per 100
pounds for potatoes, all sizes, just as
they come from the fields. One hun-
dred and seventy-five bushels per
year ‘is about the average quantity
sold to these factories, aund the price
paid has generally corresponded to
that paid for export from the ‘pro-
vince.

As long as the 25 cents a bushel
duty was imposed by ‘the United
States against Canadian potatoes,
shipments from the Island to that
market were small., When this duty
was reduced to 10 per cent. last fall,
there was a marked increase in the
shipment, until the embargo closed
that market.

Potato Disease.

A good deal is being heard on the
Island at present concerning the
powdery scab, which led to the em-
bargo.

B Dominion expert, Mr. John Adams
who made a special study of the
disease when in. Ireland, where he
was connected with the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, has been ad-
dressing meetings of the farmers
as to the best methods of preventing
the spread of the ‘scab.’ The an-
nouncement, made earlier in the
season, by the United States govern-
ment that negotiations are under
way with the Canadian officials with
a view of effecting an arrangement
whereby the importation of potatoes
from Canada may be resumed has
made our farmers view the situation
hopefully.
Must be Inspected.

It is expected that our potatoes may
be admitted into the States on condi-
tion that they pass inspection at ware-
houses at the principal parts of the
Island, by Canadian inspectors, and
also inspection' at American ports by
American offi ials.

The Island crop is practically out
of the ground, it is now the middle
of the shipping season, and any set-
tlement of the question cannot come
too soon to suit the farmers, who are
prepared to ship largely to the States
if given an opportunity. If the de-
mand abroad does not meet expecta-
tions, a larger quantity than usual
will be fed to the live stock, and
much will be held over till the
spring.

According to the figures
above, the price during the past,
eight years has ranged from 20 to
{40 cents per bushel. The great bulk
has usually been shipped in the fall,
but some springs as high as from 60
to 70 cents has been paid. This fall
thé good yield has been general over
the” Island. The crop is sound, and

DEATH AT BADDECK

We would like to
see the laborer receive 20c. per hour
but the 1esponsible men of the Union
should see that protection is afforded
the employer.

The trade of the whole country is
involved in this dispute between the
Longshoremen and the employers and
it is essential that a supreme effort
be made at once to fix matters up.
Surely both parties would be willing
to submit their differences to arbitra-
tion.

To the shippers of goods by the
Coastal boats, this dispute means
great inconvenience, and to the out-
port people it means longer delays in
receiving their freight. If the Union
cannot see its way to work at fish
after 6 p.m. they might draw the line
in the case of Coastal and Foreign
going steamers.

It is unfair to make the public suf-
fer inconvenience and loss of money
because of this dispute, and the em-
ployers should be ready to meet the
men half way and take the kinks out
of this annoying dispute.

WEATHER BEGINS
TO PLAY BIG PART

Despite Strenuous Efforts of
the Germans They Have
Met With General Checks
and Repulses

F OR days and nights the Germans

despair.
ming corps up on corps into the angle
of the Allies’ line at Ribecourt in a
desperate attempt to pierce it.

The extreme left has been denuded
of troops that they may be thrown into
this vortex. But it has been a vain
effort. Grey-coated soldiers have
been fed into the French field of fire
like corns into a hopper. They have
been ground to dust.

These violent ' counter-attacks are
the direct result of what might be call
ed the present siege-field operations.
To say that a modern battie lasts over
two weeks, the time the hostile arm-
ies have been engaged before Paris
conveys a wrong impression to the
untechnical.

Infantry and cavalry are not ad-
vancing and retiring during such time.
What happens is that the troops of
m&"éo'xit(;n(']iﬁg forces “dig thiemseélves
in” at favorable points, whilst the ar-
tillery continues an uninterrupted fire.

The men in the trenches are reliev-
ed as often as circumstances permit,
but this kind of fighting, as one sol-
dier described it, is “la vie a I'enfer.”

Weather's Active Part.

The German field fortifications have
been splendidly planned and painstak-
ingly constructed, Their trenches not
only give shelter from the enemy’s
projectiles, . but from the elements.
The bombproofs deflect shells and
keep out rain and cold.

And the weather is beginning to
play an active part in the campaign.
The realisation of this has brought
about the recent suicidal counteg-at-
tacks of the cxiemy. With winter
coming on the Germans know that no-
thing short of a decisive victory can
save them.

Frightful Congestion.

Despite their genius for organisa-
tion, their lines of communication
must now be frghtfully congested.
The evacuation of the wounded and
the return of “empties” cannot but
seriously interfere with the replenish-
wicnt of amimunition, and now the'§it-
f{ation is complicated by the necessity
of supplying the troops with winter
kit.

Take the item of blankets alone.
How is it humanly possible to distri-
bute 1,000,000 blankets to the Ger-
man troops under the present condi-
tions? Remember that the supply of
reinforcements and ammunition must
be constant. Otherwise all: is lost.
Alrcady the enemy’s transport ser-
vice is trained to the breaking-point.
Under this added weight it must col-
lapse. This would mean the begin-
ning of the end.

German Plan Fails,

Even now it is plain from the posi-
tions of the two armies *hat the elab-
orate plan of the German general has
ended in comnplete failure. The one
battle formation they wished to avoid
was that of parallel fronts.: Such is
the position at this momen.

Another point that must not be
overlooked is that the French soldier
is now a veteran. The men are bron-
sed znd hardened to a degree.. Not

Time and again the shop-
keepers conned the latest great Gen-
eral Staff War Bulletin while chang-
ing their flags forward.’ They smiled
at the task.

Changed Conditions.

Picture these same shopkeepers
now, Surely they notice that the
victories won by the Germans are
farther and farther from Paris. They

must sec that the German line is ad- |

vancing backward.

For the moment fighting along the
front defended by the DBritish has
ceased. Many of the German tren-
ches are evacuated. Even the artil-
lery fires only at long intervals. The
old ruse of the “Quaker” battery has
been successful again.

~art wheels, with a few dummy fig-
ures grouped about. Soon an avia-
tor from the enemy’s lines circled
above the battery. In a mament a
salvo sounded. 1t began to rain pro-
jectiles in the vicinity of the “Quaker”
guns.

ATROCITIES
ARE PROVEN

German Officers Swear  to
Murder of Wounded on
the Battlefields

French
following

Washington, Oct. 28.—The
Embassy has issued the
statement.:

“The report appeared in the Press
some time ago, according to which
General Stenger, commanding a bri-
gade of the German army in France,
had issued an order to his troops pre-
scribing to them to give no quarter to
any prisoners, but to shoot them all,
and to finish the wounded. An official
statement, from Berlin via Sayville,
was issued thereupon, declaring that
this was an ‘impudent lie.’ '

“The atrocious order had, neverthe-
less, really been given, and ecarried
out, and proof of it is in the hands of
the French government. Over twenty
German prisoners of the 112th and
142nd regiments of infantry (forming
the Stenger brigade), are now held in
France, at Mont Brison and St. Etinne.

They have declared, under oath, be-
fore the magistrate, that this order
was actually issued on the 26th of
August, and that, in accordance with
it, all French wounded found that day
were at once despatched. Officers,
and notably Captain Curtius, personal-
ly, of the 112th regiment, superintend-
ed the execution.”
