Spon­
taneous generosity upon the part of
the allies may save the Dual Mon­
archy from utter disintegration; but
the Austria-Hungary, of today, with
its centralized authority would be an
impossibility. Even now Baron Burian,
a born Hungarian nobleman has sup­
planted Countr Berchtold as foregn
minister of the Dual Monarchy and
reflects the opinions and aims of the
Prime Minister Tisza. Austria re­
mains the cat’s-paw of German in­
trigue, and should the fortunes of war
or exigencies of situation so demand
